Towler told the board that they 
had to either properly advertise for 
bids on Ute project or declare it an 
emergency in order for work to be-
gin. . 

Board member Hattie Owens 
added that the track cannot be black­
topped this season, if it is not de­
clared an emergency, because asphalt 
plants are scheduled to close in No­
vember and won't reopen until the 
end of the track season next year. 

The board apparently felt that not 
enough time was available to get the 
facilityplansapprovedandtheproject 
out for bid before the plant closing in 
November. 

The board's action Tuesday to 
approve the emergency apparently is 
not appropriate, according to a state 
education official.

Board approves report; 
chides chief for time frame.

With serious reservations, Floyd 
County school board members ap­
proved an extensive report on im­
provements made in the system as 
the result of a state investigation last 
year. 

At Tuesday's meeting, board 
members complained that they had 
not. had adcqdate time to review the 
report and several members seemed 

to doubt that state school officials 
would be pleased with the document. 

Last month state education offi­
cials directed the local school board 
to prepare a comprehensive report on 
improvements made in the school 
system by September 15 regarding 
recommendations made by the state 
after last year's sweeping investiga­
tion. The report sharply criticized the 
leadership of the district and state 
investigators made 89 recommenda­
tions for improvement. 

Billips also chided superintendent 
Steve Towler about his repeated re­
quests which started over a year ago 
that the board receive a biweekly 
update on progress made in the school 
system. 

"I have to co mend you, Dr. 
Towler," Billips said. "I've asked for 
a year now and I still haven't gotten 
the first report. That was my whole 
point in asking for it so we wouldn't 
wait until the last minute to get this 
thing. Now it's too late." 

Smith asked to quit 
Board member Eddie Billips an­

grily commented that he had some 
differences of opinions with com­
ments in the report, but there was no 
time to add those to the report. 

Board chairman Eddie Patton said 
he felt the board had made improve­
ments in the areas of finance and 
operations, but said that little progress 
had been made in the system's main­
tenance department.

Area hospitals join in 
protest of Medicaid cuts 

Two Floyd County hospitals are 
among the plaintiffs in three lawsuits 
filed by the Kentucky Hospital Asso­
ciation against the state. 

Highlands Regional Medical and 
Our Lady of the Way Hospital are 
among the association hospitals chal­
lenging recent cuts in the state's re­
imbursements for Medicaid and indi­
gent care and the taxing of not-for­
profit hospitals. 

A lawsuit filed in fedcml court 
alleges that the state has violated a 
fcdcraJ law enacted in 1980 which 
fixed Medicaid reimbursements for 
each hospital to recover its costs. 

Two suits were filed in rranklin 
Circuit Court. One of those chal­
lenges the state's authority to tax 
charitable, non·profit hospitals. No 

provisions have been made in the 
new House Bill 1 passed earlier U1is 
year that exempts charitable, no-profit 
and county-owned hospitals from the 
tax, according to the lawsuit. The tax 
is a violation of the constitution which 
protects such hospitals from taxa­
tion, the lawsuit alleges. 

The other suit challenges recent 
cuts in the state's Hospital Indigent 
Care Assurance Program (HICAP) 
funding. The state accomplished a 
$9.6 million reduction in Medicaid 
entirely through reducing hospital 
HICAP payments, rather than shar­
ing the cuts among participating 
health providers. Indigent care pay­
ments will be based on Mc<licaid's 
determination of hospital profitabil­
ity, t11e lawsuit contends.

High school students 
learn courtrooiTI drama

Area high school students will get 
a ftrst-hand look at Floyd County's 
judicial system under a program to be 
implemented by Circuit Judge John 
David Caudill. 

Under Judge Caudill's program, 
area high school principals or other 
school officials will select five stu­
dents from their school and submit 
the names to the judge. The judge 
will then notify a school that he has a 
trial set to begin and the student will 
be allowed to attend and sit in on all 
phases of the proceedings. 

Judge Caudill got the idea from 
his wife, Karen, who learned about 
the program from Circuit Judge Bill 
Cunningham, whom she worked for 
in Western Kentucky. 

