coun-appointedcustodian Bob Meyer 
listed revenues for the month at 
$125,288.43 and expenses totalling 
$113,691.45 for a net income of 
$11,596.98. 

The positive balance for March rep­
resents a dramatic reversal dthe solid 
wasle agency's fortunes, which had 
racked up average monthly net losses 
of nearly $14,000 over the prior eiaht 
months. 

The most significant contributing 
factor in the fmancial tum-around, 
Meyer said Thursday, was a sizable 

increase in collections for garbage 
services. March collections of ap­
proximately $119,000 were almost 
$30,000 higher than previous monthly 
averages. 

Meyer attributed that increase to a 
srepped-up collection effort and up­
grades to the propam 's manaaement 
capabilities. 

"Basically, I think folks are finding 
out we're serious about (collecting 
for garbage services)," Meyer said. 
"And, we'reoffering some flexibility 
forpaymentoflongoverdueaccolDlts. 

We've had inconsistcnt and ineffec­
tive collection efforts in the pasL" 

The $30,000 windfall in March in­
cluded a munber of past due pay­
ments which will likely be one-time 
bonuses, Meyer said. Still. monthly 
collection averages could maldl the 
March income if collection efforts 
remain slrong and customer lists are 
updated. 

Meyer. said Thursday that 4,400 
Iong-lerm delinquent accounts had 
been identified afler he took over 
operation of the solid wasle program

effort to open a new section of the 
landfill. 

Meyer said the agency must also 
plan for the replacement of old col­
lection trucks which arc rapidly be­
coming less dependable because of 
long hauls to West Virginia where 
they dump in the Pritchard landfill. 

Also, current operating revenues 
make no allowance for repayment of 
a disputed debt with Pike County, 
where the county allegedly owes 
$200,000 for dumping. 

A long-term solution to the solid 
waste program's financial woes will 
require a variety of elements, Meyer 
said. He said a revised, updated solid 
waste ordinance, now under review 
by the fiscal court, is a necessary part 
of the pu1.zle. That ordinance would, 
among other things, clarify the 
county's intent to make participation 
in the collection program mandatory. 

Meyer also said that strong en­
forcement of the ordinance would be 
required and that a rate increase wa<> 
likely. Any rate hike, though, would 
probably be less than the 100 percent 
hike proposed in December by the 
now-defunct county solid waste com­
mission.

Health care bill enacted 
by Becky L. Meadows

Thunder roared over the stained 
glass window above the chamber of 
the state House of Representatives. 

"Iknowinsurancccompaniesbave 
been telling people their insurance 
rates are going up because of this 
health care reform," Rep. Greg 
Stumbo, D-Prestonsburg and House 
Majority Aoor Lcadet, said as rain 
drops pelted the window in the cham­
ber ceiling. 

"But if insurance companies think 
they can rip Kentuckians off and 
blame it on this bill, they're wrong. 
They're not going to getaway with it. 
It's a lie, and it's worse than that, it's 
a damn lie. 

"It could have been worse," 
Stumbo continued. "We could have 
not bad the opponunity to pass this 
bill." 

Even a tornado warning for 
Franklin County could not stop the 
House's debate on House Bill250, a 
billdesignedatreformingbealthcare 
in the state. The bill passed and was 
signed into law by Gov. Brereton 
Jones on the last day of the 1994 
General Assembly. 

Some people in the state capital 
building beaded quickly for the base­
ment and the underground tunnel that 
connects the capital to the capital 
annex building when word of twist­
ers in the area spread. 

House members, however, re­
mained undaunted. 

"This about winds this session up 
in good shape," Rep. Marshall Long, 
D-Sbelbyville, said with a laugh as 
word of the tornado warning spread 
throughout the chamber. 

A few House members stood to 
protest the health care reform, saying 
government bas enough of its fingers 
in peoples' lives already. The most 
heated sentiment, however, came 
from members in favor of the re­
forms. 

"What this boils down to ism -o-n­
e-y ,"said Rep. Bill Donnermeyer, D­
Bellevue. "You get a mule's atten­
tion by hitting him on the side of the 
head." 

Donnermeyer said the legislature 
can fix any problems with health care 
reform during a special session or 
during the next regular session of the 
General Assembly in 1996. 

