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Judge's 
authority 
questioned 
in appeal

Floyd County Attorney Jim 
Hammond has asked the state Court 
of Appeals to decide if a circuit judge 
had the authority to declare seats on 
the county's solid waste commission 
vacant and the right to name a custo­
dian to manage the solid waste agency. 

Hammond has appealed a Febru­
ary 8 judgment issued by Floyd 
County Circuit Judge John David 
Caudill which declared five seats on 
the solid waste commission vacant 
because the terms of members had 
expired. Caudill also named Big 
Sandy Area Development District 
employee Bob Meyer as the sole "cus­
todian" of the solid waste agency, 
giving Meyer the responsibility for 
day-to-day management of the 
county's garbage program. 

Those actions came in relation to a 
suit Hammond had flied in the local 
courts which asked that the solid waste 
commission be removed from office 
on allegations they had been 
misfeasant, malfeasant and non­
feasant in their individual capacities. 

Caudill ruled, however, that com­
missioners John Allen, Ned Bush, Ed 
Caudill, Otis Collins and Bob 
McAninch had effectively vacated 
their seats in December, 1993 be­
cause their terms had expired and 
they had not been reappointed. 

Hmu uvuJ ciji}JJ.i...,u.!j i •• L.!nd.:i to 
challenge that decision on the basis of 
a state law which suggests that com­
miSSion appointees such as those serv­
ing on Floyd County's Solid Waste 
board are to serve in their capacities 
until replacements are named. Ken­
tucky Revised Statutes 65.008 says 
that the failure to reappoint commis­
sion members by an appropriate dead­
line effectively serves as a reappoint­
ment to the posts. 

If appellate judges adhere to that 
interpretation, Caudill's ruling that 
the seats were vacant would be voided. 
A hearing on the appeal is expected to 
be set for June. 

Meanwhile, an attorney for the 
former solid waste com missioners has 
asked that his clients be dismissed as 
parties to the appeal.

Faced with cutoff themselves, 
council keeps get-tough stance

Delinquent customers of the Mar­
tin water company almost got a re­
prieve from having their water meters 
pulled, but city council members de­
clined to back up on their position to 
take a tough stand to settle past due 
accounts. 

noting that the City of Prestonsburg 
was threatening to cut off the city's 
water supply for non-payment 

"Preston'iburg is going to shut our 
water off, but wecan'tshutany off in 
town," Hutchinson said. 'That's fool­
ishness." 

Council members were surprised

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One partner 
out as track 
costs escalate

A business dispute between share­
holders over the escalating cost of 
building a harness racing track in 
Floyd County has led to the ouster of 
one of the stockholders in the com­
pany constructing the track. 

At a meeting of the Kentucky 
Racing Commission on Wednesday, 
shareholders ofMountain Racing Inc. 
asked the commission for approval to 
transfer all assets and debts of that 
company to Appalachian Racing Inc., 
a newly-formed corporation. 

That request was approved by the 
racing commission. 

The new corporation consists of 
the same stockholders in Mountain 
Racing except for Louisville attor­
ney Ched Jennings, who has been 
involved with the track project since 
it began. 

Jennings said Thursday that the 
split was causedbecausehedisagrced 
with his business partners on how to 
raise an additional $2 million that is 
needed to complete the track. Jennings 
said he was not made aware of the 
increased cost of the project until 
approximately six weeks ago. 

"I was flabbergasted," Jennings 
said referring to the additional $2 
million needed to complete the track. 
"I didn't know the extent of the fund­
ing shortage." 

Jennings said he was not given 
any specifics concerning the esca­
lated cost of the project, but was told 
that "construction costs are higher in 
Eastern Kentucky than in other ar­
eas." He added that it was not com­
pletely explained to him why the 
project exceeded the budget by $2 
million. 

