City whittles 
delinquent tax 
list to a dozen

If you own a business in 
Prestonsburg and you have delinquent 
occupational taxes, you can probably 
expect a letter from the city council 
soon. 

The discussion to mail ont letters 
to those who still owe delinquent 
taxes comes after the Prestonsburg 
city council's finance and revenue 
committee met Thursday afternoon 
to discuss the delinquent occupational 
taxes. 

The four man committee voted to 
bring the matter before the city cotm­
cil at Monday's regular meeting. 

At Monday's meeting, the com­
mittee will request that the council 
ask city attorney Larry Brown to write 
a letter to the dozen businesses which 
still owe the city taxes. 

Brenda Hayes told the committee 
that she had sent two letters to the 
businesses that had owed taxes, but 
now that figure is down to 12. 

Hayes mailed one letter in April 
and one on June 15. 

Committee chairman Estill Carter 
said that it may be a situation where 
the businessesdon't"oweanything." 

"It could be that not a dime is 
owed," Carter said, "but we don't 
have any proof of that." 

Carter said that if a business did 
not make a profit, theydon'toweany 
taxes, but the city still needs to see 
documented proof of that 

Barb said that the city collected 
nearly $30,000 from the other busi­
nesses that had owed delinquent taxes. 

"We' redoing this not to be harsh," 
Carter said, ''but to be fair." 

The committee also discussed 
ways to collect delinquent property 
taxes, deciding to ask the city attor­
ney the process for hiring a delin­
quent tax collector. 

Then the committee meeting 
shifted to discussion of salaries, or 
rather discussion on why they 
shouldn't be discussing them. 

Carter said that the finance com­
mittee budgeted the money and now 
the rest was up to the personnel com­
mittee. 

He added that he did not know 
who added salaries to the meeting's 
agenda. 

The ftre, police and dispatch de­
partments are the only departments 
which have not had their hours and 
wages adjusted for this fiscal year. 

It is likely that the topic will be 
addressed Friday at noon in city hall 
when the personnel committee meets 
to discuss personnel and personnel

A Wheelwright miner was found

Suspected gas leak forces 
evacuation of courthouse

Floyd County Courthouse em­
ployees got an unexpected break from 
work Thursday afternoon when the 
facility was evacuated because of a 
suspected gas leak. 

Deputy sheriff Homer Neeley and 
state police trooper John Hunt evacu­
ated employees about 1:15 p.m. after 
several employees complained they 
smelled natural gas fumes. 

Members of the Prestonsburg Fire 
Department responded to the scene 

and determined that there was no gas 
leak causing the odor. 

Prestonsburg fire chief Tom 
Blackburn said he suspected the odor 
came from a propane truck which 
was parked beside the courthouse 
earlier Thursday to pump out two 
portable toilets which are being used 
by construction crews that are build­
ing a jail behind the facility. 

Workers were allowed to return to 
work about 15 minutes after the ftre 
depaninentdeclareditsafe. Several 
courthouse employees said they had 
been smelling the odor for most of 
the da~·. 
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Retired Floyd nurse joins 
elite with national award

Jane Wallace touched many 
lives during her 35 years as a 
nurse in Floyd County. Although 
she retired 197 6, her contribution 
to nursing has not been forgotten. 

On Tuesday, Jane received a 
letter and certificate fromJ ulia R. 
Plotnick, Chief Nurse Officer of 
the U.S. Public Health Service, 
notifying her that she had been 
awarded one of the highest hon­
ors in the nursing profession: The 
Chief Nurse Officer Award. 

"It shocked me. It was unex­
pected," Jane, 83, said Wednes­
day. Overwhelmed at the national 

recognition of her work, she tried 
to deflect the glory away from 
herself. "All the nurses I worked 
with deserve this award. We all 
worked hard." 

The recognition began last 
September when the Floyd 
Cotmty Times published a fea­
ture article profiling Jane and her 
career as a nurse. The article in­
cluded her experiences as super­
vising nurse on a special health 
project in Floyd County for the 
United States Public Health Ser­
vice in 1957 and her 19yearsasa 
"traveling" nurse for the Floyd 
County Health Department 

Then in June, Dr. Rice Leach, 
state Commissioner of Health, 

came to Floyd Cotmty to meet 
health department personnel and 
Floyd County Board of Health 
members. At the meeting Dr. 
Leach sat beside Jane, who has 
been a member of the board for 
years, and they talked about her 
career in public health. 

