Little did John Calhoun Wells, 
formerly of Auxier, realize that one 
day he would sit at the head of a 
bargaining table and help major 
league baseball players and owners 
try to reach an agreement that would 
put the players back on the field and 
fans back in the stands. 

Wells, who was appointed by 
President Bill Clinton as the 13th 
Director of the Federal Mediation 
and Conciliation Service on No­
vember15, 1993, is in that position. 

The former Floyd Countian is 
the chief negotiator in the dispute 
that has shut down baseball since 
the players walked out on August 
12.

"Neverin my wildest dreams did 
I ever think that I would be sitting 
there with 12 owners and 18 major 
league baseball players trying to 
help them fmd a solution to the 
problem," said Wells during an ex­
clusive telephone interview wi tb the 
Floyd County Times Thursday. 

"I turned down the New York 
Times five minutes ago. But I

Jurors are expected to render a 
verdict today (Friday) in the murder 
trial of Larry Robinson, who is ac­
cused of killing William Bucky Rose 
on Memorial Day, 1993. 

Testimony in the case concluded 
Thursday in Floyd Circuit Court and 

jurors will be given instructions and 
closing arguments in the case this 
morning. Then will retire for delib­
erations in the case. 

Robinson is accused of intention­
ally running over Rose with his ve­
hicle at Banner on May .29 last year. 
Robinson was following Rose and 
Rose's wife, Mary, whom Robinson 
had beec dating. 

During open arguments W ednes­
day, p~osecutor Dan Rowland told 

jurors that Mary and Bucky Rose had 
had martial difficulties, but were talk­
ing about reconciling just before his 
death. 

The Roses had separated and fJ.led 
for divorce, but did not pursue the 
divorce proceedings, Rowland said. 
During their separation, Mary Rose 
had dated Robinson. 

On the day ofRose'sdeath, Mary 
Rose and her husband were going to 
Pikeville to look for a car.

Board okays annual 
grading for teachers

Floyd County school administra­
tors will not be the only employees 
evaluated annually: school board 
members voted Monday night tore­
quire that teacher's job performance 
be gauged each year, too. 

The board voted Monday to revise 
a proposed evaluation process to also 
include teacher attendance as a part 
of an overall evaluation. 

The board's decision followed a 
long and spirited discussion with 
members of an evaluation commit­
tee, headed by Connie Tackett. coor­
dinator of elementary education. 

Tackettandothercommitteemem-
• hers told the board that annual teacher 

evaluations would virtually take all 
ofaprincipal'sattention, which would 
leave little time to oversee daily op­
erations at the schools. 

Board member Eddie Patton said 
that a teacher's performance should 
be evaluated constantly by a princi­
pal. 

Board member Dolores Smith 
agreed and said she saw no problem 
with annual evaluations. 

"We say that principals are in­
structional leaders and that's exactly 
what we want them to be doing," 
Smith said. 

Board member Phyllis Honsbell 
• disagreed, saying that principals 

should know if there are weak teach­
ers at their school and that those teach­
ers should be evaluated more often. 

Patton also insisted that teacher 
attendance be made part of the evalu­
ation and that their attendance be 
based on the average daily attendance 
of students. 

''We need to set a standard for the 
teachers in the county and it should 
match the kids' (attendance)," Patton 
said. ''Wehaveaproblemwithteacher 
absences." 

Tackett said that the number of 
days a teacher is absent could create 
a false impression because the ab­
sences could be caused by serious 
medical problems. 

Patton said that the reasons for the 
absences could be noted on the evalu­
ation form.

Man tells cops he thought 
he was shooting at a dog

Police say a Daniels Creek man 
said he thought he was shooting at a 
dog Saturday evening when he ftred 
two blasts from a shotgun, hitting a 
man riding a four-wheeler past his 
home. 

Kentucky State Police forced their 
way into thehomeofMalcolm Lewis, 
74, Saturday night at approximately 
10:25 p.m. and arrested him after he 
allegedly shot Charles Jervis, also of 
Daniels Creek, at 9:45p.m. Trooper 
Bobby Day and sheriffs deputy Ricky 
Newsome said that Lewis ignored 
repeated requests by officers to come 
outside his residence and that Lewis 
was heavily armed inside his home. 

Deputy Newsome said that offic­
ers found a shotgun, aSKS rifle and 

a .22 caliber ritle, all loaded, inside 
Lewis' residence. 

The police citation noted that al­
cohol was involved in the incident. 

