Faulty heater,
gas fumes send
workers home

A high level of carbon monoxide
.gas in the Floyd County Board of
Education's Court Street offices sent
several board employees home early
Monday.

Several of the board's offices were
shut down Monday morning after
Prestonsburg firefighters discovered
a low level of oxygen in a section of
the building.

A faulty furnace had leaked the
carbon monoxide, Kenny Crisp, fire
department captain, said Thursday.

The fire department had been
called to the building Friday when
several employees complained of
headaches and drowsiness, Crisp said.

At that time, the fire department
personnel could not find any leaks,
but firefighters told school board of-
ficials they would return on Monday
after the office had been closed for
the weekend.

When they returned Monday, they
discovered a high concentration of
carbonmonoxide in the building. Fire
department personnel shut down the
heater unit and red tagged it,- Crisp
said.

The furnace was replaced, he
added. Officials at the board of edu-
cation could notbe reached Thursday
for comment.

Risner and Tussey have been de-
clared ineligible to serve on their
respective councils because they have
arelative employed elsewhere in the
school system. Both Risner’s and
Tussey’s wives are employed as sec-
retaries at Prestonsburg Elementary.

In 1994, the state legislature
amended part of Kentucky’s Educa-
tion Reform Act to disqualify a par-
ent representative from serving on a
school council if the parent has a
relative employed in a school dis-
trict.

In a letter board chairman Ray
Brackett, state Education Commis-
sioner Thomas Boysenrecommended
that the board take action to remove
the council members.

Risner and Tussey disagree with
the provision of the law that declares
themineligible to serve on their coun-
cils, claiming the law is discrimina-
tory because it does not apply to
administrators or teachers who serve
on school councils.

Risner requested an opinion on
the issue from the attorney general’s
office, which upheld the 1994 change
to the law.

Risner said Monday that Com-
missioner Boysen’s and the school
board’s stand on the issue is detri-
mental to parents who want to im-
prove education,

The board had discussed the issue
ataspecial meeting in Novemberand
agreed that they felt the law was
wrong and that Risner and Tussey
had done nothing wrong.

The mo-
tion passed 4-1, with Phyllis Honshell
voting against it.

Board members gave no explana-
tion for changing attorneys and Latta
asked to address the board.

Latta explained that it was cus-

Local hospitals in
line for more funds

Santa Claus could have arrived
early for two Floyd County hospitals
which will receive extra federal as-
sistance next year under a plan an-
nounced Wednesday by Human Re-
sources Secretary Masten Childers.

OurLady of the Way Hospital and
the McDowell Appalachain Regional
Hospital are two of 59 hospitals in
Kentucky set to receive an extra
$200,000 for indigent care if the fed-
eral government approves the plan
proposed by Childers. The planmeans
nearly $83 million in federal funds
would go into the state Medicaid bud-
get to help hospitals care for the poor.

"It certainly will help us if the

preliminary plan does go through,”
Jerry Haynes of the McDowell ARH
said.

Our Lady of the Way and
McDowell are two of the 59 rural

hopitals in the state with fewer than

100 beds that would receive the extra |

$200,000. The increase would mean
Our Lady of the Way would receive
$699,778 in federal assistance for
indigent care next year. McDowell
would receive $560,805.

The federal assistance money,
however, is still down from last year.
The 29 hospitals with 50 or fewer
beds went from a little more than $10
million in state funds to just over $4
million for the upcoming year.

Hospitals with 51-100 beds saw
their assistance nearly cut in half,
going from $16.5 million to $8.8
million.

Haynes said McDowell, whichhas
60 beds, received $660,528 last year,
including an extra $200,000 from the
state.

The money is given to hospitals as
reimbursement for treating patients

Other board members made no
comment on Honshell’s request and
Patton made the motion to hire Mar-
tin Engineering. Chairman Brackett
seconded the motion and Honshell
abstained from voting.

The board voted to table hiring a
construction manager for the
Prestonsburg High School renova-
tion after it was decided to put a hold
on the project.

Mullins, offers the same type of ser-
vice as the health department, includ-
ing physicals, cancer screenings,
Women-Infant Care (WIC), and
shots.

The home health program will not
be offered at the clinic unless the
need for the program increases in the
area, Hunter said. She hopes the health
clinic will be able to expand by add-
ing more nurses to its staff, but it
can’t grow unless residents of the
area utilize the services.

“If the need arises, we will not
hesitate to hire more staff. We hope it
gets to that point,” she said.

Walk-ins are accepted at the clinic
if a nurse is available, but the health
department prefers thatpatients make
appointments, she said.

The health department and the
clinic’s goal is to see its patients on a
regular basis, Hunter said, and not
just when they're sick with a cold.

“We want to see (the children)
while they’re well so we can look for
problems, such as how their progres-
sion in growing,” she said.

If the nurse discovers a problem
during a routine physical, such as an
inflamed throat, she can refer that
patient to a doctor and the health
department will pick up the bill. The
health department will also pay for
the medication.

At Wheelwright, the referral will
be easier for patients, Hunter ex-
plained, because a doctor and a phar-
macy are located next door to the
clinic.

