Bob Meyer appointed custodian of program:

‘Sheriff seiz
" waste panel ousted

The Floyd County Solid Waste
Commission has been disbanded by
court order, a custodian has been
appointed to oversee the agency and
its records have been seized by Sher-
iff Paul Hunt Thompson.

In a flurry of activity that began

Monday mormning, the solid waste
agency saw its status change in the
span of twenty-four hours from a
widely criticized public entity to the
target of a full-scale investigation.
Acting on the strength of a sworn
affidavit filed Monday by Floyd
County Magistrate Tommy Neil
Adams, deputies seized all records of
the solid waste commission, placing

Floyd County senior citizens who
responded toa survey aboutliving on
their own will help design this area’s
first retirement community.

Highland Heath, an apartment-
styled development, is in the plan-
ning stage by its owner, Consoli-
dated Health Systems, parent com-
pany of Highlands Regional Medical
Center.

Consolidated Health has pur-
chased a building in Mendota Vil-
lage, located on old U.S. 23 between
Paintsville and Prestonsburg, which
it plans to convert into apartment
units. Extensive remodeling of the
building and the construction of a
new access road is also planned.

In designing the community, Con-
solidated Health Systems will use the
results of the survey to fit the needs of
area senior citizens, said Scott
Richardson, development coordina-
tor for Consolidated. The commu-
nity could open its doors to senior-
citizens by December, Richardson
said.

Steve Towler.

The board went into closed ses-
sion at 8:15 p.m. saying they were
going todiscuss siteacquisition, pend-
ing litigation and personnel.

After emerging from closed ses-
sion at 11:25 p.m., chairman Eddie
Patton announced that the board is
continuing its evaluation process and
would do so for the next two weeks.
Patton said the board would resume
their talks at the next meeting on
February 21.

Although board members did not
specifically say they were evaluating
Towler, the superintendent left the
closed session about 45 minutes be-
fore the board finished their talks.

Under state law, board members
can only hire the superintendent,
board attorney and treasurer.

Adams contended in his affidavit
that he was concerned that records
which were supposed to be turned
over to the Floyd Fiscal Court could
be altered or destroyed.

Solid Waste Commissioners were
set to meet today, Wednesday, but
that meeting has been canceled.

Sheriff Thompson said Tuesday
that Adams’ affidavit, coupled witha
two-month investigation into the solid
waste commission by the sheriff’s
office, offered enough probable cause
to take the commission’s records.

Sheriff Thompson said the inves-
tigation centered on the commission’s
finances, but he declined to comment
on whether there are any funds unac-
counted for.

“It appears to me that the solid
waste commissioner neither showed
the board or fiscal court the true fi-
nancial picture of the solid waste
department,” Thompson said.

In a hearing Tuesday morning,
Floyd CircuitJudge John David Cau-
dill ruled that five seats on the solid
waste commission were vacant be-
cause members were notreappointed
at their end of their four-year term,
December 31, 1993.

After Tuesday’s court ruling, Th-
ompson said that the probe becomes
a joint effort between the sheriff’s
departmentand the county attorney’s
office.

Judge Caudill also named Bob
Meyer, who works for the Big Sandy
Area Development District, custo-
dian of the solid waste commission.
The judge’s order said that Meyer
would take over operations of the
county’s solid waste department im-
mediately and that Meyer would have
access to all the commission’s
records.

Also Tuesday, Judge Caudill or-
dered that Meyer contact State Audi-
tor Ben Chandler’s office to seck an
audit of the commission’s financial
records.

Tuesday’s court proceedings do
not affect the employment status of
hourly and salaried employees of the
solid waste department.

Despite the suspicious nature of
this week’s activities, Solid Waste
Director Bob McAninch appeared to
be relieved with the court’s decision.

“I think it’s a good thing to
depoliticize the solid waste issue,”
McAninch said Tuesday. “I’m de-
lighted that Mr. (Bob) Meyer was
appointed because this will help get
all of the solid waste projects back
with people who see nothing to po-
litically gain.”

McAninch said that he thought
state auditors would find that the solid
waste department needs to enact a
rate increase.

In regard to the seizure of records
Monday, McAninch said that the
documents should feel “like they’re
home.” He explained thatin 1985 the
records were seized by state police
during an investigation into county
government and that they were not

Firefighters' lawsuit may be
settled, but cost could grow

A federal lawsuit between nine
firefighters and the city of
Prestonsburg has been settled and
money has been borrowed to resolve
the matter'but, Mayor Jerry Fannin
said Monday, the books apparently
aren’t yet closed on the issue.

Meeting in closed session Friday,
their third special meeting since the
first of the year, council reportedly
continued discussions on litigation
arising from complaints filed in 1992
by nine firefighters. The plaintiffs
contended they had been denied over-

time pay for on-call duty and that a
pay increase had been withdrawn by
council after their federal suit was
filed.

Council authorized an out-of-court
settlement in thataction in early Janu-
ary which would award $20,000 to
each of the plaintiffs. The city bor-
rowed $180,000 on a five-year term
to pay the settlement.

But, Fannin acknowledged Mon-
day, that may not have been enough.

Fannin said two additional
firefighters have threatened to file
suit against the city since the federal
case was resolved. He declined te
offer details of their complaints other

than to say they were similar to those
made by other firemen in the federal
suit.

Fannin added that the cost of the
settlement would put a crimp on an
already tightcity budgetand thatcoun-
cil would likely be asked to make
some tough decisions on how to
handle the unexpected and
unbudgeted expenses.

Another special council meeting
has been called for noon today,
Wednesday, where city personnel is-
sues concerningrevenue officer Mark
Wells and Main Street program di-
rector Henry Mayo are scheduled to
be discussed in closed session.

Officials hope research will
help clear the water at lake

More often than not when state and
federal governments join forces to
address a problem, they do little more
than muddy the waters.

On Monday, though, muddy water
is what brought them together.

Meeting at May Lodge Monday, a

- diverse group of officials—including

Congressman Hal Rogers, State Rep-
resentative Greg Stumbo, Tom
Bennett, state Commissioner of Fish
and Wildlife, and Col. Earle C.
Richardson, District Commander for
the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers—
initiated discussions that could lead

to a clear understanding of why
Dewey Lake is unclear.

The gathering was apparently
prompted at the request of area fish-
ermen, who have expressed concerns
about siltation, water quality and a
declining fish population at Dewey.

Dan Wilson, a biologist with the
state’s Department of Fish and Wild-
life, told the group Monday that the
underlying problem with the lake’s
fishing productivity resulted from
turbidity, the constant churning of
sediment that produces muddy water.

