The mayor added that stepped-up
enforcement of all revenue-produc-
ing regulations—including those for
garbage collection and occupational
taxes—could be expected under his
administration.

Guests at May Lodge think the
small, wiry folk musician playing
the fiddle in the foyer is part of the
paid entertainment. He isn’t. He is
a judge. When he doesn’t have a
fiddle in his hands, he has a gavel.

Administrative Law Judge
Lawrence Pauley,64, of Hunting-
ton, West Virginia, comesto Floxd
County at least once a month.
During the day, he sorts fact from
fiction when he presides at hear-
ings involving Social Security dis-_
ability claims. :

At the end of the day, he lays
aside the courtroom drama and
picksupshismusic torelax, though
being an administrative law judge
doesn’t make him as tense as the
days when he was an attorney
presenting his case before a jury.

“Judges don’t have that prob-
lem,” Pauley said. “Judges cause
lawyers to have that problem.”

Pauley justcan’tkeep his hands
off his fiddle, banjo or guitar.
‘When he starts playing, the listen-
ers start gathering.

He didn’t start performing be-

heart, a gavel in his hand

fore groups at the Lodge. It just
happened. He began simply, by
picking his guitar or his fiddle in
his room at the resort. Thinking of
his fellow travelers, he would al-
ways put away his music before
dark. Except for one night he’ll
never forget when a guest began
pounding the walls.

“Playing the fiddle becomes an
obsession,” Pauley said. “The
longer I play it, the better it sounds
and I hate to put it down. After an

hour, I don’t want to quit.”

So, the next time he picked up
his music, he moved out to his
balcony, eventually moving down
the Lodge’s breezeway. Crowds
began gathering.

Someone came along and
stopped to listen. And then, some-
one else asked him to sing a par-
ticular song. Pauley looked out

fromhis musicial reverie and real-
ized more people were gathering
around him. Then the requests
began, one after another. Beforé
he knew it, 11 o’clock had rolled
around and 30 to 40 people had
gathered on the breezeway.

During his visits in the winter,
he takes his music indoors, near
the fireplace, and folks still stop to
listen. Though not as many, he
explained, because there are more
tourists in the summer.

Pauley developed aninterestin
the guitar around the age of 15. He
saved his money, bought a used
one and learned to play. During
his early years, no one in his fam-
ily could play a musical instru-
ment, though they liked to square
dance and often played country
music on a Victrola.

He continues to play the “back
porch” country music that he
learned then. “I don’t like the lyr-
ics of the new music. I don’t like
the rock beat,” he said.

He thinks the influence of Blue-
grass, rock, sout and pop caused
country music “to splinter.”

eration of the Paintsville-Prestonsburg
airfield has a full cast of members.
And, the fact that they are all pilots
would suggest that the scales have
been weighted against a proposal to
convert the airport to a regional in-
dustrial site.

That’s not necessarily so, said the
new mayors of Prestonsburg and
Paintsville.

Combs Field was as much a battle-
ground as it was an airport during the
final years of the terms for
Prestonsburg’s Ann Latta and
Paintsville’sJohn David Preston, both
of whom left office on December 31.

Beginning in late 1990, Latta and
Preston promoted an idea to trans-
form Combs Field into a site for in-
dustrial development. That plandrew
the endorsement of the Big Sandy
Area Development District’s execu-
tive board, which includes county
judge-executives from Floyd, Pike,
Johnson, Martin and Magoffin coun-
ties.

It also caused a flurry of legal ac-
tion and created a furor among area
pilots.

Apilots’ association at Combs filed
suit in 1991, challenging Preston’s
appointments to the board and con-
tending that the Paintsville mayor
and Ann Latta where parties to a
“conspiracy” to close the airport. The
case woundits way through the courts
to the state Court of Appeals, which
ruled in February 1993 that mayors of

“the two cities had the legal right to

appoint airport board members with-
out first gaining approval from their
respective city councils.

Practically every effort up to that
time to study the airport’s potential as
an industrial site drew opposition.
Officials with American Standard
threatened that conversion of the air-
strip could jeopardize the manufac-
turing company’s Paintsville plant to
the point officials might consider
moving its operation elsewhere.

When city councils in Paintsville
and Prestonsburg directed a joint
Paintsville-Prestonsburg Industrial
Authority to conduct a feasibility
study on the airport site to determine
its best future use, Prestonsburg city
councilman Jerry Fannin filed suit
against the authority to stop the study.
The proposal was never funded and
the study has not been done.

