Floyd County Attorney Jim 
Hammond took an unusual step Tues­
day, filing suit against a county com­
mission with neither the approval nor 
the participation of the governmental 
body responsible for the oversight of 
the commission. 

Hammond's suit catches Stumbo by surprise Hammond's suit accuses the solid 
waste commission and members Bob 
McAninch, John Allen, Ned Bush, 
Ed Caudill and Otis Collins, indi­
vidually, of failing to adhere to the 
commission's bylaws by failing to 
submit monthly financial reports to 
the fiscal court over a period of three 
years, during which time the com­
mission became financially insolvent 
and was forced to rely on assistance 
from the courL 

Hammond, who would ordinarily 
be called upon todefendcounty agen­
cies in such actions, took the plaintiff's 
role Tuesday in a suit which seeks to 
oust members of the county's solid 
waste commission and to void a rate

A Floyd County woman died Fri­
day afternoon when the small pickup 
in which she was a passenger was 
pinned to ahiUside along Route 80 by 
a tractor trailer. Two other women in 
the pickup were injured. 

Eamestine W oodo;, 58, of Prestons­
burg was pronounced dead at the 
scene by Floyd County Deputy Coro­
ner Glerm Fra:dcr. The driver of the 
pickup, Debm Woods, 36, of Martin 
and another passenger, Misty A. 
Lowe, 2&, of Prestonsburg 'w'l ere u. 
jured in the accident which happened 
about one mile west of Kinzer Drill­
ing. 

The accident occurred when 
Woods, who was traveling west on 
Route 80 in the pao;sing lane, at-

Hammond indicated in his com­
plaint that the suit was filed "on be­
half of the taxpayers of Aoyd County 
and the Commonwealth of Ken­
tucky." 

The county attorney's effort to 
block the rate hike, which doubled 
garbage collection fees to individual 
households, drew a momentary vic-

tory Tuesday evening when Circuit 
Judge John David Caudill reluctantly 
issue{! a temporary restraining order 
stalling implementation of the in­
crease. 

Tuesday's hearing was apparently 
conducted as an "emergency" and 
without representation or argument 
from the defendant solid waste com­
mission. A full hearing is slated for 
Friday, January 21 at noon.

The jaws of life were used to re­
move the three from the pickup. Both 
Woods and Lowe suffered extensive 
injuries. Woods was transported to 
Our Lady of the Way llospital in 
Martin. Lowe was transported to the 
University of Kentucky Medical Cen· 
ter where she was listed in fair condi­
tion Monday. 

Cassidy, who was wearing a 
seatbelt, was not injured in the acci­
dent. 

Police reports indicate no one in 
the Woods' vehicle was wearing a 
seatbclt. 

The accident is being investigated 
by the Kentucky State Police. 

Murder is

A 32-year-old Wayland man has 
been charged with murder after al­
legedly shooting Robert Dean Jacobs 
early Sunday morning at Shop Fork 
near Wayland.

Jacobs, 22, was shot one time in 
the head/neck area with an unknown 
caliber weapon, state police said. 
Jacobs wa-; taken to Our Lady of the 
Way Hospital in Martin and later 
tmnsf erred to U.K. Medical Center in 
Lexington. He was pronounced dead 
at 3 p.m. Sunday. 

According to police, Banks fled 
on foot from thesccneofthcshooting 
and later sought treatment at the 
McDowell hospital.

Prestonsburg's city council put the 
finishing touches Monday to an agree­
ment that will resolve a two-year-old 
federal lawsuit and will give $20,000 
apiece to nine city firefighters who 
brought the suit. 

The agreement, reached Friday in a 
special meeting of council, provides 
$180,000 to be shared by the nine 
litigants, who contended in their suit 
that they had been denied salary in­
creases and pay for "on-call" status. 
The case was slated for trial Monday 
in U.S. District Court in Pikeville, but 
council's action Friday resolved the 
matter. 

Council also agreed as part of the 
settlement to revise the city's over­
time policy to provide pay for emer­
gency personnel who are required to 
respond to either a "first alert" or 
"second alert" call. The policy de-

fines a first alert as a call that requires 
more personnel than those on active 
duty but not all available personnel. 
A second alert call designates a "ma­
jor emergency" for which all person­
nel must respond. 

Council's effort Monday to final­
ize the agreement ran into a snag 
when members attempted to adopt 

the minutes of the January 7 special 
meeting, which included the proposed 
revisions to the overtime policy. 

