The fourth and flfth place finish­
ers in the race for the District Five 
School Board seat in November 1992, 
are the first two applicants for the 
post. 

Rabon Delano Flannery and 
Charles Ousley have submitted ap­
plications to Education Cmnmis­
sioner Thomas Boysen to he consid­
ered to fill U1c board scat vacated 
earlier this month by Hattie Owens. 

Ousley, 33, of Blue River, fin 
ished fourth in the November 1992 
electionwith251 votcs.Heisaformcr

On Ousley's application, he lists 
that his wife is a school bus driver in 
the county. If he is chosen to sit on the 
board, she would have to give up that 
job, education department spokes­
man Jim Parks said Thursday. 

Under state law, a person cannot 
serve on the board of cd ucation if he/ 
she has a close relative employed by 
the school system. 

Flannery, 49, of Martin, finished 
fifth in the 1992 race, receiving 226 
votes. lle is employed by the state 
agriculture department 

Five candidates ran for the Dis­
trict Five board scat in 1992 with 
Owens coming out on top. She had to 
resign her seat on the board after she 
took a job in the county road depart­
ment on January 3. 

State law prohibits a school board 
member from also being a county 
employee. 

Interest in the school board seat 
has been light and as of Tuesday, no 
applications had been received in the 
commissioner's office. The deadline 
to apply forthepostis today (Friday). 
Applications must be postmarked by 
January 28 in order to be considered. 

Qualifications for school board 
member include: 

• must be at least 24-ycars-old; 
• must have been a Kentucky citi­

zens for the last three years; 
• must be a registered voter in the 

district they seck to represent; 
• may not have a relative em­

ployed in the school district except in 
limited circumstances; and 

• applicants must agree to a crimi­
nal records check.

Nearly sixty years to the day 
before Nancy Lou Johnson said 
she set fire to an abandoned trailer 
after seeing a ghost in the resi­
dence, another spirit put the small, 
Left Beaver community in the 
spotlight.

13, Bill Glaspy reported for work 
attheofficcofKoppersCoaiCom­
pany here, there met F. P. Thomp­
son, payroll clerk, and asked him 
if he believed in "Knocking Spir­
its." Thompson said that he did, 
and then Bill imparted to him the 
story of a strange noise heard at 
his home the night before, how it 
entered and where it fmally lo­
cated, and started that he believed 
that the "Knocking Spirit" was

sent there by some unknown 
power to warn his step daughter of 
something. 

The story spread over the town 
ofW ccksbury like the well-known 
wildfire and several citizens be­
came curious over the tale. That 
night about 20 persons visited the 
Glaspy home to hear the "Knock­
ing Spirit," and the next day each 
of these vouched for Gla<>py's 
story. People visited every night 

and told what they heard and that 
the spirit had talked to Dryan 
Johnson, OWA supervi:;or, 
Weeksbury, and Tom Carlton, 
Melvin, and told them strange 
things which they dare not tell . 
Finally, thccuriosityofR.R. Allen, 
postmaster, was aroused and he 
decided to visit and find out for 
himself about the "Knocking

Fannin 
won't rule 
out job 
changes

An informal meeting Wednesday 
of the Prestonsburg City Council's 
personnel and adminstration commit­
tee caused a brief stir at city hall, 
where some employees worried that 
the new administration may be pre­
paring to bring in the new and lay off 
the old.

Mayor Jerry Fannin said Thursday, 
though, that the meeting was just the 
first in a series of committee sessions 
that will be called to examine the 
city's fmancial position and to plot a 
course for making local government 
more efficient and less costly. 

While the mayor did not discount 
the possibility of some shake-up in 
personnel, he said Thursday that 
wholesale changes were unlikely. Wheelwright officials want 

city to take step up in class 
"All we're doing at this point is 

getting the committees rolling and 
talking about what directions we need 
to take," Fannin said. "We're looking 
at ways to save money and to be more 
efficient."

Counting the inmate population at 
the new Otter Creek Correctional fa­
cillty, Wheelwright city leaders are 
asking state legislators to reclassify 
their town as a fifth class city. 

