Child found unharmed :

Police investigating abduction at Minnie

A 21-year-old Floyd County man
is charged with abducting an eight-
year-old child Tuesday night from
the McDowell area.

Timmy Martin of McDowell is
facing felony charges of first degree
unlawful imprisonment and first de-
gree wanton endangerment for alleg-
edly driving away from the residence
of Mike Mosley at McDowell with
the child.

The child was found unharmed in

the vehicle with Martin across from
Floyd County Technical High School
at approximately 2:45 a.m. Wednes-
day morning by Martin City police-
man Jeff Powell.

Sheriff’s deputy lieutenant Ricky
Thornsberry said Thursday that Mar-
tin drove the child from the McDowell
area to Dewey Lake and headed back
up Rt. 122 before being stopped in
the Garth area.

The child was apparently in the
car with his mother’s sister and Mar-
tin when the aunt stopped at the
Mosley residence to talk with her

Federal grand jury
brings indictments
against David firm

The owner and employees of a
mine consulting business at David
have been indicted by a federal grand
jury in Lexington on charges of sub-
mitting fraudulent coal dustsamples,
concealing facts from U.S. mine offi-
cials and mail fraud.

Connie Prater McKinney, owner
of Pra-Macs Enterprises, and em-
ployees Tammy Blackburn Slone,
Kenneth Prater and Susan Reffett,
were indicted Thursday, July 7. They
face charges of conspiracy to commit
one offense of concealing material
facts from the United States Depart-
mentofLabor Mine Safety and Health
Administration (MSHA), ten offenses
of submitting false respirable coal
dust samples to MSHA, and one of-
fense of mail fraud.

The indictment charges that be-
tween October of 1989 and Novem-
ber of 1991, the defendants submit-
ted fraudulent respirable coal dust
samples to MSHA on behalf of three
Floyd County mines: Todco No. 1
Mine at Auxier; V & M Mining No.
6 Mine at Dana, and White Cloud
Mining No. 1 Mine at Emma.

The indictment also charges the
group with submitting fraudulent
samples on behalf of Pike, Johnson
and Magoffin County mines: Miller

Mining company No. 1 Mine and No.
2 Mine at Gunlock in Magoffin
County; Lucretius Coal Corporation
No. 1 Mine at Goody, Wildfire Coals
No. 2 Mine at Sidney, Dukane En-
ergy No. 1 Mine at Sidney, B C B
Coal No. 1 Mine at Meta in Pike
County; and the Lynx coal Company
No. 3 Mine at Van Lear in Johnson
County.

According to assistant U.S. attor-
ney, Davis Sledd, the prosecutor in
the case, Pra-Mac Enterprises faces a
maximum, if convicted, of five years
probationand a fine of upto $500,000
on each of the 13 charges against the
company. If convicted, Connie
McKinney and Tammy Blackburn
Slone face a maximum of five years
in prison and a fine of up to $250,000,
or both, on each of 13 charges; Ken-
neth Prater faces the same maximum
sentence on each of five charges; and
Susan Reffett faces the same maxi-
mum sentence on each of three
charges.

Prater became the first woman to
siton the board of directors of the Big
Sandy Mining Institute when she was
named 4th Vice President of the or-
ganization in 1991.

Adams, Harold schools get
funding for resource centers

Floyd County will have two more
school-linked resource centers for
families and youth this fall.

According to a press release from
the state Cabinet for Human Re-
sources, a $45,000 state grant will
fund a family resource center that
will serve both Harold and Prater
elementaries. A $39,200 state grant
will establish a Youth Service Center
for Adams Middle School.

The two sites in Floyd County are
among 75 new centers to be created
in the state for the 1994-95 school
year. Grantstotaling $4,660,800 were
finalized by the state Interagency Task
Force on Family Resource and Youth
Service Centers following the pas-
sage of the state budget. The task

force approved an additional
$25,970,800 for 380 existing cen-
ters; thus 752 schools representing
349,300 students will have access to
resource centers this fall.

School and community planning
teams develop the centers and oper-
ate them under the guidance of the

Cabinet for Human Resources. Fam-
ily resource centers primarily serve
the families of elementary school stu-
dents and preschoolers. Youth ser-

vices centers add job counseling and
placement and substance abuse as-
sistance to the other services for
middle and high school students.
Some centers combine both programs
or serve several schools.

