Manslaughter verdict issue
after panel debates all night

Itook just over 11 hours of delib-
erations Wednesday before a jury
returned a verdict of second degree
manslaughter againsta Floyd County
man charged in last year's shooting
death of an Auxier teen.

Jurors recommended a 10-year
prison sentence for Jerry Michael
Martin who shot and killed Shawn
Patrick Prater, 19, last.summer dur-
ing a high-speed car chase at Betsy
Layne.

Martin and two other men were in
a marijuana patch belonging to
Prater’s brother-in-law, Billy Ray
Craft, prior to the high-speed chase.

Jurors began deliberating at 3:50
p.m. Wednesday and returned their
verdict just before 3 a.m, Thursday.
On several occasions jurors declined
Floyd Circuit Judge John David
Caudill’s offer to cease their discus-
sions and return on Thursday mom-
ing.

The prosecution wrapped up its
case just before noon Wednesday and
defense attorney Phil Damron called

Board finally gets two
bids on school contract

It appears that the third time was
the charm for a local engineering
firm when they were the apparent
low bidder on a hoisting contract for
the Betsy Layne Elementary addition
project.

Warco did not submit a bid on the
hoisting package during the first two
rounds of bids.

It was reported last week that
school officials were apparently in
violation of state law because it was
recommended that Martin Engineer-
ing, who is the construction manager
for the project, receive the single-bid
contract.

State law prohibits the construc-
tion manager from receiving a gen-
eral trades contracton a project which
they've been hired o oversee the
construction when less than two bids
are received.

lated the law because the hoisting
contract could not be awarded until it
was reviewed by state officials.

MarK Ryles, director of facilities
for the state Department of Educa-
tion, said last week that the hoisting
contract would not be approved be-
cause only one bid had been received
on the project.

Ryles added that state officials
discouraged districts from allowing
construction managers (CMs) to bid
on trade packages when they were
overseeing the entire project. He said
the department felt it was aconflict of
interest for CMs 1o bid on projects
they were also managing,

Osbomne said last week that he
also saw a conflict of interest in al-
lowing CMs to bid on projects, but

only one witness, state police detec-
tive Joel Newsome, to the stand.

Damron asked Newsome about a
knife belonging to Prater or his
brother-in-law Billy Ray Craft, which
was found near Craft’s vehicle at the
Cardinal Mart at Stanville. Craft or
Prater allegedly cul Martin over his
left eye when he was fleeing from
Craft’s residence.

Newsome testified that there ap-
peared 1o be blood on the knife, but
he did not send it to the state police
crime lab for testing. Newsome said
he could not recall whether Martin
had a cut over his left eye after the
shooting.

Prater's brother-in-law, Billy Ray
Craft, testified that Martin and two
other men had been sneaking around
his houseat Allenand when he shined
a flashlight at the three, they took off
running and later jumped in a pickup
truck and left the arca.

Craft said he and Prater began
chasing the three men and tried to
pull them over so they could fight.
Prater, Craft said, was hanging half-
way out of the car window waving a
pipe wrench.

When Craft’s vehicle pulled just
behind the pickup truck, where Mar-
tin was riding in the back, Martin
fired a shotgun and the slug rico-
cheted off the vehicle's side mirror
and struck Prater in the chest.

Craftdrove tothe Cardinal Mart at
Stanville to seek help for Prater. Prater
was pronounced dead at the scene.

Damron asked Floyd County
Coroner Roger Nelson if the slug
would have struck Prater if he had

Rate structure the same as in original proposal :

Rumpke bid to be
forwarded to court

Floyd County’s solid waste board
is expected to recommend to the fis-
cal court today (Friday) approval of a
contract with Rumpke of Kentucky
for garbage services.

Rumpke co-owner Thomas
Rumpke and other representatives
attended Wednesday's solid waste
commission meeting to discuss the
company’s proposal to the county.

Rumpke assured the commission
that his company could perform the
services offered in their proposal and
that they are working toward getting
a landfill constructed in Kentucky
which would conform with more
stringent state regulations, which
become effective on July 1, 1995.

Commissioners quizzed Rumpke
about the cost of trash pick up and
disposal for small business owners
and churches in the county.

