Floyd County Circuit Judge John 
David Caudill ruled Thursday that 
there was not enough evidence of 
fraud to void the November 1993 
election for the mayor of Wheel­
wright 

Lowell Parker, an unsuccessful 
mayoral candidate who lost by four 
votes, filed suit last year against David 
Marlee Sammons, who was the vic­
tor in the mayor's race, alleging elec­
tion irregularities and election fraud. 
Parker also claimed that a qualified 
voter in the city race was not allowed 
to cast his vote in the election. 

At Thursday's hearing, Wheel­
wright resident Robert Hood testi­
fied that he was unable to vote in city 
races last November because of a 
problem with the electronic voting 
machine. 

When he went into the voting 
booth, the previous voter's selections

Parker testified that he was "dis­
traught" after losing the election and 
askedCountyCourtClerlcCarlaBoyd 
for the election roster to try to deter­
mine "what went wrong." 

"I found a difference in the total 
on the register and the machine," 
Parker said. "I saw people that voted 
that didn't live in the city." 

Parker testified that he notified 
Boyd of the discrepancies and the 
cleric told him that he could ask for a 
recanvass. Parker said that Boyd told 
him that in a recanvass she would 
only check the machine total to see if 
it was accurate. 

Parker's attorney, Kim Wright, 
and attorney Tim Parker, represent­
ing Sammons, agreed that six of the 
votes cast in the mayor's race were 
illegal because there were no cor­
roborating signatures on the election 
roster. 

In his ruling, Judge Caudill 'said 
that there was not enough evidence 
presented to conclude that Hood did 
not get to vote because of fraud or 
intimidation. J udgeCaudill said Hood 
was not allowed to vote because of a 
mistake by precinct workers. 

As for the six illegal votes, Judge 
Caudill said that he could not get into 
speculating whether Parker or 
Sammons received the most votes in 
the election. 

Parker said he was disappointed 
by Judge Caudill's ruling and added 
he would appeal the decision to the 
Kentucky Court of Appeals. 

Smith not in conflict on 
development authority

A judge has ruled that a member 
of the Floyd County Development 
Authority has not violated the board's 
conflict of interest policy. 

Special Circuit Judge C. David 
Hagerman ruled Tuesday that board 
member Dolores Smith, who is co­
owner of R & S Body Company, 
acted properly by disclosing her in­
terest in the company and by abstain­
ing from all votes, hearings or discus­
sions by the development authority 
relating to her company. 

Smith filed suit and asked for a 
declaration of rights on the issue after 
Floyd County Attorney Jim 
Hammond accused Smith of having a 
conflict of interest Hammond wanted 
Smith removed from the develop­
ment authority. 

In his ruling, Judge Hagerman said 
that Smith can remain on the board. 

"(Smith's) continuing member­
ship on the authority, provided that 
she continues to abstain from all de-

bate, deliberations and decisions on 
matters involving R & STruck Body, 
does not create a disabling conflict or 
interest which violates Kentucky 
law," the judge said. 

Smithhasmaintainedthatshedoes 
not have a conflict because she does 
not participate in discussions con­
cerningR &S. 

The development authority works 
with industrial prospects to relocate 
in the county. R & S officials have 
announced that they are looking for a 
larger site to relocate their company.

Juror is 
fined for 
courtroom 
outburst

A Floyd County juror, cited for 
contempt of court last month when 
he made inappropriate comments 
which caused a mistrial in a murder 
case, was fmed $500 Thursday, by 
Floyd Circuit Judge John David 
Caudill. 

During jury selection last month 
in the murder trial of Jerry Michael 
Martin, who is accused of firing the 
shot that killed Shawn Prater, 19, of 
Auxier, juror ]'ommy Wright, 43, of 
Melvin, said in open court that he had 
a "run in" with Jerry Martin, but 
added almost under his breath that it 
was not the defendant 

Wright was ordered removed from 
the courtroom by Judge Caudill and 
lodged in the Floyd County Jail. 

Testimony in a hearing in the 
judge's chambers after the mistrial 
revealed that Wright had been talk­
ing about the defendant 

During jury selection, Judge 
Caudill asked jurors repeatedly if they 
knew the defendant Wright did not 
acknowledge during questioning that 
he knew Martin. 

At Thursday's hearing, Judge 
Caudill told Wright that he hoped be 
had learned a lesson and asked Wright 
to put himself in the defendant' splace. 

