Money woes

Rape charge 
is bound over 
to grand jury

A Floyd County Grand Jury will 
hear the case of a Hager Hill man 
accused of raping a 10-year-oldFloyd 
County gir1last July. 

In a preliminary bearing Wednes­
day in Floyd District Court, trial com­
missioner Jack Hyden ruled that a 
grand jury should hear the charge 
against Christopher Park, 27, ofHager 
Hill. 

Kentucky State Police detective 
Jim Stephens testified Wednesday 
that the Department of Social Ser­
vices contacted him and reported a 
10-year -old female said she had been 
raped by Park last summer. Stephens 
said that Park became acquainted with 
the alleged victim when the two were 
neighbors. Stephens said that Park 
denied that he had sex with the girl 
and that he had only taken her to 
movies. 

The girl was diagnosed with a 
sexually transmitted disease in Octo­
ber, Stephens testified, but that Park 
had tested negative for the disease.

director of facilities for the state De­
partment of Education, told board 
members Tuesday. 

"The issue of finances is a very 
grave issue," Ryles told the board. 
"Floyd County's debt service .. .is 
really tight-tighter than presented 
(by Floyd County). I want you to 
know the temperature of the water." 

Ryles told the board that the dis­
trict could face some type of emer­
gency in the system which could re­
quire the expenditure of a substantial 
amount of money. He advised the 
board to consider that and decide 
"not to spend every nickel you have." 

Ryles added that fmancial offi­
cials were hesitant in approving the 
funding plan for a new Martin/ 
Maytown Elementary, but decided to 
approve it so the district would not 
lose a portion of School Facility Con­
struction Commission funds. 

Board chairman Ray Brackett 
asked Ryles if any excess funds from 
completed school projects could go 
toward new projects . 

Ryles said that the SFCC recom­
mends that any leftover monies be 
used toward retiring the debt service 
for the project or to make other im­
provements on the project. 

If the SFCC gives approval for 
excess funds to be used elsewhere, 
the money must go to the next prior­
ityon the district's facility plan, Ryles 
said. The next priority, after Martin/ 
Maytown, is the Prestonsburg High 
School renovation. 

Floyd officials have been looking 
at buying additional properties for 
athletic fields at South Floyd and 
Prestonsburg High Schools and a site 
for a Betsy Layne Middle School. 

But Floyd school officials are con­
fident that they can convince finance 
officials to approve the first phase of 
the Prestonsburg project 

Jim Osborne, operations chief for 
Floyd County, said after Tuesday's 
special board meeting that they ex­
pect to get approval for Phase I of 
Prestonsburg within two weeks.

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New ecology officer hopes education 
will replace enforcement some day

People dumping or burning trash 
in Floyd County illegally bad better 
look over their shoulders because 
Floyd County's new ecology officer 
may be dogging their heels. 

Lon May, who was sworn in Tues­
day as the ecology officer, said he 
plans to clean up the county and hopes 
to change some attitudes about dump­
ing trash. 

"Citizens in Floyd County need to 
know that open dumping and illegal 

burning is not going to be tolerated," 
he said in an interview Tuesday. 
"People in Floyd County ought to 
think about future generations and 
what we're leaving behind." 

May is concerned about what is 
being left behind for his children, 
Mandy, 8, and Jared, 4, and he thinks 
the way to change that is t6 start by 
educating the public. 

May plans to visit students in kin­
dergarten through the fourth grade in 
each school in the county to make 
children aware of how keeping the 
environment clean will improve their

living conditions. He plans to show 
films about clean-up efforts in the 
county. He also hopes to get students 
involved in projects. 

"Today (November 1) is a new era 
in Floyd County Solid Waste," Mike 
Vance, director of the Floyd County 
Solid Waste, Inc., said. 

Vance explained that all perma­
nent, full-time employees of the 
county waste program had been ter­
minated as of October 31. The em­
ployment of the last county solid 
waste work er, secretary Kathy 
Hamilton, ended October 31.

5th-graders find college 
to be a "foreign" affair

For the last six weeks, two fifth 
graders from Prestonsburg Elemen­
tary have been going to college. 

Stephanie Dye and Jason Goble, 
both ten years old, have been taking 
the 101 Spanish class three times a 
week at Prestonsburg Community 
College as a language enrichment 
experience in a unique partnership 
between the Floyd County Schools 
Talented and Gifted program (TAG) 
and PCC. 

"We have never had any (elemen­
tary) kids from this area going to 
college, as far as we know," said 
Tammy Francis, one of three TAG 
coordinators for Floyd County 
Schools. "This is our first experience 
doing this." 

