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Former cop says 
mayor asked him 
to break the law

A former Prestonsburg police of­
ficer sued Mayor Jerry Fannin Thurs­
day, accusing Fannin of firing him 
because the officer refused to dismiss 
criminal complaints at the request of 
the mayor. 

Herman Morris, who was fired 
from the police department on Octo­
ber 5, claims that 1fmnin dismissed 
him because he "refused to violate 
the law in that he refused to dismiss 
certain criminal charges at the re­
quest" of Fannin. 

The lawsuit did not specify what 
type of criminal complaints that 
Fannin is accused of trying to get 
Morris to dismiss. 

The mayor could not be reached 
·Thursday for comment. 

Morris, who also names the City 
of Prestonsburg in the lawsuit, claims 
that he was fired for filing a workers' 

compensation claim and that he was 
dismissed "in a manner inconsistent" 
with state laws regarding the dis­
missal of police officers. 

Also, the former officer accuses 
Fanninandcityofficialsoffiringhim 
after he was wrongfully suspended 
from his duties. 

"(Morris) alleges the discharge in 
question was done by the defendants 
following an attempt to wrongfully 
suspend (Morris)," according to the 
lawsuit. "(Morris) was suspended 
temporarily, and upon discovery that 
the. . .suspension was wrongful, 
Fannin did in fact reinstate (Morris) 
to his position as an active police 
officer ... " 

Fannin is named individually in 
the lawsuit and in his official capac­
ity. 

Morris seeks punitive damages, a 
trial by jury and reasonable attorney 
fees. 

Note: a civil lawsuit represents 
only one side of a dispute.

Floyd County Schools bought the 
farm this week -literally- bring­
ing the system one step closer to 
fulfilling its plan for a new Martin/ 
Maytown consolidated elementary 
school. 

Floyd County Board of Education 
chainnan Ray Brackett presented a 
check on Wednesday for $300,000 to 
Earl and Altonette Bentley for their 
85-plusacre farm on Stephens Branch 
at Martin. 

Floyd County Schools chief of 
operations Jim Osborne said Wednes­
day that the Local Planning Commit­
tee, chaired by Allen Central High 
School principal Jody Sword and 
Prestonsburg business leader Paul 
Phillip Hughes, first began searching 
for potential sites for the consoli­
dated school in August, 1993. 

After viewing several possible 
sites, Osborne said, the Bentley farm 
was selected as the most viable for 
the project. 

Initial site preparation is tenta­
tively scheduled to begin in January 
with construction to begin by March 
or April, 1995. The school should be 
ready to open its door by fall, 1996, 
Osborne said.

Caudill's order comes after a rul­

ing in August by the state Supreme 
Court wbicb mandated that it be de-

termined if Jacobs is competent for 
trial. 

Jacobs is charged with murder, 
kidnapping and first degree attempted 
rape in the 1987 death of Alice Lloyd 
College student Judy Ann Howard. 

Jacobs was convicted in 1987 of 
the charges and sentenced to death. 
In January, the state Supreme Court 
overturned Jacobs' conviction, say­
ing the trial should not have been 
held in Knott County. 

In August, Jacobs' attorney, Kelly 
Gleason, appealed Judge Caudill's 
ruling that a public hearing be held to 
determine if Jacobs was competent to 
aid in his own defense be public. 

Gleason argued that the hearing 
should be held in private and that the 
prosecution be barred from some of 
the proceedings because the issues 
were "between Clawvern Jacobs and 
his attorney." 

Judge Caudill's order said that 
reasonable grounds existed which 
bring into question Jacobs' compe­
tency to stand trial or responsibility 
for criminal conduct. 

Jacobs will be evaluated at the 
Kentucky Correctional Psychiatric 
Center in Lexington. The examina­
tion is to determine if Jacobs is com­
petent to stand trial and, if so, is there 
a probability that he can maintain 
competency in the foreseeable fu­
ture. 

Judge Caudill also asks that the 
evaulation determine if Jacobs is re­
sponsible for criminal conduct and/ 
or whether he suffers from a mental 
disease, defect or other impainncnt 
which would diminish his responsi­
bility for criminal conduct.

