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Project money 
woes talked in 
closed session

A closed session discussion by 
Floyd County School Board mem­
bers Monday concerning fmancing 
for school construction projects cur­
rently underway may have violated 
U1c Kentucky Open Meeting Laws. 

School superintendent Steve 
Towler announced that the board was 
going into a closed session to discuss 
land acquisition and litigation, ac­
ceptable provisions under the law for 
a closed-door session. 

Discussion 
inay have 
crossed law 
on personnel

Two Floyd County school board 
members may have violated their 
oaths of office regarding personnel 
issues Monday during a discussion 
on school secretaries. 

Board member Eddie Patton and 
chairman Ray Brackett mentioned 
that an indtvidual secretary has done 
an excellent job and should be moved 
into an office manager's position. 

Patton opened the discussion say­
ing that a secretary employed for at 
least 15 years at a school should be 
"grandfathered" into the office man­
ager position. 

Board member Dolores Smith 
commented to Patton that she thought 
the board had agreed to let schools 
with councils ftll the office manager 
positions. 

After a 45-minute closed session, 
it was revealed that the board appar­
ently discussed the district's ability 
to finance the Prestonsburg High 
School renovation and Betsy Layne 
Middle School projects, and the con­
struction of athletic fields at South 
Floyd and Prestonsburg High 
Schools. 

There is no provision under open 
meeting laws for discussing financial 
planning in private. 

Information supplied to board 
members indicates that tbe state De­
partment of Education has put a hold 
on the financing plan for the 
Prestonsburg renovation project. The 
board needs to raise an additional 
$500,000 in cash for the Prestonsburg 
project to reduce the amount of local 
bonding required for the $5.5 million 
renovation. 

One option proposed by the dis­
trict administration to get the addi­
tional monies is to take $100,000 
from the district's capital construc­
tion accour1t; use a $47,000 reim­
bursement from Lexington Fire Pro­
tection for tbe Duff Elementary 
project; $40,500 in proceeds from 
tbe sale of the old Wayland School; 
an estimated $205,000 in extra funds 
in tbe Duff Elementary project; and 
an estimated $363,500 balance in the 
Adams Middle School project ac­
count. 

Only part of the funds in the Duff 
and Adams accounts may be avail· 
able to be used to raise the additional 
half-million dollars needed. An audit 
of the construction accounts must be 
done first to determine what part of 
any remaining funds have been obli· 
gated. 

Local school officials must get 
approval from the state's School Fa­
cility Construction Commission and 
tbe Department of Facilities Man· 
agement to use any excess funds in 
the Adams and Duff projects.

Agreement with state may 
erase $4.5 million in fines

Floyd County Solid Waste Inc. 
ratified an agreement Monday night 
that C{)ukl • ecp it from siilk.ing S. .. .5 
million deeper in debt and help re­
solve legal action against it by the 
state Natural Resources and Envi­
ronmental Protection Cabinet. 

The state filed the legal action in 
October 1993 and listed numerous 
violations against the Floyd County 
Waste System, including failure to 
maintain the holding area of the land­
flll; failure to pay a $10,000 perfor­
mance penalty; and failure to submit 
a closure plan. 

Fines and penalties on the viola­
tions ranged from $5,000 to $10,000 
for each violation. Since the filing, 

the fines and violations have grown 
totallyabout$4.5 million, said Floyd 
County Attorney Jim Hammond. 

If tbe county complies with tbe 
agreement it ratified Monday, it will 
not hu\e to pay the fines, Hanunond 
said. 

"The Fiscal Court and tbe newly-

appointed solid waste board need to 
be applauded (for resolving this is­
sue)," Hammond said. ''They have 
done an excellent job. 

"[W]e're not out of the financial 
woods yet but at least we have one 

less attack on the county's budget 
and general fund to deprive the citi· 
1.ens of Floyd County of tax dollars 
and service," the county attorney said. 

In its agreed order with the state, 
Flo)d County Sohd Waste Inc. rc­
sol ved to comply with remedial mea­
sures recommended by Ute state. The 
county waste system completed two 
of the required measures, the removal 
of all waste from a temporary wast­
ing site and the grading and reseed· 
ing of tbe site. 

11leremedial measures also stipu­
late that the county waste system 
must complete installation of ground­
water monitoring wells and submit a 
closure plan for the Phase I (old) 
landftll. At Monday night's meeting,

Smith asked why the board should 
take the action now and Patton re­
sponded, "because some people are 
being done dirty and someone ought 
to stand up for them."

"I tried to express that feeling 
when we voted on it last month." 

Patton then made a motion for the 
action to apply only to Martin El­
ementary. 

Martin school secretary Mary 
Baldridge addressed the board ear­
lier Monday during the public com-

Floyd Countians could serve jail 
time and pay a fine for nonpayment 
of their garbage bill if a proposed 
ordinance approved by Floyd County 
Solid Waste Inc. is passed by the 
Floyd County Fiscal Court. 

