An Ohio man wanted on a murder
charge in that state waived extradi-
tion Wednesday moming and was
transported back to Geneva, Ohio, by
police Wednesday afternoon.

InFloyd District Court Wednesday
moming, Lawrence Smith, 20, waived
extradition to Ohio, where heischarged
with the August 27 beating death of
Randy Marshall, 21, of Geneva.

DistsietJudge Danny Caudill ex-
plained the extradition process 1o
Smith and Smith signed the extradi-
tion forms,

During Wednesday's hearing,
Smith told Judge Caudill, “after to-
day, I will not be back in the state of
Kentucky."”

Smith was arrested Tuesday morn-
ing at a relative's home in Bucks
Branch near Martin by Floyd County
Sheriff Paul Hunt Thompson and
deputies Lloyd Powers and Ricky
Thornsberry.

Ohio authorities alerted the
sheriff’s departmentatapproximately
1:30 a.m. Wednesday that Smith
could be in the county. Deputy Pow-
ers, who was on patrol at Left Beaver
Townhouses, spotted a vehicle which
tumed out to belong 1o a relative of
Smith.

Officers were tipped that Smith
was at the Bucks Branch residence.
He was taken into custody at 9:30
a.m. Wednesday.

Smith was also wanted on eight
charges in Floyd County stemming
from an incident last spring at the
Holiday Inn. Prestonsburg policeman
Ricky Conn arrested Smith and
charged with him eight misdemean-
OrS.

On Wednesday, Judge Caudill
sentenced Smith to jail ime on those
charges, but told the suspect that he
would not have to serve his sentence
if Ohio authorities extradited him.

from the commission Tuesday was
“signed under force and was unlaw-
fully obtained.”

Harmon had resigned from the city
commission earlier Tuesday, afler he
had been jailed on charges of first
degree unlawful imprisonment and
Spouse abuse.

He said in his letter of resignation
that he “freely and willingly™ agreed
to resign and that he would “physi-
cally leave the City of Wheelwright

and...will not return.”

Afterhis release from jail on bond,
Harmon apparently contacted
Webster, a Pikeville attorney, who
issued a letter to the Wheelwright city
clerk concerning the “purported res-
ignation of Charles Harmon.”

That letter alleged that Harmon,
“under force, signed a document pur-
porting to resign as a City Commis-
sioner of Wheelwright, Kentucky,”

The letter further contends that
“This document was signed under

force and was unlawfully obtained
and, as his attomey, I am notifying
you that he hereby withdraws an at-
tempt to resign. Please let the record
reflect that Mr. Harmon does not re-
signas City Commissioner of Wheel-
wright. Please destroy his purported
resignation letter when it arrives.”
Webster could not be reached
Thursday todiscuss the letter or elabo-
rate on who might have forced
Harmon to resign.

settled without
board hearing

A Prestonsburg High School foot-
ball player has requested that a hear-
ing before the school board concem-
ing an alleged hazing incident last
month be canceled.

Al a special school board meeting
Wednesday, board members were set
to conduct a hearing to examine evi-
dence in connection with the inci-
dent, which resulted in one player
being kicked off the team and three
others being suspended for several
games.

Board member Eddie Patton an-
nounced that the father of the player
kicked off the team had called him
and requested that the proceedings
not be held because, “(the student)
didn't want to name names” and he
felt it would hurt other players on the
team.

The grandmother of the player
forced off the team told board mem-
bers Wednesday that she felt the pun-
ishment was unjustand thather grand-
son was being penalized because “he
was the only child man enough to
come forward and say ‘I did it."”

The grandmother added that dur-
ing her other grandson’s freshman
year on the team, he went through a
hazing incident that “was so filthy, I
don’t want to repeat it.”

Hazing is a form of intimidation
or harassment generally associated
with initiation rituals.

Superintendent Steve Towler gave
board members a written report on
the incident and said he felt that prin-
cipal Karen Trivette and coach Bill
Letton had made the right decisions
concerning the incident.

The one player was booted off the
team, Towler said, because of his
“accumulative™ discipline record at
the school and that the student was
“more involved in the incident.”

Board chairman Ray Brackett
commented that the board did not
condone that type of activity, but he
felt that the “punishment should have

been dealt out on an equal basis.”

Board member Patton agreed and
asked what type of supervision the
students were under at the football
camp and if the staff was aware of
any other incidents.

