Masten Childers II, secretary for
the state Cabinet for Human Re-
sources, met with attorneys for the
Kentucky Medical Association
Thursday to formulate a prescription
that will bandage a wound opened by
a proposed cut in Medicaid reim-
bursements to providers.

Floyd miner
is indicted for
safety breach

A Martin County coal mine super-
intendent from Prestonsburg was in-
dicted on September 1 by a federal
grand jury in Lexington on two counts
of alleged coal mine safety viola-
tions.

Bruce Hurley, superintendent of
Mountaintop Restoration Deep Mine
No. 1 at Davella, was charged with
entering false data on a preshift ex-
amination book at the mine and for
failing to make preshift inspections
at the mine before miners entered.

The indictment alleges that be-
tween July 1, 1953 and August 1,
1993, Hurley sent his day shift crew
into the mine when a preshift exami-
nation of the mine had not been con-
ducted.

Count two of the indictment al-
legesthat on August23, 1993, Hurley
made a false statement and represen-
tation in a preshift mine examination
record book for the mine.

If convicted on the first count,
Hurley could be sentenced to one
year in jail and fined $100,000 or
both. The second charge carries a
five-year prison sentence or a
$100,000 fine or both,

Hurley will be arraigned on the
charges before U.S. District Judge
Joseph Hpod in Pikeville. Anarraign-
ment date has not been set.

Note: an indictment is not an indi-
cation guilt, but a determination by'a
grand jury that the case merits further
judicial review,

societies, doctors expressed their an-
ger about a proposed cut in slate
Medicaid reimbursements to provid-
ers. The doctors said the Medicaid
reimbursements will be cut 35 per-
cent, and that they conld not keep
their offices open with a reduction of
that size. They threatened to stop
treating Medicaid patients if the pro-
posal is implemented.

Childers said that he has been
meeting with the KMA to come up
with a formula to pay more money o
physicians who see more Medicaid
patients. He said there had been some
concern that an earlier law posed a
problem in giving more reimburse-
ment to rural areas than other areas.

The law does not allow you to
distribute reimbursements to physi-
cians because of where they live,
Childers said.

“We are seeking a legal avenue to
notcut physicians as much who serve
in underserved areas of the state,” he
said.

But, he said, the cuts in reimburse-
ments have to be made because the
state appropriations bill required $50
million be trimmed from the Medic-
aid program.

“We have to trim back (benefits)
or cut how much we pay providers.
And neither this governor, nor I, will
let (benefits be cut),” Childers said.
“We have asked enough from the
poor people and the taxpayers.”

“The people we're concerned
about are the people who are receiv-
ing medical care. We can’t continue
to provide the same benefits if we
continue to pay what we have. The
last thing we want to do is cut back
benefits.”

Childers said the reimbursement
cuts average 20 percent, but that re-

_imbursements for some services will
be cut 35 percent and other services
won't receive any reimbursement
cuts.

“Those who provide specialty ser-
vices will receive the biggest reim-
bursement cuts, not family practitio-
ners,” he said. “They are the least
affected.”

Childers said he will continue
meeting with the KMA in an effort to
resolve the issue, and that Represen-
tative Greg Stumbo was “doing ev-
erything he could to help make this
right.”

Wheelwright City Commission-
ersaccepted the resignation of former
Commissioner Charles Harmon at a
special meeting Wednesday and
Mayor Marlee Sammons denied that
Floyd County Sheriff Paul Hunt Th-
ompson was in any way involved in
the move,

At Wednesday's meeting, Mayor
Sammons directed city clerk Mary
Ann Johnson toread Harmon'sresig-
nation letter into the record and the
commission voted unanimously o
accept it.

Commissioner Luther Johnson Jr.
abstained from voting saying, “Idon’t
want 10 be involved in that lawsuit.”

Harmon signed the resignation
letter last Tuesday while in jail await-
ing arraignmenton charges of unlaw-
ful imprisonment and domestic vio-
lence.

Hours after his resignation,
Harmon claimed that he was forced
to resign his seat on the commission.

In a letter dated August 30 to the
commission from Harmon’s attor-
ney, Larry Webster of Pikeville,
Harmon claimed his resignation was
“signed under force and was unlaw-
fully obtained.”

On Tuesday, September 6,
Webster said that Harmon said it was
Sheriff Thompson who forced him to
resign.

Thompson disputed Harmon's
claim and, after Wednesday's meet-
ing, Mayor Sammons said the sheriff
was not involved in the matter.

Johnson
logger is
killed in
tree fall

A Johnson County man was killed
Wednesday afteroon in an apparent
logging accident at Middle Creek in
Floyd County.

Wayne Bowen, 33, of Sitka, was
found by co-worker Benny Williams
on a remote hillside in Amett Branch
around 3 p.m.

Floyd County sheriff’s detective
Jim Rederick said that Bowen had
carlier notched the tree that fell and
was cutling on another tree, when the
wind apparently blew the tree over
on Bowen. Rederick said the acci-
dent happened atapproximately 1:15
p.m.

