Stabbing case
to be heard

by grand jury

A Floyd County Grand Jury will
hear cases against two Floyd Coun-
tians accused of assault after an
alleged altercation last month that
left a West Prestonsburg man with
his throat cut.

During a preliminary hearing
Wednésday in Floyd District Court,
deputy sheriff Bob Hackworth Jr.
described the investigation which
led to assault charges against Karen
Waugh, 34, of Maytown and Gary
E. Prater, 40, of Hueysville.

Hackworth testified that he
received a call that there was a fight
in progress at Waugh’s home and
when he responded to the scene, he
found Jay Dee Spears of West Pre-
stonsburg at a neighboring resi-
dence bleeding profusely from a
neck wound.

Hackworth transported Spears to
Our Lady of the Way Hospital in
Martin and then returned to the
scene.

Waugh told the deputy that she
had asked Spears to leave her
home, but Spears refused. The two
became involved in an altercation,
Waugh told the deputy, and she
pushed him down the steps and hit
him with a beer bottle. Hackworth
testified that Waugh said she did
not cut Spears when she hit him
with the bottle.

The deputy said that Prater
“basically gave me the same state-
ment.”

Spears told the deputy that he
was attacked by Waugh, who had a

knife, and that Prater hit him from
behind and held him while Waugh
cut him on the neck with the knife.

Assistant commonwealth attor-
ney Dwight Stacy Marshall asked
that the charges against the two be
lowered from first degree to second
degree assault.

District Judge James Allen sus-
tained Marshall’s request and ruled
that there was probable cause to
refer the case to a grand jury.

Also Wednesday, theft charges
against a Knott County man were
amended to possession of stolen

property.

Charles Moore, no age avail-

able, is charged in connection with
the sale of a four-wheeler reported
stolen from Huntington, Indiana.
Deputy Ricky Thornsberry testi-
fied that 2 woman claimed she paid
Moore $2,300 for the vehicle.
Thornsberry said the four-
wheeler was discovered when a
group of deputies were searching
for marijuana in the Right Beaver
area. A check of the serial number
on the vehicle showed that it had

been reported stolen.
Moore’s  attorney, Gerald
DeRossett, asked that the charge of

theft by unlawful taking be dis-
missed, because if the theft
occurred in Indiana, Floyd County
authorities had no jurisdiction in
the case.

The charge was amended to
receiving stolen property.

Judge Allen referred the case to
a grand jury.

No date has been set yet for a
grand jury session this month.

Driver listed in fair condition
after being pinned in mishap

A West Virginia man was seri-
ously injured Thursday morning in
the Prestonsburg Holiday Inn park-
ing lot.

Timothy Toler, 26, of Logan,
West Virginia, was hurt when he
got caught between two one-tom flat
bed trucks about 10:28 a.m. Thurs-
day.

Prestonsburg police officer
Anthony Castle said that Toler and
his co-worker, Avery Bowling, 20,
of Hazard, pulled into the Holiday
Inn parking lot to unload Toler’s

truck and load the materials onto
Bowling’s truck.

Toler and Bowling work for
Voto Manufacturing, of Logan,
West Virginia.

Castle said that after the men
completed their job, Toler suppos-

edly got into his truck and started to
pull through the parking lot.
During this time, Bowling start-
ed backing his truck up when his
cellular phone rang. Bowling said

he answered the phone and then his

A false report Tuesday evening
that a dam had collapsed in the
Grethel area created a period of
panic for local officials and resi-
dents in the area.

Kentucky State Police received
a call at 6:15 p.m. Tuesday that a
mining silt pond was overflowing
at Tackett Branch near Grethel and
that the pond was in danger of col-
lapsing.

The National Weather Service
issued a flash flood waming for
east-central Floyd County and it

'was incorrectly reported that six

feet of water covered Rt. 979 about
eight miles from Harold.

Erroneous reports were also cir-
culated that Dewey Dam at Jenny
Wiley State Park was in danger of
collapsing.

Loran Raschella, vice president
of NALR Coal Corporation of
Pikeville, the company that has the
permit where the dam is located,
reported that five rescue squad
units, state and federal mine inspec-
tors and local law enforcement
agencies rushed to the scene.

Raschella said the false report
bolstered negative feelings con-
cerning the coal industry.

