Histoplasmosis is a fungus that
affects the lungs. It is endemic to
this area, which means if you live
here long enough you can get it.
Symptoms appear five to 18 days
after exposure.

However, histo/pneumonia, a
rare and sometimes fatal form, is
similar to tuberculosis in that it

takes about six months or more to
get rid of.

Dr. Larry Leslie, of Prestons-
burg, said histo/pneumonia is rare,
but how the workers got it, was a
textbook case.

Histo is contracted through
exposure to bird and bat droppings.

People can get histo from chick-
en houses, bat caves and from large
construction projects that raise
clouds of dust containing the fun-
gus.

Waste panel refines
collection methods

In an effort to safeguard against
innocent or dead persons being tar-
geted for criminal charges, the
Floyd County Solid Waste Com-
mission and Rumpke of Kentucky
have refined their methods for iden-
tifying delinquent garbage cus-
tomers.

Last week, officials were embar-
rassed to learn that one of the per-
sons charged with theft of services
by the commission had died in
1987.

Solid Waste director Mike
Vance, Judge-Executive Bob
Meyer and County Attormey Jim
Hammond held a press conference
August 1 to announce that 24 peo-
ple were being charged for failing
to pay their monthly solid waste
disposal fee.

Criminal summonses were
issued for those named as delin-
quents as provided for under an
ordinance adopted by the Floyd
County Fiscal Court last fall.
~ One of those charged, Kenneth
Peters, died in November 1987 and

his widow, Patty, said she has been
trying for years to explain the situ-
ation to past and present solid waste
officials.

After Peters’ situation was
reported last week, solid waste offi-
cials were dismayed to learn that
there was a problem with the sys-
tem used to target people not pay-
ing their garbage bills,

Last week Vance said that the
delinquent customer list had been
provided to him by Rumpke offi-
cials. Vance said that he assumed
those customers had been verified.

Letters from the solid waste
commission were sent to those peo-
ple on the list, Vance said. If no
response was made by those receiv-
ing the notices, criminal complaints
were issued against them, Vance
said.

Rumpke manager, Ron Henke,

said last week that he thought the -

solid waste commission would con-
tact the delinquents and that his
company only provided the names.

On Tuesday, Vance announced
the process that will be used by the

tee members chose Frasure.

The judge-executive’s seat
became vacant with the death earli-
er this year of John M. Stumbo.
Bob Meyer has served as judge-
executive since March, when he
was appointed to the post by Gov-
emnor Brereton Jones.

In the race for District Three
Magistrate, Republican Brenda
Youmans of Minnie will challenge
Democrat Elmer Ray Johnson.
Also in the race is incumbent mag-
istrate Marietta Adams, who filed
Monday as a write-in candidate.

Adams was appointed to the

magistrate’s seat earlier this year
when her husband, Tommy Neil
Adams, resigned.

At the time of her appointment,
Adams said she would not seek the
post in November. When she
announced her candidacy last
month, Adams said that many of
her constituents urged her to con-
tinue as magistrate.

Write-in candidates have until
10 days prior to the November gen-
eral election to file with the county
clerk.

Several others have announced
their intentions to run as write-in
candidates in the magistrate’s race,
but Adams is the only candidate
who has filed with the county clerk.

Also in November, local voters
will choose new mayors for the
cities of Allen and Martin,

Allen mayor Chris Waugh
resigned in June in order to accept
the position of deputy judge-execu-
tive. City Commissioner Sharon
Woods was named as mayor until
November and she is the only can-
didate who registered for the seat
Tuesday.

Will serve in post until December 31 :

Board names Allen as
interim school chief

An Owensboro educator was
named interim superintendent of
the Floyd County School System
Friday during a special meeting of
the board of education. ,

Ed L. Allen, who retired this
year as superintendent of the
Daviess County Public Schools,
will replace Steve Towler, who
resigned last month to take a job as
superintendent of the Russell
County School System. Allen will
take over the post Thursday, and
will serve until December 31.

At Friday’s special meeting,
board members immediately went
into closed session to discuss the
interim superintendent position and
emerged about 45 minutes later.

The board voted unanimously to
hire Allen and set a $350 per day
pay rate, plus $75 per day for living
expenses. Board member Brent
Clark did not attend the meeting.

After Friday’s meeting, chair-
man Ray Brackett said that Allen
was chosen from a list of names of
persons qualified to serve as inter-
im superintendents provided by the
Kentucky Department of Educa-
tion. Brackeft said that he knew
Allen and that Daviess County has
an excellent school system.

“I could say we have a good
man and a good person,” Brackett
said. “It is a major burden to have
the top leadership position in a sys-
tem this size. He’ll have a chal-
lenge, as anyone would have a
challenge coming in in the middle
of the school year.” »

Brackett said that Allen will
bring a change in the style of lead-
ership of the school system.

The chairman added that one of
Allen’s first responsibilities will be
to reorganize the district’s central
office.

Allen will also be responsible
for overseeing the formation of the
district’s screening committee,
which will make a recommenda-
tion to the board concerning who
will succeed Towler.

Brackett added that Allen is
acquainted with the problems of
the Floyd County system and he
had agreed prior to Friday’s meet-

ing to serve as interim superinten-  *

dent.

Allen did not attend Friday’s
board meeting.

Prior to becoming the Daviess
County superintendent, Allen was
the deputy superintendent for that
district from 1975 to 1988, and his
responsibilities included the overall
business management of the dis-
trict; serving as the board’s repre-
sentative to architects for planning
and coordination of all construction
projects; property management;
and organization of housekeeping
and maintenance programs.

Prior to serving as deputy super-
intendent, Allen worked as:

Osteopathic medical school

may move to Pike County

Officials could find out as early as
today whether Eastern lientucky will
get an osteopathic medical school.

One thing is already known, how-
ever: School officials have decided
thatif the project gets the green light,
thecollege will belocated in Pikeville,
not Paintsville as originally planned.

The surprise move came last
Thursday when the board of trustees
of the Southern College of Osteo-
pathic Medicine voted to merge the
school with Pikeville College. The
Pikeville College board had earlier
authorized its executive committee
to pursue a possible merger.

Financial obstacles were the main
reason for the relocation, said Dr.
0.J. Bailes, dean of the school.

“We were putting our money to-
gether, and it just didn’t add up,”
Bailes said Monday. “The money
sources in the (Paintsville) vicinity
had been approached, and they didn’t
feel led to contribute.”

Locating the college in Pikeville
was the only hope of getting approval
from the American Osteopathic As-
sociation to proceed with the project,
Bailes said.

“We either recommend the col-
lege go to Pikeville,” Bailes said, “or
we throw up our hands.”

Paintsville attorney Chad Perry,
who began the project about a year
ago and serves as the school board’s
secretary, said the college needed at
least $1 million in startup money but
was only able to raise $26,000.

The amount did not include a sub-
stantial number of pledges, most of
which were contingent on the school
locating in Paintsville.

Officials had planned to construct
the school near the new Kmart on
property donated by Homer andMary
Short. SpaceinPikeville College will
now be used, which will alleviate
construction costs, Perry said.

Bailes said the decision tomove to
Pikeville was not an easy one.

“We had some people voting in
favor of taking the school to Pikeville
who didn’t want to,” Bailes said. “It
was the most reluctant affirmative
vote I've seen in my life.”

The failure of the two local hospi-
tals—Paul B. Hall Regional Medical
Center in Paintsville and Highlands

Regional Medical Center in
Prestonsburg—toendorse the college
“had nothing to do” with the reloca-
tion, Bailes said.

The Pikeville location will allow
Pikeville Methodist Hospital, an early
supporterof the school, to be incharge
of the internship program, he said.

Although supporters of the
Paintsville site were disappointed
with the decision, they said the school
will benefit Eastern Kentucky no
matter where it is located.

“If the school is in Eastern Ken-
tucky—whether it’s in Pikeville,
Paintsville, Prestonsburg, wher-
ever—it’s for the region,” said
Johnson Circuit Judge Stephen N.
Frazier, a member of the medical
school board.

Local emergency planning

group begins reorganization

Refuting statements made in June
by former DES area coordinator
David Chaffin thata lack of meetings
by the Local Emergency Planning
Committee (LEPC) had cost the
county a “bundle” of money last year,
former committee chairman Bob
McAninch said at a recent LEPC
meeting that the lack of state funding
was due to restrictions and that the
amount of money was not signifi-
cant.

“Iwouldn’t consider three or four
thousand dollars as a “bundle of
money,” McAninch told attendees of
a meeting held July 21 to reorganize
the committee. “If they were talking
about $300,000, I might have called
it a bundle,”

In recorded minutes of the meet-
ing, McAninch said the funds that the
committee received also depended
on fees from Tier 2 forms that busi-
nesses, such as service stations, had
to submit to the state. A portion of
those fees are returned to the LEPC
with restrictions on how the money
can be spent.

“[W]e were talking about filing
cabinets, typewriters, stuff like this
and I was nottoo terribly interested in
it,” McAninch said. “We are talking
three to four thousand dollars and all
of you know that one piece of fire
equipment eats that in a heartbeat.”

