It looks like Aoyd County wiD 
once again be in the spotlight con­
cerning education reform witb a 
Prestonsburg"attomey taking on tbe 
fight for parents' rights lO serve on 
scbool councils. 

Attorney Lany Brown will repre­
sent council members Clarence 
Risner and Ira Joe Tussey, who have 
been deemed ineligible because lbeir 
wives are employed m tbe school 
district.

These may help clear 
moisture from the windshield. 

• Usc your low beam hcadUghts to 
minimtzc reflected glare and help 
other drivers sec you. 

• Don't pass other vehicles or 
change lanes unnecessarily. 

• Usc the right edge of the mad as 
a guide, not the center hne. 

'"lfvisihility is poor, exit t11e road­
way 1f pos..,iblc. Otherwtse. signal 
your intention to leave the mad, then 
~lowly and carefully pull off the road 
as far as possible. 

Most fog-related accidents occur 
during morning rmh hours (6-<1 a.m.) 
and involve motorists whoarefamil· 
iar w1th t11e road but drive too fast for 
conditions .

With 
SI50 million in divers tan it isn't dif· 
ficult to understand why projects keep 
slipping in the 6-year plan, he said. 

"We believe the di\ ersion of road 
funds for non-highway purposes IS 

seriously jeopardi7lng economic de­
velopment opportunity in many of 
our counties across the state.·· said 
Fish. 

He went. on to say. "Communities 
not connected to the Interstate high· 
way system by good serviceable high­
ways do not have a chance to com· 
pete for new and expanding business 
and industry, and existing industry is 
at n competitive disadvantage. 

The letter noted Kentucky pres­
ently has about $10 billion jn corri­
dor needs that are recognized by the 
General Assembly, the Transporta· 
uon Cabinet. and rewobl and local 
leaders as requinng ncar-tcnn im­
pmvcmenL AboutS8 billion of these 
needs are unfunded. The letter in­
cluded a list of major highway needs 
that are not funded. 

"At the prcsentrnteofmvesunent." 
said Fish, "it will take upwards of30 
years to meet these needs, and the 
world will have bypru.scd many parts 
of our state. Revenues that are pres­
ently being diverted from t.hc road 
program can go a long way to help 
meet these needs." 

All of the diverted funds arc li om 
the state's sbareofU1cRoad Fund, so 
the impact to the state is the cquiva· 
lent of nearly four cents of motor 
fuels tax per year. 

The State Road Fund is mack up 
of special fees paid by motorists, 
including taxes on motor fuels, ve­
hicle registration fees and usage trutes 
paid at the time vehicles are sold. The 
Kentuck) Constitution prov1des that 
revenues from these .. user fees" arc 
used for highway purposes.

Governor Brereton Jones used 
most of his time for delivering 
his State of the Commonwealth 
Address this week to deliver a 
pep talk on proposals to build 
three costly and questionable 
projects in Kentucky's Golden 
Triangle. 

lt may have been no coinci­
dence thal the governor gave 
just a few minutes of his time to

At the risk of being labeled a 
hypocrite, we'll suggest, too, that 
financing convention centers in 
Louisville and Northern Ken­
tucky with taxpayer dollars is 
just as ill-conceived as the pro­
posed tax cuts. 

Sure, our area· got some big 
bucks last time around to reno­
vate our state parks, but we 
couldn't have done it without 
the state's help. 

Louisville and Northern Ken­
tucky, two corners in the state's 
Golden Triangle, are affluent 
and prospering. 

Let their local taxpayers ti­
nance those projects. 

Use the money earmarked for 
them to fully fund education 
and fully fund the return of coal 
severance revenues to coal coun­
ties. 

Those were promises, you 
know, that the state has yet to 
live up to. 

Our leaders shouldn't make 
new promises until the old ones 
arc kept.

Joe Clarke and Greg Srumbo don' t often agru. but they 

both believe that the $p«:ial tax-<:utting session of the Ken· 
tucky General Assembly is a risky bu~iness. 

