Troopers earn citations and
recognition on TV program

An incident involving a Floyd
District Clerk last year has eamed
two local state police officers cita-
tions for bravery and valor and a
spot on a nationally televised crime
show.

State police sergeant Lynn
Cross and trooper Les Stapleton
were recognized for their actions
last September while answering a
complaint at the home of district
clerk Sue DeRosselt.

According to state police,
DeRossett was threatening suicide
when the two arrived at her home
and had pointed a loaded gun at the
two before they disarmed her.

Cross received the, state police
citation for bravery and Stapleton
was awarded a citation for merito-
rious service for valor.

The incident will also be fea-
tured on the television show “Real
Stories of the Highway PatroL.”

Also during the May 15 awards
ceremony, Cross and trooper
Bobby Day received the KSP's
Trooper Medal, for a lifesaving act,
for the actions involving another
incident in Floyd County.

The two officers were respond-
ing to a complaint of a burglary in
progress and arresied the suspect at
the scene. When the officers went
to talk to the victim, the man was
clutching his chest and then fell to
the floor.

The officers called for an ambu-

lance and treated the man for shock
until emergency personnel arrived.

“After being transported to an
area hospital, staff personnel said
that had it not been for the actions
of the two officers the man most
likely would have died,” according
to the press release.

In another awards ceremony [ast
month, two Floyd County state
police officers and a dispatcher

received commissioner commen-
dations.

Trooper John Hunt and Day
received commendations for dis-
arming a man earlier this year who
was threatening suicide; wrooper
Tim Engle was recognized for his
efforts to rescue a man trapped in a
cave in Pike County last year; and

A special grand jury seated
Wednesday in Floyd County to
investigate allegations of govemn-
ment corruption will begin its
probe on June 13.

The seven-man, six-woman
panel met briefly with special pros-
ecutor Larry Fentress, with the
attorney general’s office, after
being seated Wednesday and
picked the June 13 date for its first
day in session.

Two previous Floyd grand juries
requested investigations by the
attorney general’s office into alle-
gations of govemment corruption;
vote fraud related to the May 1993
primary race for judge-executive;
monies reportedly missing from the
sheriff’s office; alleged criminal
violations related to the solid waste
department; and the alleged misuse
of 911 monies.

Circuit Judges John David
Caudill and Danny Caudill
presided over the proceedings
Wednesday and told the panel they
would be meeting one or two days
every two weeks. Judge John
Caudill told jurors that it would
take about 20 days to hear evidence
in the probe.

One of the original 12 jurors
seated Wednesday was excused
from service because two of the
juror’s gisters worked for a county
official, That revelation came under
questioning by Fentress, who asked
if any members of the panel's
immediate family were employed
by an elected official. Fentress also
wanted to know if any family mem-
bers were employed by the solid
waste department and if any jurors’
immediate family were related to
candidates for judge-executive dur-
ing the May 1993 primary election.

Fentress added that that did not
mean all county officials were
under investigation.

impression every public official in
Floyd County is under investiga-
tion,” Fentress said, “Certainly, that
is not the case.”

The judges and Fentress cau-
tioned jurors 1o.take a close look at
any evidence presented during the
investigation and to look at it in “a
logical way.”

“There may be some close calls
and you'll have to make a deci-
sion,” Judge John Caudill said,
“You need to look at (the evidence)
closely. You do not determine the
guilt or innocence of anyone. You
will determine if there is probable
cause that a crime has been com-
mitted and if the person being
talked about committed a crime.”

The special grand jurors can
issue subpoenas for persons to
appear before them and they can
also order that documents be deliv-
ered to them for review.

Floyd County school board
members will have to present their
reasoning for proposed changes in
the system's five-year facility plan
to the Local Planning Commitiee
before that group will alter the plan.

The media was not advised of the
meeting and an objection was made
by the press al the May 9 school
board meeting,

Board meémbers agreed at their
May meeting that the session was
illegal and declined to review a
report from the LPC to the board.

On Tuesday, LPC co-chairman
Jody Sword said he felt the group's
May 4 meeting was legitimate
because a majority of the 16-mem-
ber board was present, Sword did
not appear o be concerned that no
notice of the meeting was given to
the media.

“If we failed to adequately pub-
licize it, I apologize,” Sword said.
*] feel it was a legal meeting.”

During Tuesday's discussion,
superintendent Steve Towler told
the LPC that three criteria must be
met before the plan can be changed.
Those issues include a change in
enrollment in the district; a change
in curriculim; and a natural disaster

or unfom occumence.

In addressing the three reasons
réquired before a change (o the plan
can be made, Towler offered
options on each.

