A train derailment and coal spill
poses nothing but a cleaning nui-
sance, according to Frankfort offi-
cials.

Twenty-six cars of a 100-car CSX
coal train broke free at approximately
midnightbetween West Prestonsburg
and Cliff Monday night. Twenty-four
of the cars derailed. According o Joe
Schmidt of the Natural Resources
and Environmental Protection
Cabinet’s Division of Water, “Tons
of coal were thrown around.”

An inspector for the division ex-
amined the derailment site on Tues-
day and found no environmental dan-
ger from the spill or safety violations.
The exact cause of the derailment
was not evident.

The line remains closed as CSX
workers clean up the spilled coal. No
time was set for the line’s reopening.

Standard procedure in derailment
situations is to notify the Cabinet in
any case where an environmental
danger may occur. The Division of

FEMA office opens in Floyd
after emergency declaration

A service center to aid victims of
storms that whipped through Floyd
County in May opened Monday in
the Prestonsburg National Guard
Armory on Auxier Road.

The Federal Emergency Manage-
ment Agency (FEMA) opened the
center June 26 after Floyd and Pike
counties were added to a Presidential
Declaration made on June 13 that
released emergency funds to Ken-
tucky counties hardest hit by the tor-
nadoes, hail storms and [looding that
occurred throughout the state May
13-19.

The initial declaration provided
public assistance funds Lo the county,
but did not provide individual assis-
lance to county residents. Floyd
County was added to the list after
FEMA had assessed the damage.

Through the Individual Assistance
Program of FEMA, Floyd County
residents canreceive temporary hous-
ing, disaster loans to repair or replace
homes, and individual and family
grants, Lynn Keeting, public affairs
officer with FEMA, said Monday.

If a home is deemed uninhabitable
by FEMA inspectors, the agency can
provide temporary housing, Keeling
explained. Funds are aiso available

for minimal home repair through in-
dividual and family grants.

Grant funds can also be used for
cleaning expenses, replacement of
clothing and necessary household
items. Individuals affected by the
storms can also received reimburse-
ments for medical or dental expenses.

A major component of the emer-
gency help available is the Small

Business Administration (SBA)
Loans, Keeting said. The SBA Loans
can help homeowners, renters, or
business ownersrepair or replace their
properties if the damage is not cov-
ered by insurance, Jim Walfrand, SBA
loan officer, said Monday at the Pres-
tonsburg center.

Transfer station
expected to open
in early July

A countywide cleanup sponsored
by the Floyd County Fiscal Court is
still on hold pending the completion
of a (ransfer station at Garth.

Solid waste commissioners dis-
cussed the cleanupatMonday' s board
meeting and director Mike Vance
told the panel that Rumpke of Ken-
tucky should have the facility open
by July 1 or shortly thereafter. Vance
explained that a definite time period
for the cleanup cannot be set until the
facility opens.

Vance said the transfer station will
also serve as a conveni¢nce center,
which means that persons can take
trash to the station for disposal.

Commissioner David Layne sug-
gested that persons be allowed to
deposit trash free at the facility dur-
ing the cleanup campaign.

Vance said he would discuss the
issue with Rumpke officials and re-
port back 10 the board.

Vance also suggested that the
cleanup may be scheduled laterin the
year because Rumpke is closing a

portion of its Montgomery County
landfill and waste will have to be
taken to the Cooksey Brothers Boyd
County landfill,

On July 1, more stringent state
regulations will kick in requiring land-
fill operators to adhere 1o more envi-
ronmentally prolective standards. It
is expected to take a few weeks past
that deadline for Rumpke's Mont-
gomery and Pendleton County land-
fills to be permitied by the state.

Transporting waste (o the Boyd
County landfill could cost more to
dump per ton and only certain types
of waste will be accepted, Vance
said. Vance added that if the cleanup
cannot be scheduled this week, the
commission may want o look be-
yond “hot weather” and reconsider
the cleanup dale.

