Felony theft charges against four 
Magoffin County men who are ac­
cused of planning a burglary spree 
in Floyd County were referred to a 
Floyd County Grand Jury Wednes­
day. 

Destry Woodard, 19, of Royal­
ton; Benny McKenzie, 19, of Saly­
ersville; Jason Sparks, 18, of Ivy­
ton; Roy Gibson, 27, of Saly­
ersvtllc; and a JUVenile are accused 
of plotting to steal four-wheelers in 
Floyd County on October 26. 

Sheriff's detective Steve Toy 
testified Wednesday at a prelimi­
nary hearing that three of the five 
were caught trying to steal an all­
terrain vehicle (ATV) at a residence 
on Rice Branch at Banner. 

1996 Energy and Water Develop­
ment Appropriations Act passed 
unanimously by the House of Rep­
resentatives Tuesday. The bill is 
now on its way to President Bill 
Clinton's desk for approval. 

Prestonsburg will receive 
acreage from the Corps that was 
formerly leased by Jenny Wiley 
State Park to build a recreational 
project that will include an 18-hole 
championship golf course. The 
land is located on hilltop property 
behind Rebel Bowling Lanes in 
Prestonsburg. 

The Corps will deed 271.14 
acres to Prestonsburg for the recre­
ational project, Patty Williams-Jar­
rell, resource manager for the 
Corps, said Thursday. 

According to the terms of the 
legislation, Prestonsburg can use 
the property only for public recre­
ation. If the city does not use the 
land as specified by the bill, it must 
return ownership to the Army 
Corps of Engineers. 

In addition to the golf course, 
the recreational facility may in­
clude a walking track; baseball, 
football and soccer fields; and bas­
ketball and tennis courts. The city 
plans to develop part of the proper­
ty by allowing it to be surface­
mined and reclaimed at a grade 
that will allow for the construction 
of the recreational facilities, Pre­
stonsburg Mayor Jerry Fannin said 
Thursday. 

Fannin said that the state had 
previously looked at buymg the 
property to develop the facility and 
had estimated the cost of the pro­
ject at around $6 or $7 million.

Three plea agreements were en­
tered Wednesday in Floyd Circuit 
Court involving separate charges of 
assault, marijuana possession and 
wanton endangerment. 

Anna Sue Hall, 34, of Galve­
ston, entered an Alford plea to a 
fourth degree assault charge in con­
nection with an altercation last year 
at John M. Stumbo Elementary. 

An Alford plea means that the 
defendant feels there is enough evi­
dence to get a conviction, but does 
not admit any guilt. 

Hall was indicted on a second 
degree assault charge for allegedly 
striking Jessica Keathley with a 
pipe. 

Assistant commonwealth attor­
ney Dwight Stacy Marshall recom­
mended a one-year sentence to be 
probated for two years on the con­
dition that Hall have no contact 

with Keathley or her immediate 
family. 

Also Wednesday, Clyde Gibson, 
24, of Ligon, pleaded guilty to pos­
session of marijuana and a sixty­
day jail term, to be served on week­
ends, was recommended.

City man 
is accused 
of making· 
death threat

Preliminary hearings Wednes­
day in Floyd District Court resulted 
in the referral of several cases to a 
grand jury, including one related to 
threats against a local attorney. 

James E . O'Bryan, 47, of Pre­
stonsburg, is charged with one 
count of terroristic threatening and 
seven counts each of possession of 
a controlled substance and pre­
scription drugs not in proper con­
tainer for an incident that happened 
October 23. 

Sheriff's detective Steve Toy 
testified Wednesday that bailiff 
Elmo Allen requested his assis­
tance in checking out an allegation 
that O 'Bryan had made a threat to 
kill attorney Jerry Patton. 

"A complaint was received that 
Mr. O'Bryan was at Jerry's Restau­
rant and had laid a gun on the table 
and threatened the life of Jerry Pat­
ton," Toy testified. "He threatened 
to kill him." 

