“In so doing, the defendants re-
lied upon the provisional credit ex-
tended to them by the banks,
wherein the banks credited the ac-
counts immediately upon the de-
posit of an uncollected check, as
opposed to waiting until the funds
were collected,” the indictment
said. “It was further part of the
scheme. . .that the defendant, Clau-
dina *“Janie” Hammond, instructed
various employees of Hammond

Gas leak
results in
explosion;
one hurt

A small gas leak contributed to
an explosion at a Bull Creek apart-
ment Sunday afternoon, authorities
said.

Prestonsburg Fire Chief Tom
Blackbum said at the time of the
explosion, a maintenance man was
lighting the propane heat stove, un-
aware that gas was leaking into the
room.

The apartment, owned by
Dorothy Branham, once had a gas
kitchen stove, which was replaced
with an electric stove. When the
gas stove was replaced a small cop-
per gas line was not capped off,
Blackburn said.

“The explosion blew the toilet
off, moved a wall four inches off
the foundation and blew out the
front door and window,"” Blackburn
said. “The kitchen and bedroom
were damaged by the fire.”

The maintenance man received
minor burns while trying to put the
flames out, he added.

The fire was contained before
damaging neighboring homes.

Know-how can save
lives, students learn

A larger-than-life dinosaur and
Dalmatian made their way to sever-
al elementary schools last week to
preach fire safety during National
Fire Prevention Week.

The 30 minute program was
sponsored by Prestonsburg Fire
Department with Fire Marshall
Larry Adams the spokesman for the
message.

Adams said he used to put on the
show for schools throughout the
county, but has scaled back to four
to five schools.

The main message for the chil-
dren is “Stop! Drop! and Roll!" a
drill that will save their lives if their
clothing ever catches on fire.

Adams tells the story of a young

man who heard the fire safety mes-
sage in grade school and when he
was an adult used the “Stop! Drop!
and Roll!” drll when his clothing
caught on fire. The young man re-
ceived minor injuries because of
his quick thinking, Adams said.

He also demonstrates the sound
a smoke detector makes and the
proper way of checking doors for
heat.

*T use popular cartoon or movie
characters in the program so the
children will remember the fire
message while having fun,” Adams
said.

In the past Adams has used the
Joker, Batman and the Ninja Tur-
tles. \

lieve the situation will get better, he
added.

It doesn't, Vickers said. “It’s
more than hope, It's a dream, a fan-
tasy that these people will straight-
en up. There’s a question if these
guys can be rehabilitated. 1 can
count on one hand the number of
these guys that made any progess.”

“These guys are really good at
what they do,” Vickers said, profil-
ing an abuser. “They are slick in
the beginning. Abuse is controlling
and these guys are good at manipu-
lating. They can really turn on the
charm.”

Women are held hostage by
their abusers, according to Vickers.
“Some guys pull the distributor cap
off their cars. Some sit in the hills
and watch or have others watch
her. Women are prisoners. When
they escape, they run for their
lives.”

One victim who escaped to the
safety of the shelter literally
jumped at a chance to leave her
abuser. When her husband left the
home to buy cigarettes, she ran to a
window facing the back of her
home. She jumped out of the win-
dow, landing in a ditch beneath the
window, Vickers said.

The victim crawled along the
ditch to avoid being seen by her
abuser's family who lived next

—

door and who were supposed to
make sure she didn't leave the
house while her husband was gone.
The woman made her way through
the ditch until she reached a store.
There, she called the Big Sandy
Family Abuse Center's toll-free
number, 1-800-649-6605. The cen-
ter called the state police who
transported her to the abuse center
where she found the help she need-
ed,

Vickers praised the cooperation
he has received from the state po-
lice and the local police who regu-
larly patrol the area where the cen-
ter is located.

Although the center’s location is
supposed to be a secret, a slip of
the tongue once revealed its loca-
tion to an abuser. When an abuser
called the Johnson County Sher-
iff's Department, asking if they
knew what had happened to his
wife, someone at the department
said the woman was probably at
the center and revealed the general
area of the site.

