An investigation is underway into allegations
that fly ash was used as a rock base prior to the
paving of a portion of the parking lot which is
owned by Floyd County at Thunder Ridge race-
track.

On Wednesday, Sheriff Paul Hunt Thomp-
son, deputies and county road workers cut out
two portions of pavement at the racetrack park-
ing lot and there did not appear to be any fly ash
underneath.

Samples of the rock were removed from the

scene and Sheriff Thompson said Thursday that
the material would be taken to a 1ab in Frankfort
for analysis.

A special grand jury investigating alleged
government corruption in Floyd County has
apparently been asking questions about the use
of fly ash on the parking lot.

County road foreman Mike Jarrell said
Wednesday that he was asked about fly ash
being used on the lot during his appearance
before the special grand jury.

Reportedly, allegations were made that coun-
ty government paid for limestone gravel to be
used as a base for the parking lot, but fly ash

was used instead.

Thompson declined to give specific informa-
tion about the investigation or who or what
agency had requested that portions of the lot be
excavated.

“Alot of allegations have been made (during
the grand jury probe) and this is one allegation
that is easy to resolve,” Thompson said. “At this
point, there doesn’t appear to be fly ash on the
county’s property (at the track). If it had been,
the county paid limestone price for it, but that
doesn’t appear to be the case.”

Thompson referred other questions to Larry
Fentress, a special prosecutor from the attorney

general’s office, who is assisting the special
grand jury in its probe.

Fentress could not be reached Thursday for
comment.

Floyd Judge-Executive Bob Meyer said
Thursday that he had not requested the inspec-
tion of the parking lot, but he acknowledged that

“I've had assurances that fly ash has not been
used on the parking lot,” Meyer said. “I've
talked to (Sheriff Thompson) about that before,

Neeley said that
Skeens was riding in a vehicle with
another person and the arrest was
made when the vehicle was
stopped.

District Judge James Allen
appointed public defender Kristi
Gray to confer with Skeens regard-
ing extradition to Indiana. Skeens
declined to waive extradition and
an October 3 hearing was set
Thursday morning.

Judge Allen placed Skeens
under a $25,000 cash bond.

Skeens changed his mind and
waived extradition Thursday after-
noon in district court.

Skeens is a suspect in a two-
state crime ring, which local and
state officials cracked in July.

Joe David Fraley, 33, of
Decatur, Indiana, was arrested by
deputy Neeley and Kentucky State
Police trooper John Hunt in July
during a routine traffic stop. Dur-
ing a search of Fraley's vehicle,
officers found a quantity of mari-
juana and illegal fireworks that had
been reported stolen in Indiana.

The allegations in-
volve kickbacks and overbilling to
the Medicaid programs of all 50 states
and the District of Columbia by the
Illinois based corporation.

A task force charged with re-
viewing the primary school pro-
gram enacted through the Ken-
tucky Education Reform Acthas
concluded that the ungraded pri-
mary program is working, but
there is room for improyement.

Thereport suggests that while
there may be widespread con-
cern over the primary program,
the answer is not to change the
system by changing the law, but
to confront problems in the
implementation process.

To summarize the situation,
the task force notes that "good
implementation requires lead-
ership, professional develop-
ment and time. All are in short
supply.”

The difficulty with time con-
straints is obviousenough. There
are only so many hours in a day,
$0 many days in a week and so
many weeks in a school year.

But we have a problem under-
standing why, nearly six years
into KERA, we still can't find
the leadership we need to make

education reform work to its
maximum capability.

Perhaps it is because we're so
used to settling for less that we
aren'tcapable of expecting more
leadership from our leaders.

There are teachers out there
working wonders with our new
system of education, particularly
in the ungraded primary pro-
gram,

There are teachers out there,
as well, working against or
around that system.

In schools where parental in-
volvement is welcomed and
encouraged, the process of re-
form works smoothly.

In schools where parents are
considered to be interlopers, the
same old weary lines of distrust
prevail.

In conclusion, it appears that
this study points us in the same
direction as others before it.

