The federal probe apparently is

At noon Wednesday, area inde-
pendent pharmacies draped their
prescription areas in black, papered
over part of their windows, and
lowered the lights in their pharma-
cies as part of a protest by NARD,
the national association represent-
ing independent retail pharmacies.

NARD coordinated the national

The dream of owning a business
could soon become reality for
some Floyd County women. The
Appalachian Regional Commis-
sion Wednesday approved $50,000
for the establishment of an entre-
prencurial program for women in
Eastern Kentucky.

The program, operated by the
Women's Initiative Networking

® Groups (WINGS) in Berea, will be
centered in seven counties in
Southern and Eastern Kentucky.

The program will be piloted in
Floyd, Harlan, Knott, Letcher,
Leslie, Perry and Pike counties.
Additional counties will be added
if the program succeeds in the pilot
counties.

The project will address the
area’s persistently high poverty
fevels, lack of job opportunities,
low income, chronic unemploy-

Officials at NARD say that
insurers are placing patients at risk
with a wide array of practices that
undermine quality pharmacy care.

Specific insurance practices that
affect pharmacists include restrict-
ing insurance enrollees’ abilities (o
obtain their medication through
health provider networks or mail
order; reimbursing for drugs that
are below the pharmacists’ whole-
sale cost; and limiting drugs pre-
scribed to those on the insurance
company’s list.

When that happens, the patient
suffers, Harold Cooley, a’ Prestons-
burg pharmacist participating in
the protest, said Tuesday.

Ted Jackson, Forgy's campaign
chairman stated, in a {¢tier to the
chamber of commercé, he was con-
cerned about the size of the audi-
ence.

“Under the oniginal agreement,
the audience size was to be small,
with a live broadcast by WYMT
for the benefit of the viewing audi-
ence to hear the ideas set forth by
our candidates for governor,” Jagiz
son stated in the letter. “Now, how-
ever, the rules appear to have been
changed and do not resemble the
original discussion and agreement.
What was once an organized forum
to provide for the exchange of
ideas with an audience of 60, now
has the potential to be a rehash of
Fancy Farm."

He suggested the debate be
moved to the Hazard television sta-
tion’s studio and each candidate
receive tickets for 10 seats.

Perry said the chamber board of
directors thought the debate should
be open to anyone and not limited
to a certain number of supporters
for either candidate.

*We could not come to terms on
the issue of crowd size limits,
therefore we had to withdraw our
sponsorship of the event and appar-
ently it will not take place,” he
said. “We were not willing to com-
promise on the open-door policy.”

Perry said negotiations between
the chamber and the Forgy cam-

New interstate could give
south Floyd a close ‘call’

If preliminary plans are
approved, the Interstate 66 corridor
linking the east coast with the mid-
west could come really close to
Floyd County.

The plan, released by Congress-
man Hal Rogers Wednesday, shows
the corridor touching the southern-
most tip of Floyd, near Wheel-
wright.

“The plan shows the road com-
ing though Eastern Kentucky in a
general area within a 25-mile
radius centered around areas like
Hazard and Hindman," Frank
Maisano, an aide in Hal Rogers'
office, said. “Tt will be along a cor-

ridor that comes from Jenkins. It
looks like it will go through
Pikeville and it may touch the
southern portion of Floyd County,

Even if the road does not physi-
cally find a home in Floyd County,
it will still open up the region for
economic development.
“This will open up the whole area
to more than you can ever imagine,
even if it doesn’t touch Floyd
County,” Maisano said.

The plan was relgased after
Rogers gamered enough support
that the highway could be included
as a part of major highway legisla-
tion.

“Today, the House approved a
bill to designate the National High-
way System Roads on the NHS list

as priorities in future years for Fed-
eral construction, modernization,
and improvement funds,” Rogers
stated in a press release.

Other area corridors on the list
include U.S. 23, the Mountain
Parkway, Ky. 114, and Ky. 80.

The corridor projects, such as
the four-laning of the Mountain
Parkway from Campton to Pre-
stonsburg, will also receive empha-
sis.

*“These are priority corridors for
future improvements, modemiza-
tion and all kinds of opportunities,”
Maisano said. “If these need
improvements in the future, they
will be one of the priorities.”

Child Support Enforcement by
submitting  fraudulent time
sheets/payroll billing reports to the
state Division of Child Support.
The federal charges stem from the
fact that federal monies are provid-
ed to states for child support col-
lections.

Under state law, if a county
attorney is indicted on a felony
charge by a state or federal grand
jury, the county attorney is imme-
diately disqualified from acting as
a prosecuting attorney.

On Thursday morning, Ham-
mond appeared in district court
and told Judge Allen that he was
there as county attorney and in his
role as a prosecutor.

Judge Allen told Hammond that
he was disqualified from acting as
a prosecutor due to the indictment
and that he would not allow Ham-
mond to participate in criminal
proceedings.

