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A new festival, engulfing the 
Jenny Wiley Festival and the Ken­
tucky Highlands Folk Festival, will 
debut next year on the second 
weekend in October, the same date 
as the Jenny Wiley Festival. 

At a meeting Tuesday night of 
the new festival committee fonned 
by the Prestonsburg Tourism Com­
mission, organizers set the October 

fl date. 
Committee members at first de­

bated on a date in early spring. 
Willis Newsome, representing the 
Prestonsburg Rotary, said he opted 
for a spring or early summer date 
because the weather was cooler. 
Newsome pointed out that there 
would be little competition from 
other festivals in the spring be­
cause most festivals are held in the 
fall. After a committee member

"questioned why there are few festi­
vals in the spring, the group began 
analyzing the situation and rea­
soned that the rainy weather in the 
spring could put a damper on a fes­
tival. 

Fred James, director of Pre­
stonsburg Tourism, also explained 
that if the committee held a festival 
in May or June, it would have only 
about six months to prepare for the 
event.

The committee also discussed 
the various groups, such as Floyd

ber would also allow the county to 
show off its natural fall beauty, 
committee members agreed.

Water may be the substance of 
life, but for Frasure's Creek it has 
become the focal point of a battle 
with Beaver Elkhorn Water Dis­
trict. 

At Beaver Elkhorn Water Dis­
trict's regular meeting Wednesday 

evening, a number of Frasure's 
Creek residents voiced concerns 
over a water project that did not in­
clude them. 

Jerry Kanney, a Pikeville CPA, 
said Frasure's Creek was in the 
original application that Beaver 
Elkhorn Water District submitted to 
the Public Service Commission of 
Kentucky. 

The group did not agree on a 
name for the new festival and de­
layed that decision until the next 
meeting at 7 p.m., October 24 at 
City Hall. The meetings are open 
to the public. 

The committee plans to orga­
nize a board and establish subcom­
mittees to begin planning next 
year's event. James said the key to 
having a successful festival is "to 
have something no one else has -
variety."

Some residents have been talk­
ing to city commissioners trying to 
ban the sale of alcohol in the city. 
Over a year ago, commissioners di­
rected their city attorney to draft an 
ordinance prohibiting the sale of 
alcohol, but the ordinance was not 
completed. 

In order to certify the petition 
for the special election, 35 signa­
tures of voters in that precinct were 
required on the petition. The cost 
of the election is estimated to be 
between $1,000 and $1,200. 

According to Kanney, since the 
time of the application the board 
has switched Frasure's Creek for 
Wilson Creek. 

"I have spent a lot of money on 
the property in the anticipation that 
water was coming," Kanney said. 
"Up until the water district's Au­
gust meeting, Frasure's Creek was 
to get water." 

Homer Hall, chairman of the 
Beaver-Elkhorn Water District 
board, said Frasure's Creek is not 
the only area that needs water. 

"This money for the project is 
not a grant, it is a loan," Hall said. 
"When we applied, we put every 
place that would need water; how­
ever, the cost of the project is more 
than we can afford." 

If all of Left Beaver is served by 
this project, the cost would be 
close to $9 million, but the water 
district only has $3 million to work 
with. 

Hall said the cost per customer 
in Frasure's Creek is $300 to $400 
more than at Wilson Creek. Wilson

As volunteers held fund-raising 
road blocks in Floyd County and 
her mother rushed to her side, one­
and-a half-year old Terri LaSha 
Jarvis of Banner died in a Pitts­
burgh hospital from sepsis, an in­
fection of the blood. 

The infant died at 3:40 p.m. 
Thursday in the critical care unit 
while her mother, Tammy Jarvis, 
was en route to the Children's 
Hospital of Pittsburgh. 

The baby was born without an 
intestinal lining that allows her to 
absorb nutrients and had only a 
half foot of small intestines and 
had been hospitalized off and on 
since her birth. Terri's mother kept 
a constant vigil at her baby's bed­
side until Sunday, Dan Hicks, 
Terri's grandfather, said Thursday 
evening. 

Hicks said he brought his 
daughter, Tammy, home for a brief 
respite while his wife, Gaynell, 
stayed with the infant because the 
baby seemed to be doing better. 

Doctors at Children's Hospital 
placed Terri in the critical care unit 
Thursday morning after her liver 
began failing, Hicks said. They 
then called the baby's mother, who 
left immediately to begin the drive 
to Pittsburgh. 

Terri had developed several 
bacterial infections in her blood­
stream, her doctor, Rakegh 
Sachdeva of Pikeville, reported. 
The infant had fought staph and 
yeast infections and was often 
placed m the critical care unit. 

Terri had to be fed intravenous­
ly, which seriously damaged her 
liver. She was transferred from 
Pikeville Methodist Hospital to the 
Pittsburgh hospital in July to await 
a liver and small bowel transplant. 

Terri's fight for life led to a 
statewide campaign earlier this 
year after Medicaid officials said 
that program would not pay for the 
transplant, which was estimated to 
cost around $576,000. Human Re­

Floyd voters to 
see no change 
in district maps

A proposed statewide redis­
tricting plan won't affect Floyd 
County. · 

State Representative Greg 
Stumbo will retain all of his usual 
precincts in Floyd County. 

Senator Benny Ray Bailey did 
not lose any of Floyd County in 
the plan, but he did lose Perry 
County. In return, the senator 
picked up additional districts in 
another county. 

