Rescue squad retires Unit 601 
Organization's founder, Tom Graham Burchett, dies at 89

Members of the Floyd County Emergency and Res~ 
cue Squad selected that verse to illustrate the life of the 
squad's founder, Tom Graham Burchett, 89, of Allen, 

whose life has touched many Floyd County residents 
over the last 38 years. Burchett died Sunday night at 
Highlands Regional Medical Center. 

Burchett's funeral services will be conducted today 
(Wednesday) at 2 p.m. at the Hall Funeral Home 
Chapel in Martin. Burial will be in the Harris Ceme­
tery, Allen. 

Burchett founded the rescue squad after an infonnal 
meeting was held on the riverbank following the trag· 
ic school bus disaster in 1958 that claimed the lives of 
26 children and the driver. 

Burchett served as the rescue squad's fttst captain,

President exited the train and en­
tered the park area. 

Most of the bands had been 
playing versions of that song, just 
changing the lyrics, Prestonsburg's 
band director Mike Bell said this 
week. 

Betsy Layne, Prestonsburg, and 
South Floyd bands participated in 

the "pep rally" for the president, 
O'Quinn said. The Kentucky Opry 
Junior Pros also performed for the 
Presidential "whistle stop" in Ash­
land Sunday. Local cheerleaders 
and majorettes added their voices 
and skills to the show. 

The hot weather, lack of shade, 
the packed crowd, excitement, and 
exhaustion took its toll on the park 
visitors. A spectator from Floyd 

County said students and specta­
tors "were dropping like flies." 

At Allen Central, three students 
were overcome by the heat. When 
Clinton began his speech, O'Quinn 
said he was in two emergency situ­
ations with his students. He had to 
rush one student to the emergency 
room of an Ashland hospital where 
she was given intravenous fluids.

Mayor says 
city crews 
not used on 
private jobs

Prestonsburg Mayor Jerry Fan-
~ nin Monday addressed reports that 

the city is under investigation by 
the Kentucky State Police for mis­
appropriation of city workers and 
equipment. 

He attributed allegations that 
Prestonsburg employees and equip­
ment were used on his property to 
unhappy employees, both past and 
present. 

"I know where that came from," 
he said. "We have employees and 
ex-employees who are not happy. 
But anyone who looked at the name 
on top of the equipment would 

Jknow it is not the city's. The coun­
cil and myself don't use city equip­
ment for personal gain." 

City police officer Anthony Cas­
tle said earlier he has worked at 
Fannin's house, but that he used his 
own equipment and completed the 
work on his own time. Castle owns 
a construction company. 

Fannin did not deny, during the 
regular meeting of the council, that 
he and other city employees have 
been questioned by the Kentucky 
State Police in the last month. He

Rooftop pot patch 'harvested'

An anonymous tip led the Pres­
tonsburg Police Department to 43 
marijuana plants Monday, growing 
on the roof of a building in Gable­
Roberts. 

Police Chief Darrel Conley, 
Sergeant Gerald Clark, and officer 
Dattelt Preston responded to the tip 
around 10 a.m. Monday. 

"The caller said marijuana was 
growing in buckets in plain view on 
the roof of a shed," Conley said. 

The marijuana was found in two 
five-gallon buckets. In one of the 
buckets, 13 plants were discovered, 
and 30 plants were found in the 
second, Clark said. 

Conley said he encourages citi­
zens to take an active role in the 
war against drugs. 

"It's a job where we need the 

help from the citizens," Conley 
said. 

"Drug abuse is a very serious 
matter. It knows no age limit, or 
gender. It's here to stay, and we ap­
preciate any assistance the resi­
dents of Prestonsburg can provide 
to help in the fight against drugs."

Organizers are awed 
by response to relay

For several minutes after the last 
name echoed through the still night 
air Friday at the Prestonsburg 
Community College, no one said a 
word. 

"I make my living using words, 
but at this time I can't find any," 
Norm Marcum, chairman of the 
event, said after the group gathered 
around the gazebo tried to make 
sense of the number of people af­
fected by cancer. 

Candles stretched all the way 
around the nearly mile-long track, 
each representing a life that had 
been touched by the disease. More 
than 425 people were honored for 
their fights against cancer. Some 
won. Others lost. But the luminary 
ceremony recognized their contri­
butions in the battle against the dis­
ease and was just one part of a 12-
bour fundraising event for the 
American Cancer Society. 

More than 250 walkers gathered 
at the PCC track for the. first annu­
al Relay for Life, a non-competi­
tive 12-hour walk-a-thon to raise 
money for the cancer society. 

Carla Coburn, executive direc­
tor of the Floyd County Chamber 
of Commerce and co-sponsor for 
the event, declared it a success. 

"We are ecstatic," she said. 
Monday's count of the money col­
lected reached more than $20,000, 
nearly $6,000 more than the goal 
set for the event. That amount is 
expected to increase, with a final 
total coming by the end of the week 
or early next week. 

"I bad hoped we'd reach our 
goal," Marcum said Monday. "I 
was just floored that we made it all 
the way around the track with those 
luminaries." 

Coburn gave the credit to the 
team captains. Highlands Regional 
Medical Center, which was the cor-

until firemen arrive

Two Big Sandy Hospice work­
ers went beyond the call of duty 
last Tuesday night when they 
fought a house fire in Grethel until 
the Mud Creek Volunteer Fire De­
partment arrived on the scene. The 
house was owned by Greg Frazier. 

"We (Hospice) are people ori­
ented," Mona Flanary Mullins, a 
registered nurse for Big Sandy 
Hospice, said Monday. "We just do 
things like that because we hate to 
see people in hard situations." 

Mullins said she and Rita 
Phillips, a Hospice certified nurs­
ing assistant, were going to visit a 
patient who was not feeling well. 

"We saw flames on the back side 
of the house," Mullins said, "and 
we noticed lights were turned on in 
the upstairs, so we went back to 
make sure no one was in the 
house." 

Luckily, no one was at home, 
Mullins srud. 

While Phillips went to a neigh-

bor's house to call the fire depart­
ment, Mullins began disconnecting 
water hoses and reconnecting them 
to fight the fire. 

"We tried to soak down the 
house," Mullins said. "We didn't 
have much to work with, not much 
water pressure, but we wanted to 
help these people have something 
left." 

Mullins said she and Phillips 
moved away from the house when 
they heard "popping and craclcing 
-like an electrical fire." 

The Mud Creek Volunteer Fire 
Department arrived shortly there­
after, Mullins said. 

