Hospital union 
gives okay to 
three-year pact

After nearly three days of negoti· 
ations, workers at Highlands Re­
gional Medical Center avoided a 
strike by ratifying a three-year con· 
tract with administrators Wednesday 

About 360 employees were pre· 
pared tO walk off the job if the con­
tract had not been approved by 
midmght Wednesday. 

Negotiations began Monday at 
the Carriage House in PainLwille. 
The union represents maintenance 
and service workers, technicians 
and licensed practical nurses. 

"We would ha\'e done that if 
they'd taken the subcontractors 
clause out." Sheila Hicks, a mem­
ber of District 1199 Health Care 
and Social Services Union, said 
Thursday mornang. Hicks was 
media spokesman for the negotiat­
ing committee. 

The vote was 274-14 to approve 
the contract. which included in­
creased retirement benefits. in­
creased JUry leave pay and a salary 
increase over the three-year period 

It also included a clause lhat 
prohibits the hospital from hiring 
subcontractors to do work in the 
hospital. 

"We are very pleased with the 
way the negotiations went," Kathy 
Rubido, pubhc relations director 
for the hospital. said Thursday 
morning. ..1 understand that more 
than 95 percent of the employees 
voted in favor of the contract. We 
feel very good about it." 

Hicks said workers are also 
happy with the contract. "We are 
very pleased with this contract, but 
we would have walked out if they 
hadn't put that clause back in." 

She sajd the hospital tried to 
subcontract work about three 
months ago. Employees of the 
union tiled a grievance and won 
the right to keep subcontractors out 
of the hospital. 

The hospital could subcontract 
the work that employees do cheap­
er than they can hire someone to do 
it. Htcks said. because the hospital 
wouldn't be required to pay bene­
fits to subcontractors. 

The union has been in the hos· 
pita) for about 20 years. The sub­
contracting clause was added SIX 

years ago. according to Larry 
Damels, \'ice president of District 
1199. 

During negotiations, the hospi­
tal indicated it wanted a two-year 

con1ract. hut approved a three-year 
agreement with employees. 

Hicks saad cmploye~:s arc also 
pleased with the hcalrh insurance 
benefits they received. 

"We can still pick from two 
plans," :.he said . "The) were want­
ing to cut us back to JUst one."

"If this 
cut as implemented, we'll do well to 
serve 2.000 to 3,000. We're m:ucd out 
at the moment," Rosenberg ndded. 

That means that families already 
strapped for cash will no longer have 
legal services at their fingenips. 

In the past five years, bankruptcies 
have jumped 42 percent, from 318 
cases a year to 451, and landlord ten· 
ant evictions have doubled, climbing 
from 97 in 1990 to 194 in 1995.

;~~through spores of drie.d btrd or bat 
droppings. lndlvtduals cnn get 
histopla.~mo:;is from chicken hous­
es, bat ca,•es, or large construction 
projects that raise clouds of dust 
containing the fungus. The old fire 
station building on Htghland 
Avenue had been :tbandoncd for 
years and, evidently. became a 
home to bats. Constructton workers 
reported that more than 200 bats 
flew out of the building when the 
roof was tom off. 

Fifteen people were treated for 
histoplasmosis last summer. Tom 
Blackburn, Prestonsburg fire chief; 

/; Frank Blackburn. contractor for the 
construction job; and John Goble. 
John Goble II, Mike Crase and 
Doug Crase. and Forrest Bentley, 
all of whom worked inside the 
building during the construction, 
developed acute forms of h1stopla • 
mosis and were hospitalized. 

John Goble, John Goble 11 and 
Frank Blackburn filed lawsuits. ln 
June, Benha Stephens and Marlene 
Johnson also filed cla1ms agamst 
the city. Stephens was employed as 

)-a dispatcher for the Floyd County 
Rescue Squad and Johnson was a 
nurse's aide at Mountain Manor 
Nursing Home. Both women were 
employed ncar the construction site. 
and both claim to have contracted

Rescue squad numbers 
up nearly 300 for 1996

Members of the Aoyd County 
Rescue Squad had a busy Fourth of 
July. 

