Donna Hall, Chuck Hall's wife, is a trial commissioner for
Floyd County and is permitted to sign search warrants even
though she is not an attorney. The search warrants that were al-
legedly forged included Chuck Hall's name on the affidavit re-
quired to accompany the warrant, the only instance that occurred
on any of the search warrants issued for the task force in Floyd
County.

The task force folded earlier this month when its federal fund-
ing ended after members decided not to apply for fed-

. eral grants, but then missed the deadline several
days later when they decided 10 do so any-
way. Some task force officials have said

they might apply for the federal funds
next year.

Even now, after all the problems the task force has had, in-
cluding investigation by a federal grand jury, Floyd County At-
torney Keith Bartley said he has always been impressed by the
work of task force agents. He has represented two defendants
who were arrested by the task force. One entered a plea to a mis-
demeanor charge, reduced from a felony. The other "swung a
deal" and was required to tumn in 20 other defendants.

"That might have been one of the most solid cases investigat-
ed by the task force," Bartley said. "They had video and audio
tapes of him, He was pretty much in trouble,"

He said in the other case there was some "pretty decent pho-
tographs."”

“They were excellently prepared cases,” Bartley said. "Even I
would have had a hard time at trial. If the task force brought in
a case today, I would prosecute it."

Former county official back
in jail after flunking drug test

A former deputy judge-execu-
tive is spending a few days in jail
after he violated his probation re-
quirements for a second time.

Jimmy Stumbo was arrested in
Lexington on July 3 after testng
positive on a drug soreen. Stumbo
is expected to stay in jail until an
August 9 sentencing hearing before
Floyd Cireuit Judge John David
Caudill. Caudill said he was "dis-
turbed and perturbed" that Stumbo
had violated his parvle after he

gave him a second chance earlier
this year and sentenced him to an
"intensive drug treatment pro-
gram."

But Caudill said Stumbo missed
five days of treatment and tested
"dirty" on two of those days

"His probation officers said he
failed 10 attend meetings, he tested
dirty on drug screens and he lied to
her," Caudill said.

Stumbo apparently told his pro-
bation officer and Caudill that he
had injured his fool with a post-
hole digger and had gone to the
hospital, A doctor there prescribed

Lortabs for the pain.

"I asked him if he told the doctor
he was addicted to Lortab," Caudill
said.

Stumbo could receive up to a
vear in prison on the charge.

Stumbo pleaded guilty February
17, 1995 10 charges of drug traf-
ficking and theft of public monies,
He was accused of stealing $2,900
in county funds by filing bogus ex-
pense vouchers in order 1o obtain
money to buy drugs.

Under a plea agreement, Stumbo

County’s 911
scaled back to
basic for start

Residents of Floyd County
ghouldn't expect to dial 911 any
lme suon and get 8 response, even
if the county decides to implement
the basic service before it goes
with enhanced.

At least three things need to be
accomplished before the county
can put even the basic service into
place with the Kentucky Siate Po-
lice, members of the 911 bhoard
learned Friday, July 12.

According to Chris Waugh,
deputy county judge-execulive,
those three requirements include:

* An interlocal agreement be-
tween Floyd County and the Ken-
tucky State Police which allows
the KSP to answer emergency calls
for county emergency providers.

* Completion of boundary lines
for service providers,

* And, making sure communica-
tions between the providers and
the dispatch officer are working.

The board took the first steps
toward getting the communica-
tions on line Friday when it ap-
proved the consideration of pagers
for members of volunteer fire de-
partments and discussed securing
four additional frequencies for use
by dispatchers and providers.

According to County Judge-Ex-
ecutive Ben Hale, the pagers will
"expedite the calling out of volun-
teers. This is an essential part of
our whole system,” he said.

The use of pagers eliminates the
need of an intermediate number,
"The calls go from the dispatch of-
fice straight to the volunteers with

Doctor earns special recognition for his devotion to needy

Dr. Don Chaffin said he wasn't
surprised when they called his
name Thursday night announcing
the state Good Samaritan award
winner,

“There was no way someone
was going o get me to Lexington
and in a tie without telling me
why," Chaffin said. "So I made
them tell me, But | was surprised
and pleased that I won the award."