The program, similar to the page 
system used by the state legislature, 
is an effort to familiarize students . 
with the inner workings of the judi­
cial system. 

All the county high schools, in­
cluding Floyd County TechnicaJ High 
School, want to participate in the 
program, Judge Caudill said. Letters 
outlining the process were sent to all 
high schools and all principals rc-

sponded that they wanted to partici­
pate. 

"We will have full participation 
from every high school in the county," 
Judge Caudill said Wednesday. "The 
students will be with me and stay 
throughout a trial. The principals will 
decide which students will partici­
pateand it's not limited to any certain 
grades." 

When Judge Caudill was a prac­
ticing attorney and participated in the 
Floyd County Bar Association's Law 
Day program at area schools, most 
students were unaware of how the 
court process works, his letter to the 
schools notes. 

"As a practicing attorney, I par­
ticipated in this program and have 
visited seve raJ of the schools to speak 
to students regarding the function 
and process of the IcgaJ system," 
Caudill's letter said. "Not surpris­
ingly, the general consensus of the 
Bar Association has been that the 
students were very unfamiliar with 
how the legal system functioned.

The words of warning from 
the state that the Floyd County 
School System stands to lose 
millions of dollars in school 
construction funding could be a 
blessing in disguise. 

The local board has just one 
year to spend some $7 million in 
School Facilities Construction 
Commission (SFCC) funding or 
lose those dollars forever. 

That's not necessarily bad 
news. 

The ultimatum offers the board 
an opportunity to do what should 
have been done with school con­
struction funding from the start ... 

Share the wealth. 
Ac~ording to state guideiines, 

available SFCC funding must 
go toward projects designated 

, on a school facility plan adopted 
in 1992. 

Following that plan, and us­
ing the monies available, the 

board could accomplish a mini­
mum of six projects, including 
completion of Adams Middle 
School; finishing up at South 
Floyd; reviving the Betsy Layne 
Elementary project; and substan­
tial improvements at Clark El­
ementary, Osborne Elementary 
and Stumbo Elementary. 

Assuming the board sticks to 
the suggested cost outlines on 
these projects, they would have 
about a million bucks left to 
spread around even more. 

During the past few years, 
we've seen 75 percent Qf the 
funds available for local school 
construction go to meet about 
30 percent of the system's needs. 

That's more than a bit lop­
sided. 

The board has the chance now 
to baiance things out somewhat 
by getting the most out of the 
money that's left. 

They have a year to set things 
straight.

Community involvement 
aids school projects 

Editor: 
Tuesday night at Duff Elementary 

the BOE members were asked if they 
as members of the Board were re­
sponsible for the implementation of 
KERA (Kentucky Education Refonn 
Act) and one of the its goals which is 
community involvement. They re­
plied yes, they were. 

They were then asked why there 
was no community involvement in 
the decision to kill the Betsy Layne 
Elementary project? Their response 
was something about two public 
meetings at which the Betsy Layne 
Community had an opportunity to 
comment. 

Yes, there were two meetings but 
these meetings were held after the 
board voted to kill the project. The 
communities of the 3rd educational 
district (Harold, Stumbo, Betsy 
Layne) knew absolutely nothing 
about plans to scrap the new school in 
our district. 

The BOE is charged by the state 
with the responsibility of implement­
ing KERA and one element is getting 
community involvement with our 
schools and the decision making pro­
cess. Involvement is parents and oth­
ers helping to shape policies and a 
say in how our schools are managed. 

Community involvement is not 
taking a desperately needed facility 
away with no prior warning. Our 
appointed (not elected) board mem­
ber Brent Gilford Clark has actively 
discoumged community involvement 
by refusing to attend community 
meetings to explain to us his actions 
and his reasons in moving to cancel 
this project. He has yet to return a 
phone call to my family to discuss 
this issm;. Wednesday, Dr. Towler 
told a Betsy Layne parent that "Brent 
is very committed to his stand against 
this project and bad very valid rea­
sons for doing what he is doing." The 
parent then told Dr. Towler that if 
Brent bas such good reasons he should 
make them public. Dr. Towler re­
plied "good point." 