As passed, health care reforms 
call for: 

• A health policy board which will 
oversee health care in the state. The 
board will collect data about physi­
cians and other medical providers, to 
give out to any Kentuckian who needs 
it The board however, will notre­
view rate increases by insurance com­
panies. Instead, the state Commis­
sioner of Insurance will have that 
power. 

• The provider tax called for in the 
original draft remains intact. The tax 
will be used to fund the state Medic­
aid system. 

• A health purchasing alliance will 
be established to help Kentuckians 
who do not have insurance. The alli­
ance will be comprised of state em­
ployees and eventually government 
employees at the city and county level. 
Kentuckians who fmd health insur­
ance premiums are too high for them

• Kentuckians who have been de­
nied health insurance because of pre­
existing conditions will no longer 
have to go without insurance. In­
stead, there will be a maximum six­
month limitation because of pre-ex­
isting conditions. 

A few hours after the House passed 
the health care legislation, Gov. 
Brereton Jones held a ceremony in 
the rotunda of the capital building to 
sign the bill into law. 

"This is a great day in Kentucky," 
Jones said. "We have bad many ma­
jor accomplishments during our ad­
ministration, but this is the one I have 
looked forward to with the greatest 
anticipation." 

In the afterglow of the passage of 
health care reform, however, sits a 

proposed state budget nobody can 
seem to agree on. House members 
voted last week to uphold the 
governor's veto of the budget bill. 
The action means the legislature will 
have to convene in special session 
sometime before July 1 to hammer 
out a compromise. Tbe budget, by 
law, must be passed before it takes 
effect. 

In the state Senate: 
• Sen. John Rogers, R-Somerset, 

stepped aside from his post as Senate 
Minority Aoor Leader after being 
indicted on extortion charges. The 
indictments came after an investiga­
tion into a questionable 1984 bank­
ing bill. Republicans will be led by 
Sen. Tom Buford, R-Nicholasville, • 
caucus chainnan, and Sen. Charlie 
Borders, R-Russell, minority whip. 
Rogers is not expected to resign.

We don't know all the particu­
lars behind the figures, but an 
income statement released last 
week by garbage "czar•• Bob 
Meyer is an eye-opener. 

Collections from cutomers 
during March totalled about 
$30,000 more than average 
monthly takes for the preceding 
eight months. 

That's astonishing. 
While the increase in collec­

tions is certainly good news, it 
makes you wonder a bit about 
how things might have been had 
a concentrated effort to collect 
garbage bills been in place since 
day one. 

And, it makes you gasp at the 
opportunities and revenues that 
have obviously been lost. 

Let's suppose for the sake of 
supposing that Floyd County has 
lost just half of the $30,000 per 
month the March collection re­
port found. 

Over a ten-year period that 

comes to $1.8 million. 
That's a lot of money. 
Money that might have been 

spent to keep our landfill open 
and operating. 

Money that might have been 
spent to replace worn out col­
lection equipment. 

Money that might have helped 
stave off a rate increase. 

But, we can't dwell on what 
might have been. 

Instead, we must look ahead. 
The increase in collections for 

March suggests that Meyer and 
company are making an all-out 
effort to get the most out of what 
they've already got before ask­
ing customers to ante up more in 
the form of a rate increase. 

Some sort of price hike is in­
evitable but it's altogether pos­
sible that it won't be as severe as 
the 100 percent markup pro­
posed previously. 

That's not great news, but it's 
the best we can offer. 
If only we could tum back the 

hands of time.

Special session should 
come before primary 

The most glaring question left unanswered when the 
legislators left Frankfort was when they would come 
back 10 pass a budget. 

There are two schools of thought on this. One, 
favored by many members of the state House, is that 
Gov. Brereton Jones should wait until after the May 24 
primary election to call lawmakers back into session. 
That would allow inore time to evaluate the state's 
revenue picture, which does make some sense. 

But the alternative makes more sense. Call them 
back soon, as soon as possible in fact. 

As Senate President John "Eck" Rose points out, 
waiting will only aggravate the problem of agreeing on 
a budget. That's true, but it's not the most compelling 
argument for calling a special session quickly. 

The best argument is this: Voters have a right to a 

full report card on their lawmakers on Election Day. 
And until the budget is passed, every legislator will 
have a large "Incomplete" for this term in office. 

I ones seems to be forging some sort of alliance with 
House leaders such as Majority Leader Greg Stumbo 
and Speaker Pro Tern Lany Clark. So be may find it 
politically difficult to call a session inunediately. But 
if one thing should be clear to everyone, it is that voters 
have bad enough of such political considerations from 
Frankfort this year. 