The split between Jennings and 
his business partners was not an ami­
cable one, he said, because share­
holders are not willing to compensate 
him for the value of his shares in 
MountainRacing. Thatissueislikely 
to be settled in court 

"Ifourdifferencesarenotresolved 
amicably, I anticipate I will pursue it 
through the proper legal avenues 

against the corporation and the share­
holders," Jennings said. "I'm very 
disappointed that I will not be partici­
pating in the project any further at 
this point" 

Jennings did not reveal what the 
difference was between him and his 
partners on how to raise the addi­
tional funds.

Mistrial is 
declared; 
juror jailed 
for outburst

An inappropriate comment by a 
prospective juror during proceedings 
inaFloydCountymurdertrialcaused 
a mistrial to be declared and the juror 
to be jailed. 

Proceedings were underway 
Wednesday in Floyd Circuit Court in 
the murder trial of Jerry Michael 
Martin, who was accused of killing 
Shawn Prater, 19, of Auxier Jasti Wle. 

During jury selection, potential 
juror Tommy Wright, 43, of Melvin, 
blurted out that be had "bad a run in 
with Jerry Martin," but added. almost 
under his breath, "but not that one." 

Floyd Circuit Judge John David 
Caudill ordered bailiff Elmo Allen to 
remove Wright "from his sight" and 
lodge him in the Floyd County Jail. 

Prior to Wright' scomments, Judge 
Caudill had asked potential jurors if 
they knew the defendant. Wright did 
not acknowledge that be knew Mar­
tin. 

Wright was charged with contempt 
of court and placed Wider a $1,000 
cash bond. A bearing on tbe charge 
has been set for May 26 at 2:30p.m. 
in circuit court. 

Prestonsburg attorney Bill Francis, 
referring to Caudill's decision vacat­
ing the commission posts, asked the 
Court of Appeals to dismiss his cli­
ents as defendants because they are 
not members of the solid waste com­
mission. 

Councilman Alan Whicker asked 
to rescind an order made last month 
wllich called for disconnecting cus­
tomers who have not paid their past 
due water bills. Whicker said that he 
was unaware that the city had entered 
into agreements with customers 
which allowed them to pay their cur­
rent bill in full, plus make restitution 
toward past due accounts.

Judge Caudill apologized to other 
jurors for Wright's outburst and that 
he had to declare a mistrial.

Kidd filed 16 charges against Otis 
Collins, which included two counts 
offrrstdegree wanton endangerment; 
leaving tbe scene of an accident; and 
third degree assault on a police of­
ficer.

with eight violations including third

Lake Trash Bash success is 
a mix of good and bad news

They came, they saw, and they 
picked it up - about four tons of 
garbage during the Trash Bash held 
Saturday at Jenny Wiley State Resort 
Park. 

Approximately 78 volunteers, 
mainly students, tackled the task of 
cleaning up tbe Dewey Lake Shore­
line, and collected 321 bags of trash. 
That amount is more tllan double last 
year's total of 154 bags of garbage, 
according to Ron V anovcr, park natu­
ralist 
· "That's great, but in a way it's 
bad," Vanover said. ''Wouldn't it be 
great to go out on a trash bash and 
pick up two bags." 

More thanhalfthctrash was picked 
up along the Lakeshore Trail, he said, 

and most of it was aerosol and soda 
cans and plastic milk jugs. The trash 
accumulates along the shoreline after 
the lake has raised from heavy rain­
fall and then the water level drops, 
depositing trash on tbe lake's banks, 
Vanover explained. 

The trash flows into the lake from 
Johns Creek and its tributaries, but 
the trash comes from the people, 
Vanover said. 

"The volunteers were totally 
amazed at the trash. They couldn't 
believe that much trash could be gen­
erated in one area One kid said be 
heard about garbage all the time, but 
he didn't appreciate (bow bad) the 
situation was till be got out tbere and 
did it," Vanover said. 

The solution, Vanover tbinlcs, is 
to fonn an environmental task force, 
to have monthly clean-up campaigns, 

and to educate the youth. 
"H we're to take the battle against 

trash, it can't be one month of the 
year, it must be every month. It takes 
everybody getting involved," be said. 