"When Dr. Leach left, he 
wanted the addresses of the board 
members to thank them," said 
Carol Holbrook, director of the 
health department. "I sent the 
addresses and I also sent the ar­
ticle (about Jane). He was im­
pressed with Jane when he met 
her. He read the articl~ and sent it

Too early to tell if surplus 
will revive building plans

The numbers suggest that Gover­
nor Brereton Jones was wrong about 
how much money the state would 
have left over at the end of the ftscal 
year on June 30. 

Jones estimated that surplus rev­
enues would total nearly $40 million 
at the close of the year. 

The actual nwnbers are closer to 
$54 million. 

In a press release issued Wednes­
day, the governor's office projected a 
$53.3 million surplus in unobligated 
revenuesforfiscal1995. That amount 
will be left over after expenses of 

nearly $35 million authorized during 
a June special session of the state's 
General Assembly to pay for state 
park renovations; increases to the state 
education department's SEEK pro­
gram; and a $90 million contribution 
to a budget reserve trust fund. 

How the extra funds will be spent 
has not yet been decided, Jones' press 
secretary Mindy Shannon Phelps said 
Thursday. 

Much speculation centers, how­
ever, on the governor's proposal to 
bond nearly $300 million in capital 
construction projects, including the 
development in Floyd County of a 
new, 18-hole championship caliber 
·:.

golf course. Jones failed to win legis­
lative approval for that ambitious 
building program during the regular 
and special sessions of the legislature 
this year, and Phelps said Thursday 
that the governor's office would take 
a "wait-and-see" stance on reviving 
the building plan. 

"We have to detennine ftrst how 
much of this surplus will be recurring 
revenues," Phelps said. "We have a 
lot of money in the bank, but it's too 
early to say how it will be spent." 

Bonding the full $300 million list 
of proposed capital construction 
projects would cost the state an esti­
mated $30 million a year over a 20-
year period.

Dr. Towler holds the most key 
position in our school system and 
because of that can affect our per­
formance more than anyone. We 
want Dr. Towler to use this evalu­
ation constructively to improve the 
district's perfonnance. 

The following is a list of things 
we want to emphasize even though 
most are included in the evalua­
tion instrument 

We want the district removed 
from state intervention.

We want the evaluation 
process to include a plan whereby 
the person being evaluated is given 
assistanceforbecomingmorepro­
ficient as a teacher or administra­
tor. 

We want accotmtability to be a 
top priority with all personnel. 

By October 15 we want each 
school to present, in writing, for 
Board approval, 'its measurable 
goals and objectives for the school 
year. The goals shall be related to 
the goals listed in KRS 158.645 
andKRS 158.645l.Inadditionwe 
want the goals and objectives to 
include significant parental in­
volvement By October 15 we also 
want each school to p-esent, in 
writing, for Board approval, its 
plan for achieving its goals and 
objectives and the method for 
evaluating the achievement of the 
plan. By June 30 we want each 
school to present, in writing, its 
annual evaluation report to the 
Board. (Order# 8180) 

We want the superintendent to 
demonstrate improvement in all 
areas where rating was below 3. 

We want both the district's and 
individual school's fmancial au­
dits to be void of deficiencies. 

We want to see major improve­
ment in our exceptional children's 
program. 

We want the hiring process to 
be conducted fairly and objectively 
without discrimination and favor­
itism. We insist that we be diligent 
in obtaining the best. 

We want to see major progress 
in moving construction projects 
along and in particular those in 
process - Martin/Maytown, site 
acquisition f<X' Betsy Layne Middle 
School, additional propeny for 
Prestonsburg High School and 
South Floyd High School. 

We will evaluate Dr. Towler's 
performance again on December 
1 or as close as feasibly P<>ssible to 
that date to assess the progress 
being made.

We've caught all sorts of hell 
from boosters over our criticism 
of the Allen Central track 
project, so we might as well 
spread the joy to Prestonsburg 
and South Floyd, where football 
fields are of the highest 
priority ... as far as board mem­
bers are concerned. 