Jervis, 28, was struck by buckshot 
from the shotgun blasts on numerous · 
parts of his body. He was taken to 
Highlands Regional Medical Center, 
where he was treated and released. 

Lewis was arraigned on first de­
gree assault charges Monday morn­
ing in Floyd District Court and a not 
guilty plea was entered on the charge. 
Lewis was ordered to have no contact 
with Jervis and bond was set at 
$20,000, 10 percent cash or property. 
A preliminary hearing is set for Sep­
tember6at2:30p.m. in district court. 

Troopers Lynn Cross, Mike 
Thorpe and John Slone also responded 
to the scene. 

Roses went to Pikeville, Robinson 
came by Mary Rose' shome at Auxier 
and had asked her to go with him to 
pick out a light fixture. Mary Rose 
declined and left with her husband. 

Rowland said that Robinson fol­
lowed the couple until theypu11edoff 
the road at Banner. 

Defense attorney Steve Owens 
argued that Rose' sdeath was an acci­
dent and that Robinson stayed at the 
scene giving aid to Rose. 

Mary Rose testified that she and 
her husband stopped at Banner be­
cause Bucky Rose wanted to talk to 
Robinson. Mary Rose said her hus­
band got out of their vehicle and was 
walking toward Robinson's truck 
when Robinson ran over him. 

Mary Rose said after her husband 
had been run over, Robinson kept 
telling her, ''I' 'SOtT)' baby."

Unanimous vote needed to impeach 
Wheelwright officials suggest they•ll press for ouster over lawnmower deal

A unanimous vote by the commis­
sion and mayor is required to im­
peach a Wheelwright City Commis­
sioner for the alleged unauthorized 
sale of a city lawnmower. 

It appears unlikely that the com­
mission will be able to gamer enough 

votes to oust Commissioner Allen 
Taylor, because earlier this month 
Mayor Marlee Sammons tried to per­
suade fellow commissioners to drop 
plans to impeach Taylor. 

Commissioners Luther Johnson 
Jr., Charles Harmon and David Hall 
want to oust Taylor for selling a 
lawnmower for $35. 

But that claim could be a non-

issue because Taylor may have not 
needed city approval for the sale. 

A spokesman for the Legislative 
Research Commission (LRC) said 
Thursday that under the mayor/com­
mission form of government com­
missioners are usually put in charge 
of certain city departments and have 
the authority to dispose of city prop­
erty. 

At the time of the lawrunower sale 
last Pebruary, Commissioner Taylor 
was named to oversee the streets and 
parks deparunent. 

As for impeaching Taylor, a charge 
of misconduct, incapacity or willful 
neglect of duty must be publicly made 
against the commissioner, according 
to the LRC. Taylor then must be 
afforded a public hearing to face the 

charges and it will take a unanimous 
vote by the commissioners and mayor 
to oust him. 

If the commissioners and mayor 
do vote to impeach Taylor, Taylor 
has the right ro appeal the decision to 
circuit court.

In a statement given to defense 
attorney Steve Owens, Mary Rose 
said she thought Robinson acciden­
tally killed her husband. In her state­
ment she said. "I don't think Larry 
intended to kill Bucky." 

Paula Spriggs, a witness to the 
accident, testified Thursday that she 
saw Bucky Rose's body under 
Robinson's vehicle, but she did not 
remember seeing Robinson's vehicle 
hit Rose. 

Spriggs, who was acquainted with 
Robinson, said she spoke with him at 
the scene, but be was unresponsive. 
Spriggs said she came forward after 
shesawanadvertisementin the news­
paper asking if anyone saw the inci­
dent. Spriggs gave a statement to 
police about what she saw. 

Robinson's father, Edward 
Robinson, testified that his insurance 
company had investigated the inci­
dent and deemed it to be an accident. 
Edward Robinson said his insurance 
policy had a clause that said no claims 
would be covered if it was proved 
that someone intentionally caused 
bodily injury to another person. The 
insurance company paid Edward 
Robinson's claim after an indepen­
dent investigation. 

On Wednesday, Kentucky State 
Police detective Joel Newsome testi­
fied that Robinson told him that he 
was trying to avoid Rose and struck 
him while trying to go around him 
with his vehicle. 

The case is being heard by special

Deficit spending in 
the water department is nothing new. 
When a water commissioner owed 
$2,000 to $3,000, they are not going 
to vote to pull the meter. If the money 
is not there, you can' tmake the books 
balance. The whole idea has been 
blown out of proportion." 