“It will be one-stop shopping for
health care needs,” she said.

Hunter encouraged residents of
the area to use the clinic.

“If people don’t take advantage of
the clinic, we can’t stay,” she said.

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Charge
reduced
in trade
for plea

A Floyd County man on trial for
murder pleaded guilty Wednesday
morning to first degree manslaugh-
ter.

Chad Edward Lovely, 20, of
Wayland, entered the guilty plea in
the stabbing death of Michael Lloyd
Manns, 23, of Seitz, just one day after
his case began trial before Floyd Cir-
cuit Judge Danny P. Caudill.

Assistant Commonwealth Attor-
ney Dan Rowland recommended the
minimum punishment of ten years in
prison, which means Lovely would
have to serve at least five years be-
fore being eligible for parole.

The incident took place February
21, 1993 shortly after an argument
had broken out between the twomen,
who were playing poker at the home
of James Rainey in Estill.

Manns, who was the brother of
Lovely's step father, had apparently
accused Lovely of having an affair
with his wife shortly before Manns
was stabbed in the back with a steak
knife.

Rowland said several factors led
to the plea agreement, including the
fact that there was alcohol involved
in the incident and Lovely's low IQ.

. Public Defender Harolyn Howard
had said the stabbing was "self de-
fense" inher opening statement where
she also said Lovely had an IQ of
"somewhere between 55-62."

The checks were written on an
account that required dual signatures,
he said.

Attorney genéral
unveils “Most
Wanted” posters

Noting that only half of those
awarded child support receive the
full amount they are owed, Attorney
General Chris Gorman recently un-
veiled a new “Most Wanted” poster
designed to help authorities locate
absent parents who consistently
refuse to support their children.

The poster features eight absent
parents deemed to be among the worst
offenders in the entire state. The of-
fenders owe a total of $220,000 in
back child support payments, have
made no payments in the last six
months, and have consistently eluded
authorities attempting to enforce the
court-ordered child support agree-
ments.

“These are parents who have aban-
doned and neglected their children,”
Attorney General Gorman said.
“They are also parents withachoice—
pay their child support or run the risk
of jail.”

The posters will be distributed to
all Kentucky state police posts, local
police and sheriff’s departments,
media, circuit and county clerks, and
other government and law enforce-
ment agencies. They will also be dis-
played in public places such as
schools, hospitals, and health depart-
ments.

Court ruling clears the way to end

cockfighting throughout Kentucky

The Kentucky Court of Appeals has spoken: Cock-
fighting is illegal in Kentucky. It’s time to enforce the
law by putting an end to this cruel and barbaric sport.

The appeals court Friday upheld an August 1993
ruling by former Greenup County Judge James W.
Lyon that declared cockfighting illegal in Kentucky.
The ruling extends Lyon’s decision — in his judicial
district of Greenup and Lewis counties — to include
the entire state.

An uncertainty over the legal status of cockfighting

in Kentucky has made law enforcement officers and
prosecutors reluctant to move against those who pro-
mote the bloody sport. Many have been hoping the
Greenup County case against Marvin Munn, who was
charged with operating cockfights in the old Sunshine
Elementary School near South Shore, would provide a
definitive court ruling on whether cockfighting is legal
in Kentucky. . . .

This is not likely to be the final word on cockfight-
ing from the courts. The ruling seems certain to be
appealed to the Kentucky Supreme Court, which could
either uphold or reverse it. Either way, itis likely to be
months before the high court rules.

For now, the appeals court ruling has cleared the
way for law enforcement officers to arrest and for
county attorneys to aggressively prosecute those who
operate cockfights. Twenty years after the Kentucky
General Assembly first banned cockfighting, the sport
is once again clearly illegal. May it always remain so.
—— Daily Independent (Ashland)

Humane Society wants public’s

money, but nothing else

Members of the Paintsville Humane Society are
taking a don’t ask, don’t tell attitude with the Paints-
ville-Johnson County Animal Shelter...

That was apparent last week when the Humane
Society asked members of the Paintsville City Council
to attend the organization’s board meeting to discuss
the animal shelter. Society members are wanting the

council to come to their meeting to avoid the state’s
open meeting law, which requires meetings of govem-
ment agencies to be open to the public. It also says that
a quorum of a body such as city council constitutes a
public meeting.

The (Paintsville) Herald takes the position that a
meetinig between the council and the Humane Society
— or any private board for that matter — in which city
business is discussed constitutes a public meeting. The
apparent purpose of the proposed meting is to discuss
the shelter and its current financial status, with the
ultimate goal being to receive more funding from the
city of Paintsville. That’s city business, folks, and it
must be discussed publicly.

Legalities aside, the approach the Humane Society
is taking is absurd. This is the same organization that
has made a plea to local governments and the public for
more money to operate its Tutor Key facility. This is
the same organization that already receives funding
from the city council and the fiscal court on an annual
basis.