Wilson said the lake was “fertile,”

with enough nutrients to sustain fish

populations, but the water turbidity
wasa likely factor in stunting growth.

The muddy water prevents sunlight
from teaching the lake bottom, effec-
tively stalling or stopping the growth
of plantand animal life in ““the bottom
of the food chain.” Without that source
of food, fish growth is impeded, re-
sulting in fish that are thinner and
smaller than normal.

While turbidity is the likely reason
for a declining fish population, the
cause of the water problems is uncer-
tain. Runoff from area strip mines
and normal erosion, carried into the
lake by feeder streams are probable
culprits.

The Corps’ Col. Richardson told

Stumbo critizes ethics bill

Floyd County’s courthouse tree—
listing local officeholders who em-
ploy their wives, sons or other rela-
tives—received much attentionin the
media last week as a bill that would
require local governments to draft a
code of ethics moved through' the
House.

But many, including Rep. Greg
Stumbo, say that the bill isn’t specific
enough. And Prestonsburg Mayor
Jerry Fannin said he is already fulfill-
ing a campaign promise to establisha
code.

House Bill 238, which would re-
quire city and county governments to
establish a code of ethics, passed the
House 84-10 January 28 and could be
voted on this week in the Senate.

This bill requires local city and
county governments to adopt a code
of ethics that includes standards of
conduct, requirements for financial
disclosure, a policy on nepotism, and
the designation of a person or group
to enforce the code of ethics.

“I voted against this bill because I
believe it needs to go one step fur-
ther,” said Rep. Greg Stumbo, D-
Prestonsburg. “There are no guaran-
tees that this bill will solve prob-
lems.” :

Stumbo explained that he would
like to see the Senate pass an amend-
ment that would set up a code of
ethics;{ odel _
that they coulld use when planning
their own codes. ~

Fannin said he has been working
on this type of proposal since he took
office.

“I would like to get the commu-
nity more involved and make every-
thing, like finances, more available
to the public,” Fannin said.

One of the ways Fannin is doing
thatis by setting up eight committees
and having four to eight people from
the community be on each commit-
tee.

“The more help you have the bet-
terable youareto hire qualified people
for jobs instead of family members,”
said Fannin,

He also said that hiring family

members is a bad deal, and he would
prefer not to have his family at work.

Fannin explained that occasion-
ally you might miss out on a good
person for the job if you do not hire
family members, but it will be better
not to hire them in the long run.

Fannin’s feelings on nepotism are
apparently not shared by everyone in
local government.

A front-page color graphic in the
January 30 Lexington Herald-Leader
showed nine Floyd County officials
who had relatives working for them
and their salaries.

“I thought more people than that
had relatives working for them,”
Fannin said.

Task force
raid nets
cash, drugs

A Floyd County man was one of
three suspected drug dealers arrested
Friday in a three-county raid by the
Mountain Area Drug Task Force.

Aided by local police agencies,
task force members confiscated over
$12,000 in cash; over two pounds of
marijuana; an assortment of prescrip-
tion medicines; and an array of weap-
ons in Floyd, Pike and Perry coun-
ties.

In Floyd County, Sheriff Paul Hunt
Thompson and deputies assisted task
force members in the arrest of Edgar
Bud Lowe, 59, of Big Branch at
Lancer.

Lowe was charged with traffick-
ing in marijuanaless thaneight ounces
and possession of drug parapherna-
lia. Authorities confiscated $6,814 in
cash, several weapons and just over
four ounces of marijuana.

In Pike County, sheriff’s deputies
assisted in the arrest of David Lawson,
33, of Shelbiana and charged him
with trafficking in marijuana less than
eight ounces.

In Perry County, James Monk
Caldwell, 33, of Browns Fork, was
charged with possession of drug para-
phernalia and possession of a sched-
ule IV controlled substance. Offi-
cials seized $6,000 in cash; and 28
bags of marijuana.

“My first priority is to make sure
that folks understand there’s going to
be a continuation of service,” Meyer
said. “That’s absolutely critical. I

is disclosure of information about
what’s really happening in solid
waste; what the financial condition
of solid waste is.”

PELVIC PAIN

following a missed period, and may
bring with it some vaginal bleeding or
spotting. This problem needs urgent
care and usually requires surgery.

Another type of pain is chronic—
pain which comes and goes fairly regu-
larly or which is constant. Many
women experience a degree of chronic
pain during their menstrual periods.
This pain, call dysmenorrhea, may be
caused by prostaglandin, a hormone
made by the lining of the uterus, that
can cause spasms and cramping.

Pelvic pain can also be caused by
endometriosis which occurs when
tissue that looks and acts like endo-
metrial tissue forms in areas other than
the lining of the uterus, usually the
lower abdomen. The cause of the dis-
order is not known.

And, pelvic pain may be the result
of situational stress or previous or cur-
rent abuse, as well as other psycholog-
ical factors. It is important to talk to
your physician about these problems.

Since there are so many causes of
pelvic pain, diagnosis may require
several types of tests done by not only
your regular ob-gyn, but perhaps by
other specialists. Treatment ultimately
may include surgery, medication, in-
cluding muscle relaxants, hormone
treatments, or relaxation exercises.

At some point in their lives, many
women will experience pelvic pain. A
pain that becomes chronic may be a
symptom of a serious problem and
should be addressed by a physician.
But pain that comes on fairly suddenly
also should serve as a warning that
something may be wrong and needs
immediate attention.

Acute pain could be a symptom of
an infection not only in the reproduc-
tive organs but also in the bladder,
bowel or even appendix. Pelvic in-
flammatory disease (PID) is a term
used to describe a variety of infections
in the uterus, fallopian tubes and ovar-
ies. PID is most often caused by sexu-
ally transmitted diseases such as chla-
mydia or gonorrhea. These are diseases
sspread through sexual contact. Among
the symptoms of PID are fever and
pain—mild or severe—in the lower
abdomen.

A cyst that forms on the ovary can
also cause a sudden onset of pain.
These fluid-filled cysts, which are not
unlike blisters, can form on the ovaries
during ovulation. They often become
more painful during the menstrual
cycle if they leak fluid or blood. Most
small cysts will go away on their own,
but those that do not can be removed
surgically.

A more life-threatening cause of
sudden pelvic pain is ectopic preg-
nancy. An ectopic or tubal pregnancy
is one that begins outside of the uterus,
generally in the fallopian tubes. The
pain generally begins in the abdomen

held a closed session and announced
they had discussed their evaluation
of Towler. Board members declined
further comment on the issue in De-
cember and said the evaluation would
continue.

In other business Monday, chair-
man Patton commented that he has
not interfered with any of the school
district’s hirings.