Fannin is now mayor of
Prestonsburg. He said Thursday that
his policy concerning the airport is
basically the same. If a company ex-
presses aninterestin the site he would
favor its transformation for indus-
trial, job-developing purposes. Until
then, he said, it should remain an
airport and other options should be
explored.

Paintsville’s new mayor, Robin
Cooper, echoed those sentiments. His

Rodgers, who works in the at-
torney general’s office investigat-
ing welfare fraud, expressed
amazement at Pauley’s tireless
ability to keep performing. “One
evening I stayed to see when he'd
wear out. He wore me out,”
Rodgers said.

Some of the songs Pauley sings
are his own. His autobiographical
song, “Wait For Me,” won a cer-
tificate of merit in 1991 in a Bill-
board Music contest.

Pauley said he wrote the song
because he’s always been “just a
stepahead” of his wife and she has
been saying “wait for me” since
their wedding day.

The
instrument, pictured with its top
and bottom laying almost one on
top of the other, looks like some-
thing that belongs in a garbage
heap, notin the hands of a talented
musician. Pauley bought the fid-
dler for $15; the owner wanted
$75. He spent many hours pa-
tiently putting the fiddle back to-
gether. Today, it looks like new,
and he carries it with him on his
trips to Prestonsburg.

“It’s the best sounding fiddle I
have,” he said, running the bow
across the fiddle’s neck and be-
ginning another musical tale of
Appalachia.

Your
railroad wages will count toward your
Social Security if you had less than
10 years of railroad service, “accord-
ing to Jim Kelly, Social Security Dis-
trict Director for the Big Sandy Area.”

Generally, wages from railroad
employment are not counted for So-
cial Security because railroad em-
ployees have a separate retirement
system that is adminiStered by the
Railroad Retirement Board. “But, if
you have fewer than 120 months of
railroad service,” Kelly said, “your
railroad credits are transferred to So-
cial Security upon retirement and
combined with your wages (or self-
employment income). Those com-

bined railroad and Social Security
earnings will be used to determine
your Social Security benefits.”
Social Security recently added
Railroad earnings to the statements it
provides individuals who want to
check their earnings record or get an
estimate of their Social Security ben-

efits. “You ¢an get an estimate by

calling Social Security’s toll-free
number, 1-800-772-1213, toask fora
Form SSA-7004 (Request for Eamn-
ings and Benefit Estimate State-
ment),” Kelly said. “Complete and
mail the form in the envelope that
accompanies it. Your Personal Earn-
ings and Benefit Estimate Statement
should arrive 4-6 weeks after Social
Security receives your request.”

Anyway, we've done our part,
by registered mail.

We. haven't stepped on
anyone's toes...yet.

So, don't get your shorts in a
wad...yet.

In the meantime, we recom-
mend thatall publicofficials take
a little time to review Kentucky
Revised Statutes 61.805 through
61.884.

Those laws cover all the rules
and regulations governing open
meetings and open records.

If youdon't have access to law
books, perhaps the county attor-
ney will provide you one of his
little booklets.

Or, you can have the two he's
so fond of saying he gave to us.

We don't need them.

We've had the statutes memo-
rized for 20 years.

Test us some time and see.

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Mother pleads
for information
about son’s killer

Editor:

It has been over a year ago now.
Doesanyoneremember a young man,
Walter Cropper, who was taken from
your town and murdered on Septem-
ber 20, 19927

Does anyone care that a murderer
might go free to murder someone
elses child? Maybe this time it will be
alocal child, not just a child from the
Job Corps Center whose mother lives
in Florida so you don’t know her and
you don’t know her pain.

I used to do that, see a story on
television or in the newspapers about
a child being murdered, and I would
think “oh God, that’s terrible” and
then go on about my business. Now I
see it or read it and I feel the terrible
pain that those parents are feeling,
because it happened to me.

Please, all of you parents, take
five minutes to look at your children
and think about never being able to
hold them again, to touch their hair,
see their smile, to teli them how much
you love them. Live with my pain of
knowing my child was shot and left
in the woods for nature and animals.
I don’t know if my son suffered or
died quickly.

Does it change things for you?