City Auomey Larry Brown advised 
council that the policy revisions must 
be made as an amendment to the 
city's personnel ordinances, which

Waste woes 
mount as Pike 
rejects pact

Floyd County's garbage troubles 
continue to pile up with Monday's 
decision by the Pike County Fiscal 
Court to reject Floyd County's pro­
posal to pay a past due account for 
dumping trash. 

Pike County officials say Aoyd 
County owes $216,826.03 in pac;t due 
dumping fees and Pike County mag­
istrates voted Monday to tack on a 
four percent interest penalty. 

Aoyd officials proposed to pay 
their bills current 1f allowed to con­
tinue to dump at the Pike County 
landfill and pay an additional S 10,000 
each month and increase that amount 
each month, as capable, until the old 
debt is retired. Royd County also 
proposed paying a minimum of 
$75,000 on the old debt by June 30. 
1994 and to retire the debt by Decem­
ber 31, 1994. 

In a 6-0 vote, Pike County magis­
trates rejected that offer Monday and, 
instead, proposed that the Floyd 
County solid waste col}lffiission be 
allowed to begin dumping at their 
landfill if the $214,826.03, plus four 
percent interest, be paid in five equal 
installments by June 20 1994, and if 
Floyd County officials pay each 
month's tipping fee, $22.50 per ton, 
within 20 days of the close of each 
month. 

Floyd County Judge-Executive 
John M. Stumbo said Monday that he 
disputes the amount of money Pike 
County officials claim is owed. 

"We've done our part of the con­
tract and they can say they don't have 
no written contract, but their garbage 
man was a witness to it and Bob 
(McAninch) and also David (Cooley) 
was a witness to it," Stumbo said. 
"Our contention is we filled our part 
of the contract and there's no way 
they can break it." 

Stumbo said the agreement was 
that Pike County would accept Hoyd 

County's solid waste for $7 per ton, 
not $22.50. He added that he has 
discussed the issue with some attor­
neys in Frankfort. 

Pike County officials say, how­
ever, that there is no written contract 
and that Floyd County has not previ­
ously objected to paying $22.50 a 
ton.

"I had no idea that when my name 
was submiued as an employee of the 
Aoyd County Fiscal Court that it 
would he a conflict with me being a 
board member," Owens said in the 
ad. ··According to the law. you can be 
a state employee and a board mem­
ber, but you cannot be a coumy em­
ployee and a board member. I was 
unaware of this.''

Parents continue to 
push for compliance

Parents of special needs children 
in the Floyd County School System 
continued their pleas to the school 
board at Monday's meeting for a 
learning center for emotionally dis­
turbed students. 

Long-time parent advocate 
Harmon Lcecy told board members 
that he has been receiving complaints 
from parents of students with a be­
havior disorder (BD) students be­
cause of the lack of educational op­
portunities and facilities. 

"We feel the board and the admin­
istration arc dragging their feet to put 
BD units in the county," Leedy said. 
"When you have a classroom with 
25-30 children and you have one BD 
child, it can destroy that classroom. 
Everybody loses." 

Leedy was referring to the board's 
decision last month to approve the 
concept, but not implement, a pro-

gram offered by Mountain Compre­
hensive Care Center (MCCC) to es­
tablish a BD unit at Maytown El­
ementary. 

U ndcr the proposal, MCCC would 
provide an administrator, therapists, 
materials and psychiatrist for the 
learning center so that BD students 
could receive the proper counseling 
and therapy and children could work 
toward returning to a normal class­
room setting. 

Last month board members agreed 
to the concept of the program, but 
because of a d1sputc on the location 
of the center ,the board did not vote to 
enter into an agreement with MCCC. 

Jennifer Walters, the mother of a 
BD child, told board members Mon­
day thatthcBDchildrcn in the county 
needed the center. 

"Titc board voted for U1e concept, 
but when will it happen?" Walters 
asked. "Tht>-re are children in this

According to state law and the 
Kentucky Constitution, once an 
elected official accepts a position that 
is incompatible with their office, they 
"shall operate to vacate the first." 

In her leuer of resignation, sub­
mitted to superintendent Steve Towler 
Monday morning, Owens does not 
mention the conflict and says her 
resignation was effective at midnight 
January 2, the day before she was 
hired as crew leader. 

"lbe board has put in countless 
hours, faced many challenges and

tion. "For the first time in several 
years, I feel that the Floyd County 
School System is finally heading in 
the right direction. I would hope that 
it will continue to do so." 