In special session Thursday morn­
ing, city commissioners approved a 
resolution which asks the General 
Assembly to bring Wheelwright up 
to a fifth class status. The town is now 

classified as a sixth class city. 
Mayor Marice Sammons said 

Thursday that with the addition of the 
inmate population at the Otter Creek 
facility-expected to be 300 prison­
ers-the city will meet the popula­
tion requirement of 1,000 to move up 
the city's ranking. 

Wheelwright resident Clark 
Thornsberry told commissioners 
Thursday that he was told that the 
city could not count the prisoners as 
residents. 

Snow days keep students 
in classrooms until June

It looks as if Floyd County stu­
dents will once again be attending 
classes until the middle of June un­
less state education officials offer 
some relief. 

Due to the recent bout of severe 
winter weather and several missed 

schooldays in December, the last day 
of school for the 1993-94 year is set 
at June 17. The last day for students 
would be June 16. 

Pupil personnel director Maurice 
Allen said this week that Floyd stu­
dents have missed 13 days of classes 
because of winter weather and missed 
one day for the state football champi­
onship game. 

Classes could dismiss earlier if 
state school officials granted the 
school district calamity days, which 
would not require students to make 
up some of the days missed.

Commissioner Charles Harmon 
told Thornsberry that the issue had 
been researched and that the inmates 
could be counted as residents of 
Wheelwright. 

City clerk Mary Ann Johnson said 
that she read the resolution to an 
employee of the Legislative Research 
Commission and was told that it was 
proper. 

Without counting the inmates, 
Johnson said, the population of 
Wheelwright is 721, according to the 
1990 census. 

It is up to the General Assembly to 
determine if a city meets the criteria 
to be reclassified. 

All commissioners attended 
Thursday's meeting. The next regu­
lar meeting of commission is Mon­
day, February21 at 7 p.m.atcity hall. 

Fannin said each of the city 
council's eight committees would 
meet in the ncar future, while a spe­
cial audit is being conducted, to re­
view need$ and proposals. Commit­
Lee recommendations arc not legally 
binding unless they arc formally 
adopted by the city council. 

"We don't want to wait six months 
or however long it takes to get this 
audit completed before we start do­
ing anything," the mayor said. "We 
need to be prepared to act once we 
discover what our fmancial situation 
is. We have to get the most for every 
penny." 

On Monday, council agreed to seck 
proposals for a financial review that 
will provide an up-LO·date account­
ingofthccity's status. That audit will 
supplement a year-end review that is 
required by law.

been decided if school districts would 
be given calamity days for part oflast 
week when Governor Brereton Jones 
closed state roadways. 

Normally, Allen explained, a 
school district must canccl20 days of 
classes before they can request ca­
lamity days. 

School districts cannot hold 
classes past June 30 of a school year 
and Floyd County has nine more days 
to cancel school before that deadline 
is reached. 

There arc several options to make 
up lost days, Allen said, but before a 
decision is made on that issue, local 
officials arc waiting to sec if Ulc gov­
ernor and the state board of education 
are going to forgive any of the days 
missed. 

At the beginning of the school 
year, the last day of school was set for 
May27.

Retirement Systems 
board opposes senate bill 

1bc Board of'J'rustecsofthc Ken­
tucky Retirement Systems voted to 
oppose Senate Dill64, which would 
alter the funding method for the state 
and local government pension plans 
the board administers. The board, at 
a special meeting held Tuesday, Janu­
ary 11, unanimously agreed that the 
bill was not in the best interest of the 
170,000 members and beneficiaries 
of the systems. 

The board administers three re­
tirement systems: the Kentucky Em­
ployees Retirement System, County 
Employees Retircmem System and 
State PoliceReurement System. Un­
der current law, the board sets the 
rates employers pay into the funds by 
adopting the recommendations of an 
actuary. 