The
child’s mother, Patricia Moore, was
in another vehicle with her sister’s
children, he added.

While the child’s aunt was having
averbal argument with her boyfriend,
Martin jumped into the driver’s seat
and drove away, Thornsberry said.
The aunt shouted at Martin to stop
and bring the child back, buthe would
not, Thornsberry said. The deputy
added that the child also asked to be
let out of the car.

The eight-year-old was taken to
McDowell Appalachian Regional

Hospital for an examination.

The two women were on their way
home when they stopped at Mosley’s
house, Thornsberry said.

Martin was also charged with driv-
ing while intoxicated and having no
insurance. Martin failed several field
sobriety tests when he was stopped
by Powell, Thornsberry said. Offic-
ers were unable to administer a
breathalyzer test at the jail because
the memory was full in the machine.

Tuesday was not the first time
Martin has been accused of trying to
pick up children, Thornsberry said. A

criminal trespass charge had been
taken out against Martin several
.weeks ago for an alleged incident
near the housing project near Minnie.
Martin was accused of shouting ob-
scenities at people in the complex
and “trying to get near young kids,”
Thornsberry said.

That charge was dismissed on the
condition that Martin stay away from
the housing project, Thornsberry said.

“He’s been on probation and he
broke it,”” Thomsberry said. “What
are we going to do now? He took this
child without permission and he was

New sewer eyed for Floyd, Johnson

In an effort to establish a new
sewer system in the area that would
benefit both Floyd and Johnson coun-
ties, area leaders visited Frankfort
Tuesday to meet with state officials.

Both the mayor of Prestonsburg,
Jerry Fannin, and the mayor of
Paintsville, Robin Cooper, along with
officials from American Standard and
several other area leaders met with
Lt. Governor Paul Patton and Eco-
nomic Development Cabinet Secre-
tary Gene Strong to try to get a new
sewer system in the area.

The sewer system, which could
benefit American Standard, the com-
munities of Auxier and Van Lear and
others, is a long range goal for the
area, according to Bill Harvey
Howard of Prestonsburg City Utili-
ties who was also at the meeting in
Frankfort.

The short term plan, Howard said,
is to put in a force main to a sewage
system in Paintsville, which is cur-
rently operating at half capacity.

Another possibility would be a
gravity system, but because of the
terrain in the area, a gravity system

would not be feasible, Howard said,
because the cost would be five times
as much as a force main system.

A force main will cost around
$1.5 million to put in place, accord-
ing to American Standard Plant Su-
pervisor Ron Belhasen.

One way of funding the force main
would be through the state, but the
only way the state would foot the bill
isif Floyd and Johnson counties could
guarantee new jobs for the area.

While American Standard cannot
guarantee enoughnew jobs to prompt
state funding, they made available 21
acres of land on their property for
industrial development nearly two
years ago, according to Belhasen.

According to Darrell Gilliam, ex-
ecutive director of the Floyd County
Development Authority, the21 acres

of land made available by American
Standard is not listed as asite ready to
build on by the state, but Strong indi-
cated that steps would be taken to
have the land listed.

The sewer system, however, is
long overdue, according to Belhasen,
who said that a sewer system was
promised to American Standard when
it decided to locate here in 1969.

Currently, American Standard,
which employs approximately 350
people, maintains its own sewage
system and has a water treatment
plant, but Belhasen said that the lack
of a better sewage system is “a hin-
drance to any talk of expansion.”

Belhasen said he was glad to see
that “these two cities are working
together, trying to find some way (to
get a better sewer system).”

Dewey Lake is among the many
waterways in the state set to receive
funding if Congress authorizes the
Energy and Water Appropriations
Bill.

The Senate passed the FY 1995
Energy and Water Appropriations Bill
last Thursday, which included over
$100 million for projects in Ken-
tucky, according to U.S. Senator
Wendell Ford.

If authorized, Dewey Lake would
be one of 25 Corps of Engineers
walerway projects in Kentucky that
would receive funds.

The $1 million setaside for Dewey
Lake would be used for dam stabili-
zation work.