Rumpke and Ron Henke, whowill
‘be the company's district manager in
Floyd County, told the commission
that any business or church which
generates less than two cubic yards
of trash would be charged the same as
household customers, $10 per month.
Henke explained that two cubic yards
equals approximately fifteen 30-gal-
lon trash bags of garbage.

Any non-household organization
which produces more trash than two
cubic yards, can negotiate a rate be-
tween $10and $52 permonih, Henke
said.

Rumpke said that governmental
agencies, such as the school system
and the county, would pay the set

non-household rate of $6 per cubic
yard for garbage removal. Rumpke
added that within the next three to
five years, the company would most
likely be able to offer some type of
recycling service to help organiza-
tions reduce the amount of waste
generated.

Another issue discussed was the
company’s commitment to purchast
Floyd County Solid Waste’s equip-
ment. Under the bid, Rumpke would
appoint an appraiser, the county

would appoint an appraiser and the
two appraisers would appoint a third
appraiser (0 assess the value of the
department’s equipment.

County Attorney Jim Hammond
told commissioners that Rumpke
would have to have a clear title to the
equipment, which means the com-
mission would have to pay off any
debt on the equipment.

If the fiscal court approves the

Attorney says judge acted as
witness, prosecutor and jury

AJohnson Countyman's attorney
is appealing a contempt of court con-
viction handed down by Floyd Dis-
trict Judge Danny P, Caudill on
grounds the judge should have dis-
qualified himself from the case.

Pikevillle Attorney Randall
Starnes said that Tuesday’s convic-
tion of Jeffrey Ayers, 44, of Paintsville
will be appealed as soon as possible.

Ayers was sentenced to 179 days
in the Floyd County jail after Caudill
alleged he was in contempt for not
joining a home confinement program
after pleading guilty last year to third-
offense driving under the influence
of alcohol.

Stamnes said Ayers entered a guilty
plea 1o the DUI charge last August.
He was sentenced to 60 days in home

confinementin lieu of 30 days in jail.

Ayers was arrested on a bench
warrant for not joining the program.

Starnes said he is appealing
Caudill’s ruling on two main points
—that Kentucky law does not allow
for home confinement on third-of-
fense DUI because of the 1988
“slammer bill” and the fact that
Caudill was the complaining witness,
prosecutor and judge in the case.

The “slammer bill" is designed to
put multiple offenders in jail in order
to deter them from breaking the law
again, Starnes said. Third-offense
DUI convictions carry a sentence of
30 days to one year in jail.

Starnes said Ayers failed to join a
home confinement program because
of financial circumstances.

Starnes said Ayers had just fin-
ished his 30-day DUI sentence when
Caudill beld the contempt hearing.

Starnes also said that, Caudill
should have disqualified himself as
judge in the case because he brought
the charges against Ayers,

During the hearing, Starnes ar-
gued that the original sentence of 60
days in home incarceration was con-
trary to the law, therefore the con-
tempt verdict was null and void and
Ayers should be released.

“The charges were brought by
Caudill, not the county attorney,™
Starnes explained. “Itis improper for
a judge to act as complaining wit-
ness, prasecutor and judge. Having
brought the charge, he should have
disqualified himself as judge.”

After Caudill imposed the sen-
tence, Stamnes told him in open court,
“179 days is unduly harsh, vindictive
and spiteful.”

He also offered the opin-
ion that the healthcare reform pro-
posal of the Clinton family is not
likely to pass. The health care provid-
ers reiterated that they will continue
to provide care without charge or at
reduced rates for the uninsured and
others who cannot afford care. Dr.
Raghu Sundaram, in this connection,
mentioned that physicians have been
providing care to the uninsured and

to the poor.

priate donors, Designated donations
must be made at least 72 hours prior
to the date of transfusion. For this
reason, designated donations are not
intended for emergency transfusion
needs. Designated donors must meet
the same strict requirements as vol-
unteer donors and pass a medical
screening.

Unused designated units are placed
in the volunteer blood supply so that
they can be utilized for other patients.

advisor guided her into independent
studies involving mountain people,

everything began to click. It was then
that Bobby realized: Appalachia was
where she belonged.