"What if it had been you sitting at 
(the defendant's) table?'' Judge 
Caudill asked. "Do you think you 
would've received a fair trial?" 

Wright, who sat before the judge 
with his head bowed during most of 
the hearing, replied, "I guess not. I'm 
sorry." 

Seventy-six jurors were called in 
for the murder trial, Judge Caudill 
said, and spent most of the morning 
sitting through the proceedings. To 
help defray the jury costs, Judge 
Caudill imposed the $500 fine on 
Wright. 

Wright's attorney, Gary Johnson, 
once a prominent defense attorney 
who is now retired, told the judge that 
Wright would not contest any judg­
ment imposed by the court 

"My client is prepared to devote 
$500 to a fine to defray any inconve­
nience to the court and jurors," 
Johnson said. "He does feel remorse."

On Tuesday, Knott Judge John 

Robert Morgan agreed to step down 
from the retrial of Jacobs, who was 
convicted of killing Howard in 1987 
and sentenced to death. 

The Kentucky Supreme Court 
threw out Jacobs ' conviction earlier 
this year, saying the case should not 
have been tried in Knott County. 

On Thursday, Judge Caudill said 
it was his understanding that he would 
preside at the Jacobs trial, but he had 

not received any official notification. 
Floyd County chief jailer Damon 

Newsome said Tuesday afternoon that 
Jacobs had been brought to the Floyd 
County Jail by Kentucky State Police 
troopers at 11:20a.m. Newsome said 
that Jacobs has been placed under 
protective custody. 

Local attoorneys are saying that if 
Jacobs' trial is held in Floyd County 
it will be the first death penalty case 
to be tried in the county since the late 
1960s.

The Farmer's Home Administra­
tion contacted both Big Sandy Insur­
ance and Martin to inform them that 
the carrier was not licensed to oper­
ate in Kentucky.

I can't let you go without 
something." 

After Thursday' shearing, Johnson 
said, "it's a pleasant end to an other­
wise unpleasant event." 

Wright had posted a $1,000 cash 
bond after he was charged and 
Johnson asked that $500 be allowed 
to be taken out of the bond so the 
issue could be resolved Thursday af­
ternoon.

''Technically, it's under $10,000," 
Lafferty said. 

Just before the vote took place, 
councilman Steve Jenkins said, "I 
don't think we got any other choice, 
but to entertain Tommy's proposal."

Memorial weekend 
gas prices down 
from a year ago 

As the Memorial Day holiday ap­
proaches, the national average price 
of self-serve regular unleaded gaso­
line is 2. 7 cents lower than a year ago, 
AAA Blue Grass/Kentucky reported 
recently. 

AAA's most recent survey of 43 
Lexington area service stations 
showed the average price of the most 
popular grade of fuel to be $1.03.8, 
down 4.8 cents from this week last 
year. The price is 6.4 cents higher 
than at Easter, when the Club last 
surveyed gas prices. Prices in the 
Lexington market ranged from 91 
cents to $1.07 a gallon. 

Statewide, AAA reports the aver­
age for self -serve regular unleaded is 
$1.043 and nationally, it's $1.105. 

Over Memorial Day weekend, 66 
percent of stations will be open, while 
33 percent plan 24-bour operation.

Low road of politics 

Editor: 
Regardless of political ideology 

or personal philosophy, the credibil­
ity and honesty of those in politics 
have been tarnished in recent years. 
Perhaps no place bas been more fer­
tile for criticism than the General 
Assembly of the Commonwealth of 
Kentucky. In recent years, some leg­
islators and political figures have been 
linked with scandalous acts that re­
flect a basic lack of integrity and 
moral judgment. 

The necessity to restore integrity 
was a basis for electing P. Joseph 
Clarke to the position of Speaker of 
the House. Mr. Clarke quietly but 
very effectively led the Appropria­
tions and Revenue Committee for 
nearly two decades. He was elected 
to the position because, among all 
else, be is recognized for his integrity 
and commitment to ethical standards. 
In what was a very tumultuous and 
emotional session of the General 
Assembly, it is most unfortunate those 
in opposition to the Speaker, whether 
it be for personal gratification or for 
the opportunity to promote bad press, 
chose the "low road" of criticizing an 
individual in an attempt to discredit, 
rather than to have their ideas stand 
on the individual merits. B~ware of 
those who have engaged in this popu­
lar political game. This is a reflection 
of the person's method of operation 
and an indication of a basic weak­
ness. 