According to test scores, 
Stephanie, the daughter of Michael 

and Patricia Dye, and Jason, the son 
of Kenny and Wilma Goble, are gifted 
in reading and language. ''They scored 
the highest they can go ... at the sopho­
more and junior high school level," 
Francis said. 

The TAG coordinator consulted 
with Ken Slone, chair of the Humani­
ties Division and associate professor 
ofEnglish and Spanish at the college, 
about enrichment activities for 
Stephanie and Jason. "I talked with 
Mr. Slone and be thought about put­
ting them into foreign language 
study," Francis said. 

Slone was already familiar with 
the TAG program. This semester 
Slone has been teacbingabasicSpan­
ish class for fifth and sixth gradeT AG 
students. During the one-hour class 
held on Fridays at PCC, "we sing 
songs, do story translations -more 
fun type of things - bave simple 
conversations," Slone said. 

The associate professor decided 
that Stephanie and Jason, both of 
whom have never studied a foreign 
language, could meet the challenges 
of the basic 101 Spanish class he 
teacbes. "I didn't hesitate a second," 
Slone said. "It gives them a chance to 
see what college is like. It also gave 
the college students a chance to teach. 
A lot of the students are going to be 
teachers. In group work, they helped 
with the younger ones." 

Jason and Stephanie decided they 
were up to the challenge of a college 
Spanish course as well, although they 
both admitted they were very ner­
vous the first day of class. "It was 
exciting," Stephanie said. "I twas very 
fun to learn you would be taking a 
new language. But we were afraid 
they would use words we didn't 
know."

Towler to 
initiate 
removal 
processes

Although few agree it should be 
done but realize that it must be done, 
Floyd County school superintendent 
Steve Towler will begin the process 
for removing two parent representa· 
tives on separate school councils. 

Clarence Risner, who serves on 
Prestonsburg High School's council, 
and Joe Tussey, who is on the Adams 
Middle School council, arc ineligible 
to serve on those councils because 
their wives are employed elsewhere 
in the school district 

Towler said at Tuesday's special 
board meeting that be did not agree 
with a state law that makes the two 
members ineligible to serve, but he 
realized that he had to notify state 
officials of the situation. 

"I do not agree with the law, I 
think it's overkill on nepotism," 
Towler said. "Ifeelit is an unfair part 
of the law, however, it is part of the 
law. We have to try to enforce it. 
These men are two good examples of 
what council members ought to be. I 
have a lot of reluctance and regret. .. to 
write to the commissioner." 

Board attorney Cliff Latta reported 
that it was his opinion that board 
members could face removal from 
office themselves if they did not com­
ply with the law. 

In 1992, lawmakers changed the 
statute governing parent members on 
school councils which disqualifies a 
parent if they have a relative em­
ployed anyWhere in the district. 'Ibat 
provision does not apply to the teacher 
andadministrativemembcrs of school 
councils. 

In 1994, state legislators gave the 
responsibility for removing ineligible 
school council members to local 
boards of education. 

Board chairman Ray Brackett said 
he didn't think any of his fellow board 
members agreed that the law was 
fair. 

Board member Dolores Smith 
agreed and said that the same restric­
tions should apply to teachers and

Under a new state law, cotmty and 
city officials must have an ethics or­
dinance in place by January 1995. 

The meeting will begin at 10 a.m.

The district is approximately 
$1,280,000 short in bonding poten­
tial for Phase I of the project Bond­
ing agent Terrell Ross reported to the 
board that there is $8.7 available in 
bonding potential for the district To 
finance the Martin/Maytown and 
Phase I of Prestonsburg projects, the 
district needs $10 million in bonding 
potential. 

If the district cannot get the extra 
bonding potential needed, Phase I of 
the Prestonsburg project will have to 
be scaled back to S4.3 million and 
Phase II will have to be increased to 
make up for the cutback. 

Osborne said Phase II for 
Prestonsburg and other projects will 
be on hold until additional SFCC 
monies arc allotted to the district 

principals who serve on school coun­
cils. 

Risner and Tussey attended 
Tuesday' smcetingand said they were 
concerned about what grounds 
Towler would cite for their removal. 

Grounds for removal outlined in 
the law are: immorality; misconduct 
in office; incompetence; willful ne­
glect of duty; or nonfeasance. 

Towler told the two men that their 
ineligibility to be council members 
would be categorized as nonfeasance. 

Risner and Tussey disagreed. 
"I made numerous inquiries and 

was assured I met the Aoyd County 
School Board's policy," Tussey told 
the board. "I don't feel I have done 
anything wrong. Nonfeasance makes 
me feel like I've not done my job. I 

have done my job. I'm concerned 
(about the charge). I disagree with 
the law." 