Advisory board adds 
clarification to minutes

Although its members continue to 
contest who chairs the board, the 
Prestonsburg Community College 
Advisory Board elected two officers 
and appointed a committee to revise 
its bylaws at a meeting Tuesday, 
October4. 

Paul Gearheart, who was elected 
to the chair on September 15 after the 
meeting's chairman, H.D. Fitzpatrick, 
declared the meeting adjourned with­
out taking a vote to end the session, 
took the chainnan' s seat to open the 
Itl~cting. n.rcc board munbcr:. -
Fitzpatrick, board member Daniel 
Greene and faculty representative 
John Sammons- were absent from 
the meeting, and are seeking a resolu­
tion on the issue of the chairman's 
seat tllrough the University of 
Kentucky's legal department. 

The three arc also questioning why 
the faculty 1cpresentative and the stu­
dent body president, who had voted 
earlier in the September 15 meeting, 
were stopped from seconding mo­
tions and from voting during the elec­
tion of the chairman. 

At the September 15 meeting, 
board member John Triplett read a 
state statute that identifies the faculty 
representative and the student repre-

sentative as non-voting members. 
Wben the September 15 minutes 

were read at Tuesday's meeting, stu­
dent representative Charles Raleigh 
Nelson objected to the wording of the 
minutes, particularly a portion that 
stated he was elected to the board on 
September 15 "apparently in prepa­
ration for the meeting." 

Nelson said the statement implied 
that he was in collusion with a certain 
group. "No way was I in collusion 
with anyone," he satd, explaining that 
he is a member of the advisory board 
because he was elected student body 
president. 

Nel onsaidhcwasnote\cnawarc 
of the meeting until the day the board 
was to meet, and that be had been told 
be was supposed to represent the stu­
dent body at the meeting that evening. 

Nelson also explained that he left 
the meeting on September 15 be­
cause chainnan Fitzpatrick had ad­
journed the meeting, and he thought 
the meeting had ended. 

Board members told Nelson that 
the minutes did not reflect any collu­
sion on his part, and they did not 
think he was in collusion with any­
one on the issue. The minutes were 
adopted.

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Accused rapist 
continues to 
elude police

A Floyd County man who walked 
away from his rape trial Tuesday in 
circuit court is still at large. 

Area police officers are trying to 
fmd Jamie Pennington, 29, of Bull 
Creek, who fled from the Floyd 
County Courthouse while a plea bar­
gain was being worked out in the 
case. 

Tera Conn, 21, of Prestonsburg, 
was arrested Tuesday afternoon and 
charged with criminal facilitation for 
allegedly giving Pennington a ride 
out of Prestonsburg. Conn told police 
that she dropped Pennington off near 
the Johnson County line. 

Conn was released from jail Thurs­
day after posting bond. 

Pennington was charged with first 
degree rape of a 20-year-old woman 
last November. Pennington's trial 
began Tuesday, but defense attorney 
Keith Bartley and Commonwealth's 
Attorney JohnEarlHuntnegotiateda 
plea bargain which would have 

dropped the charge to sexual miscon­
duct, a class A misdemeanor. 

Kentucky State Police lieutenant 
Paul Maynard said 'lllursday that of­
ficers arc still searching for 
Pennington. 

"lie has been entered into NCIC 
and warrants have been issued for his 
arrest," Maynard said. "We are hop­
ing to get a break in the case." 

Maynard said that no federal au­
thorities have been asked to join in 
the hunt. 

Floyd Circuit Judge John David 
Caudill issued a bench warrant Tues­
day for Pennington's arrest and 
charged him with bail jumping and 
contempt of court. 

Caudill commented that 
Pennington "would regret walking 
through those doors." 

Bartley said Tuesday he was dis­
appointed with his client's action. 

"It is unfortunate that my client 
made such an error in judgment," 
Bartley said. 

Hunt said "it's never satisfying to 
see any body deviate from the norm 
of justice."

Wholesale worker wins

Some Floyd County warehouse 
workers are discovering that it pays 
to play it safe-in more ways than 
one. 

In an effort to promote employee 
safety and reduce the number of acci­
dents that occur every year, new safety 
incentive programs have been intro­
duced by grocery distribution com­
pany, H.T. Hackney. The most ex­
tensive of these programs was initi­
ated by Harold, Kentucky's Big 
Sandy Wholesale Incorporated, and 
I Iackncy' s Knox ville, Tennessee­
based corporate office. 