Members of tbe Floyd County 
Solid Waste Board at its meeting 
Friday directed county attorney Jim 
Hammond to include in a proposed 
ordinance wording that will aid 
Rumpke in its collection of deliquent 

garbage bills by penalizing custom­
ers who fail to pay tl1cir bills. 

Board members agreed to make 
failure to comply wiU1 payment of 
tbe mandatory garbage collection 
punishable by a jail term and a fine. 
Those customers who don't pay their 
bills can be incarcerated in the county 
jail for up to 90 days and pay up to 
$500 in fines. The judge or jury who 
presides on the ca-;e C<Ul suspend the 
fine if tbe customer pays their bill and 
keeps it up to date, I Iammond ex­
plained to the board members. 

"The judge bas the final say so." 

board member Darrell Patton said. "I 
feel good about Ulal." 

"You can bum it; you can throw it 
in the creek, but you're still going to 
pay the bill," Hammond said. "Fail­
ure to pay the bill is a failure to 
participate in tbe collection system. 
It's a crime against the citizens of 
Floyd County and it's a crime against 
the environment.

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Four die 
when car, 
truck hit 
on Rt. 23

Four elderly people from Adair 
County were killed Monday after­
noon in a two-vehicle crash at the 
intersection of U.S. 23 and KY 1428 
at the entrance to Cliff near 
Prestonsburg. 

A vehicle driven by Marvin E. 
Appleby, 69, of Glens Fork, appar­
ently pulled into tbe path of a coal 
truck driven by Terry Johnson, 40. of 
Kite in Knott County. 

Appleby, his wife, Rosalyn 
Appleby, 68, and Calvin Grant, 70, 
and his wife, Clarice, 68, also of 
Glens Fork, were pronounced dead at 
the scene by Floyd County deputy 
coroner Buford Smith. 

Johnson, who was ejected from 
bis truck which plunged down a steep 
embankment, was taken to Highlands 
Regional Medical Center and was 
later flown to the U.K. Medical Cen­
ter in Lexington. Johnson was listed 
in fair condition Tuesday afternoon. 

Members of the Prestonsburg Fire 
Department administered frrst aid to 
Johnson and transported him up tbe 
embankment. 

Prestonsburg policeman Mack 
Stewart reported U1at Applebys' ve­
hicle was attempting to turn left from 
KY 1428 onto U.S. 23 when theacci­
dentoccurred.Johnson was traveling 
northbound. 

Prestonsburg police sergeant Sue 
Blackburn reported that glare from 
tbe sun may have contributed to the 
accident. 

Monday's accident was the sec­
ond fatal crash at that intersection 
within the last three weeks. 

All four of the victims had to ex­
tricated from the Appleby vehicle by 
the Prestonsbm,. Fire Department 
using tbe Jaws of Life. Occupants of 
both vehicles were wearing seat belts. 

The southbound lane of U.S. 23 
was closed for approximately six 
hours Monday and reopened just be­
fore midnight. The wreck happened 
at approximately 5:45p.m.

Test scores were up this year in 
Floyd County schools, but officials 
are looking for clues to explain why 
female students outscored their male 
counterparts. 

At Monday's school board meet­
ing, Phil Paige, director of assess­
ment for the district, reported that 
over a three-year testing period fe­
males' scores exceeded male students 
scores by 18 percent in writing skills. 

Paige reported Ulat efforts will be 
made to determine why male stu· 
dents scored lower and if Ule same 
academic expectations exist for both 
sexes. 

Board member Eddie Patton said 
he was concerned that male students 
may not be getting tbe same aca­
demic opportunities as female stu­
dents. 

Paige conunemed that improve­
ments need to be made in writing 
confercncing between students and 
teachers. particularly with fourth 
grade male students.

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Last week we talked about my 20 years of experience practicing law 
before I became a Circuit Judge.

SWIMMING WORMS WORK 
WELL FOR BASS IN LATE 

SUMMER 
Whenevertbey'refishingshallow, 

brushy cover or vegetation, bass tour-
· nament pros Cliff Craft and Tom 
Mann Jr. don't have any problems 
choosing their lures. 

For both, it will be a swimming 
worm, and one look at their tourna­
ment records proves it's a good 
choice. 

"It's one of the most natural ways 
to present a plastic worm," explains 
Craft, who, with Mann is a member 
of theE vinrude Outboards Pro Staff. 
"It looks just like a small eel or snake 
swimming through the water and pre­
sents an opportune target." 

"I've been using a swimming 
worm for years," adds Mann, "a.'ld I 
can't begin to count the number of 
fish I've caught with it It's an easy 
lure to use, and until recently, the 
bass probably hadn'tseen very many 
of them. 

"Normally, I like to fish a swim­
ming worm in the same places other 
anglers use a spinnerbait. " 

To rig a swimming worm, both 
Craft and Mann prefer seven-inch, 
straight-tail worms. They rig them 
Texas-style with the hook imbedded 
to make them weedless, but they omit 
the sliding sinker. The worm is fished 
on 10 to 14 pound test line, and re­
trieved with short twitches of the rod. 