Towler said that coach Letton and
the principal knew of no prior hazing

Three nabbed
by task force
in drug bust

Three people were arrested ondrug
chargesin Pike County Saturday dur-
ing separate raids by the Mountain
Area Drug Task Force, the Kentucky
State Police and the Pike County
Sheriff’s Department,

Kenneth Dannon, 35, of Turkey
Creek in Pike County, was charged
with cultivating marijuana, traffick-
ing in marijuana, posssesion of mari-
juana and possession of drug para-
phernalia.

Task force director Frank Fryman
said that approximately two pounds
of marijuana were seized from
Gannon during the raid.

In a separate raid, Ronnie Bartley,
38, of Powells Creek, was arrested
and charged with possession of mari-
juana, possession of a bandgun by a
convicted felon and four counts of
prescription drugs not in proper con-
tainer, possession of acontrolled sub-
stance, codeine, possession of drug
paraphemalia and two counts of pos-
session of a radio that sends and re-
ceives police messages.

In a raid at Robinson Creek. po-
lice arrested Richard Burchett, 26,
and charged him with possession of
marijuana, possession of drug para-
phernalia and possession of eaves-
dropping devices.

All the suspects were lodged in
the Pike County Detention Center.

City delays a date with
history to examine code

The Prestonsburg City Council
tabled a date with history earlier this
month, deciding instead to take alittle
more time to figure out just whatkind
of history they wanted to make.

Had council given second and final
reading August 22 to an ordinance
establishing an ethics code for city
officials and employees, they would
have been among the first and per-
haps the first muncipality in the state
to do so. Rather than set the prece-
dent, council chose to set the ordi-
nance aside for further review.

Citiesand counties haveuntil Janu-
ary 1, 1995 10 adopt ethics codes that
setout certain criteria for the conduct
of local governments. That mandate

enacted by Kentucky's General

Assembly last spring.

Minimum requirements ¢stablished
by the new law include the develop-
ment of financial disclosure stale-
ments, to be filed annually by all
elected officials, appointed officials
and employees; the development of a
policy on hiring relatives; and the
designation of a person or group o
enforce the code.

Prestonsburg gave firstreading toa
comprehensive ordinance on August
8 and council had scheduled August
22 as the date for enacting the code.
On the advice of city attorney Larry
Brown, though, final approval was
delayed so council members could
scrutinize the provisions before they
were officially adopted.

The substance of the proposed city
code was developed by the Kentucky
League of Cities into a model ordi-

nance which Prestonsburg adapted
for local use. Here are some of the
highlights of the original proposal:

Standards of Conduct

No city official or employee or
theirimmediate family members shall
have an interestinany business, trans-
action or activity which is in substan-
tial conflict with the properdischarge
of public duties.

Family members defined by the
ordinance include spouses, parents,
children, brothers, sisters, mothers-
in-law, fathers-in-law, sons-in-law,
daughters-in-law, grandparents or
grandchildren,

No city official or employee may
intentionally use their official posi-
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Ethics

ton to “secure unwarranied privi-
leges or advantages."

Officials or employces may not
take or refrain from taking discre-
tionary action for financial benefits.
Conflicts must be disclosed if the
official’s vote would have an effect
on a prohibited interest.

Conflicts of Interest

No official or employee may hold
any contract with the city unless they
meel certain exceptions.

If the contract was awarded com-
petitively, officals may be bidders
unless they have participated in es-

tablishing contract specifications or
participate in awarding the contract.
If they have the authority to manage
contract performance, they are also
prohibited from holding a contract
with the city for any goods or ser-
VICCS.

If an official or employee had a
contract for goods or services prior to
the adoption off the code they may
fulfill their contract obligations, but
renewal would be subject to ethics
code provisions,

If an official or employee publicly
discloses theirinterestin any contract
and if they can provide the best deal

activities, but that those type of inci-
dents do happen.

“I"'m Bot going (0 deny that some-
thing like this has happened in the
past,” Towler said. “It is not some-
thing that a student would share with
a coach or parent. Mrs, Trivette and
coach Letton have assured me it will
not happen in the future. A (supervi-
sor) can't be with youngsters 24-
hours a day.”

The issue has apparently been
settled.

In other action Wednesday, the
board declared that an emergency
exists atthe D.W. Howard Fieldhouse
at Betsy Layne to forego bidding
requirements for asbestos removal,

The gym has been closed since
last week, when state inspectors man-
dated that several damaged wall pan-
els containing asbestos be repaired.

At the August 22 board meeting,
Betsy Layne parent Lance Blackbumn
showed board members pictures of
the damaged asbestos wall panels
and asked that the situation be inves-
tgated.

The gym was closed the next day
and state inspectors were at the scene
on August 24.