Bowen was working for G & W
Logging Inc. of Stambaugh, clearing
a hillside owned by Floyd Judge-
Executive John M. Stumbo.

Members of the Floyd County
Emergency and Rescue Squad were
called to the scene to assist in remov-
ing Bowen's body from the hillside.
A rescue squad member carrying a
stretcher was taken to the site on a
bulldozer operated by a logging em-
ployee. Bowen was removed from
the hillside and transported to the
bottom in a pickup truck.

Floyd County Coroner Roger
Nelson pronounced Bowen dead at
the scene.

The public funding
joke is on everyone

Editor:
Gatewood Galbraith's announce-

ment that he is rejecting public fund-
ing for his 1995 campaign for Gover-
nor has been roughly criticized by
some editors and politicians whomay
not be aware of all the facts. Galbraith
is currently the only candidate who
has actual experience in complying
with the new public campaign fund-
ing law.

A Lexington editor attributes
Galbraith's rejection of tax money to
“confusion and unfiltered 'vinking.”
That's as far from the truth as you can
get, Out mumal decision o reject
public funding was “filtered" through
months of deliberation and face-to-
face discussions with people who
must pay for public funding of politi-
cal campaigns, and they are not “con-
fused.” The editorial view that any-
one who disagrees with public fund-
ing favors “back-scratching Kentucky
politics” is an insulting, elitist view
of Kentuckians as being too dumb to
know what's good for them.

While we agree elections should
be fairer and campaign costs mustbe
reduced in order to suppress cormap-
tion, the actual funding practice is
going to be far differgnt than the
editorial preaching. Some candidates
who profess support for public fund-
ing are already campaigning with
public salaries, public offices, public
staffs and publicly displayed bill-
boards. If they ever pay their filing
fees and campaign legally, any pub-
lic campaign funds they receive will
be like a tax-paid bonus for having
cheated.

We also find folks reluctant to
give the very detailed informaltion
which mustbe made public by candi-
dates who accept public money. To
qualify for public funding, all contri-
butions—even one dollar—require
reporting not only the contributor,
but the contributor’s employer,
spouse and spouse’s employer. This
violates the privacy of employers and
spouses and discourages participa-
tion by those who may otherwise

wish to make a small contribution.
And, why bother to accept five dol-

Watson convicted in retrial

For the second time in five years, a Magoffin
County man has been found guilty of killing a
Carver man. And thistime, the jury recommended
a prison sentence twice as long.

A Magoffin County jury deliberated one hour
Thursday before finding David Holbrook guilty
of killing Lee Watson on October 27, 1988.

Watson, 60, died of eight shots from a .22-
caliberrifle after the twomen argued at Holbrook's
home on Bee Tree Fork of Carver Creek. Seven of
the shots were fired into his back.

It was the second time Holbrook has been tried
in the murder. The first, in 1989, ended in a guilty
verdict after 15 minutes. He was sentenced to 45
years in prison—the longest sentence ever meted
out in Magoffin County, said Commonwealth’s
Attorney Randy Campbell.

But Holbrook was granted a new trial because
Judge John Robert Morgan did not give jurors an
option of finding Holbrook guilty because of
emotional disturbance. That would have reduced
the charge from murder to manslaughter, Campbell
said.

The new trial startec last Tuesday. After find-
ing Holbrook guilty last Thursday night, the jury
deliberated an additional 45 minutes and recom-
mended a 90-year prison sentence.,

Morgan will sentence Holbrook on October 6.
That sentence would be the longest ever in
Magoffin County, Campbell said.—Lexington
Herald-Leader

We're
complying with the law, we're not
shaking down stale contractors or
political appointees, so as Toyota
says, “Who could ask for anything
more?”

The Lexington editor duly wamed
citizens to “Beware of politicians who
refuse public financing,” Citizens
should also beware of the ones who
acceptit. Using public funds for self-
promotion will not turn politicians
into saints, so hand-wringing over
who will or will not accept public
funding misses the point. A far more
useful subject for editorial wizardry
are the outlaw candidates who are
evennow evading our campaign laws,
rather than obeying them, Any way
yOu fum it, that’s corruption. .

Public funding of elections is no
joke, and neither were the reasons we
gave for rejecting it. But, if news
editors don’t help the Election Fi-
nance Registry ensure strict compli-
ance with these complex new elec-
tion laws, public funding may soon
become an expensive and not-so-
funny joke on Kentucky taxpayers
who will have to pay the bills.

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Is there lead in your tap water?

It was good to know that all but
four students who participated in the
tap water sampling project had no
detectablelevelsof lead in their house-
hold tap water. There are, however,
many more people in the ten counties
which were represented in this study.
This leads to the question, “Is there
lead in your tap water?

Ever since the hazards of lead
became known, we have done alot to
reduce its occurrence. But, there are
likely to be many hundreds, if not
thousands, of homes here in Eastern
Kentucky which still have the same
old indoor plumbing they had 30 or
more years ago. The most frequent
source of lead in tap water nowadays
is the corrosion of materials in the
household plumbing system and/or
in the public water system's service
line to the house. Lead goosenecks or
pigtails, lead soldiers and fluxes used
10 connect copper piping, and metal

Fall color harbinger
of Winter approaching

Brilliant fall foliage soon appear-
ing across Kentucky's landscape is
nature’s great fanfare that winter is
approaching.