Army announces additional
reforms to wetlands program

The Army Corps of Engineers re-
cently announced two changes to the
Clean Water Act wetlands program
designed to reduce regulatory bur-
dens on landowners.

ThLese two initiatives are part of a
comprehensive 40-point wetlands
plan issued by the Clinton Adminis-
tration in August 1993. The Admin-
istrations’ plan has made wetlands
programs fairer and more flexible for
landowners and more effective in
protecting these important acquatic
resources. Several other initiatives
have already been completed by the
Corps, Environmental Protection
Agency, and other federal agencies.
Others will be completed over the
next few months.

The President recently announced
that on July 19 the Corps will issue a
new general permit for the construc-
tion or expansion of single-family
homes in wetlands. The permit will
allow landowners to affect up to one-
half acre of non-tidal wetlands for the
home and attendant structures such
.. asadriveway or garage. Landowners
* will no longer have to go through the
‘more lengthy individual permit pro-
cess which typically takes over 120
days. Under Corps general permits,
landowners receive decisions on their
applications in anaverage of 16 days.

Also on July 19, the Corps will
propose for public comment a new
process that, for the first time, will
allow landowners the opportunity to
appeal a Corps wetlands jurisdiction

decision or permit denial. Individu-
als dissatisfied with such decisions
will have an administrative review
process and will not have to auto-
matically challenge the Corps in court,
which can be expensive and time
consuming.

Dr. John Zirschky, acting assis-
tant secretary of the Army for Civil
Works, said, “These initiatives and
othersin the President’s Wetland Plan
reflect this Administration’s commit-
ment to reducing regulatory burdens
on the public while protecting the
environment.”

In addition to these changes, the
Corps is committed to improving the
performance of the wetlands regula-
tory program. For example, in 1994
the average time to get a permit deci-
sion was 27 days. Less than one per-
cent of all applications were denied.
While a few old cases are still pend-
ing, the Corps has reduced the back-
log of cases over two years old by 70
percent—down to 62 applications out
of several thousand pending.

. Permits are issued in a-manner
that allows reasonable devélopment
and protects the nation’s aquatic
rsources such as wetlands. In this
regard, the Corps has been successful
in balancing the interests of all prop-
erty owners—allowing reasonable
development, protecting all landown-
ers, and protecting our nation’s
acquatic resources.

“The biggest part of anything to
happen in transplants is total rejec-
tion of the new heart,” Stephen
said. “Mine was almost a perfect
match for my body-the same blood
type, size and build. The only real
danger was rejection.”

Stephen stayed in the hospital
for two and a half weeks. Soon
after, he was placed back in the
hospital due to adverse reactions to
his medication. :

“His medication made him
sick,” Dana said. “It had nothing to
do with his heart.”

“As far as the heart transplant,
everything has been perfect,”
Stephen said. “I've had six biopsies
and no signs of rejection at all.
They said that after one to three
months if there is no sign of rejec-
tion, you’lldo real good. I've had no
complications from the surgery.

“As far as being tired, I haven’t
been,” he added. “My body is weak
from lying so much, my muscles
are weak. When I got sick from the
medication, I lost a lot of weight.
But as far as my heart and being
able to breathe, I feel good.”

All of his life, Stephen has
struggled with fatigue and short-
ness of breath. Stephen was born
with a congenital heart defect. “I
had open heart surgery when I was
six months old,” he said. “Most of
the time I did pretty much what I
could at a slower place. I played as
much as the other kids. I couldn’t
run. I couldn’t play basketball. “

When he was 15, doctors told
him he could have a stroke at any
time because his blood was so
thick. Every six months, he had to
have his blood changed and then
thinned with plasma. “My heart
wasn’t pumping enough blood and
my bones kept making it,” he said.

Despite a non-ending battle with
fatigue, Stephen graduated from
Pikeville College with a degree in
business. He and Dana married,
and almost three years ago their son,
Austin, was born.

“I did pretty good until Febru-
ary of 1992,” Stephen said. “They
told me I had to have another
surgery. At that time I started to
have heart failure.

“For awhile we were really anx-
ious waiting for a donor. Then as

“The economic impact is signif-
icant and it’s greater than any pro-
ject any of us have looked at indi-
vidually,” Meyer said.

I didn’t put it out of my
mind,” he said.