McAninch said thathe and Chaffin
had “a little problem” between them
abouthow the money should be spent.

McAninch also explained that the
committee was formed in 1986 after
Congress passed a law later referred
to as “SARA Title 2,” that made it
mandatory for each county in the
state to form an emergency planning
committee in order to prepare for
hazardous waste spills and other di-
sasters.

The committee is supposed to sur-
vey businesses and emergency orga-
nizations in the county to see if a plan
isinplace to deal with chemical spills.
The committee can also help organi-
zations develop guidelines, standard
operating procedures, that are re-
quired by the state, McAninch ex-
plained.

Lon May, Floyd County’s DES
officer whois organizing the restruc-
turing of the committee, added that
companies_transporting_chemicals
through thé county are also'stipposed
to notify ‘county officials ‘about.the
date of the transportation and chemi-
cals that the company will be haul-
ing. '

for the committee in order to expe-
dite the restructuring process. He said
the committee must review plans re-
garding chemical storage and dis-
posal that various organizations have
filed with hisoffice. Committée mem-
bers must then contact all fire chiefs
in the county, and update the Local
Emergency Planning Committee’s
plan,

As part of the restructuring pro-
cess, anew chairman, Fred Rife, with
the Left Beaver Rescue Squad, was
elected because McAninch stepped
down from the chairmanship.

McAninch said that his schedule
would not permit him to serve as
chairman, but he would agree toserve
on the committee as vice chairman,
No motion was made to elect
McAninch or any other member to
the position.

The minutes showed that every-
one attending was in agreement on
Rife’s election, but also indicated
that a quorum was not present be-
cause only four members of an ap-
parent 18-member committee at-
tended the meeting. Membership to
the committee did not seem to be
clearly identified, and one individual
at the meeting commented that
anyone’s name who was on the list as
a member and had not shown up for
the meetings should be removed from
the list.

State receives $5.3 million to proﬁde
relief from heat to elderly and ill *

Kentucky has received more than
$5.3 million in federal funds to help
the low income elderly and those
suffering from certain illnesses stay
cool. Applications for benefits will
be taken at local Community Action
Agency offices August7-15. The Big
Sandy Community Action Program
number is (606) 789-3641.

The funds are being provided un-
der the Low-Income Home Energy
Assistance Program, which typically
assists with winter heating bills, said
Social Insurance Commissioner John
Clayton.

“For the elderly and people with
heart disease and respiratory prob-

‘1ems, extreme summer heat can be as
deadly as extreme winter cold,”
Clayton said. “With these funds, we
hope Kentucky can avert the large
number of tragic heat-related deaths
we’ ve seen in many areas of the coun-
try this summer.”

Tobeeligible for benefits, ahouse-
hold must meet two criteria:

1) Household income must be at
or below 110 percent of the poverty
level. The poverty level varies de-
pending on the size of the household.
For example, the poverty level for a
family of four is $1,357 per month.

2) At least one member of the

o household mustbe age 65 or older, or
' musthave amedically certified health
condition, such as heart disease,

asthma or severe respiratory aller-
gies, that requires cooling.

Eligible households will receive a
one-time benefit of either $55 or $75,
depending on income, payable to the
electric utility company or payable to
the landlord where cooling costs are
included in the rent.

Proof of income will be required
with applications. Proof of age is not
required, but households with no
member age 65 or older must prove
medical need. A statement from a
doctor, public health nurse or home
health nurse must certify a medical
condition exists that requires cool-
ing.

Medicare provides help for
terminally ill patients athome

Ome of the less known Medicare
provisionsis providing relief tomany
terminally ill patients, particularly
those who prefer to spend their final
days in the comfort of their home.
Medicare’s hospice care eases the
stress for both the patient and the
family through special services and
care.

The hospice benefit provides cov-
erage for a variety of services not
usually covered under Medicare.
There are no deductibles and Medi-
care pays for services provided every
day by a hospice. This program also
. permits a hospice to provide appro-
priate personal care, including home-
maker services and counseling. In

_other words, it’s the special type of
care thata terminally ill personneeds.

A hospice may be a public agency
or a private organization that pro-
vides care for terminally ill patients.
Itis not a hospital. The terminally ill
patient can be cared for athome or as
an inpatient at the hospice. The hos-
pice also provides respite care so the
home caregiver, usually a spouse or
#clative, can have a few days off.
Respite care is limited to no more

than five days in a row. There is no

limit to the number of times respite
care can be used during an illness.
A terminally ill patient can qualify

for the hospice benefit and Medicare
Part A will pay for hospice care if all
three of the following conditions are
met.

1. A doctor certifies that the pa-
tient is terminally ill.

2. The patient chooses to receive
care from a hospice instead of a hos-
pital.

3. Careis provided by aMedicare-
participating hospice program.

In addition to doctor and nursing
services, the hospice provides other
Medicare covered services including
medications, home health aide and
homemaker visits, medical social
services, medical equipment, short-
term inpatient care (including respite
care), and counseling for the patient
and the caregivers.

The hospice benefit covers a
seven-month period. This time can
be continuous or, if the patient
chooses, may be used in two 90-day
periods, and then a 30-day period. If
necessary, this time can be extended.

The patient may stop the hospice
benefitperiod, return toregularMedi-
care coverage, and then start the hos-
pice benefit again if another benefit
period is available.

The patient pays $5 toward each
prescription, and five percent of the
Medicare-allowed rate for:respite

care, approximately $5. If a patient
needs treatment for a condition not
related to the terminal illness, Medi-
care continues to help pay for all
necessary covered services under the
standard Medicare benefit program.

If you are caring for a terminally
ill person and have any questions
about Medicare and the hospice ben-
efit, visit or write your local Social
Security office. You may also call
our toll-free number, 1-800-772-
1213. The busiest times are early in
the week and early in the month. If
possible, it is best to call at other
times.

AY A currently does not have enough
homes for the 1400+ students arriv-
ing into the U.S. this August.
Students, ages 15-18, travel to the
United States to fulfill an American
dream. AYA teams are carefully
screened for academic ability, and
have had at least three years of En-
glish instruction prior to their accep--
tance into the program. These young
ambassadors from abroad live with

Whether
a family has young children, teenage
children or no children, they qualify
if they can provide a bed, a place to
study, two meals a day and, most
importantly, an open heart. Interested
families pick the boy or girl who
would best fit with their lifestyles
and interests, and hosting can be for
5 or 10 months. In addition to the
benefits of learning about another
culture, a Host Family receives a
scholarship toward certain travel/
study abroad programs.

Exchange organizations such as
the AYA program are subject to

(USIA) guidelines, and students can-
not come to the U.S. if appropriate
Host Families are located. Families
from Brazil, Germany, Poland, Rus-
sia, Spain and many other countries
are anxiously awaiting news of where
their son/daughter will spend the next
5-10 months.

The AYA program has a network
of local coordinators throughout the
United States, who help families
choose a student, enroll the student in
high school, and help the family to
supervise their student throughouthis/
her stay in the United States.

Bentley was exposed to the ill-
ness when he hauled the debris
from the building to a dump site.

Sikder said biopsy work has not
been done on Bentley, but there are
striking similarities between his ill-
ness (history, clinical work, and X-
rays) and of the otherfive men, and
that a biopsy is not necessary.

Bentley has not been hospital-
ized.

Treatment includes medication
that costs between $14 - $20 a day,
which the men take for the entire
duration of their illness, Leslie said.

Floyd County Health Depart-
ment Director Carol Holbrook said
the Floyd County Health Depart-
ment was notified last Thursday
about the cases.

“I then notified Frankfort of the
situation and they offered to help,”
Holbrook said.

She said an investigation is
going on, but there is no concern
for a public health hazard.

The division of epidemiology in
Frankfort sent Dr. Myat Razak, an
epidemiologist, to assist in the
investigation.

Razak’s main focus is to identi-
fy how the outbreak happened and
to make recommendations on how
future situations should be handled.

City Attorney Paul Burchett said
the city will be receiving written
recommendations from Dr. Razak
on how to handle future demolition
jobs.

“It is an unfortunate situation,”
Burchett said. “We will take all
necessary measures next time to
ensure that this does not happen
again, now that we know what can
happen.”

There have been reports of other
histoplasmosis cases, but none
have been confirmed.

South Central
Bell customers
could see drop

in monthly rates

Many South Central Bell Ken-
tucky customers will have a pleasant
surprise when they open their phone
bill beginning August 10 -- their bills
will be less. That's because SCB is
implementing a $28.9 million rate
reduction ordered by the Public Ser-
vice Commission in its July 20 price
regulation order thatchanged the way
it regulates SCB.

“The PSC order reduces rates for
customers andrecognizes SCB’sneed
for pricing flexibility in areas where
thereis competition,” said Paul Smith,
SCB manager.

Residential customers will see
their monthly charge for touch-tone
service drop from $1.50 to $1.00.
Customers in outlying areas will also
notice zone charge reductions vary-
ing from 90 cents to $8.50 per month.
The grouping (hunting) charge for
business customers will change from
one-half the monthly local service
business rate to a maximum charge
of $15.85 a month. Credit will be
given for all these rate reductions
back to July 20.