And lhey're right. 
Rep. Clarke, the fonner House speaker, grumbles that the 

&eSSion was "conceived out of panic," Rep. Srumbo, the 
power behind the current speaker. worries that cutting taxes 
now will make it more difficult to enact comprehensive tax 
reform farther down the road. 

Real tax refonn-aimed both at faime~.s and at economic: 
development-probably would requtre cullmg some taxes 
while raising others. Ideally, 11 would l:>e "revenue neutral," 
meaning that the stale would ra1se the same amount of 
revenue, even if the w burden were shifted 50mewbat 
among various groups and taxpayers 

Real reform certainly wouldn't completA:Iy ellempt a 
large and growing segment of the economy. pension income, 
as Gov. Jones' plan does. 

By c:ontrllst. the Governor's other ta'\ proposal-phasing 
out Kentucky's inheritance tax-h~ a lot of merit. The 
current tax is the bigbest in the country, and it is especially 
burdensome on relatively small CJ>l.lltcs Under Gov. Jones' 
proposal, ~tate taxes would be levted only on a few large 
estaws-500 to 600 a year, compared with 28,000 now. 

But even thlS element oftbl! Go\·emor's plan should be 
deferred. It belongs tn nlarger package or tall changes, wbere 
it could provide needed political b:1lance to other steps that 

are just as needed but might not be as popular. 
Tax refonn, after all. is a political eltercise. It's politics in 

the highest sense: the use of the power of government (in this 
case, the power 1.0 tax) to advance public goals and to meet 
public needs. 

The political motivation behind the special session is 
nan-ow and short-term.

New campaign finance 
rules also rl!duccd the I imit for individual campaign contribu­
tions to S500

the bw's effect oould buve been grester were 11 not for a few 
loopholes. 

For instance. if candidates exceed the 35 pcrcentlimiL 
they are allowed to put their own money into the campaign 
aft.cr the election to mBke the percentages m~t ll1e require­
ments of the luw. 

In addition, candidaoos who face opposition in the pri· 
mary but not in the general election can exceed the 35 percent 
limit in the primary race and make up the difference with 
money raised for their unopposed fall campaign. 

Finally. candidates who have no opposition can stockpile 
PAC money for future races and not have it count against the 
35 percent limit when ~omeone does oppose them. 

Each of these loopholes was used during the '94 elecuons. 
Each of them undcnnines the spirit of the law. 

1be intent of this law was to reduce the disparity in fund 
raising between incumbents who are f1n·ored by PACs and 
theirchnllengcrs who have more difficulty raising campaign 
money.

Betsy Layne girls softball 
receives grant for uniforms 

The Betsy Layne High School 
softball team will now have new uni­
forms thanks to a program sponsored 
by the Women's Sports Foundation 
and lbeCommonwealthofKentucky.

$77,000 for entering "Team Dream," 
one-hundred and fifty-word essays 
tllat told what a girls' sports team 
would do wilb the money if they won. 

All fifty-fourscbools that entered. 
including Betsy Layne High School, 
shared a settlement totaling $77,000. 
This money is being provided from a 
$7.2 million fifty-state settlement 
witll the Keels Corporation as the 
result of a price-fixing lawsuit Sev­
eral of the states, including Connecti­
cut, Kentucky, MassachusetlS, New 
Jersey and New York, chose the 
Women's Sports Foundation to re­
ceive a share of the settlement. The 
Foundation then donated the money 
for state-wide Team Dream grant 
programs.

The Team Dream program comes 
as a crucial time, as tight budgets are 
forcing high schools to slash extra­
curricular activities. Particularly vul­
nerable are girls' sportS programs, 
which traditionally receive only a 
fraction of available funds. 

Nearly forty percentofhigb school 
athletesarefemale. Yettypicallyonly 
fifteen percent of high school funds 
are allocated to girls' sports programs.

"Asapromoterofwomen'ssports, 
we are painfully aware of the finan­
cial situations many high schools face 
today and the devastating impact 
across-the-board cuts are having on 
already underfunded girls' pro­
grams," Dr. Synder said. "Although 
girls comprise almost four out of ev­
ery 10 athletes, lbey receive an esti­
mated $1.50 for every $10 allocated 
to athletic prog~s."