The Floyd School System is cur-
rently losing 200 students a year,
Towler said, which may allow a
change 1o the plan regarding enroll-
ment.

As to curriculum, the superin-
tendent said that the board has
adopted the middle school concept
in the county. If the board chooses
to drop that concepl, it could be
viewed as a curriculum change.

As for an unforeseen occur-
rence, Towler suggested that
because the make up of the school
board has changed dramatically
over the last three years—including
having nine different board mem-
bers in one year—that could be an
issue.

The only current board member
who voted for the original LPC
plan is Eddie Parton.

Also Tuesday several
Prestonsburg High Scheol teachers
told the LPC that a citizens' group,
which opposes the renovation of

the school, was willing to bump the
project in favor of waitingfor funds
L0 become available 1o build a new
school.

Phil Price, a teacher, said that the
citizens" group understood that it
could be 10-15 years before monies
were available, but they were still
opposed to the planned renovation.

Deputy  superintendent  of
instruction Gary Frazier, who is on
the LPC, was appalled at that
notion,

“The kids at Prestonsburg are
not getting the same shake being
given to kids in the other three high
schools,” Frazier said. “I shudder to
think you're willing to wait 10-15
years to improve the instructional
program al the high school.”

Price said the group is opposed
to a piecemeal renovation project.

There has been no commitment
by the board to do the entire reno-
vation, estimated to cost .$7.1 mil-
lion. The board has approved phase
[ of the project, which is estimated
to cost over $3 million.

Storm aid
sought for
Floyd County

Floyd County could receive some
federal aid for storm damage caused
by storms last month if President Bill
Clinton complies with a request by
Governor Brereton C. Jonesto lend a
helping hand to the state.

Govemor Jones asked President
Clinton Wednesday to declare a ma-
jor disaster and invoke federal assis-
tance for 25 Kentucky counties, in-
cluding Floyd, that were hardest hit
by tomnadoes, severe wind and hail
storms, torrential rains and flooding
from May 13 through 19.

Although final estimates of dam-
agesincurred by the storm are not yet
available, the total as of May 31 was
more than $49.5 million. Preliminary
damage assessment surveys were
conducted by joint federal/state teams
on May 24-26.

Under Jones' request, Kentucky
officials plan to take applications for
assistance through the individual and
family grant programs. Jones also
asked for temporary housing assis-
tance; U.S. Small Business Adminis-
tration disaster loans; federal assis-
tance for public property damages;
U.S. Department of Agriculture di-
saster loans; and other related agri-
cultural assistance,

An assault case involving a Floyd
County woman was referred Lo a
grand jury Wednesday after a pre-
liminary hearing in Floyd District
Court.

When Friend attempted to put the
stake in the ground, Howell testified
thatshe told the woman, “Patty, don't
pul the stake there." Howell grabbed
the stake, she said, and then Friend
hit her in the leg with a hammer.

“I started to grab her by the hair,
but my husband said 1 couldn't do
that," Howell said,

Howell said she received treat-
ment for the wound at McDowell
Appalachian Regional Hospital.

District Judge James Allen ruled
that there was probable cause and
referred the case to the grand jury.

Also Wednesday, a felony drug
charge against a West Prestonsburg
woman was amended to a misde-
Meanor.

Robin Jarrell was charged with
cultivating marijuana, more than five
plants, after agents with the Moun-
tain Area Drug Task Force executed
a search warrant at her home last
month. Officers found over 30 mari-
juana plants growing in the home and
a small amount of processed mari-
juana and drug paraphemalia.

Assistant County Attomey Bob
Bishop said that he had discussed the

E-911 board discusses

Mapping the county and getting
enhanced 911 for Floyd County was
the major thrust of the E911 board
meeting Wednesday afternoon,

Roger Reckienwald, director of
the Big Sandy Area Development
District, said there were three main
steps to the mapping; identification,
addressing and notification.

Recktenwald said the Harold Tele-
phone Company and South Central
Bell were working with them to get
all the names entered into the phone
companies’ databases.

“We are merging our information
with South Central Bell,”
Recktenwald said. “However, we are
primarily using their database tomake

A problem with mapping is that
notall county roads had official names
or physical addresses, said
Recktenwald. He also said thatutility
companies have their own physical
names that differ from the 911 map-

_ping.

Recktenwald suggested that the
fiscal court pass an ordinance or de-
clare legally what the physical ad-
dresses are for the county that every-
one can use.

“We need official physical ad-
dresses that everyone uses,”
Recktenwald said. “I don’t know
about the legalities of doing that."