In other business Monday, ecol-
ogy officer Lonnie May reported that
adumpon the Allen/Banner road had
been cleaned up and that six tractor-
trailer loads of garbage had been re-
moved from the site,

Wayland council gives green light
to city’s sewage system project

After a public hearing Thursday;
it appears that not only is Wayland
city council ready to proceed with a
proposed sewage system project, but
so are the residents of Wayland.

Anne Chaney, with the Big Sandy
Area Development District
(BSADD), and Wayland City Coun-
cil, heldapublichearing tomake sure
Wayland residents wanted to begin
working on the proposed $1.4 mil-
lion sewage system project,

The project involves installing a
gravity flow sewage system, which
means installing sewage pipes, a lift
station, a sewage treatment plant and
sealing existing manholes.

Chaney said most of the project
will be funded through grants,

The city of Wayland is eligible for
up to $1 million in Community De-
velopment Block Grants (CDBG) and
$200,000 in Rural Development
grants. So, the council must finance
another $200,000, Chaney said..

The city also must purchase a site
for the sewage treatment plant,

Chaney said fouror five sites have
been looked atand that all are outside
city limits and out of the 100 year
flood plain.

At Thursday’s meeting, a number

of residents voiced concems about
the residents’ cost in repaying the
loan,

Chaney said thatpartof the CDBG
grant can help residents who are low
to moderate income pay for the tap-
on fee. All residents, though, will
have to pay a monthly sewage bill
which Chaney estimated will be about
$30 per month. Once the project is
complete, the monthly bill may be
higheror lower, she said.

Despite some concern over the
extra $30 per month, the consensus
of the group seemed to be that the
project was a one chance opportu-
nity.

“If you don't have asewer system,
there won't be enough people left to
be a city. If the EPA had come in, this
would already be a ghost town," said
one resident.

Anotherresidentsaid, “Tdon’tlook
forward to another bill, but it is nec-
essary.”

With the support of those atiend-
ing Thursday’s meeting, the council
passed a resolution to proceed with
the project and authorized the use of
$2,000 towards:légali fees and othen
necessities for the project.

In other council business, Mayor
Gene Mullins asked that all residents
write a letter to him or to the council
about the sewage system problem.

State may begin
testing fly ash
used as gravel on
track parking lot

State officials are expecied 1o be
asked 1o conduct testing on fly ash
material that was dumped during con-
struction of the parking lot at the
Thunder Ridge racetrack last year.

It was reported Monday that fly
ash, gravel-like pellets that are a
byproduct of burned coal, was used
instead of gravel on a portion of the
track’s parking lot.

Julian Carroll, a stockholder in
Appalachian Racing, which ownsthe
Augxier track, was reported as saying
he will ask state officials to test the
material, which he said was mixed
with gravel and placed on the parking
lot.

Fly ash is categorized as special
waste under state regulations because
the pellets contain arsenic and heavy
metals, whichin large quantities poses
a risk to human health and ground
water supplies.

The fly ash used at Thunder Ridge
was reportedly given to the racing
company by Nancye Blackburn, a
Pikeville businesswoman, Blackburn
réportedly gave away the fly ash that
was used on the track.

Blackburn was hired by Costain
Coal to dispose of fly ash until the
Ivel landfill was permitted. State of-
ficials ordered Blackbum to stop al-
lowing the material (o be dumped on
building sites in Pike County because
she was not adhering to permit re-
quirements.

In 1993, Costain Coal at Ivel an-
nounced that it was building a fly ash
landfill in Floyd County, which drew
opposition from some Floyd County
residents. That opposition died down
when Costain officials announced that
a plastic liner would be used at the
landfill site.

Costain built the landfill as part of
a deal to sell coal to Florida utility
company. The deal included that the
utility company could ship back to
Eastern Kentucky the fly ash pro-
duced from the coal sold by Costain.

According to Costain vice presi-
dent Jack Nichol, Florida officials
insisted that the material couldnot be
disposed of anywhere but in a per-
mitted landfill,

State officials said that the track
owrlers will have to contact the Divi-
sion of Waste Management to have
the material tested.