Toy said that he and Allen, who 
were at the Floyd County Court­
house, proceeded to Patton's of­
fice, located near the courthouse, 
when they saw a man fitting 
O 'Bryan's description near Pat­
ton's office . 

"We saw him in the street and 
discussed what was said," Toy tes­
tified. "We gave him a quick pat 
down and asked him if he had a 
weapon in his car. He said 'no,' and 
we asked to search his vehicle." 
Toy said that O' Bryan consented to 
the search and officers found what 
appeared to be seven differen t 
types of drugs in a pill container in 
O 'Bryan 's vehicle. Toy said that no 
weapon was found. 

When asked if he had a pre­
scription for the pills, Toy said that 
O 'Bryan responded, "yes, no, I 
don' t know if I do or not." 

Attorney Steve Owens, who 
represents O ' Bryan, asked Toy if 
he questioned his client about the 
alleged threat. Toy said that 
O 'Bryan denied it. 

Owens asked District Judge 
James Allen to amend the charges, 
saying the commonwealth had only 
presented evidence that warranted 
misdemeanor charges. 

Judge Allen overruled Owens' 
motion and referred the case to a 
grand jury.

The 
University of Kentucky Chandler

This technology works for just 
about any procedure except surgery, 
Dr. Peter Bosomworth, chancellor 
emeritus of UK Chandler MediC'al 
Center said Tuesday. 

Bosomworth, a former UK med­
ical center chancellor, has been 
working on Telemedicine for sever­
al years. Right before he retired as 
chancellor he toured nine countries 

in Europe to investigate 
Telemedicine there. 

"We can do full diagnostic phys­
icals on adults and children, read X­
rays, work with physical therapists, 
cardiology and countless other 
exams," Bosomworth said. 

The military is experimenting 
with doing surgery from a remote 
site for soldiers who are on the 
front, Bosomworth said. The sur­
geons are able to operate by robot­
ics, he added. 

Cost for the patients has not yet 
been worked out. Bosomworth said 
he is currently working out agree-

ments with Medicare, Medicaid and 
Blue Cross/Blue Shield to cover 
procedures done by Telemedicine. 

Prestonsburg Community 
College's Telemedicine Conference 
Room was recently equipped using 
$91,307 received from the 
Appalachian Regional 

Commission. This money is part of 
a $355,420 grant which was used, 
along with matching funds from 
PCC, UK and other sources, to 
expand the Wellness Center, reno­
vate space for the Student Health 
Clinic and fund student health fee 

scholarships for students who could 

not otherwise afford them. 
The PCC Student Health Clinic, 

which opened last January, is fund­
ed by a student health fee of $84.75 
per semester, which students pay at 
the same time as their tuition. More 
than 600 students paid nearly 1, 700 
visits to the clinic during its first six 
months of operation.

"People enjoy being on the lake, 
the river and in the mountains." 

Frasure said he will realistically 
look at what makes the county 
great and promote those character­
istics, like coal mining, to other 
areas. 

"I am the son of a union coal 
miner," he said. "I was raised with 
a deep feeling for the coal miner 

tp and f want to convey the story of 
the coal mine traditions." 

Tourism is just one area Frasure 
will strive to improve. He plans on 
helping push through a federal pro­
ject that will provide jobs in the 
area. He will also help the county 
become a medical center for East­
ern Kentucky. 

"While I promote these other 
areas, I will not forget the small 
coal mines with eight or ten em­
ployees who need help," Frasure 
said. "I will work toward state and 
federal government backing off the 
coal miner. I am not ready to give 
up on the coal miners." 

Unfortunately, with improve­
ments and progress comes the 

• problem of money. 
"Property taxes are the biggest 

thorn for the taxpayers," Frasure 
said. "The assessments have been 
raised over $2 million since 1992. 
Yet at the same time the county and 
the school system are not able to 
operate within those means. The 
tax rate is increased every year." 

Frasure said the rates need to go 
down, not up, and to do that the 
taxbase needs to be increased. 