Because there is always support
at the center and the area’s police
officers respond within minutes of
receiving a call, trouble was avert-
ed, Vickers said. The Big Sandy
Abuse Center has a network of
centers throughout the region and
victims can be moved out of one

1994, Claudina ‘Janie” Hammond
deposited $45,000 in cash at the
Matewan Bank to cover an over-
draft. Between June 1, 1994,
through October 31, 1994, Jimmy
Martin Hammond signed checks
totalling $8,484,695, which he
knew were not backed by real
funds.”

The two were indicted last
month on conspiracy and fraud
charges related to the Child Sup-
port Enforcement Division of the
county attorney’s office. The two
are accused of falsifying time
sheets/payroll records of child sup-
port employees which grossly in-
flated the amount of hours the em-
ployees spent working on child
support cases,

Assistant U.S. Attorney Ken
Taylor said Wednesday that the ad-
ditional charges add a “whole new
area of allegations” and that the
federal probe into Hammond's fi-
nances is complete.

“Our grand jury work is com-
plete in this case,” Taylor said.
“We have no plans to present fur-
ther matters to the grand jury.”

The nine count indictment is-
sued Wednesday included the two
prior charges of fraud and conspir-
acy levied against the Hammonds.
Taylor said Wednesday's indict-
ment is a superseding indictment,
which means it is issued to “cor-
rect, modify or supplement an
original indictment.”

Taylor explained that the Ham-
monds allegedly wrote more than
$8 million in worthless checks
which resulted in $150,000 in
overdrafts,

A press release issued by U.S.
Attorney’s office accuses the two
of fraudulently obtaining thou-
sands of dollars from the Bank
Josephine saying the money would
be used for construction costs on
their home, but that those funds
went to help pay the overdraft.

Seven additional charges were
filed against the two Wednesday,
which included four counts of mail
fraud; two counts of bank fraud;
and one count of making false
statements to a lending institution
in order to receive a loan.

The mail fraud charges stem
from the two allegedly receiving
checks from the state treasury
which included funds that were al-
legedly fraudently obtained by fal-
sification of time sheets/payoll
records for child support enforce-
ment employees.

Jim Hammond’s attorney,
Bernard Pafunda of Pikeville, did
not return a phone call seeking
comment on Thursday.

Janie Hammond's attorney,
John Doug Hays of Pikeville, also
did not return a phone call.

No new arraignment date has
been set for the Hammonds. They
were arragined on the initial two
charges October 2 in U.S. District
Court in Pikeville and both plead-
ed not guilty to the charges.

The Hammonds each face up to
100 years in prison and $3,750,000
in fines if convicted of the charges.

Note: An indictment is not an
indication of guilt, but a determi-
nation by a grand jury that the
charges merit further judicial re-
view.

school,” Adams said. “The sched-
ule is hectic and it is exhausting
work, but the rewards are tremen-
dous.”

What is important is the mes-
sage stays with the children, he
added.

Students are not the only ones
who can learn about fire safety, this
year the theme for fire prevention
week focuses on the major causes
of home fires in the United States.

The theme, “Watch What You
Heat: Prevent Home Fire,” was
chosen in order to increase aware-
ness of the top three risks and to
help people learn how to avoid
fires associated with them.

The top three risks are cooking
equipment, heating equipment and
smoking materials.

The Kentucky Firefighters As-
sociation and the State Fire Mar-
shals Office has the following ad-
vice for preventing a home fire:

Cooking. Stay with the stove
when you are cooking. The reason
most cooking fires happen is that
someone leaves the kitchen when
there is something cooking on the
stove.

Watch the stove, so you'll be
able to respond quickly if food
bubbles up or if something goes
wrong, It's also important to pay
attention to the cooking area and
remove hazards, such as knick-
knack or other combustibles that
are placed too close to burners.

Watch the temperatures — heat-

ing oil can be aspecisfly o

if you start with too high a flame or
heat it too quickly.

Keep an eye on children when
you're cooking. Get children in the
habit of staying clear of the stove
and microwave — enforce a “kid-
free zone” at least three feet around
cooking equipment.

Heating. As with cooking equip-
ment, keep an eye on space and
portable heaters, wood stoves and
fireplaces. Remember the 3-foot
rule: measure a safe distance be-
tween heating equipment and any-
thing that can burn, including peo-
ple and pets. Keep an eye on heat-
ing equipment and remember to
turn it off before leaving home or
going to sleep.