That the key to true reform is
to teach us adults that schools
are for teaching children and
that while the old ways may be
comfortable for us, they aren't
profitable for them.

Record set straight
about B.L. policies

Editor:

In response to the letter to the
editor in Wednesday's edition, Au-
gust 23, either Tammy Conn did not
want to quote the facts of she had a
crow to pick with the staff at Betsy
Layne Elementary and the Floyd
County Board of Education,

In her letter she stated, “We re-
ceived a note after school saying if
our children miss more than ten days
that cannot be made up in interces-
sion, they cannot advance to the next
grade.” She indicated that the Floyd
County Board of Education was at
fault.

The letter sent home actually
stated, “Any student shall not exceed
18 days absence from class during
the school year without making them
up during intercession or the student
has to repeat the grade.” Only ten
days are allowed to be made up ac-
cording to board policy.

In putting the two numbers to-
gether, the total is 28 days. Any stu-
dent requiring more time off from
school certainly would not be in an
educational position to advance to
the next grade. There should be no
reason for any student to be absent
more than that because this county
does provide home-instruction for
students who have accidents and long-
term illnesses.’ .

Opening day was quite hectic at
Betsy Layne Elementary as it is at
every school, but it was not due to the
“gates” being locked. (Incidentally,
there was only one gate locked.) The
traffic jam was caused by the indis-
cretion of one adult who parked a
vehicle in the fire lane preventing the
school buses from being able tomake
a90 degree turn in frontof the church,
which they must do morning and
afternoon.

We applaud the decision not to
open the gate by the gym. It is much
easier for a parent to walk a child a
few feet to school than it would be to
bury one who was hit by a careless
driver. As far as an emergency is
concerned, who would know first
aboutit? School personnel! The gates
can be opened very quickly, as they
are not locked.

At no time were we ever told we
could not enter the new building. It
seems that Tammy Conn must have
been singled out. Ludicrous! That
would never happen.

School personnel dismiss the stu-
dents to the cafeteria for parents (o
pick up at 2:40 p.m,, which is much
better than allowing the students to

‘roam the hallways and playground.

There is no way school personnel
can identify every parent of 600 stu-
dents. Because the school recognized
the potential danger to students wait-
ing outside was the reasoning behind
releasing them to the cafeteria. This
is no longer a small community
school. Betsy Layne Elementary has
grown into a large school and must
provide adequate security which is
evident!

We assumed, and have been as-
sured by the staff and faculty at Betsy
Layne Elementary that our school
was, is and always will be in the
business of educating our children.
The snack business would never be
the top priority. Snack is a privilege,
not a requirement, which leads us to
inform Mrs. Conn that the snack pro-
cedure is temporary. We have been
informed that Betsy Layne Elemen-
tary is in the process of purchasing a
cotton candy machine and a slush
machine. Popcorn, candy and other
snacks will be available in the gym
during breaks.

No, the gym isnot air conditioned,
However, we guarantee that all stu-
dents prefer getting fresh air and en-
joying a snack in the gym lo sitting in
a classroom all day!

The attitudes of the vast majority
of the parents, faculty and students
are overwhelmingly positive this
year! We would like to keep this!

Unable to seat jury; sex case moved

After two days of trying 10 seat a
jury, Lawrence Circuit Judge
Stephen “Nick” Frazier decided to
move the trial of pastor Gallie Isaac
Sr., out of Lawrence County.

Out of 22 jurors questioned by
the court on Tuesday and
Wednesday, all but four were
excused. Most were excused
because they knmew or had close,
personal ties with Isaac,

“I"ve known Gallie for a lot of
years,” John Scott, one of the
excused jurors, said to the court.

“He visited my parents house when
I was growing up and we used to
fish together. 1 just don’t think I
could bring judgment against him."”
Several others were excused
because they had attended Isaac’s
church or he had performed mar-
riages or funerals for their families.
“I've know him since I was a lit-
tle girl” Delcie Mills, an excused
juror from Louisa, said. “He’s mar-
ried a lot of people in my family.”
Mills said she wasn’t sure if she
could be a fair juror on the case.
Most of the four jurors that had-
n't been excused were not original-
ly from Lawrence County, Circuit

Clerk Martha Kiser said. Instead,
they had moved here from another
county or from West Virginia.