In the order signed Thursday,
Mann's appointment is effective
Monday, September 25.

“Whereas, the regular elected
county attorney for Floyd County
has been disqualified. .and
whereas the responsibility for
appointment of a county attorney
pro tem to prosecute criminal
cases in the absence of the regular
elected county attorney falls to this
court. . . and to provide for a con-
tinuation of the prosecution of
criminal cases in the District Court
in Floyd County; it is hereby
ordered that Hon. John W. Mann. .
. is hereby appointed county attor-
ney pro tem to act as prosecuting
attorney for Floyd County until
such time as the disqualification of
the regularly-elected county attor-
ney is resolved by law,” Judge
Allen’s order said.

Mann is a former assistant com-
monwealth attorney.

approved drug list because it is 100
expensive, the pharmacy will be
asked 1o substitute, Cooley said.
The pharmacist must then call the
doctor and ask him to prescribe
medication that is on the insurance
company’s approved list. If a
patient is suddenly changed to
another drug, several things could
happen, Cooley said, including his
blood levels of Theodore go up or
down, depending on the substitut-
ed medication. The patient must be
monitored more frequently, he
explained.

Substituting some medications,
such as Theophyllin, is also against
Kentucky's laws, Cooley said.

“The insurance companies are
placing limitations on the doctors
and the patients,” he said. “They're
comprising the patients more than
us.”

Lawrence Ford, a spokesperson
for Blue Cross and Blue Shield of
Kentucky, said Wednesday that the
state requires pharmacies to dis-
pense cheaper, generic drugs to
replace the more costly name
brand medications.

NARD is also claiming that the
independent pharmacies are suffer-
ing because insurance companies
include only chain pharmacies in
provider networks. “(They're)
locking certain companies out ...

with their closed shop dispensing,”
Cooley said.

By stipulating that their insur-
ance enrollees can only obtain
medications from a certain place,
the consumer will suffer, Cooley
said.

“Consumers should have the
freedom of choice,” he said. Indi-
viduals can contact their compa-
nies' insurance plan administrators
and protest limitations placed on
them by their insurance compa-
nies, he added.

Ford said that independent
pharmacists can be included in
insurance plans because Ken-
tucky's “Any Willing Provider”
law prohibits insurance companies
from excluding any pharmacy that
is willing to accept the companies’

Cooley said that some of those
requirements often result in reim-
bursements to the pharmacies at
cost or less than cost for the med-
ication.

He is concerned that indepen-
dent pharmacieés will soon be a
thing of the past. NARD estimates
that in the past year independent
pharmacies have gone out of busi-
ness at a rate of almost 40 per
week.

“Assuming an average of 2,000
patients per pharmacy,” Cooley
said, “that means about four mil-
lion patients lost their local phar-
macy in the past year."

about $900,000 to do some impact
studies and to see about getting the
ball rolling.”

grant, and 62 others to teachers in
58 school districts and private
schools in Kentucky. The total grant
money awarded was $374,373 and
the grants ranged from $1,100 to
$10,000.

Shepherd, who actually authored
the grant, said she wasn't surprised
to learn the group received the
money.

"] knew it was a good program,”
she said.

The workshops have been sched-
uled for November 7, December 9,
and April 6.

"We were planning to have three
days of different activities, but then
UK (which sponsored the grant)
advised us to do three workshops
with the same teachers," Shepherd
said. "We're going to invite two
teachers from each school, then
they can go back home and train
others. We hope to get more people
involved that way."

The grant was written to accom-
modate 30 middle-grades teachers
and classroom visitations after the
workshops.

The workshops are designed to
help teachers add hands-on math
projects to their classrooms. Some
of the activities teachers will work
on include:

* Probability and statistics using
DNA samples. "Kids should really
be into this because of 0.J.,"
Handshoe said.

* Building a model city and
drawing it in 3-D. "Kids catch on
fast, but this one is hard for adults,"
Shepherd added.

* Determining the most cost-
effective floor plan for a building.
"They have to submit costs for this
one," Shepherd said.

* Alternative measuring meth-
ods. "Students learn to predict the
height of the tree by comparing its
height in a mirror," Shepherd said.

"There are hundreds and hun-
dreds of activities we'll be looking
at," Handshoe added.

Shepherd said the activities are
geared for students in grades five
through eight.

"We're trying to address deci-

sion-making skills and are looking °

for items to add to the math portfo-
lio," she said. "People have been
looking for stuff to put into them.
And here they are."

The school system is adding
$8,850 as a match to the grant.

An indictment is not an indication of guilt, but a determina-
tion by a grand jury that criminal charges merit further court action.