"Tht: only thing that changed is 
that I lost two precincts in Martin 
County," Stumbo said. 

He said a county could only be 
split two ways and Martin had 
three representatives - Hubert 
Collins, Herbie Deskins, and 
Stumbo - representing its resi­
dents. "My district was compacted 
a bit," Stumbo said. 

"It's the same district. There 
were about 1,000 lost from Martin 
County. Those precincts were

"As responsible firearms own­
er~. we have to find out which of 
these measures we can be for that 
don't infringe on our rights as le­
gitimate sportsmen and firearms 
carriers," Stumbo said. 

He sa1d the safety courses 
would be conducted by state police 
in connection with the local city 
police or sheriff's office, much like 
hunter safety classes are now. 

Legislators will consider 
whether to require that the license 
state what type of gun it is for and 
whether the safety course should 
be completed with that weapon. 

Residents who have been con­
VICted of violent misdemeanors, 
including domestic violence 
charges, will be denied a permit. 
"We arc working on a definition of 
violent misdemeanor," Stumbo 
said. "But obviously it will not in-

elude a speeding or parking tick­
et." 

Convictions for some battery, 
assault and harassment charges 
could also preclude a gun owner 
from a concealed weapons permit. 

"The concealed weapons bill is 
enormously popular with my con­
stituents," Stumbo said. "It gives 
individuals the right to protect 
themselves against criminals who 
are already armed." 

He said at one time NRA hard­
liners were against any legislation 
that would regulate firearms. "I 
have always had a stand of moder­
ation and I think a lot of members 
of the National Rifle Association 
feel that way." 

Stumbo said 27 other states 
have similar types of legislation al­
ready in place. "There haven't 
been the problems that opponents

Creek has 68 customers and Fra­
sure's Creek would only have 47 
customers. 

Kanney's argument is that if 
Frasure's Creek is part of the pro­
ject, his property is included and 
he will be developing the land. 

"I've agreed to pay 40 tap-on 
fees up front and pay 25 minimum 
customer monthly bills until those 
homes are sold," Kanney said. 

A tap-on fee is $450 and the 
minimum monthly bill for the first 
1,000 gallons is currently $12.49. 

Hall said when discussing cost 
per customer, the water district 
looked at existing customers, not 
potential development. The board 
needs a long-term commitment for 
the monthly bills because it will 
take 20 years to repay the loan, he 
added. 

"All of Frasure's Creek was 
never intended from the begin­
ning," Hall said. "The area dis­
cussed was only up to and includ­
ing Kanney's property, not any of 
the branches." 

A number of audience members 
said they understood that, but said 
Wilson Creek is a dead-end, while 
Frasure's Creek has the potential 
for more customers beyond Kan­
ney's property. 

Bill McDonald, an engineer 
with Howard K. Bell, of Lexing­
ton, said cost per customer is not 
merely the amount needed to put a 
water line into the ground, but ex­
penses for tanks, pump stations, 
engineering and construction costs. 

Cost is increased when eleva­
tion changes because pump sta­
tions are needed to supply the 
homes with enough water. To sup­
ply water to all of Frasure's Creek 
and its branches, additional water 
tanks and pumps ate needed, he 
said. 

"There is certainly a need for all 
of the southern end of the county. 
Unfortunately, there is not enough 
dollars," McDonald said. ''The de­
cision is the commissioners to 
make, not mine." 

The board agreed to table the 
discussion until next month's 
meeting, October 25 at 6:30 p.m., 
so they would have time to get an 
accurate count of the exact number 
of customers who would tap on in 
Wilson Creek and Frasure's Creek. 

At this time, all figures are 
based on potential customers. A 
customer is not the number of peo­
ple who live in the area, but the 
number of households located 
there.

along Route 3 near Thunder Ridge 
and the airport," Stumbo said. He 
said the proposed Jenny Wiley 
Golf Course had been planned to 
be built in Martin County in that 
area. "I wanted it in my district. 
That's the reason I asked for those 
precincts." 

He said Floyd County is lucky. 
"It's too big for one representative, 
but not quite big enough for two." 

Legislators had to re-draw dis­
trict lines after it was determined 
that current lines were unconstitu­
tional. Some counties were split 
three or four times. 

Stumbo has 33 precincts in 
Floyd County while Donnie New­
some has the remaining 11 
precincts and some of Knott Coun­
ty. 

"Donnie has primarily the 
southwest portion of the county," 
Stumbo said. "His district runs up 
Right Beaver toward Knott County 
and includes David." 

Stumbo said Aoyd County has 
never been split more than twice. 

"When I was elected in 1979 
and took office in 1980, the area 
around Mud Creek was in the Pike 
County district, but the other 11 

precincts (that Newsome now has) 
were in my district. That was 
changed in 1984," Stumbo said. 

"Because of the population 
growth we had in the 70s during 
the coal boom, when everybody 
moved back, they had to condense 
my district. That's when they split 
off the area contiguous to Knott 
County," Stumbo added. 

He said the ideal size for a rep­
resentative district is about 36,000 
people. ''There are roughly 3.6 
million people in the state of Ken­
tucky," he said. "With 100 house 
members, that means an ideal dis­
trict is about 36,000 people. Pike 
has almost the perfect population 
size for two representatives." 