Assistant fire chief Darrin New­
some confirmed that the fire started 
in an electrical box at the residence. 

"Our main concern was to see 
that no one was going to get hurt," 
Mullins added. 

Frazier's residence sustamed 
considerable damage.

and he remained in the post for 
more than 20 years. 

But, when Burchett stepped 
down as captain, his service to the 
community continued. He served as 
chaplain for the rescue squad for 
three years and as first lieutenant for 
about four years. 

And his service did not end 
there, either. "For the past ten years, 
Burchett participated in major fund 
raising activities," second lieutenant 
Derrick Calhoun said Monday. 

"Ever since I was a boy, it was in 
my heart to help someone ""ho 
needed help," Burchett ~aid in a 
May 1993 interYiew itith The 
Times. 

During the interview, Burchett 
told a story about the early years of 
the rescue squad when its assistance 
was requested in the search for a 
lost child near Olive Hill. Rescue 
organizations from Tennessee, 
Ohio, and West Virginia were also 
called to aid in the search. 

A three-year-old girl was lost in 
a wooded area for eight days. 
Rescue workers had continually 
looked for her for three days with 
no success. Then, they repeatedly 
dragged a lake in the area. Hope 
was growing slim of finding the 
child alive, but workers decided to 
drag the lake once agam. 

But, Burchett said: "No, we're 
going back to the hill today." 

Disregarding National 
Guardsmen's responses that the hill 
had already been searched, Burchett 
insisted, and the crews went back 
into the hills 'looking for the lost 
child. 

Nearly two hours later, a young 
boy ran down the hill, yelling: 
"We've found her," Burchett 
recalled during the interview. 

The little girl's clothes had been 
tom off during her eight days in the 
woods. She had survived by eating 
blackberries. A National 
Guardsman wrapped the child in his 
coat and handed her to Burchett. 

Burchett lifted the coat from 
around her face. "Her big eyes were 

looJ5jng back at me. She had long, 
curly hair," Burchett recalled. It 
affected htm deeply and as he told 
the story in 1993, he was overcome 
with emotiOn and had to pause 
before continuing. 

When Burchett asked her how 
she got in the hills, she said "I 
'alked." 

The child, Debbie Ann 
Greenhill, was rushed to Kings 
Daughter's Hospital in Ashland. 

"(Burchett) was one of the most 
dedicated men I ever knew," James 
"Beady" Goble said. "He was a pro· 
fessional at the type of work he was 
doing. He was a good leader, pleas­
ant and kind to his men." 

Darrel Bud Alexander, who pre­
ceded Graham as captain for ten 
years, said he was a "top-notch" 
person. 

"The squad was really needed m 
the county," Goble said. "It ren­
dered many valuable services in the 
county, state, and even out-of-state. 
And the Floyd County Rescue 
Squad is still doing an excellent job. 

'I hey are carrymg on the tradttion of 
serving Floyd County." 

"Burchett put on shoes that were 
\\ay too big for him when he start­
ed, but as time went one, he filled 
them," Onda Lowe Hunt Jr. said. 
''He was a great asset to the coun­
ty." 

Hunt said Burchett and Goble 
helped other rescue squads organize 
in surrounding counties. "The 
effects of his deeds will still and 
always be felt by Floyd County," 
Hlmt said 

Calhoun said Burchett's squad 
number, 60 I, WJ ll be retired and 
never used again as a tribute to his 
dedication to the rescue squad. 

The Floyd County Emergency 
and Rescue Squad will have three 
units in the funeral procession.

In case you hadn't noticed, 
Kentucky is decidedly 
Democratic when it comes to 
state politics. 

On the national level, 
though, state voters have been 
known to take a moderate to 
conservative path to the polls 
when the urge strikes them. 

You might say that our state 
suffers from a rare form of 
political schizophrenia. To sup­
port that diagnosis, consider the 
following evidence: 

• Every constitutional office 
in state government, from gov­
ernor to railroad commissioner, 
is held by a Democrat.

If the staunchly Democratic 
Whitesburg newspaper, The 
Mountain Eagle, says Clinton's 
support of welfare reform 
makes him "unfit" for re-elec­
tion, you can bet he has alienat­
ed the more liberal segment of 
his own party. 

Those voters aren't likely to 
jump to the GOP side, but if 
they sit this one out, Clinton's 
power base in Kentucky will be 
eroded. 

It should also be interesting 
to see how state political lead­
ers reconcile their support for 
Clinton's vow to strengthen 
gun control with their own 
recent action to legalize the car­
rying of concealed weapons.

Writer appreciates 
safe, clean water 

Editor: 
Water, water, water. 
Why don't we have water and 

why can't we get any water? 
I live on Stone Coal Road just 

above Garrett, in a hollow called 
Hoover Hollow. In this hollow our 
Floyd County government, known 
as our fiscal court, had contracted 
Francis Water Company to supply 
water to residents of this section of 
Floyd County. 

They did a good job of supplying 
water in this hollow, but only for 
certain residents. They stopped the 
water supply less than 100 yards 
from my home. 

Not having any clean water has 
not only affected me, it has also 
affected four other households who 
are related to me. 

We're having to wash our clothes 
and bathe in iron and sulfur water 
and we have to buy our drinking 
water from stores or borrow water 
from area neighbors. 

Our county government has 
invested millions of dollars in a race 
track, a fancy new courthouse, and a 
new jail, but that race track or new 
jail or that fancy new courthouse 
can't supply water to my family or 
any other families that are in need of 
safe, clean water. 

What happened to the promise 
our magistrate of District No. 2 
made when he ran for office? In his 
election ads, to my knowledge, he 
said there would be service for one 
and for all. If our magistrate had 
taken a pay cut as he promised when 
he got elected, maybe some money 
that was cut from his salary would 
have paid for the extra 100 yards of 
water lines to supply water for my 
family and we would have water 
like our neighbors just below us. 

Mr. Editor, all our magistrates 
have full-time jobs and still make 
over $30,000 a year off taxes col­
lected from taxpayers of Floyd 
County. The magistrates are work­
ing less than 80 hours a year. Does 
this sound like they are working for 
us? We have to be crazy to keep let­
ting this go on. Why am I having to 
pay county taxes when I can't bene­
fit from our county legally? 

Why can't our magistrates be in 
an office five days a week, eight 
hours a day, like our county judge­
executive is doing? He listens to the 
people's needs and concerns.

Council member Hansel Cooley, 
who is also in real estate, said the 

project is important to bring people 
to Prestonsburg. 