The squad responded to three 
calls that. while not hfe threaten­
ing,were a little unusual. 

"Our first caiJ came at 11: 14 
a.m . .'' Denick Calhoun, public rela­
tions spokesman for the squad said. 
"We responded to Auxier Hetghts 
where someone said they smelled 
something dead on the hill." 

He said the odor coming off the 
hillside was so strong that re:.idcnts 
of the area were gettmg Sick. 
Nothing was discovered, but 
Calhoun said it was probably a deer 
thar had died in the area. 

"That was an unusual call for 
us,'' Calhoun said. 

Less than three hours later, the 
squad was called to Dewey Lake 
where three children were stranded 
on the other side of the lake. 

"Their parents had left them and 
come in to get gas and then they could· 
n't get their boat started." Calhoun said 
of the 2 p.m. call. He said the children 
were 14, I I and seven. 

'·They weren't hun. They were 
just a little scared," he said. 

The final call for the day came 
about 3 p.m. when two girls cap­
sized a Wave Runner 'They 
weren't hurt either," Calhoun said. 

The three calls are typical of the 
squad's year. "We've had 300 calls 

thi~ year aheady," Calhoun said 
Wednesday. "We usually average 
about 60 a year. It's been a bad 
year.' 

He attributed the Increase ro the 
bhUMd m January and to recent 
nash flooding 

''We only counted the major calls 
we got dunng the blizzard," 
Calhoun s:ud. "If \\C had included 
all the calls we got during the bliz­
zard, we would have been up to 700 
or so by now." 

Drownings have also increased. 
The squad ltas responded to two this 
year, one in the winter and one a 
few weeks ago when a Prestonsburg 
High Sd10ol senior drowned during 
senior skip day. 

"The number of lost persons had 
gone up. but they all usually tum up 
later," Calhoun said. 

The squad has also been assist­
mg local ambulance services more 
often, somethmg they dtdn't use to 
do. "And the severity of car acci­
dents seems worse," Calhoun 
added. "The number i$n't up, it just 
seems the inJuries are worse." 

He attributes that to an mcrcase 
of speed on Rou1e 23. "With the 
four-lnne, we've got a lot more 
speed than we used to," he said. 

in the la::~t month, squad mem· 
bcrs have also racked up 200 hours 
in helping people dunng flash 
flooding. "That came in j ust two 
calls," Calhoun said. "We spenr a 
lot or time helping evacuate people 
from their homes."

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No alternative?

We hope Floyd County 
school board member Ray 
Brackett just misinterpreted the 
system's deficit reduction plan 
when he asked this week why 
the district's alternative school 
had not been closed. 

There is nothing wrong with 
the school district trying to save 
taxpayers' money, but eliminat­
ing the alternative school is not 
the way to do it, for a couple of 
reasons. 

First. alternative schools pro­
vide an opportunity to keep 
troubled kids in school, while 
removing them from regular 
classrooms where they have 
been either disruptive or other­
wise unable to keep up in the 
mainstream. 

We can't write those kids off 
like we used to, before alterna­
tive education programs, when 
they were just expelled and for­
gotten. 

Secondly, there's a financial 
incentive for keeping altema­
ti ve education programs in 

place. 
When students are expelled, 

school districts lose the average 
daily attendance funding they 
provide. 

[n large districts like Floyd 
County, that could be a sizable 
sum. 

We have moral and tinandal 
obligations to educate all of our 
children, even those who don't 
want to be educated. 

For many, we suspect alterna­
tive schools are lhe last chances 
to see the light and to turn their 
young Jives around. 

Without alternative education 
programs. those chances don't 
exist and the likelihood increas­
es that more young people will 
become burdens on society. 

So, we hope the Floyd 
County School Syslem doesn't 
scrap its alternative school just 
to save a few bucks now. 

If they do, we'll be paying a 
lot more later to subsidize the 
lives of dropouts. 

That's not an alternative we 
think worthy of consideration.

Tell us it ain't true, 
Goble asks of Owens

Magistrate Jack1e Owens' letter 

(FCT 7-10-96) was duly noted, and 
more or less appreciated. 