The Good Samaritan Award is
given each year to a Kentuckian
who, "over an extended period of
time, has made significant contri-
butions in the area of health care
and/or health care education," ac-
cording to a program from the ban-
quet.

"The award is intended to be for
extraordinary personal contribu-
tions especially where the individ-
ual has made a significant impact in
providing or improving the access,
delivery or general health of low
income people of under-served
areas,” the brochure also states.

Chaffin, who has a family prac-
tice in Inez, lives in Prestonsburg:
In addition to his work in Martin
County, bhe helps man the night
clinic at Archer Clinic. He says he
just enjoys helping people.

"I received the award based on
my work with Kentucky Physicians
Care," Chaffin saxd. "This program
catches people who fall through the
cracks.”

Over the last eight to ten years,
Chaffin said he has added 500 new
palients o his practice through the

program. "These are the people
who make too much to get
Medicare or Medicaid but don't
make enough to afford private in-
surance,” Chaffin explained. "We
see them without a charge. I've
continued 1o see many of those re-
ferred by the program.”

Few doctors in the area partici-
pate in the program. Chaffin is the
only doctor in Inez. There is anoth-
er physician, Dr. Larry Leslie, in
the program practicing in Prestons-
burg,

"Because of this, I've actually
scen lots of patients from other
counties,” he said.

Even though Chaffin is original-
ly from Prestonsburg, he said he
ended up in Martin County after he

Molotov cocktail is
used in firebombing
at Mud Creek home

The Mud Creek Volunteer Fire
Department responded early
Monday moming to a structure
fire on Highway 979 near Red
Morg Branch and discovered the
fire was intentionally set with a
Molotov cocktail.

Chief Ralph Short said Mon-
day he received the call at 1:35
a.m. and arrived on the scene u\
1:45 a.m. Short said a neighbor
discovered the fire and extin-
guished it by throwing water on it.

According to Short, the neigh-
bor said someone drove by the
residence and threw a coke bottle
filled with gas and stuffed with a
rag against the home. Short said
Stan Hensen, the owner of the
home, had an argument earlier in
the evening with another man,

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Martin residents are one step
closer to receiving federal funding
10 initiate planning for a flood pre-
vention project.

Fifth District Congressman
Harold “Hal" Rogers announced
last week that the House
Appropriations Energy and Water
Development Subcommittee
approved his request for $300,000
for flood control work in the City of
Martin, according 1o a news release.

Rogers announced in April that

closer to flood control

he was looking for federal funds 1o
begin a flood cuni:ﬂ project in
Martin.

In April, Mayor Alan Whicker
said about 50 w0 60 homes are
directly affected by flood waters
and that the whole city is damaged
when the Levisa Fork of the Big
Sandy River overflows its banks.

Residents of Martin have suf-
fered through at least one flood in
every decade of the 1900s.

“We've overcome the first major
hurdle 1n getting federal dollars to
address the problem of flooding in
Martin,” Rogers said.

Rogers is the vice-chairman of
the subcommittee and helped write
the bill that must be approved by
the full Appropriations Commitiee
and the House of Representatives
before funding will be available for
the flood control project.

Kevin Fromer, a spokesman for
Rogers said Monday that if the fed-
eral money was passed by the
House and Appropriations
Commattee, then it would be used
for the Army Corps of Engineers to
begin the initial planning. for the
project. Plans would include pre-
design work, such as the cost of the

cies who respond (o calls. "After
they've talked 1o the dispatchers
they can use their current frequen-
cies to talk among themselves,”
Hale said.

But 1t could still be several
months, maybe even a year or more
before the service is fully in place,

“You're talking about six to eight
months after the mapping is 95 per-
cent complete before you're up and
running,” Captain Robert Forsythe
with the KSP told the group. "That's
from the time you give the maps to
Bell South 1o the day you take your
first call.”

While the county is close to the
required completion point, it isn't
there yet. Several discrepancies still
exist on the county maps and Bill
Dotson, 911 coordinator, is working
to clear those up,

The board also voted last week
10 hire a professional to come in and
look at the database the county has
in place to find problems, A similar
group put the entire 911 system in
place in Pike County in 18 months,

“That was from scratch,” Hale
emphasized. "We are far from
scratch.”