In the Floyd County Times (Sep­
tember 8th) Dr. Towler said "Both a 
Betsy Layne Elementary and a Middle 
School could be in there if we meet 
the timelines. "Why would our board 
member throw out a project? We just 
don't know. 

About 400 people from the Mud 
Creek area asked for a "centralloca-

tion" if they have to go to a middle 
school. They don't want their kids 
bused long distances over dangerous 
roads. One suggestion that has been 
brought up is to add a wing on at 
Stumbo so that a "small middle 
school" could be housed here. The 
existing building could be remodeled 
andasmallgymmightbeadded. This 
would save the expense and hazards 
associated with busing the kids out to 
the Mouth of Mud, should the board 
ask the community if this is best. 

If a middle school is built before 
the Betsy Layne project, will the 
Harold K-5 be moved to Betsy Layne 
into the old buildings and mobiles 
along with theBctsyLayneK-5kids? 
We think both the Betsy Layne and 
Harold children would be much bet­
ter off if the new project was built 
first and the trailers eliminated be­
fore trying to combine these schools. 
Access and parking at Betsy Layne 
Elementary is a terrible problem. But 
it can be corrected now if the board 
will get moving. 

There are too many unanswered 
questions and community involve­
ment has been denied. It's time for 
the Board to allow "real" community 
involvement and input about what 
affects our schools in our district. 
The Board needs community input 
from all over the county about how 
our schools are managed.

Floyd County is 
finally No. one 

Editor: 
In last Sunday's Lexington Her­

ald-Leader the Floyd County school 
system came out on top. Yes, we're 
finally number one in something. 
What is Floyd County the very best 
at, you ask yourself? 

In a listing of several counties 
from across the state, the Floyd 
County school system came out as 
being the very best in taxing it's 
people with the highest mte in the 
listing. Floyd County taxes 
homeowners atmte of61.60 cents for 
every $100 of assessed value. At this 
rate of taxation, we're taxed at a mte 
of 27 percent higher than Fayette 
County homeowners ( 48.50 cents per 
$100). 

But to be fair, that's down state 
and not a good comparison, is it? 
Well, if you look at our neighbors, 
we're paying 25 percent more than 

the homeowners in Pike County 
(49.20 cents per $100). 

The point is that in the Betsy Layne 
community sits a one-half million 
dollar dirt pile. The Floyd County 
BOE wants to abandon this site after 
spending this money and tum this 
site into a one-half million dollar 
parking lot. By the time they hire 
some more consultants to haul the 
dirt back out and put pavement back 
down, we might get this up to a three­
quarter million dollar parking lot. 

With the BOE so willing to throw 
away this kind of money, it's no 
wonder the kids all over the county 
are going to school in mobile units 
and run-down buildings. By the way, 
mobile unit is board talk for a trailer. 

If our kids are getting a quality 
education, have good facilities, have 
the needed school supplies, and our 
money is spent wisely, the tax rate is 
justified and the people of Floyd 
County will support the higher taxes. 

We are not just looking to see the 
Betsy Layne project built. We also 
want to see some change in how 
wisely the BOE uses all our tax dol­
lars. These dollars need to go toward 
the children all over Floyd County to 
raise the quality of their facilities and 
their education. If you're not happy 
with the way your board is spending 
your money and educating your chil­
dren, let them know.

Nerve pill nirvana 
Over in Frankfort, legislators are shocked to l.earn 

how many prescription narcotics - ."nerve pills: ... in 
commori parlance - are flooding ·some Kentucky 
countiesl What's really shocking is that anyone is 
surprised by this information. 

It's true that new audits of a state Medicaid system 
paint a clearer picture of the siruation than any previous 
state government report has. But much of the same 
information was revealed more than a year ago in 
stories by Herald-Leader reporter Lee Mueller . . And 
any 'state official or tawmaker who was interested 
could have documented the situation from state records 
at any time in the last decade. 