Call 'em back into session, Governor, and let's get 
this over with in time to give voters the information 
they deserve on May 24.-Lexington Herald-Leader 

Social insecurity 
Eleven years ago, Congress and the Reagan admin· 

istration were patting each other on the back for having 
"tixed" the Social Security system. 

The celebrations were premature. 
Federal officials say that, without changes in the 

law, the main Social Security program, which pays 
benefits to retirees, will go broke by the year 2029. The 
smaller but still huge Medicare and Social Security 
disability trust funds are in more immediate danger. 
Without action by Congress, the disability fund will 
run out of money next year; the Medicare trust fund 

will be depleted by 2001. 
House Ways and Means Chairman Dan 

Rostenkowsld is pushing a rescue p~.n for the retire­
ment fund. Its main points would involve: (1) reducing 
next year's cost-of-living increase in benefits, (2) push­
ing up the normal retirement age 10 67 for persons born 
in 1949 or later (current law would raise the retirement 
age for those born after 1%0), (3) boosting taxes on 
Social Security benefits paid to retirees with incomes 
over certain levels, and (4) raising the payroll tax 
starting in 202{}-long after most current members of 
Congress are gone. 

The Rostenkowski plan doesn't address Medicare 
and the disability program. We're not sure it even does 
an adequate job of tackling the long-term problems of 
the retirement fund. 

The key problem, of course, is that the ratio of 
workers to retirees is shrinking. This means that work· 
ers, especially younger workers, are shouldering a 
bigger and bigger taX burden to support benefits for 
retirees-with less and less assw-ance that the same 
benefits will be available when they retire. 

This is hard to justify when so many young workers, 
especially those with children, are having such a hard 
time making ends meet. Increases in Social Security 
benefits over the last two decades haven't ended pov­
erty among the elderly, but they've helped reduce it. 

The big poverty problem in America today isn't 
among the elderly; it's among children. -Louisville 
Courier-Journal

Two state Senate Republicans will take over the 

duties of indicted Minority Leader John Rogers while 
he fights his indicbnent on federal corruption charges. 

Rogers, of Somerset. will keep his post but relin­
quish his duties to Sens. Tom Buford of Nicholasville 
and Charlie Borders of Russell. 

True, Rogers hasn't been convicted of a crime, but 
this strange arrangement involving his leadership du­
ties could cause more embarrassment to Republicans 
than his indicbnent has.

If he's acquitted, be can then go 
back to the Senate during its organizational session 
next year and try to get his post back.

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SOCIAL SECURITY 
IS A RED-TAPE MESS

Slick as a whistle, as no bureau­
crat would ever say, a two-year dis­
pute my wife and I had with Social 
Security has been settled and now 
everything's all right between us and 
the agency. 

But something's still wrong, aw­
fully wrong. A huge federal agency 
wouldn't budge until-surprise-a 
citi7..cn with a complaint wrote a news­
paper column about his personal 
bangup with Social Security. 

The solution, when it arrived soon 
after the column was published in 
newspapers around the country, was 
quick, even courteous. 

But there are tens of millions of 
other Americans wbomightgetcross­
wise with Social Security, and it's 
not so simple for them. Few can com­
plain in a newspaper column. But all 
of them, except for those with access 
to help from Congress, face what I 
found: an unresponsive bureaucratic 
wilderness. 

It's a wilderness populated with 
clerks and agreeable paper sbufflers 
who'll cluck with sympathy but con­
fess they are powerless to do any­
thing but send the problem to the next 
bureaucrat. 

In my own tour of Social Secu­
rity- up until I wrote that column of 
complaint - I dealt with dozens of 
bureaucrats by telephone, by letter 
and in person until the reality dawned 
on me. 

'There wasn't one of them I en­
countered who would-<>rapparently 
could-understand or acknowledge 
a mistake bad been made by the mon­
strous agency. Of course, there was 
no one to fix it. 

The core of the problem that en­
gulfed my wife and me was simple 
and bizarre: In early 1992, after only 
a few months of Social Security ben­
efits, we were informed we'd been 
"overpaid" and we owed the agency 
money. 

It was said I owed $666 in 1991 
"overpayments" and my wife owed 
$280. A bureaucracy obviously gone 
berserk told us we owed a total of 
$946 to Social Security ~use I had 
underestimated my earned income 
for 1991 by $300. 