He praised the students who are 
involved in cleaning up the area. Stu­
dents volunteering a1 the Trash Bash 
were from David School, the Job 
Corps and Pat Dye's class at Adams 
Middle School. David students have 
adopted the Lakeshore Trail and coo­
duct a weekly clean-up along the 
path.

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Is everybody happy?

Floyd County Attorney Jim 
Hammond wanted members of 
the county's solid waste com­
mission booted out for derelic­
tion of duty, so he filed suit to 
have them removed. 

Circuit Judge John David 
Caudill obliged by declaring the 
seats vacant on the solid waste 
commission because the terms 
of members had expired and they 
had not been reappointed. 

Members of the commission 
didn't object to being shown the 
door and the fiscal court, which 
is responsible for naming their 
successors, didn't kick when 
Judge Caudill named Bob Meyer 
as custodian of the garbage pro­
gram. 

So, everybody's happy, right? 
Well, no. 
Hammond has appealed 

Caudill's ruling, alleging the 
judge didn't have the authority 
to do what he did. 

There is some basis in the law 
to support Hammond's claim, 
too. 

But why, if he got what he was 
after to begin with, is the County 
Attorney making a big issue of 
the way it happened? 

Does the end not justify the 
means? 

Where the law is concerned, it 
usually does not. 

It's odd, but it isn't always le­
gal to do what is right. 

That may prove to be the case 
here. 

Few will dispute the fact that 
Floyd County's solid waste pro­
gram is operating more effi­
ciently under the direction of 
court-appointed custodian Bob 
Meyer. 

But the law may say that 
Meyer's appointment was not 
properly made. 

Still, it seems such a waste to 
have the Court o{ Appeals rein­
state the commission just so 
Hammond can have them tossed 
out again for cause. 

In fact, that's not necessary at 
all. 

The fiscal court can put this 
matter to rest once and for all by 
adopting a new solid waste ordi­
nance, proposed by Meyer, that 
would replace the solid waste 
commission with a single op­
erational officer. 

That would, in effect, be a 
vote of confidence for the sys­
tem Meyer has working now. 

And it would make what is 
certain to be long and costly 
litigation unnecessary. 

That may not make everybody 
happy, either, but it will likely 
bring smiles to the faces of the 
taxpayers. 

They are, after all, the ones 
who get to pick up the tab.

child support collection, but the changes are 
justified. 

School fights that used to result in bloody 
noses now sometimes end in blood baths. The 
question is not whether Jefferson County 
schools are immune from gun violence­
they aren't- but why are children violent 
and what should schools do about it? 

Elsewhere in the country, some are using 
metal detectors and anned guards, but their 
success is uneven. Instead of reducing ten­
sion, such measures may intensify it. Even so, 
the crime bill passed by the U.S. House of 
Representatives contains money to put more 
officers and metal detectors in schools. It also 
would provide more after-school programs 
and peer-mediation, tools some educators 
consider useful. 

[l]ncentive money has been paid to county 
attorneys - and others working under con­
tract with the. cabinet - based on their suc­
cess in collecting chi1d support Most county 
attorneys have given the money to county 
government or have used it to pay for addi­
tional staff and resources in their child sup­
port programs. However, some county attor­
neys have treated the incentive payments as a 
supplement to their own personal income. 

The new rules prompted an outcry from 
several county attorneys last week. To hear 
them talk, you might think the entire collec­
tion effort will come to a standstill just be­
cause the cabinet decided to do things differ­
ently. But if the collection of child support 
starts to wane, it will be a reflection on the 
county attorneys themselves, not on the 
cabinet's new rules. • 

[A]lready this academic year, 30 guns have 
been confiscated in public schools, according 
to a report by Courier-Journal staff writer 
Gardiner Harris. That's nearly twice the total 
seized last year, and this one isn't over yet. 

Easy access to weapons is part of the prob­
lem, of course - in many homes guns are 
considered a status symbol, a sign of power, 
but that's not the reason why most carry guns 
to school.