South Floyd has no football 
stadium, it's true, but Wheel­
wright's field isn't all that far 
away. Why not spend a little bit 
to fix it up instead of a whole lot 
to build a new one? 

Prestonsburg has a field, a 
pretty nice one, too. 

A whole lot of people got to­
gether a few years back, chipped 
in and built the stadium. 

It's old, but that didn't stop the 
Blackcats from making the state 
finals last year. 

We don't begrudge sports 
boosters their desires to have 
new, modem playing facilities, 
but using local bonding poten­
tial to build them could dramati­
cally affect future building 
needs. 

We've yet to see, for example, 
any board emphasis put on rid­
ding the sytem of the mobile 
"temporary" classrooms that dot 
just about every campus. 

Most of the system's older 
schools have all the aches and 
pains that come with old age, 
and they need attention, too. 

But there is just not enough 
money to do everything that 
needs to be done. 

So the board must determine 
what is most urgent ... new 
bleachers or adequate classroom 
facilities.

Defense of nepotism is as 
stupid as the practice itself 

As expected, nepotism is getting the most 
discussion by city councils and fiscal courts 
as they attempt to draw up their state-man­
dated ethics codes. 

Hiring relatives for government jobs is as 
traditional in Kentucky as Wildcat basketball. 
Realizing this, our state legislators chose not 
to require local governments to ban the prac­
tice. So let's not expect a whole lot of offi­
cials' family members to be banned from 
courthouses and city halls across the state. 

As local officials begin drafting their ethics 
ordinances, several defenses of the nepotism 
practice have popped up. The most common 
is, we want someone we can trust, and whom 
can we trust better than our relatives? 

That excuse is rather lame. 
To suggest that family members of our 

elected officials are the only people who can 
be trusted with our tax money is an insult. \Ve 
cast our hallot for the person who is best 

qualified and who can be trusted the most In 
tum, we expect that official to hire honest, 
competent people. 

In some cases, the official • s husband, wife, 
son, daughter, etc., is qualified for the job. 
Most times, though, little effort has been 
made to fmd someone outside of the family 
who is just as qualified or more qualified. 
Case in point: How many times have you seen 
an ad in the local paper seeking applicants for 
county road foreman, county treasurer, deputy 
sheriff, deputy county clerk, deputy jailer or 
any other county job? 

Probably the most important question in 
this debate is this: Are officials' family mem­
bers hired because they are qualified for the 
job and can be trusted with the government's 
money, or are they hired because they need a 
job?

I may be alone in thinking this, but 

the dismal petformance of the U.S. 
Postal Service is a good omen for the 
country. 

It is a well-known axiom that the 
poorertbe country, tbe bettertbe mail 
delivery, and tbat a sure sign of in­
cipient Third Worldismis an improv­
ing post office. 

I don't need to tell you that there is 
an alarming amount of evidence that 
the United States is-or was-headed 
for Third World status: a wholesale 
disregard for the traffic laws; side­
walks teeming with peddlers and beg­
gars; a laughably inept government; 
increasingly worthless mooey. 

Butnowcomesasurveythatshows 
a letter in thenation'scapitalhas only 
a 60 percent chance of arriving on 
time. Nationally, the chances are a 
mediocre 78 percent. 

There's more good news: The 
Postal Service recently printed a pic­
ture of the wrong person on a fmt­
class stamp, whose cost, by the way, 
will soon rise to 32 cents. 

Meanwhile, the amount of tmso­
licited and unwanted mail continues 
tomounL 

These are healthy economic indi­
catas and should be a cause for opti­
mism, not alarm: America is headed 
back in the direction of the First 
World. 

Here's why truly fmt-rate mail 
service is an economic and social 
danger sign: 

Despite heroic efforts by the most 
technologically advanced society on 
Earth-us-to automatepostoffices, 
the most effective and reliable way to 
sort the mail is by hand and to deliver 
it is by foot. 

The countri~s with the best post 
offices tend to have high unemploy­
ment and not much mail. In a tropical 
country, where the job alternative is 
field labor in the moiling sun, a chance 
to work inside, wear a white shirt and 
wield a rubber stamp is the very ze­
nith of a career path. 