Council rejected a proposal from 
Water Resources Assistance Corpo­
ration, a division of the Big Sandy 
Area Development District, to take 

control of the water departtneot to 
attempt to solve the managerial and 
fmancial problems. 

Council balked at relinquishing 
complete conttol of the department 
and opted to look at hiring a part or 
full-time manager. 

Councilman Steve Jenkins com­
mented that if council bad tbe an­
swers to their questions, they could 
fmd a solution to the problems. 

"I think we're pretty close to hav­
ing a good water system," Jenkins 
said. "This governing body needs a 
few answers to know which direction 
to go in. If we had the answers, we 
could make a hard and fast deci-
sions."

recall." 
Wells said that he and the two 

sides talked all day Wednesday and 
half of the day Thursday. 

"Each side wanted to just step 
back and reflect on what was dis­
cussed the two days," he said. "They 
want to jus tlook a tall the issues that 
we discussed. 

"At the table yesterday and to­
day, both sides defined the issues 
and there was a good, full discus-

sion on the issues. 
"There is definitely a difference 

between the two sides." 
Wells said that while the two 

parties did talk, something they 
hadn't done until Wednesday, they 
still remain far apart on a settle­
ment. 

"Both sides were straight with 
each other," he said. "They were 
forthright over their concerns. They 
are going to step back and look at 
everything and see how to find the 
best way to address the differences." 

Wells said that he did not know 
when the talks would resume, but as 
mediator, he is subject to recall when 
they want to return to the bargaining 
table. 

"Tuning is the thing right now," 
he said. "But it's hard for me to say 
how the talks will go." 

Major league owners want a sal­
ary cap to preserve the game of 
baseball while the players want a 
bigger share of the market. 

The strike is the eighth stoppage 
in the history of the game and the 
second longest. 

"It is something that someone 
from Floyd County is part of the 
mediatingforce,"hesaid. "fmwork­
ing hard to get baseball started back 

for Americans, Kentuckians and 
Floyd Countians. 

"I am a big baseball fan and would 
like to see the game resume," said 
Wells.

Wells took time to reflect on his 
days as a third baseman in the 
Prestonsburg Little League when 
he played third base for the Indians 
and coach Earl McDonald. 

"We played on the field at the 
grade school at the time," he re­
called. "Coach McDonald wasn't an 
easy coach." 

From third base in the 
Prestonsburg Little League to head 
mediator between major league 
players and owners, Wells has made 
Floyd Countians proud of their na­
tive son. 

His interview on ESPN was seen 
by many Floyd Countians and it 
seemed to please him that his home­
town folks were able to see him. 

"Did you see me?" he asked. "I 
haven't been able to catch it on the 
news myself. I'm glad the folks back 
home were able to see it." 

The Auxier native holds a B.A. 
from the University of Kentucky 
and pursued graduate studies at 
McGill University. He earned his 
PhD. from Rutgers ~niversity. 

Wells was an active member of 
various community and state orga­
nizations while living in Kentucky 
and Texas. 

He was Kentucky's first Secre­
tary of Labor, serving under Gover­
nors John Y. Brown and Martha 
Layne Collins. 

Wells and his wife Charissa Ann 
reside in Reston, Virginia.

Plus, you don't need the cable 
companytorunawireintoyourhouse 
to receive DIRECTV, which is what 
caught the attention ofNRTC and its 
rural members. 

"Manypeopledon'trealizeit, but 
there are more than 12 million people 
in the U.S. who live beyond the reach 
of off-air and cable television,'' says 
Bob Phillips, NRTC's chief execu­
tive officer. "In most cases, it's sim­
ply not economically feasible to run 
wiresouttomostruralareas. Through 
the NRTC/DIRECfV partnership, 
these disenfranchised Americans will 
have access to the same affordable, 
comprehensive information and tele­
vision services enjoyed by the rest of 
the country. And, for people who do 
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have access to cable, it will give them 
a choice." 

For DIRECTV, the partnership 
provides an established rural distri­
bution arm with a proven record of 
quality service and customer satis­
faction, according to DIRECTV 
President Eddy Hartenstein.

Ex­
cept for selected test markets, NRTC 
members will be the only distribution 
chain that will be selling DIRECfV 
this summer, albeit on a limited ba­
sis-the full national roll-out is not 
scheduled until the fall. 