This is also the same organization that, for some
reason, doesn’t want its business known by the public.
Why would anyone want to give money to such a group
when we getnothing — including information about its
operations— inreturn? An attitide adjustmentis badly
needed, don’t you think? — The Paintsville Herald

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Former U:S. Rep.
Perkins pleads guilty

Speaking few words to the federal judge and
without offering any commenttoreporters, former
U. S. Rep. Chris Perkins of Kentucky pleaded
guilty Tuesday to felony charges of bank fraud,
misuse of his campaign fund and making false
statements on his financial disclosure form.

Judge Royce Lamberth scheduled Perkins for
sentencing on March 13. Under the plea bargain
he signed, Perkins of Mount Sterling, faces a
likely sentence of 15 months to 21 months in
prison.

Under questioning from Lamberth, Perkins
acknowledged he was guilty of the crimes out-

lined by prosecutor Thomas Eicher — benefiting”

from $45,584 that had been improperly disbursed
by his campaign, engaging in a check-kiting
scheme that involved the House Bank, and know-
ingly under reporting his liabilities by more than
$900,000 on a House financial disclosure form.

Martha Amburgey of Redfox, Ky., Perkins’
former secretary, pleaded guilty to aiding and
abetting bank fraud and conspiracy to make false
statements to the Federal Election Commission.

Amburgey’s plea bargain does not specify
what kind of sentence she will likely receive.
Eicher said she would probably receive a lighter
sentence than Perkins’. She will be sentenced
March 14. — Lexington Herald-Leader

Federal court

gets local suit

A lawsuit filed by a Johnson County couple
against Ashland Oil and Ashland Exploration has
been removed from Johnson Circuit Court and
transferred to federal court in Pikeville.

The two companies, in a notice filed earlier
this month, said U. §. District Court has proper
venue in the lawsuit filed by T. C. and Norma

The Cantrells sued the companies November
18 in Johnson Circuit Court, claiming their son
Talmadge Cameron Cantrell was exposed to and
injured by radium when they lived at Keaton in
the Martha Oil Field, which is located in Johnson
and Lawrence counties. The couple claim their
son suffered “severe personal injuries and ex-
treme emotional distress” by being exposed to the
radium and other hazardous substances.

The Cantrells are seeking unspecified com-
pensatory damages for their son as well as a jury
trial.

But Ashland Oil and Ashland Exploration
removed the suit from Johnson Circuit Court to
federal court, which they said has original juris-
diction.

“The complaint includes a claim arising under
the Comprehensive Environmental Response,
Compensation and Liability Act, which actions
may be brought in the United States District
Courts,” according to the companies’ attorneys,
Danny C. Reeves and Bryan R. Reynolds of
Lexington. — Paintsville Herald

Forensics: a new addition
to Floyd County Schools

On Thursday evening, December
1, the Floyd County Schools Foren-
sics Program hosted its very firstLin-
coln-Douglas Debate at Prestonsburg
High School. Twelve students from
Prestonsburg and Johnson Central
High Schools debated the following
topic: When in conflict, community
standards are of greater value than
individual liberty. =

This was the first competition in
debate for both schools. Thus, this
was a learning experience for stu-
dents, coaches, judges and debate
coordinators, who will use knowl-
edge gained in this experience to re-
fine their skills and to, in time,
progress to higher levels of competi-
tion.

In six separate sections of debate,
an individual student from Prestons-
burg competed “head-to-head” with
astudent from Johnson Central. With
one competitor arguing for the affir-
mative, thus trying to prove the topic
statement; and the other arguing the
negative, thus refuting the resolve of
the affirmative; each pair of students
debated the same topic using means,
including definitive speeches, cross-
examination, and rebuttal speeches.
Every pair of debaters was judged by
three judges, who each chose a win-
ner from that pair. The participants
received points foreach winning vote.

Certificates were presented to the
winners of each section of debate,
and first and second place team cer-
tificates were presented to the two
schools. After the scores were tallied,
Johnson Central High School,
coached by John Williamson, was
awarded the first place certificate.
The team from Prestonsburg High
School, coached by Jerry Lafferty,
won the second place certificate.

Hotline Operating

The KHSAA is now operating a
toll-free hotline dedicated specifically
for anyone wishing to report a poten-
tial rules violation. The hotline is the
result of a January 1994 report by the
Commission on Interscholastic Ath-
letics, a task force implemented to
study the KHSAA by the State De-
partment for Elementary and Sec-
ondary Education. '

The KHSAA had long been re-
stricted by its own Bylaw 13, which
required the principal or superinten-
dent to submita complaintin writing.
Now, the bylaw reads, “Any person
wishing to report a violation of the
KHSAA rulesmay do so in writing or
by reporting substantial information
to the commissioner.”

“I think previously our rules re-
quiring only the principal or superin-
tendent of a school to file a complaint
severely limited our enforcement
ability,” Commissioner Louis Stout
said.

Callers will be asked to provide
the following information: a specific
act or violation which is occurring;
the name of the school, athletes,
coaches or administrators that are
involved in the violation; a date and
time when the violation occurred or
when it might take place again; and
the name of the caller submitting the
information. The caller’s name will
be kept in confidence unless legal
matters are pursued involving an
abuse of a minor or criminal acts.

The hotline number is
1-800-986-KHSA and operates on a
24-hour basis.