“There’s a rumor floating around
thatI’m doing the hiring for the Floyd

‘County School System,” Patton said.

“I’mnot. I won’t take the credit or the
blame for people that Dr. Towler
hires.”

Patton offered no other comments
about his closing remarks.

Also Monday, superintendent
Towler told board members that the
school district would be receiving
about $500,000 less in SEEK monies
this school year because of a de-
crease in enrollment.

Theanticipatedrevenue wasbased
onaprojected increase in attendance,
not enrollment, Towler explained.

School officials had estimated the
same average daily attendance as last
year which projected the same in-
crease over 1991-1992 figures when
students missed classes because of a
bus drivers’ strike. Towler said that
state officials “pulled out” that pro-
jected increase from this year’s bud-
get, which dropped the district’s daily
attendance to 7,500 students.

“As I've said all along, this is an
ambitiousbudget,” Towler explained.
““This is a tight budget and we’ll live

within it.”

Towler said that the only area of
the district’s budget that was signifi-
cantly affected was the SEEK ac-
count, which goes toward school con-
struction.

Board members approved the
amended budget.

Also Monday, the board voted to
declay implementing a program for
emotionally disturbed students until
next year. Superintendent Towler
recommended that the board move
forward to secure an agreement with
Mountain Comprehensive Care Cen-
ter for the treatment center and that
the program start in the 1994-95
school year. Towler also asked the
board to reconsider relocating the
program from Maytown Elementary
to McDowell.

The board voted to go ahead with
the program, but did not decide where
it would be located.

the gathering that a study is already
underway at Dewey to determine the
severity of the siltation problem and
that review could be completed next
month. Richardson said samples are
currently being taken from the lake

bottom, from the headwaters to the -

tailwaters, to chart the amount and
pattern of siltation.

A second study will be necessary to
determine the source of the silt and
how to control its flow into the lake.

While no answers came during the
Monday meeting, participants agreed
to look at data produced by the Corps’
study and get back together in late
spring or early summer to continue
their search fora solution to the lake’s
problem.

“The well-being of this lake is criti-
cal to tourism in this area,” Congress-
man Hal Rogers noted, “but we have
to define the problems first.”

Coal companys
says it’s not in the
garbage business

Editor:

As a responsible manager with
Costain Coal Inc., it is important that
I respond to Dale McKinney’s Letter
To The Editor printed in the January
19 issue of The Floyd County Times.

Dale has misstated facts relative
to the Costain coal ash landfill at Ivel.
The landfill is not being built to ac-
commodate any amount of garbage.
His statements as to 15 percent ash
and 85 percent garbage or seven (7)
cars of garbage for every three (3)
cars of ash are altogether ridiculous.

The Costain landfill at Ivel is be-
ing constructed to receive coal ash
from a U.S. Generating plant at Ce-
dar Bay and coal refuse from the coal
wash plant at Ivel. A great deal of
work has gone into the design of this
facility to ensure it is environmen-
tally sound and not offensive to the
community. Costainis notin the gar-
bage disposal business. The landfill
is not designed to accept garbage.
The landfill is not permitted for gar-
bage. Placement of garbage on the
fill will be violation of the permit and
therefore, a violation of state law,
and possible closure of the landfill by
the state.

The unfortunate fact is that many
people will believe Dale and be' dis-
traught at the possibility of a garbdge
dump at Ivel.

Let me assure you that this is not
the case. Costain Coal will certainly
avoid allowing Stratton Branch to
receive garbage.

My greatest disappointment in
Dale came when I was advised that
he conferred with one state agency
and was told the correct facts regard-
ing the landfill; that being that it was
not being permitted or constructed to
receive garbage.

Dale is a very fluent and capable
entertainer as a radio announcer and
commentator. However, I should
think he owes his followers some
effort to accuracy when he wishes to
become critically involved. Other-
wise, Dale can and will be very dan-
gerous to the community, He does
have the ear of many people and
obviously has political aspirations.

The correct information is available
through various state regulatory agen-
cies which will provide Dale or any-
one else the correct information on
request.

The implication that some under-

handed dealing was involved in
Costain’s acquisition of Stratton

Branch is absurd. Years ago Costain
saw a future need for the property on
Stratton Branch, approached the own-
ers and acquired the property.

Education reform may be moving right
along in Kentucky, but it has hit a brick
wall in at least one important category.

Too many young adults are unpre-
pared for the challenges of life.

In Kentucky, one out of every five
people between the ages of 25 and 44
drops out before earning a high school
diploma.

That's bad enough, but when you
look to the east, it gets worse.

In the Fifth Congressional District, of
which we are a part, the percentages of
all adults without a high school diploma
range between 40 and 60 percent.

That's a frightening number that must
be improved in the future.

Otherwise, we will have no future.

There is an interesting correlation,
too, between the dropout statistics and
prevalence in Eastern Kentucky of po-
litical domination and abuse.

“Education,” Lord Brougham saidina
speech to the English House of Com-
mons in 1828, “makes a people easy to
lead, but difficult to drive; easy to gov-
ern, but impossible to enslave.”

survivors cope with suicide

Family. Friends. Co-workers.
Classmates. These are the people left
behind when someone chooses to end
his or her life. These are the people
who, because of a loved one’s sui-
cide, must deal with unexpected and
confusing grief, loss, pain, anger, and
even a stigma. These are the people
who must try to make sense out of a
nonsensical act, and must find the
strength to accept their loss and con-
tinue living their lives. These are the
survivors of suicide.

Each year approximately 30,000
Americans commit suicide, with
Kentuckians accounting for over 500
of the total. It's estimated that for
each suicide, there are at least six
survivors left to deal with the loss. In
Kentucky alone, that means that each
year at least 3,000 new survivors are
struggling to cope with the suicide of
someone close to them. Unfortu-
nately, few resources exist to help
these individuals work through the
grief surrounding this most unex-
plainable cause of death. But a sui-
cide survivors’ movement is rapidly
sweeping across the nation, making
its way into even small-tow
America. ;

Many survivors find that attend-
ing group meetings with others who
have experienced the suicide of a
loved one helps them work through

Medic’s love wins

Grover Samons and Elfriede
Bruening met and fell in love against
the backdrop of post-World War 11
Germany.

He was a kind, handsome Ameri-
can medic stationed in the ruined city
of Bremerhaven.

She was the pretty, dark-haired
daughter of a proud German family
whoresisted Hitler and the Nazi Party.

In 1948, Grover and Elfriede were
married in Germany and, for the past
46 years, they have forged a good life
together at Minnie. The couple ran
Samons Grocery at Minnie for 25
years. Then Grover became a coal
operator and Elfriede, now 74, be-
came a postal clerk at the Minnie Post
Office. By 1959, she had worked her
way up to postmaster, a position she
held until her retirement in 1972,

Grover, 72,owned Grover Samons
Coal, which later became Mitch Coal
and then Big K Coal at Minnie.