Someone in your townknows who
killed my son. Someone could help
me bring this person to justice. Not
all Job Corps students come from
rough backgrounds or are sent there
by the courts; most of them like my

son, wanted to go there to learn a
trade, complete his education. Walter
was a shy young man, and didn’t do
well in high school because of leamn-
ing disabilities. At Carl D. Perkins
Job Corps, he excelled, he learned to
be aleader. He was loved by students
and staff alike I know because I went
there; I met those people.

Ifelt their love for Walter and also
their love and pain for me, as Walter’s
mother.

Folks, this is the 1990s. My son
was white, but it doesn’t matter if
your white, black, pink or purple,
those children, and they are children,
are there for a reason and for most of
them, it’s for an education.

I will say, as a white person, deal-
ing with your vows was the first time
I have ever dealt with prejudice, be-
cause my child was a student at Carl
D. Perkins Job Corps Center. Let me
tell you, it was a terrible feeling.

Add that feeling to the loss of a
child.

We are people. My husband is in

the Air Force and I am an accountant.
We don’t have the money to offer
rewards or pay for television adver-
tising. Walter has two sisters and a
brother whoare in therapy now, learn-
ing to deal with the loss of their
brother. Walter’s father in Massa-
chusetts has lost the will to live be-
cause Walter was his only child, his
only son. Walter’s murder affected
many lives and left many victims.
Youdon’tknow me, but you could
have been me. Please, someone
knows. Go to the F.B.L. or to the
sheriff’s department or, if you want
your information kept confidential,

contact me. I will keep your name
confidential.

My heart still cringes in horror at
the thought of the pain and terror that
Walter must have felt in'the last mo-
ments of his life. Please help me stop
this person now, before it happens to
your child, grandchild or neighbor’s
child. My son is gone. I can’t change
that. But I will not rest until his killer
is brought to justice and stop him
before he destroys another life, an-
other family with your help and the
Lord’s help.

Curtains for this theater

Kentucky’'s House added some more wind to Ma-

jority Leader Greg Stumbo’s campaign of bluster against
Education Commissioner Tom Boysen. It passed his
House Bill 97 by a vote of 60 to 35. But now that
everybody’s had their fun, the Senate should follow
through on its intention to let the air out of this bad bill.

Even if the Senate were to pass it, HB 97 wouldn’t

really do much anyway. It pretends to give the Senate
power in appointing a state education commissioner,
but there are obvious ways to circumvent the legisla-

tion. Even Rep. Stumbo admits that.

So passing HB 97 was, as House Majority Whip
Kenny Rapier said afterward, just “theater.” It was also
a petty and petulant way for those with complaints
about education reform to send a message.

“I am not happy with Tom Boysen, and I hope that
rings out loud and clear,” said Rep. Pete Worthington
in a speech to the House.

Of course, as Rep. Emesto Scorsone pointed out,

messages are better sent by phone or mail, or even by
singing telegram or Goodyear blimp. Cluttering the
statutes with meaningless legislation aimed at one
individual serves no one.

Plus, even as a message, HB 97 is off. It would
require the education commissioner to be politically
accountable to the legislature, despite the fact that one
of KERA’s most important accomplishments was to
protect education from just this kind of political pres-
sure.

Rep. Stumbo supported that idea four years ago,
when KERA was passed. Since then, however, the
schools in his district have been judged inadequate and
have been taken over by the state. That did not make
Rep. Stumbo a happy man. Certainly that wouldn’t
have happened in the good old days of political influ-
ence.

But, of course, it was the good old days of political
influence that KERA set out to end. Rep. Stumbo’s
mischief probably won’t result in any real damage to
KERA. But it certainly hasn’t helped.

Good people, good law
Local ethics codes need financial disclosure
When you repeat a cliche often enough, some
people are going to believe it’s true. Maybe that’s why

politicians always argue that “good people” won’t seek
or accept positions of public trust if they are asked to
abide by a few simple standards of ethics.

We heard this last year when the debate concerned
legislative ethics reform. We're hearing it again now
that the issue of the moment is local government ethics.

ArecentHerald-Leader survey of 111 county judge-
executives found that 59 percent of them were opposed
to requiring financial disclosure by local officials. One
of their main arguments was that financial disclosure
would keep “good people” from running for local
offices or accepting positions on such panels as plan-

ning COMMissions.

“good people’ has any real meaning, it must refer to the
kind who will serve the public interest instead of their
own personal welfare. And such individuals have noth-
ing to fear from financial disclosure requirements—or
from any other reasonable ethics rules.