Owens was elected to a four-year 
tenn on the board in November 1992. 

Also in today's advertisement in 
the Times, Owens noted that flve 
federal lawsuits had been ftled against 
the board during her first year, ap­
proximately $15 million in damages. 
She added that her board duties pre­
vented her from spending time with 
her two sons.

county who arc not being served. 
Some have been placed on 
homebound and some are suspended. 
They arc suspended frequently. 

"1l1is is not a luxury; it's ncccs­
~ry," \~'alter said. "It's not only the 
nghtthmg to do, it's the law." 

Tallina Rayburn, also the parent 
of a BD student, said her child has 
frequently been suspended from 
school because of his disorder and 
that truancy charges have been 
brought against her. 

"My son has been suspended Md 
that's not good for a kid," Rayburn 
told the board. "I had to go get him 
from school because he made a bark­
ing noise. Then, I get a letter from the 
principal that said that I need to get 
control of my child. That insults me. 
My child has a disorder." 

Rayburn, who has addressed the 
board about special education issues 
for the past several years, said that a 
due process hearing with state offi­
cials has been scheduled later this 
month because her son has not re­
ceived an appropriate educatiof'l. 

"It could cost the board $50,000 to 
$60,000,"Raybumsaid. "It'sasharne 
I've had to go this far." 

The parents warned the board that 
other due process hearings could be 
forthcoming by parents of other spe­
cial needs children because they are 
not being properly educated. 

Board chairman Eddie Patton 
commented that he thought the school 
system was addressing the needs of 
special education children. 

Superintendent Steve Towler told 
the board that the lack of funds and 
space prevented the board from start­
ing up programs in the county. 

Gary Frazier, deputy superinten­
dent for instruction, told the board 
that the BD unit was desperately 
needed and the school system was in 
violation of state and federal law. 

"It's the right thing to do and it's 
the law," Frazier said. "There are 
children that haven't been diagnosed, 
but I'd say there is at least one (BD 
student) in every school. What these 
people are saying is 100 percent cor-

reeL We have a group of kids that we 
arc not serving." 

Patton thanked the parents for 
coming to the meeting and "pointing 
out our problems." The board asked 
that a proposal outlining the cost of a 
BD center be presented at the Janu­
ary 17 meeting. 

In other action Monday, board 
members Dolores Smith, Brent Clark 
and Ray Brackett talked behind closed 
doors about the evaluation of super­
intendent Towler. 

Chairman Patton had to leave 
Monday's meeting after he was in­
formed his son had been taken to the 
hospital. 

When the three board members 
returned to open session, action chair­
man Brackett made a statement con­
cerning Towler's evaluation. 

"One of the items discussed, and 
we will not have any other comment, 
is that we are in the process of look­
ing at the procedures for evaluating 
the performance of the superinten­
dent," Brackett said. 

No other comment was made con­
cerning Towler's evaluation. 

Also Monday, Floyd County Edu­
cation Association president Pauy 
Murphy asked the board to fund five 
additional staff development days for 
teachers for planning. 

Murphy complained that teachers 
currently do not have the time to sit 
down as a faculty and plan how they 
want to teach their school's curricu­
lum for the coming year. She added 
that some teachers do not have avail­
able to them copies of the state 
adopted curriculum framework for 
schools. 

"Some teachers haven't seen (the 
curriculum framework)," Murphy 
told the board. "Teachers need to 
know how to make it part of their 
everyday process." 

Superintendent Steve Towler said 
that two copies of the curriculum 
framework is available at each school.

Stumbo said Monday that he does 
not yet know bow the county will 
address Pike County's proposal. 

In December, the Floyd County 
solid waste commission voted to 
double customer rates for garbage, in 
part, to pay the debt to Pike County. 

Solid waste director Bob 
McAninch estimates that it will cost 
$158,000 per month to operate the 
county's solid waste deparunent. 

Stumbo said Monday that before 
the rate increase, the solid waste de­
partment took in approximately 
$78,000 in revenue each month. 
Stumbo also hinted that the cost for 
solid waste disposal will be even 
greater in 1995, because stricter state 
regulations go into effect concerning 
solid waste .. 

"It don't make any difference 
who's judge or who's heading solid 
waste, on July 1, 1995; it's going up 
and who knows how much," Stumbo 
said. "The Senate and House(ofRep­
resentatives)are the one's who passed 
it. It's a tenible thing." 