Senate Dill64, introduced by Sena­
tors Joe Meyer and John "Eck" Rose 
would take authority for detennining 
the contributions to the retirement 
systems away from the board and 
allow the General Assembly to set 
any rate that, "in its judgment", was 
adequate to fund the systems. The 
General Assembly would not he re­
quired to follow the advice of the 

actuary or the board. The board noted 
that ignoring the advice of the actu­
ary would be contrary to sound plan­
ning. 

The board is currently in a lawsuit 
over the amount the state is paying 
into its pensions. The board contends 
that the state is underfunding the pen­
sion plan for the 92-94 biennium 
based on the actuarial detennination. 
'This estimated $23 million will be 
passed on to future generations of 
taxpayers. At some point, continued 
underfunding by the General Assem­
bly could make the total future fund­
ing burden unbearable and could ul­
timately lead to the bankruptcy of the 
retirement systems. 

The board noted that over the past 
twenty years, the contribution rates it 
set for the large state and county 
retirement systems have increased 
less than 20 percent while the em­
ployers' contribution to Social Secu­
rity has increase more than 30 per­
cent.

Statutory discrimination 
against disabled 

Editor: 
Two issues, which discriminate 

against certain groups of disabled 
retirees, have been submitted to my 
state representative for consideration 
of possible statutory amcndmcnt(s) 
by thecurrentlegislative session. The 
flrst issue, outlined below, was sub­
mitted during the 1992 session, but 
no action was taken. It is believed 
that many of Kentucky's disabled 
persons migbt not be aware that they 
are being discriminated against by 
two Kentucky statutes. 

The flrst pertains to Revenue and 
Taxation, Section 170. Property ex­
empt from taxation ... of the Ken­
tucky Constitution, and the related 
KRS 132.810, Homestead exemp· 
tion-Application-Qualifl.cation. 
KRS 132.810 (2) (a) provides a dis­
ability exemption to certain groups 
of people under the Homestead 
Amendment. Specifl.cally, "Every 
person filing an application for ex­
emption under the homestead exemp-­
tion provisionmustbcsixty-flve (65) 
years of age or older ... or must have 
been classified as totally disabled 
under a program authorized or ad· 
ministered by an agency of the United 
States government or by the Railroad 
Retirement System ... " 

Secondly, KRS 150.170 (7). (8), 
provides exemptions to certain dis­
abled people under the fish and wild­
life statues; i.e., ''(7) Any disabled

Why Packwood's diaries 
have to be public 

A federal judge says Oregon Sen. Bob Packwood 
has to tum over his diaries to the Senate Et11ics Com­
mittee as part of their investigation into sexual harass­
ment charges against him. 

Oh,joy. 
Does anyone want to get that deep into Packwood' s-­

or anyone's-psyche? Or docs anyone really want to 
know the details of his alleged relationships with 
female staff members, or of other, perhaps even more 
unseemly doings? A dairy is private. And it ought to 
stay that way. 

But this case is an exception. mostly because of the 
goofy exemption members of Congress enjoy from 
civil rights laws. 

If Packwood's accusers could simply file sexual 
harassment suits against him-as they could against 

any other ordinary citizen who employed them-this 
whole matter would be settled in court. The Senate 
Ethics Committee wouldn't bave had to get involved 
until after the legal matters were settled, if at all. 

'Ibe committee certainly wouldn't be sitting in the 
current position of determining Packwood's guilt or 
innocence. And the diary would probably have never 
become an issue. 

The truth is, Congress's own refusal to make its 
members subject to the same civil rights legislation as 
the rest of us has forced Packwood's private diary into 
the public realm. 

After this embarrassing situation reaches an even 
more cmbarra-;sing conclusion, Congress ought to 
change the law and observe the legal responsibilities or 
nonnal citizens.

dent who is declared totally and per­
manently disabled by the Federal 
Social Security Administration or by 
the State Workers' Compensation 
Board may, without any sport hunt­
tog or sport fishing licenses, do any 
act authorized by the licenses." 

It is clear that the above statutes 
exclude and, thereby, discriminate 
against many disabled persons/retir­
ees; specifically, disabled retired 
teachers, as well as others. The two 
statutes are not even consistent in tlle 
groups of disabled persons afforded 
exemptions. For example, tllose dis­
abled under tlle State Workers' Com­
pensation Board are not allowed tlle 
Homestead Exemption. Yet, they are 
able to obtain licenses for fish and 
wildlife. 