Steve Wright of the Army Corps
of Engineers in Huntington said that
the stabilization work is necessary
because “we’ve had additional expe-
rience with flood programs” since
Dewey Dam was placed in operation
in July, 1949.

He added that this project would
allow Dewey Dam “to give the pro-
tection it was built for.”

Onthe afternoon of his 100th birth-
day, Willie Johnson, Floyd County’s
oldestliving World War I veteran, sat
on his front porch enjoying the scen-
ery and talking to one of his favorite
visitors, Eddie Akers.

Twice a year, on June 20—
Johnson’s birthday — and at
Christmastime, Akers drives from his
home at Harold to Willie's farm lo-
cated on Skull Fork at Weeksbury
near the Knott and Letcher County
lines. Once there, Akers gives Willie
a gift from the Veterans of Foreign
Wars (VFW) Post 5839 of Prestons-
burg, and then the two spend the
afternoon chatting.

This visit was a bit different from

the others. Akers had brought along
his wife, Christa, who wanted tomeet
Willie, and another visitor who
wanted to hear the centenarian’s life
story. Willie graciously welcomed
his guests and, after a time of talk, to
cap off the visit he pulled on his his
76-year-old World War I woolen
jacket and cap he had preserved in a
closet and had his picture snapped
with Akers.

Over the last few years, the two
have become close. Willie had in-
vited Akers to his big 100th birthday
bash held the day before, but Akers,
a World War II veteran, and former
state VFW commander, was at the
state VFW convention and he missed:
his friend’s centennial celebration.
But there was no way Akers was
going to miss his annual birthday

Willie.
Not only can the elder veteran

‘remember the past clearly, down to

specific dates, he still has a large
garden thathe works in almost every-
day. He also tends bee hives on his
farm that have kept him and his neigh-
bors rich in honey.

On one of the walls in the front
room of Willie’s modest white frame
house are several framed certificates,
cards and autographed pictures he
received from notables in honor of
his 100th birthday: a birthday card
from Bill and Hillary Clinton, a letter
and picture from Governor Brereton
Jones, an autographed picture of Rick
Pitino, and a certificate that names
Willie a Kentucky Colonel. On June
21, he was also given a plaque from

officials of the C&O Railroad who
came from Chicago to make the
presentation.

Willie's birthday party was held
at the Weeksbury home of Mary
Ann Johnson, his daughter-in-law,
wife of his late son Bill. Willie's six
living children, and other descen-
dants, relatives and friends, total-
ing about 130 people from
Weeksbury to Illinois, attended the
gathering. He has 32 grandchildren,
numerous great-grandchildren, 73
great-great-grandchildren and 19
great-great -great grandchildren.

“He had twolarge birthday cakes
and lots of cards and well-wishers,”
said his daughter Joanne Osborne,

Miamitown, Ohio, for the big bash.
Willie's other children are Estelle
Mosley and Bobby Johnson of
Weeksbury, Jackie Dye of Flatwoods,
Juanita Johnson of Virgie and Carol
Hall of Steator, Illinois.

“There were 14 cameras going at
one time,” Willie marveled, his blue
eyes twinkling. “A hundred people
were there.”

In his lifetime, Willie has been a
student, teacher, soldier, coal miner,,
railroad worker, farmer and bee-
keeper. Asked to recall some of the
events in his life, he paused and then
shook his head. “There is so much, I
wouldn’t know where to begin,” he
said. So he started with snatches of
experiences that, once pieced to-
gether, formed his life story.

Willie was born and raised at
Weeksbury, and except for a tour of
duty in France during WW 1, itis here
he has remained. He was born in
1894 to David Dock and Lourena
Hall Johnson in a one-room log cabin
built by his father, one of 13 children
born to the couple. His brother Albert
was born a year later.

Johnson worked on the family
farm until he and Albert began nor-
mal school at Paintsville in 1913.

Willie was 19 years old. “I stayed
from Janvary to May,” he said.
“That’s how long school lasted.”
Afterthree years, atage 22, Willie
received his teaching certificate and
taught at a one-room school in
Weeksbury. “I was paid only $50 a
month for one year,” he recalled.
“The superintendent promised me a
helper. The next year I went down
there and there was no helper. I had
30in primary. I quit and went to work
for Elkhom-Piney at Weeksbury.”