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Higher education and equal opportunity

In May 1990, The Kentucky Plan
for Equal Educational Opportunities
in Higher Education established com-
mitments and objectives for Kentucky
resident African-American students,
staff and faculty for each of
Kentucky's eight public institutions.
Specific commitments included:

» increasing recruitment, retention
and graduation of Kentucky resident
African-American undergraduate stu-
dents;

» increasing Kentucky resident
African-American graduate students,
and students in first-professional pro-
grams such as dentistry, law and
medicine;

* increasing African-American
faculty and staff employed by the
institutions; and

= ensuring the appointment and
representation of African-Americans
on the Council on Higher Education
and other governing boards.

The Commonwealth's eight pub-
lic universities had five years toimple-
ment The Kentucky Plan, dating from
September 1990 with completion by
July 1995. A July 1993 progress re-
port indicated that although specific
institutional performances fluctuate
for a given commitment, in general,
the system is moving in the right
direction,

How are the universities striving
to meet the goals? At the University
of Kentucky, an outreach center for

S

science and health careers opportuni-
ties at the Chandler Medical Centeris
designed to stimulate interest and to
facilitate progress among African-
Americans toward degrees in the sci-
ences and bhealth, Student volunteers
from the Chandler Medical Center
also work in Project SMART (Sci-
ence, Mathematics and Rising Tal-
ent), providing science-related expe-
riences for children in grades three
through five, with special attention
paid to developing African-Ameri-
¢an role models.

Western Kentucky University has
set aside $100,000 to support gradu-
ate assistantships for Kentucky resi-
dent African-American graduate stu-
dents. Through another program,

African-Americans with master's

degrees are recruited and appointed
to faculty positions. Funds support
efforts toward eaming a doctoral de-
gree, leading to full-time tenure-track
positions at the university. A
$132,000 U.S. Department of Edu-
cation grant for the next three aca-
demic years will be used to recruit
more minority students into the teach-
ing field.

The need for more college-edu-
cated minorities is obvious, for study
after study shows that the eamnings
gap between college-educated and
high school-educated workers is wide,
and it is expected to keep widening,
According to 1992 statistics from the
Bureau of Labor Statistics, the aver-

age net worth of households headed
by a person with four years of college
or more is $72,373 as compared to
$33,254 for a high school diploma.

Kentucky colleges and universi-
ties, both public and private, con-
tinue to attract an increasing percent-
age of Kentucky residents. The pro-
portion of both African-American and
white Kentucky high school gradu-
ates who entered public colleges and
universities expanded between 1987
and 1991. The American Council on
Education recently reported that im-
proved retention of these students
will depend upon the implementa-
tion of on-campus environments that
improve the achievement of all stu-
dents. Colleges and universities must
therefore increase the number of stu-
dent-oriented faculty, staff and ad-
ministrators who are committed to
effective institutional practices for
improving student retention.

The Kentucky Advocates for
Higher Education applaud the
Commonwealth's universities on
their commitment to its African-
American people. We must not let
this progress lag. Now, more than
ever, higher education has an impor-
tant role to play in the lives of Ken-
tuckians of all colors,

Counties, cities should
begin writing ethics code

January 1, 1995 will be here before we know it,
and for that reason county and city officials in
Kentucky should begin writing their ethics code.

Areportin Sunday's Lexington Herald-Leader
said none of the state’s 120 counties or 435 cities
has adopted a conduct code for local officials.
That's not surprising, since many local officials
have no idea where to begin. But now is the time
for them to start writing proposed codes because
this is one ordinance that deserves input from
citizens,

A new law requires every city and county in
Kentucky to have an ethics code adopted by
January 1. Although the law does not set mini-
mum standards, it does require fiscal courts and
city councils to:

« Set standards of conduct for elected and
appointed officials and employees.

« Establish requirements for financial disclo-
sure statements fo be filed annually.

« Establish a policy on the employment of
officials’ relatives,

= Designate a person or board to investigate
complaints and enforce the code,

Some of these issues — especially financial
disclosure and nepotism — will probably be con-
troversial topics in some counties and cities. In
fact, 1 predict very few governing bodies will

require officials to disclose their finances or ban

the hiring of relatives.