The fact that government in gen­
eral bas perpetuated the process of 
spending more than it can afford is 
not the fault of one person. Speaker 
Clarke has been consistent in his ad­
vice over the years of not spending 
more than is available. While many 
worthwhile projects have been iden­
tified, it is time to recognize that 
spending must be limited to available 
revenue. To do 'otherwise is simply 
irresponsible. Similarly, to continue 
raising taxes when waste in govern­
ment is openly admitted, is equally 
irresponsible. Unfortunately, the ba­
sic principle of spending no more 
than is available bas been overlooked 
too often. 

The time has come to recognize 
fiscal responsibility and eliminate the 
waste in government. Waste exists; it 
just requires the commitment to take 
the action. The continued philosophy 
of increasing taxes or holding worth-

while projects in hostage is simply 
unacceptable. Government, just as 
any successful business, must make 
an all out effort to eliminate waste 
and improve efficiency. 

Those who have criticized the lead­
ership of Speaker Clarke have quickly 
forgotten the principle for which be 
stands- integrity. Even though it may 
not be politically expedient, it is the 
foundation of leadership. Regardless 
of political philosophy or personal 
preferences, Speaker Clarke bas met 
the responsibilities of the position for 
which be was elected. 

As the General Assembly con­
venes on June 6th, we trust it will 
focus more on tha total picture of 
what is best for the Commonwealth 
rather than promoting the agenda of a 
particular individual. In any event, 
we encourage all concerned parties, 
including the press, to resist compro­
mising ethical behavior for the suc­
cess of a specific interest.

Twooftheprimaryyardsticksused 
to measure economic performance, 
rate of unemployment and increase 
in percapitaincomeshow Kenblcky' s 
economy to be doing very well. Our 
unemployment rate in March was 5.2 
percent compared to the U.S. rate of 
6.8percent 

In the area of per capita income, 
Kentucky is among the top ten s~tes 
nationally in the percent increase in 
per capita income during 1992-93. 
Kentucky ranked eighth, with a gain 
of 10.9 percent compared to the U.S. 
gain of 8.6 percent Our rate of in­
crease was better than 4 2 other states. 

Unemployment is, of course, low­
ered by people having jobs, and per­
sonal and per capita incomes increase 
when people have. better jobs. This 
past year, eight of Kentucky's top 10 
job sectors gained in employment, 
with manufacturing, services and 
uade showing strong gains. From 
1991 throughthefirstquarterof1994, 
nonagricultural employment in Ken­
tucky increased by 5.7 percent, com­
pared to a national average of 2.5 
percent. 

During this same period, our 
manufacturing employment grew 
while the nation was seeing a de­
crease in manufacturing jobs. Not 
only did Kentucky do well in gaining 
moremanufacturingjobs, but we also 
outperformed the nation in the num­
ber of new services jobs. Our service 
sector jobs increased by nearly 12 
percent, compared to the national gain 
of 9.3 percent 

Over the past 28 months, we have 
announced 33,000 net new manufac­
turing and supportive industry jobs in 
Kentucky. Some 4,200 of these new 
jobshavebeenannouncedin1994. 

Kentucky's investment through 
tbe Kentucky Educational Reform 
Act (KERA) in tbe intellectual capi­
tal of our young people is paying off. 
This past year nearly four of five 
schools showed improvements 
against one of the most rigorous test­
ing programs in the nation. Not only 
is KERA helping our children in the 
areas of traditional knowledge, but 
also in writing and "thinking" skills 
that lead to better jobs for our yomtg 
people in the future. 

This investment in intellectual 
capital is a selling point we use to 
market Kentucky to industrial pros­
pects. Kentucky must continue to in­
vestin tbose things that can bring, or 
help bring, new dollars to our state. 
New dollars are the fuel that power a 
vibrant business community to whicb 
people look for goods and services. 

In March, tbe Kentucky Economic 
Development Partnership Board 
adopted the Suategic Plan for Eco­
nomic Development. This compre­
hensive document, with 5 key goals, 
22 strategies and some 76 tactics to 
implement the various strategies, is 
Kentucky's very flfStstatewide blue­
print for economic growth and devel­
opment. 