"I went in to sit on the council with 
honest intentions of helping kids," 
Risner said. "I'm not blaming any­
one. Sometimes I feel like I've done 
something wrong. If trying to help 
kids and see that they get a good 
education is wrong, I'll admit I'm 
wrong." 

Towler told the board that no ac­
tion needed to be taken on the issue at 
this time.

of hiring a primary resource teacher

Although the state says Floyd 
County is on target with its current 25 
percent reduction in waste, Vance 
said, he hopes to do more. He and 
May plan to begin, or revive, several 
programs in the county, including a 
recycling program and the Adopt-A­
Highway program. 

"We want to bring citizens back 
into the program/' he explained. He 
also wants to get businesses involved 
in clean-up efforts. 

He also plans to conduct recycling 
workshops and said that Rumpke of­
ficials are interested in helping spon­
sor the seminars. 

"People don't understand about 
tires and oil," he said. "You can't 
pour oil in the creek or beside the 
road. You've got to dispose of it 
properly." 

White goods, such as refrigera­
tors, must be disposed of properly 
too. May estimated that it will cost 
the county $50 for each refrigerator it 
must remove from open dumps. 

Vance thinks the proposal to make 
individuals and businesses respon­
sible for paying their waste bills will 
help clean up the county. 

"As solid waste people, we don't 
want to put anybody in jail for a debt. 
We think people have to be respon­
sible. It is a crime against the envi­
ronment," he said. 

May concurs. 
"It is a crime against the environ­

ment It is a crime against us," May 
said . 

Vance suggested that judges, in 
lieu of a fme, could assign public 
service tasks such as helping to clean 
up a dump or along the road to those 
people who don't pay their bills or 
those caught dumping illegally. 

Or, he said, those individuals could 
be made to attend a school to educate 
them about the destructive aspects of 
open dumps. He compared the school 
to DUI school where drunk drivers 
are educated about the hazards of 
drug abuse. 

"If you bum something or dump 
something, you are committing a 
crime against your fellow citizens. 
The very least you should be made to 
do is help with the cleanup," Vance 
said. 

Vance thinks that May has the 
rightideaabouteducating the public. 

"In two years time, I hope that (the 
office) can be viewed, not as an en­
forcement office, but as an education 
and information program." 

May, who is married to the former 
Denise Ousley, is a 1981 graduate of 
Prestonsburg High School. He is the 
son of Connie and Ron Cooley of 
Mays Branch and grandson of 
Delphia Patton of Prestonsburg and 
the late Buster Patton. 

He attended Pikeville College for 
two years. As ecology officer, he will 
continue his training in efforts to keep 
Floyd County clean.

abandoned. The resident alerted the 
Mason County Sheriffs office, which 
obtained information about the Floyd 
vehicle from the computer network.

A copying fee, not to 
exceed onedollar($1) per page, may 
be charged by the health care pro­
vider for furnishing a second copy of 
the patient's medical record upon 
request either by the patient or the 
patient's attorney or the patient's 
authorized representative." 

Prior to this law, hospitals and 
doctors were sometimes known to 
deny patients copies of their own 
records, or chargeexorbitantamounts 
for the copies. Unfortunately, it bas 
come to our attention that some health 
care providers are still refusing to 
comply.

Akers honored for supporting 
Mountain Christian Academy

Contractor Ervin Akers was hon­
ored Monday in an informal cer­
emony at his home at Dana by repre­
sentatives of Mountain Christian 
Academy, a private Christian school 
located at Martin. 

With his wife, Doris, and two 
daughters and a son-in-law gathered 
about him, Akers listened as repre­
sentatives of MCA, Terry Dotson, 
chairman of the board; Ralph Beiting, 
member of the board; and Dr. Parker 
Tiller, dean of the school, expressed 
their appreciation for the retired 
contractor's generosity to the school. 
Tina McFarland, the school's direc­
tor of development, was also present. 

In the early 1980s, Akers' build­
ing fum Akers and Akers Incorpo­
rated at Dana, was hired by the 
school's board of directors to con­
struct a combination gymnasium and 

classroom building on the school cam­
pus. When the building was com­
pleted, the school was struggling fi. 
nancially. In 1985, Akers agreed to 
accept partial payment on the build­
ing which cost over a quartec of a 
million dollars. He later forgave 
$65,000 of the remaining debt to the 
school, which makes him one of the 
largest contributors to MCA. The 
school continues to make monthly 
payments on the debt for which Ak­
ers has never charged interest. 

Beiting, who was chairman of the 
board of the school at that time, said 
to Akers, "The money you waited 
for, for so long without interest, meant 
life and death to the schooL Without 
your patience and generosity, we 
wouldn't be here today." 