A company-wide program was 
introduced to reduce the number of 

worker's compensation claims. Their 
first effort since the company had 
been purchased by another entity, the 
game "Safety Bingo," was, at first, 
accepted enthusiastically by ware­
bouse workers. The game was played 
by qualified workers. Bingo players 
could win prizes ranging from $10 to 
$500. llowever, the game received 
mixed reactions from both workers 
and company officials. 

''Considering the fact that it took 
as long as three months fora worker's 
(Bingo) card to get completely 
'blacked out' in order to win the $500 
grand prize, workers just weren't too 
enthusiasticaboutit," said Scott Fitch, 
assistant to I lackney' s vice-president

Water debts continue 
to worry Martin council

Martin City Council members are 
still "treading water" on the issue of 
balancing the city budget. 

That was the sentiment shared at 
Wednesday's special meeting of the 
Martin City Council. CoWlcil mem­
bers argued over the current financial 
situation concerning their water and 
sewage department. 

Bob l.Jewandowski, of the Big 
Sandy Area Development District, 
suggested that the council hire an 
accountant to balance the books. 

"I'd like to see that happen," coun­
cilman Steven Jenkins said, "but 
how's that going to look when we 
bring somebody in from the outside 
to solve our problems?" 

Councilman Everett Akers Jr. 
questioned Mayor Raymond Griffith 
about the water debt issue by asking 
him if be was having any success in 
keeping track of the water bills that 

were being sent to his mailbox. The 
mayor replied that he was having 
trouble. 

Council voted unanimously to 
have all the city government's mail 
to be directed to the city's mailbox, 
instead of Mayor Griffith's box. 

Akers said that he was more con­
cerned about simply fmding the cor­
rect account balance . • 

"llow can you pay the bills when 
you don't J.a10w how much you owe?" 
Akers asked shortly after the meet­
ing. Akers also said that he thought 
the council should consult with an 
accountant to help them balance their 
books. provided the accountant had 
no connections, political or other­
wise, to city govemmcnt. 

During the meeting, Griffith ap­
peared upset and overwhelmed by 
the debt problem that has been plagu­
ing the city since last January. 

"We're in debt so far that we may

have to raise the rates on water," said 
Griffith, although be didn't have any 
idea bow much they would raise the 
rates or if such action would be 
taken. 

Information from Flo Bartrum, an 
accountant who audited the city 
books, indicated that the city is only 
behind two payments, not six as was 
thought, in their water bills owed to 
the city of Prestonsburg. 

One action that was taken toward 
paying these debts was an amend-
ment of the budget ordinance, in 
which $5,000 was removed from the 
city's parks and recreation fund in 
order to make the sewer tax pay­
ments and to pay the liability insur­
ance for the sewer department. 

Also mentioned at the meeting 
was the city savings account balance, 
now at $50,000. It was stated that the 
account, which will be appropriated 
to pay the bonding for the water debts 
owed, will draw interest until the 
year2005. 

Council will meet in regular ses­
sion on October 12. 

from each category would receive a 
$50 bonus if no worker's compensa· 
tion claims were filed for that month. 
In addition, each worker was given 
two tickets for prize drawings, which 
included a 1995 Ford Taurus, at the 
end of the first six months of the 
program. 

Filing a claim would cause one 
worker's entire division to lose that 
month's bonus.

''The program worked great," ~uns 
said. "This is good, considering that 
one back injury case can run any­
where from two to five thousand dol­
lars in medical bills alone." Sims 
further reported that the number of 
worker's compensation claims had 
dropped by 76 percent. There are still 
at least 46 Big Sandy workers eli­
gible for the next drawing. 

''The turn around ratio for claims 
has pleased us very much," Sims 
said. 

The person to benefit greater than 
anyone else with the new safety in­
centive program is a nigbtshift 
worker, James D. Lewis, of Banner, 
who won the new Ford Taurus at last 
September's company cookout. 

Lewis, who was speechless about 
his good fortune, was cheered on by 
his fellow co-workers. He had been 
walking and hitching rides to work 
for nearly a year. 

Needless to say, Lewis approves 
of the new program. 