"When you cast, the worm will 
start slowly sinking," says Mann, "but 
each time you twitch your rod, the 
worm will dart a!ld jump and come 
back to the surface. 

"It's really erratic, but it's com­
pletely weedless so you can literally 
fish it anywhere." 

Both Evinrude pros admit two of 
their favorite places to fish the swim­
ming worm are through lily pad fields, 
and along thick, brush-filled banks. 

"One of the advantages of using a 
swimming worm around thick cover 
is that it often locates bass for you 
even if you don't catch them," ex­
plains Craft. "A swimming worm 
will sometimes draw bass out of cover 
when they come to see what the worm 
is, and if they don't actually strike, 
you may be able to flip a jig back to 
the same spot and catch them that 
way." 

Occasionally, Mann will fish the 
swimming worm on a short 12 to 15 
inch leader behind a swivel, but again 
omitting the sinker. This "mini-Caro­
lina rig" has proven especially effec­
tive when f~ing thick ~ and 
shoreline weeds. 

''It gives the worm even more ac­
tion," he explains. "The swivel al­
lows it to spin and tum more freely." 

Surprisingly, three of the most 
productive colors of swimming 
worms for Craft and Mann have been 
pink, orange, and white, colors rarely 
used in Texas rigs or Carolina rigs. 

"We use those colors simply so 
we can see the worms better," laughs 
Craft. "It doesn't have a thing to do 
with color preference of the bass. We 
know they like the lure, regardless of 
the color."

After moving to the 
end of the log, position the boat 
perpendicular to the log and "walk" 
the boat down the log.

Spend extra rime 
at the base of the log where the root' 
protrude. Fish each log thoroughly 
before moving to the next one. 

Before long there will be a limit of 
fish in the cooler and more fish to 
catch in the same spots next time.

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Spinnerbait fishing in U1c fall can 
be extremely productive as U1e shad 
begin to migrate to the back end of 
the creeks. The shad migration is a 
movement that happens year after 
year and will continue to happen as 
long as there arc creeks for the fish to 
move into. 

Fish such as shad have seasonal 
movements just as all other species 
offish. Seasonal movements arc nec­
essary for survival. This is U1e same 
for birds, and even U1e Indians had 
seasonal movements for survival rca­
sons. 

In the water world of fish. tlley 
will have a migration and, if you 
learn these migration routes and when 
they happen, you can capitalize on 
them. As the water temperature be­
gins to reverse its way and the days 
are shorter, you will notice shad in 
the mouths of creeks. Although some­
times you can't see them, you can 
find them on your locator. That is 
why I will always have my Hum­
mingbird Wide Eye units on while 
running or idling into these creeks. 

Where I locate the shad is tlle area 
to begin fishing. I move to tlle nearest 
structure and begin part two of my 
search. Try to match your spinnerbait 
to tlle size of tlle shad. Also this time 
of year, most shad will begin to get a 
blue tint to them. That is when I'll 
throw a white spinnerbait witll a touch 
of blue on it I've been doing this for 
years in the fall and it works. 

When fishing a spinnerbait, be 
sure to target your cast so you won't 
spook the fish, and try to predict 
where the fish may be so that you can 
bring the bait directly at him. A lot of 

Fall color means 
fall hunting season 

As rapidly as Kentucky's fall col­
ors are arriving, so are the autumn 
bunting seasons. 

TheBluegrassState'ssquiJTelsea­
son and archery deer season are al­
ready in full swing, and coming up 
fast on the heels of those seasons will 
be the muzzle-loading deer season. 
Hunters should remember to wear 
hunter orange apparel on the head, 
chest and back while participating in 
this season. 

On November 1, rabbit and quail 
seasons will open. The November 1 
opening is a change for Kentucky 
small game hunters. In years past, 
these seasons didn't begin until after 
the deer gun season and didn't con­
clude until mid-to-late February. 

Biologists with the Kentucky De­
partment of Fish and Wildlife Re­
sources say that research indicates a 
better season framework includes 
opening and closing the rabbit and 
quail season sooner. 

Regardless of what type of hunt­
ing you do, it is important to observe 
the proper respect for others. In early 
November, small game hunters need 
to be mindful that archery deer bunt­
ers will be in the woods, too. The 
most important group hunters must 
be respectful of is the landowner or 
farmer. Many crop fields are not har­
vested by November 1, and hunters 
should avoid those areas until later. 
Hunters should always treat the lands 
upon which they hunt with the ut­
most care. Hunt only where the land­
owner tells you and take care of all 
the landowner's property. All hunters 
must obtain permission from the land­
owner or tenant before entering pri­
vate lands. 

During the Thanksgiving week­
end, waterfowl hunters will also get a 
chance for some early bunting 
throughout the state. The first part of 
duckseasonisopenNovember24-27 
statewide. Snow goose and brant sea­
son also opens statewide on Novem­
ber 24. All small game seasons are 
open beginning November 22. 