Towler recommended that the
damaged panels be sealed, not re-
moved or replaced, so that the gym
can reopen soon. Alpha Contracting
of Berea submitted the least expen-
sive proposal for $4,861.

Board member Phyllis Honshell
suggested that it would be less ex-
pensive in the long run to remove all
the asbestos from the gym.

Towler explained that the asbes-
tos removal was part of a planned
renovation of the gym, which was put
on hold after questions arose about
the validity of the architect and con-
struction manager contracts. The su-
perintendent added that the board has
paid architect Paul Hoffman to draw
up specifications for the asbestos re-
moval.

Operations chief Jim Osbome said
that Hoffman had been asked to pro-
vide a copy of those plans to the
board, but the architect has not deliv-
ered them,

Patton asked that the board be
given information aboutthe estimated
costand amount of time it would take
toremove all the asbestos in the gym
1o determine if it would be feasible.

Towler said he would provide that
information.

The board approved the emer-
gency declaration.

In other business:

* The board accepted the low bid
of §16,103.02 from John Gray
Pontiac-Buick for amaintenance van.

Towler told the board
that because of state restrictions, the
board would only be allowed to use
half of that allocation for school con-
struction projects. The $32,764.50
equates to approximately $320,000
in bonding potential.

» The board approved creating the
position of a data entry clerk for the
energy managementdepartment. The
$8 per hour salary will be paid from
grant monies in that department.

The nextmeeting of the board will
be Monday, September 19 at 6:30
p.m. at Prestonsburg Elementary.

as it relates to price or limited sup-
plics of goods or services, the official
or employee may be allowed to pro-
vide those goods or services.

The conflict provisions also pro-
hibit officials from accepling or so-
liciting gifts, loans, travel, entertain-
ment or hospitality with a market
value exceeding $100 if it could be
reasonably inferred that the gift was
intended to influence the actions of
the official or employee.

Use of city property is also prohib-
ited under the code, unless the gen-
eral public has the same opportuni-
tics or the useisauthorized by a stated
city policy.

No officer or employee, with the
exception of recognized bargaining
organizations, may representany busi-
ness before the city in connection
with any cause, proceeding, applica-
tion or other matter pending before
the city or any city agency.

The misuse of confidential infor-
mation is prohibited as is the accep-
tance of honoraria with market value
in excess of $100.

Financial Disclosure

The proposed ordinance would re-
quire elected officials, candidates for
election, members of the planning
and zoning commission and the board
of adjustment, members of the board
of ethics and all non-elected officers
and employees who have purchasing
power 0 make certain personal fi-
nancial disclosures each year.

The contents of those reports would

include information that identifies
each source of income for not only
the filer of the report but for the filer's
immediate family thatexceeds $5,000
during the preceding calendar year.

The filer would also have to iden-
tify the source of any business owner-
ship worth more than §10,000 and
they would have to identify any busi-
nessrelationship inside or outside the
state which isanticipated toengage in
business with the city.

Financial disclosure criteria would
not require filers to specify amounts,
but only sources of income.

Non-compliance would be punish-
able by fines of $25 to $500 per in-
fraction.

Nepotism

The code would prohibit any of-
ficer or employee from advocating or
recommending the employment, ap-
pointment, promotion, transfer, or
advancement of a family member.

No officer or employee would be
permitted to supervise or manage the
work of a family member, or partici-
pate in any other action relating to the
employment or discipline of a family
member except for setting budgets
which include compensation.

A board of ethics would be created
under the ordinance to oversee provi-
sions. No member of that board may
hold any elected or appointed office
with the city or any cily agency.

Council is expected to discuss the
proposed ethics code at its next regu-
lar meeting on Septemebr 12,

Parents + teachers = more
successful children

As schools open each August, two
Norman Rockwell-type memories
emerge. One is of children running
from their homes to catch a yellow
bus. The other is of parents driving
away from school while their chil-
dren skip toward the front door,

For the children the feeling is an-
ticipation, But for parents, it's the
pang of separation. And (oo often,
gradually and unintentionally, it be-
comes a sense of exclusion, with par-
ents feeling that they are being barred
from a critical part of their child's
development.

As wemove forward in Kentucky
with efforts to dramatically improve
student performance, it becomes in-
creasingly apparent that including
parents as full partners in their
children’s learning presents a critical
challenge.

Kentucky's experience with
school-based decision making pro-
vides some insight into the dimen-
sions of the challenge. School-based
decision making, one of the key pro-
visions of the Kentucky Education
Reform Act of 1990, provided an
unprecedented opportunity for par-
ent-school partnerships. Wenow have
1,500 parents in 750 schools—com-
pared to zero four years ago—help-
ing to make meaningful educational
decisions,

Butprogress has been slow. While
the number of schools with school
councils continues to increase
steadily, 45 percent of Kentucky
schools still exclude parents from
formal decision-making. Andinthose
with councils, the percentage of par-
ents voting in elections has been small.