“Popular myth credits Jack Frost
with orchestrating the transformation
from green to dazzling fall foliage,
but temperature has little impact on
the change,” said Doug McLaren,
Extension forester with the Univer-
sity of Kentucky College of Agricul-
ture.

“Shorter days and longer nights
open a chemical clock inside trees
that triggers them to start shutting
down,” McLaren added. “As this
change comes about, green chloro-
phyll that dominated leaves during
the summer breaks down and is uti-
lized less."

Chlorophyll has a vital function
during the growing season, accord-
ing to McLaren, It captures the sun’s
energy which is converted to simple
sugars used for plant growth. As a
tree prepares itself for winter, and is
not in a growth mode, chlorophyll is
no longer needed.

Leaves docontain other pigments,
but green chlorophyll dominates
them. As the dominate pigment dissi-
pates, splendid colors hidden all sum-
mer become visible, as do hues cre-
ated from ever-shifting chemical
changes in leaves.

“Fall leaves are more than pretty
colors,” McLaren said. “Leaves con-
tribute 1o the world’s continual eco-
logical system, When leaves drop to
the ground, they decompose; miner-
als removed during the summer are
returned for the next year's growth.”

“As the colorful leaf display falls
to the ground, making the final an-
nouncement of winter's approach,
nextyear'sleavesare tightly wrapped
in buds flying high over head to re-
mind us that spring will return,” he
added, “When spring approaches, the
buds will unfurl and contribute to the
ecological systc by absorbing car-
bon dioxide and producing oxygen."

alloys (i.e., brass, bronze) which con-
tain lead and are sometimes used to
make sink fixtures (faucets, etc...),
are examples of such materials. So, if
you are living in a house with old
plumbing, what should you do?
First of all, do not drink the tap
waler without first letting itrun a few
minutes, especially after it has been
sitting ovemight or several hours.
Keep in mind that just because you
have flushed one tap in the house
does not mean you can drink directly
from the others without flushing them.
You must flush each water tap you

use if it has not been used for a long *

time. (You don’t have to waste the
water you flush. Catch it in a bucket
and use it for washing, or cleaning
around the house.) By the way, never
drink or cook with water from the
hot-water tap. Hot water dissolves
lead more readily than cold water
does. Never mix baby formula with
water from the hot-water tap.

The second thing to do is to have
your tap water analyzed for lead by a
certified lab as soon as possible. It
may cost between $20 and $30, but
it’s worth it. You may want (o have
them analyze it for other pollutants at
the same time, which will cost more.
Be sure they sample your tap water
according to EPA procedure, i.e., af-
ter it has been sitting, unused, for at
least 6 hours.

If lead is found to be near, or in
excess of the EPA limit of 15 parts
per billion (ppb) for drinking/tap
water and you have old copper or
lead plumbing, then it is advised that
youreplace the indoor system as soon
as possible. Atthe same time, contact
the public water system office and
ask about the type of piping which
connects your house with the public
water supply. They should know. If
they do not, they are obliged to in-
spectittofind out. If they find that the
service line does contain lead materi-
als, they arerequired by law tochange
that part of the line which is on public
property. Whatever part of the ser-
vice line which is on your property is
your financial responsibility to re-
place.

If your water supply comes from a
well (as 33% of the water samples in
this project did), it would be wise to
sample the water directly from the
well and have it analyzed for lead
also. Recall that the four samples
which had lead in them came from
well water. If there is no lead in the
well water and your plumbing is rela-
tively new, then chances are that the
piping which connects your house-
hold system to the well has lead ma-
terials in it. In that case, it should be
replaced.

Even if you have new indoor
plumbing and lead-free service lines,
you are wise to have your tap water
analyzed annually, not only for lead,
but for other pollutants as well (i.e.,
copper, iron, manganese, coliform
bacteria, and maybe radon). Make it
a habit to let your tap water run at
least several minutes before using it
after a long-time without use.

If you buy your drinking water, be
aware that bottled water is often only
tap water which is filtered to remove
contaminants and make it taste bet-
ter. Be sure it comes from a company
which has membership in the Inter-
national Bottled Water Association
(IBWA) and, thus, has required an-
nual inspections of its facilities. To
find out if the bottled water you drink
comes from such a company, write
the IBWA atDepartment RD, 113 N,
Henry Street, Alexandria, VA 22314,

If you find that your tap or well
water has high lead levels and you
cannot afford, for some reason, 0
change the system or water source,
the EPA advises that you install a
“point-of-entry” or “point-of-use”
device (ie., calcite filter) in your
system. For more information, call
the EPA Safe Drinking Water Hotline
at 1-800-426-4791.

The Laboratory at PikevilleMeth-
odist held two phlebotomy training
courses and graduated 16 students.