He went on living a normal life,

to his doctors’ amazement. “When
I'd go to the doctors, they would
say, ‘Buddy, you should be sick in
bed and here you are running
around.’” I was supposed to have a
beeper on me when away from
home. I put it up because I gave
up.”
During transplant surgery, the
doctors discovered Stephen was in
critical condition. “The doctors
said after the surgery that Steve
might have lived a month...,” Dana
said. “They got him just in the nick
of time.”

The Woods also learned that
Stephen’s heart donor was a 28-
year-old female from Paducah who
had also donated four other organs
at her death. “That girl saved five
lives,” he said. “One man got a
lung at the same time I got the
heart.” The Woods are grateful for
the organ donation that gave
Stephen the chance to live a normal
life and raise his son Austin, who is
at the age where playing basketball
and baseball with dad are all-
important. “Before the surgery doc-
tors gave him two years to
live,” Dana said. “Now he has a
new aspect on life and can do nor-
mal things he couldn’t do before,
like play ball with his son and run
after him and take care of him.”

The Woods would like the pub-
lic to become more aware of the
importance of organ donation,
through educational promotions at
schools, health departments, and
other public avenues. “In Central
Kentucky, organ donation is so
common and here it’s a rare thing,”
Dana said.

Asked what he is going to do
when he recovers that he couldn’t
dobefore, Stephensmiled and
looked down at his hands deep in
thought. “I hadn’t really thought
about it. A lot of people who had
transplants are out doing every-
thing like normal people. When I’'m
up to feeling good, doctors want
me to exercise 40 minutes, four to

five times a week.

doctors want him to go out

and be active and play sports,”
Dana said.

“In the back of my head I'm still

scared that something might hap-

pen. But doctors say nothing will.”

The county's solid waste com-
mission is preparing to test its
newly acquired authority to
lodge criminal charges against
delinquent customers, but it ap-
pears that the commission needs
to work out some of the bugs in
itscollection process before they
start hauling folks off to court.

There is no doubt that a seri-
ous effort must be made to col-
lect from people who refuse to
pay to have their garbage picked
up.

Those who don't pay their fair
share put the burden on those
who do, and that's not fair.

It would appear, though, that
the commission's process for
identifying delinquent accounts
is less than accurate.

As noted in a story Wednes-
day, one of the first to be cited
into court for non-payment has
been dead since 1987, and at-
tempts by his widow to correct
the matter have been to no avail.

Those responsible for manag-
ing the solid waste collection
program in Floyd County say
they exhausted all efforts to col-
lect past due bills before invok-
ing the provision of the county's

solid waste ordinance allowing
criminal summonses for non-
payers.

That appears now to be less
than accurate.

We know of people who have
never been notified of past due
accounts and others who have
multiple notices for bills they
don't owe.

To its credit, the commission
realizes that its collection pro-
cess is in need of repair, and itis
examining ways to fix it.

We have a suggestion.

Publication of the names of
delinquent taxpayers has been a
tried and true method of collect-
ing many of those past due rev-
enues.

The commission could adopt
a similar approach and publish
the names of non-payers, their
addresses and amounts owed.

They could set a specific time
frame forresolving disputes and
collecting accounts, after which
all...not just a select few...who
continue to withhold payment
-could be called into court.

That method would help the
commission clean up its cus-
tomer list and demonstrate to
persistent deadbeats that they
aren't going to be forgotten.

One type prefers to lay eggs on
the surface of water in rain barrels,
bird baths, tin cans, old tires and roof
gutters. The other lays its eggs at the
base of vegetation bordering streams
orinlow-lying areas subject to flood-
ing, he said.

The best way to control mosqui-
toes is to find and eliminate their
breeding sites. Eliminating large ar-
easof standing water, such as swamps
or ditches, may require community-
wide effort. Homeowners, however,
can take several steps to prevent
mosquitoes from breeding on their
property, he said.

First, Potter said, dispose of old
tires, buckets, plastic sheeting or other

New book will aid in finding

oil and gas in Kentucky

A new map and chart series on a
deeply buried geologic depression in
Eastern Kentucky will aid in explora-
tion for oi! and gas in the region. The
map, published by the Kentucky Geo-
logical Survey at the University of
Kentucky, gives the most currentand
detailed information available on the
Rome Trough. This site is known to
contain deeply buried oil and gas
resources, according to James A.
Drahovzal, a geologist with the Ken-
tucky Geological Survey.