Other reductions will not be no-
ticed immediately. The monthly
charge for local residential service
will be frozen for three years. Access
charges (the amount-long distance
companies pay to use SCB’s system)
will be reduced by $10.8 million.
Long-distance companies may pass
the access reductions along to their
customers by lowering their toll rates.
In addition, SCB will at a later date
reduce by $1.3 million the amount it
charges for toll calls within its state
calling zones.

After threat of licensure suspension,
child support collections increase

State child support collections
have increased by $400,000 per
month since last fall when the state

epartment for Social Insurance
warned some 14,000 delinquent par-
ents they might lose their driver’s
license, said DSICommissioner John
Clayton.

The child support enforcement
division of DSI has seenanincreased
number of people “step forward” to
make payments on back supportsince
the November warning letters went
out, according to Steve Veno, direc-
tor of the division.

“While we cannot say with cer-

@tainty that the threat of losing li-
censes is responsible for all of that
increase,” he said, “we see no other
explanation. And states with similar
programs have also experienced sig-
nificant increases in collections.”

However, some licenses will be
suspended.

“As previously warmned, we are
now ready to begin suspending li-
censes,” said Veno. “We began send-
ing notices the first week of July to
those people who meet the criteria
for having licenses suspended. We
told 10 delinquent payors who col-
lectively owe a total of approximately
$90,000 to pay up or lose their li-
@:nse.”

Although his office sent out only
10 notices of licensure suspension to
begin with, Veno said he expects that
number to steadily increase.

“Suspending a parent’s driver’s
license is the last resort,” he said. “I
consider it a serious action, like put-
ting someone in jail, and we will take
it only after we have exhausted all
other means of enforcing child sup-

port.

“After all, the real purpose of this
entire effort is to increase child sup-
port payments,”

If a parent is found to be em-

@ ployed, Veno said a wage assign-
#ment would be completed, “if at all

possible,” rather than suspend the -

license.

An investigation of each case in-
cludes making sure the parent has
some ability to pay before proceed-
ing with any action. Veno empha-
sized parents must remit regularly
scheduled support payments in addi-
tion to making arrangements to pay
past-due child support.

There are 19 child support en-
forcement offices throughout the
state, as well as 108 contracting
@ounty attorneys, friends of the court
and other special prosecutors, han-
dling a caseload of approximately
300,000 cases. Their combined ef-
forts resulted in the collection of
$129,200,900 delinquent child sup-
port payments during federal fiscal
year 1994.
“Unfortunately, it’s the children
who suffer when the parents don’tact

responsibly and make their child sup-
port payments in a timely manner,”
Clayton said. “We’ll do what it takes
to be sure Kentucky’s children re-
ceive what's due them.”

Approximately 19 states have
some type of people to suspend driv-
ing privileges or professional licenses
when child support isn’t paid.
Kentucky’s program, which stems
from 1994 legislation proposed by
Attorney General Chris Gorman, is
patterned after a similarplaninMaine
that has been in effect for two years.

If you believe your driver’s li-
cense may be at risk and want to
make payment arrangements, or if
youneed helpin collecting back child
supportpayments, call the Child Sup-
port Enforcement Hotlirie at 1-800-
248-1163.

DRIVEN TOWARD SUCCESS

For much of the '95 NASCAR
Winston Cup season, plenty of red-
hot race talk has centered around car
owner, Rick Hendrick and his ability
tofield three highly competitive win-
ning teams.

Hendrick pilots, Jeff Gordon and
Terry Labonte, have already com-
bined for seven wins through the
season’s first half. Ken Schrader, the
other member of the trio, has been a
contender in several races, but has
yet to break into the 1995 winner’s
circle. ;

But after a quick scan of the Win-
ston Cup point standings, itis plain to
see that Hendrick is not the only car
owner reaping the benefits of amulti-
team operation.

Ford drivers, Ted Musgrave and
Mark Martin, make up the dynamic
duo that sits behind the wheel of Jack
Roush prepared machines and they
hold down the fourth and fifth place
spot in the season standings. Of this

tandem, only Mark Martin has been
able to snag a win (Talledega). How-
ever, stats do not lie, and the impres-
sive numbers put up by these two tell

"-a story of success.

Aside from their current home in
the standings, Martin and Musgrave
have combined for 1 win, 13 top-

fives, 22 top-tens, and 2 poles. Al-
thoughMusgrave hasnotexperienced
the sweet taste of victory on the WC
circuit, he has been in the runner-up
position on two occasions in "95.

All of the success has to put a
smile on the face of car owner, Jack
Roush, who is what many would con-
sider a motorsports legend. Roush
was born in relatively nearby
Covington. He received his degree in
mathematics from Berea college. He
then joined Ford Motor Company as
an engineer. It wasn’t long before
Roush developed quite a reputation
for building strong, high-powered
race winning engines.

He has fielded cars in various
forms of racing, including the SCCA
Trans-Am Series, the IMSA Series,
NHRA and IHRA Drag Racing Se-
ries, and of course, the more familiar
Busch Grand National and Winston
Cup Series. And although his efforts
may be diverse, a common thread
exists. That thread just happens to be
victory! The bottom line is that Jack
Roush knows how to win.

It is important to note however,

that Roush’s involvement in

motorsports goes well beyond build-
ing engines. He was an innovator in
the design of the roof-flaps we now
see on Winston Cup and Busch Se-
ries cars. There is little doubt that
drivers feel more comfortable know-
ing that their chances of barrel-roll-
ing at tracks like Daytona and
Talladega have been greatly reduced
thanks to the “flaps.”

Roush is also the CEO of Roush
Industries Inc., which employs more
than 1,200 people and has more than
1 million square feet of building space
in four states, Mexico and Great Brit-
ain. .
Roush’s venture into Winston Cup
began in 1988, ficlding Fords for
Mark Martin. In 1992 he expanded
his efforts into a two-team operation
with second driver, Wally
Dallenbach, Jr. Then in 1994, Ted
Musgrave joined the Roush stables,
replacing Dallenbach.

Roush’s Winston Cup numbers
include 15 wins. And he is the only
team owner to finish in the top-six in
Winston Cup points each of the past
six seasons.

To say that Jack Roush is driven
may be the understatement of the
year. He has a deep passion for
motorsports and it may very well be
that passion that has made him the
success story that he is today.

Meanwhile, look for Martin and
Musgrave to continue their search for
Jack Roush’s first Winston Cup cham-
pionship.

Over the years, several drivers
have traveled southward, crossing the
Mason-Dixon Line, to compete on
the NASCAR Winston Cup Series.

The late Alan Kulwicki, the
Bodine brothers, Dave Marcis, Greg
Sacks, Jimmy Spencer, Dick Trickle,
and Ricky Craven make up a list of
impressive names who have come
out of the north into a predominantly
southeastern oriented sport.

Hailing from Franklin, Wiscon-
sin, Ted Musgrave is yet another
northern native enjoying a modest
amount of success on the WC tour.

In only his second season of driv-
ing the Family Channel Ford for leg-
endary car owner Jack Roush,
Musgrave has quietly climbed his
way up the points ladder. He cur-
rently holds down the fourth-place
spot among the series’ best.

Musgrave cut his teeth racing on
the Wisconsin short tracks before
moving up the ASA Series in the
1980s. In 1987, he was the ASA
Rookie of the Year. In 63 ASA races
from 1987 through 1990, Musgrave
finished in the top five 31 times, and
in the top ten on 46 occasions.

Musgrave’s first Winston Cup
event came at Michigan in 1990. He
ran fourraces that year, and although
he failed to crack the top ten in any of
those runs, it was evident that the
northerner had the makings of a suc-
cessful Winston Cup career.

In 1991, Musgrave ran his first
full season on the highly competitive
Winston Cup tracks driving the Jas-
per Engines Ford for RaDiUs
Motorsports. Although he never
cracked the top ten in ’91, he finished
second in the Maxx Race Cards
Rookie of the Year’s standings.
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Musgrave finding
racing successin '95

1992 was a break-through year for
Musgrave. It was during this season
that people began to take notice of the
newcomer’s driving abilities. He
snagged a top five and 7 top tens in
only his second year on the tour. He
finished 18th in the final 1992 point
standings.

1993 wasn’t quite as successful,
but nonetheless, Musgrave contin-
ued to refine his driving skills and
gain plenty of valuable racing expe-
rience, With 2 top fives and 5 top
tens, Musgrave managed to finish
25th in points.

Then, in 1994, Musgrave replaced
Wally Dallenbach in the Roush Rac-
ing stables. It was during this season
that Musgrave would serve notice
that his time among the series’ best
was definitely at hand. He won three
poles, two at Richmond and one at
Martinsville. He cracked the top five
at Phoenix and was a member of the
top ten 8 times. He went on to finish
13thin the final pointstandings. Keep
in mind this was only his first season
driving in the two-car fleet of Jack
Roush Thunderbirds (Mark Martin
drives the other Roush entry).

And now, 12 races into the 1995
campaign, Musgrave is enjoying the
fruits of his labor. Already he has
posted 4 top fives, and 6 top tens. His
best finish to date was a second place
effort at Martinsville. He nearly
equaled that performance last Sun-
day at Dover as he was edged out by
Bobby Labonte by inches.