He did say that while the physical
addresses will change, people will
continue to get mail at their post
office box addresses.

Before enhanced 911 can be imple-
mented, 95 percent of the addressing
has to be entered into the telephone
companies’ databases.

Floyd County Judge-Executive
Bob Meyer said that 63 percent is
complete for South Central Bell and
aboul 75 percent is complete for
Harold Telephone Company.

“Part of my frustration is I can’t
get a realistic date when 95 percent
will be complete,” Meyer said. “I
can't give a date when enhanced 911
will be complete.”

Meyer suggested starting with
basic 911 and then, when 95 percent
of the addressing is complete, move
to enhanced 911 (E911).

“Everyone has assumed they've
been paying for enhanced,” Floyd
County Sheriff Paul Hunt Thompson
said. “If we put in basic we should

authorize a cut in the rate,”

Prestonsburg Mayor Jerry Fannin
said the city has basic 911 now in the
1010 number.

“If the 911 goes to Pike County it
won't benefit the residents because
1010 is just as good,” Fannin said.

Fannin said the city and the
sheriff’ s office will still have to have
24 hours dispatching service, if 911
is done through Kentucky State Po-
lice.

“We will be duplicating services
and the residents will pay twice for
the services through taxes, he added.

Fannin said the city and the
sheriff's office should kick in funds
to supplement 911 revenue.

Thompson agreed, saying that 80
percent of his calls are law enforce-
ment, the same amount as KSP,

“We can have the best technology
and it will pull other agencies up,”
Thompson said. “It(911) won’tbring
other departments up if it (911) is
sent up the road.”

Prestonsburg Fire Department
Chief Tom Blackburn agreed, saying
the department will lose personal
contact and vital information if KSP,
instead oflocal dispatchers, adminis-
ters the program.

Blackbum said local dispatchers
would eliminate turn-around time.

Meyer said the board would need
to meet two more times before the
next fiscal court meeting. He asked
Fannin and Thompson to comeé up
with figures to compare the cost of
having 911 left in the county or dis-
patched through the KSP.

Every so often itis incumbent
upon us to remind public offi-
cials and representatives of pub-
lic officials of the laws that gov-
ern their meetings and records.

Because it is a public agency,
the LPC must follow the guide-
lines set out in state Open Meet-
ings laws, which require those
agencies to notify the public and
the press of regular and special
meetings.

The Floyd County LPC vio-
lated the provisions of Open
Meetingslaws a few weeks back,
when they met without notify-
ing us and they had to redo that
session this week.

The chairman of the LPC ap-
parently misunderstood the rea-
son his group was required to
meet again, claiming that be-

cause a quorum was present at
the first meeting, that session
was legal.

Of course the impropriety had
nothing to do with how many
members were there at the first
meeting, it concerned the LPC's
failure to properly serve notice
of the meeting.

In response to that issue, the
chairman noted that if the meet-
ing was not adequately publi-
cized, he was sorry.

Whether thatapology was sin-
cere or sarcastic, is of no par-
ticular concern to us, though we
suspectthe latteris the case here.

The meeting was illegal.

Public officials may sneerand
scoff all they wish at laws de-
signed to protect the public's
right to know, but we take those
rights very seriously.

No amount of derision aimed
our way will change our atti-
tudes, either.

Mistakes happen, too, and we
try to give the benefit of doubt
and a second chance to officials
whose intentions are good but
understanding of the law isn't.

Those who are uncomfortable
conducting the public's business
in the open, on the other hand,
might be more comfortable get-
ting out of the public business
business altogether.

Health board
sends letters
about insurance

The Kentucky Health Policy
Board recently approved a letter that
they will ask all bealth insurance car-
riers in the state to send to their poli-
cyholders. This effort will get infor-
maltion directly into the hands of in-
sured Kentuckians about the health
insurance changes which take effect
in July. Insurance carriers are re-
quested to include the letter when
they send out other informationabout
reforms to their policyholders and
when soliciting policy renewals.

“This letter gives the Board an
opportunity to tell Kentuckians how
insurance refonms will benefit them,"
said Board Chairman, Jack Hall. “The
insurance reforms contained in
Kentucky's health reform law cor-
rect many of the problems that citi-
zens and businesses face in today’s
insurance market." House Bill 250,
which established Kentucky's healih
carereforms, was signed into law last
April by Governor Jones.

“The letter, which begins “Dear
Insured Kentuckian,” addresses many
of the misconceptions aboul the in-
surance changes in H.B. 250. The
letter provides a brief history of health
reform, a statement about the need
for insurance reforms, and some de-
tails about the five major compo-
nents of insurance reform, The letter
closes with an 800 number available
for those with additional questions.