MAKING THE RIGHT CHOICE
by Rev. David B. Powers, Sch.P.

There have been several radio and
television commercials aired recently
asking people tosign the back of their
Kentucky driver's license if they
would like to donate their vital or-
gans to someone who really needs
them. The expectation is that the doc-
tor will indeed wait for you to die
before removing them. This is called
the “dead donor" rule.

It seems the American Medical
Association's Council on Ethical and
Judicial Affairs would like to amend
that rule to allow for the removal of
vital organs from people who are
alive but whose quality of life is
deemed by them to be at an unaccepl-
able level. On the one hand are thou-
sands of people who just need a vital
transplant to resume their normal,
bealthy lives, and who will probably
die without one, and on the other
hand are hundreds of human lives,
which cost millions of dollars tokeep

alive and who can probably never be
expected tolead a “normal” life. One
would think the right moral choice (0
make would be an easy one, or is it?
Three years ago in Florida, the
parents of anewborn child born with-
out the major thinking par of the
brain wanted (o donate the baby’s
organs. Such anencephalic children
usually live only a few days. If the
child is given those few days 1o live,
its organs will begin to die with the
child. Atdeath, they will be useless.
Removing the organs for transplan-
tation while the child is still alive
mightallowa child elsewhere o live.
The parents wanted some good (o
come outof theirtragedy, butaFlorida
court rightly said no. “One does not
do good by doing evil." One cannot
deliberately shorten an innocent hu-
man life, even for the sake of others.
That case, however, would not
die. The AMA's ethics council re-
cently published a statement support-
ing the use of anencephalics as organ
donors—even before they die. There

isa great need for their organs, writes
the council, butcurrent law “requires
persons to be dead™ first. You can
morally kill an anencephalic, they
argue, because itis notreally human,
because it has no capacity for con-
sciousness, thought, or pain. It can-
not be said to possess “interests,”
even an interest in its own life. Tak-
ing it, therefore, violates no ethical
norms.

Aside from the arguments that can
be made regarding how we can be so
certain of the blankness of the
anencephalic’s experience, there is
still the central moral principle of
respect for innocent life. The council
argues that while it is an absolute
value in the sense that it exists irre-
spective of a person’s quality of life,
itis not an absolute value in the sense
of overriding all other values. Rather,
itmust be balanced with other impor-
tant social values, including the fun-
damental social value of saving lives.

To many people this argument
makes a lot of sense, but for the

Legislators’ tax increase proves
they’re out of touch

It's amazing what some people
will say. The real estate tycoon,
Donald Trump, was quoted as say-
ing, “I couldn’t be happy if I were
poor. I'm just too spoiled...I think
fear drives certain people, and it cer-
tainly drives me-—the fear of not be-
ing able to get what I want.”

And a New York Daily News so-
ciety columnist once asked, “How
does one explain to a blue-collar
worker trying to make ends meet, the
horrors of owning your own yacht?"

Sound out of touch? Well, how
about the legislators in Congress look-
ing to provide the wealthiest Ameri-
cans with a tax cut, while raising
taxes on the lowest income workers
in this country?

I's getting harder and harder for
working families o made ends meet,
especially those working full-time at
minimum wage jobs, After account-
ing for inflation, the minimum wage
is 26 percent below its average level
in the 1970s. That places the mini-

mum wage at its second lowest level
in 40 years. And, according (o the

Christian there must be some serious
problems with it. Christians maintain

Nigerian priest visits 1

A communications professor from
the University of Lagos in Nigeria
has spent nearly a month in Eastern
Kentucky, preaching for hisreligious
community and visiting area radio
and television stations and newspa-
pers. The Reverend John E. Nwanze,
O.P.recently preached at St. Martha's
Roman Catholic Church in Prestons-
burg and visited WQHY and WMD)]
as well as the offices of the Floyd
County Times.

Father John is a member of the
Inter-African Dominicans, one of
several branches of a Catholic reli-
gious community founded by St.
Dominic de Guzman in 1216. The
foundation of the order was the result
of aneed for mobile educated preach-
ers, who imitated the early apostolic
community in their lifestyle and min-
istry. He was one of the first two
Nigerian Dominician priests and has
been a Dominican for the past twenty-
eight years and an ordained priest for
twenty years.