"We can build a better taxbase 
as new industry and business come 

• into the area which in tum means 
taxes can be lowered for residents," 
he said. "It is high time somebody 
said halt to the increases." 

To help solve a problem he sees 
with people being over-assessed, a 
board of appeals needs to be in 
place where taxpayers can appeal 
their assessments without being 
rushed, Frasure added. 

Another of his concerns are 
bonds the county is financing. 

"If it is not too late, I want to 
if look at the proposed new court­

house," Frasure said. "I am not sure 
we need it." 

The county could have gotten $6 
million from the state to build the 
new courthouse and it would have 
not cost the county anything, but 
someone decided spending $9 mil­
lion and tying up the county's bond 

was better, he said. 
The taxpayers' debt needs to be 

looked into which includes the 
county paying $900,000 for 27 

acres of land in a flood zone, 911 
and solid waste issues, Frasure 
added. 

"I am not against 911, but I want 
to be sure the money is there," Fra­
sure said. "I want to make sure the 
PSAP (Primary System Answering 
Point) is put in a workable place. 
The third floor in the courthouse 
may be it, but I don't know yet." 

Frasure said he wants 911 to be 
economical and feasible for every­
body in the county. 

"I will ask questions like, Do the 
extreme portions of the county 
have the equipment needed? Does 
the county have the trained person­
nel to handle the emergencies? Can 
the ambulance services and fire de­
partments handle the response time 
with a larger tax district? Is the .89 
cent monthly surcharge going to 
generate enough revenue?" Frasure 
said. 

The burden on the taxpayers 
needs to minimized, he added. 

"I will spend as much time as 
possible in Frankfort to minimize 
those burdens," Frasure said. "I 
think a year or so ago if state and 
local representatives had stood up 
to the state government we would 
not have the fiasco with the land­
fill. Garbage rates need to be low­
ered." 

"I will not be bossed by any one 
individual and only answer to the 
taxpayers of this county," he said. 
"I want to end the dictatorship type 
of government where one or two 
men rule." 

Frasure said he will do this by 
having an advisory board of three 
Democrats and three Republicans 
who will recommend a person who 
is the most qualified to fill an office 
or vacancy. 

"When hiring people for county 
offices, I do not want to know what 
political party they are," Frasure 
said. "I want honest, qualified peo­
ple who can represent the county 
well." 

"I think with proper leadership, 
county government can work to­
gether despite opposing politics," 
he added. 

Frasure said if the1 public will 
give him the next three years to 
help out with county problems 

that's fine and then they can decide 
what kind of judge he is. 

"I honestly believe people will 
judge me, not my politics," he said.

Editor: 

Dear Mr. Ron Frasure: 
It has always been my intent to 

stay out of local political controver­
sy, but I feel compelled to respond 
to the statement made in your polit­
ical advertisement which appeared 
in the November 1, 1995, issue of 
the Floyd County Times. 

The advertisement centered on 
RND's recent filing of Chapter 11 
and presented several false state­
ments concerning my company. 

The facts are: 
• Coal severance tax money has 

not been provided to RND. 
• The $1.5 million listed as debt 

in your ad is apparently taken from 
our Chapter 11 filing and is our 
Total Liabilities. Our total liabilities 
have little to do with my decision to 
file Chapter II. Much of the $1.5 is 
long term debt that is not payable 
for up to 25 years and has nothing 
to do with our current problems. 
However, if you insist on using it, I 
feel it is only fair to list our total 
assets also (also listed in the 
Chapter 11) which are $3 million. 

• RND never promised to create 
up to 300 new jobs. Under terms of 
the agreement (which is public 
record) we agreed to create sixty 
jobs by the end of 1996. A recent 
audit by the responsible govern­
mental agency found our progress 
to this commitment satisfactory. 