Smoking. If you have smokers
in your home, you need to watch
them carefully. Fires caused by
smoking materials kill more people
than any other cause of fire. Care-
less disposal is the major culprit.

If someone in your home
smokes, provide them with large,
deep, sturdy ashirays and make
sure they are emptied frequently.
Always flush ashtray contents or
douse them with water before plac-
ing them in the trash.

Watch where smokers have
been; too. Check upholstery and
cushions for smoldering butts be-
fore leaving home or going 10 sleep
— especially after a party or when
guests have been smoking.

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area and into another, Vickers said.

“We have created a safe envi-
ronment at the shelters," he added.

Victims who have used the shel-
ter said that it saved their lives.

“It was nice to be safe,” one vic-
tim said recently.

“I'm happy to know that there is
a place to turn to in a crisis. I found
that I'm not the only person being
abused, there is a pattern,” another
victim added,

The shelter is a transition sta-
tion, Vickers explained. Staff at the
center help the victims learn to be
independent. They show them how
to get the financial support they
need to live on their own.

The center recently helped
Fayette prosecutors put an abuser
behind bars. A former student at
Prestonsburg Community College
sheltered at the abuse center after
she escaped from her abusive
boyfriend and was sent to the hos-
pital. Vickers was called to the hos-
pital to take her to the shelter. He

knew the woman, but when he got
to the emergency room; he didn’t
recognize her because her face was
so badly beaten.

The center showed the student
how to get on with her life and the
woman moved 1o Lexington to at-
tend the University of Kentucky.

Somehow, her abuser found her
and began stalking her. When
Fayette police officers arrested the
man, Vickers supplied prosecutors
with information to help them
strengthen their case and the stalk-
er was sentenced to five years in
prison.

Because he helps the victims,
Vickers often finds himself the vic-
tim of abuse. He has even received
threats to his own life. “Some (of
the abusers) are barking dogs.
Some are biting dogs,” he said.
“They don’t like it because I've
upset their apple cart when, in fact,
they did it themselves.”

Vickers counsels victims at six
centers throughout the region.

Flu season on horizon;
-time for yearly flu shots

| Dropping temperatures in the
Bluegrass is a sign that the dreaded
:ﬂu season is on the horizon. Now is
the time to prevent catching it by
having a flu shot.
£ People with certain medical con-
ditions definitely should have a flu
shot, Kentucky Department for
Health Services officials say. Those
people include anyone with chronic
heart, lung or kidney disease, as
wvell as all nursing home residents.
¢ : In addition, anyone age 65 or
older, regardless of !hur health,
shnuld have a f{lu shot. Physicians,
purses and other health care
providers who have contact with
high-risk patients should also have
the vaccination.
E Although nearly anyone who
wants to prevent caiching the flu
Ean get a shot, health officials rec-
ommend the immunizations partic-
glarly for the high-risk groups
because of dangerous complica-
sions that can result in people who
already have health problems.
. “For people who are elderly or
bave chronic diseases a bout with

@ the flu can result in life-threatening
¢omplications, such as pneumonia,”
$aid Karen Adams, R.N., in the
dcparlmunh division of epidemiol-
ngy “People in these high-risk
groups should get a flu shot every
year,"”

« For maximum protection from
the flu, Adams advises getting the
éhol within the next six weeks.
* The shots can be given to most
people, except those with a severe
allergy to eggs. Those people who a
have short-term illness with fever
ihou]d put off getting the shot until
they have recovered,
1 Pregnant women should consult
® with a doctor before receiving a flu
shot.

; Flu shots are available from pri-
yate doctors and through local
Bealth departments. Kentuckians
who plan 1o get their shots from the
focal health department should call
ghead (o ask about an appointment.
¢ Adams said that Medicare insur-
ance now covers the cost of flu
éhols. which should help older
Kentuckians, Most health depart-
.-

ments give flu shots on a sliding-fee
scale.

Adams said that people who do
not want to get a flu shot because
they are afraid it will cause the flu,
should not be worried.

“We hear that from people some-
times, but it's really a myth. A flu
shot may cause a slight fever or
soreness where it is administered,
but it will not give people the flu. If
someone has gotten the flu soon
after they got the shot in the past, it
is likely that he had already been
exposed to it.”