Isaac, 78, is on trial for charges
of sexually abusing young boys
who attended Isaac Park Free
Baptist Church, where he is pastor,
He faces 17 counts of sodomy and
sexual abuse charges that stem from
four alleged victims over a period
of about 10 years.

The victims in the case allege
that Isaac engaged in deviate sex
with them.

Frazier told attoreys to try and
come up with a new venue for the
trial that the both of them could

agree upon, If the attorneys could
not agree on a site, Frazier would
then decide.

“We would bhave preferred to
bring in additional jurors to try and
keep the trial in Lawrence,” Isaac’s
attorney, Eldred “Bud™ Adams said.
“I just wish we could have tried
some more.”

Adams said Thursday morning
that he badn't given much thought
to a new trial location yet.

Special  prosecutor  Luke
Morgan, an assistant attorey gen-
eral said he thought Frazier had
tried his best to seat a jury in
Lawrence.

Property taxes double in Johnson County

Thanks to the four-year emer-
gency reassessmenl  project,
Johnson County’s property-lax base
has more than doubled, state
Revenue Cabinet officials said this
week.

Johnson County’s total taxable
assessment increased 111 percent,
rising from $248,366,608 in 1993 to
a preliminary $524,343,085 for
1994, officials said.

Individual property owners will
receive their new assessments
before next Monday, when tax rolls
will be opened for public inspec-
tion. Many property owners will see
their assessment rise by a “tremen-

dous amount,” said Sheila
Robertson, office manager for the
emergency project.

“Before getting in line to discuss
your new assessment, you are
encouraged to honestly think about
the selling price you would ask for
your property,” Robertson said
Tuesday. “Only if you truly believe
your property’s assessment is more
than what your property is worth
should you have a conference with
a Revenue Cabinet official.”

Robertson said that during the
reassessment program, all parcels
of real property were physically
inspected, mapped and valued.

“All property assessment infor-
mation that is maintained by the
PVA’s office has been updated,” she

said. “Additionally, much of this
information is now being main-
tained on a new compuler system
which will make it more accessible
for both the local officials and the
general public.”

Robertson mnoted that the
Kentucky Constitution requires that
all property be assessed at its fair
cash value.

“The fair cash value of property
is estimated at the price it would
bring at a fair voluntary sale,”
Robertson said. “The personnel that
assessed the real property in
Johnson county were required to
follow this fair cash value stan-
dar ‘||

According to Robertson, here’s
how property was assessed:

« The prices of properties that
had sold were used 1o estimate the
fair cash value of similar properties
that had not sold.

“Every effort was made o use
only fair voluntary sales as a basis

for reassessing property so that
accurate and equitable assessments
would be made,” Robertson said.
“This technique is known as the
comparable sales approach for esti-
mating values, and it was used for
residential property, farm houses
and commercial land values.”

+ For commercial buildings, a
proper assessed value was estimat-
ed by determining the cost to
replace the improvement and
adjusting the cost to replace the
improvement, The cost was then
adjusted downward for the “wear
and tear” the building had experi-
enced.

As the reassessments were com-
pleted, Robertson said, the
appraisals of many properties were
found to be “well below their fair
cash value.”

For example, Robertson said,
several homes were valued at
$5,000 when available information
indicated that they should be

assessed around $100,000. Those
“gross underassessments” caused
an uneven distribution of the prop-
erty tax burden in Johnson County
in prior years, she said.

“Those people who bought prop-
erty in the past few years were
assessed at the price they paid for
the property,” Robertson said.
“However, long-term owners of
similar properties continued to be
assessed at the price that was paid
15, 20 years ago. These types of
inequities were corrected by the
reassessment project.”

Robertson said another problem
encountered during the project was
the discovery of property not listed
by the PVA's office for taxation.

“Many houses have been identi-
fied as having been built in the past
several years, but the assessed val-
ues for the properties continued to
be for only a vacant lot,” she said.