INTRODUCTION

1. At all times relevant to this indictment,
JIMMY MARTIN HAMMOND, a defendant
herein, was the duly elected County Attorney
for Floyd County, Kentucky. In that position,
he administered a staff of attorneys and sup-
port personnel know as the Floyd County
Attorney’s Office, and he Was responsible for
performing the duties of that office as required
by law, including, among others, criminal
prosecutions and child support collection and
enforcement. Additionally, JIMMY MARTIN
HAMMOND was engaged in the general prac-
tice of law in the firm of Hammond Law
Offices, P.S.C., located in Prestonsburg, Floyd
County, Kentucky.

2. At all umes relevant to this indictment,
CLAUDINA “JANIE” HAMMOND, a defen-
dant herein and wife of JIMMY MARTIN
HAMMOND, was an employee of the Floyd
County Attorney’s Office. In that position, she
performed administrative duties for the Floyd
County Attorney’s Office, including prepara-
tion of monthly employee time sheets/payroll
billing reports for personnel and employees of
the Floyd County Attorney’s Office and the
Hammond Law Office. Additionally, CLAUD-
INA “JANIE” HAMMOND was the office
manager of the Hammond Law Offices,
P.S.C., located at Prestonsburg, Floyd County,
Kentucky.

3. At all times relevant to this indictment,
the Cabinet for Human Resources, Department
of Social Insurance, Division of Child Support
Enforcement (hereinafter the “Division of
Child Support Enforcement”) located in
Frankfort, Franklin County, Kentucky was a
public  office affiliated with the
Commonwealth of Kentucky, and was an
agency of state government, as that term is
defined in Title 18, United States Code,
Section 666(d)(2).

4. At all times relevant to this indictment,
there was in existence a national program for
child support collection and enforcement, as
set forth at Title 42, United States Code,
Chapter 7, Part D (Title, 42, United States
Code, Section 651 et. seq.). The
Commonwealth of Kentucky participated in
the program under a “state plan” formulated
pursuant to Title 42, United States Code,
Section 654. The state agency responsible for
administering the above program was the
Division of Child Support Enforcement. The
Floyd County Attorney's Office entered into
Agreements with the Division of Child
Support Enforcement, in compliance with
Title 42, United States Code, Section 654(7),
pursuant to which the Floyd County
Attorney’s Office performed child support
enforcement duties within Floyd County,
Kentucky.

5. Pursuant to Title 42, United States Code,
Section 655 and 658, the United States gov-
ernment made payments to the Division of
Child Support Enforcement as a result of the
state’s participation in the federal child support
and collection program. Thereafter, the
Division of Child Support Enforcement, pur-
suant to its cooperation agreement with the
Floyd County Attorney's Office, remitted a
portion of the funds to the Floyd County
Attorney’s Office as reimbursement for
expenses and salaries incurred by the Floyd
County Attorney’s Office in its participation in
the federal child support and collection pro-
gram.

6. During each of the one year periods of
July, 1990 through June, 1991; July, 1991
through June, 1992; July, 1992 through June,
1993; July, 1993 through June, 1994; and July,
1994 through June. 1995; the Division of
Child Support Enforcement received well in
excess of $10,000 of federal funds ander the
federal child support and collection program
described in paragraphs four (4) and five (5)
above.

7. Pursuant to the terms of the Agreements
between the Floyd County Attorney's Office
and the Division of Child Support
Enforcement, the Floyd County Attorney’s
Office was authorized to use the employees of
the Floyd County Attorney’s Office and of the
Hammond Law Office to perform services in
the area of child support enforcement, and to
obtain reimbursement from the Division of
Child Support Enforcement for the time so
spent, at the same hourly rate of pay that said
employees were paid by the County Attorney’s
Office or Hammond Law Office.

8. Pursuant to the terms of the Agreements
between the Floyd County Attorney’s Office
and the Division of Child Support
Enforcement, the Floyd County Attorney's
Office was required by the Division of Child
Support Enforcement to submit, for purposes
of determining the amount of reimbursement
due, monthly employee time sheets/payroll
billing reports stating the name of the employ-
ee and the number of hours he/she worked on
child support matters.

9. Pursuant to the terms of the Agreements

between the Floyd County Attorney’s Office
and the Division of Child Support

Enforcement, JIMMY MARTIN HAMMOND
was responsible o the Division for Child
Support Enforcement for the accuracy of the
monthly employee time sheets/ payroll billing

COUNT 1
[T. 18 US.C. S 371]
THE GRAND JURY CHARGES:

10. The allegations contained in paragraphs
one (1) through nine (9) of the Introduction are
restated and incorporated herein by reference.

I'1. Beginning on or about January 1, 1990,
and continuing until the date of this indict-
ment, in Floyd County, Franklin County, and
other places in the Eastern District of
Kentucky,

JIMMY MARTIN HAMMOND
AND

CLAUDINA “JANIE” HAMMOND,

defendants herein, and divers other persons
known and unknown to the Grand Jury, did
conspire and agree together and with each
other, to commit offenses against the United
States, to wit: as the County Attorney of Floyd
County, Kentucky and as agents thereof, they
did obtain by fraud property, that is money,
valued in excess of $5,000, from the Division
of Child Support Enforcement, an agency of
Kentucky state government, which received,
in any one year period, benefits in excess of
$10,000 under the Federal assistance program
for child support collection and enforcement,
as set forth at Title 42, United States Code,
Chapter 7, Part D (Title, 42, United States
Code. Section 651 et. seq.); all in violation of
18 United States Code, Section 666.