He said the courts will allow a 
variance in that number by "plus or 
minus five percent, or even greater 
for a real good reason," he added. 

Legislators have asked Gover­
nor Brereton Jones to call a special 
session to approve the redistricting 
plan, but Jones has indicated no 
desire to do so. If a special session 
is not called, the redistricting plan 
will be taken up in the 1996 ses­
sion of the state's General Assem­
bly.

have talked about. Just the con­
trary," he said. "In almost every 
state, there have been some very, 
very positive results." 

He said crime rates have 
dropped in most states that have 
enacted the legislation. 

"The criminal is more fearful of 
engaging in criminal conduct 
knowing that a citizen might take 
them to task. They no longer have 
the advantage," Stumbo said. 
"There's an old adage that says if 
you outlaw guns, only outlaws will 
have guns." 

Current state law says a weapon 
owner can carry that weapon, with 

a permit, as long as it is not con­
cealed. That means in the seat of 
their car, in the glove box, or in the 
trunk. "In any place that it takes 
more than one motion to get it 
out," Stumbo said. 

The proposed legislation would 
allow the guns to be carried in 
purses, under seats, or in holsters, 
including shoulder and ankle hol­
sters. 

He said support for the bill has 
been tremendous. "I think it will 
pass overwhelmingly. There will 
be some revisions, but they won't 
be major," he said. "It is amazing 
that it is so well received."

II later announced that a hospital 
that had overbilled Medicaid and 
the state would contribute 
$300,000 to a state organ transplant 
fund. Half of that amount would be 
used for Terri's transplant and 
Medicaid would also pay 
$150,000. 

Volunteers around the state have 
been holding road blocks, concerts 
and various fund-raising activities 
to raise money to help pay for the 
infant's escalating medical bills. 

Hicks said the family has been 
receiving "huge amounts" of med­
ical bills and he did not know if the 
funds raised would be enough to 
cover Terri's medical expenses.

Hicks said his granddaughter 
had made an impact around the 
state and brought statewide focus 
to the donor program. 

"You don't mention her name, 
but people know about it," he said. 

• "People need to sign the back of 
drivers'licenses (to donate their or­
gans)." 

Hicks said his family is in shock 
by the death of Terri. 

"To the last minute, we never 
gave up. You always expect it," he 
said, pausing for a ·long moment. 
"You say that before it happens, but 
when it does, you don't expect it. 
When it happens, life goes on."

Martin resident gets soaking 
when he receives water bill

Residents have complained in the 
past about the high cost for water 
usage in the City ofMartin, but those 
people didn't have a water bill for the 
use of 187,000 gallons of water in a 
month. 

Jamie Barnett addressed the Mar­
tin Council at Wednesday's meeting 
and explained that he apparently had 
a water leak at his home, but he was 
willing to pay the wholesale cost for 
the water. 

' "The city won't lose any money, 
but it won't make any money either," 
Barnett said. "I'm willing to pay for 
the whole 187,000 gallons, but I'd 
like a little help. Has anybody else 
ever bad a leak this big?" 

Barnett's water bill is $546. 
Mayor Alan WbickertoldBarnett 

that he understood his dilemma and 
that he "probably had the record" for 
the largest water bill. Whicker said 
he feared that allowing Barnetttopay 
only the cost to the city would open 

4f'Pandora's Box" for other residents 
to ask that their water bills be ad­
justed. 

"I want to caution council about 
adjustments to everybody's water 
bill," Whicker said. "If we just break 
even on every water bill, we're going 
to lose money. I understand 
(Barnett's) case and we have set him 
up on payments. I don't want a hun­
dred people lining up at the door 
asking 'Why not (adjust ours)?' Our 
whole objective is to buy water and 
~ll it and make a profit." 

Under a city ordinance regarding 

the water department, adjustments to 
citizens' waterbillscanonlybemade 
by the city council. 

CouncilmanEverettAkersJr. said 

he felt council could make the adjust­
ment for Barnett. 

"I don't ~ee why we can't whole­
sale the water to him," Akers said. "If 
we don't lose money and have the 
water bill paid, I can't see a problem 
with any citizen coming here (asking 
for an adjustment)." 

Whicker suggested that council 
talk to city attorney Tim Parker be­
fore making a decision. 

Akers told Barnett that his bill 
would be adjusted if council could do 
so without violating the city ordi­
nance and that at the October meet­
ing council would have an answer for 
him. 

In other business Wednesday: 
• Council heard from two resi­

dents oflce Plant Hollow concerning 
stray dogs damaging vehicles and 
getting into garbage. The mayor ad­
vised the residents that the city did 
not have a leash law, but the issue 
could be discussed with the city at­
torney. Whicker said that he would 
have a report on the issue at the Octo­
ber meeting. 

• Whicker informed council that a 
used Army truck had been bought for 
$2,000 and is to be used for hauling 
large trash items for residents. 

• Council voted to give $250 to the 
Little Rebels football team. 

• Alisa O'Bryan was introduced 
as the new city utility clerk.

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No decision yet on who will head child support

State officials continue to negoti­
ate with Floyd County Attorney Jim 
Hammond and his attorney to deter­
mine how future child support en­
forcement cases will be handled in 
the county. 

Steve Veno,statedirectorforCbild 
Support Enforcement for the Cabinet 
for Human Resources, said Thursday 
that no resolution bas been reached 
on who will administer the program 
in Floyd County, which Hammond 
manages under a contract with the 
cabinet. 