"When they look at buying a 
home here, the first thing they ask 
about is schools and the second is 
recreation," he said. "People are 
afraid of change, but change is 
going to take place. People need to 
be more broad-minded and support 
that change. It will make their 
property more valuable." 

Fannin said, despite the rumors, 
that he supports the prison and 
would support it if it was going in 
"the middle of town." 

"I wouldn't have a problem with 
it," Fannin added. "I wouldn't care 
for one of my own kids to be 
around it." 

The mayor said he and other 
officials toured a similar facility in 
Pennsylvania a few weeks ago and 
all were impressed by the prison. 

"The only spot where there are 
weapons is in the gun tower," he 
said.

Castle sentenced to 
five years in prison

A Leslie County coal hauler was 
sentenced to five years in the state 
penitentiary August 23 for an April 
25, 1995 accident that claimed the 
life of an Ohio man and injured his 
wife. 

Larry Gene Castle is expected to 
serve 18 months of the five-year 
sentence with the remainder of the 
sentence to be probated. He has 
been lodged in the county jail since 
be pleaded guilty July 18 to 
charges of second-degree assault 
and reckless homicide. 

The plea was entered the day 
Castle was to stand trial on the 
charges. 

As part of the agreement, 
Circuit Judge John David Caudill 
sentenced Castle to five years on 
both charges with the time to run 
concurrently. He was given credit 
for 45 days he has spent in the 
Floyd County Jail. 

The accident, in which Castle 
was also injured, occurred on 
Route 23 near the mouth of Town 
Branch. Wilburn Hamilton, 60, of 
Loraine, Ohio was pronounced 
dead at the scene of the accident. 
His wife, Shelby Hamilton was 
taken to Highlands Regional 
Medical Center and later trans­
ferred to Cabell-Huntington. 

The Hamiltons' granddaughter, 
Samantha Hamilton, who was in 
the car, was not injured in the acci-

dent. The four-year-old was in a 
child safety restraint seat and offi­
cers said that the device saved her 
life. Castle was treated and 
released from Highlands Regional 
Medical Center. 

Police reports indicate that 
Castle lost control of the loaded 
coal truck he was driving. It turned 
on its side and slid into the north­
bound lane. 

The truck first hit a vehicle dri­
ven by 17-year-old Benjamin Crum 
of Martin and then hit Hamilton's 
vehicle. 

Crum and his passenger, 
Vanessa Shepherd, 15, of 
Hueysville, were also treated and 
released from Highlands Regional 
Medical Center. 

Until Castle entered his plea, the 
prosecution was planning to argue 
that Castle's truck was speeding 
and overweight when the accident 
occurred. 

During Friday's sentencing 
hearing, Castle's attorney, C.K. 
Belhasen asked Caudill to consider 
the fact that Castle "had been 
working and trying to feed his fam­
ily when this tragedy occurred." 

Assistant Commonwealth 
Attorney John Mann said, howev­
er, the sentence agreed upon was a 
"reasonable" one. 

Caudill agreed. 
"To grant probation would 

depreciate the seriousness of this 
case and would send a bad message 
to the public," Caudill said.

Facts that affect 
Floyd County line 
and 911 program 

Editor: 
Allow me to relay some facts 

that affect the Floyd County 911 
program. 

On March 3, 1995, the Kentucky 
If Court of Appeals in Case No. 93-

CA-2488-MR rendered a decision 
based on a false survey that had 
been made at the request of the 
county attorney and the Johnson 
County Fiscal Court; as stated in 
sworn deposition by the engineer, 
that made the survey. Question No. 
8, by the county attorney: "At my 
request and the request of the 
Johnson County Fiscal Court, did 
you and your company propose a 
survey of the boundary between 
Johnson County and Floyd County 
in the East Point area of Johnson 

e County?" Answer: "Yes, sir." 
The survey that was made 

according to the engineer's sworn 
statement, was a straight line from 
approximately one thousand feet 
from the mouth of Little Paint Creek 
where it discharges into the river; to 
the county road marker on Lick 
Fork of Jenny's Creek. He also tes­
tified that the county road sign on 
New Route 23 was fairly accurate, 
yet he testified that he relied on 
where the present county road sign 
is on Lick Fork, then he testified 
that road signs on roads like Lick 

if Fork are generally not set by engi­
neering data. 

This article is not about the engi­
neer that made the survey as stated 
above, but about where he put the 
county line and the court relied 
upon that information. As he testi­
fied, a straight line from his point at 
East Point to the present road sign 
on Lick Fork then a straight line to 
the head of the Narrows Fork of 
Jenny Creek. This puts approxi­
mately 100 homes in Floyd County, 
that the Floyd County 911 system

cannot possibly serve. 
Whereas, r have the records of 

the secretary of state office which 
the engineer swore he did not have, 
also I have the acts of Legislature 
session of December 1842 which 
established Johnson County. I also 
have a copy of the legislature act of 
1850 which describe with pinpoint 
accuracy where the county line 
marker is on Lick Fork. I also have 
the records of the county court clerk 
offices of Johnson County and 
Floyd County, plus engineering 
data. By these records, there are 
four county line markers beginning 
at the mouth of Little Paint Creek to 
Lick Fork which can be seen with 
the naked eye. One at East Point 
and one on Lick Fork, which has 
been there with a high degree of 
probability of being undisturbed for 
thousands of years. 

That leaves only one question to 
be asked. Is the Floyd County 911 
board and the fiscal court going to 
accept civil and criminal liability for 
these people? Or, are they going to 
accept the facts of law and records? 
As Judge Johnstone, concurring in 
results only, stated in the Appeals 
Court decision, "This dilemma 
could have been avoided if the trial 
court had carefully followed the 
mandate of the federal court." He 
also stated, ''The dissent opinion 
appropriately notes the storm clouds 
on the horizon that the failure to fix 
the boundary lines of East Point 
precinct has spawned." East Point 
precinct line is the county line. 

If the county attorney would like 
to review the records, including the 
maps that I have, he can call me or 
write me a letter. I am listed in the 
Paintsville phone directory. 

Although it can be proven 
beyond all doubt that the court made 
its ruling based on false informa­
tion, it is the law, and will remain 
the law until the facts are presented 
to the court and they reverse their 
decision. 

Mandatory garbage collection; if 
that is the law, then Floyd County 
must provide garbage collection for 
these people, also.

But smile to 
yourself when you do.