I have never met Mr. Owens, but 
recognize in him somewhat of a 
kindred spirit to myself and some 
of the people that belong to our 
organization, Uniled We're Strong. 
He is a colorful individual and will 
fight for that which is precious to 
him. So will our people. And 
beyond doubt, the power, the pres­
tige. and the salaries both he and 
his wife receive from the Floyd 
County Fiscal Court are precious to 
him. We respect him for that-and 
also for the fact that he does not 
rely solely on the political machine 

to keep him in office and in power. 
Mr. Owens comes out swinging. 
and seems to have emerged as the 

.spokcspe~on for the fis~.:al court . 
To us, he is the best of the class of 
ninety-six a.s far as the court goes. 

As a former teacher, I note sev­
eral levels of improvement in Mr. 
Owen's writing ability. This pleas­
es me, as we are seeking to 
improve the lot of all our people. 
So if we inspire him to greater lit­
crary efforts, we have achieved an 
unexpocted, but never-the-less 
nohle end. But alas; the improve­
ment in his writing ability is not 
reflected in his reading compre­
hension ability. We know Mr. 
Owens would never, never, delib­
erately distort information we have 
put in the paper. 

At no point or place in my letter 
of June 26 did I state or infer that 
Mr. Owens had voted for or 
against the Thunder Ridge Race 
Track. the new jail, or any other of 
the dead albatross projects the fis­
cal court bas hung around our 
neck. I stated that they could not 
claim that these dead birds were 
inherited from some previous fis­
cal court. I pointed out that 
Magistrcltes Owens, Tackeu. and 
Derossett were members of the fis­
cal court and constituted a majori· 
ty of votes (3-2) when these tssues 
were passed. It seems impossible 
to misunderstand this simple point. 
But Mr. Owens says that we are 
behind the looking glass in ''Alice 
in Wonderland" so I will simply 
say "QUit :-.moking, Mr. 
Caterpillar, and you might see 
through the glass less darkly" 

No. l did not confuse the new 
jail with the Ju:-tice Center. The 
new jail was ""tdely touted as a 
freebie becau~e it was suppo:.ed to 
house (detam. incarcerate?)

own wny~vcn be a profit center. 
Would M:tgistrate Owens care to 
say in print that these claims were 
never made C\lnceming the new 
jail. Please do so; but sign your 
name to the letters or ads and we 
will take care of it from there. 

No, I did not say that 
Magistrate Owens voted for or 
against the R & S project. I called 
attention to the fact that the three 
magistrates with long tenure (in 
excess of ten years) on the court 
were present and constituted a 
majority when it passed. Thus no 
claim could be made that the pro­
ject was a carry-over from a previ­
ous court. My emphasis concern­
ing R & S was Mr. Owens· state­
ment that there were other projects

vice balloon payment in the ncar 
future, along with other unnamed 
projects.

Perhaps inadvertently. Mag­
istrate Owens imparts to us a great 
deal of infonnation about the fiscal 
court, and it's ability to manage the 
affairs of the county. We have been 
discussing the Thunder Ridge Race 
Track-which is in bankruptcy 
However, the apparent owners ha,·e 
been making interest payments on a 
regular basis of about $67,000 -
although the issue is sometimes in 
doubt.

Americans are paying more in 
federal, state and local taxes than 
they are for food, clothing and 
shelter combined. 

In 1995, according to the Joint 
Economic Committee in 
Congress. government tax receipts 
represented a record share of 
America's total income, 30.4 per­
cent of our Gro~s Domestic 
Product!

For 25 years, RHS has provided 
direct loans at I percent interest t6 
developers of low cost rental hous-

ing. The guaranteed multi-family 
housing loan program provides a 
federal guarantee to private sector 
lenders financing rental housing for 
moderate income tenants. RHS 
expects the guarantee program will 
be used frequently with Low Income 
Housing Tax Credits and other 
financial incentives. 

Proposals under the demonstra­
tion program will be analyzed based 
on the following criteria: 1) flexibil­
ity, innovation and variation of fund­
ing models; 2) level of partnering 
and leveraging; 3) geographic distri­
bution: and 4) other factors to best 
explore program structure and effec­
tiveness consistent with the best 
interests of the government.

many ways to Coach Derossett's. 
''As far as being different, I 

don't think there will be much dif­
ference," he said. "We're stiJI 
going to run primarily out of the 
lhree-back set. We both play baSI· 
<:ally a 5·3 defense." 