He said about $53,000 had been
paid for similar mapping profes-
sional services over the past six
years but that work hadn't "been
done right."

Forsythe told the group he would
let them begin the service as basic
911, which allows residents to call
the dispatch center, but they must
give all specifics like their name
and address. With enhanced, that
information flashes onto the dis-
patcher's screen when the call is
answered.

"It's been so long in Floyd
County, it's time to get 911 to the
people,” Forsythe said. But he
emphasized that the county must
continueé its push to get enhanced in
place or the KSP will pull out of the
agreement.

"Basic might not be far down the
road,” Hale said. "But we won't stop
going for enhanced. We won't be
satisfied with just basic. Enhanced

is the only way to go."

Wiaugh wouldn’t estimate how
long it would take to get the basic
service on line. "I don't want to set
a specific date because then. if we
don't meet i, we've disappointed
the public again," he said.

Board member Gene Mullins,
Mayor of Wayland, smd the service
needs to "move just as fast as it
can."

"I'm really feeling good about
911," Waugh said. "We're going to
come extremely close to the 95 per-
cent within a month to six weeks.
Then we need to make sure every-
thing is correct.”

Hale said there are some areas
on the map that those implementing
the service "don't feel comfortable”
with,

"We let people cut their teeth on
911 in Floyd County and that's why
it's (dragged) on and on," he said.
"We can't change the past, but we
need good correct information. It's
essential to have good informa-
tion."

had to repay the $2,900 and contin-
ue treatment for his drug problem.
He was also required to undergo
drug tests as a condition of the two-
year probation.

Stumbo broke that probation in
March when he admitted Lo violat-
ing the probation requirements
when he said he took sleeping pills
that weren't prescribed for him.
Before his arrest in November
1994, Stumbo admitted to taking
more than 40 pain pills a day.

Earlier this year, Caudill told
Stumbo he had reasons for feeling
he needed to use drugs c{ling the
deaths of his father, former Floyd
County Judge-Executive John M.
Stumbo, and mother, Pauline
Stumbo. "That's an explanation,
but it's not an excuse,” Caudill said
at the time.

But Dwight Stacy Marshall,
assistant Commonwealth Attorney,
said at the time that Stumbo's reha-
bilitation ‘might be questionable.
"Whether he's salvageable is yet to
be seen, It's up to the probation
officer and Mr. Stumbo."

Caudill said during a resentenc-
ing hearing in April that he didn't
think Stumbo was "hopeless,” but
said he had promised him that if he
broke his probation he would put
him in jail.

Perry County where the most fask
force cases were opened,

Fryman explained that it is pos-

s Sible that the warrants could have
been forged. "Everything is possi-
bie." he said.

Chuck Hall refused to comment
and said we would need to talk 10
his auorney, Phil  Damron.
Damron's secretary said he'is ot of
town until Friday.

Bartley, who said he was present
when Herald-Leader reporters tried
toanterview Chuck Hall in the cour-
thouse several weeks ago about the
allegations, said he was walking
down the hall and ran into Hall
about the same time Lexington
Herald-Leader  reporier  Lee
Mugeller and another reporter did.

@  “They started asking him ques-
tions and were trying to hide their
tape recorders,” Bartley said. "1 told
them they needed to at least ask him
if they could ask him some ques-
tions and if they could record him,
That pretty much ended the discus-
sion.”

When contacted at Our Lady of
the Way Hospital Tuesday where
she works, Donna Hall said she had
no comment and hung up the
phone.

In his work as a defense attorney,
and now county attorney, Bartley
said he sees problems with search
warrants "all the time. What usually
happens is that the evidence found
during that search is excluded from
the cases.”

But many of the defendants
interviewed for the Herald Leader
stories had pleaded guilty in their
eases; "If there was really a problem
with their search warrant why didn't
they have their attorneys check into
it and get them off?" Bartley asked.
“That's the first thing 1 do when |
gel a case. It's an easy way out. If
% they got a guilty plea out of them I'd

imagine that would mean they did a

hell of a good job at proving they
were guilty,”

He said he doesn't anticipate any
of the earlier cases being thrown out
because of problems with search
warrants. "The worst thing that
pcomes out of a bad search warrant is
:an exclusion of evidence. In the old
cases which were pled, there 15 no
evidence 1o exclude, so I don't fore-
see anything happening,” he said.