So no one should act surprised to learn that some 
counties, particularly ones in Eastern Kentucky, are 
awash irf prescriptions for codeine and other narcotics. 
Instead, state officials should be focusing their atten-
tion on these questions: 

1 

* Who are the physicians, pharmacists and state 
officials responsiblle for allowing this situation to 
develop: and what can be done to discipline them? 

* Where are all these drugs going? 
Obviously, they are not all being consumed by 

patients; If they were, many of the patients would be 
dead, as·state Senator ~usan Johns noted grimly. The 

-V'I;;>,'. most likely alternative is that they are going in to a black 

market in prescription drugs. So far, the state bas done 
little or nothing to end this illegal drug trade, which, 
must involve millions of dollars. 

There's work to be done - by the Cabinet for 
Human Resources, by Attorney General Chris Gorman, 
by state police, by professional organizations that 
discipline phys1cians and pharmacists. But hold the 
declarations of shock and dismay. The time for them is 
long past. It' s time now to get serious about a problem 
so many have ignored for so long.-Lexington Her­
ald-Leader 

Time for change 
Just about everyone in Letcher County - and a lot 

of people throughout the mountains - have their eyes 
and ears attuned to Whitesburg this week, where a 
special grand jury is getting down to the buisness of 
considering the evidence gathered by state police in an 
investigation that has been going on for several months. 

It remains a guessing game as to what Ute investiga­
tion has uncovered, and just who is involved. How­
ever, state police seizure of furniture from a houseboat 
belonging to the county judge's family and from the 
residence of the county jailer certainly indicate the jury 
is taking a look at what happens to county tax money. 

The Letcher County. courthouse doesn't appear to 
be all that much different from the Magoffin County 
school system, where school funds went to purchase 
tractors used on the superintendent's farm. It all comes 
down to customs, traditions, p14ctices, in which public 
officials view public offlce as something they own ­
ihe jobs and the tax dollars are theirs, to do with as they 
please. 

There are counties in Kentucky where the court­
houses actually serve the public good. Roads are kept 
in good repair, restrooms are clean, the kids have 
access to good parks and playgrounds, and county 
officials provide leadership in pursuing industrial 
growth, and look after health needs, and law and order 
are honored. In general, they keep their counties mov­
ing ahead. 

Letcher County, like several other mountain coun­
ties, is badly out of step. Politics intrude so heavily into 
daily life that many, many county residents are afraid 
to speak out, to demand change - afraid to assist state 
police and the state attorney general's offlce in their 
efforts to help Letcher County, through the grand jury 
system, to put things right. 

Enrollment figures at the beginning of the school 
year indicate that a lot of the county's sons and daugh­
ters have given up on the county and county leaders. 
They moved away this past summer. Letcher County is 
in a crisis. All the available figures point to fewer jobs 
and to increased poverty. We have dropped from some 
40,000 people in the 1950s and our population appears 
to be sliding toward 20,000. If the losses continue, the 
local tax base will erode even further, raising the 
question of how long our county and city governments 
can continue to function. Things just have to change if 
our children are tohaveanykindoffuture- or, for that 
matter, if Letcher County is to be a fit place where you 
want to live out your social security retirement years. 

We don't for a moment believe Letcher County's 
public official are any better, or any worse, than those 
to be found in other mountain counties. Clearly, bow­
ever, the time has come when all our officials must be 

held accountable for the kinds of jobs they do, and for 
what they do with the public's money and the public's 
trust in democracy and its redeeming process. - The 
Whitesburg Mountain Eagle

TheK.B.L.AandtheN.B.L.A. would 
not go along with this and, therefore, 
the bill had to be redone. 

On September?, Susie Davis, Dr. 
Sundaram and other special guests 
will be on WPRG TV 5, our local 
Harold TV station.

Surely 
you· can fmd enough time to write 
your local politicians, your congress­
man and state senator to let them 
know how you feel about your black 
lung benefits. You are the one who 
needs the help.