Inthemonthsthatfollowedlasked 
the bureaucracy time after time: How 
could a $300 underestimate in annual 
earned income result in Social Secu­
rity "overpayments" of $946? 

I collected a thickening file of 
totally unresponsive correspondence 
fllled with "worksheets" and regula­
tions that had no application to our 
problem. I filed appeals, as I was 
instructed, and I got replies. I never 
got an answer to the question or any 
explanation that made sense. 

A letter in late 1993 from a chief 
regional Social Security bureaucrat 
in California-we live in Virginia­
served notice that the appeals had 
been rejected and we still owed for 
"overpayments. " 

By this time, the letter said, I owed 
$660. My wife who had been paid a 
total of $1,236 in benefits dwing 
1991, nowowed$1,555 in"overpay­
ments" for 1991. 

So last January I wrote a column 
about the craziness. Very soon a po­
lite fellow who said he was speaking 
on behalf of the chief bureaucrat in 
the California office called. He said 
the column bad landed at the Social 
Security headquarters. He said my 
file had become "sensitive." 

He said the chief bureaucrat in the 
California office had been told to 
review the "problem." The polite fel­
low said he personally had looked in 
the me and bad seen there'd been a 
mistake. It would be ftxed, he said. 

And it was ftxed. Or it appears to 
have been fixed. A three-page letter 
with a two-page "worksheet" recently 
infonned us that Social Security had 
in fact, made a mistake-"a com­
puter or huma.:n error," was the way it 
was put. 

Social Security even said the bu­
reaucrats were "sorry that your re­
quests for an explanation of this situ­
ation did not produce a satisfactory 
response." The letter said my wife 
and I didn't owe any money. As a 
matter of fact, the letter said, Social 
Security owed us $56.80 and a check 
had been sent. 

I wasted far too much time trying 
to clear up a simple bureaucratic mis­
take that ought to have taken a few 
minutes. The bureaucracy wasted 
vastly more time and effort doing 
nothing in all the months before the 
mistake was seen and corrected. 

Our problem with Social Security 
fmally got some attention and got 
fixed. Butmillionsof Americans can't 
effectively voice their complaints at 
wasteful, unresponsive, infuriating 
bureaucratic foolishness. That's 
what's wrong.

Trooper Larry Preston of the Pikeville post was 
dropped from the suiJ in September after making 
statementsagainstJ Ohoson County Sheriff sDeputy 
James Paul Primm, one of the other three officers 
accused by Doug Collins. 

Judge Joseph Hood ruled April 7 that Collins' 
attorney Terry Keesee had nothing to back up his 
allegations against Preston. But Keesee said Tues­
day. that Primm claimed in a deposition last week that 
Preston admitted "smacking" Collins, and Keesee 
said he would ask Hood to reconsider, in view of 
"gross misrepresentations" by Preston. 

The suit stems from an August incident in which 
Collins was stopped for allegedly driving drunk.­

Court closes center 
The Martin County Fiscal Court locked the doors 

of the Inez Community Center becauseoflead-based 
paint that bas been peeling off the walls. 

This is the second time that the center, acquired by 
way of a long-term lease from the Martin County 
Board of Education, has been involved with safety 
concerns. About three weeks ago, the court hired 
McCoy and McCoy, a Lexington-based company, to 
conduct extensive tests to determine if a dangerous 

level of asbestos was in the building. 
"We were given a good report on the asbestos 

level," said County Treasurer Craig Justice. "They 
determined that asbestos was in the chalkboards. But 
when the inspectors saw the paint peeling off the 
walls, they said we bad a much greater hazard on our 
hands. We have not received the tinal test results, but 
I talked to them on the phone and they said that the 
lead levels were way off the scale and said that it 
(lead) could cause brain damage if it were ingested." 

The center has been used to hold several instruc­
tional classes and has been used by the Head Start 
program for children's recreational periods. The 
Head Start program bad been notified last week 
about the possible dangers of lead paint and had 
advised the program not to allow children to enter the 
building.-Mountain Citizen (Inez) 

Felon freed in error 
faces rape charges 

If not for a paperwork error, Buck Edward Miller 
would have been in prison at the time police say he 
raped a 12-year-old girl, Lawrence county girl. 