Playing by new rules 
Some county attorneys might not like the 

Cabinet for Human Resources' new rules on 

The cabinet's new rules do away with in­
centives. A flat "management fee" will be 
paid to county attorneys and contract collec­
tors for each child support case. But even with 
this fee, county. attorneys will not be allowed 
to make more than their statutory salary of 
$73,000. In addition to the fee, the cabinet will 
reimburse the county attorneys for 100 per­
cent of their child support expenses- includ­
ing staff salaries, rent and equipment. 

The collection program is supposed to help 
children by tracking down deadbeat dads who 
have been lax in making support payments. If 
county attorneys arc unwilling to perform that 
task without the incentives that enrich their 
private bank accounts, it might be time for a 
few new county attorneys in Kentucky.­

In U.S. trade faght, 
China will win

Whichever side you may be on, 

the debate over whether to renew 
China's status as a favored U.S. trad­
ing partner is beaded toward a pre­
dictable conclusion: 

China will continue to enjoy the 
same low-tarlffbenefits as our other 
trading partners, regardless of bow 
little progress it makes in expanding 
human rights for its 1.2 million 
people. 

President Clinton, who must de­
cide by June whether to extend 
China's status as a most-favored-na­
tion under U.S. trade laws, bas been 
threatening to withdraw such status 
unless reforms are made in the harsh 
treatment of political dissenters. 

But threats are one thing and real­
ity is something else again. 

Are we going to jeopardize trade 
relations and business invesbnent 
opportunities in a nation with a boom­
ing economy, a vast pool of potential 
consumers and a strong desire to 
modernize? No way. 

"China's explosive growth is in­
creasingly attractive to exporters and 
investors," says Secretary of State 
Warren Christopher. "We are deter­
mined to expand American partici­
pation in the Chinese market .. 

Does that mean we endorse the 
Chinese subjugation of Tibet? Or the 
ruthless suppression of protesting stu­
dents at Ttananman Square five years 
ago? Absolutely not. No one would 
defend such acts. 

The message is not that China is a 
paragon of virtue or a model of de­
mocracy. Christopher calls the si­
lencing of dissenters "deplorable" and 
warns that China must do bettel'. 

"More is needed," be said after a 
recent trip to Cbi.na. "Particular 
progress is required with respect to 
the release of prisoners and the situ­
ation in Tibet" 

But history shows that punishing 
nations economically for their hu­
man rights violations is, more often 
than not, a clumsy and ineffective 
tactic for promoting change. 

The opposite theory, that we can 
liberalize Chinese socie~y by doing 
business there, is equally fuzzy. Yes, 
we can have some small influence, 
but no, we're not going to American­
ize a country by selling it soft drinks 
or sending technicians. 

What we can do is establish a 
presence there. 

By lifting the trade embargo 
against Vietnam earlier this year, 
President Clinton alienated some 
Vietnam veterans but recognized that 
a commercial beachhead is a benefit 
to both nations. 

"Lifting the embargo is actually in 
the interest of the families of missing 
U.S. veterans," says Harold Bury, a 
professorofmanagementatBaldwin­
Wallace College in Ohio. "With 
bordesofU.S. entrepreneurs descend­
ing on Vietnam, canvassing the coun­
tryside looking for business opportu­
nities, if there is any information to 
be bad about MIAs, they will bear 
about !L" 

The history of trade embargoes is 
not very promising, even when the 
embargoes appear to be morally jus­
tified. 

Writer Alan Paton, who cam­
paigned for years against racial 
apartheid in South Africa. put it this 
way: "You cannot change a society 
for the better by damaging <X' de­
stroying its economy. Punishment is 
not the way to make people behave 
better." 

President Carter's embargo 
against the Soviet Union after the 
invasion of Afghanistan was a flop 
because it burt American farmers. 
The Soviets simply bought grain else­
where.

Pike County man is 
convicted in hit-and-run 

A Pike County man was convicted of wanton 
murderWednesdayin the 1993 hit-and-run death 
of an 18-year-old woman. 