Plus, since there isn't much mail, 
the actual work isn't all that hard. 

In large parts of the world, junk 
mail is not a nuisance but a high 
honor. Dwellers in remote mud-hut 
villages where the average annual 
income is around $30 would be 
pleased and flattered to receive an LL 
Bean catalog offering to sell them a 

$300 tent or a Lillian Vernon catalog 
urging them to buy a set of ceramic 
garden gnomes. 

You never hear of a Third World 
coup attempt by disgruntled posral 
workers. 

I know what you're going to say 
next But what about Europe? 

In Western Europe, tbe mail sec­
vice has been getting worse, and as 
prosperity comes to Eastern Europe, 
their service is getting worse too, 
even tbough the mail no longer takes 
the extra day necessary f<»" tbe seaet 
police to read it fmt. 

It is true, however, that European 
mail service is better than ours, but 
consider why: Their post offices are 
run as massive jobs programs heavily 
subsidized by the telephone system. 

That's why in Albania, for ex­
ample, it takes a letter only two days 
to go from Puke to Blinisht while it 
takes a phone call three days. 

Another ruse to watcb out for is 
the "Ministry of Post and Telecom­
munications." That means the gov­
ernment-run television network is 
subsidizing the mails by offering a 
prime-time lineup of such pulse­
quickeners as a beet-growetS' round 
table and the clog-dancing semifi­
nals. 

The smart and patriotic Washing­
tonian will poke around his empty 
mailbox and smile as he thinks. "I'm 
OK. You're OK. And the mail is in 
Peoria."

Stu­
dents can apply for grants, loans, 
scholarships, campus jobs or a com­
bination of those programs. Total 

need-based and academic financial 
aid at EKU last year totaled about 
$40 million, or an average of about

A ccording to my 
sister, media 
entertainment 

rooms are what's "in" this 
year in home furnishings. 
She and her husband enjoy 
touring Homearama's in the 
Northern Kentucky area and 
often get decorating and 
landscaping ideas from their 
outings, but this recent trip 
was out of their realm of 
imitation. 

"You wouldn't have 
believed it, Sara.

When Michelle Wright enters the studio to 
record an album, she goes in with only one purpose 
in mind. "The main thing for me is always the song 
and what it says," reveals the smoky-voiced singer. 
"I have to believe in the song's message. It has to 
be something that I feel strongly about. Everyone 
of the songs on my current album is very special to 
me." 

For Now &: Then, her latest album on Arista 
Records, Michelle found songs that tap deeply into 
powerful emotions: The Top 10 hit "Take It Like 
A Man," the valuable ''Now & Then," and the 
painfully reflective "He Would Be Sixteen." Cur­
rently approaching double platinum status in her 
native Canada, 

Now &: Then propelled Michelle to superstar 
status there, and firmly established her pre"'nce in 
the U.S., as well. 

"Success has been a twelve-year process in 
Canada," says Michelle. "It took a long time f<X 
people to get to know me, but that experience 
really prepared me for the American audience." 

After a spirited debate at the Great Midwestern 
Think-Off on J Wle 26 in New York Mills, Minn., 
the audience of professional and amateur philoso­
phers officially affirmed, by 70-54, that life has 
meaning.

"I was born and raised on country music," says 
Michelle, whose parents were both COWltry per­
formers. "It was all I ever listened to on the radio." 
She began touring and playing clubs right out of 
high school, and by 1988 she had released her fust 
album in Canada. 

Recognizing the massive potential contained in 
her husky voice, Arista made Michelle the third 
artist signed when the label opened its country

Three days a week Fred L. 
Dickerson, 80, andJamesDickerson, 
Sr., 85, head for the Beaver Valley 
Golf Course in Allen to play nine 
holes of golf. Fred has been playing 
the game for the past 42 years. 

"I started playing and played for 
25 years," he said, "and then laid off 
for 19 years. I came back and started 
playing two years ago." 

Fred squares off with his brother, 
James, whohasn 'tquite been making 
the rounds as long as Fred. 

"I started playing three years ago," 
he explained. "At my age I feel real 
good.