In addition, consumers who live 
in NRTC-member territories will 
have access to exclusive program­
mingpackagesandprivate-labelDigi­
tal Satellite System (DSS) receiving 
equipmentnotavailable through other 
channels. Finally, these consumers 
will have a true local service provider 
in their area, who will provide com­
plete billing, service and technical 
support for their products. 

The DSS hardware, which sub­
scribers will use to receive 
DIRECTV, consists of an 18-inch 
dish antenna, remote control and set­
top receiver, about the size of a VCR.

Betsy Layne gym 
shut down! Thanks 
a lot, Brent Clark!

the Betsy Layne domed gym as of 
Wednesday, August 24. This shut­
down is due to numerous damaged 
asbestos panels in the gym that might 
affect air quality and pose a health 
hazard. Many of these panels have 
been damaged for years. 

The Floyd County School Board's 
employees have ignored repeated re­
quests to repair the air conditioner in 
the band room which is in ·the Betsy 
Layne gym. When county employ­
ees were asked if ceiling fans could 
be installed in this room, they said, 
"no way." At times last year the tem­
perature in the band room exceeded 
100 degrees. The band room has no 
windows for ventilation. 

It appears from what we have been 
told that they d.idn' t want to fix the air 
conditioning because of an asbestos 
problem. Fan installation wasn't al­
lowed for much the same reason. 

Side panels in the gym wall con­
tain asbestos. A recent count showed 
at least33 panels bad damage to them 
and we couldn't access all of them. 
One panel was damaged bad enough 
that a towel had been stuffed into a 
hole in the panel to slow down cold 
air flow during winter time. 

Numerous county employees and 
some board members were well aware 
of the damaged panels in this facility. 
The asbestos panels in the gym were 
scheduled to be removed as part of 
the gym renovation that was planned. 
The leaking roof on the gym was to 
be fixed and the dilapidated bleach­
ers in the gym were to be replaced. 
Handicapped access via elevator was 
to be provided. 

The planned renovation and re­
pairs to the gym was canceled last 
year along with the Betsy Layne 
School addition. Two present board 
members were part of this cancella-

tion, as Brent Clade made the motion 
to saap the Betsy Layne project.

sought and/or issued. There is almost always a 
long case history of abuse, stalking and/or domes-

tic violence. 
All too often, children are involved and be­

come the real victims in this scenario. 
There are people working to change how do­

mestic violence cases are handled. One of those is 
Travis Fritsch, an expert on domestic violence 
who was instrumental in the push for tougher 
spouse-abuse laws passed in the 1992legislative 
session. She has worked closely with Pike judicial 
and law enforcement officials to strengthen the 
county's own regulations in dealing with spouse 
abuse. 

A staff assistant with the state attorney general's 
office, Fritsch has unfortunately met with some 
difficult times. She is appealing a reprimand she 
received last spring, calling it an example of 
"political discrimination." She has accused Attor­
ney General Chris Gorman and others in his office 
of trying to stifle her criticism of judges and their 
handling of domestic-violence cases. 

A hearing on the appeal is set for tomorrow. 
We hope her troubles are worked out soon. She 

is too good and believes in her job too much for 
this state to lose her and her expertise. 

Meanwhile, the violence marches on. And in­
nocent young men and women grow up never 
knowing the love of their fathers and mothers.­

Rogers knows something 
about pork, all right 

Republicans have been running hog wild at the 
mouth in the past few weeks about the pork barrel 
projects in the crime bill-those tasty little mor­
sels for the folks back home. While fingers are 
pointing during this election year, they alSo should 
be aimed at Kentucky and Rep. Hal Rogers, the 
Republican from Somerset. 

For the folks back horne, he tucked a bit of 
money into a conference committee report last 
week. The $5.5 million gift from Rogers will buy 
modern radar equipment for the Jackson weather 
station-money that initially was not included in 
the weather service appropriations bill but was 
included in closed-door negotiations. 

At frrst blush, asking for up-to-date radar sounds 
like a reasonable request. Indeed, the National 
Weather Service has wanted better equipment 
since the late 19fsO's. And Congress said fine. It 
supported the National Weather Service's plan to 
update weather satellites and radar systems na­
tionwide and consolidate 250 weather stations 
into 115 uniform offices. 

In Kentucky, Jackson and Lexington offices 
were on the list to close. Louisville, Morristown, 

Tenn., and Charleston, W. Va., would provide the 
radar coverage for Eastern Kentucky. 