Today, the Samons live in a two-
story brick home located near the
Minnie Post Office. The backyard
swimming pool and the comfortable
elegance of their home speaks well of
their years of hard work. They also
raised three children, a son and a
daughter who live nearby, and a son
who lives in Lexington. The Samons
have nine grandchildren, as well.

‘When Elfriede came to the United
States, she knew very little English.
Now she speaks excellent English
withalovely German accent. “Inever
went to school in the United States
and everything I learned, I learned on
my own,” she said as a matter of fact.

“ Her experiences in war-torn Ger- -

many taught her the necessity of ad-
aptation.

“I was 19 when war broke out (in
1939),” she recalled. It was six years
of deprivation and fear. “We had no
freedom, no food, no nothing.”

Her family’s hardship began in
1933 when Adolf Hitler became chan-
cellor of Germany. “Hitler came to

Bremerhaven to make a speech,” she
recalled. “He had made jobs and built
a highway. But Daddy always said,
‘He did that for a purpose.’”

Her father, adamantly opposed to
Hider and his Third Reich, refused to
sign up as a member of the Nazi
party. “Father would walk blocks out
of his way to avoid Nazi soldiers
because he was against Hitler.”” She
added, “Everything was put on our
shoulders because we were against
the Nazis. They threatened us with
concentration camp if we didn’t
work.”

Her father owned a ferry business
and Elfriede worked in a butcher
shop. “If Daddy didn’t come home
from work until late, we’d think,
“They got hime,””

Bruenings were not the only ones
who lived in fear. They saw Jews
taken to what they thought were work
camps. They knew nothing about the
notorious concentration camps. “We
didn’t know Jews were being perse-
cuted to that extent.”

In 1943, British and American
Allied Forces began bombing Ger-
many around the clock. Bremerhaven,
located on the coast of the North Sea,
was pounded repeatedly.

“We had a whole lot of air raids,”
she said. “We never knew when they
were going to come the last three
years of the war, so we would never
take our clothes off at night. We were
justafraid to lay down. Usually when
araid started, we went to the bunker
across the street.”

One night they didn’t make to the
bunker. “T had a skylight in my bed-
room and I saw lights coming down.
We had to go to the basement. We
didn’thave time to go to the bunker.””

They had reason to fear. Two
weeks earlier, Elfriede’s beloved
Grandfather was killed during a
bombing raid.

The massive bombing that night
destroyed 85 percent of the city. “Ev-
eryone in the bunker, including my
uncle, got killed, but we lived. We
dug out. The whole city was on fire.

 heart of German girl

We were scared so much at that time
that fear didn’t matter. Still, we
wanted to survive.”

By the end of the war in 1945, the
city lay in ruins. Supplies of fuel,
food and water were extremely low,
but the Bruenings managed to sur-
vive. “It was a real bad time — we
had no food, nothing. My mother,
father, younger sister and I lived in
one little room. The family ate one
meal a day. If it wasn’t for the Lord
and the faith I had in him, [ wouldn’t
have made it,” she reflected.

The October
exam was taken by 2,048 radiologic
technologists and 1,844 of them
passed.

Health Watch:

Helping newborn babies to breathe

Newborn babies with breathing
problems are being helped by an ex-
perimental inhalation treatment that
relaxes constricted blood vessels in
the lungs.

During the past four months, phy-
sicians at several hospitals have used
a gaseous mixture that contains nitric
oxide to improve the lung blood flow
of 100 newborns suffering life-threat-
ening pulmonary hypertension.

An estimated 5,000-7,000 infants
inthe U.S. are afflicted by this illness
annually and undergo surgery to pre-
ventpossibly fatal heartenlargement.

Researchers at Thomas Jefferson
University Hospital in Philadelphia
report some babies whose lungs have
been ventilated withnitric oxide have
dramatically improved their heart-
to-lung blood flow and breathing.

What’s happening, neonatologist
Michael Antunes said, is the nitric
oxide is dilating the lung’s blood
vessels.

“Nitric oxide is an incredibly in-
teresting substance that may have a
wide variety of applications in medi-
cine,” he said. “It’s found in the at-
mosphere as a pollutant, yet six years
ago scientists discovered that this
colorless gas also is produced in the
body to regulate a large number of
body systems.

“In the blood, it relaxes blood ves-
sels that are responsible for helping
to control blood pressure and blood
flow.”

The treatment is being monitored
by researchers todetermine how much
nitric oxide should be given to new-
borns and how long they should re-
ceive it.

RESEARCHERS FROM Ohio
State University’s James Cancer
Hospital say broccoli, cauliflower,
kale and Brussels sprouts are rich in
substances that lower the risk of can-
cer.

And generations of mothers have
told their kids that carrots are good
for the eyes. The researchers say car-
rots have asubstance called beta caro-
tene that also fights cancer.

Gary Stoner and Mark Morse, pro-
fessors of preventive medicine, say
vegetables cause cancer cells to stop
multiplying. That makes the tumor
cells grow old and die.

Fruit—notably oranges—alsode-
creases the risk of cancer, and the
researchers recommend four to six
helpings of fruits and veggies daily to
lessen cancer risk.

A RECENT discovery by scien-
tists at the University of Chicago
may explain why African-American
men suffer more heartattacks, strokes
and kidney diseases than American
Caucasians.

Using blood pressure monitoring
devices, a research team led by Dr.
Daniel Gretler has determined that
African-American men who have
high blood pressure don’t get a re-
spite when they sleep. Their blood
pressure remains high day and night.

In contrast, Caucasian men who
have high blood pressure have ups
and downs—up when they’re awake,
down when they’re asleep. As a re-
sult, the average diastolic blood pres-
sure for African Americans is 10
points higher than for Caucasians.

High blood pressure is one of the
leading causes of heart attacks,
strokes, kidney problems and other
ailments.

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A LETTER FROM LINCOLN

Following the battle of Antictam
on September 17, 1862, Lydia Bixby,
a woman of over sixty years of age,
climbed Beacon Hall in Boston and
asked to see William Schouler, the
Adjutant-General of Massachusetts.

She told him that her son had been
wounded and that she wanted to go to
where he was hospitalized and help
nurse him back to health. Schouler
reported the meeting to Governor
Andrew of Massachusetts who gave
her forty dollars to cover he expenses
in visiting her son.

Two years later, about December
14, 1864, Lydia Bixby again called
on Adjutant-General Schouler, and
during this meeting she showed him
five letters that were written by five
different commanding officers. Each
was written to inform her of the death
of one of her sons, five altogether. He
was deeply affected by her loss.