The kind of financial disclosure we’re talking about
doesn’t require that public officials tell the world their
annual income or their net worth down to the last
penny. It asks the officials to identify sources of in-

People who have nothing to hide aren’t going to be
scared away by this kind of financial disclosure. Even
good folks who don’t want their neighbors to know
how much they’re worth can recognize that the mini-
mal loss of privacy caused by such reporting require-
ments is a small price to pay for honest government.

That’s what this issue is all about—honest govern-
ment. The only people who have to worry about
financial disclosure, or other ethics rules, are those
who want to use a position of public trust to enhance
their own private business interests. It becomes more
difficult for these folks to indulge in their skullduggery

when the public knows what their business interests
This argument is, well, hogwash. If the phrase are.

come above a certain level, say, $5,000. It asks the

officials to identify businesses in which they have more
than, say, a 5 percent ownership interest. It asks for a
list of the officials’ property holdings worth more than,

say, $10,000.

Kentuckians need to remember this as local govern-
ments across the state prepare to write their own ethics
codes. Since the General Assembly didn’t set any
minimum standards for those codes, it's up to the
voters in each community to ensure their governments
adopt adequate rules. One of those rules should be a
reasonable financial disclosure requirement. It’s some-
thing the good people of Kentucky should demand.

ment services (vision and hearing),
developmental intervention services,
assertive technology devices and ser-
vices, program evaluation and moni-
toring and service coordination.

A yes vote for House Bill 408 will
decrease the need for costly special
education and social service pro-
grams. The most ready to learn chil-
dren are when they enter school, the
more likely it is that students will
graduate from school ready to be-
come contributing members of soci-
ety. I urge all Kentuckians to call 1-
800-372-7181, to request commit-
ment for House Bill 408. The chil-
dren are waiting, the time is now!

No amount of persuasion on
my part could have gotten them to
drill somewhere else on my land. I
knew they owned the minerals, but I
didn’t know that they could do any-
thing they wanted with the surface
land.

My wife and I worked hard for 15
years to build a new home and the oil
company took our dreams away from
us. I thought there would be laws to
protect me as a surface land owner.

I found out the hard way that
Kentucky’s laws do not prevent in-
considerate and irresponsible oil and
gas companies from ruining people’s
property. Fortunately, a bill is not in
the Kentucky legislature which will
give surface owners more say in oil
and gas drilling operations on their
land. HB 523, sponsored by Rep.
Clayton Little, is coming too late for
me, butitmighthelp you. If youdon’t
own the minerals under your land, or
if you just want to help preserve
Kentucky’s environment, you should
call your state legislators today. Tell
them to get behind HB 523 and push
as hard as they can.

For more information about HB

Court asked not to review
broad-form deed case

Attorney General Chris Gorman and the attor-
ney for an Eastern Kentucky widow asked the
U.S. Supreme Court Wednesday not to review a
case that challenges the state’s interpretation of
broad-form deeds. '

The Kentucky Coal Association, joining a
group of mineral owners, wants the nation’s high-
est court to review a Kentucky Supreme Court
decision from July that upheld the 1988 Broad-
Form Deed Amendment to the state Constitution.

The amendment reversed decades of lower-
courtdecisions allowing the mineral-rights owner
touse whatever means necessary to getat the coal.
Industry officials say allowing surface-land own-
ers to prohibit strip mining where others own the
mineral rights is an illegal “taking” of private
property.

The caserevolves around a 1982 lawsuitagainst
Gamett Ward, of Boones Camp in Johnson
County, to stop her from interfering with pro-
posed strip mining on her property.

Gorman and John Rosenberg, director of the
Appalachian Research and Defense Fund in Pres-
tonsburg, argued in a response mailed Wednes-
day that no property was taken from mineral
owner William Harding and other heirs. That is
because the original 1910 deed was executed
before strip mining was contemplated. =

“If strip mining is the only practicable way to
recover the minerals on the property, then obvi-
ously the mineral rights were essentially worth-
less when originally purchased,” he wrote. “Peti-
tioners have lost nothing.”

Rosenberg also noted that the lawsuit does not
actually challenge the constitutionality of the
amendment, “which is and continues to be the law
of Kentucky now governing the interpretation of
mineral severance deeds such as the one in this
case.”