Stumbo estimates that it could cost 
as much as $40 per ton in 1995 for 
counties to dump trash in state ap­
proved landfills.

Stumbo urges colleagues 
to shake off malaise, 
'rededicate' themselves 

Greg Stumbo "fell in love" wirn the legislature 
30 years ago when, as a teenager, he was elected 
speaker of the House for the statewide Kentucky 
Youth Assembly. 

But when Stumbo headed for Frankfort Tues­
day - in the aftennath of an FBI investigation 
and in the face of unremitting budget problems­
it was the ftrst time the House majority leader 
co.uld "really remember not wanting to come," he 
satd Monday. 

As it tumed out, Stumbo's retum was inter­
rupted by the death of his father, Floyd Circuit 
Judge Harold Stumbo. 

Monday he used his experiences to urge House 
members to shake off rne malaise that has charac­
terized the early days of the session. 

He said he realized Monday - as he set out 
again for Frankfort with thesamedread-thathis 
farner "would have insisted that I come back up 
here ... 

"That's what I promised the people that I 
would do when I asked them to elect me." 

He went on, "I ask you to rnink back as to why 
you came here to begin with ... You, like me, had 
someone who was special, someone who inspired 
yo~ to public service, someone who made you 
believe that there was something to be accom­
plished ... " 

He then urged the House members to call upon 
"those people's memories to re-energize our­
selves and rededicate ourselves to taking on the 
task before us. And if we do rnat, then surely we'll 
overcome what obstacles lay ahead ... 

"I hope that we can do it in a bipartisan manner. 
Now more than ever I think we need to put aside 
petty political differences." 

The members of the House leapt to their feet to 
give Stumbo a standing ovation. 
. Stumbo said later rnat he was seeking to set a 

dtfferent tone, but rnat lawmakers' spirits already 
were showing signs of improvement. "I rnink 
rnere's already a mood swing. Members are feel­
ing better about being here ... 

"It's going to be a hard session regardless of 
how we feel. (But) wherncr we do the job and do 
it properly obviously depends a great part on

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Kentucky Power Company 
winter storm outage roundup 

A major winter storm consisting 
of up to nine inches of heavy wet 
snow, gusty winds and freezing rain 
bit Eastern Kentucky early Tuesday 
morning, January 4, and resulted in 
numerous power outages throughout 
Kentucky Power Company's 20-
county service area. 

Initially, approximately 20,000of 
the company's 159,000 customers 
were without electrical service. The 
largest number of customers who 
experienced outages were in the 
Pikeville area in Floyd, Johnson, 
Martin and Pike counties. Wednes­
day the number of customers without 
electric service was cut to approxi­
mately 7,600, by Thursday it was 
reduced to nearly 1,500, and Friday 
morning only 500 storm related out­
ages remained. They were all in the 
Pikeville area. 

Up to 79 crews worked around the 
clock to repair damaged power lines. 
Contract electrical crews, tree trim­
ming crews and crews from Ken­
tucky Power's sister company-Ohio 
Power-were called in to aid in the 
effort. 

"A proactive tree-trimming pro­
gram significantly reduced the 

amount of damage sustained during 
the storm," said Steve Early, trans­
mission and distribution director for 
the company. 

Even so, Early explained that most 
of the outages resulted from trees 
contacting power lines. This occurred 
initially as the weight of the snow 
pushed tree limbs, of mainly pine 
trees, down into lines. When the tem­
perature began to rise, tree limbs be­
low power lines often sprang up when 
snow fell from them, again contact­
ing power lines. A significant amount 
of damage resulted from vehicles los­
ing control on slippery roads and 
striking power poles. 

Company officials wish to express 
their appreciation to customers who 
were inconvenienced as result of this 
storm. "We also want to thank all 
customers and others who have as­
sisted and encouraged our crews dur­
ing this very difficult time," said Dick 
Boyle, company president

As I have been your board member of District 5 for the past year, I have really enjoyed serving THE PEOPLE 
and THE KIDS of district 5 and Floyd County. I had no idea that when my name was submitted as an employee 
of the Floyd County Fiscal Court that it would be a CONFLICT with my being a board member. According to 
the lAW-you CAN be a state employee and a board member, BUT you CANNOT be a county employee and 
be a board member. I was UNAWARE of this. After contacting the Legal Department of the Kentucky 
Department of Education and a lawyer that is a personal friend of mine, I was informed that I COULD be a board 
member OR a county employee, BUT I COULDN'T do BOTH at the same time. 