According to tlle Kentucky Re­
tired Teachers Association (KRT A) 
Legal Service, December 8, 1993, 
relating to tllesc two statutes, "These 
statutes, on their face, blatantly dis­
criminate against our clients by pro­
viding favorable treatment to certain 
disabled individuals yet denying that 
same treatment to others. I could not 
fmd any rational basis or reason for 
favoring certain members of a class 
over otller members. 

"Section 59 of the Kentucky Con­
stitution, as well as the leading case 
on tllis issue, Tabler v. Wallace, Ky., 
704S.W.2d 179(1986)providespro­
tection against the adoption of spe­
cial legislation which favors one 
group over another for no rational 
reason. 

"I believe a reading of Kentucky 
Constitution section 59, as well as tlle 
case law surrounding that section in­
cluding Tabler v. Wallace, provides 
strong authority for convincing tlle 
Kentucky general assembly that a 
statutory amendment is definitely 
appropriate here." 

It is the purpose of this letter to 
infonn those who have been denied a 
homestead exemption or license for 
fish and wildlife that tllese issues 
have been submitted for presentation 
to the Kentucky General Assembly 
for consideration of statutory amend­
ments. Those disabled persons who 
have been discriminated against may 
wish to contact their state senator or 
representative in support of these pro­
posed amendments. 

I believe that a statutory 
amendment(s) is definitely appropri­
ate and needed. All disabled persons 
should be afforded the same treat­
ment under our state constitution.

*Keep tlle end cap scaled and off 
the ground to prevent moisture from 
getting in. 

*If the heat tape has a thermostat, 
check instructions to see if the ther­
mostat should be placed against the 
pipe or left hanging and uncovered. 

*Inspect heat tapes eacb year and 
replace if any signs of deterioration, 
such ac; discolored surfaces, plug char­
ring, cuts or breaks in the tape insula­
tion or bare wires, can be seen.

may be performed immediately fol­
lowing a mastectomy if the patient 
wishes. "About half of the women 
have the procedure done at the same 
time as their mastectomy; the others 
decide to have the reconstructive sur­
gery at a later date," according to Dr. 
Brown. Some women have the pro­
cedure done much !mer. "One patient 
who had a mastectomy 15 years ago 
recently bad the reconstruction pro­
cedure," said Brown. If a woman has 
a double mastectomy, she may have 
both breasts reconstructed at the same 
time provided she is a good candidate 
for the surgery. Among those who 
may not be suited for TRAM brea.;;t 
flap reconstruction arc women who 
have other health problems such as 
obesity or high blood pressure and 
those who smoke. 

Did you know that many people 
with asthma don't know they have it. 
Underdiagnosis of asthma is wide­
spread, particularly in children and 
tbe elderly. Asthma is hard to diag­
nose because it can resemble other 
respiratory problems. Although 
coughing and wheezing are symp­
toms of many respiratory diseases, 
recurrent bouLe; of this might mean 
asthma.

Asthma 
afflicts more African-American chil­
dren aged 6 to 11 than white children 
of the same age. 'lbc hospitalization 
rates due to asthma in children and 
young adults arc much higher in Af­
rican-Americans and Hispanics than 
for their white counterparts. 

Several government agencies and 
medical associations are trying to 
understand and identify the causes 
behind this sudden increase in deaths 
in inner-city children with asthma. 
Major studies arc underway to deter­
mine what specific risk factors might 
be responsible. Some of these initial 
risk factors include: indoor allergens, 
such as dust mites, furred or feath­
ered pets and cockroach droppings, 
outdoor air pollution, limited access 

to medical care and costs of some 
medications.