The quiet countryside changed
when the coal mines set up shop.
“When the coal company came in
here in 1912 or 13, there was abunch
of roughhousers,” Willie said. “Ev-
ery Saturday, there was a bunch of
drunks (in town). Workers were paid
only 15 cents an hour for ten hours.
Carpenters came in and were paid
only three dollars a day. The carpen-
ters built the town. The mines had
100 men working down there. They
were all strangers, mostly from Wis-
consin. There were not too many
people living here then. Whoever
wanted to work, the mines put them
to work.”

In 1914, World War I began, and

in 1918, both Willie and Albert were
drafted. Albert became a drill in-
structorinLouisville, but Willie soon
found himself a member of the 22nd
Engineers aboard a ship sailing to
France. He was involved in the last
assaultof World Warlinthe Argonne
Forest in northeastern France in the
fall of 1918. “I was in the front line in
the supplyline,” he said. “We handled
supplies to the front line. It was trench
warfare. You could holler over and
talk to the Germans.”

Atl11a.m.onNovember11, 1918,
a cease-fire was called. The war was
over. “That day there were arms
stacked on both sides of the trenches,”
he said. “I got (to the front line) at
11:20 and soldiers were giving out
cigarettes.”

When Willie returned home, he
worked for a year in the main office
at a coal mine where he did drafting.
Soon, he became tipple foreman. Then
he met Gracie Jane Wells of Van
Lear and, in 1921, they married and
moved to their homestead at Skull.
That same year he began his 39-year
career with B&O (later C&O) Rail-
road at Weeksbury. His brother Albert
also worked for the railroad. Willie
worked as a clerk checking train cars

Among the improvements to the
dam will be an additional three foot
concrete wall onto the current dam
and a vertical restriction wall onto
the spillway.

in and out of the station. He made a
good living for Mary and their nine
children.

Willie retired in 1960 and for a
while he was at a loss as what to do
with himself. “I just knocked around
on the farm,” he said. “It was rough
for about two months.”

He had farmed throughouthis life,
and now he became a farmer in ear-
nest, selling his honey and garden
produce as a truck farmer.

Mary died in 1966, and Willie
continues to live in the white frame
house they made their home in 1921.

Keeping active and staying out of
the hot sun are two reasons he thinks
he has lived to be 100.

“I worked with Dad on the farm
until 1915,” he said. “After retire-
ment, I always had a garden. I never
worked in the heat of the day. I went
out in the morning at 7 until 9, and
from 5 to 7 in the evening.”

The last few years he has quit
growing a lot of crops on his rolling
one and a half acre farm, not because
he didn’t have the “get up and go,”
but simply because, “I didn’t need
it,” he said. He still grows corn and
beans in a large plot in front of his
house, and he has apple, cherry and
pawpaw trees. And he still sells honey.
He said that he just recently put the
racks in his bee hives and showed his
grandson how to put the combs in.

Other factors that help account for
his longevity, he thinks, are that he
never smoked or drank. His first taste
of liquor — a swig of moonshine that
he swallowed on Christmas Eve in
1922 — poisoned him and cost him
four days of work. He never touched
alcohol again.

Although Willie has hired help
around the house, he cooks for him-
self and remains independent. He
wears a hearing aid, but reads the

Editorial:

The notion being spread by
KERA critics that Kentucky stu-
dents aren’t expected to learn cor-
rectspelling, punctuation and gram-
mar is for the b-i-r-d-s.

Just look, for example, at the
scoring guide used by people who
evaluate student writing tests. It
says that correctness counts — grad-
ers are to evaluate the degree to
which students demonstrate cor-
rect spelling, punctuation and capi-
talization. What possibly could be
plainer than that?

Look, t0o, at the guide given to
fourth graders to help them assess
their writing strengths and needs.
Under the heading “The Big Pic-
ture,” it says correct spelling, punc-
tuation and capitalization matter.
Then it directs students to examine
“mistakes in spelling,” “mistakes
in punctuation,” and “mistakes in
capitalization.” Far from being
pushed aside under KERA, empha-
sison correct use of language starts
in the primary years.