I also suspect that some fiscal courts and city
councils will try to sneak an ethics code ordinance
by the citizenry by passing them at the end of the
year, when public comment will be too late. This
shouldn’t happen; after all, this kind of behind-
the-scenes action is what an ethics code is trying

For that reason, I strongly urge our local gov-
ernment ... to begin holding public discussion on
an ethics code and have an ordinance in place well
before the January deadline,

The sanctions agreed on by the schools and the
state regulatory body are regrettable but neces-
sary. The two schools won't play in any sport for
ayear. The baseball teams are on probation. Three
coaches are suspended and several parents banned
from sports activities.

Sports-inspired rumbles are hardly the inven-
tion of the current high school generation...

High school sports are supposed to be educa-
tional activities. They teach teamwork, build con-
fidence and help young people learn to manage
both success and setbacks. That’s the emphasis
that needs to be restored. —The Courier-Journal

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Bank rates: Your
deposit, no return

Bankers are enduring a fairamount
of acrimony these days for the way
they do business—and deservedly so.

Atatime when commercial banks
are earning record profits, exceeding
$43 billion last year, they seem (o be
nickel-and-diming their customers
with stiff fees for routine services.

You bounce a check, you pay a
penalty that more than compensates
the bank for its trouble. Simply main-
taining a checking account at a bank
can be costly if you let the balance dip
too low.

Now comes areport from the Con-
sumer Federation of America charg-
ing that banks are making “huge prof-
its" on automated teller machines,
more than 78 cents on each dollar in
ATM fees.

“Only in banking do consumers
pay more for self-service," says Chris
Lewis, the federation’s director of
banking policy. “In banking, self-
service is regarded as a privilege for
which the consumer is required 1o
pay a premium for saving the bank
money."

Just how much money banks save
by installing ATMsrather than hiring
new tellers or opening new branches
is a matter of dispute.

Forone thing, banks spent more (o
buy and operate ATM machines last
year than they received in ATM fees.

And the easy availability of ATMs
encourages people tomake more bank
transactions than they would have
made otherwise. If you're short of
cash, you can always get some from
the magic machine that’s open 24
hours a day, seven days a week.

There were more than 7.7 billion
ATM wansactions last year, so it's
obvious that bank customers like the
service and are willing to pay a fee if
they use another bank’s ATM for
convenience.

The way to avoid such charges is

to use your own bank's ATM when--

ever possible. Most banks charge no
ATM fee to their own customers, but
almost all charge an ATM fee tonon-
customers, usually around $1.

Another problem for consumers
is the slowness of banks to pay higher
rates of return on certificates of de-
positand other savings accounts. The
gap between what banks charge for
loans and what they pay in interest to
depositors is much oo wide.

One reason banks are so profit-
able is that they're charging double-
digit rates on credit-card balances
and personal loans and 8 percent or
more on car loans and home loans,
while paying bargain-basementrates
to depositors with money-market ac-
counts.

Banks are in business to make
money, soit's no surprise they pay as
little as possible to attract deposits.
But bank customers have some op-
tions of their own. They can com-
plain about lowrates. They can move
their money. Banks do compete with
each other, and rates vary from one
bank to the next.

Toomuch of the debate over bank-
ing has been centered on efforis by
Federal Reserve Chairman Alan
Greenspan to head off future infla-
tion by raising short-lerm interestrates
to cool off the economy.

Democrats on the Senate Finance
Cominitiee accuse Greenspan of fa-
voring Wall Street over Main Street.
But they know, or should know, that
Greenspan will do what he thinks is
right, no matter what. That’s why we
have anindependent Federal Reserve
Board.

Much more can be accomplished
by average citizens urging banks to
lower their interestrates on consumer
loans while raising the rates on sav-
ings. You'dbesurprised what friendly
persuasion can do.

Flood projects added to bill

The U.S. House has approved a bill that con-
tains more than $41 million for flood-control
projects in Southem and Eastern Kentucky.