The positive gains shown by the 
figures on per capita income, job 
growth, lower unemployment, and 
education reform should be a source 
of optimism among Kentuckians. 
Moreover, they represent a good foun­
dation from which to move forward, 
with the strategic plan as our road 
map, to a better future for the people 
of Kentucky. 

That, after all, is why we invest in 
education, economic development, 
capital projects and public services. 
It is also why we are proud to spot­
light the returns Kentucky is realiz­
ing from its invesunents.

93-34. 

A city official said Tuesday night that the election 
does not necessarily mean an end to city govern­
ment Mayor Pro Tem Rick Roberts indicated the 
city would challenge the election in court. City 
officials have said Tuesday's election was illegal 
because the city has a long-term debt State Statutes 
prohibit a dissolution referendum if city has such a

Blevins wins 5th despite 
surge for indicted Maynard 

In the mountains of Eastern and Southern Ken­
tucky, state Sen. Walter ''Doc" Blevins won the 
Democratic nomination in the 5th District despite a 
surprising showing by opponent Steve Maynard, 
who is mtder indictment Blevins will face Rep. Hal 
Rogers in November. 

Blevins, a West Liberty dentist, said be was 
surprised. 

"It's a weird time in politics any time the turnout 
is this low," be said.

Businessman Steve Maynard of Inez was dogged 
by legal problems, but the race was closer than 
anyone expected. Maynard, 33, who fmished last in 
an eight-person Democratic primary in 1992, has 
been indicted on charges of complicity to theft and 
assault and did not campaign. 

But Maynard carried some precincts, including at 
least one in Johnson County where Republican lead­
ers interpreted the vote as support for Hal Rogers, the 
Republican incumbent who was unopposed yester­

"They got all the coal operators, and our attorneys 
told us we could fight them and beat them," he said . 
But he said his lawyers advised that it would be 
cheaper to plead guilty. 

In 1990, two other coal companies headed by 
Newsome were ordered to pay the state $42,000 in 
civil fmes for assorted violations of surface-mining 
laws. One of those companies more recently has been 
written up for two violations that are not fully re­
solved, according to state Surface Mining Commis­
sioner David Rosenbaum. 

Bentley, of Topmost, said Newsome's record as a 
coal operator was not much of an issue in the race. 
Bentley chalked up his loss to voters' resistance to 
taxes - many had recently paid their property-tax 
bills after assessments went up - and rebellion 
against the Kentucky Education Reform Act. 

Newsome agreed with that assessment - The

B eing president of the 
United States is the

The fastest competitor 
wins. 

The other featured events have been added over 
time. Bull riding is the most popular, and most 
dangerous, of all rodeo events. The requirements 

Calf roping is another race against time. The 
cowboy must rope the fleeing calf from his horse, 
dismount running and throw the calf, then tie three 
legs together with a light rope called a "pigging 
string." The cowboy signals completion by raising 

Rodeo is the only major sport with completely 
American roots. It dates back to the mid 1800s as 
a contest of skills between top hands and top stock 
from rival cattle ranches. Locations were usually 
open pasture, but soon enterprising merchants 
realized they could make a buck on the competi­
tions. They convinced the cowboys to hold their 
contests in town on a specific date by offering 
prize money. Then they advertised the dates, draw­
ing people from miles around. 

The fust such organized competitions were in 
Cheyenne, Pecos and Prescott in the old West. 
Today, rodeos are held form the Atlantic to the 
Pacific, and in Mexico, Argentina, Brazil, Chile 
and Australia. The largest rodeo in the world is the 
annual Calgary Stampede in Canada. 

The original events were saddle bronc riding 
and steer wrestling. Saddle bronc riding requires 
cowboys to stay on a bucking horse with one hand 
on the reins and his boot in the stirrups. He gets

Authorities said the shower was not 
wheelchair-accessible for disabled 
nude dancers, although no such danc­
ers have come forward. 

- The Wall Street Journal re­
ported in April on a potential legal 
defense being considered by some 
well-to-do professionals who fail to 
flleincometaxreturns. Sucbnonfllers 
should be excused because they suf­
fer from an anxiety syndrome char­
acterized by "an overall inability to 
act in (their) own interest," according 
to a recent New York Law Journal 
article. Victims are "highly ambi­
tious, hypercritical, detail-oriented 
people," according to a psychiatry 
professor,andthuscannotrelax,don't 
know how to delegate, and tend to 
procrastinate and become secretive. 