Beiting read a letter of apprecia­
tion from the school, and presented 
Akers with a framed certificate of 
appreciation. 

Dotson told Akers, "We appreci­
atetheworkyou'vedoneattheschool.

Smith said. 
"I don't feel real strong about the 

size of the building," Smith said. "It's 
what goe.~ on in the building. We can 
document that small schools do well 
and we can document that large 
schools do well. In small community 
schools, students feel a closeness. 
Each can be effective. A crucial thing 
is to have good communication with 
parents. Parents need to get involved 
with schools at the instructional 
level." 

School council~ are a important 
component of KERA because par­
ents, teachers and administrators are 
involved in making decisions that 
affect their schools, Smith said. Coun­
cils accept the responsibility for the 
learning level of students at their 
schools and can let everyone become 
involved at their school, Smith said. 

Eligibility requirements for a seat 
on a school council are not fair and 
should be addressed in the future by 
state lawmakers, Smith said. 

"From the beginning, I bad a prob­
lem that there are three teachers and 
twoparentson a council," Smith said. 
"I'vealwaysfeltitshould be equal. If 
they have regulations, everybody who 
serves should fall under the same 
regulation. I do not agree with that 
part of the law. I hope the legislature 
will take another look at it." 

Smith, however, does agree that 
some type of criteria should be used 
to oversee the selection process for 
council members. 

"I've never felt that nepotism has 
been the problem, it' s political pa­
tronage," Smith said. "Nepotism was 
easy to get at. Doling out jobs based 
on votes is still a problem in a lot of 
areas. People should be put in posi­
tions because of their own qualifica­
tions." 

Smith feels progress has been 
made in the school system, but ad­
mits there is still a lot of work to be 
done. 

"Wehaven'tdoncanyplanning­
short-termorlongrange," Smith said. 
"We need to know where we are 
going, not just in facilities, but in 
fmanccs. 

.. Uppermost, it's quality,just like 
a business," Sm1th said . .. ll's not dif­

"There· s not enough communica­
tion going on with parents," Barner 
said. "There were no community 
meetings to educate parents about 
KERA. We can'tjust say, 'this is the 
way it is and this is how it's going to 
be.' 

"Parents want a quality education 
for their children," Barner continued. 
"1bey want to know their children 
can read, write and have tl1e skills to 
carry on tl1rough tlle rest of their life." 

Bigger schools arc not better 
schools and small community schools 
should remain open if it is economi­
cally feasible for the school system, 
Barner said. 

Restrictions placed on parent 
members of school councils are not 
quite fair and tl1e whole process needs 
a closer look, Barner said. School 
councils are much like individual 
school boards, but members must 
receive more training before assum­
ing tl1eir roles, Barner said. 

"Everybody needs to know what 
their roles are," Barner said. "I'd like 
to s~ each classroom elect a repre­
sentative to be like a Congress to the 
site based committees. I feel mat's 
the democratic way." 

The school system has made 
strides to place a greater emphasis on 
academics instead of atl1lctics, Barner 
said, but parents need to realize the 
importance of a good education. 

"Academics stay with children for 
the rest of their lives," Barner said. 
"Very few athletes in Floyd County 
go on to earn millions of dollars. We 
need to change parents' minds about 
the value of an education. Academics 
is priority number one. We need to 
get parents involved in the academic 
side at the grass roots level." 

Incumbent District Two school 
board member Ray Brackett feels the 
Floyd County school system has made

A total of 133 students were placed 
in more than 50 different business 
and industry locations throughout the 
region. They worked more than 
21,000 hours and earned in excess of 
$51,000.

a lot of progress lately and he wants 
to continue iliat trend. 

"We made a lot of strides, but 
there's a lot of work to do," Brackett 
said. ''We need to remind children 
that they can be a success and to be 
better. They shouldn't be satisfied 
with mediocrity or the average. Their 
goal should be success and to do the 
best they can do." 

Parental involvement with the 
school system is a weakness in the 
district, Brackett said, and school 
officials should work toward helping 
parents understand Kentucky's Edu­
cation Reform Act. 

"It's still a strange animal to them," 
Brackett said. "Some parents have 
that wait and see attitude. KERA has 
made some changes in the school 
system, not a lot. There is some con­
cern about ilie primary program. Par­
ents are dissatisfied wiili it in Floyd 
County and oilier parts of the state. 

"Parents want the best educational 
program that serves their children 
well,"Brackettsaid. "They want clean 
buildings and safe buildings. They 
also want all ilie people paid to do a 
job, todoitwell. Theyneedtofeel ilie 
schools are ilieirs and iliey belong to 
them." 