"It's just hard to explain," Lewis 
said. "It's great that (the company) 
would do this for us. Most companies 
wouldn't" 

"It just goes to show how the Lord 
works," Sims said. "I'm glad that it 
went to someone who really needed 
it" 

Fitch said that there would be an­
other prize give-away at the end of 
the year. The grand prize choice is 
still being discussed by company of­
ficials. 

chairman Gearheart opened the meet­

However, Daniel Greene stated 
during the meeting that he would be 
willing to come forward with the 
question of tampering with the board 
election by PCC president Dr. 
Deborah Floyd. 

In his written clarification of the 
minutes, Triplett explained that the 
function of the PCC Advisory Board 
is "to advise the president of the ad­
ministration of the college as needed, 
and any requests on matters of policy." 

''Dr. Floyd, as president of PCC 
does not have a vote on the advisory 
board and is the recording secretary 
by virtue of her position," Triplett 
said. "Dr.Floydhashadnoroleinmy 
decision on the election of the chair­
man, nor did she try to influence me 
in any way," 

"I cannot explain why the simple 
matter of electing a chairman of the 
advisory board became an issue that 
allowed certain individuals to per­
sonallyandprivatelyatt.ackDr.Floyd 
and her integrity. I trust that that 
period has ended and I hope that 
individuals who have misspoken will 
apologize to Dr. Floyd, and go for­
ward with the best interest of PCC in 
mind," Triplett said. 

Triplett also asked the board to 
include the opinion of Paul C. Van 
Hooven, an attorney with U.K.'s lC.: 
gal department, concerning the va­
lidity of the election. Van Hooven 
had explained that faculty and stu­
dent representatives were non-vot­
ing members. He also explained that 
a quorum of voting members was 
present during Gearheart's election, 
and that a meeting could only be 
adjourned by vote of the members. 
At the September 15 meeting, Fitz­
patrick did not call for a vote, but 
adjourned the meeting after a motion 
to adjourn bad been made and sec­
onded.

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Attendance 
is up at some 
Floyd schools

Floyd County Schools 
Absenteeism has been a monu-

mental problem for school systems 
all over the country since the fu-st 
schoolmarm bravely forged her way 
across the early frontier, but in Floyd 
County, at least, things are starting to 
get better. 

For the entire month of Septem­
ber, Floyd County Schools' Auxier 
Elementary boasted an average 98 
percent attendance and last W ednes­
day a nearly unheralded 100 percent 
of the school's students and staff 
members anived for class.

It was a 
press release encouraging people to apply for a new, five-member 
board to oversee a health purchasing alliance created by the Kentucky 
Health Care Reform Law. 

The alliance will purchase health care services and provide admin­
istrative and informational services to its members, which include all 
state employees, and individuals and businesses of fewer than 100 
employees, and groups ofless than 100 members who choose to 
participate. The board to govern the alliance will be appointed by the 
governor and confirmed by the Senate. 

Accompanying the press release was an application for pro~' tive 
board members. The application is apparently used for appoin ents 
to all state boards and commissions. In addition to the usual i rma­
tion-name, social security number, education, and so on-the 
document asks for the applicant's party affiliation. At the bottom of 
the application it states that the information is "necessary in order to 
comply with state law in regard to balance." 

Before I saw that notation, I got upset; after I saw it, I was still mad. 
What does party affiliation have to do with becoming a member of 
this new board? Nowhere in the press release did it say that the board 
will include a certain number of Democrats, a certain number of 
Republicans and a certain number of Independents. It said only that 
members "must have expertise in business, finance, economics or 
health benefits management." 

As a matter of fact, what does being a Democrat or a Republican 
have to with appointments to most state boards? I could be wrong, but 
I don't think all boards and commissions must have a balanced ticket, 
so to speak; qualifications usually concern a person's occupation or 
experience. 

This just goes to show that politics is everything in state govern­
ment.

Elusive school achievement 
A newly released study commissioned by a 

national organization of state legislators throws 
cold water on the popular theory that tossing 
more money into public education will im­
prove declining student perfonnance. 

None of the top 10 states in student achieve­
ment ranks among the top 10 per pupil expen­
ditures, according to the American Legisla­
tive Exchange Council's "Report on Ameri­
can Education 1994." 