Complete waterfowl hunting dates 
include: Canada Goose-Western 
Zone, December 10 through January 
31; Pennyroyal Coalfield Zone, De­
cember 17 through January 20; and 
Eastern Zone, December 13 through 
January 31. Duck hunting in the 
Western Duck Zone, will be open 
November 24-27 and December 10 

through January 14, and in the East­
em Duck Zone November 24-27 and 
December 16 through January 20. 

Kentucky's modem gun deer sea­
son is slated for November 12-21. AU 
persons, unless license exempt, born 
after January 1, 1975 must complete 
a hunter education course offered by 
the KDFWR before going hunting 
during any season.

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SURVIVING PEREGRINES 
LEAVE LEXINGTON 

Five of 10 peregrine falcons re­
leased in downtown Lexington this 
sununer survived to leave the city. 
All birds released in 1993 lived to 
scatter. 

Thus the first chapter of the Ken­
tucky Department ofFish and Wild­
life Resources' (KDFWR) peregrine 
falcon restorat10n program success­
fully closes. 

"Fifteen birds surviving out of 20 
isn't bad," says KDFWR biologist 
and program coordinator David 
Yancy. "Otl1cr states have experi­
enced higher losses in similar city 
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Kentucky Afield 
but bad recovered by the time it was 
examined. Tbe peregrine flew imme­
diately on release and returned to the 
former strong-flier status it had 
achieved earlier. 

One female and four male per­
egrines began moving out of the city 
after Labor Day. 

There's no guarantee any ot 
Lexington's released birds will re­
turn. Peregrines are wandering birds. 
They tend to follow other birds 
their prey -migrating south. Some 
peregrines in North America travel 
as far as South America. While no 
one can predict where Lexington's 

falcons will spend the winter, they' ll 
likely stay fairly close to Kentucky. 

Normally, peregrines return each 
spring to within 100 miles of their 
fledging site. April is the time to start 
looking skyward for returning per­
egrines. 

The KDFWR expects to release 
more peregrine falcons over the next 
two summers in tlle Herrington Lake 
area. 

Hunting and fishing license fees 
and checkoff donations to the Nature 
and Wildlife Fund are paying for tlle 
peregrine falcon restoration program.

STICK WITH YOU 

It started years before I met my wife, and it's still 
going strong. 

The story's about being a basketball fan, a Univer­
sity of Kentucky basketball fan. 

With the Wildcats annual "Midnight Madness" 
first practice at band again, there's a lot of fuss from 
people like me. 

And there are a lot of people like me and worse 
when it comes to the Cats. 

You know, the guy in Iowa with 23 radios tuned 
into every game so he never has to miss a play. 

The thousands of determined souls who will drive 
anywhere within 15 hours to catch away games. 

The folks who, like my uncle, have been known to 
get so ill after a Wildcat loss that they couldn't work 
the next day. 

For people who aren't from Kentucky, all this 
hoopla over a basketball team is a bit strange, maybe 
even weird. 

I try to explain it to them this way: 
It started nearly 50 years ago when Kentucky 

basketball first personified success for a state often 
lacking respect from the outside world. The winning 
basketball team meant you could stereotype us as 
backwoods bubbas with Daniel Boone caps if you 
wished, but our basketball team would clobber yours. 

And it most always did. That's just what most of us 
felt the high brow types deserved for thinking the way 
they did about us. 

As many of us ventured outside Kentucky to find 
work, we took our pride for the team with us. The 
love for the Wildcats runs four generations deep in 
some families. That, along with the team's traditional 
success, is why you'll always find faithful fans 
wherever the team plays. 

If you're like me, this Kentucky thing isn't about 
the school so much. 

As universities go, my heart's with Morehead 
State. But for the sake of Wildcat fans, UK must exist 
and fare well enough to field a basketball team that 
can compete for the national title each year. 

My sentiments are with the team, and they run 
deep. 

STARTING EARLY 
The team's been part of my life for almost as long 

as I can remember. 
My brother and mother put up my first basketball 

goal on our barn when I was 4. 
By age 7, I was watching the Wildcats play on our 

black and white television. 
By age 13, I could name practically every all­

American the Wildcats ever bad and virtually every 
record they had set over 40 years and four national 
championships. 

My friends and I played for hours on dirt basketball 
courts. pretending to be Jack Givens, Jimmy Dan 
Connor or other favorite Wildcat players. Like most 
young players my age. I dreamed of suiting up in a 
Kentucky uniform and taking my place among the UK 
legends. I practiced endlessly and became so good at 
basketball that I could miss shots from anywhere. Too 
bad you have to have talent to be a Wildcat player. 

But that didn't stop me from enjoying the team. 
I watched every game I could on television. I 

listened to Cawood Ledford call every game on radio. 
I memorized every box score and statistic in the next 
day's newspaper. 

And my first Kentucky game in person turned out 
to be a special experience. 

I was 14 when an old state legislator friend of my 
father's offered him his choice of tickets for the 
season. State legislators got complimentary Kentucky 
tickets in those days, which explained the main reason 
some ran for office. 