Simple demographics tell another
part of the story. Increasingly, the
parent profile clashes with that of
professional educators.

In fact, educators tend to be over
40, parents under 30. Eighty percent
of our teachers have masters degrees
while 30 percent of parents dropped
out of high school and even fewer
finished college. While most educa-
tors eamm more than $30,000 a year,
40 percent of parents have incomes
below the poverty line.

Educators ofien explain low par-
ticipation by citing statistics about
the growth of two-job families, single-
pareént households and poverty. But
parents say that schools, in various
ways, make it hard for them to par-
ticipate.

Whateverthe reasons, parents and
people who work in schools have
grown increasingly remote from each
other in recent decades. The quality
of home-school relationships has de-
teriorated.

It has also become apparent that
reaching school reform’s goal—dra-
matically improving student perfor-
mance—requires schools to work
hard at strengthening both school-
home and parent-child relationships.
We need parents’ help and they need
ours as all of us work together toward
the common goal of responsible, high-
achieving youngsters.

Fundamental questions need to be
addressed:

** How can schools support par-
ents as their children’s first and most
important teacher?

** What is the best mechanism for
parents and teachers to set and work
toward common goals for a child’s
learning?

** How can parents effectively
help with academic work?

*¥ How can schools engage all
parents as partners?

** How can schools make parents
feel welcome at school?

** Should schools initiate home
visits, parent training and other ef-
forts?

Fortunately, efforts are already
underway this year in Kentucky.
Many schools, local parent-teacher
associations and other parent groups
are working diligently to encourage
parental participation. Their soc-
cesses and failures will serve as ex-
amples for other schools that are seek-
ing answers to these questions.

Inaddition, the Prichard Commit-
tee is starting a program to foster
conversations between teachers and
parents while the Department of Edu-
cation (with federal Goals 2000 as-
sistance) will give schools grants to
developand implement model parent
engagement programs.

The payoff will be more learning
and better discipline, both at home
and at school. The payoff, in short, is
kids leaming more.

Addington Resources Inc. reports
second quarter earnings of $1.5 million

Addington Resources, Inc.
(NASDAQ/NMS: ADDR), a waste
management, coal mining and min-
ing technology company, last week
reported it earned §1.5 million (10
cents per share) on revenues of $35.5
million, for the three months ending
June 30, 1994,

That compares with a loss of
$8,000, or less than one cent per
share, on $92.1 million in revenues
for the second quarter of 1993, when
Addington Resources was primarily
a coal mining and marketing com-
pany. The company sold the bulk of
its directcoal mining operations, coal
reserves and coal supply contracts in
January 1994,

Per-share figures reflect 15.5 mil-
lion common shares outstanding in
the second quarter of 1993, and 16.1
million shares in 1994’ s second quar-
ter. The company issued 148,673
shares in May 1994 in conjunction
with a landfill acquisition.

Addington Resources Chairman
Larry Addington said the company’s
downsized coal mining operations
contributed $1.2 million in operating
income during 1994's second guar-
ter, compared with $2.9 million in
the year-ago quarter.

Environmental revenues rose 52
percent over 1993’s second quarter
to $8.9 million. Operating income
rose sharply as well—a 64 percent
increase to $1.6 million,

Second quarter 1994 coal mining
revenues and operating income were

adversely affected due to the closure
of one of the company's major mine
operations, Job 17 in Pike County.
Job 17 contributed to operating in-
come during the firstquarter of 1994,
Addington said a new mine is ex-
pected to open during the third quar-
ter and eventually replace Job 17's
production.

The company sold 906,000 tons
ofcoalin 1994’ s second quarter, com-
pared with 2.8 million tons during the
similar 1993 period. Coal operations
during the second quarter of 1993
generated $86 million in revenues
and $2.9 millioninoperating income.

A positive effect on profitability
was the elimination of net interest
expense, which totaled $3.5 million
during 1993's second quarter. The
proceeds from the January sale of
Addington’s coal operations were
used to redeem $125 million in Se-
nior Secured Notes and repay other
long-term debt. Interest income to-
taled $223,000in 1994"s second quar-
ter.

For the six-month period through
June 30, 1994, the company earned
$4.4 million (27 cents per share) on
revenues of $75 million. That com-
pares with a loss of $1.7 million (a
loss of 11 cents per share) and rev-
enues of $174.7 million during the
similar 1993 period.