The new map uses available well
dataand newly interpreted geophysi-
cal information to present the most
detailed picture that has been pub-
lished to date.

The map covers most of Eastern

Kentucky’s counties and shows the
geologic structure that is dominated
by a deeply buried, fault-bounded
depression that runs from the Lex-
ington area into West Virginia.

Several wells have tapped the re-
sources of the Rome Trough during
the past 20 years, but the full poten-
tial of the area has not yet been fully
tested, according to Drahovzal. .

Eliminate
the occasional one that does enter
with a fly swatter.

When mosquitoes make outdoor
activities unpleasant, consider using
a repellent containing ingredients

such as DEET. Potter noted that the

Pike Central projects \get green light

The state says the county school
district has enough money to build a
gymnasium and athletic complex at
Pike county Central High School —
projects the state put on hold more
than a year ago.

Superintendent Reo Johns and
Board Chairman John Blackburn
were notified yesterday by letter of
the state Department of Education’s
decision. -

“Based on the staff review and
analysis, I have concluded that the

Pike County School District has the
financial resources available to pro-
ceed with this project,” said Randy
Kimbrough, deputy commissioner
with the state Department of Educa-
tion. ;

“At the same time, I would cau-
tion you that this correspondence
should not be construed as approval
of a particular design or financing
package for this project.”

In March 1994, Kimbrough and
other state officials stopped at $7.9
million bond sale to fund Pike County
Central High School projects because
they said it would put too much strain
on the district’s budget. She went so

far as to put a hold on any construc-
tion for one year because the district
was in a near-deficit situation.

The school system ended the 1993-
94 year with $91,000 in the bank.
This year’s financial report showed
the district ended the year with $2.7
million in the General Fund. The
state recommends districts carry from
two to five percent of their budget
total in reserve.

Inherletter yesterday, Kimbrough
commended Johns, his staff and the
Pike County Board of Education for
implementing a plan to improve the
financial condition of the district.

Kentucky Power to cut S5 jobs

Kentucky Power’s .Big Sandy
Plant plans to cut out 55 jobs as part
of a restructuring plan announced
Monday by American Electric Power.

At a press conference Monday in
Charleston, West Virginia, AEP an-
nounced a new severance plan that
will reduce about 1,200 jobs at 16
power plants in a five-state area.

Job reductions are expected to
begin sometime in early October and
continue into 1996.

Lenore T. Leadingham, public
affairs director for Kentucky Power,
said most of the jobs will be elimi-
nated through voluntary severance,
retirement and attrition.

However, if the company does not
meet the 55 jobs to be cut, layoffs
could follow.

“We would end up having to look
at that situation,” Leadingham said.
“Hopefully we’ll getenough through

voluntary severance.”

Currently, the Big Sandy Plant
employs 226 people, which means
one out of every four jobs will be
eliminated. Of these, 44 percent live
in Lawrence County and 31 percent
live in Boyd County. Leadingham
said she could not predict what kind
of effect the move would have on the
local economy,

AERP officials said the cuts come
as part of an overall plan to improve
performance.

“This is another significant stepin
a comprehensive restructuring plan
to improve performance and ensure
our competitiveness amid sweeping
changes in the electric utility indus-
try,” E. Linn Draper, Jr., chairman,
presidentand chief executive officer,
said.

Overall, Kentucky will lose 55
jobs, West Virginia will lose a total of
505 jobs, Ohio will lose 430 jobs,

The one-year delay in construc-
tion put more than the Pike Central
projects on hold. It also affected the
already planned construction of the
consolidated Cumberland Valley
High School and consolidated el-
ementary school at Vamney.

To add to the district’s woes, in
July 1994 the state’s School Facili-
ties Construction Commission
(SFCC) notified Pike and other dis-
tricts that offerings of funding made
in 1990 had to be used by September
15, 1994, or lost. Originally, school
officials were told the offerings would
be good through 1996.

The funding in jeopardy amounted
to $9 million and included alloca-
tions for Cumberland Valley High,
Vamey Elementary, and Pike County
Central Gymnasium.

The district protested the with-
drawal of funds and eventually joined
with other districtsinalawsuitagainst
the SFCC to recover the funds.