Musgrave has yet to crack the
gates of a Winston Cup victory lane.
However, given the driver's perfor-
mance in early going of *95, it is just
a matter of time before we see Ted
smiling brightly in the winner’ s circle.

Lindsey’s design was sent to
Washington, D.C., to compete with
all state winners for 1st, 2nd and 3rd
place awards in the national contest
on June 30. The national winners,
their art teachers and one of the
winner’s parents will receive a free
trip to Washington, D.C., to attend
the Federal Duck Stamp Contest in
the fall.

The Federal Junior Duck Stamp
Conversation and Design Program
began in 1990. This is the first year
Kentucky has participated in the con-
test, which is sponsored by the Ken-
tucky Department of Fish and Wild-
life Resources (KDFWR).

Funded by the National Fish and
Wildlife Foundation, the program
supports conservation education
through participation in a national art
contest. It encourages young people
to learn the importance of wetlands

for waterfowl and to appreciate the
beauty and diversity of many species
in their natural environment.
Positive response to the program
in 1993 led to expanding the Junior
Duck program and to selecting the
first national winners from partici-
pating State Best of Show designs.
The contest is divided into four age
groups: K-3; 4-6; 7-9; 10-12. In each
age group, three 1st place, three 2nd

_place and three 3rd place winners and

16 honorable mentions are chosen.
The State Best of Show design is
chosen from the 12 first place win-
ners. All state winners compete for
national 1st, 2nd and 3rd place awards.

Anybody feel sorry for University
of Alabama football, please stand up.
Sit down, Forrest.

Sentiment in the country? ...Ala-
bama is to college football today what
Kentucky was to college basketball
in ‘88. That is, nobody’s shedding
any tears for Hootie and the Gene,
and lots of fans are waiting for Sports
Illustrated’s next ‘Shame’ cover.

The Crimson Tide’s football ‘95
quagmire bears a peculiar resem-
blance to University of Kentucky
basketball 1988, with one major dif-
ference. UK president David Roselle
took the highroad, insisted on ‘fessing
up, and refitting the basketball pro-
gram—hire Rick Pitino—and estab-
lish a new era that, ironically has this
year’s team ticketed for preseason
No. 1 ranking.

Meanwhile, ‘Bama’s company
men, prez Roger Sayers, AD Hootie
Ingram and Gene, ‘I didn’t want the
NCAA to make a detective out of
me,’ Stallings, were whining a booster
tune last week: “Da penalty duz not
fit da crime.

Alabama got three
years. Ole Miss is doing two. An
NCAA study is being done on Mis-
sissippi State; another is on the draw-
ing board against Georgia.

Auburn just out of jail and if cal-
endars tell us anything, Floridais due
againafterbeing found guilty in 1990
and 1985.

Through the battlefield smoke we
see, still standing, South Carolina,
LSU, Vanderbilt and Kentucky. To
be sure, a foursome of tykes in a
world of Tysons.

During the hot days of Augustone
of the most productive times to fish is
at night. This is the period of time
when the bait fish and the predator
bass will move up toward the surface
and feed.

To have a successful night fishing
trip you need to have alake with clear
water. The clear water is necessary
for visibility, which the fish must
have to feed at these nocturnal times.
A bass is capable of honing in on
most targets by feel alone through its
lateral line, which is a number of
nerves running into its spinal cord
that transmits these vibrations to its
brain; This puts the fish close ehough
to where his visual sight will take
over just before inhaling the bait to
make for amore successful predator.

The structure of the lake will
mainly determine the lures you can
fish most effectively. We will go
with three types of structures: rocks,
stumps and/or wood, and grass. Mix
any one of these with clear water and
you can have a good nighttime fish-
ing trip.

Begin on the main lake points.
UsuallyI’ll target points that are close
to the river channel or a major creek
where it meets the main lake. Wher-
ever there is deep rocky water, I'll
fish a jig and pork frog combo—a
large worm, say 8 - 10" long for the
largemouth and a smaller worm for
the smallmouth. A lizard and a
spinnerbait would be an excellent
choice here as well. Use a 1/2 ounce
model black with a single #5 Colo-
rado nickel blade.

If you are fishing stumps or brush
in shallow water, try a top water plug
or a buzz bait. A large worm 10 -12"
here is excellent and again the
spinnerbait would work here as well.

Fishing grassatnightcanbereally
exciting. I would begin here with a
top water bait or buzz bait. You can
fisha worm here too, butfishit weight-
less or with an 1/8 ounce weight. This
will give you better casting ability,
along with a bait that will fall a little
quicker.

Fish all of these baits as slowly as
possible and on the spinnerbait and
buzz bait, use a trailor hook.

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FOLLOW THESE TIPS
TO IMPROVE YOUR
PLASTIC WORM FISHING

Even though the plastic worm
ranks as one of the most effective
bass lures ever developed, many an-
glers, especially newcomers to fish-
ing, don’t use it because it’s a diffi-
cult lure to leamn to use properly.

“The best way to leam to use a
plastic worm is to fish it in shallow
wateraround visible cover like stumps
and logs,” explains Florida guide and
professional angler Steve Daniel.
“Don’t try to fish deep water or cover
you can’t see.”

“Just cast to the target, work the
lure around it, then reel in and cast to
another spot,” continues the Johnson
QOutboards Pro Staff angler. “I think
about 90 percent of the strikes on a
plastic worm come within justa foot
or two of the cover you’re casting to,
so there really isn’t any need to work
the lure all the way back to the boat.”

Daniel, who guides on huge Lake

@0keechobee and who frequently
spends his guiding days teaching fish-
ing techniques to new anglers, says
he gets more requests for help, in
worm fishing than for any other lure
in his tackle box.

“It’s a lure that demands a lot of
concentration as well as some expe-
rience in actually catching fish with
it,” he says. “If I can get my clients to
catch three or four bass with a plastic
worm during a day on the water, they
gain some confidence and usually
start enjoying the lure.”

One of the techniques the Johnson

@ proemphasizes when teaching worm
fishing is line watching, since the
majority of worm strikes occur as the
lure is falling.

“Anewcomer toplastic wormfish-
ing often has difficulty detecting
strikes, especially if they occur as the
lure is falling through open water,”
says Daniel, “so it’s important to
watch the line for any movement that
might signal a strike.”

“If there has not been a strike on
the initial fall, I tell my students to

#immediately lift their rods when the
worm touches bottom so the lure can
fall again. More often than not, they’ll
get a strike as soon as the worm
begins falling again if there is a bass
anywhere around.”

Daniel describes the plastic worm
as a “contact” lure, meaning it is a
lure most often fished in contact with
the bottom. Anglers must leam to
distinguish actual bass strikes from
the bumps and pulls of rocks, logs,
and other bottom cover.

® “This isn’t as hard as it seems if
you fish the worm with more of a
hopping retrieve than a crawling re-
trieve, especially when you’re just
learning to use the lure,” explains
Daniel. “Bass rarely hit while you’re
actually pulling the lure along the
bottom, which is when you feel the
cover.

“Most of the time, bass hit a plas-
tic worm as it is falling, or when it’s
completely motionless on the bot-
tom. When you cast to a target, hop it
around that target, let it set motion-
less for a few moments, then just reel
it back for another cast.

“That’s the easiest way I know to

#eam to fish the lure.”

ANALYZING WATER OFTEN

THE KEY TO FINDING BASS
“Catching bass isn’treally the dif-
ficult part. What’s hard is finding
them, and the best way I’ ve learned to

do that is by analyzing the water.”

So says Larry Nixon, a former
guide, winner of more than $1 mil-
lion in professional tournament
prizes, and amember of the Evinrude
Outboards Pro Staff. Among his
peers, he is considered one of the best
at locating bass on large reservoirs.
“There are many things to con-
® sider when you analyze water,” he
*says, “and these things can actually
change during a day. Your mind has
to act like a computer, constantly
considering input about the condi-

L

tions you're fishing.”

Among the most important fac-
tors Nixon considers when ke is ana-
lyzing water are clarity, depth, cover,
and the shoreline.

“The shoreline or the banks are
especially important,” he says, “be-
cause the more irregularities along
that shore, the more likely bass will
beusingit. Bassdonotutilize straight,
featureless banks unless that is all
that’s available.

“They prefer cuts, points, riprap,
logs, culverts, nearby creek bends,
stumps, changes in rock, anything
that changes or is different from its
surroundings, and the more variety
of things you can find, the better your
chances of locating bass.”

A major reason irregular shore-
lines are important to bass is because
they’re also important to baitfish,
continues the Evinrude pro. Practi-
cally all freshwater baitfish are shal-
low water oriented because they find
both food and shelter in the nooks
and crannies of an irregular bank.

“And, as every bass fisherman
knows, when baitfish are present in

an area, bass are not far behind,”
smiles Nixon.

The Arkansas angler also believes
water clarity is an important consid-
eration when looking for bass.