The plaintiffs’ lead attorney, Ned
Pillersdorf, of Prestonsburg, Success-
fully argued that the employees were
fired because they were supporters of
former County Judge-executive
Clyde Johns.

Jordan’s attorney, Allen Button of
Louisville, said the employees were
fired because of the poor financial
shape Johns had left the county in.
Button said this was the reason Johns

The judgment could throw the al-
ready-struggling county into a finan-
cial crisis, because the county's in-
surance carrier probably will not
cover the claim,

“Anytimea federal court rules that
something was done for political rea-
sons, it's considered an intentional
act and then insurance will not cover
it,” John Griggs, executive director
of the Kentucky Associationof Coun-
ties, said, “The insurance covers pro-
viding a defense and will continue to
cover it if an appeal is filed, but if
reinstatement is ruled, itwill notcover
that.”

The original lawsuit was filed on
January 28, 1994, and named Jordan
individually and in his official capac-
ity, as well as the Lawrence County
Fiscal Court. The suit had asked for
an injuction to reinstate the employ-
ees’ jobs.

Button is reviewing the case 1o
decide whether or not to file an ap-

peal,
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Slater’s suitclaims “are nowhere used
as criteria in determining class

School District Administrative
Assistant Jim Clay said, however,
that Belfry High has used AC.T.
scores as criteria prior o this year, as
has other high schools, such as Phelps
and Elkhorn City.

ments for designation of valedicto-
rian and salutatorian,” he said.

Because of discrepancies in the
board's handbook, there have been
quite a few problems over the past
few years dealing with the selection
of valedictorians and salutatorian.

Hopkins noted that requirements
for the district’s Gold Seal Curricu-
lum for Valedictorian and Salutato-
rian were added to the handbook duor-
ing Larry Burke’s administration, and
that he could find no board policy
supporting it.

Also, the district’s “weighted
credit,” established by this policy, is
to be removed in 1996.

Recently the board increased the
number of units for graduation to 28,
and Hopkins said the requirements,
to be effective in 1998, will have to
be changed because of that

A hearing before Circuit Judge
Eddie Coleman was set Wednesday
afternoon.

UK teacher wins suit
against coal company

AUniversity of Kentucky instruc-
tor won a suit against aMartin County
Coal Corporation last week in the
Martin Circuit Court after two days
of testimony and two and one half
hours of jury delibertion.

Bonita Gail Cooper was awarded
a total of $326,900 as compensation
for injuries received during a field
trip to a Martin County Coal Corpo-
ration (MCCC) mining operation in
September 1993.

Cooper, who missed a total of
eight months work after the accident,
sued MCCC for damages incurred
when she and two other UK commu-
nity college teachers were hit by a
falling piece of coal while touring a
MCCC facility on a field trip.

According to testimony at the trial,
atotal of twelve UK instructors from
various community colleges through-
out the UK system took the tour spon-
sored by MCCC.

Cooper testified that she was ap-
prehensive about entering the coal
mine but was told by Elmer Howard,
safety director at MCCC, that the
chances of her being injured were
“about like winning the lottery.”

However, Cooper was hit on the
neck and shoulders by a piece of coal
that fell approximately three feet from
the roof of the mine the group was
touring.

Estimates about the size and
weight of the piece of coal differed.
Howard said he saw the piece of coal
about five minutes before it fell but
did not think it was a serious threat.

He said the coal was about 2'x3’
and about two and one half inches
thick and weighed about 50 pounds.

Two other UK instructors, both
females, were injured in the incident.
One was taken toalocal hospital and
the other refused treatment at the
time of the incident. Both testified at
last week’'s trial on behalf of the plain-

tiff.

Martin County Coal Human Re-
sources ManagerJ. Mack Preece said
Saturday, May 27, that his company
will appeal the verdict.

Preece issued the following press
release:

“Martin County Coal Corporation
is extremely disappointed with the
“jury decision” regarding the claims
of Mrs. Bonita Gail Cooper. We cer-
tainly disagree with the seriousness
of the incident and plan to file an
appeal.

“This is very unfortunate for ev-
eryone concerned, This typeof award
makes it difficult for companies to
stay competitive and drives the cost
of doing business up in this area. We
plan to vigorously appeal this deci-
sion."

The breakdown of the jury award
o Cooper was:

» Mental and physical suffering:
$150,000

* Permanent impairment of power
to earn money: $100,000

» Hospital expenses: $38,300

= Lost wages: $18,000

* Future medical expenses:
$20,000

Cooper, who is back to work now,
must pay back the money she drew
from Kentucky Workman's Compen-
sation and the amount her medical
insurance paid for out of the award.