The second of nine children and
the son of a ferry boat operator and a
housewife, he is a faculty member in
the Mass Communications Depart-
ment of the University of Lagos,
where last semester he taught courses
in feature writing and rural broad-
casting. He was also an instructor at
the Mass Communications Training
Center in Kaduna, where he taught
radio and television production.

Last weekend he made a mission
appeal at St. Martha’s parish, ex-
plaining the work of his religious
community in Ghanaand Nigeriaand
how important it is for the gospel
message to reach everyone, from
those people living in crowded cities
to those living in huts in isolated
valleys.

Since like Nigeria, much of East-
ern Kentucky is also rural, Father
John was particularly interested in
visiting local radio and (¢levision sta-
tions as well as newspapers (o see the
equipment and facilities used in this
country. He wasespecially interested
in the radio stations, since, in Nige-
ria, more people receive their local
and national information by listening
to the radio than by any other media.
Many of the people do not have ac-
cess (o or cannot read newspapers
and do not have television sets, o the
very few state run radio stations are
by far the primary way important
information becomes available to the

le.
pcol;{:e was especially surprised o
learn how much freedom American
radio stations have in sclecting their
formats and choices of programming.

In Nigeria the government has tradi-
tionally maintained rather tight con-
trol on what is aired and when it is
aired and there is always someone in
the control room whose job it i (o
make certain the station airs what it
should and when itshould, However,
things are beginning to change. Re-
cently, a private radio station was
allowed to operate in Nigeria, and it
has quickly become one of the most
popular stations. It is more powerful
than mostof the other stations and for
the very first time a radio station now
‘operates twenty-four hours a day in
that country.

In Floyd and Pike counties, Fr.
John visited a wide variety of sta-
tions, from the powerful 100,000 watt
WQHY, with its adult contemporary
formatand largely compulerized pro-
gramming, to the 6,000 watt WMDJ,
with its country format and which
still sometimes utilizes traditional
turntables, to the recently established
3,000 watt WPKE, with its classic
rock format. He also visited both

Fr. John was an altar server in the
Dominican parish he attended while
growing up, which is where he first
contemplated having a priestly voca-
tion, That is why he says he has a
special place in his heart for altar
servers. He later joined the commu-
nity and received his BA degree in
Divinity at a local seminary. He was
then sent to Canada to complete his
master’s degree in Communications
at the University of Windsor.

His philosophy of life is largely
based upon a passage he once read
written by Chinua Achebe, a cel-
ebrated Nigerian novelist: “Man is
like a sacrificial ram, that does not
show ils feelings except by the gentle
trembling of its body.” He found that
passage rather interesting when he
first read it, although he had no idea
what it meant, but later, he came to
realize that it could be arather impor-
tant philosophy of life, one which he
continues to live by to this day.

During his stay in the United States
Father John preached at St. Michael's
in Paintsville, St. Martha's in Pre-
stonsburg, and St. Francisin Pikeville,
before continuing on to preach in
Lexington and later to the Dominican
mission office in Washington, D.C.

SLUMPS TAKE THEIR TOLL
IN SEAON’S FIRST-HALF

From time to time, practically ev-
ery Winston Cup team goes through
a period of misfortune. Whether rac-
ing accidents, the inability to get the
handle or set-up right, or mechanical
failure, slumps occur in the shops of
even the circuit’s most talented pi-
lots.

And the 1995 season is no differ-
ent. Through the series’ first 14 events,
several teams have found themselves
dealing with the kind of exposure
they would rather do without. Instead

of partaking in victory lane celebra-

tions, some are faced with finding a
path out of the doldrums of medioc-
rity.

Perhaps no one has suffered a se-
vere run of bad luck such as the one
that Ken Schrader is currently com-
bating at this stage of the season.