• I do not believe that taxes were 
increased to support RND's reloca­
tion because most of the funds used 
for our move were private funds, 
myself being the largest contribu­
tor. The only relocation funds pro­
vided by a governmental agency 
came from HUD as a Federal Block 
Grant. These monies were provided 
by the Federal government as ? 

grant to the county. RND is obligat­
ed to repay the funds that RND 
assets secure. 

I took jobs out of Mexico to 
bring them to Floyd County 
because I believe in Americans. I 
came here to be part of a growth 
oriented community pulling togeth-

er for the betterment of all. I have 
supported the local community 
whenever asked to do so and all of 

my dealings with any governmental 
agency have been above board and 
with integrity. 

Our recent problem involves two 
of our largest customers that have 
not paid us for products that we 
shipped last spring. Both compa­
nies are from out of state, one filed 
bankruptcy and the other appears to 
be on the brink of filing. I fully 
intend to pay every outstanding 
obligation and believe this to be a 
temporary setback that will be 
behind us by mid 1996. Most of our 
creditors recognize our situation 
and have been very supportive. I 
had hoped to find as much support 
here at home, in Floyd County. 

If RND does fail, I will be the 
big loser along with the missed 
opportunity provided to Floyd 
Countians. RND has wonderful 
products that are the center of atten­
tion wherever they appear. They are 
currently sold in more than 700 
retail locations nationwide provid­
ing recognition to all of us from 
Floyd County. Our growth rate has 
been admirable by any standard and 
we are only now at the threshold of 
opportunity. RND's manufacturing 
process offers diversity to the area, 
does not pollute, and has enormous 
expansion potential with new prod­
ucts yet to be introduced. 

The. doors to RND are always 
open. I have always encouraged 
people to come in, look us over and 
learn what we are about. When the 
media called for information about 
Chapter 11 , I asked them to come 
by. I welcomed you, anytime, and 
believe that you would have a dif­
ferent opinion about RND if you 
knew us and could see our fine 
products first hand. 

Finally, Mr. Frasure, being a 
Republican, it troubles me to see 
this type of politics at any level of 
our party.

"We can't keep bickering 
among ourselves. 

"Floyd Count1ans are tired of 
being plain lied to," Hale contin­
ued.

The bill is not expected to meet 
with opposition from Clinton be­
cause the measure was passed 
overwhelmingly in the House and 
the Senate, Rogers' representative 
said. 

The legislation will also pour 
$2.5 million into Dewey Lake's 
recreational coffers. The Appropri­
ations Act provides nearly $17.3 
million in funding for government 
agencies dealing with energy de­
velopment and water projects. 
About $2.5 million of it is tagged 
for Dewey. 

The funds allotted to Dewey 
will go the Army Corps of Engi­
neers for the operation and mainte­
nance of the lake. The Corps also 
received operational funds for 
Fishtrap in Pike County and 
Paintsville Lake in Johnson Coun­
ty. 

The legislative package also in­
cludes funds for flood control stud­
ies in Floyd County. Specifically, 
the bill included $330,000 in fund­
ing for the Levisa Fork Basin 
Flood Study, including Pike, Floyd 
and Johnson counties. 

''I'll not make quick decisions 
on major issues," Hale said. "I will 

seek input from the public. I will 
hold public meetings to get the 
peoples' feelings. You have to be 
responsive to the people." 

Hale freely admits he plans to 
be a pest to state officials, because 
he feels if you don't make yourself 
known at the state level, state offi­
cials won't remember you when 
opportunities become available. 

"If you don't go to Frankfort 
and ask for money for water line 
expansions or roads, you won't get 
it," Hale said.

a school-based decision-making 
school with a council, which han­
dled those problems and prevented 
the board from interfering. 

"The situation was dealt with at 
the school," said Jim Clay, admin­
istrative assistant to the superinten­
dent. "Discipline is left up to the 
school. They write their own disci­
pline policies and as long as they 
don't break any law, then we can't 
mterfere. 

"I spoke to the parents several 
times about the incident, and I 
thought the problem had been 
taken care of." 