People younger than 18 years
who get a flu-like illness should not
take aspirin while sick because of
the risk of Reye Syndrome, Adams
said. Reye Syndrome is a disease
that affects the central nervous sys-
tem and liver and is associated with
the combination of flu and aspirin
use in children and teens. The syn-
drome is fatal in 10 to 40 percent of
the cases.

Parents should contact their chil-
dren's doctor for alternatives to
aspirin use during flu-like illnesses.

This process was then repeated many
times until the scheme was detected by the
banks, and a demand was made by the
banks for payment of the overdraft.

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‘Red and gold’ autumn leaves
may be pink and yellow

The breathtaking brilliance of

" Kentucky's fall foliage may be

dulled a bit this year based on cur-

rent conditions—and this week

will be the key indicator of what
the session will look like.

“The first week of October will
tell us if we are going to have much
color in the leaves this fall,” said
Doug McLaren, area extension
specialist in forestry with the
University of Kentucky. “I'm con-
cerned about how spectacular this
fall is going to be because we, as
foresters, have a feeling that the
browns are going to overshadow
the splendid, vivid colors we usual-
ly see this time of the year."

The rain Kentucky missed out
on in July and August is to blame,
McLaren said, because the level of
moisture in the ground is one of the
factors affecting fall colors. The
other two factors are the duration
of the day and the temperature,

The process works like this:
Leaves are green because of a
group of pigments called chlore-
phylls. During the growing season,
they are abundant, so their green
color masks the other pigments that
may be present in the leaves,
Chlorophylls are vital to the manu-
facture of the plant’s food, and the
plant replenishes its supply during
the growing season.

But, as autumn approaches, the
supply dwindles, exposing some of
the other pigments that have been
present during the leaf's life. These
carotenoids (which also give car-
rots and corn their color) give us

i

the fiery fall colors.

This year, though, those pig-
ments started to break down early
because of the summer dry spell. “1
think the colors won't be as vivid
this year, but we won't know for
sure until around the first week of
October when the signs are more
apparent. By the second week, we
should have our peak coloration,”
McLaren said.

Rain now would be too little,
too late, McLaren said, and heavy
rains could knock the leaves off the
trees,

In Eastern Kentucky, where 80
percent of the state’s forest areas
are located, the usually dry ridge
lines are even drier this year, but
the lower elevations may have ade-
quate moisture to show some good
fall coloration, he said.

Kentucky contains an interest-
ing mix of trees because northemn
and southern species are both
found in the state. In the autumn,
sassafras trees and red maples give
us the vivid red; silver maples,
hickories and yellow poplars pro-
vide the yellow coloring; and
Kentucky’s large number of oak
trees give a wide spectrum of reds.

Falling leaves also mean condi-
tions are good for forest fires.
Officially, forest fire season runs
from October 1 through December.
“With the dry conditions and the
amounts of leaves on the ground,
the potential for forest fires this
season is very high,” McLared
warned.

Officials estimate $17,000 in
damage was done to an unloaded
CSX train and equipment
Wednesday night when seven cars
derailed. The accident happened
Jjust yards from where a woman was
killed earlier this week after the van
she was riding in was struck by a
locomotive.

The derailment at the junction of
U.S. 119 and Ky. 194 blocked traf-
fic for several hours, due in part to
the fact that four cars derailed at

Personnel from the Johns Creek
Volunteer Fire Department and
CSX Transportation responded to
the accident that happened around 8
p.m.

Donahue Brothers, a railroad
wrecking service in Barboursville,
West Virginia, brought in six pieces
of equipment to clear the scene.

It was about 3 a.m. before U.S.
119 was opened to traffic, with
cleanup taking most of the day.

No one was injured in the
mishap, and Gould said the cause
was under investigation.

Oil Springs man convicted in DUI death

On June 5, Debbie Webb left her
job at Lowe’s in Paintsville, got into
her car and headed to her Boons
Camp home,

Around the same time, Larry
Johnson, a construction worker, fin-
ished a couple of beers at a co-
worker’s house at Williamsport and
began driving to his Oil Springs res-
idence.

Neither Webb nor Johnson
arrived at their destination, their
vehicles colliding on Route 40 east
of Paintsville.

Webb, a 35-year-old mother of
three, died two hours later. Johnson
received minor injuries and was
charged in Webb's death.