A jury returned a guilty verdict
last week in a case against a
McCarr couple charged with child
abuse.

Ermal Lee DeHart, 28, and Lisa
DeHart were convicted of second-
degree criminal abuse, a Class D
felony, for injuries sustained by
their four-month-old infant in
October 1993.

Officials at the South
Williamson Appalachian Regional
Hospital reported the couple to
police after doctors examined the
infant during an emergency room
visit. The couple reportedly took
the infant to the hospital at the urg-
ing of a family member.

Doctors found that the infant
had a fractured skull, three broken
ribs and hairline fractures in the rib
cage, according to Assistant
Commonwealth’s Attorney Ron
Burchett who prosecuted the case.

Doctors also reported bruises,
swelling and discoloration around
one of the child's eyes.

The child’s injuries, particularly
the broken ribs and skull fracture,
were found to be at different stages
in the healing process, according to
Burchett, and may not have hap-
pened at the same time.

The jury recommended a two-
year prison sentence for Ermal
DeHart, who was taken into cus-
tody last week, and a one-year sen-
tence for Lisa DeHant who will
remain free on bond untl formal
sentencing is held.

Ermal DeHart's  mother,
Margaret DeHart, 66, also of
McCarr, was originally charged in
the incident, but was acquitted.

The couple lived with Margaret
DeHart at the time the alleged
abuse occurred.

Although there was no direct
evidence as to who inflicted the
injuries, Burchett said under the
law, if someone causes or allows a
child to be abused while in their
custody, they too can be charged
with the same offense as the person
who actually commiltted the crime.

Decision stands to award former county workers

A federal jury decision to award
$370,000- to 16 former county
workers will stand, U.S. District
Judge Henry R. Wilhoit ruled.

The workers had filed a suit
against the Lawrence County Fiscal
Court claiming that they were
wrongfully dismissed when current
County Judge-executive Roger
Jordan took office in 1994,

In May, a jury ruled that the fir-
ings were for political reasons, but
the county had appealed the ruling
asking for a new judgment. In an
order filed Monday, August 28, in
U.S. District Court in Ashland,
Wilhoit overruled the motion,

Jordan testified that the workers
were fired because of the poor
financial shape of the county. The

workers, on the other hand, said
they were fired because they were
supporters of former County Judge-
executive Clyde Johns,

Another motion asking that the
workers be reinstated was also
overruled because Wilhoit said the
subject was premature at this time.

“There is no question but that
federal courts have the power to
order reinstatement in wrongful dis-
charge cases,” Wilhoit wrote in his
order. "However, an employee does
not have an absolute right to rein-
statement in such cases. The Court
finds that the question of whether
reinstatement of the plaintiffs to
their former positions with
Lawrence County government
would be appropriate in this partic-
ular case is premature at this time."”

The question of whether the
county's insurance carrier, The

Kentucky Association of Counties,
should cover the judgment is still
unresolved, Ned Pillersdorf, lead
attorney for the ex-workers, filed a
motion asking that Wilhoit order the
company (o pay the damages.
KACo officials previously said
they would not cover the damages if
the firings were ruled intentional,
With the size of the amount
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awarded, the county could go bank-
rupt without insurance coverage.

Wilhoit ruled that all parties will
have 30 days from the day the order
was filed to provide a joint status
report on issues surrounding insur-
ance coverage.

Wilhoit also ruled that the coun-
ty must pay $24903 in attomey
fees for the former workers.

“These properties are considered to
be omitted from the tax roll, and
Kentucky's statutes allow these
types of properties to be assessed
for up to five prior years.”

In addition to receiving tax bills
for the years the property was not
listed on the tax rolls, property
owners will also be charged penal-
ties and interest, Robertson said,

Property owners who disagree
with their new assessments must
first have a conference with the
Revenue Cabinet official responsi-
ble for the assessment. Conferences
must be scheduled between
September 11 and September 25,
when the tax rolls are open.

Property owners should bring
documentation that shows why the
assessed value 1is in error,
Robertson said, If they still dispute
the assessment following the con-
ference, they can file an appeal in
the county court clerk’s office.