MANNER AND MEANS
OF THE CONSPIRACY

12. The object and purpose of the conspira-
cy was that from on or about January of 1990
and continuing to the date of this indictment,
JIMMY MARTIN HAMMOND and CLAUD-
INA “JANIE” HAMMOND engaged in a
scheme to obtain by fraud money in excess of
$5,000 from the Division of Child Support
Enforcement by knowingly submitting false
and fraudulent monthly employee time sheets/
payroll billing reports for reimbursement, in
that said monthly employee time sheets/pay-
roll billing reports contained inflated time fig-
ures for a number of employees, including,
among others:

(1) IMMY MARTIN HAMMOND,

(2) CLAUDINA “JANIE” HAMMOND,

(3) Christopher Waugh,

(4) Lorie Dawn Foley, and

(5) Pamela Lynn Wiley

13. It was a part of the conspiracy that
JIMMY MARTIN HAMMOND and CLAUD-
INA “JANIE” HAMMOND instructed indi-
vidual employees of the Floyd County
Attorney's Office and individual employees of
th¢ Hammond Law Office 1o sign monthly
employee time sheets/payroll billing reports
which JIMMY MARTIN HAMMOND and
CLAUDINA “JANIE” HAMMOND knew
were false and inflated, thereby giving the
appearance that the employee had worked sub-
stantially more time than he/she had actually
worked in performing child support enforce-
ment duties.

14. It was further a part of the conspiracy
that CLAUDINA *“JANIE” HAMMOND
insisted employees to sign monthly employee
time sheets/payroll billing reports while
CLAUDINA “JANIE” HAMMOND con-
cealed all but the signature line thereby pre-
venting the employee from knowing the
amount of time billed on his/her behalf.

15. It was further a part of the conspiracy
that JIMMY MARTIN HAMMOND from
January of 1990 through June of 1995 regular-
ly billed numerous hours per month to the
Division of Child Support Enforcement false-
ly claiming he had provided substantial legal
advice and performed substantial in-court
legal services toward child support collections
and enforcement on behalf of the Floyd
County Attorney’s Office, when in truth and in
fact, as he well knew, he seldom provided
either legal advice or performed in-court legal
services toward child support collections and
enforcement on behalf of the Floyd County
Attorney’s Office.

16. It was further a part of the conspiracy
that JIMMY MARTIN HAMMOND and
CLAUDINA “JANIE"™ HAMMOND, acting
through the Floyd County Attorney’s Office,
obtained by fraud money well in excess of
$5,000, money to which JIMMY MARTIN
HAMMOND and CLAUDINA “JANIE”
HAMMOND, defendants herein, were not
rightfully entitled.

OVERT ACTS

17. In furtherance of the conspiracy, and in
order to obtain the objects thereof, the follow-
ing overt acts were committed by members of
the conspiracy, in Floyd County, Franklin
County and in other places in the Eastern
District of Kentucky:

(1) At various times between January of
1990 and January of 1994, CLAUDINA
“JANIE” HAMMOND directed Lorie Dawn
Foley to sign monthly employee time
sheets/payroll billing reports without permit-
ting Lorie Dawn Foley to know how many
hours she was reporting. CLAUDINA
“JANIE" HAMMOND would obscure all of
the monthly employee time sheet/payroll
billing report form except for the signature
line.

(2) In or about May or June of 1990,
JIMMY MARTIN HAMMOND instructed
Pamela Lynn Wiley regarding which employ-
ces monthly employee time sheets/payroll
billing reports should be submitied, how many
hours should be billed to each employee, and
how many hours should be billed to JIMMY
MARTIN HAMMOND and CLAUDINA
“JANIE” HAMMOND as hours spent in child
support enforcement.

(3) From on or about January of 1990
through April of 1991, JIMMY MARTIN
HAMMOND instructed Pamela Lynn Wiley to
bill a large number of child support enforce-
ment hours even though Pamela Lynn Wiley
actually spent only a very few hours in child
support enforcement activities.

(4) In or about January of 1990, J[MMY.
MARTIN HAMMOND gave Christopher
Waugh a $6,000.00 a year raise which was
paid by the Commonwealth of Kentucky,
Division of Child Support Enforcement.

(5) Subsequent to the event described in
Overt Act (4), IMMY MARTIN HAMMOND
and CLAUDINA “JANIE" HAMMOND
invented the hours allegedly worked by
Christopher Waugh, and completed
Christopher Waugh’s employee time
sheet/payroll billing report forms accordingly.
CLAUDINA “JANIE” HAMMOND then
instructed Christopher Waugh to sign his
monthly employee time sheets/payroll billing
reports which falsely reflected hours worked
by Christopher Waugh in child support
enforcement.