Hammond and his wife, Janie, 
were indicted by a federal grand jury 
September 20 for allegedly falsify­
ingtimesbeets/payrollforCbildSup­
port Enforcement workers in his of­
fice. Hammond and his wife are each 
charged with one count of conspiracy 
to commit fraud and one count of 
fraud. 

Under state law, Hammond be­
came ineligible to serve as a prosecu­
tor in district court because of the 
federal indictment, but the effect of 
that indictment in regard to child sup­
port collections is unknown.

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Better off poor? 
by Scott Perry 

If we can believe the statistics 
compiled by a Washington-based 
research group known as the Cato 
Institute, we're overlooking a key 
stumbling block to welfare reform 
in this country. 

The report concludes that in 
many parts of the country, includ­
ing Kentucky, the value of public 
assistance is higher than what most 
unskilled, poorly educated people 
can earn at a wage-paying job. 

In Kentucky, for example, a wel­
fare mother of two who receives 
benefits through food stamps, Med­
icaid, AFDC, housing, nutrition 
assistance and energy assistance 
has an "income" equal to that of a 
person who earns $8.08 per hour 
for a 40-hour week. 

In Eastern Kentucky, that 
amount is about 50 cents an hour 
lower than the average wage for 
employees in all industries, includ­
ing mining, and higher than the 

average wage if you take mining 
out of the picture. 

Logic suggests then that there is 
no incentive for people to leave the 
welfare rolls for work unless they 
find a job that pays more than $8.08 
per hour. 

And just how many of those, do 
you suppose, are available around 
here? 

The obvious solution, of course, 
is to develop a program that pro­
vides supplemental public assis­
tance to people with low-paying 
jobs. 

By limiting the value of welfare 
to the difference between actual 
wages earned and a region's aver­
age hourly pay rate, you could cut 
the costs of public assistance while 
providing incentives for recipients 
to work. 

That proposal, of course, does 
not account for the biggest problem 
we have in Eastern Kentucky. 

There just aren't enough jobs to 
be had here, of any kind.

Equal representation 
sought for parents 

Editor: 
As public interest in the 1996 

General Assembly begins to rise, I 
would like to alert your readers to one 
legislative goal on which local board 
of education members statewide will 
be working. 

As part of our 1996 legislative 
program, the nearly 900 members of 
the Kentucky School Boards Asso­
ciation (KSBA) have enthusiastically 
endorsed language to give parents an 
equal number of seats on school coun­
cils as are allocated to school em­
ployees. 

The effect of our draft bill will be 
to, in the current statutory council 
model, increase the number of par­
ents from two to four--the same num­
ber of positions as occupied by the 
school's principal and three teacher 
representatives. Additionally, we 
advocate that all alternative council 
models--those with more than the 
standard six members--also be ex­
panded to include as many parents as 
staff on these school panels. 

It is our belief that, without equal 
representation of parents and staff, 
schoolcouncilsinparticularandedu­
cation reform in general is paying 
only lip service to the objective of 
increasing parent involvement in our 
public schools. Parents now have a 
minority voice: sometimes it llas an 
impact, but often it is drowned out by 
thefour-to-twomajorityoftheschool 
staff. 

KSBA began the push for this 
legislation in the 1994 General As­
sembly. As that measure got lost in 
the end of th~ session crush, we are 
beginning the effort much earlier this 
time. We believe that, in the past two 
years, public sentiment has changed 
on some elements of the Kentucky 
Education Reform Act of 1990. One 
positiveresultofthosechangingopin­
ions is the rising desire of parents for 
a greater role in the learning process 
of their children. 

While KSBA supports the poten­
tial of school-based decision mak­
ing, we believe that this potential can 
be reached only if the General As­
sembly empowers parents as full part-

ners with administrators and tenured 
staff on the councils.

Distraught mother 
seeks son's killer 

Editor: 
On September 19, another year 

bas passed since my son Walter 
Crooper was murdered in your town; 
three years and ·still no conviction. 
Walter's murder unsolved. 

In the last three years, my young­
estdaughter, Bonnie, tried to take her 
own life because she missed her 
brother and wanted to join him; she 
almost did. My son, Ryan, had to be 
taken out of military school because 
he convinced himself that since 
Walter bad been sent away to school 
and killed, that the same thing would 
happen to him. My daughter Sascha 
has constant dreams about her brother 
begging her to help find his killer. 

For two years I was in and out of 
the hospital, the doctors tell me that 
because I am a devout Catholic, I 
couldnotcommitsuicide, wmymind 
was shutting down my body to get 
sick and join my son. 

I don'tknow how true that is, but 
it was then I realized I could not 
depend on the legal system, I bad to 
fight for Walter myself and I have. I 
have devoted my life to finding jus­
tice for my child, and I will. 

We all know that they think they 
have Walter's killer in jail, I'm not 
sure. I think his killer is still among 
you and will kill again. 

Walter is with the Lord, his faith 
was strong and I know he's safe and 
happy. My fight now is to protect the 
other children, my children and your 
children. 

Until something like this happens 
to you, you don't realize how much 
this is happening. I work with parents 
of murdered children and the Polly 
Klauss Foundation, there are thou­
sands of parents who have lost chil­
dren to killers. I never thought this 
could happen to us, things like this 
happened to other people. 