Allen Central's Tackett to 
miss first half of season

The preseason hasn't been too 
kind to Allen Central head football 
coach Glenn Reeves. The Rebels 
have played two exhibition games 
and have come away with a serious 
loss in personnel in both games. 

This past Friday night in the 
Aoyd County Coaches Gridorama 
at Betsy Layne, feature back Beau 
Tackett went out in the first half 
w1th a broken hand. A week earlier 
at South Floyd, starting quarterback 
Shane Blackburn went down with 
an mjured knee. The dual injuries 
have Coach Reeves worried. 

"We're going to pull out all stops 
and show everything we have in 
order to win this Friday night 
against Elkhorn City," he said. 
"Things have got to get better for 
us." 

Earlier in the season, defensive 
specialist Mark Varney had to 
undergo knee surgery and is not 
expected back for another three 
weeks. 

Tackett's loss in the backfield 
and the uncertain status of 
Blackburn forced Coach Reeves to 
move Gordon Reeves to the quar­
terback slot, leaving a void in the 
backfield. 

The Allen Central coach said 
Blackburn was due to return to 
practice and, if he does, then 
"Gordon would be moved back into 
the backfield, giving me another 
running back." 

Allen Central, who made the 
state playoffs last year, for the first 
time in their school's history, is 
expected to battle for a berth again 
this year with a veteran team return­
ing. But Coach Reeves concedes 
that may be difficult without 

Tackett. 
"The doctor told me that I may 

be able to return in two weeks," 
said Tackett about his injured hand. 
"But it may be as much as four to 
five weeks. He put the hand in a 
hard cast and I am hoping that it 
will only be two weeks." 

The quick scat back was the 
leading rusher for Allen Central last 
year and was expected to be the fea­
ture ball carrier again this season. 
But th1s year. unlike last season, the 
talented Gordon Reeves, along with 
brother Josh Reeves, were expected 
to take up some of the load of car­
rying the football. Both are strong 
runners and would give the Rebels a 
balanced attack coupled with their 
passing game. 

With Blackburn doubtful or lim­
ited in playing, the Rebels will look 
for Reeves to quarterback the club 
this Friday night against Elkhorn 
City.

"It's a two-part answer. First, the 
CBA must be used like Triple-A 
baseball and if someone wants to 
develop their pro talents, they should 
go to the CBA, not college. The sec­
ond answer has been available for a 
long time, but because of self-serv­
ing interests, it has never been imple­
mented. Freshmen need to be ineligi­
ble.

Downey now lives and works in 
Washington D.C. A devoted UK bas­
ketball fan (in absentia), David E­
mailed last week questions about 
UK's recently released 1996-97 
schedule. 

Q. What's your impression of its 
difficulty? 

A. Considering UK's roster loss­
es, I would rate the schedule difficul­
ty at 9.24 on a scale of 10. 

However, since this is a fans' 
game, an excellent number of mar­
quee-type opponents are in the off­
ing, even if mostly by way of televi­
sion. UK's schedule includes as 
many as 11 Top 20 candidates, 
including three in-league foes -
Arkansas, Miss. State and 
Tennessee. 

Q. Would UK's (home games) 
non-conference foe list be a notch 
better if Kentucky had an on-campus 
facility. 

A. Without doubt. 
Indicative of the cooVcorrect rela­

tionship between UK and the 
Lexington Civic Center board that 
runs Rupp Arena, Villanova is UK's 
only non-conference home game 
against a ranked team in Rupp Arena 
next season. Most of the others 
amount to a duck shoot - Wright 
State, Notre Dame, UNC-Asheville, 
Canisius and West Carolina. 

Q. Shouldn't UK play a home 
game at Freedom Hall every year, 
not counting the Indiana game, with 
tickets (available to non-season tick­
et holders)? 

A. Absolutely. And another in 
Cincinnati. 

Q. Do you favor a home-and-

home series, UK and North 
Carolina? What about Kansas? 

A. Kansas, not necessarily. But 
for college basketball's sake, yes to 
an annual UK-UNC series, say a 10.. 
15 year contract. The college game's 
two winningest programs should 
play on Super Bowl Sunday. 

Says here the television networks 
would get in line to bid for broadcast 
rights, giving this game enough 
high-powered money-making poten­
tial to pre-empt the carnival 
approach of selling pieces of a bas­
ketball floor, fostered by UK assis­
tant AD Larry Ivy.

Will ' 96 be 
Bill Curry's 
last at UK?

- Bill Curry starts his seventh 
season as uK s head football 
coach this fall without having 
ended a year with larger numbers 
on the left than on the right. 

Only one of the on-the-field 
assistant coaches he brought with 
him has remained - secondary 
coach Rick Smith, who this year 
moves up to take the defensive 
coordinator position. 

Of the '92, '93, '94 and '95 
recruits who have eligibility 
remaining this fall, 41 percent are 

.po longer on the players' roster. 
Incoming true freshmen will 

probably have to use a year of their 
elgibility to provide backups at 
tailback, tight end, offensive 
guard, and defensive cornerback. 

Except for heralded quarterback 
recruit Tim Couch, most of UK's 
'96 recruits chose Kentucky over 
schools such as Jacksonville, 
Central Florida, Troy State and 
Liberty, for whatever that may 
bode for future years. 

However, that doesn't mean 
there aren't some SEC quality 

tprospects among them, because 
there are. 

What this does suggest is that a 
1-10 and 4-7 record in the coach's 
fifth and sixth seasons at the helm 
aren't the kind of stats likely to 
attract players recruited by other 
Division IA schools. 

So this is a crucial year for the 
Bill Curry era at UK. Curry knows 
it. C.M. Newton knows it. And the 
fans know it. 

What is the outlook? My hunch 
is that there are at least five very 

4ikely losses - Florida, Alabama, 
LSU, Georgia and Tennessee -
and no sure bet wins against the 
other six teams on the schedule. 

What happens in the first three 
games could tell the tale. UK 
should be competitive against 
Louisville, Cincinnati, Indiana, 
South Carolina and Mississippi 
State as· well as Vanderbilt. But 
none of those arc a sure thing. The 
first three named arc the first three 
opponents. 

Given what he has to work with, 
it isn't realistic to expect new 
defensive coordinator Rick Smith 

4!b field a defense that shows dra­
matic improvement this year. But 
they may show some improvement 
if all of the starters stay healthy. 

Offensive coordinator Elliot 
Uzelac did an almost incredible 
job last year. This get-in-your-face 
coach fielded an offensive line 
composed of players who had 
never before started a game in the 
position to which he assigned 
them. 