Coach Hager said there might 
be a difference in how they line up, 
.. a foot or two different." 

'The philosophy and the way 
we do things will be much the 
same,'' he said. 

The new Betsy Layne coach 
said he thinks that to win football 
games you have to run the ball and 
run it effectively to win. 

"We'll throw the football some, 
but we will be a run-oriented 
team," he stated. 

Coach Hager said that he is 
familiar with the players who will 
be returning this season and that 
the infonnation came through talks 
with Coach Derossett. 

"Coach Derossett and I are close 
friends," said Hager. "We lalk a lot. 
Sometimes we just talk some foot­
ba11 or about this player or that 
player. Prestonsburg and Betsy 
Layne attend a lot of weight meets 
together and we watch a lot of 
these kids in the meets. I know they 
are awfully strong. They have three 
or four linemen who are very 
strong athletes. Some bncks that 
are strong as well, and show good 
sentor leadership.'' 

One returning player will be 
senior Craig Hamilton, a two-year 
starter at quarterback for the 
Bobcats. 

"He's a very good athlete," 
Hager commented. "He runs the 
football so well I almost wish there 
were two of him. I would play one 
at the running back posiuon and 
the other at quanerback. He's also 
an excellent option quarterback." 

One of the area's top defensive 
players returns for the Bobcats in 
senior Jarred Newsome, who was 
one of the state's leading defensive 
players last season. Newsome will 
be lining up at three possible offen· 
sive slots. 

"In the films that we watched of 
him last year before we 
(Prestonsburg) played Betsy 
Layne, I was impressed with h1s 
(Coach Dero£sett's) defensive line 
overalJ and Jarred in panicular," 
said Hager. ''He's a good defensive 

player. I think that was Betsy 
Layne's biggest strength last year 
- how well they played defense. 

"I see Jarred lining up for sure at 
fullback . We may play him at some 
trulback also. If we want to go to a 
big fonnation up front, we may put 
hsm at tight end if we want to throw 
the ball to him.'' 

While other returning coaches 
have had time to implement the 
start of their season. Hager thinks 
he is behind in getting his team 
ready. But he hopes to make up for 
some lost time by interjecting plays 
early. 

"To an extent, the late start will 
hinder us," he said. "I was talking 
to other coaches around lhe area 
and they are saying, 'This kid is 
looking good at quarterback,' or, 
'This kid is looking good at this. 
And lhis year we are running the 
option better.' But I don't have any 
idea about any of those things. That 
is the one problem. As far as 
defense goes, I know what we are 
going to run.'' 

The new Betsy Layne mentor 
sa.Jd he has his team on a weights 
and conditioning program. But last 
Tuesday night, he put in a play. 
"Most coaches will run and condi· 
tion before they actually put in a 
play. but we are going to put in our 
first play tonight and try to get 
going.'' 

Taking over as a head coach is 
something that most assistants can 
only dream about. As for Hager, 
August 30 cannot get here any too 
soon. 

'T m excited, as I said before, 
about being the bead football coach 
at Betsy Layne," Hager said. "I' ve 
always wanted to be a bead coach. 
It's just an exciting time for me. It 
makes me wish August 30 (lhe first 
game date) was here. 

"I know there is a Jot of work to 
be done between now and August 
30, but I wish it was here. I can' t 
watt until that first Friday night 
under those lights. Being a head 
coach is always something I 
dreamed of." 

In the second part (Wednesday), 
Hager will look at the Bobcats' 
schedule and district ratings, 
and d1scover what it is like being 
on the visitor's side of the field 
when Betsy Layne plays at 
Prestonsburg.

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Bakery's future may depend on contract

Pike County's cookie factory will 
\!it her expand or shut down, depend­
ing on umon acceptance of a new 
contract, company officials said 
Wednesday, July 3. 