POOR CONVICTION RATE

With a reported dismissal rate in

4 Floyd County of 39 percent and a
43 percent dismussal rate of cases
generated by the task force, it.does-
n't seem like the task force made a
dent on drug trafficking in the area,

But Fryman said his records
indicate the task force has worked
about 500 cases, not the 284 the sto-
ries report. He estimated the dis-
missal rate at about 25 percent,
maybe 30 percent, with felonies
having a higher conviction rate than
misdemeanor charges.

» “T doubt (the dismissal rate) is as
high as they are reporting,” he said.
Fryman said he isn'l sure what
process reporters used to determine
which cases belonged to the task
force and how those cases were dis-

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He also emphasized that after a
suspect is' arrested, the case no
longer belongs to task force offi-
cers, but to the courts, ‘Iis out of
our hands at that time," he said.
"With the very nature of the drug
culture, many times the witnesses
fail to show up, even if they are sub-
poenaed. That leaves the courts
with no choice.”

Some cases that appear 10 have
been dismissed involve defendants
wha turned in other dealers.

In one of two cases worked by
Bartley, part of that defendant's deal
was that he had to turn in 20 others
involved in the drug trade.

"Some people complained ahout
the number of deals cul by the
agency, but in the case I saw per-
sonally, they got 20 more out of that
one case. They could have gone to
trial and lost altogether," he said.
“Yes, they have dealt with the devil,
but sometimes you have to deal
with the devil.”

Bartley said you can't deal with
"upstanding” citizens in these cases
because they wouldn't have gotten
themselves in the mess in the first
place.

POOR MANAGEMENT

Some fingers point back at
Fryman when it comes (o the man-

agement of the task force and the
problems it has encountered, He
says he's done all he can.

“I knew when I staried that this
job involved a variety of duties, but
I also knew that it left a lot of dis-
cretion with the police officer," he
said. "That's what discretionary
decision-making is and that's what
nearly every police agency utilizes.
How much more can one man do7”

More supervisors could have
reduced the problems the task force
has encountered, but Fryman said
the agencies participating barely
had the resources to provide one
person to the agency, let alone
another individual to supervise that
person.

"And then who supervises the
supervisor?” Fryman asked. "There
was never a time the agent couldn’t
ask for direction or assistance or
help from someone,”

More supervisors might have
helped, “but they wouldn't have
prevented every problem from hap-
pening,” he said,

Fryman said the task force oper-
ates much like every other rural
police orgamization in Kentucky,
“They're not much different than
what happens right here,”" he said.

But he took full responsibility
for the operations and the problems

of the task force. "The buck stops
right here," he said, pointing to
himself. "I'm not going to shuck my
responsibility. I'm not going fo pass
on my responsibility,”

Being a multi-county agency
made the work of task force mem-
bers about five times harder than
for single-county agencies.

“We are talking about five dis-
trict judges, five county attorneys,
five shenff's departments, five cir-
cuit courts," Fryman explained.
"All police groups face similar
problems, we're just looking at
those problems five-fold."

Other problems reported were
blown out of proportion, Fryman
said, including the alleged loss of
money belonging to one defendant.
“It was a comedy of errors in some
cases," he said, "But there was
never planned, intentional wrong-
doing, T don't think. Those things
can happen in any profession,
including the newspaper business.
Anybody can make a mistake."

A federal investigation continues
and Fryman has cooperated fully by
providing all records sought by the
grand jury. The grand jury is
expected to convene today,
Wednesday, but it is not known if
the task force investigation will be
discussed.