Letcher officials 
charged with theft 

Letcher County' schief executive has been charged 
with bilking the countyoutofthousands of dollars­
and helping the county jailer do tbe same. 

A special grand jury overseeing a 22-montb in­
vestigation into alleged government corruption Tues­
day indicted County Judge-Executive Ruben Watts 
on 24 counts of theft by deception and 10 counts of 
criminal possession of a forged instrument. 

Jailer Gene Banks was indicted on 14 counts of 
theft by deception and 14 counts of criminal posses­
sion of a forged instrument. 

In a third, apparent! y unrelated indicttnent, Letcher 
Commonweath's Attorney James Wiley Craft was 
charged with criminal possession of a forged instru­
ment. 

Four other people- Banks' wife, Craft's former 
secretary and two area businessmen - were also 
charged Tuesday. 
. "It's probably the most indictments we've ob­
tained" in one day in a public-corruption investiga­
tion, said Deputy Attorney General Brent Caldwell. 
The investigation, by the state attorney general's 
office and the state police, began as an examination 
of county purchasing practices. 

The grand jury said Watts used dummy invoices 
and other documents to set up fake purchases of 
road-construction supplie s - while he and two 
businessmen pocketed the money. 

Watts also helped Banks cash county checks for 
improper personal use, the grand j ury said. 

Watts pleaded not guilty Tuesday and said he 
would defend himself "vigorously."

Fourth lawsuit 
filed in fatality 

A fourth lawsuit has been filed in connection with 
a fiery ambulance - coal truck collision that killed 
four people in Johnson County a year ago this week. 

The latest complaint was ftled September 9, in 
Johnson Circuit Court by Julia VanderpQOl of 
Salyersville, whose husband, Johnnie, was an atten­
dant on the ambulance when it collided with a 
tractor-trailer on September 14, 1992. 

Julia Vanderpool claims James Lowe was driving 
the ambulance on the day it collided on Route 460 at 
Oil Springs with a coal truck driven by Issac Jude of 
Pilgrim. That contradicts a claim by Patricia Lowe, 
wife of James Lowe, who filed an intervening com­
plaint alleging that Johnnie Vanderpool was the 
ambulance driver. Both James Lowe and Johnnie 
Vanderpool died in the crash . 

The Vanderpool suit, filed by Louisa attorney · 
Eldred E. Adams Jr., alsonamedasdefendantsG&B 
Ambulance Service of Salyersville; Ford Motor 
Company, who manufacrured the ambulance; Chillis 
Meade, driver of a second coal truck connected to the 
accident; and Patricia Lowe. 

The complaint, which represents only one side of 
the issue, seeks an unspecified amount of damages 
and a jury trial. I 

Besides James Lowe and Johnnie Vanderpool, 
others killed in the crash were Jude, and Margaret 
Bailey, 30, of Salyersville, who was a passenger in 
the ambulance. - Paintsville Herald

The glitch is that 
only one person, Lydia Thorpe, 87, is 
in both the Kewanee, Ill., 6th precinct 
and the state's 93rd district. Thus, 
whenever she votes, her distinctly 
colored ballot, and the process of 
separate reporting by precinct, will 
permit any interested person to know 
precisely for whom Thorpe voted. 

-A March Associated Press 
roundup of bills introduced in state 
legislatures included an attempt in 
Maine to outlaw electronic moose 
calls; a proposal in Minnesota to per­
mit tavern customers to roll dice 
(without violating antigambling laws) 
to see who pays the tab; and a Florida 
proposal to require a man who has 
extramarital sex to register with the 
state in order to preserve parental 
rights he may have to any offspring. 

-Texas lawmakers this term 
amended the state's unique marital­
aids law to permit health profession­
als legally to possess six or more. For 
other people, possession of six or 
more is a felony, and still at issue 
under the state penal code is whether 
possession of even a single marital

But this is 1993 and the Pirates were 
hit hard by graduation last year in los­
ing 19 seniors from last year's team. 
However, coach Phillip Haywood re­
mains optimistic about the develop­
ment of his young team as the season 
goes on.