Miller, a Breathitt County native with a history of 
assaults and rapes, was mistakenly released from the 
Eastern Kentucky Correctional Facility last year, 
records show. His sentence wasn't up until March 
2003, and he wasn't eligible for parole until May 
1995. 

Nevertheless, Kentucky prison officials dis­
charged Miller in August based on a judge's order 
tossing out an earlier conviction. The judge later 
reversed that order, but the state Department of 
Corrections was never told. 

While free, police say, Miller raped a Lawrence 
County girl three times this winter. He was arrested 
this month and appeared in court, Wednesday. 

Miller has been in and out of prison since July 
1979, when he flrst started serving a 10-year sen­
tence on assault and rape charges out of Powell 
County. 

While on parole in 1990, he was charged with 
kidnapping and raping two girls in Letcher County. 
He pleaded guilty to two counts of unlawful trans­
action with a minor. 

After his arrest in 1990, Miller was returned to 
prison, and didn't leave again until Aug. 26, 1993. 

Today, Miller is back behind bars at the Big 
Sandy Regional Detention Center for the alleged 
rape in Lawrence County. 

The 12-year-old has told police that she and her 
mother were staying with Miller and his wife, Cinci 
Campbell, because cold weather had frozen the 
water pipes in their own mobile home. 

Miller bas pleaded not guilty to the three counts 
of frrst-degree rape. He bas agreed to blood testing 
in the case. 

If convicted, Miller will face up to 20 years in

Scblemm, in jail for battering Renae 
Hertlein, applied for a Thanksgiv­
ing Day pass under the jail's liberal 
holiday policy. Employees granted 
his request despite his having writ­
ten as his destination Hertlein's 
name and address. Fifteen minutes 
after Scblemm left the jail, a hys­
terical Hertlein called the police 
because Schlemm was trying to 
break in. 

- Blaise Pugh was arrested in 
Washington, D.C., in September 
after he made several boasts on a 

taped episode of the "Sally Jessy 
Raphael" TV show about having 
violated parole.

More Kentucky children age 1-18 
die from injuries thanallothercauses 
of death combined. The latest full­
year figures show that in 1992 inju­
ries took the lives of 341 children-
59 percent of all childhood deaths 
that year. 

In conjunction with National 
SAFE KIDS Week, May 8-14, the 
Kentucky SAffi KIDS coalition is 
pointing out some of the ways par­
entscan help keep their children from 
being hurt. 

Darlene Goodrich of the Kentucky 
Department for Health Services, the 
coalition's lead agency, says that vari­
ous factors combine to make the up­
coming summer vacation for kids 
potentially dangerous. 

"Summer vacation means that 
children usually have a lot of spare 
time on their hands and are often 
unsupervised, especially older chil­
dren," she said. 

"We generally don't think of 
'child's play' as dangerous, but it can 
be if children don't usc the right kind 
of safety equipment or haven't been 
taught about precautions." 

For example, nearly all kids enjoy 
bike-riding in the summer and some 
never get more than bruises and 
scrapes from bicycle mishaps. 

"However, more than 300 chil­
dren nationwide arc killed each year 
in bike-related incidents, and400,000 
more need emergency treatment," she 
said. 

Parents should insist that their 
children wear helmets every time they 
ride a bike. Helmets should meet 
ANSI, Snell or ASTM standards and 
should be marked as such. 

"Helmets reduce the risk of head 
injury by 85 percent," Goodrich said. 

Other precautions include mak­
ing sure children learn about safe 
bicycling and making sure that the 
bike works properly. 

"Parents can check with bike shops 
and clubs, local police and other safety 
organizations about information on 
bike safety,'' she said. 

Another popular-and potentially 
dangerous-activity is swimming. 

"Every year in Kentucky nearly 
25 children drown," said Goodrich. 
"Children should be taught how to 
swim, but never assume that even a 
child whocanswimis 'drown-proof.' 

"Children still need adult supervi­
sion when they're playing around 
water-even in a shallow wading 
pool. Children can drown in less than 
one inch of water and in less time 
than it takes to answer the telephone." 

Another summer danger for chil­
dren is windows. 

"It's probably surprising, but na­
tionally 20 children die each year 
after falling out of a window," 
Goodrich said. "In warm weather, of 
course, people open windows, which 
presents a danger. Even if there is a 
screen, it won't hold the weight of a 
child who leans or falls against it. 

"Using window guards that allow 
only a small opening is recommended 
for all windows that are not desig­
nated emergency fue exits," she said.