The Pike Circuit Court jury deliberated about 
six hours before returning the verdict against 
Wesley Waller ll, 22, of Meathouse.

School-based decision making 
a new way of running the schools 

by Layne Tackett

Region 8 Service Center 
Approximately 75% of the schools 

in the Region 8 Service Center Area 
ofEastern Kentucky are now involved 
at some level of school-based deci­
sion making. All schools in the state 
must begin operating under the pro­
cedures of scbool-bao;ed decision 
making by July 1, 1996. 

School-based decision making is 
a decentralized, shared decision mak­
ing process in which the local school 
becomes the place where most of the 
decisions about schooling take place. 

Some of the mostoflen ac;ked ques­
tions are answered below. 

Q. Who may serve one a school 
council? 

A. Three {3) teachers elected by 
the teachers; two (2) parents elected 
bytheparentmembcrsoftheschool's 
parent-teacher organization; and, the 
building principal. 

Q. How is school-based decision 
making, different from the way 
schools are traditionally governed? 

A. School districts used to set all 
policy that all schools had to follow. 
School-based decision making re­
moves many of those decisions from 
the district and places them in the 
bands of school councils. The theory 
suggests that local school people can 
best describe how to educate their 
children. 

Q. Does that mean every school is 
on its own? 

A. Not quite. Some guidelines 
must exist to make sure all children in 
Kentucky have equal opportunities 
to a good education. The state will set 
general goals and measure bow well 
each school, in it own way, meets 
these goals. The state school board 
will reward schools that succeed, and 
help those schools that do not. Local 
boards play a vital role in developing 
disUict goals, budgets, improvement 
plans, and more. 

Q. How will councils function? 
A. Every council will decide for 

itself bow often it will meet, how it 
makes decisions, and bow it commu­
nicates with the school and commu­
nity. In most cases, councils will de­
pend on school committees to study 
issues. 

Q. What authority will councils 
have? 

A. The statute on School-Based 
Decision Making gives councils de­
cision making authority in the fol­
lowing areas: 

*Frequency of and agenda for 
meetings 

*Number of persons to be em­
ployed in each job class 

*Decisions on staff vacancies 
*Instructional materials and text­

books to be purchased 
*Student support services 
*Selection of new principal when 

a vacancy occurs 
*Make school policy in the fol-

lowing areas: 
1. Curriculum 
2. Assignment of staff time 
3. Assignment of students to 

classes and programs 
4. School day and week schedules 
5. Use of school space during the 

school day 
6. Instructional practices 
7. Discipline and classroom man­

agement techniques 
8. Extra-curricular programs 
9. Procedures for technology use 

in the school. 
Q. Councils have a lot of author­

ity. If the school's furnace breaks 
down, does the council have to meet 
to approve repairs? 

A. Councils will set policies, but

the day-to-day running of the school 
will still be the principal's responsi­
bility. The principal would simply 
arrange to have the repairs done, as 
the school administrator. 

Q. When will school-based deci­
sion making begin in my child's 
school? 

A. It can begin as soon as two­
thirds of the teachers at the school 
vote to adopt school-based decision 
making. By July 1, 1996, virtually all 
schools must have school councils in 
place. 

Q. How will school-based deci­
sionmakingirnprovemychild'sedu­
cation? 

A. That's the most important ques· 
tion of all. The whole purpose of 
school-based decision making is to 
improve education for all Kentucky's 
children. With a common goal of 
more and better learning for all chil­
dren, parents, teachers, principals and 
community members can work to­
gether cooperatively to attain our 
Commonwealth's mission: an "in· 
tcrnationally superior education and 
a love of learning" for each. 

School-based decision making can 
be the vehicle to bring about im­
proved student achievement at your 
child's school.

Responsible use of alcohol makes celebrating 
the Kentucky Derby fun and safe 

If you're going to the Kentucky 
Derby or a Derby celebration remem­
ber that drinking too much alcohol is 
not a smart bet. 