Yet Rogers has held fast, including language in 
bills to keep Jackson open on a year -to-year basis. 
Now, with approval for the fancy new radar, 
Jackson appears to have a lock on continuing its 
role in the weather service. 

But Jackson's role duplicates what the Na­
tional Weather Service has planned for Kentucky. 
Rogers' radar amounts to an umbrella placed 
under a tent of protection for the entire state. 

Under the old system, Kentucky was covered; 
and under the modernization plan, Kentucky will 
be covered. All counties will continue to receive 
warnings for severe thunderstorms, tomado.es and 
flash floods, but in the new era with advanced 
radar systems prescribed for the job. 

Rogers' radar is a dose more than the scientists 
said we needed. It is a waste of money, pure and 

. simple; and it looks like a project Rogers champi­
oned to improve only one forecast: his own, on 
Election Day.-Lexington Herald-Leader

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WHY CONGRESS 
SHOULD NOT ELIMINATE 

SELF-INSURANCE

There's a lot of talk in Washing-
ton about bow the federal govern­
ment can help small employers pro­
vide their employees with health ben­
efits-whether they're mandated to 
do so or not. 

Unfortunately, for all the talk, 
Congress is coming close to elimi­
nating self-funding of health insur­
ance. 

Self-funding is one of the best 
ways small employers in Wisconsin 
and elsewhere have found to provide 
good health benefits at a reasonable 
cost. 

For the past two years, I have been 
traveling across the United States talk­
ing to small business owners about 
American Medical Security programs 
designed to help the uninsured. These 
business people have told me time 
and time again to encourage Con­
gress to protect their ability to self­
fund the health insurance benefits 
they provide to their employees. 

Legislation now under consider­
ation on Capitol Hill, including the 
GephardtandMitcbell "compromise" 
bills, would prohibit employers from 
self-insuring solely because of the 
size of their business. This is happen­
ing despite the widespread adoption 
of self-insurance by employers of all 
sizes-from the largest, to many of 
the smallest. 

If Congress wants to reduce the 
number of uninsured, expand health 
care coverage :md keep costs under 
control, it should let every employer 
regardless of size continue self-in­
suring their health benefit plan. Em­
ployer self-insurance is health reform 
that's already there. 

Even voluntary insurance buying 
pools would force small employers 
to give up their self-insured plans and 
compel them to buy more expensive 
conventional insurance. 

Close to half of all businesses in 
the United States self-msure. A ma­
jority of these frrms have less than 
100 lives. 

With self-insurance, employers 
pay most of their employees' medi­
cal expenses directly. In case of cata­
strophic health expenses, self-insured 
employers buy "stop-loss" insurance 
to cover the high bills. 

Self-insurance has some outstand­
ing benefits. 

• Self-insured employers offer 
their employees more health promo­
tion and wellness benefits: 

• Self-insurance allows employ­
ers to reduce claims processing ex­
penses by as much as 80 percent; 

• Self-insurance makes health in­
surancepossible for small employers 
who could not afford to do it previ­
ously; and 

• Self-insurance, in general, helps 
bring about more widespread health 
coverage and lower costs. 

I ask, ''Why should Washington 
force us to get rid of what's ~ady 
working for Wisconsin and the rest 
of the nation?" 

We at American Medical Security 
believe that small companies that self­
insure should have to comply with 
the same insurance reforms that larger 
companies do. These include port­
ability of coverage, limits on pre­
existing conditions, basic benefit 
package and guarantee issue. But we 
also believe they ought to share in the 
benefits guaranteed to large compa­
nies, and the primary benefit here is 
self funding. 

I encourage all business owners 
and employees of businesses---espe­
cially small businesses-to contact 
their U.S. Representative and U.S. 
Senators immediately. Please encour­
age them to support legislation that 
will keep employer self-funding of 
health insurance available to all size 
businesses.

Banks wants trial delayed 
Former Letcher County Jailer Eugene Banks 

is undergoing treatment for cancer and will be 
unable to stand trial on theft and forgery-related 
charges any time soon, his attorney says. 

In a court document filed in Letcher County 
August 18, Prestonsburg attorney Ned Pillersdorf 
asks that Banks's trial be postponed because 
Banks underwent "radical kidney surgery" for 
cancer in Lexington on August 2. 

Banks is one offive former public officials and 
private citizens scheduled to stand trial in Bowl­
ing Green on charges resulting from a two-year 
Kentucky State Police probe into public corrup­
tion in Letcher County. 