A fewdays later Schoulerreceived
communication from a man named
Newhall who had petitioned for one
of his five sons to be discharged form
thearmy. This reminded him of Lydia
Bixby’s visit and he mentioned her
loss in his communication to Gover-
nor Andrew of Massachusetts.

“A still more remarkable case is
Mrs. Bixby who ten days ago came to
my office and showed me five letters
from five company commanders,
each informing her of the death of
one of her sons. She is the best speci-
men of a true-hearted Union woman
I have seen.”

Impressed with the document,
Gov. Andrew filed a report with the
War Department in Washington on
the same day.

“Mrs. Bixby sent five sons to the
army, all of whom have beenrecently
killed. This is a case so remarkable
that I really wish a letter might be
written by the President of the United
States, such as anoble mother of five
dead sons so well deserves.”

In Washington, Colonel Thomas
Vincent received the communication
and wrote Schouler asking him for
the names and particulars of the
Newhalls and the Bixbys. Schouler
dispatched a courier to call on Lydia
Bixby:but he had difficulty getting
the'requested information.

Finally he wrote Colonel Vincent
with information about the Newhalls
and the following: Charles Bixby,
killed at Fredericksburg, May 3, 1863;
Henry Bixby killed at Gettysburg,
July, 1863; Edward Bixby, died of

wounds at Folly Island, South Caro-
lina; Oliver Bixby killed before Pe-
tersburg, July 30, 1864; and George
Way Bixby killed before Petersburg,
July 30, 1864.

Charles Dana, Assistant Secretary
of War received the communication.
Heapproved the discharge of Newhall
and sent the Bixby information to
Edwin M. Stanton, Secretary of War.

Stanton turned the information
over to Lincoln who, at first, found it
difficult to find adequate words for a
letter to Lydia Bixby.

Finally, on Thanksgiving Day,
Schouler called on Mrs. Bixby. He
delivered to her “a considerable sum
of money,” a turkey and a ton of coal.

Schouler also delivered the fol-
lowing letter from President Abraham
Lincoln.

Executive Mansion,

Washington, November 21, 1864

To Mrs. Bixby, Boston, Mass.

Dear Madam:

I have been shown in the files of
the War Department a statement of
the Adjutant-General of Massachu-
setts that you are a mother of five
sons who have died gloriously on the
field of battle.

I feel how weak and fruitless must
be any word of mine which should
attempt to beguile you from the grief
of a loss so overwhelming. But I can
not refrain from tendering you the
consolation that may be found in the
thanks of the republic they died to
save.

I pray that our Heavenly Father
many assuage (lessen) the anguish of
yourbereavement, and leave you only
the cherished memory of the loved
and lost, and the solemn pride that
must be yours to have laid so costly a
sacrifice on the altar of freedom.

Yours very sincerely and respect-
fully,

A. Lincoln.

Widely published in 1864, even

President Woodrow Wilson, who was
highly educated, chose (o use
Lincoln’s letter in 1914, in writing
the parents of four Marines who died
at Vera Cruz.

Abe Lincoln was heart-wrenched
in composing the letter. His genius
with words in composing it has caused
it to stand as a masterpiece in corre-
spondence over time.

A Penalty may be imposed for early withdrawal
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Small business legislative outlook for 1994

As the president and Congress
beginanew legislative session, small-
business owners face 1994 with
guarded optimism. They see oppor-
tunities for business growth, new in-
vestment, and job creation, but re-
main concerned that future govemn-
ment policies may create an unpro-
ductive economic climate.

In its most recent quarterly eco-
nomic survey, the National Federa-
tion of Independent Business (NFIB)
reported a slight rise in small-busi-
ness optimism. But owners of small
firms also expressed doubts about the
future of the economy and a signifi-
cant lack of political confidence in
the nation’s leaders.

Entrepreneurial attitudes in 1994
will be influenced not only by politi-
cal leadership, butalso by legislative
action on four significant small-busi-
ness issues:

HEALTH CARE REFORM

Forseveral years, NFIB’s 600,000
members have cited health care re-
form as their No. 1 priority. They
seek coverage which is more afford-
able, more accessible and less expen-
sive. However, they fear reforms
which would dramatically increase
employer costs and threaten the jobs
of their employees.

As indicated by numerous sur-
veys, small-business owners believe
the following principles should guide
any comprehensive health care re-
form plan:

» Avoidance of costly employer
mandates which will increase payroll
costs at the expense of business
growth, investment and job creation.

« Insurance industry reform which
would stabilize premiums, eliminate
exclusions for preexisting conditions,
and guarantee renewability and port-
ability. §

e The formation of purchasing
groups so small businesses and indi-
viduals can reduce costs by broaden-
ing risks and sharing administrative
responsibilities.

e A permanent 100 percent tax

Adeduction for the health insurance

premiums of the self-employed which
would enable many of the five mil-
lion uninsured, self-employed to buy
coverage for themselves and the mil-
lions they employ.

« A uniform studentbenefits pack-
age that is sufficient to assure ad-
equate care but not so generous that it
becomes unaffordable.

¢ Administrative and paperwork
reforms which would reduce costs by
simplifying wasteful reporting re-
quirements.

' » Medical liability reforms which
would channel medical resources into
research and development instead of
excessive and costly defensive medi-
cine.

The Clinton Health Plan: A Bur-
den for Small Business

President Clinton’s health plan
will not cure the nation’s health care
system. Ironically, it will make the
system worse. Higher costs, increased
regulation, and expanded bureaucracy
spell more anguish, instead of relief,
for the nation’s small business own-
ers.

Employers will be forced to bear
almost 60 percent of the total cost of
the Clinton plan. The employer man-
date, essentially a new payroll tax,
forces businesses to pay 80 percent
of their employees’ health insurance
premiums. Although subsidies have
been included to ease this financial
burden, their realistic potential for
relief is only temporary. The Admin-
istration has already planned to phase
them out.

If the health care system is to heal
and small businesses are (o continue
creating thousands of the nation’s
jobs, then the Clintonapproach should
be avoided.

Cooper/Breaux and Chafee/Tho-
mas: A Better Prescription

Alternative proposals, such as the
Managed Competition Act by Rep.
Jim Cooper (D-Tenn.) and Sen. John
Breaux (D-La.) and the Health Eq-
uity and Access Reform Today Act
by Sen. John Chafee (R-R.I.) and
Rep. Bill Thomas (R-Cal.), offer a
better prescription for health care re-
form. These bills do not place the
burden of funding on the business,
but still reduce costs, stabilize insur-
ance, and expand access.