The coal group argued that the ruling was a
“taking” because it represented “a sudden change
in the law.” Rosenberg said that argument was
flawed.

Because of constant legal challenges, “the
right to surface mine under a broad-form deed in
Kentucky was not, and never has been, a settled
legal issue,” he said.

“Petitioners have the same opportunity tomine
coal by deep mining methods, as originally con-
templated, and clearly the alleged ‘right’ to strip
mine ‘was not part of their title to begin with,”” he
wrote.

Rosenberg said the high court has never recog-
nized the concept of “judicial taking” and should
not hear this case. He said the mineral owners
should sue the commonwealth if they want relief.

“There us no prohibition against a state taking
private property,” he said. “The federal constitu-
tional remedy is not an injunction against the law
taking effect, but a lawsuit to obtain just compen-
sation for any taking.”

The U.S. Supreme Court will probably decide
in March whether to hear the case, Rosenberg
said. — Lexington Herald-Leader

Nova special traces human ancestry

“In Search of Human Origins,” a
new three-part documentary pre-
sented by Nova, explores the tangled
tale of how we became Homo sapi-
ens. The evolutionary epic begins on
KET at 8 p.m. Monday, February 28.

Reaching back more than three
million years to a human ancestor
nicknamed “Lucy,” who resembled
anape yet walked upright, “In Search
of Human Origins” looks at how and
why we developed the traits that mark
us as a species. These include an
upright gait, large brains, tools, fire,
language, and culture.

Hosted by Donald C. Johanson,
the noted anthropoligist who discov-
ered Lucy, the program begins with
the story of this ancestor who died
about 3.2 million years ago. In 1974
she came to light as a fossil, and her
bones have revolutionized the way
scientists think about our earliest an-
cestors. Johanson takes viewers to
the site where he discovered Lucy
along with evidence of the extinct
world in which she lived and died.

In part two, airing at 8:00 p.m.
Tuesday, March 1, the program looks
at our scrawny ancestors of two mil-
lion years ago, who were unlikely to
have lived by hunting. More plausi-
bly, they were scavengers, surviving
off thekills of big predators. Johanson
and a colleague demonstrate how it
may have been done by finding, steal-
ing, or otherwise scavenging left-
overs in the wild. Cleverness counts
for a lot in this lifestyle, which may
help explain the origins of human
intelligence.

The success of our meat-eating
ancestors created a problem, as we
discover in part three, airing at8 p.m.
Wednesday, March 2. As they even-
tually moved from scavenging to
hunting, they began to outgrow the
resources of the African continent.
When did they begin to migrate out
of Africa? At what point did they
become anatomically like us? And
most importantly, when did they be-
gin to act like us? Johanson looks at
what it is that makes us human and
shows thatoutward appearances may
be deceptive.

Teapot Dome scandal by trumpeting
the virtues ofhis fine Airedale, Laddie
Boy, who even gave “interviews” to
reporters. Harding died mysteriously
in San Francisco and went disgraced
into history as the worst president of
all time. Laddie Boy is remembered
as the finest member of the Harding
administration.

Herbert Hoover was so cold and
humorless that his advisers sent thou-
sands of copies of a friendly shot of
Hoover with his great German shep-
herd, King Tut, to voters. It worked,
and the “dog-lover” was elected. Alas,
King Tut died, a frail, shrunken ver-
sion of himself, from overwork after
he tried to guard every White House
checkpoint.

Richard Nixon named his Irish
setter King Timahoe—Timahoe for
an ancestral Irish village, and King

Then: While printing
was first developed in
China during the eighth
century A.D., German
entrepreneur Johann
Gutenberg invented the
first popular printing press
around 1450. Made from
an old wine press, the block
printer took five years to
print 200 copies of the
famous Gutenberg Bible.

In 1814, Friedrich
Koenig of Germany invent-
ed the first steam-powered
printing press, an initial
step toward automating
the printing process. In
1846, American Richard
Hoe invented the rotary
press, which greatly
decreased the time it took
to produce printed copies.
Another big leap forward
in the world of printing
came in 1977, when the
first laser printer was
introduced by Xerox. The
price tag: $350,000!

In 1984, Hewlett-
Packard introduced the
first desktop laser and the
first desktop inkjet print-
er, making top quality
printers affordable enough
for individual users.

Now: Today, this
nation churns out about
600 million pages of com-
puter printouts, 76 mil-
lion letters and 24 million