I've made a lot of TOUGH decisions as Board Member and I DID face the problems-such as-having to expel kids for bringing 
guns to school; central office reorganization; bus driver's union; not granting unnecessary raises; installing time clock at central office; 
trying to help straighten up the problems of school sites and construction problems that I inherited; maintenance problems; implementing 
"short term" and ''long term" improvement plans; revising board policies and procedures; along with dealing with the daily problems 
and duties of a board member. 

On the bright side-the Board and myself were able to do a lot of "GOOD" things for the KIDS of Floyd County and District 5-
such as-more money allocated in the Instructional Program; $10,000 for "SAFETY" equipment for the football programs at EVERY 
High School in Floyd County; $30,000 put in the budget to restore the swimming pool at Allen Central; over $100,000 in the budget for 
the Allen Central Track project that will benefit ALL the KIDS of Floyd County; the Adams Middle School Addition of new science 
labs; faced problems and got South Floyd High School opened with a new gym in the process; more aides for our teachers; worked to 
improve "Special Ed" conditions; New Maytown/Martin School in progress; and the Board was also able to LOWER the tax rates this 
year instead of increasing them. 

As a board member, I took Floyd County School problems VERY SERIOUSLY. I can HONESTLY say that I visited and toured 
EVERY school in this county-NOT .JUST MY DISTRICT-but the whole county, so that I would know what the whole problem 
was that the Floyd County Board of Education faced. 

As board member, you oversee a 39 million dollar budget a year. The pay for being a board member is $40 a meeting, not to exceed 
$1,000 a year. The most you can make as Board Member is $1,000 a year. In the past year, I have had 5 FEDERAL LAWSUITS filed 
against me as a board member, totaling somewhere around 15 million dollars. This doesn'tinclude the smaller lawsuits. With all the time 
it takes to attend all the meetings and address the problems of the school system, it doesn't leave me too much time for my 2 sons that 
are active in sports and other extracurricular activities within their own school. 

For once in a long time, Floyd County has an all new board. I feel like Floyd County still faces a lot of problems, but I feel like it 
is on the right track for recovery.

Aquarelle: 

Puddles of 
colour are 
transformed

To begin the fine art of aquarelle takes 
only a dive into it; to be guided by an 
instructor assures there is no swimming 
about in it alone and that new knowledge is 
acquired. 

The word Aquarelle, taken into the 
English language without change straight 
from French, refers to the fine art of painting 
forms using transparent washes of intense 
water colour either from tubes or pressed 
cakes of pigment. The washes arc taken from 
what resembles puddles of water colours 
mixed on a large tray. This unique manner of 
painting is named Aquarella in Italian, and 
one who pursues the medium (with expertise) 
is called an aquarelist. 

Pushing colour washes {pigment extended 
with water to yield l1ghts, darks, cools, 
warms in an extensive range) on to a flat, 
stretched water colour paper requires a great 
deal of challenge. Not only must the 
aquarelist consider washes that dry lighter 
than his eye chooses in the wet, but he must 
consider a choice of less than 100 percent 
content rag paper. 

The paper's pebbly surface corresponds 
with the weight of iL'> hot or cold pressed 
fibers {hot being somewhat smooth, still 
pebbly, and the cold being extremely rough) 
is marked from 90 pounds to 500 pounds in 
weighL Of course, a sheet marked 90 pounds 
merely denotes that it is taken from a quire 
which weights a tolal of 90 pounds. 

The weight of the paper plus the rag

content allows the aquarelist, in case of dire 
need, to be able to scrub, wipe, scratch out a 
mistake or a hue that is undesired. Getting 
colours and forms right (or just about nght) 
guards against sacrificing an expensive sheet of 
paper to a vigorous confrontation with colour.

An aquarelist's concerns lie in the wide range 
of colour from the highest key of lights to the 
lowest key of darks with their cool and warm 
counterparts. The challenge lies with the choice 
from it and the care which must be taken to get 
the form right (or just about right). 

surface to which <;;Oiour is applied. That surface, 
pebbly in texture, IS made up of tiny well-like 
indcnlations that fill with colour washes. 