Although asthma cannot be cured, 
it can be controlled through proper 
treatment and medication. There arc 
five broad categories of medication 
to control asthma. 1bey are: oral or 
inhaled corticosteroids, antiallergy 
drugs, bronchodilators, theophylline 
and anticholinergic drugs. One of the 
most commonly prescribed theophyl­
lincs is Slo-bidTM GyroCaps® (Theo­
phylline Anyhdrous), manufactured 
and distributed by Rhonc-Poulenc 
Rorer.

"Health and environmental offi­
cials have become increasingly con­
cerned over the potential long-term 
health effects associated wiU1 a vari­
ety of man-made chemical contami­
nants found in drinking water. Many 
of the contaminants have been linked 
to cancer, birth defects, and other 
serious hcaltl1 problems," according 
to a 1992 report from the Umted 

• States General Accounting Office. 
Here arc four steps you can take to 

make sure your water is safe to drink. 
1. Test your water for le.ad 
In 1993, the United States Envi­

ronmental Protection Agency an­
nounced that over 800 water systems 
in the United States were contami­
natedwithhighamountsoflead. Lead 
can leach into drinking water trom 
lead pipes or solder. Children arc 
especially vulnerable to lead. Lead 
impairs brain development, and can 
cause premature or low birth weight. 

~ EPA recommends that you let tap 
water run a few nunutcs he fore using 
it for drinking water, test your water 
for lead, a.;k your doctor to check 
your child's lead blood level, and 
drink bottled water if tests show high 
amount-; of lead in your tap water. 

The National J .cad Infonnation 
Center Hotline and Clearinghouse 
recommends that people get lead 
home test kits from labs certified by 
eachstate.Forinfonnationabouthow 
to find certified labs ncar you call 1 
(800) LEAD FYI. 

2. Call your load water depart­
~ ment 

Under tl1e Safe Drinking Water 
Act, your water company or water 
department is required to monitor 
water for a variety of contaminants. 
You have the right to obUtin infonna­
tion about what contaminants arc 
found in the drinking water. For a 
pamphlet that explains your rights 
and lists the maximum contaminants 
levels allowed, call EPA's l)rinking 
Water Hotline 1 (800) 426-4791. 

Call your water supplier and a.<>k 
for the results of the latest monitor­
ing. Ask bow the resu1ts compare 

~ with the maximum contaminant lim­
its set by the federal government. 

If contaminants arc above the lim­
it-; established, the water supplier is 
supposed to notify tl1e community 
about the potential health risks. This 
notice could appear in the newspa­
per, as an announcement on radio or 
television, or in a letterfrom the local 
water department. 

However, the General Account­
ing Office reports that "public water 
system operators often do not issue 
public notice, even in ca.-;es when 
contamination may pose a serious 
potential health risk." In a study of28 

• water systems in six st.'ltcs, U1eagency 

found that "the water system~ issued 
timely notice for only 17 of 157 vio­
lations. Of the 140violations in which 
timely notice was not given, 103 vio­
lations involved serious long-tcnn 
health risks." 

Ask the water supplier about their 
monitoring of microbiological con­
L:'lminants, inorganic chemicals, pes­
ticides, radiological substances, and 
volatile organic chemicals. 

3. Support efforto; by your local 
water department to upgrade their 
system. 

Water systems frequently struggle 
to comply with the Safe Drinking 
Water Act. Your local water depart­
ment may need support to get equip­
ment and funding needed to ad· 
cquately test and protect your drink­
ing water. 

Some communities have created 
wellfield protection ordimmccs that 
regulate tl1c use. storage and trans­
portation of hazardous chemicals and 
business development in areas that 
supply dnnking water 10 a commu­
nity. For more infonnation, send a 
sci f-addrcsscd stamped business-size 
envelope marked WEI.LFIELD to 
me at the address below. 

4. If you want a home water 
treatment system, choose wisely. 

If there arc harmful contaminants 
in your water, you may want a home 
treatment system. Some water sys­
tems remove bacteria but not volatile 
organic chemicals or pesticides. Some 
require more maintenance than oth-
ers. Before buying, obtain alistofthe 
contaminants in your water.ldentify 
water treatment systems that remove 
those contaminants by asking your 
public library for books such as The 
Drinking Water Book by Colin 
Ingram.