Still more evidence of the state’s
expectation that students will learn
all the basic language skills can be
found in a guide being prepared by
the Department of Education for
parents who want to help their chil-

KERA and the basics

. no longer taught as stand-alone

dren sharpen their writing skills. It
leaves no doubt about the impor-
tance of producing correct prose.
So, the age-old expectation that
polished written work must be
grammatically correct still holds.
What’s new is the approach. Spell-
ing, punctuation and grammar are

skills but as tools needed for effec-
tive communication. Simply
knowing how to spell and punctu-
ate won’t make someone an effec-
tive communicator any more than
knowing how to speak will make
someone a good public speaker.
Put another way: Technically cor-
rect writing might equip a person
to order merchandise but not to
generate an impressive job appli-
cation.

In light of all the evidence that
mastering the basics of writing re-
mains a priority under KERA, it’s
tempting to dismiss as malcon-
tents those who allege that it isn’t.
But they do have a potent mes-
sage. They’re telling us that state
officials have failed to do with

KERA what they expect of fourth
graders — communicate effec-
tively.

Whose rights?

Auger mining.

If you’re a landowner who owns the surface rights
but not the mineral rights to your property, those4wo
words probably strike fear in your heart now.

Last month, the deputy director of the Office of
Surface Mining issued an opinion which permits auger
mining, defined under Kentucky law as a method of
surface mining, without surface owners’ permission.
The opinion reversed the agency’s decision from a year
ago.

Kentucky companies appear to be turning to auger
mining more and more. With this form of mining, coal
companies can cut as far as 1,200 feet into a seam
before setting up its large drills to bore horizontal holes
into the seam.

Landowners, like Robert and Shelby Dworak of
McCombs, say they are afraid that the bore holes left
behind will cause subsidence. While state and federal

laws require coal companies causing such problems to
compensate landowners and restore any damaged land
or groundwater supplies, we know how quickly that
process works and how burdensome it can be to the
landowners.

Tuesday, members of Kentuckians For The Com-
monwealth demonstrated at OSM’s Lexington Field
Office asking the agency to reverse its decision from
last month.

KFTC, you may remember, led a successful cam-
paign in 1988 to pass a constitutional amendment —
supported by 82 percent of Kentucky's voters — to end
the coal companies’ use of broad-form deeds.

We wish them the same luck this go-round.

OSM’s latest decision will create more hard feel-
ings between landowners and mining companies, and
we need that like the plague. It also gives the impres-
sion that the agency could flip-flop on many important
issues, leaving everyone to wonder how long one
ruling will stand before a reversal takes its place.

We implore the OSM to reconsider its statement of
June 6, look at the reality of auger mining and make a
decision based on the facts — and stick with it. —
Appalachian News-Express

PCC gets okay to assess student health fee

The University of Kentucky Board
of Trustees on June 13 unanimously
approved the assessment of amanda-
tory $82.50 student health fee to es-
tablish a Student Health Clinic for
Prestonsburg Community College
students. The clinic will serve full-
time students but part-time students
will have the option of paying the fee
and using the clinic’s services.

Prestonsburg Community College
President Dr. Deborah L. Floyd rec-
ommended the fee to Community
College System Chancellor Ben W.
Carr Jr. who, in turn, spoke on the
college’s behalf in recommending the
fee to the UK Board of Trustees.

“We are impressed with the sup-
port from Prestonsburg Community
College, the University of Kentucky
Medical Centerand from local physi-
cians in Prestonsburg,” said Dr. Carr.

"“Everyone has been excited about
this new venture.”

Dr. Peter Bosomworth, Chancel-
lor of the University of Kentucky
Medical Center, also spoke to the UK
Board of Trustees in support of the
clinic.

The fee was recommended to Dr.
Floyd by the college’s Student Health
Advisory Committee, the Student
Government Association President,
and Prestonsburg Community
College’s Advisory Board.

Dr. Floyd was appreciative of the
unanimous support the proposed fee
received from the UK Board of Trust-
ees. “At Prestonsburg Community
College we are encouraged by the
faith the Board of Trustees and Uni-
versity of Kentucky leadership have
placed in our plan for health educa-
tion and wellness,” she said. “We are
confident that by working together
we will be able to reach our goal of
enhancing health programs for the
region.”