The 1995 Energy and Water Development
Appropriations bill passed late Tuesday by a vote
of 393-29. The president’'s budget doesn’t in-
clude money for the projects, but U.S. Rep. Harold
Rogers, 5th District, used his position on the
energy and water appropriations subcommittee to
insert the funding into the bill.

The biggest chunk of the money is $20 million
for the Harlan flood wall and related levees. There
was also $15.5 million for Pike county projects
on the Tug Fork, $3 million for flood wall design
at Williamsburg and $1.2 million forMiddlesboro.
Other counties withprojects in the bill are Breathitt,
Floyd, Johnson, Leslie, Magoffin, Martin and
Perry. — The Courier-Journal

Judge retreats

on suit dismissal

A federal judge has withdrawn a ruling dis-
missing a wrongful-death lawsuit against the Pike
County Detention Center.

On April 29, U.S. District Judge Joseph Hood
dismissed a suit filed by the mother of an inmate
who hanged himself at the jail in November 1991.
Hood had said Wanda Sue Mullins failed twice to
file responses in the case.

But Hood reversed that order Monday after
Jeaming that attorneys had agreed 1o a deadline
extension so Jailer Morris “Coon” Stratton could
give a deposition.

Mullins sued the jail in December 1992 over
the death of Charles Ray Baker, 19. Mullins, who
is seeking $1.25 million, claims jail employees
were indifferent to herson's psychological condi-
tion and his history of suicide attempts.

In his earlier ruling, Hood said Mullins failed
to show that the jail's policies contributed to her
son’s death. He gave her 20 days to take the
jailer's deposition. — The Courier-Journal

Safety a big concern

after mine washout

Residents of three hollows of Marrowbone are
wondering what to do about the mess of water and
mud allegedly caused by a coal mine washout,
and if their bomes or lives will be placed in
jeopardy by another washout.

The washout Friday “destroyed roads and a lot
of property,” according to Kathleen Burke of
Seng Branch, “They’ve destroyed everything up
here,” she said, referring to Sunny Ridge Mining,
the company currently operating a strip job in the
area.

Burke and others in the communities of the
Right Fork of Dry Fork and Mill Branch who
were affected by the incident think the washout
was caused by a slush pond located above the
homes.

When the debris came out, Burke said: “It was
just like a freight train. It happened so fast. It was
like a dam burst.”

“When we looked out, it looked like a river
coming down the road.

“If there had been a child in the road ... there
would have been no saving them.”

Hobert Potter, owner of the mining company,
said he has not received any citation from the
Division of Reclamation saying be “has any de-
gree of fault as o any damage that occurred on
Marrowbone Creek. No sediment came off our
property.”

“I am not at fault,” said Potter. “We didn’t
cause it. A big rain caused it.”

As for residents’ claims that a slush pond
overflowed, Potter said Sunny Ridge has met the
requirements on silt control; however, the com-
pany has no control over water, especially follow-
ing what he referred to as an “old-fashioned
cloudburst.”

Potter said he has equipment in the area re-
moving mud and cleaning out ditches. “Not
because I'm at fault,” he said, “but because I'm a
good neighbor.”

Another family in the area affected by the
washout, Orville and Phyllis Raliff of Dry Fork,
reported that water was three feet deep around
their home at the time of the washout. — Appala-
chian News Express

Butcher theft case

A judge refused Tuesday to dismiss theft
charges against former Johnson Central High
School Principal Steve Buicher.

But Jobnson Circuit Judge James A. Knight
did throw out a single count of issuing a false
financial statement in connection with the theft
case.

But he “had something there." He
was in a talkative mood, yethis words
meant more than yourordinary, com-
mon drunk.

“Willie,” quoth he, “when a feller
r'ars back and jingles the money in
his pocket—by gum, Willie, you
al'ays have some in your pocket 10
jingle right back at 'im."

Willie—"Big Will" Tumer to
you—took the uproarious bit of ad-
vice so to heart that he became an
outstanding success among Floyd
county’s business men.

Big Bill then was a youngster a-
stradle a mule. Since then, heeding
this sage advice, he has always man-
aged not only to have some jingling
money in his pocket but also to have
something handy outof which foldin’
money could be realized.