-The Washington Post reported 
in March that several employees of 
the Office of Thrift Supervision, 
which regulates the savings and loan 

industry, have threatened to sue the 
agency if they are disciplined for 
playing "fantasy sports" leagues (such 
as rotisserie baseball) during work­
ing hours. Said one, if every such 
player at OTS were disciplined, it 
would "clean out the agency." 

JUST CAN'T STOP MYSELF 
-In September, St. Paul, Minn., 

police stopped Jimmy Monk, 39, and 
confiscated from his car's roof a 20-
foot ladder, which had been reported 
missing. At the time, he was awaiting 
sentencing on two other ladder thefts 
and was a suspect in a rash of about 
two dozen others. Said a police ser­
geant, "He just can't seem to walk 
past (a ladder) without taking it." 

- In July, Susumu Suzuki, 45, 
was arrested in Takasaki, Japan, and

-as many as several hundred a day 
-and then hanging up without speak-
ing. He cited as his motive a 20-year­
old snub by city ball when he applied 
for a job after graduating from col­
lege. And in September, Mikiko 
Miyamoto,43, wascbargedwithhav­
ing made as many as 100 similar 
phone calls a day for 12 years to a 
female acquaintance in Tokyo.

Granddad and his tablets 
by Dr. Robert Kettrick 

Prescribing for the elderly is a 
very complex problem. What do I 
mean by the elderly? Even that is 
difficult to defme. There are men and 
women in their mid-80s who are in 
much better shape than some people 
in their 60s. 

In general, however, the body sys­
tem of a 75-year-old man or woman 
cannot process any prescribed drugs 
as efficiently as can a young person's. 
A simple example: a man of75 can't 
cope with alcohol as easily as his son 
or grandson. 

Numerous factors contribute to 
the older man's reaction to drugs. His 
blood chemistry is different His body 
is more shrunken and lacking in body 
water to dilute the drug, be it alcohol 
or prescribed medi~ines. 

Many drugs are broken down and 
processed in the liver, but granddad's 
liver has gotten smaller and the blood 
flow to it is reduced, accounting for a 
slower breakdown of drugs in his 
body. 

Filtering and drainage by his kid­
neys may be reduced as part of aging. 

Although he may appear to be as 
sharp as a razor in conversation, his 
brain may be affected by drugs. An 
older man's brain is more sensitive to 
Valium and the other benzodiaz­
epines, causing a tendency to sway 
and an increase in reaction time. Some 
drugs reduce the blood pressure and

by taking control 

(NU)-The Arthritis Foundation 
is encouraging people to take advan­
tage of the many services that can 
help maintain or even improve their 
quality of life, despite the pain and 
limitedmovementarth.ritis may bring. 

Two million Americans say they 
have arthritis but have not seen a 
doctorforcare--even though anum­
ber of medical treatments and other 
helpful services are available to make 
life with arthritis easier and less pain­
ful, according to the Arthritis Foun­
dation. 

"Many people mistakenly view 
arthritis as a part of aging for which 
nothing can really help," said Arthur 
Grayzel, Arthritis Foundation senior 
vice president of medical affairs. ''The 
reality is that arthritis can bring pain, 
limit movement and make ordinary 
tasks very difficult But there are 
ways to help you limit its impact and 
continue to enjoy life." 

In addition to prescribed medical 
treatment, there are other options that 
can be very helpful. These include 
Arthritis Foundation services such as 
warm-water exercise classes, self­
help courses, support groups and a 
wide variety of information. 

"The keys to coping with arthritis 
are to recognize that arthritis is seri­
ous, see a doctor for proper diagno­
sis, learn all you can about the disease 
and take action to control its impact 
on your life by contacting the Arthri­
tis Foundation," Grayzel said.

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Common sense ways to beat heart attacks 
byEIUe Law 

Now more than ever, people are 
concerned about their hearts. It is not 
surprising, considering that heart at­
tacks and other heart -related diseases 
have been the country's biggest killer. 

According to one expert. there are 
six main risk factors related to heart 
disease: age, family history, smok­
ing, rnised blood pressure, blood cho­
lesterol level and diabetes. 

Dr. Gordon Jackson, a practicing 
heart specialist and consultant to a 
number of London hospitals, elabo­
rates. 

"People in their 50s and 60s are 
much more prone to problems. And if 
one of your parents or siblings bas 
suffered a heart attack, then you have 
a greater-than-average risk. 