Brackett agrees with ilie concept 
of KERA, but feels iliat the reform 
act does not address the needs of 
gifted students. 

"It eliminates the concept that 
someone can be number one and 
strives for all students to be equal," 
Brackett said. "It is not giving enough 
to the gifted students. It holds the 
youngsters back to a degree." 

Athletics does not overshadow 
academics in the Floyd system, 
Brackett said, and extra curricular 
activities are important to all stu­
dents. 

"It's part of growing up in 
America," Brackett said. "We have 
the required hours of instruction and 
when that's done, iliere's extra cur­
ricular activities." 

Site based councils are serving the 
needs they were intended to serve, 
Brackett said, and so far, be sees no 
major problems with councils in 
Floyd County. 

'They seem to be doing tllcir jobs," 
Brackett said. "I bear no dissatisfac­
tion from parents. I've beard no com­
plaints as a board member about 
school councils." 

A law setting out requirements for 
parent members of school councils is 
very unfair, Brackett said. He added 
that classified school employees 
should also be allowed to serve on 
school councils. 

A community school gives chil­
dren and parents a sense of identity, 
Brackett said, and he is in favor of 
maintaining smaller schools al tl1ough 
he bas been involved in consolida­
tion of schools. 

"It's more common sense not to 
get schools too big," Brackett said. 
"Sometimes consolidation is neces­
sary to get schools out of the flood 
plain."

What do parents want from the 
Floyd County school system? 

"Parents want an education for 
their kids," Branham said. 

Those involved in the Floyd 
County school system need to reach 
an accord and to work together," 
Branham said. 

"There should be more tranquil­
ity," Branham said. "Employees 
should enjoy themselves more and 
U1cre shouldn't be so much pressure 
put on them. There are so many pres­
sures in U1e system. You can'tcbange 
from day to night overnight. Things 
have been going on for 25 years and 
you can't change it in one or two 

"I also want to work very hard to 
reduce the dropout rate and empha­
size to parents and students the im­
portance of staying in school," 
Honshell added. "We need to raise 
the expectations of parcnL<; and stu­
dents." 

Honshell is caught in the middle 
on the issue of the quality of smaller 
schools versus bigger schools. 

"Sometimes I think larger schools 
compound the problems," Jlonshell 
said. "But, I'm not sure smaller 
schools will solve the problem ei­
ther." 

Honshell agrees with the concept 
of the state's education reform act, 

but feels it may have some flaws that 
need to be worked out as time goes 
by. 

"A lot of parents arc concerned 
about some parts of KERA and I 
share those same concerns," Honsbell 
said. "They feel their children are not 
getting the basics they need in the 
primary program. They feel students 
are not reading as well as they should; 
not getting basic grammar sldlls; ba­
sic math; and the basic principles of 
science. That's one of the major con­
cerns parents have." 

Parents want their children to come 
out of the Floyd County school sys­
tem prepared for the transition from 

high school to a post secondary school 
or the work force, J lonsbell said. The 
school system should have a broad 
curriculum so students can be very 
well rounded for college, technical 
school or the work force, she added. 

The theory behind school coun­
cils "is great," but care should be 
taken that councils are not used to 
abuse the powers they possess. 

"I'm not suggesting that is hap­
pening, but there is room for abuse," 
Honshell said. "I'm very much for 
councils. Governance of schools 
should come from teachers, adminis­
trators and parents who are directly 
involved with the students. 

"I think we have to be very careful 
with nepotism laws (and councils)," 
Honshell said. "However, the law 
(for eligibility to serve on a council) 
should be more consistent in govern­
ing all members of a council, not just 
parental members. Under the law, the 
same rules do not apply to principals 
and teachers." 

llonshell hopes to continue work­
ing toward planning in schools and 
making sure schools stay close to 
those plans. She also wants to make 
sure that the system is reaching every 
student because she believes all stu­
d~ts can learn. 

Honsbell feels that there is a place 
for both academics and athletics in 
the school system and it has been 
proven that there is a direct correla­
tion between the dropout rate and 
extracurricular activities. 

"It has been shown that 96 percent 
of high school students that dropout 
of school were not involved in extra­
curricular activities," Honsbell said. 
"It if takes extracurricular activities 
to sweeten academics, so be it 

"I don't think we should ever place 
a high emphasis on athletics or any 
other extracurricular activity than aca­
demics," Honshell said. "Academics 
bas to be the f1rst priority."

Academics has taken a back seat 
to atl1lctics in years pa:;t, Branham 
said, hut that appears to be changing. 

"The emphasis bas been more on