Most of the states with the highest student 
perfonnance, the study reports, spent less 
proportionately on public education than the 
national average. 

The study, conducted for the council by the 
American Enterprise Institute for Public Policy 
Research, compares total and per-pupil edu­
cation spending between states and also ranks 
each in tenns of per capita tax. burden and 

.-li*i~ac~rtentage of overall . 

expenditures. That is butted against student 
scores on the National Assessment of Educa­
tional Progress, Scholastic Aptitude and 
American College tests as well as high school 
graduation rates. 

Kentucky fell in the middle of the pack on 
most student perfonnance rankings, except 
for its graduation rate, where it was 33rd. 

But, not surprisingly, it earned special men­
tion in one of the spending categories as one of 
only five states that has ~ncreased per-pupil 
expenditures in real tenns by 100 percent or 
more in the last 20 years. 

What does seem to effect student achieve­
ment, the researchers found, was school size. 
Six of the 10 states that dominated the perfor­
mance rankings enroll more than 30 percent of 
their students in small schools (300 students 
or fewer). 

It is ironic that public education in Ken­
tucky and nationwide is heading in just the 
opposite direction. That is just something else 
to consider the next time a tax increase is 
P.(ORQsed.

A small school does well, 
but it's too late 

For all the changes wrought by the Ken­
tucky Education Reform Act, one aspect of 
teaching our children remains lost in the' 60s. 

School administrators across the state still 
feel the urge to merge. Every year, small 
schools disappear from Kentucky's educa­
tion landscape, sacrificed on the "bigger is 
better'' altar erected more than three decades 
ago. Too often, the well-being of the students 
is sacrificed as well. They lose the individual 
attention, the parental involvement and the 
community support they enjoyed in a small 
school that was a source of community pride. 

The consolidations continue, despite na­
tional studies that smaller schools tend to 
produce betterperfonnance by students. They 
continue, despite Kentucky's own anecdotal 
evidence that the national studies are correct. 

For example, when the results of tests that 
measure progress under KERA were released 
recently, the eighth graders at Livingsto11 
Elementary School in Rockcastle County 

ranked second in the entire state in improve­
ment over the last two years. Unfortunately, 
this distinction came posthumously for 
LivingstonElementary.lt was closed for good 
in June, and its fonner students now attend 
consolidated schools. 

Livingston Elementary wasn't the first good 
small school to suffer this fate. It propably 
won't be the last. The mindset of the powers 
that be in school systems across the state is to 
build bigger, bigger, bigger. 

It never occurs to them that the millions 
they spend to warehouse nameless, faceless 
hordes of students in mega-schools could just 
as easily be spent modernizing and updating 
the small schools that get the job done-and 
done well. They should consider this: Maybe 
they should be imitating good, small schools 
instead of closing them.-Lexington Herald­

Speakers bureau f~rnted 
For the benefit of community 

groups who often need speakers, the 
American Lung Association of Ken­
tucky has formed a new speakers 
bureau. Members of the bureau in­
clude Lung Association staff and 
volunteers such as physicians, nurses 
and medical researchers who can talk 
to civic clubs, school groups or pro­
fessional organizations on a variety 
of topics. 

People often associate the Ameri­
can Lung Association with its efforts 
to prevent smoking, but tobacco use 
is only one of the many issues ad­
dressed by the speakers bureau. Other 
topics range from clean air concerns, 
to lung diseases of children and adults, 
to estate planning. 

The goal of the speakers bureau is 
to educate people about the impor­
tanceofbavingstrong, healthy lungs. 
According to Barbara Alsobrooks, 
director of volunteers, "Our motto is 
'When you can't breathe, nothing 
else matters. • It's sad, but so many 
times, we talk to people, or hear from 
them only after they've found out for 
themselves just how true this is." 

Alsobrooks said that through its 
speakers bureau, the Lung Associa­
tion wants to let people know how 
they can prevent lung disease or cope 
with breathing problems that do oc­
cur. For example, she said, perhaps a 
realtor would like to provide poten­
tial customers with a program about 
easy and affordable ways to test a 

home for radon. Or, maybe a hospital 
could benefit from inviting medical 
researchers who have received ALA 
funding to talk to its staff or patients 
about new breakthroughs in the diag­
nosis and treatment of lung disease.