The two my father picked at random turned out to 
be for the dedication game of Rupp Arena, the new 
23.000-seat home of the Cats. I stood with goose 
bumps as legendary former Kentucky coach Adolph 
Rupp, the nation's winningest major college coach 
ever, was honored at half court as the n'"esake of the 
new arena. / _ 

I hadn't been to a Kentucky game in 16 years until 
last spring at the ThunderDome in St. Petersburg, 
Florida, where the Cats played in the NCAA tourna­
ment. 

My wife and I took our two pre-schoolers, figuring 
we might as well break in the new generation of Cat 
fans early'and right. Our boy, 4 then, wore a white 
Kentucky hat and a blue Kentucky T -shirt. 

But something went wrong. 
"I'm ready to go home," our son told us early in 

the second half. "I want to go outside and water our 
pepper plant." 

We're going to have to work on that boy.

Regional AJedical Center 
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Coal mine tragedy at fourmile, 
conclusion

occurred on December 26, 1945, 
brings back vivid memories to Jewell 
Lewis Ross, of Farragut, Tennesse, 
and Earl Lewis, of Middlesboro. 

Their fatl1er, W. E. Lewis, was the 
owner of the mine. 

The senior Lewis was also the son 
of a miner, Joe Carl Lewis, from 
Campbell County, Tennessee, who 
was killed in a powder explosion in 
1911 at a mine in Founnile Hollow. 

A youthful W. E. Lewis, suddenly 
the head of the family following bis 
father's death, toiled hard and saved 
money before going tc Louisville to 
get an education. 

He returned to Bell County with a 
degree in business. 

"Daddy didn't mind hard work," 
Jewell said in 1991. "After returning 
from college be decided to use the 
money be earned to buy property. He 
and W. E. Campbell would rise at 3 
a.m. and walk to the head ofFounnile 
Hollow where they worked all day. 
He bought increments of property 
and was realizing his dream prior to 
the explosion. 

"The mines were working good 
and the men were making a good 
living. Daddy was pleased with his 
workers and they liked him. In fact 
many of them called him Uncle Bill. 

"It was a tragedy for many fami­
lies and it was for Daddy and our 
family, too. He lost bis health be­
cause of the heartache and pain from 
going through it He also lost his best 
mine and bis best workers that morn­
ing." 

Earl Lewis, superintendent of the 
mine at the time, pointed out that 
much of the mining machinery was 
lost in the explosion or by being sealed 
up in the mountain. 

"We had 51 miners and those 31 
that were working that morning were 
probably our best," Earl said a couple 
years ago. "I would have been in 
there with tllem but I was on the 
phone with Ben Brown in 
Middlesboro ordering some switches.

"It about killed my daddy," Earl 
continued. "Things were going so 
smootll and the bottom just fell out. 
Daddy was good to all those men. He 
knew them all well. If they needed 
something they knew where they 
could get it. Often when one of them 
married, Daddy would set them up 
with some furniture." 

The tragedy at Founnile also af-

fectedFourmilenative Paul Ross who 
married Jewell Lewis, the daughter 
of W. E. Lewis. 

Ross was an Air Force pilot in 
World War II before returning to 
Fourmile with plans to enroll in medi­
cal school at UK. 

"When the tragedy happened I 
stayed in Fourmile to help instead of 
enrolling in school," Ross said. "My 
most vivid memory of tlle accident is 
carrying those heavy oxygen tanks 
up the hill on my back. Later on I was 
recalled into the reserves and flew in 
the Korean War and Vietnam War." 

The jet Ross was flying was shot 
down over North Korea but he was 
rescued from the Yell ow Sea. lie 
laterservedasamemberoftheUSAF 
Thunderbird precision flying team 
before retiring. 

"Mr. Lewis went through a lot of 
stress and strain following the explo­
sion," Ross continued. "He loved 
those men. The explosion and the 
aftennath was very difficult for him 
to contend witll. It led to his death just 
a few years later." 

Jewell explained that it took sev­
eral years for her father to work out 
all the claims. 

"He had to borrow money but he 
settled all claims regarding the min-

ers and their families," Jewell re­
lated. "Daddy personally visited the 
widows and families of the men. 
Many people advised him to take 
bankruptcy but he absolutely would 
not. He wanted to stand by those 
families and did every way he could." 

Jewell explained !bat when her 
father died on January 19, 1952, Ken 
Sulfridge, an electrician at the mine 
at the time of the Fourmile Tragedy, 
led a group of miners in a two-mile 
march fromFounnile Hollow to Riv­
erside Baptist Church for his funeral. 

"Ken Sulfridge had been the flrst 
person to notice the smoke from tlle 
mine flre on the morning of the ex­
plosion," Jewell explained recently. 
"He ran down the hill and told me and 
Louise Elliott. Earl (Lewis) was on 
tlle phone but he immediately began 
calling the necessary officials and 
then he and anot11er man ran back to 
the mine." 