Addington ResourcesIng. is traded
on the NASDAQ National Market
System under the symbol ADDR.

Labor Day holiday

Rmcricans are expected to close

The most
popular Labor Day destination is a
city, followed by lhc beach, town or
rural area.

AAA’s most recent survey of ser-
vice stations nationwide shows the
average price of self-serve regular
unleaded is $1.198, the highest for a
Labor Day holiday since 1990 and
nearly a dime per gallon more than
last year, AAA reports,

Nationally, self-serve regular un-
leaded is 5.5 cents higher than last
month, Locally, a survey of 40 Lex-
ington service stations found the av-
erage price is $1.117, while state-
wide, the average is $1.14.

AAA reports 67 percent of sta-
tions will be open over the Labor Day
holiday weekend and 34 percent will
operate 24 hours.

ages with varying kinds of dental
health problems. During these leamn-
ing experiences, students develop
competencies in performing those
dental hygiene functions permitted
by law.

The mobile dental hygiene pro-
grams generally stay on site for a
minimum of three years, enabling at
least two classes to graduate. Job
placement has been excellentand stu-
dents have tended to find employ-
ment in the area served by the col-
lege.

The first mobile dental hygiene
program was implemented at Ash-
land Community College in 1975.
That program has moved from Ash-

land, to Somerset, to Hazard, back to
Ashland, o Maysville, and is pres-
ently located at Hopkinsville Com-
munity College.

The university established a sec-
ond mobile program in 1978. The
second mobile program began at
Paducah Community College before
moving on to Madisonville Commu-
nity College, to Southeast Commu-
nity College, to Northern Kentucky
University and now on to Prestons-
burg Community College.

Like most states, Kentucky suf-
fers from an uneven distribution of
allied health professionals, especially
in rural areas. Studies conducted in
the early 1970s indicated a need for
an associate degree program in den-
tal hygiene in some of the commu-
nity colleges’ service areas; however,
the need did not justify the expendi-
ture of funds for a permanent pro-
gram in each of the colleges where a
need existed. Also, permanent based
programs in small communities re-
sultin job saturation of the surround-
ing area, thus creating employment
problems for the graduates.

To avoid the problem of job satu-
ration and to limit expenses, the Uni-
versity of Kentucky Community Col-
lege System developed the concept
of a mobile dental hygiene program
in which a top quality educational
program would move from site to
site, meeting a community's educa-
tional needs and then moving on be-
fore saturation would occur.

PCC’s dental hygiene program
will getunderway during the summer
of 1995. Students interested in this
program should contact Jenny Bot-
toms or Gia Hall at the college at
(606) 886-3863 for more informa-
tion. Completed applications must
be on file at the college by March 1.

Satisfaction, not money, drives trainer

Larry Broughton has been in the
horse training business for the past
nine years and he still enjoys the
daily grind of caring for and training
horses.

"Horse training is hard now," he
said from Thunder Ridge. "It used to
be that you could make it and it was
fun. But it's not easy anymore."

But Broughton is just one of sev-
eraltrainers whohave left theirhomes
for the thrill of just being around
horses.

"I like horses, " said Broughton. "1
have always been around them. It's
not the money, although you do need
that; but I just love being around
them."

Broughton recalled the days that
he worked for the Roger Cullipher
Stables.

"I worked for Roger about four
years," he said. "Then I went off with
my dad, who worked with horses, He
asked me if I wanted to go with them
and 1 did. I saw one horse that I really
liked and ended up owning him four
years later."

Broughton, like all the other train-
ers at Thunder Ridge, will be moving
on after the race season ends at Thun-
der Ridge on September 11. He will
gather the six horses that he handles
and will move on to Lebanon, Ohio.

"They race six months out of the
year there," he said. "Then I'll go
back to Lexington and then come
back here."

The day in the life of a trainer can
be a long one, but Broughton likes to
allow time for himeself,

"I getuparoundseveninthe morn-
ingand feed the horses," he explained.
"I always like to let my horses stand
for an hour before I jog them. Some
trainers don't.

"I'll make three trips with the
horses,” Broughton said, explaining

how he tries to build up the horses'
stamina,

He
doesn't know what a gait is.”

Hobbles on the horse's legs train
him to move his feet a certain way.

Baldwin's horse, "Free to Win," is
a five-year-old that is easier to train
than a two or three-year-old.

"Their bones are more developed
and itis easier for them to learn," said
Binky, "After we teach him a certain
gait, be will just keep getting faster
and faster.