However, before the September
deadline, Pike County was able to get
the consolidated Vamey Elementary
School under way afterthe U.S. Corps
of Engineers came through with its
portion of funding. The Corps con-
tributed to the project because it pro-
vided flood protection. The school is
now slated for completion around

Labor Day 1996.

With the $1.5 million in SFCC
funding for the Pike County Central
Gym still in dispute, it wasn’t imme-
diately clear how cost figures will

change on the two projects.

When construction was halted,
bids had been warded and a corpora-
.tion approved to oversee the bond

sales.

The gym was the more expensive
of the two projects with a price tag of
more than $5.7 million. Construction
was expected to take about 18 months.

In February 1994, the board
awarded a construction contract to
Commonwealth Building and Con-
struction on the fieldhouse/athletic
complex. At this time, architect Bill

Richardson predicted the football
field would be ready for use by last
fall.

The construction management
firm of Martin Engineering and Con-
struction had been hired to oversee
the gym project and many of the
construction projects had been
awarded.

Since that time, Martin Engineer-
ing has been released from his con-
tract with the board.

State officials said Wednesday the
board will have to go through he
entire approval process again. Johns
had a news conference Wednesday
morning to discuss the projects.

Special prosecutor to be appointed in murder case

A special prosecutor will be ap-
pointed to the murder case against
Martin County resident Tim
Maynard.

EdLynch, spokesman for the state
attorney general’s office, said Tues-
day that Commonwealth’s Attorney
Anna Deskins Melvin has stepped
aside from the case, paving the way
for the appointment of a special pros-
ecutor.

“We’ve received disqualification
from the commonwealth’s attorney
asking that a special prosecutor be
named,” Lynch said, “but one hasn’t
been named at this time.”

Lynch said another prosecutor

should be appointed by the attorney
general’s office soon.

Melvin, Commonwealth’s attor-
ney for Johnson, Martin and
Lawrence counties, could not be
reached for comment Tuesday.

Melvin had previously said that
she had asked the attorney general
for assistance in the case against
Maynard, accused of murder in the
stabbing death of Jeff Nelson, 21, of
East Point.

Nelson’s body was found near a
Martin County strip mine on July 8,
more than a week after he was re-
ported missing.

Maynard, 27, of Pigeon Roost,
was arrested July 15 and charged
with murder. He was interviewed
early in the investigation after wit-
nesses placed him with Nelson on the

night of his disappearance.

Maynard, who is being held in the
Boyd County Detention Center in
lieu of an $800,000 cash bond, will
be represented by former
Commonwealth’s Attorney Leo
Marcum.

A special session of the Martin
County Grand Jury was called to hear
the case last Monday, but it was can-
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celed to give state police more time to

collect evidence.

Melvinhad said the charge against
Maynard could be upgraded to capi-

tal murder, a death penalty offense.

Itis not known when the case will

be presented to the grand jury. The
regular session of the panel is sched-

uled for later this month.

Herpost doctorate work comprises
learning disabilities, special educa-
tion, reading disability, early child-
hoodand infanteducation, Headstart,
Boot Strap programs, developmental
reading for college students and
teacher assessments.

Dr. McCoy grew up in the Pres-
tonsburg area. Her father Joseph
owned Joseph McCoy’'s Garage in
Prestonsburg in the early years of the
automobile industry.

She attended Pikeville High
School and graduated there in 1943.
She graduated from Pikeville Junior
College in 1946 and was awarded the
AliceM. Record Award for academic
achievement.

She then began her teaching ca-
reer in Mingo County, West Vir-
ginia. There she developed many pro-
grams in a supervisory capacity. She
began a remedial reading program, a
County Reading Festival, and a kin-
dergarten (Headstart) program for
eight centers in the county.

Shereceived two full scholarships
to the University of West Virginia
awarded to the person in the county
who was the most influential in the
classroom for teachers who taught
reading. The scholarships were for

master’s work in the discipline of
reading.

After attaining her master’s, her
college teaching career began at Shep-
berd College in Shepherdstown, West
Virginia. There she participated in a
program to study teacher education.
Along with doctoral colleagues she
developed experimental programs for
improving teacher education. These
programs have become the basic foun-
dations for teacher education.

She taught at Pikeville College for
seven years.

Located in the foothills of eastern
Kentucky, Paintsville Lake has earned
the Corps’ award through the con-
certed efforts of the staff in natural
resources management activities, ef-
ficient use of financial resources, suc-
cessin interagency programs and ini-
tiatives in public involvement.