“When water is dingy or murky,
bass will be more shallow, but in
clear water the fish will be deeper,
and they won’t be around the shore-
lines unless there is abundant cover,
such as heavy vegetation or a lot of
logs and brush,” says Nixon.

Another thing Nixon cautions an-
glers to be aware of during the warm
weather months is what is known as
an algae bloom. This is when plank-
ton reproduces and becomes so thick
the water changes to a deep greenish
color and has what appears to be
sediment floating in it.

“A certain amount of algae or
plankton is necessary to support the
food chain for baitfish,” explains
Nixon, “but when too much plankton
ispresent, it’s usually time tomove to
a different part of the lake because
fishing won’t be that good there.”

WEEDLESS SPOONS
FREQUENTLY OVERLOOKED
AS SUMMER BASS LURES

Professional bass tournament an-
gler Denny Brauer of Missouri en-
joys a reputation as one of the most
successful jig fishermen on the tour-
nament circuit, but when he’s fishing
heavy vegetation in warm weather,
he changes tactics completely.

“One of my favorite lures for heavy
vegetation in late summer is the

- weedless spoon,” explains Brauer, a
member of the Evinrude Outbeards
Pro Staff and a former guide on Lake
of the Ozarks.

“It’s a lure that is extremely popu-
lar in Florida because of the vegeta-
tion there, but one that is frequently
overlooked in other parts of the coun-
try. In my opinion, a weedless spoon
is one of the best all-around lures
anywhere when fishing surface veg-
etation.”

Brauernormally fishes a 1/2 ounce
model in either gold or silver color,
and he generally adds a plastic
split-tail trailer to increase the lure’s
side-to-side swimming action.

“I fish aspoon two different ways,
according to the weather and water
conditions,” he explains, “but these
certainly are not the only ways to
work the lure. It’s a versatile bait that
can be fished with alot of variation in
the retrieve.”

When the weather has been severe
and the water is choppy or wind-
blown, Brauer prefers to fish a spoon
just below the surface, swimming it
through the vegetation and then let-
ting it flutter deeper into open pock-
ets.

“Under these conditions, bass are
usually a little less active so it’s im-
portant to work the lure slower and
more deliberately,” explains the
Evinrude pro. “This is when the trailer

isespecially importantbecause itadds
action that helps attract bass to it.”

In calm, stable weather, Brauer
fishes a weedless spoon on the sur-
face, snaking it through weeds and
across the open pockets. He retrieves
the lure faster, and may add more
action and commotion by jiggling his
rod tip as he retrieves.

“One of the problems anglers have
when fishing a weedless spoon is
missing strikes,” notes Brauer. “With
this lure, it’s critical to let the bass
take the lure for a moment before
setting the hook, just to make certain
the fish really has it.”

“I don’t think using a rod with a
limber tip is the answer, either,” he
adds, “because you fish a spoon in
thick cover and you need a powerful
tip action to help control the fish.

“I use a stiff rod and 25 to 30
pound test line, and just force myself
to hesitate an extra second until I
really feel the bass on the lure before
I set the hook.

“The weedless spoon is definitely
abig-bass lure, too.I’ ve caught some
of my heaviest stringers using it.”

CRANKBAITS OFTEN
TOP LURES WHEN
FISHING CURRENT

When he’s fishing moving water
or current, bass tournament angler
Larry Nixon often chooses a crankbait
rather than his favorite plastic worm
or spinnerbait.

“Current positions both the baitfish
and the bass very specifically along
the dropoffs and close to bottom cover
like rocks and stumps,” explains
Nixon, a member of the Evinrude
Outboards Pro Staff.

“You need a lure that gets down to
the proper depth but which still gives
you directional control, and a
crankbait does that better than most
lures.

“At the same time, a crankbait
also imitates a baitfish, so if you can
bring the lure down behind a stump
or rock, it often gets ambushed by a
bass.”

Nixon prefers to use large, deep
diving crankbaits in current, even
though he may not be fishing very
deep. The lure’s larger lip helps de-
flect it away from cover so it doesn’t
get snagged. He also prefers
crankbaits with a lot of vibration.

“I am generally casting slightly
across the current so the retrieve looks
more natural,” he explains, “and I
retrieve fairly slowly because I want
the lure to hit stumps and bounce off
them.

“I like the deep diving crankbaits
because they get down quiekly and
stay down even though I am using a
slow retrieve. I'll vary my line size if
Ineed to, using heavy line tokeep the
lure from simply grinding into the
bottom.”

The Evinrude pro believes fishing
crankbaits in current can be a produc-
tive pattern practically any month of
the year. He has used it often in the
summer, but says many of the pros
overlook the pattern in favor of flop-
ping jigs to shallow cover.

“Moving water provides some of
your best fishing when conditions are
unstable,” says Nixon, “and in the
summer when main lake tempera-
tures are getting hot and oxygen lev-
els are changing, current offers more
stability.

“Moving water also tends to make
all fish more active. Perhaps that’s
because food is constantly washing
down with the current or because
there is more oxygen present. Cur-
rent is definitely something to look
for in warm weather.”

One important thing to keep in
mind whenever fishing current, adds
Nixon, is to remember moving water
tends to position bass in the calmer
water behind any obstacles. This in-
cludes not only rocks and logs on the
bottom, but also little cuts and points
along the shoreline.

“I have seen tournaments won by
anglers fishing the downstream side
of points jutting out into current,” he

says. “Sometimes the bass just stack
up in such places.”
SPECIALIZATION
OFTEN THE KEY
IN BASS FISHING SUCCESS

Years ago professional bass fish-
erman Denny Brauer decided to spe-
cialize in one technique, flipping and
pitching jigs. Today, he believes he
made the right decision.

“I think everyone on the tourna-
ment circuit is good enough with all
the techniques to getby,” says Brauer,
amember of the Evinrude Outboards
Pro Staff, “but to win you have to
choose one technique and become
better at it than the competition. You
have to try to elevate yourself above
everyone else.”

Few can argue with Brauer’s suc-
cess as a jig fisherman. Two years
ago his tournament prize winnings
totaled more than $200,000, most of
it won with a jig and pitching rod.

“When you choose a particular
technique, or even just a certain lure,
and learn all you can about using it,
you gain a tremendous boost in con-
fidence,” says Brauer.

“I think you become a better fish-
erman. You certainly tend to fish
more efficiently and more thoroughly
because you have so much confi-
dence. When conditions get right for
that technique or for that lure, your
chances of winning become much
greater.”

The Evinrude pro believes most
of today’s top tournament anglers do
have a specialty, although all of them
are certainly capable of using and
winning with other techniques.

“Whathappens,” explains Brauer,
“is that when you do specialize, you
tend to look for the type of water or
conditions where you can use that
technique. Inmy case, this is shallow
brush where I can flip or pitch a jig.

“You almost have tunnel vision,
because you can focus so clearly on
exactly whatyou’re doing. Youdon’t
even consider other options or tech-
niques, and that can be a tremendous
advantage.”

Sticking to an exercise program

Despite the best of intentions, half
of all people who begin an exercise
program drop out within six months.
Is this because of a lack of willpower
or is it something else? Actually, the
average person does not have a plan
to meet his or her goals.

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‘David Coleman,
Johnson native,
sets the stage

As Jenny Wiley Theatre focuses
on enriching our regional commu-
nity as a whole through the perform-
ing arts, it is often its influence on
people as individuals that many times
makes the greatest difference. This
fact has never been truer than in the
case of Johnson County native, David
Coleman.

Newly graduated from Morehead
State University with a major in
Government-Pre Law and a minor in
theatre, Coleman had returned home
forthe 1993 summerand was in search
of a position with a law firm before
going on to law school in the fall.

“I went to every law firm in the
area,” Coleman said. “I just thought
I'd come by the theatre and see what
kind of openings there were, and they
offered me the properties master job.”

Although minoring in theatre was
something he enjoyed, Coleman said
the possibility of undertaking the art
as a profession was never considered
as an option.
® “Iminored in it because I thought

a liberal arts emphasis for a minor
would be appealing to law schools,”
Coleman said. “I enjoyed it. I just
never thought about it as a career.” *
Falling into his first job in profes-
sional theatre proved to be prophetic
for Coleman. After his two seasons at
Jenny Wiley Theatre, during which
time his duties ranged from props
master to master flyman for Peter
Pan, new opportunities in the world
of theatre.
After the 1994 season at Jenny
Wiley Theatre, Coleman ventured to
® New York to serve as technical direc-
torand lighting designer for the of f-off
Broadway production of The Gin
Game, which was a collaborative ef-
fort of several Jenny Wiley alumni.
While in New York, Coleman was
offered a props position at Coconut
Grove Playhouse in Florida.

The opportunities that awaited
Coleman there included working un-
der Steven Lambert, who Coleman
calls “one of the best props guys in
the nation,” and the chance to work

‘with stars ranging from Linda Lavin
to Howard Hesseman, who notched
television fame as Johnny Fever on
WKRP.

“Tamreallylucky,” Coleman said.
“I didn’t know anyone. It (the Coco-
nutGrove job) was one of those lucky
breaks you get when you first start in
the business.

“Imagine, a kid from Kentucky
talking to Dr. Johnny Fever. It is
amazing if you think about it.”