MCCC was represented in the case
by Pikeville attomeys Baird, Baird,
and Baird. Cooper was represented
by John Lackey of Richmond, who
was assisted in jury selection and
other matters by former State Senator
and Pikeville attorney Kelsey Friend,

Circuit Judge James A, Knight
presided over the trial which pro-
duced one of the largest monetary
awards ever given to an individual
against a coal company in Martin
Circuit Court.

Pike County residents honored
during KSP awards ceremony

Three Pike County residents were
honored during the annual Kentucky
State Police Awards Ceremony in
Frankfort, for their act of bravery.

Kentucky State Police Commis-
sioner Jerry Lovitt presented Michael
John Potter and Joshua Coleman, both
of Ashcamp, and James Sargent, of
Burdine, with the KSP Certificate for
Meritorious Achievement and the
honorary title of Colonel, Aide de
Camp to the Commissioner, for their
rescue of two men trapped in a cave.

The citation read as follows:

On March 26, 1994, Trooper Tim
Epgle of the Pikeville Post, two civil-
ians, Michael John Potter and Joshua
Darrell Coleman, and James Sargent,
amember of the Shelby Valley Res-
cue Squad, volunteered 1o enter a
cave near Ashcamp where two hunt-
ers had sought refuge from a storm
and became trapped.

To reach the cave, the rescuers

had to climb one mile up a steep
mountain in the pouring rain. Once
inside, Potter and Coleman directed
the group, as they were familiar with
the cave and knew where the two
hunters might be. Crawling on their
stomachs and sometimes pushing
themselves on their backs, they inched
their way through narrow openings
and treacherous passages for 300 feet.

They found some of the hunters’
gear and, pushing on, located the two
individuals in a 30-foot cavern. They
tied ropes together, pulled the young
men 1o safety and led them back out
the cave, The entire rescue operation
took three hours.

Without regard for their own
safety, Potter, Coleman and Sargent
volunteered to help in this perilous
rescue. Under very dangerous condi-
tions, they acted with great courage
and judgment and, because of their

Appeals court upholds

conviction of LeMaster

A panel of three judges for the sixth circuit Court of
Appeals voted 2-1 to uphold the conviction of former
state Senator David LeMaster of Paintsville in a split
decision handed down Thursday, May 25.

Judges Robert E. De Mascio and Comnelia Kenney
agreed with the verdict, while Judge Nathaniel R. Jones
disagreed.

LeMaster was convicted of lying to FBI agents in
January 1994. He was one of 21 defendants convicted in
operation Boptrot, a federal probe into corruption in state
govemment.

The FBI said LeMaster received $6,000 in cash from
alobbyistin 1992, and then lied to them about it. He was
sentenced to one year in prison and fined $30,000 plus
$25,149.60 in costs.

The defense contended that LeMaster's answer of
“no” to several questions does not constitute providing
false information to the FBI.

LeMaster remains free on bond until his appeal can be
heard.

The design was submitted by
Risner to the postal service in
Louisville, who approved the
cancellation mark for use.

“They said it was one of the best
pieces of artwork they had,”
Postmaster Risner said about the
cancellation design.

Risner said that it is not difficult
for an organization to obtain a
special pictorial cancellation. A
letter of request, accompanied by
camera-ready artwork provided by
the sponsor, must be given to the
local postmaster 12 weeks prior to
the event to allow time for national
publicity through the United States
Postal Service.

Once the artwork is approved by
the Louisville office, it is returned
to the local postmaster. A rubber
cancellation stamp is then made
from the design for use at the local
post office.

A special pictorial cancellation
is honored by the postal service
only 30 days after the date on the
cancellation.

The Middle Creek cancellation
will appear in the national postal
magazine and the postal bulletin
“that goes all over the world,”
Risner said. The postmaster expects
requests for the cancellation from
stamp collectors throughout the
country.

One of the goals of the preserva-
tion society and the battlefield
foundation is to create a battlefield
park at the original site of the
battle. The site is located at the
intersection of State Route 114
(Mountain Parkway) and State
Route 404, three miles west of
Prestonsburg,

Fitzpatrick said that money
gamered from the sale of the
special Middle Creek envelopes
and post cards will have a two-fold

rpose.

“One is to put the yearly re-
enactment on a sound financial
footing, and also to use for other
interpretations that might be
developed on the battlefield,”
Fitzpatrick said.

Other towns in Kentucky whose
special Civil War cancellation
stamps have been approved for
release on June 29 are Perryville,
Hodgenville, and Fairview.