The driver of the number 25
Budweiser Chevrolet has all the nec-
essary ingredients to cook up a suc-
cessful campaign on America’s hot-
test racing series.

A talented driver, a capable crew,
perhaps the best engines on the tour,
a multiple-win car owner, and one of
the premier sponsorships in
NASCAR, however, Schrader has yet
to break the gates of victory lane in
1995. In fact, Schrader has not won a
Winston Cup race since the 1991
season,

Schrader’s team is one of three
operations owned by Hendrick
Motorsports. The Rick Hendrick
stablesare currently enjoying ahighly
successful season. Schrader team-
mates Jeff Gordon and Terry Labonie
have combined for 5 wins in the

season’s first 14 events,

But Schrader finds himself mired
in the muck of the worst of luck.

In the Coca-Cola 600 at Charlotte,
Schrader led nearly half the race,
only to suffer disappointment as his
engine went sour in the event's final
laps.

At Michigan, Schrader suffered
an oil leak on the race’s opening lap.
These are just a couple of examples
that have limited the driver to only 5
top-tens and a 12th place showing in
points,

But Schrader isn’t the only driver
wading through murky waters. A year
ago, the Robert Yates Texaco team
and driver Emie Irvan were locked
into a very tight points battle with
Dale Earnhardt, However, with new
driver Dale Jarrett onboard, the points
battle is but a distant dream for the
otherwise highly successful team.

Locked in at 14th in the point
standings, Jarrett has only been able
to muster 6 top-tens, which is defi-

afford the $10 registration fee and
that he wants to be able to insure
that all kids will be able to play.

Former Drift resident keeps
the peace in Macedonia

Smoke from wood burning fires drifts above
the tiny mountain village into the valley below,
while snow flakes silently blanket the country-
side.

This greeting card setting lulls the young
American soldier back to thoughts of better
days in Drift. As he dreams of family and
friends back home, a sudden gust of icy wind
snaps him back to reality.

Army Pvt. Leonard J. Sayers, son of Sherry
L. and Leonard J. Sayers Jr. of Drift, was one
of more than 500 American soldiers assigned
to the United Nations peacekeeping force in
the former Yugoslavian Republic of
Macedonia. Working with soldiers from
Sweden, Finland, and Denmark, the United
Nations is ensuring the warring factions bat-
tling in Serbia don’t violate the delicate peace
of the former Yugoslavian republics.

Sayers, 20, is a food services specialist with
the 3rd Battalion, 5th Cavalry Regiment, Kirch
Goins, Germany. However, this U.N, mission,
labeled “Able Sentry,” is a little different than
most assignments soldiers are familiar with.

“I work at Camp Able Sentry’s dining facili-
ty here in Macedonia, and we’re here to keep
the soldiers in this camp, as well as those at
the outposts, well fed and supplied with the
right foods to keep them healthy,” said Sayers.

When not manning one of the nine observa-
tion posts, soldiers return to base camp, Camp
Able Sentry, on the outskirts of the capital city,
Skopje. The deployed soldiers spend most of
their six months at this converted old
Yugoslavian army post, where they play a sup-
port role. Here they pull duty as part of the
quick reaction force, and support the observa-
tion posts in case of emergency. By most stan-
dards, the facilities are bleak or non existent.

The peacekeeping mis-

sion for the men and women
of the 1st Armored Division
lasts for six months, when
they will be replaced by
another American unit.

For Sayers, that means
returning to life and duty in
Germany,

“My job in Germany is
about the same as here, but
there’s not as much to do
here. We have a lot more
choices of food to cook in
Germany, but here we’re
limited to what foods we’re
supplied to cook with.
However, we do our best to
provide the highest quality
of food services for the sol-
diers deployed,” Sayers
said.

“We have more responsi-
bility on this deployment,
but we also make a little
more money. It's pretty sad
to see how bad the
Macedonians have to live.
I’ve seen so much economic
trouble among the people,
and they have to work so
hard to get by.”

For Sayers, and the other
American peacekeepers
patrolling this tense border
between two former
Yugoslavian republics, even
a picture postcard setting
can’t relieve the loneliness
of family separation.