Clay said the board of education 
had investigated the incident and 
could find no wrongdoing. 

The Hackneys said they feel 
part of the problem involves the 
identity of the boys involved in the 
incident. 

"The boys were all called back 
into the office. Matthew said the 
principal joked with the boys," said 
Steve Hackney. "The boys play on 
the basketball team, their parents 
are teachers. One of their parents 
serves on the site-based council." 

The Hackneys said the incident 
has created several problems for 
the family. When Matthew was 
able to return to school, his parents 
transferred him to Sycamore 
Elementary, where their son has 
continued to be harassed. 

"He didn't want to return to the 
school so we thought this would 
help," said Kathy Hackney. "Since 
he's been there, there's been vulgar 
graffiti on the picnic tables, kids 
call him names, we get prank calls 
at home." 

Matthew is currently undergo­
ing counseling to help him deal 
with the incident. 

"He wants to move," said Steve 
Hackney. "He wants to go where 
nobody knows him and he won't 
have to go through any more 
harassment." 1 

The Hackneys said their main 
concern with the situation is the 
failure of the school system to pro­
tect its students. 

"We want the board of educa­
tion to realize when a principal 
doesn't do his job, then it's their 
responsibility to step in," said 
Steve Hackney. "There should be 
more fairness in our schools. 

"If they get away with this, then 
there'll be other kids. I don't want 
this to be swept under the rug and 
forgotten. We want the BOE to take 
responsibility for what happens in 
our schools. I'm disappointed they 
are more concerned with a lawsuit 
than what happens to our students."

DEAD PRESIDENTS 
This isn't a tilm about dear, departed commanders 

in chief. It's actually about an anned robbery, planned 
and executed in order to obtain "dead presidents," i.e., 
cash. 

Albert and Allen Hughes came on the directorial 
scene two years ago with "Menace II Society," a 
harsh, honest look at life in the inner city where young 
African Americans often find it a lot easier to "get 
over" by breaking the law rather than abiding by it. 
The film was a piece of gritty reality and very well 
done. 

This second offering is similar. It takes place in the 
years 1968 through 1973, turbulent years for race rela­
tions in this country, coming right on the heels of the 
Civil Rights Movement and the subsequent race riots 
in '67 and '68, followed by the assassination of 
Martin Luther King, Jr. Larenz Tate portrays Anthony 
Curtis, a young man who comes from a middle-class 
family in the Bronx. Coming up on his high-school 
graduation, Anthony is being groomed for City 
College, just like his older brother. Unfortunately for 
his parents, Anthony has other ideas. He 's had enough 
of school and yearns for adventure. He finds that 
adventure by becoming a Marine and serving in 
Vietnam. 

The horrors of Vietnam hit the young man hard. To 
cope with all he's witnessing, Anthony survives by 
turning inward on himself. He ignores everything from 
the outside world and doesn't even acknowledge it 
when his girlfriend writes to him to announce he has a 
daughter (conceived in their one-night encounter • 
before he left for Vietnam). 

As with other returning vets, he's surprised when 
he comes home to a less-than-hero 's welcome. To 
make matters worse, his neighborhood has become 
more crime-ridden and run-down. Work is hard to 
find, so he settles for a part-time j ob with a butcher. 
Predictably, this doesn' t cover the bills for himself and 
his little family. 

Thus, he agrees to participate in a robbery with 
some neighborhood friends and some anny buddies. 
The plan is to rob an annored car. Anxiously, the audi­
ence awaits the outcome. Unfortunately, it is ultimate­
ly disappointing.

During 1994-95, Floyd County Schools received the Biennium I - KIRIS 
Results. Of the district's nineteen schools; four received rewards, 
three were declared successful, seven were listed as successful - year 
2, four were categorized as improving, and one was determined to have 
no category due to consolidation. The district was also declared as 
successful - year 2. 

Goals for the 1995-96 school year, compiled by the District Transformation 
Planning Team stressed improving student math, science, and writing 
performance as the major instructional goals.