Last Thursday, a Johnson
County jury found Johnson guilty
of second-degree manslaughter.
The eight-woman, three-man' panel
agreed with police that Johnson, 41,
was drunk when his van hit Webb’s
car head-on near Highland
Veterinary Clinic.

The jury recommended that
Johnson, who was initially charged
with murder, be sentenced to ten
years in prison. Formal sentencing
is scheduled for November 17.

Johnson's trial began last
Wednesday in Johnson Circuit
Court. Testimony concluded later in
the day.

In her opening statement,
Commonwealth Attorney Anna
Melvin told jurors that Johnson's
van crossed the center line on Route
40 and crashed into Webb’s vehicle.

She also said alcohol was a fac-
tor in the accident, saying witnesses
would testify that Johnson was
“mumbling and smelled of alcohol”
after the crash.

“You will determine how much
effect it (alcohol) had on the defen-
dant,” Melvin told jurors.

Paintsville police officer Doug
Wallen, the investigating officer,
said the accident occurred around
4:30 p.m. When he arrived on the
scene, Wallen said Johnson was in
his van, which was against a
guardrail, and Webb was lying on
the road beside her car,

City police officer Steve Sluss
said Johnson “admitted to drinking
one beer” prior to the collision. A
sample of Johnson’s blood was
taken at Paul B. Hall Regional
Medical center, and Sluss said he
hand-delivered the sample to the
Kentucky State Police Crime Lab
the next day.

Tests showed that Johnson's
blood-alcohol content was .20,
which is twice the legal limit in
Kentucky.

Four people who were traveling
behind Johnson's vehicle testified
that Johnson was driving erratically.

“He was going back and forth,
and before he got to the golf course,
I saw him hit a car head-on,” Neal
May said. May, of Ivel, was driving
directly behind Johnson.

Another motorist, Anna Garrett
of Augxier, said she followed
Johnson for about eight miles
before the crash.

“He was all over the road,”
Garrett said, “He ran several cars
off the road.”

Travis Wells of Williamsport,
who worked with Johnson at Done

Right Construction, testified that he
and Johnson had finished a job at
Offutt around 1 p.m. or 2 p.m. and
stopped by Wells' house to drink
some beer.

Wells said Johnson drank one or
two beers while he was at the house.

“T asked him not to leave,” Wells
said. “I didn’t think he could drive
because he had been drinking a lit-
tle bit.”

Johnson, the only witness to tes-
tify for the defense, told a different
story. he claimed he was not drunk
and that Webb was on his side of the
road.

Johnson said he stayed at Wells’

house for about 45 minutes, drank
two beers and started on a third
when he noticed that it was getting
late. He left Williamsport and start-
ed home.

As he approached Paintsville,
Johnson said Webb’s car was on his
side of the road and swerved to miss
it.

“As soon as I hit the guardrail,
we collided,” Johnson said.

The jury deliberated for a little
more than two hours before return-
ing the second-degree manslaughter
conviction. Melvin had asked jurors
to find Johnson guilty of wanton
murder.

Woman

A woman allegedly shot by her
ex-boyfriend over the weekend had
obtained an emergency protective
order against the man in 1994,
court records show.

But most conditions of the EPO
that Renee Fields received against
Marion Eugene Butler were
dropped 12 days later on her
request, including a prohibition that
Butler stay away from her.

Fields, 33, died at 6:30 a.m.
Tuesday after Butler allegedly shot
her several times Sunday night.

Butler, 35, of Wittensville, was
formally charged with murder fol-
lowing Fields’ death.

Police claim Butler also shot 42-
year-old Ben Sanders during the

incident, which occurred at
McClure Apartments at
Wittensville.

He has been charged with
attempted murder in the Sanders
shooting.

Kentucky State Police said
Butler “forced his way” into Fields’
apartment around 7 p.m. Sunday
and “shot her several times at close
range.”

“Fields then ran downstairs to
another apartment, where (Butler)
forced his way into the apartment
and shot (Sanders) two times and
shot (Fields) several more times,”
according to a news release from
the KSP post in Pikeville.

Butler was arrested at 7:40 p.m.
in Paintsville and lodged in the Big
Sandy Regional Detention Center.