(6) From on or about July of 1994 to Marchy
or April of 1995, JIMMY MARTIN HAM-
MOND stopped sending monthly employee
time sheets/ payroll billing reports to the
Division of Child Support Enforcement so as
not to cause an audit.

(7) In March of 1995, JIMMY MARTIN
HAMMOND instructed Christopher Waugh to
bill the Division of Child Support
Enforcement 38 to 40 hours per month for
merely walking through the Floyd County
Child Support Office daily and speaking to
someone for a few minutes.

(8) On or about March 8, 1995, on a
Saturday morning, JIMMY MARTIN HAM-
MOND called a meeting in the Jimmy®
Hammond Law Office of the employees
involved in the Floyd County Child Support
Enforcement Program. The purpose of the
meeting was to construct the monthly employ-
ee time sheets/payroll billing reports which
had not been submitted on behalf of the
employees to the Division of Child Support
Enforcement since July of 1994,

(9) At or about the time of the meeting
described in Overt Act (8), IMMY MARTIN
HAMMOND told CLAUDINA “JANIE”
HAMMOND and Mary Carol Sturgill to billg
an hour for all three routine staff meetings on
Mondays, Wednesdays and Fridays despite the
fact that five minutes or less was devoted to
child support activities at each of the meetings.

(10) Al the meeting described in Overt Act
(8), IMMY MARTIN HAMMOND told
Mary Carol Sturgill to bill around 32 hours on
each of her time sheets/payroll sheets dating
back to July 1, 1994.

(11) At various times between March of
1992 and June of 1994, CLAUDINA “JANIE”
HAMMOND presented monthly employee
time sheets/payroll billing reports to Sandra
Belcher, Robert Bishop, Marsha Hackworth,
Christopher Waugh, Mary Carol Sturgill,
Geneva Skeens, Lorie Foley, and others in
which JIMMY MARTIN HAMMOND and
CLAUDINA “JANIE” HAMMOND had cre-
ated inflated hours and activities, and CLAU-
DINA “JANIE” HAMMOND instructed each
to sign his/her respective monthly employee
time sheet/payroll billing report form without
accurately determining the amount of time he/
she actually worked and without permitting
the employee to know the amount of time
reported on his/her behalf; all in violation of
Title 18 United States Code, Section 371.

Pamela Murphy, deputy attor-
ney general, said Thursday that
under the law, Hammond's disqual-
ification was effective once the
indictment was handed down. She

®added that the certification noted in
the statute related to the district
Judge notifying the attorney gener-
al's office that a special prosecutor
would be needed.

As for the appointment of a spe-
cial prosecutor, Murphy said that
appointment could come from the
attorney general’s office or the dis-
trict judge has the option of naming
a pro tem prosecutor.

In regard to Hammond’s duties
as advisor to the fiscal court, Mur-
phy said that if the fiscal court
made a determination that there
was a conflict of interest, the court
could hire outside counsel.

Hammond told the judge that
#he indictment was “mere allega-
tions. . .I firmly deny,” and that he
has not been found guilty of com-
mitting any crime. He told the
judge that he was entitled to due
process in regard to being removed
as the county’s prosecutor.

Hammond also said that the
attorney general's office would
have to determine if he was dis-
qualified and he asked that crimi-
nal cases in district court be contin-
ued.

Judge Allen said “the court will
not allow you to prosecute cases

®here unless I'm (directed) by a
higher court or the attorney gener-
al’s office.” The judge announced
that all criminal cases would be
continued until a prosecutor 1s
named and apologized to those
who showed up for court Thursday.

*T apologize, but the court has
no control over what has hap-
pened,” the judge announced.
“Cases will be continued until we
have another prosecutor.”

Hammond breezed through the
courtroom Thursday moerning prior
to the start of court and took his
usual place, standing before the
judge’s bench. Hammond and Ken-
iucky State Police captain Robert
Forsythe met briefly in the jury
room prior to the start of court,
Hammond’s appearance in the
courtroom took most by surprise.

Attorney Ned Pillersdorf, who
was not in the courtroom, but
arrived at the courthouse shortly
after the incident, said Hammond

®hould resign his post as county
attorney.

“If the indictment was unrelated
to his job duties as county attorney,
he shouldn’t have to resign,”
Pillersdorf said. “But, because the
charges are related to his job as
county attorney, he ought to resign.
His continued presence in the
courtroom is an offense to Floyd

County. He doesn’t care about the
people of Floyd County; all he
cares about is himself. I find his
conduct outrageous and obstructive
to the county.”

Hammond declined to comment
to reporters when he left the court-
house Thursday morning.