I sent my child to a beautiful small 
town in the mountains. He was so 
happy there, I didn't send him to New 
YorkofL.A. 

The suspect they havelivedamon&, 
you, a convicted child molester, liv~ 
there, worked in one of your local 
stores, they believe my child was 
killed because be happened to be 
walking down the wrong road at the 
wrong time. 

It could have been anyone's child. 
I am working to make Megan's Law 
a national law. Megan's Law states 
that people be notified when a con­
victed sex offender moves into the 
neighborhood. Had the police known 
about this man, would they have gone 
to him first and maybe saved my 
child's life? I urge you to write your 
representatives and ask that this law I 
be passed. 

And dear editor, I am asking as I 
do every year, please print this letter 
and my address. I welcome letters 
from the people of Prestonsburg. I 
know it's been three years but if any­
one thinks of anything that could 
help solve my child's murder, no 
matter how trivial, please write me. 

And, please pray for us for help in 
fmding his killer. I would even wel­
come letters from the suspects fam­
ily. If you can help clear him then • 
maybe the police would look for the 
real killer. Until he is cleared, I will 
be at every parole hearing to make 
sure he is not set free to hann another 
child.

The sex crimes trial of Lawrence 
County Pastor and former county 
clerk Gallie Isaac Sr., will be held in 
Boyd County, Lawrence Circuit 
Judge Stephen "Nick" Frazier ruled 
Friday, September 22. 

Frazier decided to move the trial 
after an unsuccessful attempt to seat 
a jury in Lawrence County earlier 
this month. 

After two days of questioning 
potential jurors, only four out of 23 
were accepted. Most were excused 
because they knew or had personal 

ties with Isaac. 
Fifty jurors were pooled to try 

and seat a jury in Lawrence, but 
after going through 23 of them, 
Frazier stopped questioning and 
said it was obvious that there were 
not going to be enough eligible 
jurors for the case. 

Isaac, 78, is on trial for charges 
of sexually abusing young boys 
who attended Isaac Park Free 
Baptist Church, where he is pastor. 

HP- faces 17 counts of sodomy 
and sexual abuse charges that stem 
from four alleged victims over a 
period of about 10 years. 

The victims in the case allege 

that Isaac engaged in deviate sexual 
acts with them. 

Frazier had asked attorneys in 
the case to come up with an alter­
nate venue for the trial. 

Special prosecutor Luke 
Morgan, an assistant attorney gen­
eral, said he preferred Boyd County 
because it has a larger population 
which would better the chances of 
getting a fair and impartial jury. 

Frazier also stated this reason for 
his decision to move the trial to 
Boyd. 

Isaac's attorney, Eldred "Bud" 
Adams, said he felt a fair jury could 
have been chosen in Johnson

County. 
Morgan had filed a motion for a 

change of venue earlier, but it was 
denied. 

Frazier said the weight of the 
evidence presented at the time 
favored leaving the trial in 
Lawrence, but if a jury couldn't be 
seated he would move the trial. 

Twelve other charges that 
involve three other children are still 
pending, but will be tried at a later 
date. 

Isaac was charged last 
September in eight separate indict­
ments that contained a total of 88 
counts.

Despite increase, schools will lose money 
forest fire 
prevention

The Kentucky Fall Forest Fire 
Season will begin on October 1 
and will run through December 
15. During this period, the Corps 
of Engineers at Paintsville Lake 
is urging all park visitors to be 
extra careful with fire when visit­
ing the lake.

The Corps reminds all visitors 
\ that at Paintsville Lake, fires are 

not permitted except when con­
tained in fire grills designed espe­
cially for that purpose. When 
fires are built, care must be taken 
to completely extinguish them to 
prevent a restart that could get 
out of control. Smokers should 
also make sure that a cigarette is 
completely safe before it is dis­
carded.

Despite the recent increase in 
property assessments, the Johnson 
County School District will lose 
about $300,000 in tax money, 
Superintendent Orville Hamilton 
says. 

Hamilton told the county school 
board Monday that although the 
school district will receive an addi­
tional $1 million in local tax money 
from the new assessments, it will 
lose about $1.3 million in state 
funding. 

"Part of that comes from the 
standpoint that there was no '94-'95 
tax collection," Hamilton said, "and 
they (the state) have been giving us 
state monies for '94-'05 even 
though we didn't get any local 
money." 

Because of the additional state 
money, Hamilton said, the local 
board will have to reimburse the 
state $300,000 a year until the funds 
are paid back. 

"The additional tax the local tax­
payers will pay will not give us one 
penny more," he said. 

Hamilton said he obtained the 
estimates during a co'Wersation 
with Joe Nance, an officia1 from the 
state Department of Education. 

Nance will explain the situation 
in detail at a special meeting in 
October, when the board will set its 
tax rate, he said. 

Hamilton and school board 
members said they hope to lower 
the tax rate, even though state

education officials have recom­
mended that the rate remain the 
same. 

Johnson County's property 
assessments more than doubled, the 
result of state-mandated reassess­
ment project. 

Board chairman Dr. Franklen K. 
Belhasen said the increase is a "real 
atrocity to the people of this coun­
ty." 

"I think the problems they had 
with (former PVA Custer 

Picklesimer), they decided they'd 
take them out on the entire county, 
and prove to us they could do that," 
Belhasen said. 

Lowering the tax rate would 
"send a message" to state officials, 
Belhasen said. 