They proceeded to open gaping 
holes for Moe Williams and gave 
Tennessee's vaunted defense all it 
trJuld handle in the season finale. 

Having lost two starters who 
completed their eligibility, two 
more to disciplinary dismissal, and 
still another to injury, he has anoth­
er task of similar magnitude this 
year. 

Still, UK may exhibit some "big 
play" capability it has often lacked 
in recent years except for Moe

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On the Warpath, Part 2 
Indians filtered in from the north m 178 J as the win­

ter ended and with the onset of spnng. They attacked 
pioneer cabins and settlements near the Falls, the area 
where Louisville m now located 

In April, the Indians caused unrest at Squire Boone's 
Statton causing the residents to abandon the site before 
spring planting. This was JUSt the opportunity the 
Indians wanted, and opportunity to catch the settlers 
when they were most vulnerable. The attention of 
Boone and the others was divided among the cattle, 
property and wagons in addition to the women and 
children. 

The Indians struck with a massive force at Long 
Run. Squire Boone was one of many who where 
severely wounded. Several were killed while others 
were kidnapped. The result couldn't have been much 
worse for Boone's resi­
dents. 

Col. Floyd assembled 
a party of 25 men who 
attempted to overtake 
the Indians and rescue 
their hostages. Included 
in the number was 
Captain Samuel Wells 
with whom Aoyd was 

dead from a bloody bullet wound to the head. Samuel's 
brothers ran back into the fon except for Robert, who 
stood and watched. 

Samuel noticed a lone Indian stationed between him 
and the fon. His only hope to reach the safety of the 
fort was through that position He raised his rifle and 
fired JUSt as the Indian fired. Luckily for McAfee the 
Indian's gun flashed (misfired) while his shot killed his 
nemesis. Leaping across the Indian's body the young 
man ran to the fort. 

"I want to see the dead InJun," Robert told Samuel 
as he neared the fort. 

"Get back inside, Robert, "his older brother ordered 
him. "There's more Indians out there." 

Samuel thought Robert took his advise and was fol­
lowing along behind him, but as he entered the fort he 

continually at odds. The Fill~~~;li~~~~~~~ 
party was Jed into a trap • -

looked back and saw his 
brother. Robert had gone 
further into the field and 
was staring at the 
motionless figure of the 
fallen Indian. He 
became frightened and 
started to run back to the 
fort when five braves 
jumped in front of him. 
He immediately 
increased his speed as he 
attempted to skirt their set by over 100 Indians 

and suffered heavy losses. With their great advantage 
in numbers and position, the Indian's confidence led 
them to mount a tomahawk attack. Eighteen of the res­
cue party were killed. Seeing there was no chance to 
fight off the Indians, Col. Floyd and the others 
attempted to escape. 

position. The five Indians darted after him. Robert, his 
life at risk, ran like a broken-field runner. He eluded all 
but one before jumping across a paling fence and 
falling to the ground not more than twenty yards from 
the fort. 

Just as the Indian started to waylay Robert, his older 
brother fired a shot from the fort. The bullet claimed 
the Indian's life. Robert sprang up and ran for the gate 
of the fort as the remaining Indians sent bullets all 
around him. 

Three Indians attacked Col. Floyd who had no 
chance to escape with his life until Captain Wells shot 
one of them through the breast and warded off another 
with a fierce blow from his rifle butt. The third Indian 
wanted no part of Wells without assistance from his fel­
low braves so Floyd and Wells were able to escape. The 
Indians were content to remain behind and take booty 
and scalps from the dead men. 

Upset at the turn of events the Indians killed the cat­
tle before vamshing into the woods. 

Soon thereafter, Colonel McGary and his troops 
arrived from Harrodsburg and gave chase, overtaking 
the Indians. Several of the braves were killed while a 
small number escaped in different directions as they 
took to their heels. 

The Indian party split up into smaller groups then 
and attacked various settlements in the county of 
Kentucke which was part of the Virginia 
Commonwealth. They also watched the trails closely to 
find unwary settlers to prey upon. 

Yet the marauding Indians continued their attacks 
on many fronts as settlers abandoned isolated defense­
less forts for the safety of garrisons. The following month they watched McAfee's 

Station before spotting Samuel McAfee and a fellow 
worker leaving to work in the nearby fields with 
Samuel's younger brothers lagging far behind. When 
the two were nearly a quarter-mile from the settlement, 
the Indians fired on them. Samuel immediately turned 
and ran back to the settlement while his comrade lay

Every now and then my friend, 
Doug, will come over and we will 
sit around and talk about the old 
days.

Though the house 
seat was wtthin a half-mile from 
the nearest cluster of neighbors, 
every passenger felt as if we had 
been in touch with nature in its 
purest form. 

Once we reached the road, we 
decided to prolong our Sunday 
afternoon drive. After all, the 
remodeling project we had been 
working on at home would still he 
there when we returned. 

As we drove, it was suggested 
that we ride up Branham's Creek. 
We hadn · t been up that way in a 
while. This time of year, there's a 
small section, just off Mud Creek, 
where the trees on the left meet in 
the middle wtth those on the right, 
to form a natural wooded arch 
under which motorist pass. We 
were enjoying this segment of the 
dnve, looktng at the homes nes­
tled on the mountainsides and in 
the valleys, against a background 
of gorgeous mountain majesty 
when an on-coming car, slowing 
to a halt, got our attention. Who 
do you think it was? None other 
than your outstanding volunteer 
benefits counselor Den Hunter.

"Junior's house burned down 
around five this morning. He lost 
everything." 

After my husband left I found 
myself becoming angry. Junior is 
our neighbor. His was the first 
house down the hollow. Separated 
by only an acre of land and trees 
beside the creek bed, I was upset 
that we hadn't noticed the fire 
upon our arising so we could have 
tried to do something. What need­
ed to be done now, however, was 
to determine his immediate needs 
and strive to fill them by getting 
other people involved. 

On my way out of the hollow, 
Junior and his aged mother were 
sitting on her porch, broken heart­
ed and weeping. With them, offer­
ing silent comfort, were two of 
the man's brothers. I stopped to 
offer my condolences and our 
family's assistance. At that 

moment, when all that remained• 
of the smoldering fire 1n the dis­
tance, were the memories, there 
was little that anyone could say or 
do. But it was evident that once 
again here were people need ing 
people. 

Once onto Mud Creek I sped 
up to make up for lost time. After 
a couple minutes I was slowed by 
cars in front of me. Lo and behold 
the car directly ahead of me was 
Den Hunter. 1 followed him out of 
Mud Creek where he pulled into a ~ 
convenience store. J told him what 
had happened. He said, 'T II go 
over there tomorrow. People will 
help out. They always do." 