Mountain Top Baking is owned 
by Consolidated Biscuit Company of 
Ohio. but negotiations are underway 
to sell the Kimper faciltty. said 
Charles Holland, the facility's gener­
al manager. 

"A major U.S. company has 
shown mterest in purchasing the 
facility." said Holland. ''This sale has 
been contingent upon successful 
negotiation and ratification of a new 
contract. .between the United 
Steelworkers of America, AFL-CLC 
and Mountain Top Baking." 

The unnamed company's acquisi­
tion of Mountain Top Baking "could 
mean the economic salvation of the 
bakery and its employees," Holland 
said. ''In fact. such a purchase would 
eventually result in expansion far 

beyond present capacity." 
TI1e bakery. at its peak, employed 

close to 700 workers. A source has 
told the News-Express that the sale 
and expansion of the facility could 
mean between 1.500 and 2.000 total 
jobs. 

However, a proposed agreement 
was voted upon Sunday and over­
whelmingly rejected by the member­
ship of Local 9345. Vote totals were 
not available and union officials 
could not be reachc<l for comment

First parcel acquired 
for Magoffin Cut-Thru 

The Magoffin County-
Salyersville Cut-Thru Project has 
reached a new and strategic stage of 
development. The first parcel of 
property has been purchased in the 
construction area of the project. 

According to Assistant County 
Attorney Mike Lyons, "The first 
tract of land has been purchased by 
the county and surveying has been 
completed. as well as all title work, 
on all but two appraisals in the prO· 
ject area.,. 

The land, which was acquired 
from the Magoffin County 
Economic Development Authority, 
was not purchased outright. A con­
struction easement was purchased 
from the owners for a sum of 
approximately $1,000. 

Thts easement allows the county 
to construct and maintain the pro­
ject, while actual ownership is 
retained by the Economk 
Development Authority. 

There are 17 different tracts of 
land that require negotiations in the 
Cut-Thru Project. Three of the 
tracts will be purchased in their 
entirety. These three are already in 
the process of being purchased. ft 
was confirmed by Brenda Powers 

of Big Sandy Area Development 
District. that although no ,deeds 
have been transferred. negotiations 
have been wrapped up and prices 
agreed upon. 

Powers went on to say that: 
"everything appears to be on sched- . 
ule." 

Bids are expected to be adver- . 
tised in August and awarded in 
September, for the start of actual 
construction. 

The $11 million project. when 
completed. will divert th~ Liclang 
River from its current basin through 
Downtown Salyersville during 
severe flooding. 

The state sponsored the biggest 
portion of the local share with a 
grant totaling more than $1.2 mil­
lion. 

The project will include a moun­
tain that separates Sugar Camp 
from Auxier Branch. The second 
cut will be made adjacent to Route 
30 west of Salyersville on what is 
known as Connelley Farm.

Floyd and Martin counties 
have highest rates in crime 
in the region for 1995 

The year 1995 appears to have 
been a bad year for criminals, but a 
good year for everyone else. 

Statistics released recently by 
the Kentucky State Police show 
that Johnson County has the lowest 
crime rate among surrounding 
counties. 

The report, which was released 
by the Johnson County Sheriff's 
Department, includes crime statis­
tics for 1995 and profiles how 
counties stack up against one 
another. 

Johnson County reported 449 
total felonies and misdemeanors w 
1995, a per capita crime rate of less 
than two percent. 

Other counties m the region did 
not fare as well Aoyd and Martin 
counties showed the htghest rates 
in the area at six percent each. Pike 
and Lawrence counties each had 
crime rates of four percent. 

Among Part I crimes - which 
include murder, manslaughter, 
forcible rape. robbery, aggravated 
assault. burglary, larceny, theft and 
auto theft- Johnson County also 
fared well. 

Only 27 such crimes were 
reporred in 1995, including one 
murder, three rapes, five aggravat­
ed assaults, six burglaries, two auto 
thefts and I 0 other thefts. 

"I was really pleased with the 
results," said Sheriff Don 
McFaddin. "This has been a trend. 

This is not just a one-year thing." 
McFaddin added that Johnson 

County has had at or about the low­
est crime rate among area countJes 
for the past I 5 years. - The