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Editor'’s note: The following is
an excerpt from Dr. Robert Perry's
book, Jack May's War:

CHAPTER NINE:
THE BATTLE OF SALTVILLE
AND JACK'S LATER YEARS

For Southerners the Civil War
was basically a defensive war, a war
fought to protect their families,
their farms, and their peculiar insti-
tutions from the northern invader.
The mstitution which Jack May's
men spent most of their time pro-
tecting was Preston’s Saltworks in
Smyth County, Virginia. Salt was
vitally important to the Confederate
Army, because it was the only
means by which large quantities of
meat could be preserved. During
the 1861-65 period, according to
Smyth County historian Goodridge
Wilson, the Saltville mines pro-
duced an average of ten thousand
bushels of salt per day,

Jack May's War reached its cli-
max on October 2nd, 1864, when
five thousand Federal troops under
General Stephen G. Burbridge
advanced on Saltville and stormed
the Confederate trenches overlook-
ing the tows, In those trenches were
three thousand rebel troops under
General John 8. Williams. Leading
the Union advance, with their pen-
nants flapping in the wind, was
Colonel James S. Brisbin’s 5th U.S.
Colored Cavalry. The regiment
bearing the brunt of the Union
attack was  Colonel Edwin
Trimble's 10th Kentucky Cavalry,
dismounted, which occupied the
center of the Confederate line of the
bluff above the Holston River ford.
Trimble was killed during the
assault, and the colors of his regi-
ment were captured, but his men
held their ground and helped
General Williams save the salt-
works. The 5th U.S. Colored
Cavalry lost 114 men during the
agsault, including four of their
white officers. When darkness fell,
Burbridge ordered a retreat and
marched his men back to Kentucky.

Composed of former Kentucky
slaves and free men of color, the 5th
U.S, Colored Cavalry was a brand-
new regiment, and the Saltville
fight was its baptism of fire. The

. enlistment of Kentucky blacks had
begun on April 18, 1864, On that
day General Burbridge issued
Order No. 34, which stipulated that
slaveholders loyal to the Union
would receive 3300 for each slave

S

they emancipated for service in the
Federal Army. By early summer
volunteering was brisk, and by the
end of July, six black regiments
were being trained at Camp Nelson
in Jessamine County, One of those
regiments was the 5th U.S. Colored
Cavalry,

Burbridge's advance on Saltville
was contested every step of the
way. Trimble skirmished with him
at Richlands on September 30th,
Giltner's whole brigade tried to stop
him at Laurel Gap on October Ist,
In each case, however, the rebels
were outflanked and forced to fall
back. When Burbridge reached
Salwville on October 2nd, the first
position that the rebels tried to hold
was a line of trenches on the hill
above Governor Saunders’ house.
During this stage of the battle, they
were commanded by “that old
imbecile,” General A.C. “Mudwall”
Jackson, At 9:30 a.m., however, just
as they were being driven from this
position, General John 8. Williams
arrived on the scene with these
brigades of cavalry from Wheeler’s
Corps and began organizing a
defensive line along the bluffs and
cliffs on the south side of the river,
Mosgrove, who was with the 4th
Kentucky that day, says:

] was standing in the main road
at the base of the left end of
Chestnut Ridge, when General
Cerro Gordo Williams rode up at
the head of his command, early in
the morning. He looked much the
same as when I had seen him last in
Tennessee: massive, tall and com-
manding, the picture of robust
health. With the voice of a Stentor,
he ordered his men up the ridge.
Standing there in the middle of the
road, he stormed and swore while
hurrying the men, and continued to
storm until the last man was in posi-
tion.”

Though it was Williams' gener-
alship which won the battle,
General John C. Breckinridge,
departmental commander, received
credit for the victory. Washington
County historian Lewis P. Summers
says that Breckinridge arrived at
Saltville around sundown on
October 2nd, just in time to see his
men wave their hats and shout for
joy at the sight of the retreating
Federals. That night he telegraphed
the good news to the War
Department in Richmond, Several
days later, Clerk John B. Jones
noted in his diary: “General Lee
says [that] General Breckinridge

REDUCE YOUR RISK FOR
AN EXERCISE INJURY

Many individuals have good
intentions when starting an exer-
cise program. However, due to an
injury; they never follow through
on their commitment. There are
five risk factors for most injuries.