"Celebrating and drinking alco­
hol don't have to go together for 
people to have fun. In fact, consum­
ing too much alcohol at social gather­
ings can lead to accidents or uncom­
fortable situations for everyone in-

. valved," said Mike Townsend, direc­
tor of the Division of Substance Abuse 
in the Department of Mental Health 
and Mental Retardation Services. 

Before you even get out of the 
starting gate, make some important 
decisions that will lead to a safe, 
enjoyable day at the mccsorat Derby­
related events. 

"Anyone who uses alcohol should 
think about t11e effects on the body 
before taking that first drink. Both 
hosts and guests of Derby celebra­
tions should know the dangers re­
lated to drinking and usc moderation 
in serving alcohol and consuming it," 
be said. 

It's important to rein in tendencies 
to overindulge at the Derby or cel­
ebrations. Most risks can be avoided 
by drinking moderately or not at all. 

"Anyone who's been to the Derby 
or watched it on TV knows a lot of 
alcohol is consumed in the infield 
and in the stands. In many cases, 
people become less inhibited and do 
things they nonnally wouldn't do. 
They may behave recklessly, which 
could lead to a fight or a police arrest, 
make them vulnerable to crime, or 
cause them to become ill," Townsend 
said. 

According to Jefferson County and 
Louisville City Police departments, 
about 100 people were arrested at 
Churchill Downs and outside the track 
last year at the Kentucky Derby and 
most of those arrests were alcohol 
related. 

Getting to and from the Derby can 
be hazardous even without alcohol 
consumption, so do not increase your 
risk by drinking alcohol and driving. 
If you drink alcohol, designate a non­
drinking driver for the group: 

If you are at high risk for alcohol­
ism or are recovering from alcohol­
ism, plan ahead bow you will handle 
an occasion where there is alcohol 
before you attend. If you are taking 
medications, pregnant or don't like 
alcohol, do not let the pressure to 
indulge from other people cause you 
to drink, he said. Party-goers who 

drink, shouldn't comment on some­
one who doesn't or insist that some­
one drink with them. 

At Derby get-togethers, hosts can 
avoid problems by eliminating alco­
hol from the menu or by providing 
attractive alternatives along with al­
coholic beverages, for example, non­
alcoholic beer and wine, punches or 
soft drinks. 

"People go to the Derby and cel­
ebrations to have fun, but all too often 
the abuse of alcohol causes unpleas­
antsituationsandeveninjuryordeath. 

"Showing good judgment about 
alcohol consumption will make the 
Derby and Derby events safer and 
more enjoyable," Townsend said. 

The following tips can be used by 
party hosts for a safe, fun Derby 
party: 

* Have alternative activities to 
drinking such as games or dancing. 

* Serve snacks so that people are 
not drinking alcohol on empty stom­
achs. 

* Choose one trusted bartender 
who will measure drinks. 

*Use non-carbonated mixers such 
as fruit juice instead of carbonated 
ones, because carbonated mixers 
speed alcohol absorption. 

*Lower alcohol content in drinks. 
* Switch to non-alcoholic bever­

ages about two hours before the end 
of the party so people can sober up 
before the drive home. 

* If someone overindulges, ask a 
sober person to take him home or get 
a taxi. 

*Only time can sober up a person, 
not coffee or a cold shower. 

These tips are for guests to follow 
to reduce the risks of alcohol use: 

* Drink slowly and avoid gulping 
a drink. On the average, the body can 
only metabolize one drink an hour. 

* Eat food with your alcoholic 
beverage to slow absorption. 

* Drinking alcohol while sick or 
taking medication can be dangerous. 

*If you are a woman, alcohol will 
have a greater effect on you com­
pared to a man your size. If you are 
pregnant or nursing, abstain from al­
cohol. 

* If you have problems with alco­
hol or are a recovering alcoholic, 
decide bow you will handle the temp­
tation to drink before you go to a 
party. 

*Remember that wine coolers are . 
not soft drinks. They have as high an 
alcoholic content as beer. 