Banks and his wife, Barbara, and fonner Judge/ 
Executive Ruben Watts were scheduled to be 
tried this month on charges they devised a scheme 
to allow the Bankses to spend $7,000 in county 
money on furniture for their homes. 

The trial was originally set for August 15, but 
was postponed July 19 after Special Judge 1110-
mas Lewis Sr. ordered the trial moved to Warren 
County because it would be too difficult to get an 
impartial jury in Eastern Kentucky. 

Pillersdorf filed a separate motion this month 
contesting the change of venue. The motion says 
that moving Bank's trial beyond a county border­
ing Letcher violates state law, and that moving the 
trial outside the Eastern District of Kentucky 
violates federal law. The hardship of afi ve- to six­
hour drive from Whitesburg to Bowling Green 
and the costs associated with holding a trial that 
far from Letcher County is a violation of Banks's 
constitutional rights, the motion says. 

Banks was indicted in September 1993, about 
a week after state police seized several pieces of 
furniture and appliances during a search of his 
home at Isom.-Mountain Eagle

Over 26,000 Kentucky students 
enrolling in postsecondary educa­
tional institutions for the 1994-95 
academic year have been offered 
Kentucky Higher Education Assis­
tance Authority (KHEAA) Grants, 
which include the College Access 
Program (CAP) Grant and the Ken­
tucky Tuition Grant (KTG). Awards 
to these students total $27 million, 
according to Paul P. Borden, execu­
tive director of KHEAA.

BlackHawk to perform during 
Autumn Jam in Septemb,er 

BlackHawk combines the talents of 
Henry Paul, from the venerable South­
ern rock band The Outlaws, with Dave 
Robbins and Van Stephenson, the 
versatile writers behind many of Rest­
less Heart's biggest hits. 

The trio's collective experience takes 
in some of the most inventive country 
and rock of the last decade and a half. 

They combine soaring harmonies and 
gently applied layers of acoustic instru­
mentation with white-hot electric guitar 
and soul-baring lyrics for a sound that's 
truly one-of-a-kind. 

The band's members came together 
just over two years ago when Florida­
based Paul came to Nashville to get 
be!ck in touch with his country roots. 

It was there that he met Robbins and 
Stephenson, who as one of Music City's 
most versatile song writing teams, had 
penned hits for not only country artists 
like Dan Seals, Eddy Arnold and Rest­
less Heart (with whom they hit the top 
ten four times), but rockers like Poco 
and Eric Clapton (both of whom struck 
Gold with Robbins and Stephenson). 

'This music is very Southern in its 
origin," says Paul, "from the harmonies 
to the stringed instruments, with key­
boards to broaden our musical base and 
enough of an electric edge to bring it 
into the '90s. 

"Our approach has utilized all our 

resources, allowing more for an album 
than just a collection of songs. Most 
important is that the collective effort has 
been fresh and different for all of us." 

that diversity of approach is evident 
throughout BlackHawk's debut. From 
the poignant heartbreak of the flrst 
single "Goodbye Says It All" to the 
gentle, strains of "Every Once In A 
While" and "I Sure Can Smell The 
Rain" to the raucous road house thump 
of the devil-may-care "Down In 
Flames" (a song Robbins says "makes 
me want to get in my truck, roll down 
the windows and drive all night"), the 
trio use their individual strengths to 
forge a singular sound as invigorating as 
any around today. 

"We sat down together and started 
from scratch," is how the Georgia-born 
Robbins describes BlackHawk's gen­
esis. "We all brought our influences to 
the table," and over the course of the 
next two years, the three discovered 
their common ground stretched much 
further than they'd ever imagined. "Flatt 
and Scruggs and Johnny Cash were 
what turned me on to music," recalls 
Paul, who formed the Outlaws in the 
early '70s, predating the country-rock 
trend. "I really don't know that much 
about classic rock-I was always more 
interested in country." 

Van Stephenson was likewise drawn 

to the Nashville scene as a teenager. 
"My goal was always to be a country 
music songwriter," says the Ohio native 
who had his flrst taste of success when 
Crystal Gayle recorded his "Your Kisses 
Will" in 1979. "Song writing has always 
been the basis of my involvement in the 
music business and we knew it had to be 
the foundation of this group." 