These plans both include the for-
mation of purchasing groups to help
businesses negotiate bettercoverage,
tax deductibility for the self-em-
ployed, community ratings to broaden
risks, prohibition of exclusions for
preexisting conditions, and medical
and liability reform.

OSHA REFORM

Another issue concerning small
business owners is reform of the Oc-

cupational Safety and Health Act
(OSHA). OSHA reform bills by Sen.
Ted Kennedy (D-Mass.) and Rep.
Bill Ford (D-Mich.) would foster
greater governmentintrusioninto the
workplace and threaten productive,
cooperative relationships between
employers and employees.

These bills would create manda-
tory worker safety committees, ex-
pand criminal penalties, increase
written administrative requirements,
and extend employer safety liability.

Eighty-six percent of small-busi-
ness owners oppose the mandatory
safety committees because they
would damage mutual relations be-
tween employers and employees and
could be used unfairly for union-
organizing purposes. By punishing
instead of assisting the employer,
small firms believe greater criminal
penalties take the wrong approach to
improved safety. Already burdened
by other government regulations,
NFIB also opposes new safety pro-
grams which will siphon away hun-
dreds of hours of otherwise produc-
tive time and which might not be
specifically tailored to a small busi-
ness.

Finally, small firms fear the un-
justextension of employer liability to
include “all other employees at the
place of employment.” Employers
could be held liable for both civil and
criminal charges if an employee from
another firm is injured at the worksite.

Smallemployers care for the safety
and health of their employees. In-
stead of unnecessary government
regulation, they feel that the best way
to improve worker safety is an incen-
tive-based, site-specific approach.
The best approach is to offer encour-
agementto undertake their own inno-
vative safety procedures and to allow
them flexibility to tailor them to their
particular businesses. Employers
know their work sites better than any
federal agency or government regu-
lator. They want to improve safety
without damaging employer/em-
ployee relationships or impeding
business growth.

SUPERFUND

NFIB also hopes to see legislative
action this year on Superfund, the
federal government’ s comprehensive
hazardous waste cleanup program.
Originally intended to allow for
cleanup of toxic waste disasters, the
program has been transformed into a
legal tangle thatis too costly and does
little to ease the problem. Only about
5 percent of the Environmental Pro-
tection Agency’s (EPA) designated
sites of the last 10 years have actually
been cleaned up, with costs approach-
ing $30 million each.

Small-business owners understand
the importance of a cleaner environ-
ment, but they cannot cope with a
cleanup program which simply turns
toxic waste into legal waste.

Because of their size, small busi-
nesses suffer unique problems as a
result of Superfund’s litigious maze.
Often operating on very narrow profit
margins, small firms have few re-
sources to devote to hiring lawyers
and legal administration. They donot
have corporate legal departments.
And even when they do scrape to-
gether enough funds to hire lawyers,
their businesses cannot endure the
economic impact of a protracted le-
gal battle.

NFIB supports the following
changes to reduce legal waste and
improve the effectiveness of
Superfund:

» Lessen the litigation. The court-
rooms are clogged with lawyers and
judges attempting to set appropriate
standards for cleanliness, determin-
ing costs, and assigning responsibil-
ity. They must sift through an ex-
traordinary amount of scientific and
technical information and must ne-
gotiate with a large number of af-
fected parties. Superfund needs to
streamline their dispute resolution
process.

* Expedite the cleanup process.
Cleanup must proceed more swiftly
and efficiently. The current system
involves frequent delays and inces-
sant haggling over technicalities.

* Provide protection for small busi-
nesses from third-party lawsuits.
Small firms often become the scape-
goat for large polluters who are try-
ing to defray their cleanup costs.
Under Superfund’s liability system,
other businesses may file “third party
contribution suits” against small
firms, even though the government
has notchanged these firms as poten-
tially responsible parties.

» Strengthen the “de minimus”
process for small contributors. EPA
classifies small waste contributors as

“de minimus”’, based on the quantity
and toxicity of waste at a particular
site. Strengthening this process will
enable businesses who are small con-
tributors to deal with their share of
the cleanup without becoming en-

tangled in other conflicts at the site.

President Clinton, Sen. Frank
Lautenberg (D-N.J.), Rep. Al Swift
(D-N.H.),and EPA currently are con-
sidering possible legislation address-
ing Superfund. NFIB will work to
ensure that they include the above
legislative changes to reduce the bal-
looning amount of litigation and to
improve the cleanup process.

GOVERNMENT REGULA-
TION AND PAPERWORK

Small business is struggling to
carry a weighty load of government
regulations and paperwork. Ina 1992
NFIB Foundation survey, regulatory
and paperwork problems were the
fastest rising concern among small-
business owners. Except for health
careand taxes, no problem concerned
them more.

Essentially, government regula-
tions and paperwork constitute a hid-
den tax. Complying with detailed
regulations and filling out paperwork
costs precious business time and
money that could be spenton produc-
tive projects that create jobs. Even
more important, the tax is regressive,
hitting the “little guy” the hardest.
Whenregulations imposea fixed cost
on all employers of all sizes, the
small employer suffers a per-unit,
per-employee cost thatis much higher
than that of a large employer. This
regulatory environment must change
to encourage economic growth.

NFIB supports the following mea-
sures to reduce the regulatory and
paperwork burdens on small busi-
ness:

* The Regulatory Flexibility
Amendments Act. Having a solid
majority of more than 240 bipartisan
cosponsors in the U.S. House of Rep-
resentatives, the amended “Reg Flex”
Act will force government agencies
to consider the impact of theirregula-
tions on small business.

» The Sisisky-Clinger Paperwork
Reduction Act. If passed, the bill
would establish a government-wide
goal of reducing federal paperwork
by 5 percent and give the Office of
Information and Regulatory Affairs

Nursing home group proposes long-term
care reform to improve care for the elderly

Kentucky’s elderly could be bet-
ter served in 1994, and in the future,
if 11 health care reform recommen-
dations were enacted by the state
legislature and state agencies, accord-
ing to the Kentucky Association of
Health Care Facilities. KAHCF isthe
trade association representing 284
licensed nursing homes in the com-
monwealth.

KAHCEF proposes that the system
under which nursing facilities oper-
ate be perceived as a solution to some
of the state’s overall health reform
concerns, including managed care,
access and affordability of health care.

Gary Marsh, chairman of the
KAHCF board of directors, says:
“Long-term care is cost-effective
because it is carefully monitored by
state and federal agencies.” There are
19,500 Medicaid-certified nursing
facility beds in Kentucky, and Med-
icaid paysan average of $53.58 a day
for these patients. According to

Marsh, “There is a nursing homes in
virtually every county and they should
be allowed to provide, and be reim-
bursed for, additional cost-effective
outreach and outpatient services.”