Upon close observation, it can be seen that 
the flat surface surrounding the myriad tiny 
wells, takes on less colour wash. Where the 
water colour "wells" up in the tiny pits, a colour 
of the same intensity appears darker or deeper 
than its surroundings. The result of this, all other 
good habits of painting holding firmly. is a 
sparkling quality in the painting that catches the 
eye and lends a freshness to the composition that 
makes it differ from all other mediums. 

Alternatively, if the surface of the paper 
were black, light striking colours on the surface 
would simply be absorbed, yielding the 
opposite of what aquarclle is all about. White 
pigment is opaque and for that reason, as well 
as the reason colour is lightened w1th water, ll 
is not used. 

Another point to consider with care remains 
not only in the Jdnd of pigment used in the 
watercolour, but also in the use of the water to 
extend them. Certain chemicals in water can 
render colour dull and dark over time or upon 
drying. 

In either case, there are two avenues of 
workmg open to the aquarelist: building up form 
using successively deeper washes of colour over 
time or working directly into a wetted area 
pushing in and about the necessary colours 
needed to build up the form at once. Sometimes 
the two ways of working are combined in a 
single compositton. 

Whichever it is, there is one hard rule the true 
aquarchst follows: no addition of white pigment 
is ever used. The reason lies not only in the 
definition of aquarellc, but more so on the paper 

This difference 1s dependent wholly on the 
white surface of the paper the painting is on and 
the light source that strikes it. Light bounces off 
with degrees of bnlliance and luminosity 
according to the kind and amount of colour the 
pebbled and nat areas contain . 

Muddy water (from too many colours 
washing out of the brush and mixing in it) can 
destroy a composition's integrity by robbing it 
of its stability to remain clear; clarity is needed 
to allow hghtto bounce off the painted surface. 

Painting m the aquarclle manner is a logical 
undertaking and can be learned by everyone. 
Notes about colour, the technique of applying it 
can be gotten from books or instrucuon. 

True Love 

What is also Important IS that it 1s an 
intuitive undertaking, too. In this way, the 
individual seeking aquarelle's challenges can 
usc tcch01que and colour in a personal way to 
show it.No matter which is pursued and to what 
extent, both are rewarded m a measure depen­
dent upon time, effort and practice put to them. 

Choosing which forms and how to compare 
them starts w 1th the Simplest: an egg, a cup, a 
flower, tree, sky, water, boat, mountains, 
animals, people, moving to things with a great 
deal more cornplexity.What next?

Recent news reports about cancer 
screenings may have you wondering 
what types of cancer tests your health 
check-up for 1994 should include. 
"Ibrec of the most common types of 
cancer to strike Americans arc breast 
cancer, prostate cancer, and colon 
cancer. However, the American In­
stitute for Cancer Research reminds 
us that all three cancers can be cur­
able if detected early through cancer 
screening. 

The standards for breast cancer 
screening through mammograms 
were recently rcv1cwed by both con­
sumer groups and health profession­
als at a meeting held by the National 
Cancer Institute. Debate focused on 
whether women ages 40 to 49 should 
get mammograms every year instead 
of every two years, as guidelines cur­
rently recommend. While some phy­
sicians believe more frequent screen­
ing will improve breast cancer detec­
tion, others feel that mammograms 
for women under 50 may either fail to 
detect tumors because of denser hrcast 
tissue in premcuopausal women, or 
may mistake noncancerous fibrous 
masses fora tumor. causing unneces­
sary biopsies and anxiety for patients. 

Although the current federal 
guidelines for breast cancer screen­
ing were judged to be adequate, 
women in their forties who have had 
a family history of breast cancer arc 
now advised to discuss 
mammography with their health-care 
providers. Otherwise, federal guide­
lines state that women 50 and older 
should have annual breast-cancer 
screenings; those age 40 to 49 should 
have rnammognuns every two years; 
women age 35 should have a ha-;c­
line mammognun for comparison 
with later screenings: and all women 
over age 20 should conduct monthly 
hreast self-exams and have physiciml 
ex:uns ac; part of routine physicals. 

Decause early detection of brcao;t 
cancer has resulted in very high 5· 
year survival rates of93 to 100 per­
cent of patient~. more women have 
hccomc encouraged to follow the 
screening guidelines. 