A Student Health Clinic Advisory
Committee, chaired by PCC’s Asso-
ciate Professor of Nursing Lynn
Weddle, has spent several months

planning the health clinic. “We are
encouraged by the strong support the
proposed health clinic has received
from the faculty, staff, community
and area doctors,” Weddle said.

Prestonsburg Community College
students have also supported the pro-
posed clinic. Students attended in-
formational sessions regarding the
clinic during the 1994 Spring Semes-
ter.

The revolutionary concept of pro-
viding student health care at the com-
munity college level was the brain-
child of Dr. Floyd and Dr. Emery
Wilson, the Dean of the College of
Medicine at the University of Ken-
tucky, working in conjunction with
Dr. Spence Tumer, director of the

University of Kentucky’'s Student
Health Clinic in the College of Medi-
cine.

“The Student Health Clinic at a
community college level will be the
first of its kind in the state and could
serve as a national model for other
community colleges,” said Dr.
Turner.

The clinic could be operational as
early as the 1995 Spring Semester
although details are still being final-
ized. The fee will not be assessed
until the clinic services are opera-
tional.

Mayor named as judge
halts city shutdown

Van Lear has a new mayor, but whether he’ll
have a city to manage will be decided by a judge.

For now, Larry Walker, appointed last Friday
by the city commission, can be mayor of a tempo-
rary city, thanks to an order issued by Johnson
Circuit Judge Stephen N. Frazier.

But the order should be dissolved, claimed a
motion filed Friday by three Van Lear residents.

“Officers of the city of Van Lear are wasting
its meager assets and converting them to their
own use and will entirely dissipate them,” said a
motion filed on behalf of Paul David Butcher,
Greg Howard and Virgil Hall.

Butcher, an official with Big Sandy TV Cable,
presented the petition requesting the May 24
election that dissolved the government.

Acting on a request by City Attomey Tom
Hardin, Frazier on last Thursday prohibited County
Clerk Betty Jo Conley from “taking steps” to
dissolve the city.

Although the local board of elections certified
the referendum June 3, Conley said last Thursday
that she had not submitted the necessary papers

formally dissolving the city. State statues require
acity to dissolve within 30 days after the election
is certified. — The Paintsville Herald.

EDB gets okay
to acquire site

The saga thathas surrounded the Martin County
Economic Development Board’s (EDB) “pur-
chase” of the Otto Brown farm for industrial
development took a positive turn last week as the
state has released $170,000 for site acquisition
and preliminary preparation costs, Martin County
Judge-Executive Kelly Callaham said last
Wednesday.

The site located on old Route 3, has been the
center of controversy since the county EDB tar-
geted it for purchase over six months ago. The site
was to have been the location for Technical Min-
ing Ventures, a coal equipment repair shop that
would have brought about 75 high wage jobs into
the county economy.

At first, the state balked at approving the site
for industrial development funds (taken from
Martin County’s share of coal severance tax
money-—over $650,000 so far) because TMV
was a coal-related industry.

Judge-Executive Callaham and EDB chair-
man John Crum began a campaign with local coal
companies, securing a commitment from Pontiki
Coal Corporation to complete most of the work
on the site. —The Mountain Citizen

Ky. ranks second

in coal-producing states

Domestic coal production totaled 19.5 million
tons during the week ending June 25, up two
percent from the 19.2 million tons produced the
previous week, the U.S. Department of Energy
reported Monday.

The U.S. coal industry produced 18.4 million
tons in the same week last year, according to the
department’s Energy Information Administra-
tion.

Wyoming ranked first among the 27 coal-
producing states with 4.1 million tons produced.
Kentucky was second with three million tons and
West Virginia was third with 2.8 million tons, the
agency said.

Domestic coal production so far this year is
505 million tons, seven percent ahead of last
year’$ production at this time.

The week’s production accounts for bitumi-
nous and lignite coal. — Appalachian News-
Express

Jenny Wiley’s Gin Game
holds something for everyone

Growing old, maintaining friend-
ship, the dangers of being vindictive.
All of these essential life lessons come
shining through in the Pulitzer Prize
winning play The Gin Game, now
showing at the Wilkinson-Stumbo
Convention Center.