His acres high and broad, his own
home and all those homes he rents to
others, his various businesses—these
are not to be enumerated here. Mrs,
Turner, modest to a fault, asks that
that be skipped.

But you start jinglin’ money at
him and he can, if he cares to, jingle
right back and raise you, not one, but
several, Al the age of 62, by dint of
hard labor, honest but sensible deal-
ings with others and the practicing of
frugality, Big Bill is an unqualified
success in Floyd county's own little
word of finance.

As a mere boy, be cut com on
Beaver Creek for the late Jno. H.
Preston, for the noble sum of 2 172
cents per shock to pay for a primary
Arithmetic and Geography, his first
and last schoolbooks, “I've always
believed thatif I'd have gone another
month to school, and learned to say,
‘No." T would be worth a lot more
today,” he will tell you,

His store business at Drift, where .

he has been thus occupied for the last
17 years, isn’t such a far cry from his
life occupation of “trading.” At the
age of 17, he wraded a seven-jewel
Elgin watch and $16 which be'd
eamed by working at the lordly pay
of 35 cents aday for an 0ld, saddlesore,
sway-backed mare, bridle on her and
the spur to sink into herribs and make
her “act pert.” His last dime he spent
for “heal-powders” and so, shortly
afterwards, he rode her to Baptist
Association on Stone Coal where she
wenl in a trade for a mule, Then the
mule passed on to the late Abbott
Bamett in retumm for a horse and
saddle. Gone the days of ridin’ bare-
back.,

Then the tradin’ started in earnest.
Sheep, cattle, horses, hogs, chickens,
pocket knives—whathave you—any
time, anywhere, he would buy, sell or
swap.

So, by the time he was 26 years
old, Mr. Turner had a horse and “two
or three hundred dollars” for his very
own. Just then, the little guy with the
bow and arraw got in his work and he
was married to Miss Cissely
Robinette, young daughter of the late
Elbert Robinette. The young groom
was offered a home with his bride’s
parents, but this offer he courteously
rejected, explaining that “No house
is big enough for two families.”

So to Turkey Creek Mr. and Mrs.
Tumer went and there, ignoring the
waming that “the land is wore out,”
rented a farm owned by Isom Moore
for $20 a year. The home they outfit-
ted with home-made furniture, and
they worked—worked hard. Some-
times as late as 11 o'clock at night in
his “new ground” Bill Tumer toiled.
And he sold com, every year of the
five he spenton [som Moore’s “wore
out” acres. By Christmas of 1908 he
had saved $1,300 and with this he
bought from John G. Turner his first

piece of property—a tractof 140 acres
on Sizemore Branch, a tract which he
still owns.

From that good day to this, W. J.
Tumer has been working, saving,
trading and buying. Now he is Floyd
county's largest individual taxpayer
in the matter of dollars and cents, As
for weight he tips the scales at 350
pounds. And today he will walk two
miles just to trade cows with a neigh-
bor.
An he's still working. From 12 to
16 hours a day. Not because he must,
nor because of a desire for more
wealth, but merely for the whole-
some reason that he enjoys “dealing
and trading” with folks.

“I have never wasted a half day's
work in my life on whiskey,” Mr.
Turner says. Yet he is no teetotaler.
He doesn’tuse tobacco. He is always
ready and willing to donate to the
relief of the needy. Every day, scores
of men and women come to him for
sound advice or financial aid; very
few goaway disappointed. The good-
will of children bhe respects very
highly, and often expresses the belief
that an ounce of reasoning is worth
more with a child than a pound of
punishment.

Looking back from his lowly start,
Bill advises the young fellow starting
out that “Nothing risked is nothing
gained.” Yet he would emphasize o
youngsters the importance of hard
work, honesty and the sound policy
of spending less than what you eam.

All three of his sons, Emnest,
Raymond and Roe, are also mer-
chants. Of his four daughters—
Madge, Mallie, Mrs. Wm, Martin
and Mrs. Bill Arowood—two are
teachers.

And the man who was wise enough
to take sound advice even from a
drunk, isn’t a bit “high-hat” today. If
you have some advice worth passing