"Smoking is a major cause of heart 
attacks and strokes, and the easiest to 
deal with. You cannot change your 
age or your family history, but you 
can stop smoking. 

"Blood pressure is one of the ma­
jor indicators of risk and is particu­
larly important as a predictor of 
sttokes, but it is a relatively easy 
condition to treat. 

"There is a cholesterol level be­
low which heart problems are least 
likely to occur, but unfortunately this 

level is well below the aver-age in 
Western countries. 

"Finally, if you are a diabetic, then 
you do have an increased risk." 

So bow can we possibly beat the 
dreaded heart disease? 

Dr. Jackson says that while we 

can't hope to prevent heart attacks 
completely, there is good evidence to 
suggest that it is possible to make a 
dramatic reduction in personal heart 
attack risk, merely by making com­
paratively minor changes in lifestyle. 

Here are eight ways be suggests 
you can do that: 

1. Have your blood pressure 
checked regularly. Keeping slim, 
exercising, eating fruit and vegetables 
for their potassium content, and cut­
ting down drastically on your salt 
intake will help to keep your blood 
pressure down. 

2. Cut out all fried f~ (grill 
them instead), avoid too much cheese 
and dairy food, and especially avoid 

Unproven arthritis remedies 
can do more harm than good 

(NU)-One in 10 people with ar­
thritis has tried an unproven remedy 
to relieve the chronic pain, only to 
suff~ sometimes harmful side ef­
fects, according to a government sur­
vey. 

The survey conducted by the U.S. 
Department of Health and Human 
Services also found that 58 percent of 
the' respondents flrst learned of an 
unproven arthritis remedy from well­
meaning family or friends. 

"Many unproven remedies are not 
harmful, such as copper bracelets or 
acupuncture," said Arthur Grayzel, 
senior vice president for medical af­
fairs for the Arthritis Foundation. 

According to the Arthritis Foun­
dation, suspect an unproven remedy 
if it: 

-Claims to worlc for all types of 
arthritis. 

-Uses only case histories or tes­
timonials as proof. 

-Cites only one study or a study 
without a control group. 

- Has no warnings about side 
effects. 

"A major rule of thumb is to learn 
as much as possible about an arthritic · 
remedy before trying it or even tell­
ing others about it," Grayzel said. "If 
Y9U do decide to try an unproven 
treatment, talk to your doctor and 
continue your prescribed medical 
treatment" 

very fat meat and meat products such 
as sausages, burgers, etc. Switch to 
less fatty flsb and poultry instead of 
red meat wherever possible. 

3. Use polyunsaturated vegetable 
fats and cook in oil instead of butter 
or animal fats. 

4. Increase your intake of flber in 
your diet Increasing carbohydrates 
will automatically increase flber. 
Some people still worry that eating a 
lot of starchy foods will lead to obe­
sity. Too much of any food can do 
that, but since carbohydrates contain 
just under half as much energy as 
fatty food, the way to lose weight is to 
avoid fat. Different types of bread 
contain different amounts of fiber. 
White bread is richer in flber than 
you think, but whole-grain breads 
may contain up to 150 percent-more 
per slice. 

5. Drink less alcohol. People who 
drink small amounts of alcohol are 
actually at lower risk of coronaries 
and stroke than even non-drinkers. 
But overdo and all kinds of weight 
and heart problems are activated. 

6. Don't smoke. It not only dam­
ages the lungs, it makes the pulse beat 
faster, narrows the arteries, reduces 
vital oxygen to the blood and strains 
the heart. Eight percent of the coro­
nary death rate of men under the age 
of 50 can he blamed on smoking 
alone. The risk of heart disease for 
the smoker is much greater than the 
risk of lung cancer. If you are not 
prepared to give up the habit then you 
are obviously not serious about the 
risk of a heart attack. 

7. Do exercise, but nothing highly 
strenuous, especially if you are over 
40 and haven' texercised in years. Do 
the kind of exercise that trains the 
lungs and the heart rather than that 
which increases muscle strength, i.e. 
walking, running, swimming and 
cycling. Home exercise machines are 
fme, but tend to be boring and people 
give up easily. Join an exercise 
group-it's an excellent way to work 
out Forget the elevator-walk up 
stairs; do some gardening; get off the 
bus a stop or two early and walk the 
rest of the way. 