LOOK WHO'S 
LAUGHING NOW 

People from other 
parts of the United 
States have labeled 

Eastern Kentucky politics as 
some of the most corrupt in 
the nation. We may live "a fur 
piece out in the woods," but 
we're not nearly as politically 
backwards as some people 
would have you think. At 
least, I don't think we're as 
politically illiterate as some 
people in Washington, D.C. 

Before you think I'm 
talking about the Executive 
and Legislative branches of 
government (of which I could 
be but I'm not), let me assure 
you that I'm speaking of the 
election that placed former 
Washington Mayor Marion 
Barry back in office. 

Many years ago people in 
Eastern Kentucky - and in 
many other places throughout 
America - voted dead people, 
animals, and more than once 
(meaning voting more than 
one time in a day). It didn't 
become illegal unless you got 
caught Fortunately, few were 
caught before the ballot boxes 
were replaced with voting 
machines making it almost 
impossible to vote animals 
because they couldn't pull the 
levers or do a write-in vote. 
Animals would have also been 
more noticeable at the polls 
which in turn would have 
caused negative talk. And 
dead people don't vote 
anymore either, unless they 
have a social security number. 

In essence, you could say 
that voting machines made us 
honest in a political sense. 
However, I don't think there 
are many of us who would re­
elect a convicted felon who 
did six months in prison for 
possession of cocaine whether 
we voted on paper ballots or 
with a machine. 

Now I've given this a lot of 
thought. I know there are 
reformed addicts of all typeS: 
you're reading the words of 
one if you've read this far. 
1bree years ago, I gave up 
cigarettes in lieu of a perma­
nent job and I still enjoy the 
pungent aroma of secondhand 
smoke as it swirls around my 
nostrils. So I sympathize with 
anyone who is trying to get a 
monkey off his/her/their back. 
But would I have voted for 
Marion Barry if I had lived in 
Washington, D.C.? 

Let us re-enact this scene. 
Marion Barry is sitting on his 
front porch one warm Sunday 
afternoon when a man walks 
up the steps and tells the 
former mayor that things are 
getting worse in the Capitol 
city. That drugs are more 
rampant, and crime is out of 
control. Barry, public servant 
that he is, lights up a cigar, or 
something, and contemplates 
the information be is being 
given. 

Barry then decides that he 
needs to consider getting back 
into politics. After all. they 
almost forgave Nixon, and 
they tolerated Reagan for two 
terms. Why wouldn't they re­
elect a man who was caught 
on film in a hotel room with a 
lady of the evening while a 
drug deal was going down? 

Not only would I question 
his integrity, I'd question his 
ability to size up a situation 
that might jeopardize his 
entire life, not to mention his 
family's lives and those of his 
constituents. 

We Eastern Kentuckians 
may be backward, but we're 
not totally inept. We just act 
that way so the real goofballs 
will stay in Washington. 
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Marty Brown to headline 
''Day in the Park'' 

Marty Brown is the countriest 
artist in country music, and he 
knows how to stay that way. 
It's easy, he says. "I just be 
myself." 

The native Kentuckian will 
bring his talent to Floyd County 
on Sunday, October 16, as part 
of Trans Financial Bank and 
WMDJ's "Day In The Park." 
Brown will headline the cel­
ebration of music at Allen Park, 
beginning at noon. 

Brown's third album, 
"Cryin', Lovin', Leavin"' is just 
the artist being himself, and the 
result is another sterling collec­
tion of pure, undiluted, classic­
styled country music- which 
Brown says is a new style of 
music to many of today' s 

country fans. "It's old country 
with a new twist," he explains, 
"but there's something about it 
that the kids and the teenagers 
and 18-year-olds and 30-year­
olds think is cool and hip 
because they don't hear that 
stuff. You'd be surprised at the 
people that are out there starv­
ing for something new and 
fresh." 

As on his previous albums, 
Brown's music is showcased by 
Richard Bennett's production. 
Understated instrumental 
arrangements harken back to the 
golden era of country music in 
the '40s and '50s, setting the 
scene for Bennett's tasteful lead 
guitar work and, of course, 
Brown's heartfelt vocals. The 
honesty, the realness of Brown's 
artistry was enhanced by recording the 
album live, with minimal overdubbing. 