Louise Elliott was tlle bookkeeper 
for Kentucky Straight Creek Coal 
Company and Jewell Lewis Ross as­
sisted with the bookkeeping and is­
sued scrip to the miners. 

Joe Hatfield was the flnal survivor 
of t11e Founnile mine disaster. He 
was among eight miners who were 
rescued before perilous conditions 
forced offlcials to seal the mine. It 
remained sealed fornearly three years 
before being reopened and the other 
miners removed and buried. 

"Mr.Lewisandmybusbandtalked 
about the explosion and events that 
followed," Eliza Hatfield, widow of 
Joe Hatfield, said in 1991 at the 
Wallsend home where she and her 
husband lived at the time of the acci-

dent. "Joe liked Mr. Lewis. Neither 
of tllem were pleased with the way 
the media covered the tragedy." 

Thanks for the assistance of Jewell 
Lewis Ross, Paul Ross, Eat! Lewis, 
and Eliza Hatfield in completing the 
series on the Founnilc Mine Disas­
ter. 

The mine where the tragedy oc­
curred is quiet today, except for the 
sounds of vehicles passing nearby 
and youngsters swimming in a dis­
tant stream during the summers. 

But for a time in late 1945 and 
early 1946, Fourmile Hollow gripped 
the attention of the entire nation.

For some people. snacking is part 

of life: they eat more food when "graz­
ing" than they do at mealtimes. Oth­
ers view snacking as a bad habit: tbey 
are convinced that good nutrition 
demands a rigid three meals a day 
without any other eating. Actually, 
snacking itself is neither good nor 
bad. The effects of snacking depend 
on the choices you make and bow 

· snacking is used. 
Sometimes tbe time between 

meals is just too long. You begin 
losing your energy and concentra­
tion, and a snack can make all tbe 
difference in being able to continue 
functioning at your best. When tbe 
next meal does come, you can relax 
and enjoy it, making reasonable 
choices, rather than diving into tbe 
meal like someone who hasn't seen 
food for three days.

But you could also be talking to 
your iguana and if you were you were 
trying to head off the most common 
problems they develop. 

ject If so, vitamins and minerals can 
be used to supplement the natural 
foods. 

Veterinarians say the major prob­
lems they see with iguanas are due to 
poor diet 

Parasites are the second most com­
mon problem. 

You don't have to be frightened 
away by every spider you see. 

Many different kinds of spiders 
live in and around buildings, said 
Mike Potter, extension entomologist 
with the University of Kentucky Col­
lege of Agriculture. The majority are 
harmless and in fact beneficial, be­
cause they prey upon flies, crickets 
and other insects. 

Some, such as house, cellar, and 
garden spiders, construct webs to help 
entrap their prey, he said. Others, 
including wolf spiders, are free-roam­
ing and make no webs. They gener­
ally will not attempt to bite humans 
unless held or accidentally trapped. 
Most spiders have fangs too small or 
weak to puncture human skin. 

"Routine, thorough house clean­
ing is the best way to eliminate spi­
ders and discourage their return," he 
said. "A vacuum cleaner or broom 
effectively removes spiders, their 
webs, and egg sacs." 

Spiders prefer quiet, undisturbed 
areas such as closets, garages, base­
ments, and attics, Potter added. Re­
ducing clutter in these areas makes 
them less attractive to spiders. 

Large numbers of spiders often 
congregate outdoors around the pe­
rimeter of structures, he said. Migra­
tion indoors can be reduced by mov­
ing firewood, building materials, and 
debris away from the foundation. 

Shrubs, vines and treelimbsshould 
be clipped back from the side of the 
building, he added. Maintaining a 
vegetation-free zone next to the bouse 
also lowers the moisture content of 
the foundation and siding, making 
them less attractive to termites, car­
penter ants, and decay. 

"Also consider installing yellow 
or sodium vapor light bulbs at out­
side entrances," Potter said. "These 
lights are less attractive than incan­
descent bulbs to night-flying insects 

Bladder infection 
a problem in cats 

which, in tum, attract spiders." 
To furtherreducespidcrcntry from 

outdoors, insecticides can be applied 
as a barrier treatment around the base 
of the foundation, he said. Pay par­
ticular attention to door thresholds 
and garage and crawl space entrances, 
including foundation vents. Wettable 
powder or micro encapsulated, slow­
release formulations arc most effec­
tive. 

Most household insecticides with 
spiders listed on the label will also 
kill spiders provided they arc treated 
directly, he added. In inaccessible or 
cluttered areas, such as attics and 
storage sheds, total-release foggcrs 
or aerosols containing resmcthrin or 
synergized pyrethrins will have a 
better chance of contacting spiders 
that are bidden. 

"Of the hundreds of species found 
in Kentucky, only the black widow 
and brown recluse spiders arc poten­
tially dangerous," Potter said. "For­
tunately, both are relatively uncom­
mon, and have markings which dis­
tinguish them from other, non-threat­
ening species." 

The female black widow is about 
one-half-inch long, shiny black and 
usually bas a red hourglass mark on 
the abdomen's underside, he said . 