Wildlife management has been a
success at Paintsville. Nesting boxes
for squirrels, birds and woodducks
are maintained by volunteers through-
out the 13,000 acre lake project area.
Park Rangers and staff have estab-
lished food sites to accommodate
wildlife needs near the dam.

Public involvement is evident at
Paintsville. The Kiwanis Trail, which
was builtand is maintained by volun-

teers, isjustone example. Over40,000

people walk the mile long trail annu-
ally. Clean-up contests and interpre-
tive programs are organized by Paints-
ville Lake staff to keep the public
involved and informed.

In addition, Paintsville Lake had
the unique opportunity to fulfill the
need for historical preservation.

The staff at Paintsville Lake has
developed new visitor facilities to
accommodate the number of visitors
in the downstream area year round
and installed a waterless restroom to
keep sanitation costs down.

A water safety
program presented to over 200 chil-
dren in 1994 featured information on
hypothermia, safety tips such as al-
cohol use during water activities and
the distribution of water safety post-
ers.

Attracted by Lancelot’s heroic efforts, Guinevere still
marches on to her destiny as Queen of England, but with
an ember smoldering in her heart for Lancelot, The gallant
knight, for his part, is also besotted by the young queen-to-
be.

As time goes on and Lancelot becomes King Arthur’s
(Sean Connery) right-hand knight, the two star-crossed
lovers do their best to remain true to Arthur. Alas, as they
say in the movies, it’s too big for both of them and they
consummate their relationship, causing (naturally) the
demise of Camelot.

Hollywood stars such as Roy Rogers,
Gene Autry, Tex Ritter and Burl Ives
performed on stage at the theatre.
Film star LashLaRue reportedly rode
his horse down the theatre’s aisle as
part of his act.

The theatre is listed on the na-
tional and state registers of historic
places. It was donated to Appalfolks
of America Association on Decem-
ber 10, 1991 by Mr. and Mrs. IrwinR.
Cohen of Reistertown, Maryland.

When Appalfolks took over con-
trol of the theatre, Allen and other
volunteers carted 17 loads of junk out
of the theatre before beginning repair
work. The dressing rooms werein the
basement which was full of asbestos.
The flooring was also severely dam-
aged in the basement.

The theatre needed fireproof cur-
tains, which would costaround $538.
Italsoneeded a cycloramathat would
cost another $550.

“We couldn’taffordit,” Allen said.
“We still can’t afford it.”

The air conditioning unit wentout
— another $6,000 funneled into the
theatre. The heating bill in the winter
is around $1,300, Allen said.

“It’s been a challenge to keep the
funding up,” he said, sighing. “We've
requested and been turned down for
$200,000 in funding (from the
state)...The largest private donation
we received was $2,000 from out of
state... The largest corporate donation
was $500...and the largestcivicorga-
nization donation was $2,000 from
the Clifton Forge Women’s organi-
zation.

“If our area had embraced the Vir-
ginia Opry with the financial support
that the Kentucky Opry has been em-
braced with in Floyd and surround-
ing counties, then we would be a lot
further along with the restoration of
the theatre.”

Virginia Téch’s Community De-
sign Assistance Center has completed

a three-phase plan for complete res-
toration and Appalfolks has set a $4
million fund-raising goal to complete
the restoration project, and expand
its programs. More than 30,000 hours
of volunteer work have been put into

(NAPS)—Our hand-
writing is a lot more impor-
tant than many of us real-
ize. The next time you walk
into a pharmacy and are
kept waiting for a pre-
scription, illegible hand-
writing may be the culprit.

In a new survey conducted
by Parker Pen and Zaner-
Bloser, the nation’s leading
publisher of handwriting
texts, 85 percent of phar-
macists say poor handwrit-
ing can cause prescription
errors. Large majorities of
|[pharmacists say poor hand-
writing can also cost them
|time (93 percent) and money
(76 percent).

Customers are kept wait-
ing while staff phones doc-
tors, hoping to clarify illeg-
ible prescriptions. Phar-
amacists also say problems
reading prescriptions cost
them the confidence of their
customers. “If a pharma-
cist cannot read a pre-
scription, he looks stupid,”
says one frustrated phar-
macist. Indeed, more than
half (55 percent) say poor
handwriting caused them
embarrassing situations.