For Coleman, all roads have led

# him home this summer, as he will be
technical director for Jenny Wiley’s
1995 season.

“I gotmy first good taste of theatre
here,” Colemanssaid. “WhenI started,
I saw this was something I could do
intelligently, but I never thought I'd
be building scenery when I was 24.”

While the settings he does it in
often change, the challenging but re-
warding nature of backstage remains
the constant, keeping Coleman on
the path that he stumbled on to at
Jenny Wiley some three years ago.

Nearly $2.5 million was approved
by the House of Representatives re-
cently for the operation and mainte-
nance of the Army Corps facilities at
Dewey Lake.

Rogers’ request for $330,000 to con-
tinue flood protection study in Floyd,
Johnson and Pike counties.

With a vote of 400-27, the 1996
Energy and Water Development Ap-
propriations bill received final ap-
proval, providing funding for the
Army Corps of Engineers, Appala-
chian Regional Commission, Ten-
nessee Valley Authority, and other
similar government agencies dealing

‘/with energy development and water
projects.

Rogers’ request will provide fund-
ing for the Army Corps of Engineers
tocontinue studying future flood pro-
tection projects along the LevisaFork.
This includes the proposed Haysi
Dam and potential work.

In March, Rogers outlined the
Corps’ needs while receiving testi-
mony from the Kentucky delegation
and otherrepresentatives during hear-
ings in the Appropriations Subcom-
mittee on Energy and Water Devel-

eopment. As vice-chairman of the sub-
“committee, Rogers helped write the
funding bill.

angles for helping students are the major part of our
search. We want students to be successful in the class-
room and to be prepared for real life.

Thus, classroom experiences need to represent au-
thentic tasks that a person will experience in his/her
lifetime. How does a teacher accomplish this through
teaching?

That’s one aspect the summer writing institute at-
tempts to address. A summer writing institute is one
place to find excellent resources, both primary and
secondary ones.

One premise of designing this institute is that teach-
ers will benefit from teachers teaching teachers. Thus,
teachers share “tried and true” methods which have
been successful for them.

Participants (teachers) will take these methods to
their schools where they are tried, anew. Granted, not
everything works with all students, but it is good to have
new approaches!

The writing institute provides teachers an environ-
ment much like a classroom. Teachers reverse roles and
become willing students. They write; they do peer
responses; they do peer revision and editing; they
publish.

A supportive environment makes the writing aspect
of the institute a rewarding experience. When asked
what participants would change about the institute,
surprizingly, the comment was made:

“Don’t take out the writing time!” In these very few
days writing had become a valuable form of expression!

This reinforced our belief that writing is fun! We
knew that , but the reminder of that truth was good for
all of us!

Writing is meant to be ameaningful tool. A writer’s
choices and ownership are crucial to the success of the
piece.

Knowing there is a readership influences the choices
the writer makes! With the emphasis of audience and
purpose, the writer (unconsciously) decides: “What
form do I use?” “How much do I need to tell my
readers?’ “What do they already know?” “What
vocabulary do I use?”’

The writer’s investment changes just from the real-
ization thathe/she has areal audience. (Steel Magnolias
reviews were one aspect of the institute toallow teachers
to see that writing can be generated for real audiences for
real purposes.)

After having gone through composing, the computer
made writing easier!

To take a computer disk and save writing, to do
revision and to save changes without physically rewrit-
ing pages, and to print with ease were all processes
which made writing more enjoyable!

A writing anthology will be printed of the writing
which was done during the weeks of July 10-27, 1995.

Several writings plus a journal were completed dur-
ing this brief period of time! The bestpart of it was that
no one said: “This is for your portfolio!” However,
several of these pieces were appropriate for the portfo-
lio.

Co-director for this Region 8 Summer Writing Insti-
tute was Willie Elliott. Special technical assistance in
the computer lab and with publishing was provided by
John Kidd.

Funding for the 1995 Summer Writing Institute was
provided through a grant from the Kentucky Depart-
ment of Education for teachers in Region Eight.

Teachers attended from Floyd, Pike and Johnson
counties.

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THE GREEN ALLEN

BROOKS STORY

A record number of area residents attended the

trial of Green Allen Brooks in Jonesville, Virginia,
in May of 1937 and they shouted their approval
when he was acquitted of the murder of Lee
County Deputy Bob Bailey. The widows of the
two officers sat quietly in tears.

People throughout the region were talking

about the trial. Two national events also occurred
| that month and were on the minds of the area

| folks as well—the gigantic explosion of the
Hindenburg in New Jersey and the passing of the
richest man in the world, billionaire John D.
Rockefeller.

Following the jury’s decision Brooks was held

without bond for the murder of Lee County officer
J.F. “Arch” Redmond. He hoped for the same jury

which was comprised of W.M. Greer, John Carter,
Otis Fry, W.E. Roop, Jack Rasnic, Pat Cooney,

| H.T. Keel and C.R. Wolfe, farmers; T.J. Grabeel

and Onza Hyatt, teachers; Bruce Conn, merchant;
and Hiram Orr, a retired businessman. He soon
found there was no chance of that.

During the next four months the Virginia offi-
cials fully investigated the drinking charges
against Bailey and Redmond and said the evidence
would show that Brooks had no reason to shoot
Redmond. The trial was delayed in starting when
eight of the defense witnesses failed to show up
initially.

Several witnesses for the prosecution testified
that Green Allen Brooks, now nearly 83 years of
age, threatened the lives of the two officers on
various occasions following his conviction on a
liquor charge. The prosecutors said the slaying of
Bailey and Redmond was the result of a grudge.

William F. Sharp Jr., LaFollette undertaker, and
his assistant, W.R. Catron of Caryville, testified as
to the wounds on Redmond’s body and the course
the bullet took.

E.E. Parsons, former Lee County treasurer, tes-
tified that he over heard a conversation that
Brooks had in his office.

“I’ll not forget about Bailey and Redmond any-
time soon,” Parsons recalled Brooks saying. “They
got into my springhouse and turned over my milk
again and again while making a joke of it. They
damaged and ruined my property while rummag-
ing through everything. They even dug up my
potato patch. I'll see to it that they don’t bother
me or anyone else again.”

Parsons told the court that he cautioned Brooks
about any such action but the defendant was
adamant in his mindset. '

Dr. T.B. Ely was jail physician at the time
Brooks was incarcerated on the liquor charge.

“Brooks told me they had him in jail on a
whiskey charge,” Dr. Ely said. “He said when he
got a crack at them it’s the last time they’d put
him in jail.”

C.W. Ely then testified that Brooks had made
threats against the two officers while he was in the
Lee County Jail at the same time as Brooks.

“His words were, ‘I'll kill them the first chance
I get,’” Ely said.

Officers C.H. Redmond, a cousin of the slain
deputy, took the stand and explained that Brooks
had been a frequent source of trouble to the offi-
cers in the western part of the county while being
involved “in the liquor business.” He said he had
heard Brooks make direct threats against the offi-
cers.

Middlesboro Police chief Charles Minton testi-
fied that Bailey was in Kentucky on the day of the
slaying.

“He was in the Middlesboro to see the doctor to
change dressings on a wound,” Chief Minton said.
“Arch (Redmond) was with him. I asked if they
would take the arrest warrant for Luther Poore.”

Middlesboro Deputy Jim Johnson testified that
he witnessed the Cawood Funeral Home undertak-
ers remove both warrants from Bailey’s pocket
after the slaying.

An overflow crowd and the jury listened intent-
ly throughout the proceedings. The jury consisted
of W.F. Bonham, blacksmith; John Fleenor,
Pennington Gap businessman; C.W. Smith, mail
carrier; and the following farmers, John Allen.
D.C. Bledsoe, Earl Flanary, A.J. Galloway, B.S.
Grabeel, J.T. Minton, B.C. Musick, A.J. Myers
and Baxter Skeen.

The Summer Cooling Program
won’t make the heat go away, but it
may help beat those electric bill
sweats.

The program provides a one-time
payment to a household’s electric
ulility or landlord where cooling costs
are included in the rent.

The payment is available August
7-15 to only those households that:

» have incomes at or below 110
percent of the OMB poverty level;
and,

» are responsible for electric util-
ity costs; and either,

» have a member age 65 or over,
or, have amember with a health con-
dition that requires cooling to pre-
vent further deterioration.

Health conditions thatmay qualify
a household for assistance include
heart disease, asthma and severe res-

ghiratory allergies.

p Any household applying for util-
ity assistance that does not have a
member age 65 or older must present
a statement from a doctor, public
health nurse or home health nurse
certifying the existence of a medical
condition that requires cooling.

Also, alimited number of air con-
ditioners will be available from Au-
gust 7 through September 30 tohouse-
holds with life threatening situations.

Any requests for an air condi-
tioner must be supported by a signed

statement from adoctor, public health
srse or home health nurse, specify-
ing the health condition of the house-
hold member for which air condi-
tioning is being requested and that
the health condition will be increased
duriug hot weather to the point of
becoming life threatening.
Toapply, clients must apply in the
county of residence, provide social
security numbers for all households
members, provide proof of income
for the previous month and proof of
responsibility for electric utility costs.