Food service

“Camp life is fine, except for the fact
that there’s hardly anything to do and
nowhere to go,” said Sayers. “We usually
play cards and board games, and we also
try to work out regularly to keep in shape.

“The U.N. keeps us from being com-
pletely bored by bringing in singing bands
and comedians for entertainment and to
help us relax. But I think most people here
just miss their families, and just miss being
able to go where they want and do what
they want.”

First conquered by King Antigonus II of
Macedonia in the 3rd century B.C., the
country and people have been ruled and
influenced by many nations—from the
Romans, Serbia, Bulgarians and Turks of
the Ottoman Empire. Finally, it was
annexed as one of the Socialist Federal
Republics of Yugoslavia. The people
remained under the control of the Yugoslav
communists until 1991 when they seceded
from Yogoslavia. Today, the history and
customs are a reflection of their past.

“Macedonia is a beautiful place, with a
lot of beautiful mountains and landscapes.
The people seem different from a lot of
other people I’ve met, but they are very
nice to us,” said Sayers. “They also like the
idea that we’re here to support them and
help them get back on their feet.”

The Green Allen Brooks Story

Lee County, Virginia, officers Arch Redmond and
Bob Bailey went to the 20-acre farm of Green Allen
Brooks, in the westernmost section of Virginia, on July
18, 1935, to arrest his son-in-law Luther Poore on a
fugitive warrant from Kentucky.

Although Brooks was 80 years old at the time he
looked much younger. He was in excellent health,
weighting roughly 170 while standing about six foot
one. He was an avid reader but never wore glasses.

Brooks had been picking blackberries before return-
ing to his porch where he sat down to read a copy of the
Pathfinder, which was his favorite reading. He had seen
Redmond and Bailey drive slowly by on Highway 58
several times but when they stopped at the road and
started toward the house, it made his heart race.

Redmond noticed Brooks on his front porch and sug-
gested that Bailey talk to the elderly man alone so as not
10 antagonize him.

“He'’s not gonna tell you anything, but maybe you
can learn something,” Redmond told his partner. “T'll
wail for you.”

Bailey proceeded on up to the Brooks house
although he dreaded it because of earlier problems with
the aged man.

“Green Allen, I'm gonna be running for office this
fall and I'd like to have your vote,” Bailey blurted out
in an effort to break the ice upon arriving at the house.
Soon Bailey got around (o mentioning his warrant for
Luther Poore.

“I just can't help you,” Brooks responded. “Even if 1
could I wouldn’t. I told you and Arch to stay off my
property.”

Meanwhile Deputy Redmond was surveying the area
when he caught a glimpse of Poore who was walking
through Brooks’ cornfield toward the bam.

Redmond took off running toward the field while
yelling at Bailey, “He’s in the cornfield.” Bailey joined
the chase firing several shots with one bullet ricochet-
ing off Poore’s knee.

“Halt right there, damn you,” Bailey yelled.

Poore ran into a thicket which slowed him down so
much the officers were soon upon him and he gave up.
Green Allen and his sickly wife Sally and 17-year-old
daughter Beatrice (Luther’s wife) felt helpless as they
listened from the house, They thought Luther may be
seriously wounded or even dead.

When the two lawmen passed by the Brodks home
on their way to the car, Poor’s face was bleeding from
the scratches he received when he fell into the briars.
Luther’s wife, who was recently discharged from the
Middlesboro Hospital, saw her bleeding, disheveled
husband and became hysterical. Tension and hatred ran
thick as Bailey pushed her away and harshly told Green
Allen to “git back in the house.”

Green Allen went into the house as the officers
walked on down the hill with his son-in-law. But he
picked up his .38 Winchester rifle from the comer of the
room and proceeded onto the front porch which over-
looked the path to the road.

As the officers walked down the steps with Poore,
they began to scuffle and Green Allen leveled his rifle
and shot Redmond who was about fifty feet below the
house. He fell, dying almost instantly with the bullet
entering his right side and exiting just above the left
hip. His gun was still holstered and fully loaded.