In addition to the murder and
attempted murder charges, Butler
was additionally charged with two
counts of first-degree burglary for
allegedly breaking into the apart-

Debate continues over settlement
of workers lawsuit in Pike County

The debate over the settlement is
still not settled.

Questions were raised about the
settlement with eight former county
employees yet again Monday as the
Pike County Fiscal Court voted 3-2
to transfer the necessary funds to
pay the plaintiffs,

Judge-Executive Donna Dam-
ron, and magistrates Hilman Dotson
and Carson Wright voted to
approve payment, while magistrates
Eddie Harris and Karen Gibson
voted no. Magistrates Jerry Senter
and Sid Phillips were not present
for the vote.

The $100,000 needed to pay the
settlement was acquired from the
legal fees account, which already
had $25,000 in it, and transferring
the salaries of deputy county Judge-
executive and finance commission-
er.

The position of deputy county

judge-executive pays $42,285 and
finance  commissioner  pays
$32,715. Neither position had been
filled at the time of the vote.

The duties of deputy county
judge-executive have been taken
over by Damron’s executive assis-
tants, Terry Spears and Greg May.
The duties of finance commissioner
are being performed by Damron.

Damron confirmed during the
discussion that the insurance com-
pany for the county did pay for
Damron’s and the county’s attorney
fees. She also confirmed the insur-
ance company paid for the settle-
ment between the same eight plain-
tiffs and Damron,

Parties suing in these cases often
file against both the office, in name,
like county judge-executive, and
the person holding that office.

The suit against Donna Damron,
not as county judge-executive, was
settled for $35,000 earlier this year
and will be paid by the insurance
company.

The debate began during the
vote when Larry Thacker, of
Concerned Citizens for Pike -
County, said to the court, “I don’t
understand why the taxpayers have
to get stuck with this (the settle-
ment). Why can’t the members of
the fiscal court pay for this (the set-
tlement)?”

Damron assured Thacker that
neither she nor the magistrates
wanted to settle the lawsuit out of
court, but financial reasons made a
settlement the only practical choice.
She added that County Attorney
Gary Johnson strongly advised the
fiscal court to settle rather than risk
having the jury award the plaintiffs
a large amount of money.

Damron explained that if the
jury had awarded any money to the
plaintiffs, the county would have
had to pay the plaintiffs’ attorney
fees. She added that she had been
told those fees were in excess of

ments, and with 10 counts of wan-
ton endangerment for allegedly
endangering the lives of people
who were in the apartments, includ-
ing a one-month-old girl.

Court records indicate that
Butler and Fields had a history of
domestic violence.

Fields filed a petition in Johnson
District Court ‘on February 22,
1994, seeking a domestic violence
EPO against Butler. Among other
things, Fields asked that Butler be
ordered to stay at least 500 feet
away from her and her family.

The basis for the order was an
incident that occurred three days
earlier at a trailer the couple shared

behind Combs Airport.

According to Fields’ hand-writ-
ten account of the incident, she was
asleep on the couch and Butler
woke her up and started calling her
names.

“When petitioner attempted to
leave, respondent kicked petitioner
in the leg and hip,” according to
Fields' statement. “In October,
respondent hit petitioner in the face,
causing her to have ear surgery.
Petitioner states she is fearful of the
respondent due to past history of
abuse.”

Judge Susan M. Johnson granted
an EPO on March 2, 1994, ordering
Butler to vacate the trailer and stay

away from Fields and prohibiting |
him from “committing further acts
of domestic violence and abuse.”

On March 14, 1994, Johnson |
granted a request by Fields to |
remove the 500-feet prohibition.

“It 1s hereby ordered that the I
prior order of this court...be amend-
ed in the following manner: remove |
all conditions except that respon- [

any further acts of violence and |
abuse,” the order says. |

He is suing for the amount of that week’s
grand prize, which he says he should have won.

— In May, Jose and Maria Tercero filed a lawsuit
against the Santa Fe, N.M., school board and various
officials for unspecified injuries suffered by their son,
Jesse, from the act of carving a jack-o’-lantern last
October. The Terceros said forcing Jesse to carve the
pumpkin violated his religious freedom because he
does not celebrate Halloween,

— The Minnesota Court of Appeals ruled in
February that the King of Clubs Bar in Minneapolis
could be sued by a wife whose husband assaulted her
on the way home after the couple had stopped by the
bar for a few drinks.