Hammond and his wife are
accused of bilking thousands of
dollars from his office of Child
Support Enforcement by submnit-
ting “grossly inflated” payroll
records to the state Division of
Child Support. Federal authorities
contend that Hammond and his
wife began defrauding the govern-
ment on January 1, 1990, the day
Jim Hammond tock office as coun-
ty attorney and it continued until
the day the indictment was issued.

The indictment alleges that in
January 1990, Hammond gave for-
mer caseworker Chris Waugh a
$6,000 a year raise for his work in
child support enforcement, but that
Hammond and his wife invented
the hours worked by Waugh.
Waugh, who is the county’s
deputy-judge executive, was then
directed by Hammond and his wife
to sign false time sheets and pay-
roll billing reports, according to the
indictment.

“In March of 1995, Jimmy Mar-
tin Hammond instructed Christo-
pher Waugh to bill the Division of
Child Support Enforcement 38 to
40 hours per month for merely
walking through the Floyd County
Child Support Office daily and
speaking to someone for a few
minutes,” the indictment alleges.

She says adoptions are not often
considered in Eastern Kentucky.
“This is an area where people say
‘We take care of our own.” But
these girls should not be forced into
ahcse decisions,” West says.

“Often they aren’t thinking
beyond the needs of their own fam-
thes,” Tackett adds, speaking of
both the decision for a teenage girl
to keep her child and the need for
foster parents

In addition to the pregnancy
counseling and the adoption ser-
vices, Tackett provides a training
service for foster parents,

“There just aren't enough homes
and we were seeing referrals going
far away from here,” she says
“We're working on getting new
foster parents and 'I.f'ﬂIl‘Ill!g them."”

Tackeit said Floyd County has
only a couple of foster homes avail-
able and some children were being
sent to Morehead and Mt Sterling.

Since she started, she has two
families — one in Floyd County —
licensed, two in training and anoth-
er ready to start training,

“There are only three foster fam-
ilies in Pike County and Floyd is
not in any better shape,” Tackett
says. “One foster home has 10 chil-

Fackett says she wants to place
toster children 1n a “well-rounded
home with two or three children.
And we want the parents 1o iry to
ally deal with what has
ween happening to that child.”

She emphasizes that foster

lon't have to be “show

I'he 1deal home is one that is

eceplive to children; that has the
flexibility to deal with their needs,”
she says. “We're looking for homes
that are clean, adequate and well-
maintained.”

Intensive background checks —
including police and credit checks

— are completed before a family is
admitted into the training program.
If children are part of the family,
they are included in the training
process, If the parents are married,
Tackett says she asks that they be
married at least two years before
applying,

“We want that relationship to be
stable before we add the stress of a
child who is not theirs,” she says.

Families must complete 30
hours of training with specific
@mphasis on communication skills
and behavior management. Two-
income parents are not eliminated
from the process just because they
work. Day care costs are reim-
bursed

Tackett says it is most important
for foster parents to provide spiritu-
al opportunities.

“That doesn't mean they have to
be church-going people. They just
have to provide spiritual opportuni-
ties,” she says. “This is a ministry
and it takes a strong commitment.
It's a whole lifestyle changing
thing.”

West also does family and mar-

#iage counseling and arranges her
hours so families who work and go
to school can stll utilize her ser-

vices.

She says some of her referrals
come from divorce lawyers, “They
send them here for one last effort,”
West says. “But 1 would never
counsel them to stay in an abusive
home."

She said children deserve “one
good parent in the home,” rather
than being subjected to an abusive
situation.

Counseling services are billed at
$60 per hour, but West says schol-
arships are available.

“There’s no charge for pregnan-
¢y counseling and no one will be
turned away if they can’t pay,” she
says. “And most insurance compa-
nies will cover mental health coun-
seling.”

The services offered were those
the Southern Baptist associations
thought were lacking in the area,
West says.

“These were three services that
the two associations felt were need-
ed, but not provided, in the area,”
Tackett says.

“And they wanted those services
to be provided with a Christian per-
spective,” West adds.

The clientele is quickly grow-
ing. “T've got about 40 people on
my caseload,” West says. “Since
May, I've had 60 referrals from the
pastors of the churches in the area.”

And work will continue in the

foster parent program. “We'd like
to have one family in every school
district in the area,” Tackett says.
*And that means we've got a lot of
work to do.”

Judge declares rape trial a mistrial

A false statement made by a
prosecution witness resulted in a
mistrial Thursday for two men
accused of raping a 15-year-old
mentally retarded girl more than
four years ago.

One of the men, Joe Edward
Gillum, 30, formerly of Flat Gap
but now living in Beaver Creek,
Ohio, was charged with two counts
of third-degree rape, one count of
third-degree sodomy and being a
persistent felony offender. The
other man, Johnny Dale Skaggs, 27,
of Mazie, faced one charge of third-
degree rape.

Prosecutors said the two men
picked up the girl alongside the
road near her home in Carter
County on May 8, 1991, gave her
beer, and then took her to Lawrence
County.