"I think that is the only way to 
make a statement;' he said. 

To demonstrate their displeasure 
with the situation, the board voted 
not to raise the tax on motor vehi­
cles and watercraft. 

Initially, treasurer Peggy Van­
Hoose said that if board members 
increased the motor vehicle tax 
from 52.50 cents to 53.00 cents, 
they would add about $57,000 to 
their coffers. 

But after going over the figures 
again, she said the increase would 
generate only $4,000. 

Hamilton said he would have 
recommended the increase if 
VanHoose's original projection had 
been correct. 

Negotiations hold up water project 
by Christopher Hunt

The $3.2 million Elkhorn Creek 
water project is more than a month 
old, but only two days closer to 
being finished. 

An attempt by the United 
Steelworkers of America to orga­
nize the two contractors is the 
source of the work stoppage. 

Approximately 75 Steelworkers 
began picketing the Elkhorn Creek 
work site on August 15, one day 
after work had begun. "They said 
they were interested in organizing 
us ... in becoming one of their union 
contractors," said Jack Crim of 
Ashland-Catlettsburg Paving 
Company. 

Denver Kinder, of Kinder 
Construction, also said he was 
approached the same time as Crim. 

Neither the contractors nor their 
employees were willing to sign a 
long-term deal. "We work all over 
the state and it wouldn't be in our 
best interest to join full time," said 
Kinder. 

Joining the union would not be 
in the contractors' best interest 
because they have to submit bids­
an offer of how much they would 
charge to do a project-and the cost 
of joining a union would raise that 
price, making them less competi­
tive. "All our work is done on a 
unit-price-per-foot basis," he said. 

Crim also explained some of the 

reasons his workers were not inter­
ested. The union would require 
each member to pay $36 per month 
in union dues, a one-time $250 ini­
tiation fee and have $4.05 per hour 
worked taken out of their paycheck 
as "fringe benefits," he said. 

After two days of discussion and 
alleged threats of intimidation by 
union members, "I thought we had 
a deal worked out," said Kinder. 
The deal he thought he had 
involved his workers paying only 
the $36 union dues and being mem­
bers only for the duration of the 
contact with Mountain Water. 

But when the Steelworkers sent 
the contract to be signed, "They 
sent a regular five-year contract," 
Kinder said. 

Concerning the alleged threats, 
Kinder added, "They (the steel­
workers) are nice people. They 
have treated us very courteously." 

The contract Kinder and Crim 
signed with Mountain Water has a 
time limit of "360 calendar days" 
for completion, with a provision for 
extension of the deadline for rea­
sons beyond the control of the con­
tractor. Mountain Water has recog­
nized that the current labor probkm 
falls into this category. 

At present, the project is still in 
limbo as Mountain Water Distnct 
cannot become involved. 

George Cantrell, United Steel­
workers representative, said a new 
contract has been offered. "We are 

currently negotiating with those 
companies and I expect to have an 
agreement in a couple of days," he 
said. 

When asked about the new offer, 
Kinder replied, "I have to review 
it...if everything is satisfactory, we 
would like to sign a contract." 
However, he also confirmed this 
new contract is for five years. '_'That 
would be a problem for us," he said. 

Crim could not be reached for 
comment on the new contract offer, 
but had indicated the recent experi­
ence has left him skeptical. 

Crim also indicated this problem 
could be avoided in the future, dur­
ing the bidding process. "If the 
union would announce its intention 
to organize prior to bids being 
taken, then you could eliminate 
those contractors who didn't want 
to jom at all," he said. 

The Elkhorn Creek project takes 
in an area beginning a half-mile 
below Blaze Branch, extending 
across Shelby Gap and down 
Elkhorn Creek. 

Chaney also said customers can 
save money if they sign up early. 
The charge for hookup is $125 if it 
is done before the project begins, 
$425 after work is started. The dif­
ference in price is because a lender, 
like the Farmer's Home 
Administration, allows Mountain 
Water to subsidize hookup fees if it 
IS done when the application for 
funding is submitted.

Four days into the trial, after 
two special called fiscal court 
meetings to discuss an out-of-court 
settlement, Hectus and Joe 
Childers, the attorney who repre­
sented the former workers, 
announced an agreement had been 
reached, with the terms sealed by 
request of both parties.

After her surgery in March, 
tests on her liver revealed 
Chronic Hepatitis, which meant 
the illness had lain dormant for a 
number of years and predicted 
she had five years left before 
irreversible damage was done to 
her liver. Now, they won't talk in 
terms of time, Renee says. 

Roberta's doctors determined 
she contracted the virus about 33 
years ago through a blood trans­
fusion during surgery in a 
Chicago Hospital. 

During those years, Roberta 
raised four children, worked as a 
secretary and was among the top 
ten salespersons for Mary Kay 
Cosmetics. As a top seller, 
Roberta has driven the Mary 
Kay pink Cadillac and now dri­
ves the Mary Kay pink 
Oldsmobile, which she will have 
to soon relinquish. 

Roberta is now confined to 
her home because she is "very, 
very tired," Renee said. She has 
been put on a special salt-free 
diet and can no longer engage in 
one of her favorite pastimes, eat­
ing out at area restaurants. She 
can't resist cheating a little, says 
Renee, and sometimes eats a lit­
tie bite of pizza, her favorite 
food. 