People helping people. Senior 
citizens, we are each others great­
est natural resource. Let us be 
there for others, whether or not we 
know them. We never know when 
we might need them to be there 
for us.

GETTING KIDS TO 
EAT THEIR FRUITS 
AND VEGETABLES 

Every parent wants their chil­
dren to eat a healthy diet, but get­
ting young children to eat a well 
balanced diet is not always easy. 
Too often sugary snacks and high 
fat ·~unk foods" take the place of 
fruits and vegetables. 

All children over the age of two 
shoud eat a diet in which 30 percent 
or fewer of the calories came from 
fat. This means that for every 100 
calories consumed, they should 
have no more than three grams of 
fat. (Children younger than two 
need more fat to meet the energy 
need of rapid growth.) To meet this 
goal use low fat or fat free dairy 
products, lean cuts of meat in small 
portions, and an ample supply of 
grains, pastas, fruits and vegeta­
bles. 

Incorporating a variety of 
healthy foods at meal times and as 
snacks takes some planning and a 
bit of patience, but establishing 
good nutrition early will reward 
your child with a lifetime of 
healthy dietary habits. 

Serving a variety of fruits and 
vegetables and including some at 
every meal helps ensure all nutrient 
needs are met. If your child will not 
try a new food the first time you 
serve it, don't force him. When the

meal, it will then be familiar and 
the child will be more likely to try 
it. Also, serve small portions and Jet 
the child ask for more. This gives 
you both a feeling of success. 

Most children like fruits because 
they are naturally sweet. Just mak­
ing them available is the key. Give 
fruit as a snack instead of chips or 
cookies. Serve unsweetened apple­
sauce instead of ice cream-try 
sprinkling on some cinnamon for 
added flavor. Frozen blueberries­
right out of the freezer-make a 
great snack; so do frozen bananas. 

Use a little creativity and you 
will find what works for your fam­
ily, but the younger you start, the 
easier making changes will be. And 
don't forget: The example you set 
has the greatest impact. 

Tip of the week: Two to four 
servings of fruit should be con­
sumed each day.

Floyd County's best kept secret -
revealed the health department

Carol Holbrook, who heads the 
Floyd County Health Department, 
says the health department is "one 
of the best kept secrets in 
Kentucky," and she's trying to get 
the word out about the many ser­
vices it offers to area res1dents. 

Health department personnel 
have gone door-to-door and even 
stuffed informational circulars into 
grocery bags, but people sttll think 
the health department only gives 
baby shots, educates the public 
about sexually transmitted diseases 
(STD's) and provides b1rth certifi­
cates. That's just a small part of the 
services the health department 
offers the commumty, Holbrook 
says. 

WIC(WOMEN, 
INFANT, AND CHILDREN) 
A major component of the health 

department services is its WIC pro­
gram, a supplemental program for 
women, infants and children. 
Holbrook says statistics indicate 
numerous Floyd County families 
qualify for the program, but aren't 
utilizing it. 

The program provides short-term 
benefits for pregnant or breast-feed­
ing mothers and also for their 
infants. It provides, at no cost to the 
mother, nutritious foods for mothers 
and their infants. 

The program isn't just for the 
low-income families, Holbrook 
says. It's also for working families. 

I She cited as an example a nurse who 
works at a local hospital and her 
husband who also has a well-paying 
job. The couple recently became 
parents and they qualify for the 
WIC program. 

Patients who have been on WIC 
and who have been discharged can 
reapply. Holbrook urges Floyd 
County families to take advantage 
of the program. Mothers can call the 
health department to find out if they 
are eligible. 

HOME HEALTH 
Another of the health depart­

ment's major services is its Home 
Health Agency, "considered to be 
one of the best in the state," 
Holbrook says. The agency is 
ranked No. 1 in being cost effective, 
according to Holbrook. 

The agency renders services to 

its homebound patients without 
regard for the patients' ability to 
pay, Holbrook says. 

The Home Health Agency pro­
vides skilled nursing care, home 
health aides, 24-hour private duty 
nursing, physical therapy, speech 
therapy, and medical social ser­
vices. 

Holbrook says the health depart­
ment works well with the three 
other home health agencies in the 
county, but she cautions bringing m 
agencies backed by major compa­
nies. 

"I think that (the state board of 
health approving) health services 
that are not already available here is 
a wonderful thing, but we need to be 
cautious about duplication of ser­
vices," Holbrook says. "There are a 
lot of bigger companies that can 
come in and undercut a public 
agency." 

She explained that the state 
would then cut funds to the public 
agency when use of its services 
slacked. "We're not afraid of com­
petition. If the public agency is put 
out of business by being undercut, 
then I'm worried about the people 
who do not have any insurance or 
any means of paying. It's those 
patients who can't provide any form 
of payment who will suffer." 

SATELLITE PROGRAMS 
The Floyd County Health 

Department has satellite health pro­
grams throughout the county. The 
health department has branch 
offices in Betsy Layne and 
Wheelwright. 

A Children in Crisis Stabilization 
Unit of the health department is 
expected to open around the first of 
September in the Viola Bailey 
Memorial/McDowell Senior 
CitiLens building. 

Holbrook says she is impressed 
with the commitment of the 
McDowell Senior Citizens Center. 
"Their concern is to provide ser­
vices to the community. They're 
aware of the needs in their area and 
are very vocal about it." 

PRENATAL PROGRAM 
The prenatal program at the 

health department just got under­
way last September, but it has been 
growing in leaps and bounds, 
Holbrook says. The program began 
with one nurse and now has three on 
staff. 

The service has a potential case­
load of 300 women, according to 
Holbrook. 

The service IS an enhanced care 
program that complements a physi­
cian's care. lt is an education and 

. counseling service, Holbrook says. 
Pregnant mothers receive month 
prenatal counseling. 'They're told 
about the changes that will take 
place in their bodies and about the 
development of their baby. They're 
also advised about their responsibil­
ity to take care of their bodies in 
order to give birth to healthy chil­
dren. 

The program also offers perinatal 
visits from nurses at the health 
department. Through the program, 
pregnant teenagers arc also visited 
by resource persons who support 
the teens through their pregnancy. 
The resource persons also make 
sure the teens visit their doctor on a 
routine basis and consume a health, 
diet. 