1) Many people over-do exer-
cise or (ry doing too much too
soon. Pushing yourself too hard,
too long, or too often is probably
the leading cause of injuries. Start
off slowly and gradually build up
to reduce your risk of injuries.
Always remember you do not have
to run a marathon to be in good
health, As little as thirty minutes,
five times per week may provide
the majority of the health related
benefits.

2) [Inadequate foolwear or
equipment also increases your risk
for injuries. Wearing improper or
worn out shoes places added stress
on your hips, knees, ankles, and

| ‘feet which are the sites of 90% of
all injuries. Poor equipment is
‘another risk factor. Riding a bicy-
tle that is too small or thal has its
seat set too low puts undue stress
on the knees. Use shoes designed
for the activity you are doing and
use equipment that is adjusted
properly for you.

. 3) Poor conditioning is another
risk factor. Being out of shape and
having tight and weak muscles
increases your risk for injuries.
Problems may also arise due to
doing too much of one type of
activity. This can lead to strength
and flexibility imbalances. You
should always exercise at the prop-
er intensity for you and participate

Custom

in activities that you are in shape
for. Do a variety of activities or
perform a stretching and strength-
ening program to compensate for
performing one particular activity.

4) Improper technique and
training can lead to injuries. An
example is arching your back dur-
ing a bench press. This may lead to
a strain of the back muscles. Never
sacrifice form for performance.

5) Ignoring aches and pains
may lead 1o an injury. Studies
show that starting to exercise again
before an injury has healed may
not only worsen it, but greatly
increases the chances of re-injury.
Never ignore pain! Pain is the way
your body tells you something is
wrong.

Try to avoid these five mistakes
when exercising. This will lead to
an increased likelihood that you
stick with your exercise program
and avoid a frustrating and painful
injury.

repulsed the enemy’s attack on
Saltville. It was a bloody repulse,
and Breckinridge is pursuing."”

The Battle of Saltville was a
grudge fight for the men of both
armies, and they fought it with a
ferocity that has seldom been
equaled. The Confederates had a
score to settle with Burbridge—
they called him “Butcher"
Burbridge—not just for his mas-
sacre of Martin's brigade at Mount
Sterling, but for his harsh suppres-
sion of Confederate guerrilla activi-
ty. As Commander of the Military
District of Kentucky, he had the
power to invoke martial law when-
ever he thought that the situation
Justified it. On July 16th, 1864,
three months before his expedition
to Saltville, he issued his notorious
Order No. 59, requiring that “when-
ever an unarmed Union citizen is
murdered, four guerrillas will be
selected from the prisoners in the
hands of the military authorities and
publicly shot to death.” One month
later, two rebel prisoners,
Richmond Barry and John May

Hamilton, were taken to
Bloomfield, Kentucky and executed
in retaliation for the murder of J.R.
Jones. By the way, John May
Hamilton was a native of Morgan
County and a first cousin of Jack
May.

Another thing that aroused the
fury of the Confederates was the
sight—they would have said the
speclacle—of black men wearing
blue uniforms. “Smoked Yankees,"
they called them, and worse. We
can be sure that the men of
Trimble’s  regiment  viewed
Burbridge's decision to place his
black soldiers in the front of his
attack as a gross insult to their
honor and dignity. In 1920 B.E
Day, a veteran of the 10th Kentucky
living in Mount Sterling, made the
following statement in a letter to the
Confederate Veteran:

“At Saltville we fought a brigade
of negroes under Burbridge with
our revolvers at close quarters; the
officers were all down save Colonel
Diamond, but we did not let up
while we could see a negro. (Day's

capitalization.)”

When Burbridge retreated from
Saltville during the night of October
2nd, he left many wounded black
soldiers—perhaps as many as a
hundred—Ilying on the battlefield in
front of the Confederate lines. This
grossly irresponsible action set the
stage for the infamous “Saltville
Massacre.” When October 3rd
dawned, and these wounded men
became visible, scouts from
Robertson's and Dubrell's brigades
began roaming the battlefield,
which was still shrouded in fog, and
murdering every black soldier they
could find, Guerrant says:

“Scouts were sent and went all
over the field, and the continued
ring of the rifle sung the death knell
of many a poor negro who was
unfortunate enough not to be killed
yesterday. Our men took no negro
prisoners.”