New Oil and Gas Drilling Law 
is a victory for landowners 

Landowners will have more say in 
oil and gas drilling operations on 
their property thanks to legislation 
pushed by Kentuckians For The Com­
monwealth (KFTC), approved by the 
1994 General Assembly and signed 
into law by Governor Jones on March 
31. 

House Bill 591 received almost 
unanimous approval by both the 
House and the Senate after a compro­
mise was worked out between K.FfC, 
industry representatives and state 
regulators. The bill was sponsored by 
Rep. Clayton Little of Pike County. 

"This law will help a lot of farmers 
protect their land," said W .D. Keach, 
a Henderson County farmer and 
K.FfC member who has bad prob­
lems with oil and gas drilling on his 
farm. 

The legislation provides for: 
o landowners to receive an opera­

tions and reclamation plan for in­
tended oil and gas operations on their 
property, 

o a mediation process if landown­
ers object to the plan, 

o replacement of water sources 
damaged by oil and gas operations, 
and 

o warning signs to be placed on all 
oil storage tanks. 

KFfC recommends that land own-

ers who receive an oil and gas opera­
tions plan review the plan very care­
fully before giving their permission. 
The statewide citizens group sug­
gests that people living within one­
half mile of a drilling operation have 
the volume and purity of water wells 
analyzed before and after drilling. . 
Citizens also are encouraged to re­
port the absence of danger signs on 
oil storage tanks. 

"Even though the bill was watered 
down, it's a major accomplishment," 
said Gus Parsley of Edmonson 
County. An oil company drilled six 
wells on his property last August 
despite his protests. 

The passage of HB 591 culmi­
nates 10 years of effort by Kentuck­
ians For The Commonwealth to give 
landowners some rights to control 
the use of their land by oil and gas 
companies. In 1988, K.FfC members 
were successful in getting a constitu­
tional amendment approved by Ken­
tucky voters granting similar protec­
tions to landowners facing the de­
struction of their property by un­
wanted strip mining. 

The new oil and gas law will go 
into effect in July. More information

First non-surgical breast biopsy available 
A new needle biopsy system at the 

Breast Center of The Women's 
PavilionSM Health & Resource Cen­
ter in Louisville gives women anal­
ternative to traditional surgery when 
determining if a breast lump is can­
cerous. The Breast Center is the ftrst 
facility in this area to offer the stereo­
tactic technique for breast biopsies. 

Research has shown that 70 to 90 
percent of breast lumps are non-can­
cerous. However, until the advent of 
the stereotactic needle biopsy proce­
dure, there was no way to examine 
the mass without a surgical proce­
dure. 

During the stereotactic procedure, 
the patient lies flat on a padded table

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with her breast suspended through an 
opening in the table. Stereo views of 
the suspicious lump are obtained, and 
the exact location is determined three 
dimensionally with the aid of a com­
puter. After the breast tissue has been 
numbed, a biopsy needle can then be 
passed into the suspicious area, and a 
tiny section of tissue can be obtained 
for examination. 

Until recently, surgeons had little 
choice but to operate on breastlumps 
that could not be felt but which were 
evident on a mammogram, to deter­
mine if the lump was cancerous. 

The stereotactic procedure, gen­
erally requiring at least one hour, is 
performed in the Breast Center of the 
Women's Pavilion Health and Re­
source Center. Dr. Elizabeth A. Amin, 
Medical Director of the Breast Cen­

J ter, said, "Stereotactic breast biopsy 
is much easier on the patient than a 
surgical biopsy. Generally women 
are back to their normal activities a 
few hours after the procedure." 

'Ibe quicker access to this biopsy 
as well as the cost savings realized 
from a non-surgical procedure make 
stereotactic a valuable alternative to 
surgical biopsies. Also, smaller lumps 
can be located with the stereotactic 
procedure enhancing the ability to 
det4'.Ct breast cancers earlier.

Paintsville head baseball coach Charlie Adkins is in his 25th year as the Tigers coach, · 
and he doesn't show any signs of slowing down. . . 