And even though their naturally 
engaging harmonies (which cross the 
craft of Crosby, Stills, and Nash with 
the uplifting spirit of Alabama) shine 
bright over the smooth canvas of deftly­
picked guitars and subtle keyboards, it is 
the exquisitely detailed songs that 
ultimately set BlackHawk apart. 

Whether adding a Celtic lilt to the 
anthem-like "Love Like This" or ex­
pressing the hard-won survivor's per­
spective of "Between Ragged and 
Wrong" (a song Stephenson says "ex­
presses the rough side of BlackHawk­
the idea that members of this group have 
all walked alone out there, where right 
and wrong become obscured by mis­
takes and pain") they manage to main­
tain tradition while staking out fresh, 
uncharted turf. 

With their engaging but uncompro­
mising sound, and a wide-ranging array 
of talents, BlackHawk has everything it 
takes to give country fans a long, thrill­
ing ride.

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Football season opens tonight 
Raiders look for win 
as '94 season begins

The 1994 high school football sea­
son gets underway tonight when two 
of the four county teams take to the 
gridiron this evening. Betsy Layne 
and Prestonsburg will play Saturday 
night. 

Coach Donnie Daniels' Raiders 
will be going after their first win 
since consolidation last year. South 
Floyd flnished 0-10 in their ftrst sea­
son. 

The Raiders will face a very strong 
Magoffm County Hornet team that 
some think will make noise in their 
district this season. 

However, both teams will have 
the look of a MASH unit because 
some key players are either hurt or 
sick. 

"I think Magoffin County will be 
a surprise team this season," said 
Prestonsburg's Bill Letton. 

But when you talk with Hornet 
coach Mitch Caba, you get the feel­
ing that the Raiders' size could be a 
problem for his ballclub. 

Caba's scouting report... 
"They are a big team," he said in 

his scouting report. "Where they are 
big, we're so small. We have a couple 
(of big) kids, but they don't start. 
When they are in the game, they are 
good fcx two or three plays." 

The H001et coach said that con­
taining fullback Owl Slone will be 
priority number one for his defense. 

"I was very impressed with him," 
said Caba. "He's sort of a mystery 
runner. He's a quick runner. We need 
to contain him and force them to 
throw the football more. 

"At least that's our game plan. We 
want them to have to feed the other 
backs and let them flDl the football," 
be said. 

Coach Cabasaid that his team will 
rely on their speed to help compen­
sate for their lack of size. 

"We can't run the football against 
them," he said. "We'lljusthave to use 
our speed the best we can and we'll 
throw the ball a lot." 

Other concerns ... 
The size of South Floyd is not the 

only concern for the Hornet coach. 
He has two players who are injured, 
including one who will be out for the 
next four to six weeks. Jason Wages 
(6'4, 173), a wide receiver, suffered a 
separated shoulder in the ~"rimmage 
game against Betsy Layne at South 
Floyd two weeks ago. 

"That is a big loss for us," said the 
Hornet mentor. "He will miss our 
first four games." 

Caba said Greg Ward will replace 
Wages in the Hornets' offensive 
lineup. 

Playing just on the defensive side 
of the football will beJasonRobinette. 

another outstanding receiver, who 
broke his thumb in practice follow­
ing Wages' injury. 

"He, of course, can't catch the foot­
ball," said Caba, "but he will play on 
defense." 

Ward is coming off an injury him­
self, but the Hornet coach said that he 
is at full strength and capable of fill­
ing Wages' position. 

Quarterbacking the Hornets will 
be Mike Caba (6', 161) a sophomore 
that many consider one of the top 
signal callers in the area.

Fans will be treated to an almost 

new stadium at Magoffin ColDlty. 
The Hornets' stadium has been reno­
vated. 

"We have put in a $125,000 sta­
dium," said Coach Caba. "We have 
new seating that will seat 1,500 
people, a new press box ordered from 
thefactoryandwehaveanew$60,000 
scoreboard. 

"We're very proud of the facility 
and we just want to get people think­
ing football again," he said.

"Magoffin County is an uncharac­

teristic football team," said Coach 
Daniels. "They will throw the foot­
ball 90 percent of the time. Caba is a 
heck of a quarterback. 

"I like the (Grayson) Smith kid," 
said Coach Daniels. "I think he can 
play at the next level. He's also the 
best linebacker that I have seen since 
Larry Morris of Prestonsburg." 

Coach Daniels said that his team 
knows what to expect from the Hor­
nets. 

"They will thiow the football," he 
said. "We know what's coming. We've 
practiced all week for it."