Nursing homes are capable of cost-
effectively delivering additional ser-
vices, suchas: *adultday care, *home
health visits, *hospice care, *illness
prevention, *occupational health,
*physical/speech therapy, *Meals-
on-Wheels, *hospice care, *primary
care, and *subacute care.

KAHCFs 11 progressive recom-
mendations promote better access,
quality of care, and reduction in health
care expenses. They are provided for
consideration by everyone concerned
with health care, including families,
legislators, senior citizen groups, and
the media. These recommendations
have been shared with the task force
on health care reform of the Ken-
tucky legislature.

Legislation would
provide funds for
conservation act

The measure would amend the

’ Kentucky Heritage Land Conserva-

tion Act to provide a funding source,
reorganize the board, and ensure a
balance in land acquisition. Repre-
sentative Mark Brown (D-
Brandenburg) introduced the legisla-
tion.

“I feel it is important to preserve
the natural heritage of the Common-
wealth,” said Governor Jones. He
added, “We must be better stewards
of Kentucky’s wealth of natural re-
sources.”

The 1990 General Assembly en-
acted the Kentucky Heritage Land
Conservation Act. A board was es-
tablished to guide land acquisition
and manage the “Kentucky Heritage
Land Conservation Fund.” However,
no money was authorized or appro-
priated for the fund or board activi-
ties.

HB 368 would provide about $5
million per year for state efforts to
acquire and maintain wildlife man-
agementareas, recreation areas, state
forests, wild river corridors, nature
preserves and wetlands.

The board would be reorganized

to provide a rotating private-citizen
majority to serve with appointed and
elected state officials. The board
would be responsible for allocating
funds to protect the remaining natu-
ral areas of presettlement Kentucky
for public education, recreation and
scientific research. It would also pro-
vide financial support to managed
areas such as state forests, wildlife
management areas and wildriver cor-
ridors.

A reliable source of land acquisi-
tion funding would permitlong-range
planning by state agencies and also
would encourage long-range plan-
ning by agencies. '

“Linked Deposits’ legislation would
offer low-interest loans to farmers

“Small businesses, agribusiness,
and farmers would benefit greatly
from SB 100, which would authorize
the creation of a low interest loan
program for them,” State Treasurer
Frances Jones Mills said recently.

Known officially as “Linked De-
posits,” the legislation would autho-
rize the making of state monies avail-
able to Kentucky banks to loan at a
reduced rate to small businesses,
agribusinesses, and farmers for the
purpose of creating or retaining jobs.

“The end result of this very inno-

vative program will be an improved
cash flow for small businesses,
agribusinesses, and farmers and it
will serve as a stimulus to create new
jobs and improve crops across Ken-
tucky,” Treasurer Mills said.

Treasurer Mills noted that similar
programs have been highly success-
ful in other states. In Oklahoma more
than 5,000 jobs were created and
many small farms were saved, while
increasing state revenue. Similar re-
sults have been achieved in Alabama,
Arkansas, and Ohio.

Analyzing high
heat bills

Record cold temperatures this past
month will not make getting the next
utility bill very pleasant.

“If you haven’t gotten a heating
bill for January, be prepared for a
shock,” said Bill Murphy, Extension
housing specialist with the Univer-
sity of Kentucky College of Agricul-
ture.
“Last month was one of the cold-
est on record, with several days set-
ting record lows,” he said. “Heating
degree days were above normal.”

This means a heating bill could
easily be 25 to 50 percent higher, said
Murphy.

To help keep future bills lower,
Murphy suggests 9 to 12 inches of
attic insulation.

“A tight house also helps prevent
more outside air from getting in as it
getscolderoutside,” he said. “Setting
the thermostat back when people are
gone or in bed will lower heating
costs, too.”

The easiest way to lower utility
bills is warmer weather, and a milder
February and March should help.

Kentucky’s unemployment rate stays at
5.4 percent for second straight month

Kentucky's jobless rate stayed at
its lowest point in three years, 5.4
percent, from November to Decem-
ber while the state’s labor market
remained relatively unchanged.

The preliminary 5.4 percent rate
was the lowest level for December
since 1989 when it was 5.2 percent,
according to the U.S. Bureau for La-
bor Statistics. December’s rate was
below December 1992’ s figure 0f 6.2
percent.

The U.S. rate dropped from 6.1
percent in November to 6 percent in
December. Comparable state and
national rates are not seasonally ad-
justed.

“Even though overall December’s
labor market remained fairly un-
changed, several significant seasonal
movements resulted in December’s
employment loss of 12,400,” said
Carlos Cracraft, the state’s chief la-
bor market analyst. “The number of
Kentuckians unemployed also fell in
December causing the size of the
labor force to decrease for the second
consecutive month.”

On the positive side, the trade sec-
tor led with 2,300 more jobs, which
were mostly connected to the holiday
season. Apparel and accessory shops
added 700 jobs and other retail stores
reported 800 new hires.

Manufacturing was the only other
job sector to register a gain and it was
alsoseasonal. Tobacco stemming and
redrying operations increased by
1,300 jobs and more than offset other
losses within the industry to give the
sector a total job gain of 500. In the
past year, manufacturing has ex-
panded by 1,900 jobs with big gains
in transportation equipment (+2,100)
and printing and publishing (+700).

On the other side, agricultural em-
ployment recorded the largest loss
with 10,000 fewer jobs in December.
The drop was seasonal as many farm-
ers sold their tobacco at markets in
November and no longer needed tem-
porary help.

Construction has 2,400 fewer
workers because cold weather cur-
tailed heavy construction (-1,400) and
special trade jobs also fell (-1,000),
but home building remained steady.
Compared to last December, jobs
were up 500 in December 1993 be-
cause of more hiring in general build-
ing contractors.

Seasonal factors also contributed
to a 1,900 decrease in the services
sector. Amusement and recreation
services had 600 fewer employees
andagricultural services lost 300 jobs,

A drop in the transportation cat-
egory led to an 800 job loss in trans-
portation, communications and utili-
ties. The sector was up 1,200 jobs
over December 1992.

Jobs in the government sector fell
by 100 because of declines in state
and local government. The sector has
added 4,700 positions since last De-
cember with all the growth in state
and local education and local govern-
ment.

The mining and quarrying sector
and the finances, insurance and real
estate sector lost 200 jobs each in
December.

The category that includes self-
employed people, domestic employ-
ees and people working in family
businesses increased by 400.

The Cabinet for Human Resources
monthly estimate of Kentuckians
working showed 1,761,000 people
with jobs in December, down 12,400
from November’s 1,773,400, but
15,000 more than December 1992’s
1,746,000.