Screening men for prostate cancer 
has also gained more attention re­
cently, espcciallywitllthcrecent pros­
tate c~mcer deaths of several celebri­
ties. 'I be guidelines for prostate can· 
ccr testing don't change with age: all 
men over 40 arc advised by health 
authorities to get a rectal exam as 
well as a newly available test called 
the "PSA" (prostatc·spccific antigen) 
test each year. 'Ibis test is ahlc to 
detect prostate tumors while they arc 
still localized <md have not spread. 
and could dra-;tically improve the sur­
vival mte for those who arc diag-

nosed with prostate cancer. 
Both men and women over 40 

need a yearly rectal exam to detect 
colon cancer. Yearly occult blood 
tests arc advised for people age 45 
and over. Sigmoidoscopies (exami­
nations of the rectum and lower co­
Ion using a flexible tube) are advised 
every three to five years beginning at 
age 50. Over the next several years, 
researchers will be developing a blood 
test that can help detect the likeli­
hood of inherited colon cancer based 
on recent identification of a defective 
gene. 

Cancer screenings arc an impor­
tant part of preventing cancer and 
detecting it early enough to treat and 
possibly cure it. Improved rates of 
cancer screening among Americans 
are responsible in large part for the 
increase in rates of cancer survival 
beyond fi vc years, reported I y up from 
approximate! y 30 percent of patients 
in the 1960s to approximately 40 
percent today. 

HealtJ1y lifestyle habits are every 
bit as essential as screenings for can­
cer prevention. Not smoking, getting 
regular and moderate exercise, and 
eating low-fat, high-fiber diet can all 
reduce cancer risk. Researchers esti­
mate that 40 to 60 percent of all 
cancers arc linked to our diets.

"Would you help to get me out?"

His rescuer probably real­
ized, as did we, that the man needed 
to be driven home. He was definitely 
in no condition to drive. 

This bas not been a beautiful story. 
But it is a scenario that is al l to famil­
iar to our senior citizens. Alcoholism 
is notarcspecterofpersons. Itafllicts 
the young, the middle-age, senior citi­
zens, and the e lderly. Alcoholism 
causes physical, emotional, mental, 
and financial torture, not only to the 
abuser but to his or her family. 
Oftentimes innocent people are vic­
tims of alcohol abuse. 

Many of our senior cillzens are 
shackled by alcoholism. Either tlley 
consume it in excess tbemsel ves, or 
they live with a person or people who 
because of their excessive drinking, 
make life miserable for tllem. Alco­
holism is treatable. Also there is help 
available forvictims of abusive alco­
holics. 

In my opinion, alcoholism is a 
screen or cover worn by abusers to 
mask deeper psychological problems. 
We did not see the real man who 
made himself at home at our house 
last week. We only saw his mask. 

If he would have come to our door 
sober, my husband and I would have 
metanentirelydifferentperson. There 
is professional help and intervention 
programs available for this man just 
as there are for any senior citizen­
man or woman-who is an alcoholic 
or lives in an abusive alcoholic envi­
ronment. You don't have to wear the 
mask. You can rid yourself of t11e 
shackles. You can be alcohol free. If 
we can help you, call toll-free, 1-800-
556-3876.

Inspections 
to begin of 
boarding 
homes soon 

The state Department for Health 
Services will begin inspections and 
registrations of Kentucky boarding 
homes beginning this month. 

Boarding homes are defined as a 
residence in which three or more 
people not related to the residence's 
owner receive room and board for 
compensation. 

Anita Travis of the department's 
Division ofEnvirorunental Health and 
Community Safety says that local 
health departments will be conduct­
ing the boarding borne inspections. 

"The inspections will ensure that 
tlle borne is clean and safe, that food 
is hat1dled properly, that the owner 
has a complaint procedure for resi­
dents, and that required record keep­
ing is maintained," she said. 

''The purpose of these inspections 
as mandated by tlle Kentucky legisla­
ture is to provide a safe and clean 
living environment for those people 
who live in boarding homes," Travis 
said. 

Boarding home owners arc asked 
to contact Mark Yancey at (502) 564-
7181 to get copies of the inspection 
regulation and application forms for 
inspection and registration. 

"After an application has been 
approved at Ule state level, then tlle 
actual inspection will take place," 
Travis said. "If tlle home passes the 
inspection, it is registered hy the 
Department for I lealth Services and 
will undergo annual inspections. 

"We will also do follow- up in­
spections if we rccei ve complaints on 
boarding homes."

That' s the picture emerging from 
a survey ofMidwestcm fanners con­
ducted at farm shows in Nebra~;ka 
Iowa and Ohio this fall. ICI Seeds, 
the nation' s third-largest seed com 
company. questioned more than 950 
fanners about topics ranging from 
tillage practice!'> to technology uses to 
gove rnmental policy. 