This tragicomedy details the con-
versation between Fonzia and Weller,
two people confined tc a retirement
home in their old age, in which they
reflect on their lives while playing
cards, and in the process, learn a lot
about themselves.

Featured in the role of Fonzia is
Lee Prov da. Prov da has nearly 25
years of acting experience, including
roles in numerous off Broadway and
off-off Broadway shows, as well as
touring with Estelle Getty in a pair of
plays, Arsenic and Old Lace. She
also played Annie Nation in Foxfire
here at Jenny Wiley last summer.

Playing opposite Prov daas Weller
is John Cates. Cates left his psychia-
try practice last summer to take up
professional theatre.

In addition to the timeless themes
contained within the card games be-
tween the two characters, there is
another issue that arises which fits in
perfectly with one of the major as-

_pects of today’s society.

“I think this play is very timely in
that it deals with the costs and other
problems involved with our health
care system,” Cates said. “Both char-
acters had a substantial savings to
grow old on, but medical bills wiped
them out, so in that sense I think it is
a truly current play.”

The universal themes of friend-
ship, old age and holding grudges are
now on showcase for all ages as The
Gin Game will be running now
throughout the remainder of the sum-
mer season.

Real role models
are close to home

My, my, we’re in a blue
funk. Shocked. Dismayed.
Disappointed. Unbelieving.

Another “role model” has
fallen. \

This one was so valuable,
too—a successful, articulate,
up-by-the-bootstraps, person-
able, rich, handsome black man
who ran through airports with
the same grace and ease with
which he negotiated the football
field.

This one has fallen farther
than most. On a list of transgres-
sions, a capital murder charge is
considerably more serious than
spouse abuse, sexual deviancy,
adultery, drunk driving, sexual
harassment, drug abuse, rape,
fraud, unwed parenthood, telling
racist jokes, breaking up the
furniture or anything else you
can name.

So we’ve fallen into a
general lamentation: What's
happening to our heroes? How
are our children going to find
role models in a world like this?

The problem with these
questions is that they are based
on an entirely misguided
premise. The real answers are:
(1) Something awful has
happened to us that we choose
the wrong heroes, and (2) Our
children can find plenty of good
role models if they look in the
right place.

Today’s “role models” are a
product of the times, and this is
the television age. There is
nothing inherently wrong with
television, but it requires more
of us than we have been willing
to do.

The camera itself does as

-well as it can—it focuses but

gives no perspective. What it
shows is what you get, and that
can be a distortion.

So much depends on the
receiver— and that’s you, me
and the millions who tune in.
We just have to be smart
enough to realize we aren’t
getting the whole picture, and
we must help our children
understand.

Because we’ve gotten lazy—
just taking in the messages
without much thought of our
own—we’ve come to confuse
celebrity with something
important. Yet it’s all image.
Smoke and mirrors. Unsubstan-
tial. Unreal.

Sometimes the image is
deliberately crafted by shrewd
public-relations experts or slick
advertising and promotional
campaigns. Sometimes it takes
on a life of its own, raising
unreasonable expectations of
perfectly imperfect human
beings. It is rarely real or deep.

Then, too, society doesn’t put
value on what it says its values
are. Is it any wonder children
are puzzled? Movie stars are
rich and glamorous. People who
play games with balls pull in
megabucks and live high. All of
them become eligible for an
exclusive club —making
commercials or endorsements—
so they can sell us more of a lot
of things we don’t need.

And the rest of us? We fall in
step. We'll fill the stadium for
the pro game, while the teacher
who works on her own to put on
the school science fair can’t
draw a respectable crowd—and
is struggling to make the
mortgage.

Charles Barkley was right.
He isn’t a role model. He
doesn’t want anything to do
with being a role model and it
shouldn’t be forced upon him.
He’s a basketball player, and
apparently a pretty good one,
and all the public—and his
teammates and the team’s
owners—have a right to expect
is that he play every game as
well as he can.

For sure, Charles Barkley
isn’t a role model.

A wise friend says we—as a
nation —are just spoiled rotten.
We have generations who’ve
never known real hardship or
real work. He's right, and :
there’s more. We mistake the
trappings of success for the real
thing.