8. Don't let yourself get over­
weight You have a better life expect­
ancy if you are slim than signifi­
cantly overweight. Tests have shown 
that in men, a waist measurement

"But the effects of others are not 
known such as bee venom, flsh oil or 
certain diets. Still others we know 
can be harmful and should not be 
tried. soch as snake venom.

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Pets can be the best medicine Thank You 
Frank Matinley lay in a coma in a 

hospital, occasionally mumbling the 
name of his dog, Tipper. 

As his lift ebbed away, doctors 
said it would do no harm if his pet 
said good-bye to his master through a 
window. 

When Tipper saw him at the 
Southampton hospital, be barked­
and Frank, 68, began to come around 
on his life-support machine. When 
nurses wheeled him nearer to see his 
dog, he began to fight his way back to 
health. 

Medical experts are now looking 
closely at the possibility that pets 
may be a better tonic than many forms 
of treatment. Frank made an amazing 
recovery. 

Remarkable experiments are con­
vincing doctors that when it comes to 
sickness, animals really are man • s 
best friend. Cats, dogs, parakeets, 
even goldfish, have produced sig­
nificant improvement in patients' 
health-in some cases, faster than 
drug treatments. 

Results have been so encouraging 
that one specialist bas even launched 
a rent-a-dog scheme to put people 
back on their feet 

London psychiatrist Dr. Michael 
McCulloch has about 15 dogs in his 
"pet pool." They are delivered by 
assistants before breakfast to patients • 
homes, and collected in the evening. 

"Pets can improve health and well 
being," Dr. McCulloch says. "For 
someone living alone they can pro­
vide new interest in life-someone to 
talk to and have a laugh with. 

''1beycanalsomakepatientsmore 
active. There is good evidence that a 
heart attack patient makes a better 
recovery if be bas a pet." 

Stress is one of the killers of mod­
ern life, but scientists at the Univer­
sity ofPennsylvaniahave discovered 
a new way of lowering dangerously 
high blood pressure levels. 

No drugs are involved-patients 
are simply placed in front of an 
aquarium and left to watch the fish. 
Some video companies now sell tapes 
of tropical dish lazily swimming 
around. As the companies point out, 
you don't have to feed the fish or 
clean out the tank. 

The idea of using pets to aid re­
covery was first tried by 18th-cen­
tury Quakers, but faded out as new 
medicines were developed. 

Shelton· Ilospital, Shrewsbury, 
England, turned back the clock and 
found that 18 cats, three dogs, seven 
parakeets and a tank of goldfish 
worked wonders with long-term pa­
tients. 

"We realized how beneficial pets 
can be," said Dr. Mary Highcliffe. 
"They're uncritical, they don't re­
quire a lot of care, you can talk to 
them and they don't get bored. 
They're a perfect friend." 

At Shelton, withdrawn patients 
become more talkative, and difficult 
ones socialized more easily. And in 
one case, a woman, thought for five 
years to have been deaf, started talk­
ing to the goldfish. 

Hundreds of patients at the Golden 
West convalescent hospital in 
Hawthorne, California, have been 
helped on the road to recovery by a 
mongrel dog named Duchess. 

Administrator Marion Hames 
saved the stray from being put to 
sleep and made a borne for her at the 
hospital. Now Duchess starts berdail y 
rounds at 7 a.m., greeting patients in 
every sick ward in the 40-room build­
ing. 

And when a signal light flashes 
above a patient's door, the black and 
tan dog races to fetch a nurse. 

Duchess called daily on a64-year­
old man, paralyzed and unable to 
speak, and sat by his bed nuzzling his 
hand. 

"After a couple of days, the pa­
tient reached down to pat her," says 
Hll111es. "It was the first time be has 
responded to anything. Now he's ac­
tually saying a few words." 

Some developments in four­
legged therapy have progressed to 
training animals to care for the sick. 
For instance, Dr. Mary Willard of 
Tufts New England Medical Care 
Hospital has taught capuchin mon­
keys to nurse patients. 

One saucer-eyed monkey has en­
riched the life of paralysis victim 
Robert Foster by operating his mi­
crowave oven, serving meals, and 
preparing drinks of milk from his 
refrigerator. 

The incredible capuchin brushes . 
his hair, use a key to open doors and 
can even take a record from a sleeve 
and place it on a turntable. 

In Kyusha Veterinary Hospital, 
Japan, a chimpanzee helps out as a 
medical orderly-looking after other 
animals. He bas been trained to carry 
patients to surgery and serve meals.