Brown's songs are unadorned pictures of 
real life, and he doesn't soften the emo­
tional edges. 

In the album's title song. an infectious 
rhytlun and a positive twist balance the 
three sad themes of "Cryin', Lovin', 
Leavin,"' but in "It Tortures Me," even a 
hot rhytlun can't help the hurt. 

The sadness Brown sings about is not 
sentimental or weepy but hard sadness, 
lonesome sadness. 

Brown doesn't see these as sad songs. 
"To Richard Bennett that song is a sad song, 
but to me that's art," he says. "It's a beauti­
ful song. It's the pcrso::1 who listens to it, 
how they appreciate that song. It's like the 
Hank Williams song 'I'm So Lonesome I 
Could Cry' - that's a piece of art. That's 

how the blues arc." 

Marty Brown still lives in his hometown 
of Maceo, Kentucky, located between 
Owensboro and Louisville. He grew up in a 
house with all kinds of music. His two older 
brothers liked rock and roll, and his three 
younger sisters liked disco and pop. but 
Marty liked the music his parents liked. 
They both played music and dreamed of 
being country stars, and they played the 
classic country songs. 

"I cut my teeth on Hank Williams' 
music," Marty says. "I Gan honestly say that 
because I've heard every piece of material 
he's ever written." 

Early on he developed an undying faith 
in the fundamental strength and appeal of 
country music and dreamed of singing anp 
writing his own songs while he was still in 
high school. That dream brought him to 
Nashville any time and any way he could 
get there- hitchhiking to town or driving 

in without enough gas money to get back 
home, spending his days trying to get 
somebody to listen. A featured segment on 
the network news show 48 Hours opened 
doors for him, but he still had to prove 
himself. 

MCA signed him, and producers Tony 
Brown and Richard Bennett made sure not 
to tamper with Marty's raw talent. 

The first album, High and Dry, intro­
duced a new singer and songwriter with a 
sound so country that it made the new 
traditionalists sound slick and made the 
country music world wonder if anyone 
could be that country, that real. 

"We shot a video up in Maceo," Brown 
recalls. "And all the marketing people 
started calling up wanting to know what the 
angle was. It was me, just being proud of 
my town. With me there just ain't no angle. 
I'm just being myself."

Markair apologized to passenger 
Rosalyna Lopez in July for a 

incident in which a flight 
attendant on a Tucson-to­
Washington, D.C .. fltgbt ordered 
her to stop talking in Spanish to a 
relative traveling with her. ''No 
Spanish!" said the flight atten­
dant. "English only! Do you 
understand that?" 

- In August, New York City 
criminal court judge Sheryl 
Parker ruled that the well-known 

Square tourist hustle 
known as "three-card monte" 
was legal, thus freeing dealer 
Eric Hunt of criminal charges.

meeting of geologists in Waterloo, 
Ontario, that the exotic amino acids 
found in several rocks from space, 
which are considered evidence that 
extraterrestrial life exists, arc not what 
they seem. Carlisle said that the space 
rocks be bas examined contain not 
tbe exotic amino acids but flakes of 
human dandruff, which have a simi­
lar chemical makeup to the amino 
acids. Carlisle said he knows a lot 
about dandruff because he bas a life­
long, severe case. 

FIRST THINGS FIRST 
- In June, the state of Maine 

yanked the driver's license of a di­
vorced father- the ftrst victim of a 
1993 law authorizing the revocation 
of driver's licenses and professional 
licenses (among them doctors, law­
yers, architects, plumbers, electri­
cians) of parents behind on child sup­
port payments. However, not affected 
under the law are deadbeat parents' 
bunting and fishing licenses. 

- In August near Mont Saint­
Michel, France, Marie-Noelle 
Guillemce, 42, drowned in a deep 
water hole at a tourist attraction when 
she tried to savcher6-year-olddaugh­
ter. Dozens of tourists were watching 
the 10-minute rescue attempt, and 
none attempted to assist the woman 
or called for help. Spectators reported 
hearing one tourist say, "I got the 
whole thing on tape." 

-Last fall in a jail in New Haven, 
Conn., inmate Francis Gotlibowski 
was beaten and kicked by other in­
mates in an attack that sent him to the 
intensive-care unit of the Yale-New 
Haven Hospital.