The brown recluse is similar in 
size but ranges from a dark cream to 
dark brown color, Potter added. Its 
key distinguishing feature from other 
spiders is a violin-shaped, dark mark 
on top of the fore-section of the body. 
For this reason, the brown recluse is 
sometimes called the 'fiddler' or 'vio­
lin' spider. 

These spiders are timid, however, 
and will only bite in response to the 
threat of being injured, he said. Most 
bites occur while putting on clothing 
in which a spider has hidden, or from 
rolling over one in bed. 

One way to detect infestations in 
these areas is to install glueboards or 
sticky traps which, placed flush along 
walls and in comers, are useful moni­
toring tools and will also capture large 
numbers of spiders, Potter said. 

Infestations of brown recluse and 
black widow warrant treatment with 
insecticides, he added. Spot treat-

They require different kinds of 
care than most pets, though not nec­
essarily care that would be beyond 
the reach of most folks. 

For example, as reptiles they do 
not regulate their body temperature 
well and their body temperature will 
become the temperature of their en­
vironment. Their cage, therefore, 
needs to be 80 to 85 degrees with a 
hot spot of between 95 to 105 de­
grees. They also need ultraviolet lights 
in order to make adequate vitamin D 
for calcium metabolism to prevent 
rickets. 

They need dark in which to sleep 
andsbouldhavea12-14hourdayand 
a 10-12 hour night Cages also need a 
small swimming pool and a place for 
the iguana to crawl into and hide. 

Iguanas are vegetarians and need 
a variety of veggies, though they ac­
tually may tend to prefer lettuce. A 
lettuce-only diet, however, creates a 
calcium-phosphorous imbalance and 
may lead to rickets. Turnip, beet and 
carrot greens, spinach, collard, al­
falfasprouts, mustard, broccoli, green 
beans, lima beans, peas, com and 
carrots are all ideal dieial)' choices 
fed in combination.

Marsbo might not be misbehav­
ing. There'sagoodcbancehe'sgota 
bladder infection called cystitis. It's 
common among cats, both male and 
female, and usually the first sign is 
avoiding the litter box. 

Cats with cystitis typically seek 
out smooth surfaces like sinks and 
tubs, and they often use carpet as 
well. Other signs to look for are the 
cat straining to urinate without much 
success or blood in the urine. 

With male cats, untreated bladder 
infections can be followed by the 
formation of sand in the urine. (This 
can also occur as a result of feeding 
the cat a diet that's high in magne­
sium.) If this urinary sand forms a 
blockage that obstructs urine flow, it 
becomes a medical emergency. Kid­
ney failure and death can result. 

Cats, of course, avoid using the 
litter box for other reasons, such as 
excessively dirty litter, refusal to share 
the litter box with other cats or to 
mark territory. You can purchase 
products that remove stains and de­
odorize carpet, which reduces the 
cat' s tendency to urinate on the same 
area again and again.

Poor Posture Buster 

by Christopher G. Fleming 
Back health and posture go hand 

in hand. Eight out of ten Americans 
will develop significant back pain in 
their lifetime. Most back pain is pre­
ventable tllrough proper posture and 
adequate back strcngt11. 

To fight posture slump and in­
crease back strength u·y adding back 
extensions to your day. Lie on the 
floor on your stomach with your feet 
under a couch or held by a partner. 
Place your hands behind your head or 
lower back and lift your head and 
chest off the floor. As your bead and 
chest leave the floor, pull your shoul­
ders back and pinch your shoulder 
blades together. Pause. and return to 
tlle floor. 

Start tllis exercise by performing 
it every otller day and doing stx to 
eight repetitions. If you develop pain, 
stop and only do as many as you can 
comfortably. Increase by five every 
other week or as many as you can 
tolerate. If you have had back surgery 
or a diagnosed back problem, contact 
your physician before beginning this 
exercise program. 

Strong back muscles reduce your 
risk for back injury and allow you to 
maintain proper posture. Back health 
is in your hands. You can reduce your 
risk for back pain or reduce the risk 
for recurrence by perfonning back 
extensions on a regular basis. It is 
your choice, spend five minutes to 
prevent back pain or live with it. 

Tip of the Week: To determine if 
you are performing your cardiovas­
cular activity at a safe and effective 
effort level remember this saying: 
you should be able to talk but not able 
to sing while exercising.

publicized so, therefore, I want to 
make you aware of it. 

Senior citizens I might add, since 
we are talking about energy assis­
tance, you might seriously consider 
getting yourself an electric blanket. 
Or, suggest that your kids and 
grandkids give you one for Christ­
mas. The blankets are not very ex­
pensive. They arc economical to op­
erate and they will keep you wann at 
night when you turn down the ther­
mostat to save energy. Too, consider 
weatllerization. Plastic over and 
around windows and weather strip­
ping around doors and windows of­
fers tremendous assistance in cutting 
winter's beating bills. 

Senior citizens, we can feel it in 
our bones. Cold weatller is justaround 
the comer. I've already hauled out 
our electric blanket. I warm the bed 
before I get in at night, keep the 
blanket on low through the night, and 
tum it up when the alarm goes off at 
5a.m. 