Removable partial dentures

If several teeth are missing, or the
adjacent teeth are not strong enough
to serve as abutments, some form of
removable restoration may be used.
If some serviceable teeth are still
present, the appliance is likely to be a
partial denture. Unlike fixed bridges,
partial dentures are not entirely sup-
ported by adjacent teeth; rather, some
of their support is from the gums and
jawbones upon which their frame-
work rests. The framework of a par-
tial denture is made of a light, strong,

noncorroding metal—most often, a
chrome-cobalt alloy. Itis cast to con-
form closely to the supporting tissues
and is retained by clasps.

In the upper jaw, the denture frame-
work may extend across the palate to
the other side of the jaw, or it may be
shaped like a horse-shoe, leaving
much of the palate uncovered. A den-
ture for the lower jaw must leave
room for the tongue, so its frame-
work is usually horseshoe-shaped.
Some partial dentures, however, are
simply fastened by clasps to adjacent
teeth. :

U of L making robots

safer in the workplace

The use of robots has increased
workplace efficiency. However, the
huge, non-seeing machines also may
lead to worker injury.

A group led by University of Lou-
isville engineering professor James
Graham has developed a two-step
process to improve worker safety.
The first step involves an invisible
light beam that, when interrupted,
slows down the machine. If a worker
continues to approach, a motion sen-
sor shuts down the robot.

The safety measures are becom-
ing more important, particularly as
service industries begin to use ro-
bots, Graham says.

What is a Kyrgyzstan?

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"No butts about it: You can quit

“Giving up smoking is one of the
easiest things I did. I've done it a
thousand times.”

This pronouncement from Mark
Twainmight strike a familiar chord if
you’re among the 30 percent of adult
Kentuckians who smoke. So why is it
S0 tough to totally scrap the habit?

The ritual of smoking, first of all,
becomes familiar—it carries a per-

@ sonal history all its own. And the
habit also has its chemical pleasures.
As California cardiologist Dean
Ornish says, in his book Reversing
Heart Disease: “Except for the fact
that it is addictive, makes you sick
and hastens your death, nicotine is a
wonderful drug. Nicotine calms you
down when you feel stressed and
wakes you up when you feel tired. It
decreases anxiety, raises tolerance of
pain, lifts depression, and increases
metabolism (causing weight loss).”

“It’s really not the smoking habit
that makes smoking difficult toquit,”
says University of Kentucky sociolo-
gistRichard Clayton, “it’s the depen-
dence on nicotine. Nicotine is classi-
fied as a dependence-producing drug

%n the same class as alcohol, mari-
juana, heroin and cocaine.” Citing an
article by Jack Henningfield, a lead-
ing researcher in this area, Clayton
goes on to say that nicotine and co-
caine are the two closest drugs in
terms of their “addiction potential.”

Clayton, who is also director of
UK’sCenter for Prevention Research,
draws on some recent experience
when he talks about the power of
nicotine. “If you go around metha-
done clinics or cocaine treatment pro-
grams like I do, and ask people which
drug they would give up last, they

® would tell you nicotine in almost
every case,” says Clayton. “It’s the

The 2% milk myth

Foryears, two-percent milk drink-
ers have thought they were making a
terrific choice thathelped cut their fat
consumption. In recent months how-
ever, that choice is being questioned.

QHearing that “each eight-ounce cup
of two-percent milk has as much fat
as a strip and a half of bacon!” has
many feeling forced to drink skim
milk or give up milk completely. Is
two-percent milk really that bad?

Two-percent milk is really a com-
promise, halfway between whole
milk’s eight grams of fat per cup and
skim milk’s zero fat. An average
health-conscious adult may aim to
stay below 60 grams of fat per day.
For them, the five grams of fat in a

¥ cup of two-percent milk is less than a
tenth of the day’s limit; a significant
piece, but certainly reasonable.

However, if you are asmaller, less
active person, orif you are aiming for
a lower level of fat (such as 20 or 25
percent of calories from fat), your
daily goal will be around 40 grams of
fat. A couple of servings of two-
percent milk will take up a substan-
tial portion of the day’s fat limit.

Deciding how two-percent milk
may fitinto overall eating habits must
be considered individually. Do you
usually choose lean meats in modest
portions (totaling only five to six
ounces daily), or are you still using

#higher-fat cuts and larger portions?

Do you eat regular high-fat cheese
and ice cream only occasionally, or
are they frequent choices? These
foods are the other major sources,
besides milk, of cholesterol-raising
saturated fat. Your choice of milk can
then be seen as a trade-off between
which fatty foods are most important
to you.

What about switching from two-
percent milk to diet soda or water in
order to “save room” in your fat al-
lowance for a daily candy bar or
doughnut? While the idea of trading
off food choices to meet a goal is

@ good, this switch is not a good ex-
@ ample. Notonly are these foods higher
in fat than one glass of two-percent
milk, they are not nutritionally equal.
Along with the milk’s fat you are
getting protein, calcium, vitamin D,
and the mineral zinc; a candy bar or
doughnut supplies none of these.

Two-percent milk is not a truly
low-fat food. If you eat enough other
foods high in fatand saturated fat, but
rely on milk as your major calcium
source, then try a gradual shiftto ong-
percent and later to skim milk. How-
ever, if you don’t eat many other
foods high in fat relative to your daily
needs, don’t feel forced into giving
up two-percent milk; just keep
amounts within moderation (16
ounces a day for children and most
adults; 24 ounces for adolescents,
youngadults, and women after meno-
pause).

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drug that’s used most often and it’s
use is the most frequent.” He ex-
plains thatcocaine users, for example,
g0 long periods of time during the
day withoutusing cocaine, while typi-
cal cigarette smokers take in nicotine
about 30 different times a day.

“If you smoke 30 cigarettes a day
and take 10 puffs from each cigarette,
you get 300 hits of that drug to your
brain compared to four or five hits of
cocaine or heroin,” Clayton says.
“You get it a lot more often.”

Thomas Cooper, a professor of
oral health science at UK for27 years,
adds another reason why it’s so hard

tojustsay no to cigarettes. “Smoking
istotally, socially acceptable and very
patriotic—tobacco is the number one
cash crop in the state.”

Cooper, a smoker for 36 years
himself, did finally kick the habit,
with help from Clayton, “I’m not a
weak individual,” says Cooper, “and
I’m not undisciplined. But after 36
years of smoking, I was unable to
quit.” In the spring of 1984 Cooper,
along with Clayton, put together a
program to help Cooper stop smok-
ing. The program worked: Cooper
will soon celebrate his 10th anniver-
sary-as a non-smoker.

The first step in what they now
call the Cooper/Clayton Method to
Stop Smoking is for a smoker to
decide that he’ll be better off as a

non-smoker. According to the U.S.
Surgeon General, the American Can-
cer Society, and an overwhelming
percentage of physicians, the reasons
to stop smoking are compelling,
When you smoke, your blood vessels
constrict; over time, this condition
increases the chances of chest pain,
heartattacks and strokes, among other
things. You also inhale a range of
toxic gasses, such as carbon monox-
ide and hydrogen cyanide.

The American Cancer Society es-
timates that smoking “is related to
about 419,000 deaths” in the U.S.”
each year, according to a recent ar-
ticlein The Courier-Journal, and that
smokers would live 15 years longer if
they had never picked up the habit.

The second step, Cooper explains,
is for the smoker to be willing to
acceptsome discomfort. “Itis a small
amount with the nicotine-replacement
products,” says Cooper. “But either
the nicotine gum or the nicotine patch
will prevent 80 percent or better of
the withdrawal symptoms. “It’s the
same nicotine smokers get from ciga-
rettes, butit’s in a structured form so
you can control the dose,” Cooper
says. “It’s a gradual process. Then
over time you lessen the amount of
alternate nicotine.”

Cooper stresses the importance of
a smoking cessation program which
focuses on gradually reducing de-

pendence. “Cold turkey is great the
day after Thanksgiving, but it’s a
lousy way to try to stop smoking,” he
says.

The third step in this program,
Cooper says, is a belief that it will
work. “The people who successfully
finish our program do five things,” he
explains. “They getadequate amounts
of an alternate nicotine source. Sec-
ond, they trust this as their source of
nicotine—they don’t have to have
cigarettes. Third, they use the alter-
nate source long enough. Fourth, they
come to the support group meetings,
and, fifth, they have a supportsystem
outside the meetings.” Cooper says
that so far in Lexington alone the
program has served 1,200 patients,
400 of whom have quit smoking.

Only a one-third success rate?

“This is actually pretty good,”
Cooper says. “The data show that
only five percent of people who go
cold turkey are non-smokers a year
later, and only nine percent of people
who use the nicotine patch or nico-
tine gum are smoke-free a year later,
Relative to these statistics, we feel
that our program is very successful.”

Taxes and securities—
your questions answered

Q. I know thatif I sell a security at
a loss, I must wait 31 days to buy it
back in order to take the loss cur-
rently. But what if I buy the security
before the sale? Can I take the loss by
selling the next day?