Poore continued to scuffle with Bailey who had
drawn his pistol.

“Drop that gun Bailey,” Green Allen bellowed ont
from above. “Drop that gun."

A shot then reverberated from the hillside. Bailey
slumped momentarily before taking a few erratic steps,
crossing a small bridge, before falling dead in the tall
grass. The bullet entered his body immediately under
the left shoulder blade and was found near the left col-
lar bone.

Poore broke away and ran back to the house.

Hubert Williams, a neighbor living nearby, immedi-
ately ran to the scene to be of assistance but found both
officers dead.

Middlesboro Police Chief Charles Minton was in
Virginia on business and came upon the shooting soon
after it happened, He called Lee County Sheriff Robert
Giles and also called Bell County Sheriff R. W.
Ridings, probably due to the Kentcky warrant for
Luther Poore.

The body of Arch Redmond, age 45, was taken to the
Minton Sharp Funeral Home in LaFollette for prepara-
tion for burial before being returned to the Redmond
home in Gibson Station. He was survived by his wife
and two daughters,

The body of Robert Bailey, age 55, was taken to the
Cawood Funeral Home for preparation before being
returned to Kellogg Bailey's home in Wheeler, Virginia.
Bailey was survived by his wife and six children and
five additional children from a previous marriage.

News of the shooting spread quickly throughout the
area.

MYTH:
EXERCISE INCREASES
APPETITE

Many myths exist about exercise,
They make sense at first glance, bul
when examined further they do not.
The myths may be widely quoted. A
commonly believed myth is that ex-
ercise increases appetite. This myth
is based on logic. Since exercise in-
creases energy expenditure, it would
be logical that exercise increases ap-
pelite to meet the increased energy
expenditure. In fact, only very light,
brief exercise increases appetite,
while moderate, sustained exercise
decreases appetite.

Decrease of appetite is associated
withmostaerobic programs and tends
to last for about as long as the exer-
cise period. For those trying to lose
weight, exercise prior to a meal will
reduce the number of calories con-
sumed. Bestresultsareachieved from
30 to 60 minutes of acrobic activily
daily.

Very heavy, sustained exercise,
such as long-distance running (5 or
more miles at a time) does increase
appetite, but not immediately after
the exercise. Since such exercise uses
many calories, this increase in appe-
tite is part of the body’s regulation
system but it apparently works im-
perfectly—many marathon runners
must force themselves to eat an ad-
equate calorie supply. It is not un-
psual for competitive distance run-
ners to consume 3,000 to 5,000 calo-
rics in a day.

There is some evidence that exer-
cise affects obese individuals differ-
ently from the way it affects extremely
thin ones. Obese people who exer-
cise tend to eat fewer calories, while
underweight ones tend (0 eat more
calories, The thin individuals' health

may be adversely affected if they
lose a significant amount of weight.
The finding thatoverweightindividu-

als tend to eat fewer calories if they [z
exercise, removes the rationale of

some fat people that exercise in-
creases appetite and can result in even
more unwanted extra pounds,

Gold is an excellent re-
storative material and is used where
aesthetics is not a strong consider-
ation—asin the back teeth, To obtain
abeantiful and natural look, the choice
is either porcelain or porcelain fused
to meial. The latter is strong and
attractive, and will give the very best
results. It does not reflect light as

well, however, therefore giving a
more opaque appearance. Because of
its translucence, porcelain can be the
most natural and beautiful. It cannot
always be used, however, because of
thickness requirements.

Senior citizens, sometimes in this
business of “keeping you informed”
about benefits that are available, ser-
vice organizations like your Benefits
Counseling Program, do not always
get pertinent information in a timely
manner, A prime example of this is
time-sensitive information that I re-
ceived only last week.

“Now you may buy any Medigap

Mayor Fannin optimistic about
proposed golf course’s future

If all goes well this year, a new 18-hole golf
course and a new state park could triple tourism in
Floyd County within five years.