— In June, a jury in Pensacola, Fla., awarded near-
ly $600,000 to Pedro Duran, 56, in his lawsuit against
the CSX company. Duran lost his left arm and suffered
a broken back and leg when a CSX train hit him as he
lay on the tracks, passed out from a round of drinking.

According to trial testimony, an engineer spotted what
he thought was a lump of trash on the tracks and
sounded the whistle as a precaution for 54 seconds
before the collision. However, the “lump of trash”—
Duran—didn’t move.

— In July, the Maine Supreme Judicial Court

| upheld a $40,000 verdict against the Fort Kent Golf

Club, Jeannine Pelletier had sued because, on the first
fairway almost 10 years ago, she hit a golf ball that
struck a railroad track that cuts across the fairway, and
the ball bounded back and hit her in the face.

— In May, Laura Carlton, 23, accepted an
out-of-court settlement by the City of Victoria, British
Columbia, in her lawsuit for injuries she suffered when
a police officer inadvertently shot her during a raid.
She had sued for around $200,000-—8$50,000 of which
was for her loss of earnings as a prostitute, which she
regarded as a stepping stone 1o a future as an exotic
dancer. ;

After an exhaustive, 30-minute study
that received no federal, state or local
funding, we have concluded beyond a
shadow of a doubt that men are different
from women.

This remarkable conclusion follows a
routine parent-teacher conference with
our son’s third grade teacher, who
expressed some concern over the boy's
failure to properly follow written instruc-
tions on homework.

We had casually noted before that the
lad would often dive into his home
assignments without first reviewing the
directions for that work, often resulting in
a do-over, but we assumed he was rushing
to get through so that he might have more
time to devote to his chosen profession of
juvenile delinquency.

After the conference with his teacher
and some soul searching of our own, we
realized just how wrong we were.

It is our considered opinion, which we
can back up with years of biological evi-
dence, that our son has a genetic charac-
teristic common only to the male species
that prevents all us guys from following
written instructions, whether they be con-
cerned with operating a VCR or con-
structing a nuclear power plant.

Unstrung Heroes

Hollywood is known to be a brutal place for those
actresses “of a certain age.” As actresses pass the 40-
year mark, it seems good roles simply dry up. They are
few and far in between. However, the ever-brilliant
Diane Keaton is not one to be beaten down by a sexist
system. She has found new vitality in what promises to
be a brilliant directing career.

In this debut, feature-length effort, Andie
MacDowell portrays Selma, a Los Angeles homemaker
of the early 1960s. Her husband is Sid (John Turturro),
the consummate scientist. To Sid, there is nothing that
can’t be explained or addressed in a logical, methodical
manner. The two have a young son, 12-year-old Steven.

Unfortunately for Sid, his two brothers, Danny
(Michael Richards) and Arthur (Maury Chaykin), are
totally unconventional,

Arthur is a junk collector, hording mountains of bun-
dled newspapers because he says he hasn't read them
yet and rounding up all sorts of odd items. Danny sub-
scribes to conspiracy theories, convinced that a fascist
takeover of the U.S. is imminent. Unlike their scientif-
ic brother, they are practicing Jews.

When Selma becomes ill with cancer, Steven is sent
to spend the summer with his uncles while his mother

. and father deal with this tragedy.

While at his uncles’ home (a residence hotel), Steven
i1s urged to study for his bar mitzvah. He is confused by
his uncles” somewhat quirky habits, but is captivated
nonetheless. Best of all, they provide him with a safe
harbor in the stormy seas of his mother's illness.

This could have been just another sentimental tale of
a boy losing his mother at a young age.

However, thanks to Keaton's very fine direction, it is
much more than that. It is a film that teaches us about
grief and its ultimate resolution. It touches on all areas
of family relationships and gives them a very three-
dimensional reality.

All the actors in this film turn in fine performances,
but I was particularly taken with MacDowell's portray-
al of Steven's mother.

As she faces the inevitable fact of her mortality and
grows weaker and weaker, she still manages to main-
tain that essence of herself that is vital and giving and
nurturing of her children.

The audience realizes, as it watches her, that this is
her soul and something that can never die, despite the
withering of the body.

I'loved this film and I can't recommend it enough. It
is worthy of four stars in my book!