While on the way, Skaggs had
sex with the girl in the truck and
once they were in Lawrence

County, Gillum had sex with the
girl twice in the Mill Creek area,
prosecutors said.

The driver of the truck, Michael
Lowell Lewis of Blaine, was origi-
nally charged with kidnapping, but
pleaded guilty to a misdemeanor
charge of unlawful imprisonment
and accepted a 12-month prison
sentence in return for his testimony
against the other two men.

However, when on the witness
stand Thursday, Lewis, 27, said
“No” when Assistant Common-
wealth’s Attorney Cheryl Neff
asked him if he was offered any-
thing in return for his testimony.

Ed Spencer, a Paintsville attor-
ney representing Skaggs, reminded
Lawrence Circuit Judge Stephen
“Nick” Frazier of the plea bargain
agreement and asked for a mistrial.

“The testimony solicited was
incorrect and highly prejudicial,”
Frazier said, “The witness testified
to something that was not true. The
court feels compelled to sustain the
motion of mistrial.”

Frazier said he didn’t believe
Lewis’ false testimony came as part
of any intentional misconduct, but
said according to law in this state, a
mistrial had to be granted.

“I don’t believe that there is any
way in the world you would put a
witness on the stand and try to do
anything improper,” Frazier told
Neff.

The defense attorneys in the case
said they will file a motion to dis-
miss the case on the basis of lack of
a speedy trial,

“This case has been pending
since 1991,” Spencer said. “We're
looking at more than four years and
the case never been tried to a dispo-
sition."”

Gillum, Skaggs and Lewis were
indicted the first time after the
alleged incident. Gillum was
charged with two counts of first-
degree rape, Skaggs with one count
of first-degree rape and Lewis with
kidnapping. Lewis later made the
plea bargain agreement.

Taxpayers will pay bill for settlement
between county and former employees

County taxpayers will be paying
the bill for the settlement between
the county and eight former
employees made last week.

Judge-Executive Donna Damron
confirmed Tuesday that the self-
insurance policy held by the county
will not pay for the settlement
because the violation of law is con-
sidered to be “intentional.”

Damron acknowledged the nega-
tive impression a settlement makes,
but defended her decision. “I
believe the settlement was in the

best interest of the taxpayers,” she
said.

The amount county residents
will be paying has not been released
because of a court order by U.S.
District Judge Joseph Hood. The
order came as a result of a motion
made by the plaintiff’s attorneys to
seal the terms of the settlement,
which Hood sustained.

Damron said she objected to the
motion as soon as it was made. “It’s
unfair to the taxpayers,” she said.
“The taxpayers are paying the bill
and they have a right to know."”

Jon Fleischaker, attorney for the
Kentucky Press Association, indi-
cated that since the settlement
involves public funds, the terms
cannot be sealed by law. A formal
request for the terms of the settle-
ment was filed with the judge-exec-
utive's office by the News-Express
on Friday, September 15.

The next step in attempting to
obtain the terms of the settlement
will be to file a motion in Hood’s
court requesting him to overturn his
decision to seal those terms.

Damron also said the court order

presents the county with a dilemma.
Any checks written or documenta-
tion 1ssued concerning the plaintiffs
is a matter of public record which
the county is required by law to
make available.

However, filling such requests
by citizens would constitute viola-
tion of the judge’s order. and result
in officials being held in contempt
of court.

When asked, Damron stated that
none of the eight plaintiffs in the
case are presently employed by the
county. Damron said there were
several reasons which made settling
out of court practical. The jury deci-
sion must be unanimous. If the jury
cannot agree, the case would have
to be retried, which would mean
more money spent on legal fees.

Damron also argued that the trial
adversely affected the running of
county government because she and
many other employees were
required to spend much of their
time in court, rather than working.
“We have gotten nothing done this
week,” Damron said after announc-
ing the settlement last Thursday.

and Skaggs were dismissed by for-
mer Assistant Commonwealth’s
Attorney Geoffrey Marsh last year
after the girl was ruled incompetent
to testify. New indictments were
later issued in which the rape
charges were reduced to third-
degree.

Under third-degree rape, prose-
cutors only had to prove that the
men had sex with a person unable to
consent because of mental retarda-
tion.

Lewis testified that he told the
other two men the girl was retarded
and underage, but said they made
him stop the truck to talk to her.

The prosecution will probably
file a motion for a new trial, but
Neff didn’t comment on the case
after the mistrial ruling. She said it
is policy to direct questions to the
commonwealth attorney.

Kimberly Compton, Gillum’s
attorney, said the defendants have a
right to a timely trial so she will file
a motion to dismiss.

“The case is still there, but the
trial didn’t go this time,” Compton
said. “I didn’t think (Neff) knew
that he would lie. I don’t think she
knew what the answer was.”