Roberta is a Christian, which 
is helping her get through this 
ordeal, Renee said. Roberta was 
baptized in the Church of Christ 
in Prestonsburg. 

"It's been really tough," 
Renee said. Roberta's cousin's 
daughter, Tracy Mitchell of 
Beaver, added that Roberta has 

always been independent, but 
has had to learn to depend on 
others. 

Renee has also had a difficult 
time accepting her mother's ill­
ness. 

"You don't think in tenns of 
this happening to you. It's been 
hard not knowing which way to 
turn. At first I went through a 
depression state. Now I'm work­
ing toward the goal of getting 
her better. 

"I want her to do what she has 
to do. I have two kids and I want 
them to grow up knowing their 
grandma," Renee said. 

Roberta's insurance policy 
through Mary Kay won't pay for 
any major procedure, such as a 
transplant, or transportation 
costs, Renee said. Roberta's hus­
band, Pikeville native Rockford 
Sturgill, is self-employed. 

Renee, Tracy, and Tracy's 
mom, Bella Hamilton are plan­
ning fundraising drives for 
Roberta. A roadblock will be 
conducted on October 3 at 
Harold Bella is working with 
Marlow Tackett to hold a benefit 
concert. 

Roberta has written to Naomi 
Judd, asking her to be a guest 
speaker at a benefit dinner, and 
many more activities are 
planned.

If for some reason Roberta

Roberta's medical bills con­
tinue to accumulate. Beginning 
October 18, she will spend four 
days at the Mayo Clinic for test­
ing. After that, she returns to 
lllinois where she will begin r 
receiving injections of interferon 
to try to bring her illness into 
remission.

Jeff Copley's musical tastes and tal­
ents reflect the strong musical roots that 
have nurtured him while growing up in 
the coal mining hills of Crum, West 
Virginia. 

As the Appalachian Mountains and 
" roaring rivers provide both inspiration 
·f and insight into the tough struggles of 

working-class people, a close-knit musi­
cal community has slowly developed 
over the last several decades. 

At the root of this music is bluegrass, 
stripped to its purest form. Then it is 
influenced by the heartbreaking, soul­
searching lyrics and sounds of tradition-
al country music - sung as only those 
who have truly Jived it can - and fla­
vored by the gospel music heard in 
church every Sunday. 

With his album, Evergreen, Jeff 
Copley has successfully made the trek 
down Highway 23, called "Country 
Music Highway," that so many others 

j have made such as Loretta Lynn, Keith 
Whitley, Dwight Yoakam, Patty 
Loveless, The Judds, Ricky Skaggs, 
Kathy Mattea, and Billy Ray Cyrus. 
They're all from a 100-mile radius that 
spans from Elkhorn City to Charleston, 
West Vrrginia. 

"It just made my dream more realis­
tic because there had been people from 
my area who have made it big in coun­
try music," says Copley, 26. "It made 
me believe that I could do it, too. 

"There are realJy strong musical 
' roots there," Copley says. "They could 

have been created by hard times, but 
' whatever the reason, there are just real 

country music lovers there. 
\ 'There's a 10-acre field two miles 

from my house where they have a blue­
grass festival twice a year," he says. 
"People bring their campers and it's a 
big two-day party in the middle of a hay 
field. They've had all the big bluegrass 
acts - Bill Monroe, Ralph Stanley and 
Jimmy Martin." 

Copley's love for tJ1e West Virginia 
area is revealed in his debut album 
through such songs as ··out Where God 
Is," which celebrates tlle beauty and 
spirituality of a fatller-son fishing !rip, 
and "Below My Raisin'," which is about 
exploring the other side of the tracks 

.,, after being raised in church. 
"I first realized that I wanted to be a 

performer when I sang in church at age 
five," Copley says. "I made up this song 
and I got up there with this old guy who 
had a guitar. After five minutes or so, he 
finally had to stop playing because I just 
kept going, making it up as I went. I 
knew right then that this is what I want­
ed to do. I wanted to be in front of a 
crowd performing. 

"I was really thankful to be exposed 
to church at an early age because it 
helped me stay focused on my dream 

f and to have the faith never to give up on 
my dream." 

"Evergreen," the title cut. is the story 
of a country Romeo and Juliet. "It's 
about a guy named Bobby who fell in 
Jove with a girl who had the greenest 
eves be had ever seen, so he called her 
Evergreen," Copley says. "Then her dad 
didn't like him and wouldn't allow her 
to see him anymore. So they ran away 
together and were never seen again. 

"'This song talks about the power of 
love and it really comes from the heart," 
Copley says. "I think this one is my 
favorite because it's such a good story 
song. I have two younger sisters, so I 
know how it is for dads to see their little 
girls grow up and start dating." 

Another Evergreen song about the 
trials and explorations of youth is 

soon as you walk in. Just wait until he 
takes the microphone.' 

.. When I walked in, I looked around 
and just walked over and shook hands 
with Jeff. He just stood out. When J 
heard his voice, I heard something that 
was different." 

Unbeknownst to Copley, Canada's 
business partner is legendary music pro­
ducer Harold Shedd, president of 
Polydor Nashville. One week later, 
Copley was in Shedd's office at his 
Music Mill recording studio, staring at 
the gold and platinum Alabama albums 
that line the walls. 