IMMUNIZATIONS 
Health department nurses give 

diphtheria-tetanus-pertussis, oral 
polio, HIB, mcasles·mumps-rubel­
la, tctanu1>·diphtheria, influenza, 
and Hepatitis B immunizations at 
the health department, the satellite 
clinics, and area family resource 
centers. 

The Floyd County Health 
Department has improved its immu­
nization compliance record with the 
state. It has gone from a 50 percent 
compliance rate to an 86 perce .. 
rate, better than the statewide rate of 
78 percent. 

PSI AND RTR 
Floyd County has been identified 

as having one of the state's highest 
number of teenage pregnancies. The 
health department is taking steps to 
lower that rate by putting trained 
teenage peers into the classrooms 
and teaching their fellow students 
that it's okay to say, "No," through 
the Postponing Sexual Involvement 
and Reducing The Risk programs.~ 
PARTNERS IN PREVENTION.,.. 

The health department also 
offers body analysis, health risk 
assessments, laboratory services, 
family planntng, pediatric, and dia­
betes services. 

"The bottom line is if we can't 
(offer a treatment}, then we cancer­
tainly provide services to help those 
that can do it," Holbrook says.

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Our Lady of the Way, growing 
to meet needs of Floyd County

In the past, mothers watted - and 
it probably seemed like an endless 
wait - in a hospital emergency 
room late at night for treatment of 
their children's colds. 1 

The moms may have just gotten 
off work and discovered thetr two­
year-olds were ill. Thetr doctors' 
offices were closed, so they went to 
the local emergency room for treat­
ment for their children. 

The visit may have taken hours 
because hospital staff were tied up 
with life-threatening emergencies. 
The visit was also expensive because 
they were paying for emergency 
room services. 

These working mothers needed 
primary care for their children during 
evening hours and on weekends. Our 
Lady of the Way Hospital at Martin 
recognized that need and took steps 
to remedy that situation. 

"As many as half of the patients 
who currently seek emergency ser­
vices do not require true emergency 
care, but rather are people who need 
access to primary health care ser­
vices. This includes people who can­
not get an appointment during the 
day to see a private physician and 
people who have no private physi­
cian," says Kathy Stumbo, the hospi­
tal's associate administrator. 

Stumbo said that elderly residents 
in the area also had a problem receiv­
ing after-hours primary care because 
they lacked transportation to clinics 
until their care providers were off 
work. 

In an effort to provide the best 
possible care for these patients who 
need emergency care in the evenings 
and on weekends when physicians 
offices are closed, the hospital 
expanded its emergency services on 
July 1 with the opening of an outpa­
tient clinic facility. 

The emergency room will contin­
ue as a vital hospital service, provid­
ing true emergency care, while the 
clinic will provide access to those in 
need of less urgent primary care ser­
vices, Stumbo explained. 

The clinic will be open from 3 
p.m. to 11 p.m., Monday through 
Friday and from 11 a.m. until 11 
p.m., Saturday and Sunday - peak 
volume hours for ER services, 
according to the hospital's chief 
operating officer, John Osborne. 

The emergency room will contin­
ue its 24-hour operation. When 
patients come to the hospital's emer­
gency room during the pnmary care 
clinic hours, they will be triaged, 
says Billie Turner, vice president of 
Patient Care Services. A nurse will 
get vital stgns and medical history. 
Patients wtth trauma, chest pain, res­
ptratory distress, difficulty breathmg, 
severe pam or in life threatening situ­
ations will be treated in the emer­
gency room, according to Turner. 

Patients with less threatening 
symptoms, such as ear aches or sore 
throats, will be sent to the clinic, 
located just across the hall from the 
emergency room. 

The four-bed expanded service 
will allow patients to receive the best 
possible service in a shorter time. 
Turner says the hospital's goal is to 
have patients in the clinic and in the 
process of being seen by a practi­
tioner within 30 minutes. 

The clinic will be staffed by a 
physician, a physician's assistant, 
and registered nurses. 

The hospital's COO John 
Osborne, said the clinic was opened 
in response to comments from 
patients. 

"We, as part of the community,

arc very interested in knowing what 
the comments and the needs of peo­
ple in the community are," he said. 

"We want to know (our patientS') 
feelings about what we're providing. 
We want to know what they think 
about our services. That's what we're 
here for," he said. 

The clmtc should also reduce the 
cost to patients for after-hours care. A 
visit to most emergency rooms for a 
simple cold could cost as high as 
$200, Osborne said. "At the clinic, 
the cost should be no more than at a 
physician's office." 

Two primary concerns about 
health care are cost and access, and 
the clinic is responding to those con­
cerns, he added.

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Continuity of care at Three Rivers

Continuity of care is an aspect of 
treatment for patients at the Three 
River Medical Center located in 
Louisa. 

''Traditionally, continuity of care 
implies that, when a patient is dis-

·charged from the hospital, an ade­
quate level of follow-up care has 

·been initiated. As medical director of 
' the psychiatric program at Three 
Rivers Medical Center, I have 

· observed how critical this can be," 
says Dr. Emmanuel Eze. 

The whole objective is pursuing 
continuing care, preventing relapse, 

health services for patients who are 
homebound. If a patient can no 
longer live at home, then the medical 
center will also make arrangements 
for the patient to be admitted into a 
nursing home, Howard said. 

Referrals include major aspects 
of the patient's overall well-being. 
including medical center staff con- · 
tacting a local senior citizen center 
or literacy center in the patient's 
area. Referrals depend on the patient 
and the situation, according to 
Howard. 

"We make referrals to just about 
any agency you can name," she says.

The medical center's focus is to 

provide acute care, educate the peo­
ple about mental health, and to per­
petuate the family unit, Howard 
says. . 

"We try to keep the family unit 
intact. We concentrate on the close­
ness of the patient to the family," she 
adds. 

The medical facility accepts 
referrals from physicians, but does­
n 'tlimit its acceptance to only those 
patients.

The medical center tries to make 
the transition from the program to 
home as smooth as possible, 
Howard says, and takes the extra 
time and care to work with facilities 
in the patient's home area. 

"You do not have to have a refer­
ral, call the number yourself," 
Howard urged. 

That is a problem in Eastern 
Kentucky, according to the medical 
director. 

"In this area, patients more often

When patients are released from 
the facility, their appointments are 
made at physicians' offices or men­
tal health facilities close to their 
home before the parents are dis­
charged, Janet Howard, outreach 
coordinator for the center, says.