In his hasty departure from
Saltville, Burbridge also left behind
a field hospital operated by Surgeon
William H. Gardner of the 30th
Kentucky Infantry. Gardner later
reported that on the morning of
October 3rd, several armed men
wearing Confederate uniforms
entered the hospital, selected five
wounded black soldiers who were
under his care, and took them out-
side" and shot them to death,
Gardner and his remaining wound-
ed were subsequently captured and
taken to Emory and Henry Hospital
in. Washington County. On the
evening of October 7th, several
armed men wearing Confederate
uniforms entered his hospital, went
to the rooms occupied by the
wounded black soldiers, and shot
two of them dead in their beds.
These murders were committed
despite the strong protests of the

Confederate surgeons in charge of
the hospital.

With the notable exception of
John, C. Breckinridge, no
Confederate field officer lifted a
finger to stop the Kkillings.
Mosgrove says that while the mas-
sacre was still in progress,
Breckinridge appeared on the scene
with General Basil Duke and sever-
al other officers. “General
Breckinridge, with blazing eyes and
thunderous tones, ordered that the
massacre should be stopped.”
Hoswever, after he had ridden out of
earshot, the killings continued.
“The men could not be restrained.”
Mosgrove lamented. Two days after
the tragedy, Breckinridge sent a
telegram to General Lee condemn-
ing the atrocities and recommend-
ing that Felix Robertson be arrested
and brought to trial. Unfortunately,

the war ended before this could be |

accomplished.

Few would deny that the
Saltville Massacre was one of the
most disgraceful episodes of the
war. When we contemplate it, how-
ever, we need to realize that the
rage which drove the Confederates
to commit these crimes was proba-
bly no greater than the rage which
drove the men of the 5th U.S.
Colored Cavairy to make their reck-
less, headlong assault on the
Confederate lines. In their scheme
of things, Saltville was a much-
hated symbol—indeed, the living
embodiment—of slavery. Loretta
Gillespie, the editor of the present-
day Saltville News Messenger, says
that at the height of production dur-
ing the war years, nearly two thou-
sand slaves were working in the
saltworks around Saltville, which
was known as “The Salt Capitol of
the Confederacy.”

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Gus and Julia Loeb were returning home from ped-
Idﬁug “beans, new taters and green tomatoes" from the
back of their one-horse wagon in the mountains of
Harlan County, Kentucky in the late 1800's.
Julia counted coins as her husband puffed on a
orncob pipe. The horse plugged along and the two
looked forward to getting back home and to supper
which Julia started early that morning, Gus planned to
work a couple hours in the garden before going to
bed. The elderly Loebs went to bed at nightfall and
2ot up with the rising sun.

Things changed on June 22, 1895, however.
Buford Overton noticed the old couple, saw their
Imoney and planned to take it. He decided to rob them
and picked an isolated spot where they would pass.
There he waited.
Overton, not much
more than a kid, was

with a young woman,
y stole a horse and
ed to Georgia, rid-
g all night in order to §

They were surprised when awakened abruptly by
the owner of the horse and by three younger men in
their twenties and thirties.

just not in hs plans. It took too much time, He went
to Middlesboro durng her heyday but ended up on the
wrong side of the law and of the gamblers, too. He
quietly left town and went 1o Harlan County where,
unfortunately s path crossed with that of Gus and
Julia Loeb.

The birds were singing as Buford lay on the soft
sod of a hillside alongside a narrow pass, waiting for
the old couple. As they approached, Buford began
blasting away, sending a barrage of bullets at the
defenseless Loebs. The blasts knocked Julia from the
wagon and sent Ous slumping to the floor.

The startled horse ook off as fast as he could. It
was noticed later by arca residents who found Gus
Loeb dead.

Meanwhile, Buford walked to where the old lady
had fallen on the edge
of the dusty road, her
head and right arm
thrashing from side to
side. He grabbed a
handkerchief clutched
Ml in her hand cousin the
rwo3iad coins to fall from it onto

il the dusty road.

Overton was arrested
the following day.