Coach Adkins is one of Kentucky's premier coaches and his record of 608 victories is 
proof positive of it 

Adkins began as bead coach of the Johnson Centnl} Ea~es in 1969. That year Adkins 
guided the Eagles to a 14-6 record. But in 1970, Adkins decided not to coach the Eagles 
baseball team and moved over to Paintsville in 1971 and bas been at boLtle ever since. 
. Adkins' ftrst Paintsville team went 16-7 and the.following year, 1972, it was an 

astounding 24-6 mark but still no district title. · 
That didn't come until the 1974 season when his team finished 28-4. Adkins' teams 

won the title again in 1975 and in 1978 began as~ of five consecutive district 
championships. I ust ~astounding was six consecuti ve.reg'iooal titles from 1976 through 
1981. . 

While be missed winning the district title iq 1976, Adkins' Tigers went on to win the 
'76 regional tournament and the next five after that' . 

Paintsville won their ftrSt sectional title and a trip to the state's Final Four in 1978 and 
repeated again in 1979. 

The state title escaped the Tigers in the 1989 state dlampionsbip when they fell to 
Lafayette 11-4. Paintsville repeated in 1990 and took a 10-4 victory over Tates Creek for 
the state title. 

While the Tigers won 21 games in 1992, it was still a lean year for the Tigers who 
dropped 20 games. A subpar 19-17 record in 1992 wasn't very fruitful for Adkins and the 
Tigers. He posted a 24-11 record last year but failed to get out of the regional tournament.

Different rod actions often 
determine fishing sucxess 

Not all fishing rods are created 
equal. Some are definitely better 
suited to certain types of fishing than 
others. 

"Your fishing rod determines bow 
well you can get a lure to a bass, and 
then bow easily you can get that bass 
to the boat," explains professional 
tournament fishennan Guy Eaker of 
North Carolina, "but in reality, only 
about 12 to 18 inches of the rod truly 
makes the difference. 

'That is the tip section, and it is 
what really determines the rod's ac­
tion," continues the Evinrude Out­
boards Pro Staff angler. 'The more 
limber and flexible the tip, the lighter 
the action, while the stiffer and stron­
ger the tip, the heavier the action." 

The actions most often preferred 
by bass fishermen are medium and 
mediumlbea\-y, because they're ac­
tually a compromise that allow the 
rods to be used with a variety oflures. 
Eaker, for example, uses a seven­
and-a-half-footmediumlbeavy action 
rod for crank baits, jigs, and Carolina 
rigs. 

"Certain fishing situations defi­
nitely require specialized rods and 
specific actions," notes Eaker, "be­
cause they make you a better, more 
efficient fisherman. When you're 
flshing a plastic wonn, for instance, a 
heavy action rod usually works better

because the stiffer tip provides better 
penetration when you set the hook. 

"A good heavy action also works 
well with a jig because it's another 
lure in which you have to do all the 
hook setting. 

"When you fish fast-moving lures 
such as crankbaits or spinnerbaits, a 
striking bass really hooks itself when 
it comes after the lure so you don't 
need such a stiff tip." 

Rod length should also be consid­
ered carefully, says the Evinrude pro. 
Shorter rods work well for short cast­
ing, while longer rods provide more 
leverage for longer casts. 

"I useafive-and-a-halforsix-foot 
medium action rod withspinnerbaits," 
says Eaker, "because most of the 
time I'm working very close to the 
coverandmycastsareusuallyunder­
hand pitches. The rod really does all 
the work, too. I could never fish the 
way I do with a long rod." 

On the other band. says the North 
Carolina pro, longer rods arc much 

"more efficient when fishing 
crankbaits. They allow for longer 
casts which in tum let the lure run 
deeper. 

''When you're fishing a Carolina 
rig, you also need a long rod," Eaker 
concludes, "because you usually have 
a heavy sinker and a leader that may 
befourtoflvefeetlong. You need the 
extra rod length just to cast it."