The estimate of unemployed Ken-
tuckians was 100,900 in December,
down to 1,000 from November’s
101,900, and 15,000 fewer than De-
cember 1992’s 115,900.

Kentucky’s civilian labor force
estimate for December was
1,861,900, down 13,400 from
November’s 1,875,300, and equal-
ing the December 1992 figure of
1,861,900. The civilian labor force
includes non-military workers and
unemployed Kentuckians who ac-
tively are seeking work. It does not
include the unemployed who have
not looked for a job in the past four
weeks.

Unemployment statistics are based
on estimates and are compiled to
measure trends rather than toactually
count people who are working and/or
unemployed.

Rates of reported incidents of sev-
eral foodborne diseases seem to have
increased during the past four de-
cades, at least the diagnosis and re-
porting of such disease has increased
— particularly regarding E, Coli,
Campvlobacter and Salmonella.

Along with this increase has come
a heated debate as to whether food-
producing animals contribute to the
problem.

The USDA and several states have
recently started programs by which
they hope to better control the spread
of the foodborne pathogens which
cause disease.

They are basing their concern
largely on evidence presented by sev-
eral infectious disease epidemiolo-
gists who contend that food animals
are the reservoir for most human dis-
eases caused by foodbome patho-
gens.

These arguments include:

— Divergence from the pattern of
disease associated with foodborne
agents known to have a human reser-
voir. Translated, this means that dur-
ing the period in which the rates of
salmonellosis, campylobacteriosis
and E. coli related diseases have dra-
matically increased, the incidence of
typhoid fever (which is caused by a
Salmonella bacteria specific to hu-
mans only) has just as dramatically
decreased.

They argue that if the gastric-dis-
ease causing Salmonella had human
reservoirs, it would have decreased.

— Presence of the agents at all
levels of the food chain, which is
pretty much self-explaining. The dis-
ease causing agents have been found
at all stages of food production — at
the farm, the processor, the retailer,
the consumer.

— Similarity of isolates from hu-

Tobacco comments
due by February 10

To implement the domestic to-
bacco content provisions of the Om-
nibus Budget Reconciliation Act of
1993, the U.S.Department of Agri-
cultureis asking for publiccomments
on the proposed rule by February 10,
according to Hampton Henton Jr.,
Kentucky ASCS state executive di-
rector.

The tobacco legislation imposes a
75 percent tobacco content require-
menton cigarettes made in the United
States. “The proposed rule would re-
quire each domestic cigarette manu-
facturer to annually certify, begin-
ning with 1994, the quantity and per-
centage of domestic tobacco used,”
Henton said.

Manufacturers failing to comply
with the domestic content require-
ment would be subject to amarketing
assessment and would be required to
purchase certain quantities of loan
stock burley and flue-cured tobacco.

Comments on the proposed rule
should be addressed to the Director,
Tobacco and Peanuts Division,
USDA/ASCS, P.O.Box 2415, Wash-
ington, DC 20013-2415.

This means that by use of
highly accurate matching techniques
called “fingerprinting,” common “fin-
gerprints” have been found in both
agents isolated from humans and
those isolated from animals.

— Traceback to farm source in
specific outbreaks. This is based ona
growing body of evidence creating a
link tolivestock in specific outbreaks.

Those who disagreed argue:

— That no “smoking gun” proof
really exists .

— That there is a lack of proof of
occupational hazard among livestock
producers and their families. Again,
self explanatory.

At stake is not only public health,
but possibly the reputation of the
food animal industry.

There is growing public demand
for a food supply increasingly free
from drug residues as well as disease,
and producers who don’t pay atten-
tion to this demand are finding fewer
markets for their products.

Veterinarians are fully aware of
the implications of this movement,
and fully informed on the latest sci-
entific evidence.

Your veterinarian will be glad to
advise you as to what measures you
can take, as well as how to cooperate
with ongoing research designed not
only to improve public health but to
protect your markets.

Cockroaches, ants and fleas bugging families

How many pesticide products do
you have in your home? When using
those products, do you follow the
precautionary directions? Do you
store the pesticides in a secure place
where even the neighbors’ kids can
not reach them?

U.S. EPA conducted a survey of
2,000 families throughout the United
States asking these questions. The
National Home and Garden Pesticide
Use Survey revealed some disturb-
ing findings.

Pesticides were stored improp-
erly in 47 percent of homes with
children under five and in 75 per-
cent of other homes.

Pesticides contain chemicals that
can cause burns, lung irritation, can-
cer, birth defects, nervous system dis-
orders and organ damage. If children
can reach these products, many may
be poisoned.

To properly store pcsucndce place
the products in a locked cabinet at
least four feet off the ground. This
will protect your own children and
any neighbor or visiting children.
Many children are poisoned by pesti-
cides they find in another person’s
home.

Many homes contain pesticides

that are no longer registered for

use through the U.S. EPA.

U.S. EPA estimated that one mil-
lion homes in the United States have
products containing chlordance,
DDT, heptachlor and silex. These
products are no longer registered be-
cause U.S. EPA is concerned about
health problems associated with their
use.

If you have a pesticide containing
any of these four ingredients, do not
use it. Call your local health depart-
ment or the nearest office of your
state environmental protection
agency. Ask if there are any house-
hold hazardous waste collection sites

near you or about other ways you
could properly dispose of the prod-
uct,

Most people do not follow pre-
cautionary directions on pesticide
products.

The survey found that most people
do wash their hands after applying a
pesticide, but few follow any other
precautionary statements. Because
pesticides are toxic, many consum-

ers have become ill from exposure
while using the product. EPA re-
quires labeling directions to reduce
health risks to consumers who use
the products.

For instance the label of an insec-
ticide for shrubs might advise con-
sumers to wear protective plastic
gloves, wear a long shirt and long
pants, mix the pesticide outside,
change clothes after the application,
keep the treated area off limits, and
avoid spraying on windy days. Ac-
cording to the survey, 67 percent of
Americans don’t follow these safety
precautions.

To protect yourself and your fam-
ily, read and follow the labels on
pesticides.

Most people who hire a com-
mercial firm to treat their lawn or
home could notrecall receivingany
information about the chemicals
applied.

Itisimportanttoknow what chemi-
cal was applied to your home or lawn.
If someone in your home becomesill,
a doctor would need to know what
had been applied. Better yet, ask the
company for the different treatment
options available and select the least
toxic one. For information about the
health risks associated with different

chemicals, call the National Pesti-
cide Hotline at (800) 858-7378. The
hotline is sponsored by U.S. EPA and
Texas Tech University.