The American fanner, like his ur­
ban counterpart. ha-; readily adopted 
the infonnation age. More than one­
half of those surveyed usc a com­
puter in their fanning oper.ations, ~d

phone. And the days of selling at 
current market price arc fading ·57 
percent of fanners surveyed say they 
usc commodity futures markets to 
gain the best price for t11eir grain.

Kentucky's jobless rate 
drops to a low 5.4 percent 

A ~izablc drop in Kentucky's un­
employment from October to No­
vcmb\!r led to a preliminary 5.4 per­
cent jobless rate in November, the 
lowest rate since October 1990 when 
it was 5 percent. 

Kentucky's jobless rate had fallen 
from a revised 6 percent in October to 
November's rate, according to the 
U.S. Bureau for Labor Statistics. 
November's unemployment rate was 
below November 1992's rate of 5.9 
percent. 

The U.S. rate also slipped from 
6.3 percent in October to 6.1 percent 
in November. Comparable state and 
national rates are not sca.<>onally ad­
justed. 

"November's decline in t11c job­
less rate was elllin:ly due to a de­
crease of 11 ,800 in the number of 
Kentuckians unemployed. Surpris­
ingly, employment also recorded a 
small drop (-2,600), resulting in tbe 
laborforcedecliningby 14,400,"said 
Carlos Cracraft, the state's chief la­
bor market analyst. 

"The only explanation for the un­
employmentdecreao;e is that the num­
ber of new and re-entrants in the 
labor force declined in November, 
because tbe number of people draw­
ing unemployment insurance benefits 
actually increased in November. 
'Il1ose who have not succeeded in 
finding jobs during the past few 
montJ1s must have quit looking and 
dropped out of U1c labor force." 

Although employment overall fell 
slightly in November, three job sec­
tors showed some growth. Trade had 
by far the largest employment gain 

with 2,900 new jobs, as the holiday 
shopping season got off to a good 
start. Most of this growth was in retail 
areas such as department stores 
( + 1, 700) and apparel and accessory 
shops (+700). 

The government sector gained 500 
jobs in November, because a gain of 
1,000 in local education offset losses 
'throughout the remainder of the sec­
tor. 

1be finance, insurance and real 
estate sector added 200 jobs. 

Manufacturing employment in 
November remained at the October 
level, Cracraft said. However, since 
November 1992, manufacturing em­
ployment ha'> gained 2,700 jobs with 
2.300 of those in U1e transportation 
equipment area. 

Agriculture showed a 1,200 drop 
in jobs because of the usual cutbacks 
in farm-related employment during 
the winter months. Also, fewer farm 
workers are needed after tobacco has 
been taken to market. 

Seasonal losses also contributed 
to a services sector decline of 600 
jobs. Agricultural services lost 400 
jobs as soil preparation and land­
scape services were put on hold dur­
ing the winter, Cracraft said. Other 
declines in the sector offset gains in 
business and educational services. 

"Overall, the sector has performed 
well in the past year with 6,000 addi­
tional jobs since November 1992," 
Cracraft said. "Health services 
(+2,200) and personal services 
(+1,100) have done especially well." 

Construction jobs in home and 
commercial building and highway 
work hit the usual seasonal lull, but it 

should pick up with warm weather, 
he said. 

Transportation, communications 
and utilities dropped 200 jobs.

The category that includes self­
employed people, domestic employ­
ees and people working in family 
businesses decreased by 3,600. 

TI1e Cabinet for I Iuman Resources 
monthly estimates of Kentuckians 
working showed 1,770,700 people 
with jobs in November, down 2,600 
from October's 1, 773.300, but 14,500 
more than November 1992's 
1,756,200. 

The estimate of unemployed Ken­
tuckians was 101,400 in November, 
down 11 ,800 from October's 
1 1 3,200, and 8,600 fewer Umn No­
vember 1992's 110,000. 

Kentucky's civilian labor force 
estimate for November was 
1,872,100, down 14,400 from 
October's 1,886,500, and 5.900 more 
than the November 1992 figure of 
1,866,200. The civilian labor force 
includes non-military workers and 
unemployed Kentuckians who ac­
tively arc seekmg work. It docs not 
include the unemployed who have 
not looked for a job in the past four 
weeks. 

Unemploymentstatistics arc based 
on estimates and are compiled to 
measure trends rather than to actually 
count people who are working and/or 
unemployed.