By 5:30 tlle furnace has taken U1e 
night chill out of the house and I'm 
ready for my first warm cup of morn­
ing coffee. 

Cold weather is coming and so arc 
tlle sign-up dates for this winter's 
energy assistance program. 

There are two major changes in 
tlle program this year. First, funding 
has been cut. This means tllat tllcre is 
not as much money to help people 
heat tlleir homes this winter as there 
bas been in years past. Second, last 
year a household was allowed up to 
$5,000 in liquid assets and still be 
eligible. This year a household is 
allowed only $1,500 in liquid assets. 
Many of you who have a little nest 
egg put away for your final expenses 
may want to consider applying that to 
a burial policy. Burial insurance will 
not keep you from qualifying for en­
ergy assistance. Money in the bank, 
even if it is solely for burial purposes 
will, if that money is in excess of 
$1,500. 

Application dates are based on the 
first letter of the head of the 
household's last name. In my family, 
my husband, Alex Carroll is head of 
household. Since his last name be­
gins with the letter "C," if we quali­
fied, our household would apply on 
November 14 and 15.

NO. 13-94 

AN ORDINANCE ES· 
T ABLISHING A CODE OF 
ETHICAL CONDUCT AP· 
PLICABLE TO THE OFFIC­
ERS AND EMPLOYERS OF 
THE CITY AND CITY 
AGENCIES 

Notice is hereby given that 
on Monday, October 10, 
1 994, the Prestonsburg City 
Council adopted Ordinance 
No. 13·94, establishing a 
code of Ethical Conduct ap­
plicable to the offtcers and 
employees of the City of 
Prestonsburg and its agen­
cies. 

Relevant sections of the 
Ordinance include the stan­
dard of conduct; conflicts of 
interest; use of City prop­
erty, equipment and person­
nel; post-employment re­
strictions; financial disclo­
sure; content of financial dis­
closure statements; nepo­
tism and the enforcement of 
the Code through the cre­
ation of a Board of Ethics. 
Relevant Sections that im· 
pose fines or penalties are 
set out as follows: 

Section 18: Non-Compli­
ance with Filing Require­
ment: 

(A) The Board of Ethics, 
or the designated adminis­
trative official, shall notify by 
certified mail each person 
required to file a statement 
offinancial interests who fails 
to file the statement by the 
due date, files an incom­
plete statement, or files a 
statement in a form other 
than that prescribed by the 
Board. The Notice shall 
specify the type of failure or 
delinquency, shall establish 
a date by which the failure or 
delinquency shall be rem­
edied, and shall advise the 
person of the penahies for a 
violation. 

(B) Any person who fails 
or requests to file the state­
ment or who fails or refuses 
to remedy a deficiency In 
the filing identified in the 
Notice under Sub-Section 
(A) within the time period 
established by the Notice 
shall be guilty of a civil of­
fense and shall be subject to 
a civil fine imposed by the 
Board in an amount not to 
exceed Twenty-Five Dollars 
($25) per up to a maximum 
total civil fine of Five Hun­
dred Dollars ($500). Any civil 
fine imposed by the Board 
under this Section may be 
recovered by the City in a 
Civil Action in the nature of· 
debt of the offender fails or 
refuses to pay the penalty 
within a prescribed period of 
time. 

(C) Any person intention­
ally files a statement of fi­
nancial interests which he 
knows or she knows to con­
tain false information or in­
tentionally omits required 
information shall be guilty of 
a Class A misdemeanor. 

Section 31. Penahies: 
(A) Except when another 

penalty is specifically set 
forth in this Ordinance, any 
officer or employee of the 
City or any City agency who 
is found by the Board of Eth­
ics to have violated any pro­
vision of this Ordinance shall 
be deemed guilty of a Civil 
Offense and may be subject 
to a civil fine Imposed by the 
Board of Ethics not to ex­
ceed One Thousand Dol­
lars ($1 ,000) which may be 
recovered by the City in a 
Civil Action in the nature of 
debt of the offender fails to 
pay the penalty within a pre­
scribed period of time. 

(B) In addition to all other 
penalties which may be im­
posed under this Ordinance, 
any officer or employee of 
the City or any City Agency 
who is found by the Board of 
Ethics to have violated any 
provision of this Ordinance 
shall forfeit to the City or the 
City Agency an amount 
equal to the Economic Ben­
efit or Gain which the officer 
or employee is determined 
by the Board to have real­
ized as the result of the vio· 
lation. The amount of any 
forfeiture may be recovered 
by the City in the Civil Action 
in the nature of debt, if the 
Offender fails to pay the 
amount of the forfeiture 
within a prescribed period of 
time. 

(C) In addition to all other 
penalties which may be im· 
posed underth1s Ordinance, 
a finding by the Board of 
Ethics that an officer or em· 
ployee of the City or any City 
Agency is guilty of a viola· 
tion of this Ordinance shall