A. No. The wash sale rule applies
to the 30 full days before the day of
the sale as well as the 30 full days
afterwards. As aresult, if you double
up, you must wait 31 days before you
can sell the stock to take the loss.

Q. Does the wash sale rule apply
to gains?

A. No. If you sell for a gain, you
must recognize the gain, even if you
buy back the security the next day.

Q. If I switch from one mutual
fund to another, is that ataxable event?

A. Yes. A taxable event occurs on
the switch from one fund to another,
even if the funds are in the same
mutual fund family.

Q. How do you figure the cost of
mutual fund shares if you have been
reinvesting dividends and capital
gains?

A. If selling the entire fund, add to
the original investment all additional
amounts invested and reinvested (in-
cluding dividends and capital gains).
Subtract that amount from the pro-
ceeds of sale to determine gain or
loss. If selling only a portion of the
fund, you can use the first-in, first-
outmethod oranaverage costmethod.
Under the first-in, first-out method,
an investor is considered to sell the
earliest acquired shares first.

Under the average cost method,
add all amounts invested and rein-
vested as if selling the entire fund.
Then subtract the basis allocated to
previous sales. Divide the balance by
the number of shares you are hold-
ing—that is your average cost per
share. Multiply the cost per share by

the number of shares you are selling
and you have the total cost basis for
the shares you are selling under the
average cost method. i

Q. How can I defer recognizing
capital gain on a stock without risk-
ing the stock decreasing in value?

A. Youcandeferrecognizing capi-
tal gain to another year by selling
“short.” When a stock is sold'short,
the taxable event occurs when the
seller delivers the stock to the lender
to “close” the sale. When the sale is
closed, the seller will realize a capital

gain.

Q. Doesn’t it take $2 of long-term
capital loss to offset $1 of short-term
capital gain or ordinary income?

A. No. The offset is dollar for
dollar, Todetermine total capital gains
andlosses, firstoffsetlong-term gains
against long-term losses and short-
term gains against short-term losses.
If you have net long-term gains and
short-term losses (or vice versa), off-
set them against each other. If losses
are left over, you can use up to $3,000
to offset other income (dollar for dol-
lar). Any excess losses are carried
forward. For married couples filing
separately, the limit is $1,500. Ex-
cess losses can be carried forward
until they are used up or the indi-
vidual dies, whichever comes first.

Q. Is the interest on a margin loan
deductible?

A. It depends. First, the margin
interest must actually be paid—
merely increasing the debit is not
payment. Second, you must itemize
deductions. Third, deductibility de-
pends on the use of the proceeds and
the source of the funds. If you bor-
TOw:

* Against municipal bonds, a

single premium life insurance policy
or a single premium annuity, or bor-
row to buy any of these, margin inter-
est is not deductible;

* For personal purposes (car loan,
mortgage payments, debt consolida-
tion), margin interest is not deduct-
ible;

* Against taxable securities to buy
taxable securities, margin interest is
deductible to the extent of net invest-
ment income (generally, dividends,
taxable interest and net short-term
capital gain) and any excess can be
carried forward;

* Against a passive activity, lim-
ited partnership or master limited
partnership or you borrow to pur-
chase one of these investments, de-
ductibility of the interest paid is sub-
ject to the passive activity rules;

* For business purposes (that is,
you are a sole proprietor), the margin
interest you pay will be subject to-the
business deduction rules.

Q. If I margin municipal bonds,
does the interest on those bonds be-
come taxable?

A. No. The municipal interest re-
mains tax exempt. However, the
margin interest paid would not be
deductible.

Q. I paid a premium on my mu-
nicipal bond. May I offset this against
other income on my tax return?

A. Although a premium paid on a

municipal bond purchase is to be
amortized over the life of the bond,
there is no federal income tax deduc-
tion allowed for the amount. There-
fore, it cannot offset any other in-
come on the tax return. However, it
may be deductible for state tax pur-
poses, if the bond is taxable under a
state income tax.

Q. I bought my bond between in-
terest payment dates. How do Ireport
the interest income?

A. When you buy a bond between
interest payment dates, you report
the total interest income received for
the period and reduce that amount by
the accrued interest paid on the pur-
chase.

For example, let’s assume that a
bond you bought on September 30
has accrued interest of $300 for three
months (from July 1 to September
30). And let’s also assume that you
receive a form 1099 which reports
that you received $600 in interest
from this bond for the year.

For the purposes of your tax re-
turn, you report the total interest re-
ceived ($600) and then subtract the
accrued interest paid ($300), so that
you are taxed only on the interest
received for the period you owned
the bond-L.E., October 1 through De-
cember 31. Consequently, the amount
that is actually taxable in this ex-
ample is:

1099 Stated Interest: $600 minus
‘or Accrued interest $300 = $300.

MSHA warns miners on
dangers of excessive heat

The Labor Department’s Mine
Safety and Health Administration
(MSHA) is reminding miners and
mine operators across the nation of
the potential dangers of working when
outside temperatures climb to higher
levels.

“We want to be sure that miners
and mine operators alike are mindful
of the preventive measures they can
take when the weather is extremely
warm to prevent heat-related ill-
nesses,” said J. Davitt McAteer, as-
sistant secretary of labor for mine
safety and health, “Miners at coal
mines, metal and nonmetal mines,
quarries, mills and other operations
can all be affected by the intense
summer heat.”

MSHA is sending notices to min-
ing industry workers suggesting that
cool fluids be consumed consistently
throughout the workday; frequent
breaks for rest should be planned
based on work intensity; and work
activities requiring miners to wear
specialized, heavier clothing orequip-
ment should be scheduled for cooler
parts of the day or broken into smaller
tasks with rest breaks in between.

During the past five years, there
have been 165 reported cases of heat-
related illness in miners. These cases
have involved laborers, mechanics,
welders, equipment operators, and

A. All real property (home, apart-
ment, lots, etc.) rented or sold, whether
by or through a real estate broker,
sales agent or operator, or directly by
the owner.

Q. What kinds of action-are-un-
lawful for a real estate operator, bro-
ker, or sales agent?

A. Torefuse to sell, rent, lease or
exchange real property for
discrminatory reasons.

To refuse to receive or transmit
good faith offers to purchase or rent.

To deny any services or facilities
relating to real property transactions.

To represent that real property is
not available for inspection, sale or
rental when in fact it is.

To retain a listing with the under-
standing that the seller plans to dis-
criminate.

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UK study shows KERA Preschool Program reducing achievement gap

The KERA Preschool Program is
reaching a key goal of reducing the
achievement gap between at-risk
youngsters and their classmates, ac-
cording to a University of Kentucky
Study.

The study found that not only did
the children in the program in 1993-
94 demonstrate significant gains dur-
ing the program, but also the children
in the program in previous years

#(1990-93) demonstrated achievement
levels similar to other children in
regular classrooms—many of whom
come from more advantaged back-
grounds.

“This study is important because
itshows progress inreaching the goal
of the preschool program—to help
at-risk children to achieve at least as
well as their peers,” said Connie
Bridge, director of the UK Institute
on Education Reform. “If they can
score as well as the rest of the chil-
dren, they are in a position to com-
pete on an equal basis as they go
through school.”

Funded by the Kentucky Depart-
ment of Education, the study by re-
ﬁadarchers from the UK College of

ucation and the College of Human
Environmental Sciences looked at
approximately 1,300 KERA (Ken-
tucky Education Reform Act) pre-
school participants and comparison
children randomly selected from
across the state. The children were
assessed to measure their develop-
mental skills, social skills, and early
literacy skills.

KERA preschool participants in
1993-94 made statistically signifi-
cant gains from pretest to posttest in
many developmental skills necessary
for school success: adaptive (self-

%elp), personal social, motor, com-
munication, and cognitive skills, as
well as their knowledge of print con-
cepts.

Teachers and parents of the KERA
preschool participants judged them
to have more positive social skills
and fewer behavioral problems after
participating in the preschool pro-
gram.

Compared to a group of similar
income peers who had not attended

e program, but most of whom had
tended other child care programs,
the KERA preschoolers significantly
outscored their peers in adaptive skills
and fine motor skills. Both teachers
and parents rated their social skills

higher, and teachers reported fewer
behavior problems.

Less than two
veeks later, at9:00 p.m. on August 8,
974, President Nixon went on na-
tional television and announced his
resignation. Nixon Resigns: As It

as well or better than their classmates
in most developmental skills, social
skills, and early literacy skills.

“In- most preschool programs,
early intervention shows initial posi-
tive gains,” said Kim Townley, asso-
ciate professor of family studies.
“What we won’t know for a few
years is if these results will hold up

over time. That will be the true test if
this program has long-term benefits.”

Researchers also found the qual-
ity of KERA preschool classrooms
hasimproved substantially from 1992
to 1994, indicating that teachers in
KERA preschool classrooms are cre-
ating preschool classrooms that fol-
low program guidelines.

“The Kentucky Department of

Education has made a really strong
training effort, which has paid off,”
Hemmeter said.

The 1994-95 group of preschoolers
is the lagt group to be included in the
study. If funding continues, the re-
searchers will keep a close watch on
the five groups of preschoolers as
they progress through school to see if
the initigl positive results endure.