That was the opinion of Prestonsburg Mayor
Jerry Fannin as he gave an update on the new"
proposed golf course. Several issues have to be
resolved before development can begin, but the
Prestonsburg mayor is very optimistic.

“I'think it can be done,” he stated, “and it almost
makes too much sense. It 1ooks like we have a real
good shot at it.”

Plans are currently for a 72-par golf course with
the number seven hole 543-yards down the fairway.

Along with the new course, a modern recreation
area will offer baseball, football, soccer, basketball,
volleyball, tennis, badminton, track and field, roller
skating, racquetball, a 1.7 mile walking track and a
9.7 mile horseback riding track.

Mayor Fannin and others are scheduled to meet
with Congressman Hal Rogers tomorrow (Thurs-
day, Jung 29) in hopes of moving the project along.

*“That’s where we are right now,” said the Pres-
tonsburg Mayor. “We will have the meeting the
29th of this month with Hal Rogers and other Corps
of Engineers officials and people in Washington.
So, hopefully that meeting will kind of get us along
a little bit farther.”

The state has yet to secure the property for the
proposed golf course/recreation site, but Mayor
__Fannin said that talks were goingon,

“Right now we’re in the process of trying to get
that property outof Jenny Wiley State Park’s name,”
he said, “and back to the corps. Then, after that,
work out something with the federal government to
accquire the property.

“That’s one of the things we’re holding up in
Washington. The way we’re approaching this only
makes sense. It's getting what the state wants,
which is a golf course, and the Corps of Engineers
has been talking they’re wanting a recreation area.
So, that covers them.”

Mayor Fannin said that once the property is
purchased that Costain Coal will purchase the min-
erals on the property and the money would be used
to develop the area.

“It will save everybody money,” the Mayor stated.
“Instead of the way we were going to do it before,
it was going to cost the state somewhere around six
million dollars. Hopefully, now, we can get it done
for almost nothing.”

The Mayor said that Costain Coal would prepare
the site to a rough grade and also build the road up
the hill to the site.

“Then all we would have to do is come in and
finish the job,” he said. “Things like putting the sod
down or preparing the ground in order for it to grow
grass.”

The proposed recreation area and the new golf
course will be finished simultaneously, according
to Mayor Fannin.

“We will probably do it all at one time,” he said.
“What we are hoping to do is work right behind
Costain Coal and develop the area as they are
finishing up.

“Hopefully, once they got off the coal project,
we'll be close to being done with it,” he said.

Fannin envisions the new golf course will give a
huge boost to the economy in Floyd County and the
City of Prestonsburg.

“It will mean a whole lot to the area economy,”
he said. *“You get an 18-hole golf course here and
you have something for families to come and spend
a whole week instead of just a day or (wo.

“You got something for everybody to do. We've
gotall the lakes now, especially with the Paintsville
Lake. We have the Jenny Wiley Theater and the

Mountain Arts Center, which will be completed in
another year.

“So,it’s something you can come to, stay a week,
enjoy it all and it will mean a lot to our economy,”
he said. “Families can come in drop the kids off at
the recreation area and play some golf.”

Fannin said that before Costain entered the pic-
ture when the plans called for completely dozing
the area and then taking it down to a rough grade.
This present plan will save money.

“But we will already have that done,” he said.
“That will save a lot of money. With them building
the roads up the hill, that will save us money also.”

Fannin said they will get a break on the utilities
as far as running them to the site.

“We’re close to the utilities, so

pleted. It will be great for the area and I'm really
excited about it.”

Fannin said studies have shown it would mean a
lot to the city of Prestonsburg.

“Iknow there have been differentstudies done by
Greg Stumbo (State Representative), but you’re
looking at something that might bring in a million
dollars a year income to the city just off the golf
course alone,” said Fannin. “That would be some-
thing for the city to grow on because they can take
those funds and do other projects and keep develop-
ing from there. Itdefinitely will be a big boost to our
economy.” Fannin said that it was a win-win situa-
tion for everyone and the area could really be a big
winner.

That will be
left up to the state park board.”

Fannin said the new facility
would be city-owned.