Spencer said he agreed with
Frazier's ruling, “Under the law, it
was the only ruling the judge could
make,” Spencer said. “I don’t want
to infer or imply that the assistant
commonwealth attorney did any
thing improper, though.”

Pike teachers suing
board of education

Two Pike County teachers are
suing Superintendent Reo Johns
and the school board, alleging retal-
iation for exercising the freedom of
speech,

In a suit filed last week in U.S.
District Court, Lenelle Little and
Vanessa Johnson are asking for
$500,000 each in punitive damages
and $500,000 in compensatory
damages.
~ Little has been a teacher for
about 19 years in the Pike County
Schools and is the mother of
Johnson. During the 1994-95
school year, Little taught at Virgie
Middle School, where she had
taught for many years. She also
received extra service pay and per-
formed extra duties as cheerleading
sponsor, resource teacher and
extended school services coordina-
tor.

During the 1994-95 school year,
Johnson, who has taught for more
than 10 years, was assigned to teach
at Robinson Creek, where she had
taught during the past nine years.

Both Little and Johnson had suf-
fered injuries on their jobs during
the 1993-94 school year, which
caused them to file claims and suc-

cessfully obtain worker’s compen-
sation benefits and medical benefits
against the school district.

In the summer of 1994, just prior
to the opening of the 1994-95
school year, Johnson alleges that
Johns attempted to terminate her
teaching contract, claiming that she
was no longer certified to teach in
Kentucky.

Johnson's certificate lapsed
briefly, she claims, when Johns
repeatedly refused to sign her cer-
tificate documents, which had to be
forwarded to the Department of
Education before she could receive
her recertification.

After being notified of her termi-
nation, Johnson asked for a tribunal
hearing and eventually obtained
retroactive teaching certification
from the state.

During the summer of 1995,
both Little and Johnson received
notices that they were being trans-
ferred from their former schools for
the 1995-96 school year.

Johnson was sent from Robinson
Creek to Millard Elementary. Little
was transferred from Virgie Middle
School to Lookout Elementary.
Both transfers, according to the
lawsuit, involved substantially

Martin miner files
suit, seeks job back

The United States Department of
Labor has filed a lawsuit on behalf
of a Martin County coal miner,
alleging that he was unlawfully dis-
charged from his job with BNA
Trucking, for refusing to drive a
coal truck with defective brakes.

The lawsuit, which was filed
September 19, with the federal
Mine Safety & Health Review
Commission in Washington, D.C,,
seeks the reinstatement of truck dri-
ver William DeLong to his former
job, with full backpay and employ-
ment benefits.

The department of labor has
asked the mine safety commission
to order the trucking company to
temporarily reinstate DeLong to his
former job until a final ruling is
made in the case,

According to the lawsuit,
DeLong was driving a DM 800
Mack truck on February 23, at a
strip mine operated by Martiki Coal
Corporation in Martin County,
when the truck’s last available
brake failed. When DeLong
removed the truck from service to
have the brakes repaired, he was
fired by Bruce Young. BNA's
owner.

According to the lawsuit,
DeLong previously had problems
with the brakes on the truck and had
complained to Young. Less than
two weeks after DeLong was dis-
charged, a federal mine inspector
red tagged the truck because of its

safety defects.

According to DeLong’s attorney,
the Federal Mine Safety & Health
Act of 1977 gives miners the right
to make safety complaints to their
employer, as well as the right to
refuse to work in unsafe conditions.

Section 105 of the mine act
makes it unlawful for anyone to dis-
criminate against a miner because
of the miner’s right to exercise a
federal safety right, including the
right to refuse unsafe work.

Any miner who believes he has
been discriminated against for
asserting his safety rights can con-
tact the nearest MSHA office to file
a discrimination complaint. MSHA
must fully investigate the miner’s
complaint within 90 days.

If MSHA determines the miner
was discriminated against, the
agency will file a lawsuit on the
miner’s behalf. It can also ask the
mine safety commission to order
the temporary reinstatement of the
miner until his case is fully
resolved.

The department of labor is repre-
sented in this case by Thomas A.
Grooms, an attorney in the agency’s
Nashville, Tennessee office.
Delong is represented by Tony
Oppegard, the directing attorney of
the Mine Safety Project of the
Appalachian Research & Defense
Fund of Kentucky. Claims made in
the filing of a lawsuit give only one
side of the case.

Jenny Wiley was an heroic pioneer mother, captured by Indi-
ans on October 1, 1789, at Walker's Creek, Virginia. She
witnessed the slaying of her brother and five children by
savages and was, herself, held captive for several months on
Little Paint Creek in what is now Johnson County. She eventu-
ally escaped fromthe Indians and crossed the Big Sandy River

at East Point to Harmon Station at Block House Bottom and
was shortly thereafter united in Virginia with her husband,
Thomas Wiley.

Mrs. Wiley returned to Johnson County with her husband,
and they reared five children. Jenny Wiley died in October of
1831 and her body lies in a cemetery at River, Kentucky.