"It was almost too good to be true," 
Copley says. "This was something that I 
had worked toward for so long, and then 

it happened. I was getting my shot." 
Copley spent more than seven 

months scouring Music Row for strong, 
credible songs for Evergreen. "We lis­
tened to probably 2,000 songs before 
deciding on these ten," he says. "When 
you hear a song, you say, 'Yes. that's 
me, I can do that.' 

"These are clean, positive songs that 
people can rdate to," he says. "They all 
have something to do with real life 
experiences. 

.. I'm just into positive music that has 
a brighter outlook on life. There's 
enough negative things happening. I like 
to be optimistic about life." 

Copley's debut album Evergreen will 
be released on October 3. 

"Rocb and RoRs;• ~~~~~~~~~~~~~~~~~~~~~~~~~~~~~~~~~~ which is about a tomboy 
who threw rocks at the 
boy next door, who later 
grows up to give her 
roses. 

Copley's early influ­
ence were his parents' 
eight-track tapes of 
Conway Twitty, Loretta 
Lynn, The Kendalls, and 
later, Keith Whitley. 
These childhood influ­
ences are reflected in the 
song "Rock and Roll 
Heart," which is about 
growing up to Hank 
Williams on Daddy's old 
radio. ''This song says we 
all came from the same 
mold, and all different 
kinds of music influenced 
us," he says. 

Copley's father bought 
him a guitar at age 15, and 
he soon began playing 
with bands in nearby fes­
tivals in Lawrence County 
and in Wayne County, 
West Virginia. He contin­
ued playing music for 
several years while work­
ing as a radio DJ, turning 
Jogs at a sawmill and later 
attendtng Morehead State 
University. 

In 1993, he was per­
forming at a songwriters' 
showcase in Paintsville, 
when he was approached 
by Donnie Canada, a big, 
gentle man with a soft 
Kentucky drawl. 

"A friend called and 
convinced me to go to this 
showcase to see Jeff," 
Canada says. "He said, 
'You should go because 
there will probably be 75 
songwriters there, but out 
of those 75, there is one 
guy named Jeff Copley.

· School reform continues to be a red 
hot topic of debate six years after 
KERA was enacted, and the fact that an 
election is coming up means the issue is 
getting an extra helping of attention. 

None of the people talking about 
school reform are actually in school, 
though, so we thought it might be in.ter­
esting to get the impression of one of 
KERA's beneficiaries. 

Our son, who is in what used to be 
called the third grade, was the subject 
of our interview, and he provided some 
eye-opening information for the 
"experts" to ponder. 

For instance, we have learned that 
despite all of KERA's good intentions 
toward changing attitudes about the 
educational process, recess is still the 
most often mentioned part of the school 
day curriculum among eight-year-old 
boys. 

Gym class is a close second, while 
lunchroom food is still a mystery. 

When asked what he did in school on 
a particular day, we were startled by the 
response of "nuthin' ,"which is remark­
ably similar to the answers given by 
pre-KERA students who attended "tra­
ditional" primary classes. 

It is equally interesting to note that 
our survey group was not inspired by 
education reform to comb his hair 
before school pictures or use a napkin 
instead of his sleeve. 

We also found during our survey that 
the reform movement has done nothing 
to dispell the· age-old myth that the 
principal has an electric paddle (with 
nails in it), or to convince our subject 
that homework is more important than 
an after-school game of sandlot foot­
ball. 

One change provided by KERA that 
has gained the widespread support of 
our survey group is the required alloca­
tion of planning time for teachers. 

That means our son gets out of 
school 40 minutes early one day a 
week. 

A time for us 
For the past month, my husband and I have barely 

seen each other. He accomplishes his work on the nor­
mal eight-hour schedule while I spend nearly twice the 
time working at my job. I try to explain to him that it's 
understandable when a person accepts new responsibil­
ities, it takes more time. Particularly when you're 
breaking new ground and it's a learning experience, but 
he doesn't wholly accept my theory. 

Unfortunately, this "no time" creates hardships and 
can result in misunderstandings. 

"Hello, Honey," I said as I unexpectedly sped 
through the house after work one afternoon last week. 

My husband, feigning sleep in the recliner, didn't 
open his eyes and answered, "Who goes there?" 

It's me, Honey," I answered. 
"Don't say a word. Let me guess. Sara? Could it be 

Sara? Nah. If Sara were home she'd be on the phone." 
"Jimmie. that's not fair.'' I objected. "You're going 

to upset me, and I'm only home for a second." 
The phone interrupted our conversation. 
"Sara? Sara who? There's someone here who says 

she's Sara, but I'm reserving judgment until she's been 
here over an hour without leaving, or until I hear the 
potato chip bag:· 

Jimmie handed me the telephone and turned the vol­
ume on the television up to deaf. When I hung up, I 
turned to him and yelled, "I've got to go to a meeting. 
I'll be home late. Don't wait up for me."

She 
witnessed the alaylng of her brother and five children by 
aavagea and waa, heraelf, held captive for aeveral month• on 
Little Paint Creek In what Ia now Johnaon County. She eventu· 
ally eacaped from the Indiana and croaaed the Big Sandy River 
at Eaat Point to Harmon Station at Block Houae Bottom and 
waa ahortly thereafter united in Virginia with her huaband, 
Thoma• Wiley. 

Mra. Wiley returned to Johnson County with her huaband, 
and they reared five children. Jenny Wiley died in October of 
1831 and her body lie• in a cemetery at River, Kentucky.