The medical center offers several 
outpatient services, including mdi­
vidual and group therapy, including 
recreational therapy, such as exer­
cise, crafts, and occasional bowling 
trips. The medical center hopes to 
include fishing therapy in its treat­
ment schedule. 

Therapy also includes visits from 
guest speakers. Speakers depend on 
the type of patients being treated at 
the time, Howard says, explaining 
that if the center is treating patients 
with substance abuse problems, then 
speakers will focus on that topic. 

Group therapy includes sessions 
such as AA meetings and alumni 
meetings. The monthly alumni ses­
sions are part of the medical center's 
Big Brother system, in which former 
patients lend a sympathetic ear to 

If the operator thinks an emer­
gency situation exists, the caller will 
be referred to a physician, she 
added. Otherw1se, the caller will be 
asked to come in for a talk with a 
center staff member before admit­
tance. 

If the caller does not have enough 
criteria for admittance, then a refer­
ral will be made to the appropriate 
agency, such as a substance abuse 
center, for the patient. 

The medical facility is more than 
just a psychiatric treatment program. 
It also provides all aspects of health 
care, Howard said. The center just 
passed a joint commission (three­
year certification). "That's like hav­
ing a gold seal," Howard said. 

The medical center accepts 
K.M.A., Medicaid, Medicare, and 
private msurance payments.

A new breed of truck 
dealer makes its mark­
Worldwide Equipment 

Terry L. Dotson is not your typ­
ical truck dealer. But he soon may 
be. 

As "Customer Satisfaction 
Leader" as well as chairman, pres­
ident and chief executive officer of 
Worldwide Equipment Enterprises 
in Prestonsburg, Mr. Dotson repre­
sents a new breed of truck dealer­
selling trucks is only one of many 
things they do. 

From its base in Floyd County, 
Kentucky, Worldwide has estab­
lished truck sales and service out­
lets in West Virginia, Virginia, 
Ohio and Tennessee. 

And building on its traditional 
customer base among the coal 
haulers in the rugged hills of 
Appalachia, the company has 
picked up significant new business 
from long-haul fleets. 

It also sells scores of used 
trucks each year to customers out­
side the U.S. 

Through a subsidiary, Service 
Parts Inc., the company runs its 
own wholesale parts distribution 
business that generates annual rev­
enues of $70 million. 

Worldwide is a dealer for 
Fruehauf, Benson Truck Bodies 
and several other specialized trail­
er and off-road equipment manu­
facturers. It also provides full-ser­
vice leasing and contract mainte­
nance services. 

And this, judging from inter­
view with Mr. Dotson and other 
Worldwide executives, is just the 
beginning. 

"In five years," Randy Polk, 
executive vice-president and chief 
financial officer, said, "we want to 
be a much larger company and 
much more diversified." 

As he envisions the future, a 
new breed of technologically 
sophisticated dealership is poised 
to grab a much larger share of the 
market for truck sales and service 
by acquiring new dealerships, 
adding new equipment makes and 
models and offering a much wider 
range of support services for pri­
vate and for-hire fleets. 

"We want to be larger at what 
we presently do," Mr. Polk said, 

but he added that Worldwide also 
may "diversify into manufacturing 
or other areas that may or may not 
be related to our business." 

Terry Dotson was born in 
Grundy, Virginia, where his dad 
worked as a service station opera­
tor and occasional truck driver. 
Growing up in Pike County, he 
washed United Parcel Service 
trucks and raced motorcycles after 
school. An avid trumpet player, he 
attended Pikeville College on a 
music scholarship. 

After graduating in 1972, he 
took a job selling trucks because, 
as he recalled, it paid about three 
times as much as teaching. He 
quickly moved through the man­
agement ranks and in 1981, at age 
31, was named president of 
Eastern Kentucky Mack. 

Having a strong mentor helped 
Mr. Dotson develop into a success­
ful manager very quickly. One of 
those was James H. "Buck" 
Harless of West Virginia, who was 
part-owner of Matewan National 
Bank and Gilbert Lumber Co. Mr. 
Harless joined Mr. Dotson in pur­
chasing Eastern Kentucky Mack in 
1985. 

"The reason we called our com­
pany Worldwide Equipment," Mr. 
Dotson said, "was to get the one 
word from the two initials, and 
that's WE. We wanted our people 
to think of it as their company." 

Mr. Dotson still owns about 40 
percent of the company. 

Coal trucks were the lifeblood 
of the business throughout the 
1980s, and the company's devotion 
to coal haulers earned it a solid 
reputation in an area that major 
truck manufacturers had over­
looked for years. 

Despite his success, Mr. Dotson 
realized that coal was a declining 
resource. In order to continue to 
grow, Worldwide needed to diver­
sify into other trucking sectors. 

"Every time a load goes out, the 
industry dies a little bit," he said. 

Worldwide's approach to selling 
trucks was a little different. "We 
ask customers what they want us to 
do.

"We try to be somebody who 
will do more than deliver a truck. 
We want to be a business partner. 
If you want contract maintenance, 
we can do that, too." 

When Mack decided to get out 
of the off-highway truck business, 
Worldwide bought Mack's entire 
inventory so it could continue to 
supply parts for customers over the 
next six or seven years. 

Getting parts at a good price 
was a problem that turned into a 
golden opportunity for Worldwide. 

"We realized there was a sig­
nificant amount of the parts busi­
ness that truck dealers didn't get," 
Mr. Dotson explained. "Whole­
sale-distribution companies did a 
better job, especially in selling 
high-volume replacement parts 
like filters. So we started our own 
W-D." 

With the establishment of 
Service Parts Inc., Worldwide 
could offer customers much faster 
service. The company runs seven 
linehaul tractors out of Atlanta 
each day to bring truck parts into 
its own chain of stores. Customers 
can get parts not in stock the same 
day or overnight. A fleet of 25 
delivery trucks also delivers parts 
directly to the customer or to a job 
site if necessary. 

These initiatives broadened 
Worldwide's business and set the 
stage for the diversification of its 
customer base. 

In the 1980s, 90 percent of its 
business was related to coal. Now 
it is only 40 percent. "Our real 
growth started after 1989," Mr. 
Dotson said. 

The company began selling 
trucks to fast-growing fleets like 
Danny Herman Trucking of 
Mountain City, Tennessee, and 
Super Service, a refrigerated fleet 
based in Somerset. 

They acquired a Kenworth fran­
chise and set up truck leasing oper­
ations throughout the region. 
Recently it opened a dealership in 
Cincinnati and is looking at possi­
ble acquisitions in other cities in 
the South and West, perhaps as far 
away as Dallas.