Although he origi-
nally pled not guilty he
changed his plea after the jury found him guilty. He
did this as he asked the court for mercy. The jury was-
n't convinced and sentenced the ]18-year-old to death
by hanging, Many people felt his deed was one of the
mosl atrocious crimes in the history of Kenlucky
when the nature of the crime and age of the victims
was considered.

C. 0. Oaks wrote a ballad about Buford and the
murder of the Loebs. The song was widely popular in
1895 and for several years thereafter, so popular in
fact that a qualified impartial jury was hard to find
since most everyone had heard the song.

The date of execution was set, bul Buford escaped
before facing the gallows. It sent waves of terror
through the mountain area. Buford Overton was &
very dangerous young man.

Q: Does regular (black) tea offer
as-much cancer-fighting protection as
I've heard can come from green tea?

A: While green tea contains high-
er levels of the antioxidant com-
peunds that inhibit the formation and
growth of wmors in lab studies, black
tea also contains these substances.
‘Many of the black tea’s active com-
pounds have been oxidized, however,
which may weaken its anti-cancer
properties. Some types of cancer,
such as those of the esophagus, stom-
ach, liver, lung and possibly breast
seem to be affected by tea,
Researchers have suggested that after
controlling for other known risks, tea
‘consumption could lower risk of
these cancers by 20 to 50 percent.
‘Because studies of actual tea use have
had mixed results when comparing
the effects of biack and green teas,
more investigation is needed to
understand its role in cancer preven-
ton.

Q: Why do [ feel so hungry in the
week or 50 just before my menstrual

A. Several studies document that
women consume an extra 100

o mcalmisdlﬂydumg the two
Mueh of this increased hunger
to be due to a temporary
increased metabolic rate that bumns
more calories, An increase in eating
might also be in response to the emo-
tional stress experienced by some

other ways to cope with emotional
tension.

Q: I've heard that recommenda-
tions to limit salt to control blood
pressure may be changing. Why?

A: Although Iimited sodium con-
sumption has been linked with lower
blood pressure many times, a recent
study showed that men with high
blood pressure who consumed the
least amount of sodium had the most
heart attacks over a period of four
years, Researchers think that restrict-
ing sodium too much may result in an
increased production of a hormone
that can cause blood vessel linings 1o
swell and could lead to heart attacks,
Despite the findings, sodium restric-
tion is clearly sull important for peo-
ple with congestive heart failure or
kidney ailments which are worsened
by salt's tendency 10 make the body
retain fivid. For the treatment or pre-
vention of high blood pressure, salt is
not the only consideration.
Americans consume 75 percent of
their sodium from processed foods.
Other factors can play a significant
role as well. A weight loss of 1010 20
pounds in those who are overweight
can cause a significant blood pressure
drop. With as little as 30 minutes of
brisk walking a few times weekly,
elevated blood pressure has been
shown to decrease by ten pomts in
some and prevent hypertension in
others. Limitng alcohol consumption
may also help; one or two drinks a
day can raise blood pressure signifi-
cantly.

Preheat the oven to 400°. Grease
a 15x10xl-inch baking pan, line
with waxed paper and grease again.
Set aside.

Cake:

Sift together powdered sugar,
flour and cocoa powder; set aside.

In large mixing bowl, beat egg
yolks and vanilla about 5 minutes
or until thick and pale yellow.

Gradually add flour mixture to
the yolk mixture, beating until
combined.

In another bowl, beat egg whites
until soft peaks form. Gradually
add 2 tablespoons granulated
sugar, beating until stiff peaks
form.

Turn the cake onto a cloth that
has been generously sprinkled with
additional  powdered  sugar.
Remove the waxed paper and roll
the cake and towel together from a
short side as for a jelly roll. Cool
ona wire rack,

Filling:

Fold 1/2 cup powdered sugar,
vanilla and, if using, Amaretto into
the whipped cream.

Reserve 1/2 cup of the mixture
for a garnish, Unroll the cake and
spread with the remaining filling to
within 1/2 inch of the short sides.
Re-roll the cake without the towel.
Store the roll, seam side down, in
the refrigerator. To seérve, sprinkle
with additienal powdered sugar
and garnish with the remaining fill-
ing.
