Dodging bullets:

May says special team needed
to aséidrgss l%aigg disaster risks

Every day, tankers filled with
hazardous materials make their
way through Floyd County via the
roads and railways.

Their contents include materials
with names that include a soup of
alphabet letters. The placards on
their sides serve as @ reminder of
the dangers these contents pose if
they are released from the tanks in
which they are carried.

In West Prestonsburg, a silo of
nitrogen fertilizer stands across a
blacktop road from a container of
diesel fuel, That combination was
used o make the bomb that de-
stroyed the federal building in Ok-
Jahoma City more than a year ago.

Just a few hundred yards from
the county's middie school, chio-
rine gas is used (o treat the dninking
water of the residents of Préstons-
burg. While the city of Prestons-
burg keeps a waichful eye on the
chemical, a spill could be falal if
the gas is absorbed through the
skin,

year. The fund balances from extra
programs, that received funding
from grants and other sources,
would have increased that deficit to
nearly $1.6 million, financial
records show. The general fund
balance was originally estimated to
be $1.063 million in the hole.

Balentine took over the reins to
the school system in early January
and immediately put a freeze on
excessive spending, He also began
to implement a state-approved re-
duction plan that included the elim-
ination of 100 jobs.

In addition to the planned cuts
in the system’s work force, Baleén-
tine implemented a freeze on any
expenditures costing more than
$1,000. Those expenditure requests
had to come 1o the school board for
its approval before funds could be
spent, even if the program had
money in its budgets to do so.

Some teachers and parents com-
plained that school supplies were
not being purchased, but Balentine
emphasized 0 the school board
that the cuts were necessary 10
bring the finances into line.

"This is exactly what needed to
happen,” Patton said, "Before,
there was no internal control.
We've had that since January."

He said he wished the control
had come "three to four years earli-
er." and he hopes that control con-
tinues into the Tuture.

“I want the superintendent to
continue 1o watch every dollar that
is spent in this county,” he said
"“The people down there now know
who is boss."

Being boss., however, hasn't
come easy. Patton said Balentne
has butted heads many times with
department heads and principals
over financial questions.

They nearly came to blows dur-
ing a recent fiscal court meeting
when the two battled over budgets,
food supplies and cars.

“I don't have the personnel o
continue locking and unlocking the
gate throughout the day," Webb
said.

Me or one of the deputy jailers
will take out the trash.”

Webb said priseners who work

in the jail have access to the se-
cured area to take jail garbage out
to the dumpster.

“If you let everybody go in and
out, you never know who may

"We can't issue a key to
people doing community service to
pay fines. You never know who
may leave something for a prison-
er.”

Webb said the fence post was
torn down shortly after jail employ-
ees and inmates moved into the
new facility, Before repair of the
post was complete, about two
weeks ago, adead dog was found in
the dumpster.

Worker's
‘compens: reform is today’s big
issue. The media in Central
‘Kentucky is already busy setting the

mood for the special legislative ses-
sion Governor Patton will call later
this year, to discuss worker’s
comp—and the mood is anti-
Eastern Kentucky. Last month, the
people of Jefferson County were
instilled with the idea that their tax
money was (unfairly) being used to
fund “the far reaches of a largely
rural and poor state.” This, of
course, is not true..just look
around,

This month, an editorial called
“Envelope economics” was printed.
The essence of it can be summed up
with these quotes, which came from
the article, “The envelope economy,
renewed with the arrival of each
month’s welfare and disability
checks (to Eastern Kentucky), con-
tinues undisturbed. The infrastruc-
ture that matters the most in the
mountaing is stll the postal ser-
vice,” and “The rest of Kentucky is
still victimized.” The editorial also
unjustly assaulted Senator Kelsey
Friend of Pikeville, saying
*(Senator Friend) made a fortune in
the business of processing comp
claims, while using his state Senate
position to discourage unwanted
reform,” It would be difficult for me
to overemphasize the influence our
state’s largest newspapers have on
the legislative process. Worker's
comp reform will be no exception.

The most powerful ammunition
being used by their media is a study
done on worker's comp which
revealed that 45 percent of worker's
comp money awarded in Kentucky

was given to only ten counties in
Eastern Kentucky, one of which is
Floyd County. To those outside of
Eastern Kentucky, these statistics
reflect widespread abuse of the sys-
tem, by the coal miners. Within
Eastern Kentucky (or at least to me)

One statistic which their study
did not mention was the fact that
those ten Eastern Kentucky coun-
ties make up 60 percent of all min-
ers in Kentucky. It should surprise
no one, of average intelligence, that
these counties would have a much
larger number of injured workers
claiming benefits, than the rest of
the state.

The atmosphere in Frankfort is
charged with reform, fucled by the
press. Worker's compensation is in
for some major changes, predeter-
mined to hurt our miners and min-
ing industry, However, there is a
bright spot. Last Thursday,
Governor Patton announced that he
would propose a comprehensive
reform plan which would not cut
any benefits being paid to injured
workers, and give the coal industry
a major tax-break by eliminating a
$40 million annual tax paid by coal
companies. This tax-break would
be a boost to the coal industry and,
subsequently, to our economy.

Of course, the anti-Eastern
Kentucky press reacted immediate-
ly, pointing out that Governor
Patton “made a fortune in the coal

Of par-
ticular significance is the fact that
76 percent of vehicle occupants
who were either totally or partially
gjected were killed. This data reaf-
firms the lifesaving advantage of
using an active restraint. since the
possibility of being ejected upon
impact is significantly reduced.

The Highway Safety Branch of
the Kentucky State Police would
like to commend the law enforce-
ment personnel in your area for
their participation in the “Kentucky
Clicks™ campaign. In the event that
you are not familiar with the cam-
paign. “Kentueky Clicks™ is an
exciting contest that was introduced
by WKYT-TV (Channel 27 out of
Lexington).

A proposal made last week by
Governor Paul Patton would give
coal companies a tax break, but at
the same time would cause coal-
producing counties to lose a por-
tion of their funding.

Patton said he would like to cut
the coal severance tax by one-half
percent. from 4.5 to 4 percent, in
order. t0 help coal companies
cover the high cost of workers'
compensation insurance,

Overall, Patton's proposal
would take $20 million away from
state governments to help fund the
$40 million-a-year tax break.
State officials argue that the move
1S necessary to save the slipping
coal industry, but the governor
may have to sell the idea to the
local governments who will lose
operaling money.

*I think the governor has got 1o
sell his proposal 1o the county
judges and the fiscal court," State
Representative Rocky Adkins
said. "Being a former county
judge himself. I think there’s no
one better to do that."

Adkins said he supports the
governor’s plan.

“There’s no question that the
coal industry is in bad shape,”
Adkins said. “They're operating
under a very depressed market. 1
applaud the governor for trying to

find ways to give coal companies
a break "

The coal industry has slipped in
the past few years, with tax rey-
enue brought in slipping from an

average of $178 million a year to
last year's figure of $166 million.
This also means that counties that
receive funds from the coal sever-
ance tax will also lose money 1

the coal industry continues to slip.

Last year, Lawrence Countly
received $390,891 in tax money
from c¢oal according to the
Department of Local Government.

“Looks like they're stopping up
them groundhog holés,™ observed
Morris Meek, who lives on Collins
Drive.

“Twenty years of taxes and the
road has not been touched,” com-
plaingd Paul Provence, who also
lives on Collins Drive off Route 23
in Wittensville. “They lay off mini-
mum wage warkers, and vote for
their own salary raises,” Provence
said, voieing his opinion about local
governing.

For two or three years the pot
holes on Collins Drive had grown
bigger and bigger. Car tires were
bent, alignment on cars driven by
local residents was damaged, and
one resident even had to replace his
motor support, all because of the
holes in the road,

Paul Provence and Vencil
Meadows decided to take the future
of the road in their own hands. The
two men started out getting esti-
mates as t© how much the repair
would cost. They were prepared to

try to fund the project themselves.
They didn't think the neighbors
would be interested in helping, but
they decided to ask anyway.

Not only were neighbors inter-
ested “they said sure, if this
(amount of money) isn't enough,
we can do more,” Ruth Provence
satd.

Most of the neighbors, including
State  Representative  Hubert
Collins, agreed to help fund the pro-
Ject.

Ornginally Paul Provénce and
Vencil Meadows were thinking of
repairing the road themselves, but
Francis Witten, with Witten Paving,
gave them such a good deal thal
they decided to hire him instead,

For roughly three hundred dol-
lars, the Collins Drive community
has fixed their drive and drawn
attention to the road repair needs of
the people of Johnson County.

The blackiop is good news for
Shirley Conley. who has trouble
with her eyes. She likes to walk
down the road to get her hair done
at Bea's Beauty Shoppe. She has

been afraid of twisting her ankle,
because the road has been in such
bad condition.

Thursday, July 11 Conley
wilked down the road gleefully,
arm ih arm with Ruth Provence.

“It's not just politics,” Ruth
Provence said. "It is our doing it
together."”

Patton’s plan made to help coal industry

Another $95,000 was set aside
into an e¢conomic developmeént
fund which the county may use
only for state-approved economic
development projects,

Tom Armstrong, a spokesper-
son for the Department of Local
Government, said the impact on
local governments would depend
on how much coal 15 produced.

“Obviously il's going to have
an effect on all the economic pro-
grams,” Armstrong said, “But it's
an idea, The governor is trying to
save the coal industry.™

One local operator said a prob-
lem that arises from such high
workers' comp. costs is that for-
eign companies can ship coal into
the aren just as cheap as local
operations can produce it.

“If they don't give coal opera-
tors a tax break, they're going 1o
be broke and out of business,”
Ireland Williams of A and W Coal
in Louisa said. “It will give us a
boost and everybody can go back
to work."”

Williams said in some cases he
i1s paying workers' compensation
rates of up to 92 percent of a per-
son's salary.

"You're pretty much matching
a dollar to every dollar a man
makes," Williams said.

Lawrence County Attorney Bill
Jackson said the fiscal court hasn't
discussed how they felt about the
proposal yet, but agreed that
Patton will have to sell the idea to
some county governments who
can't afford to lose even a small
amount of revenue.

Adkins said although a small
amount stands to be lost now,
counties must look at the bigger
piclure.

“What if the coal industry is
not there?” Adkins said. “You
have to look at the larger amount
that could be lost."

Mapco Coal sells coal interests
to New York investment company

Mapco Coal Inc., which has
Martiki and Pontiki mining com-
plexes at Wolf Creek in Martin
County, recently reached a final
agreement with a New York City
investment company to seil all of its
mining interests,

The announcement was made
from Mapco’s head office in Tulsa,
Oklahoma on Friday, July 12,
through a press release.

The transaction between Mapco
and Beacon ‘Group Energy
Investment Fund, which has hold-
ings in the eleciric utility field and
other energy enterprises, is expect-

ed 10 close within 30 days, accord-

The sale is good news to Martiki
and Pontiki employees, who have
been waiting for the deal to be com-
pleted since it was announced more
than gix months ago. Mapco mines
will be operated by the same man-
agement team, and no layoffs will
oceur,

Mapco Coal Inc., owns eight
mining complexes located in the
Eastern and Western Kentucky,
Maryland, Southern [llinois, and
Virginia.

State of art technology will be used in map-
ping process of Magoffin County

State of the art technology will be used in Magoffin
County to 'map the area and expand 911 services,

A system called GPS (Gobal Positioning System)
Pathfinder utilizes 24 satellites that orbit the earth at an
altitude of 20,200 kilometers and emit signals that are
picked up by hand-held receivers here on earth. The result
is an exact measurment of the distance between the two.

The system is currently being used to map everything
from city streets to forests. In urban areas, it can map the
exact location of street lights, fire hydrants, benches, bus
stops, elc.

In Magoffin County, it will provide not only the pre-
cise distance to a home that has placed a call for emer-
gency services, but will describe each and every tum 1o

the very entrance of the home.

There is not another county in Kentucky that will have
information as detailed or complete as what Magoffin
will have, The main reason that this procedure will be so
detailed is that the U.S Postal System will be interacting
with the mapping service. Anyone who is capable of
receiving mail will be included in this mapping.

Roger Recktenwald of the Big Sandy Area
Development District presented the proposal to the
Magoffin County Fiscal Court during a meeting last
month. The Big Sandy ADD has reportedly been very
influential in acquiring the equipment for this mapping.
Equipment and operators for the equipment will be on
loan from this pilot project for use in Magoffin County.
Mapping should be completed during the current calen-
dar year.

Helping Children

Beat The Heat

(NAPS)—Most active
children don't slow down
when it gets warm outside.
As a resull, they will
sweat a lot to cool their
bodies. Unfortunately, if
the lost fluids are not
replaced, children will
become dehydrated and
could suffer heat illness.

According to Dr. Oded
Bar-Or,  Professor of
Pediatrics, McMaster
University, researcher and

expert on exercise and
nutrition in  children,
“Dehydration can serious-
ly impair children more
quickly and more dramati-
cally than it can adults.™

Symptoms of dehydra-
tion in children include:

* dry lips and tongue

* sunken eyes

* dark-colored urine

* infrequent urination

* dizziness and loss of
energy

In addition to physical
appearance, one way for
parents to judge whether
fluid intake is adequate is
to check the color of their
child’s urine. Clear or
light-colored urine indi-
cates they are well-hydrat-
ed, while a dark-colored
urine may mean they are
dehydrated. Older chil-
dren can be taught to
determine this themselves.

Active children should
be offered beverages that
taste good, stimulate their
thirst and quickly replace
fluid and electrolytes
(sodium, potassium) lost
during sports and activity.
Although water is good to
drink, most children find it
less appealing than other
beverages and won’t drink
enough water to replace
all lost fluids.

A properly formulated
sports drink, like
Gatorade, not only sup-
plies energy, but encour-
ages youngsters to drink
by “turning on" their
thirst. Beverages that are
higher in sugar, such as
fruit juices and regular
soft drinks, can slow
absorption and increase
the chance of stomach
Cramps or nausea.

It is also important to
encourage children to
drink fluids before, during
and after physical activity.
Offer children a drink
before they leave the
house. Have them take a
squeeze bottle, such as the
Gatorade sports bottle, to
their activities. The fol-
lowing are some recom-
mended guidelines for
fluid replacement for chil-
dren:

* Drink every 15 to 20
minutes during physical
activity.

* For children under age
10 years, drink until thirst
is satisfied, then drink two
to four ounces more.

* For kids over age 10,
drink until thirst is satis-
fied and then drink four to
eight ounces more.

* Children involved in
organized sports programs
should be weighed before
and after they exercise.
For every pound of weight
lost, make sure they drink
16 oz. of fluid.

Al first we only had a few
software programs and
disks, Now we seem to
have  hundreds and
they’'ve created a mess.
What's the best way 1o
keep them organized and
safe from accidents?

Dear Margaret,

Buy storage containers
to protect your disks
which are susceptible to
magnetic fields and can be
accidentally erased or
damaged if not stored
properly. Disk storage
cases are available for all
types of disks and can be
bought at most consumer
electronics retailers.

To make disks Ilast
longer, heed these precau-
tons:

1. Write on the disk

label before you attach it
to the disk.

2. Once the label is
attached, write on it with a
felt-tip pen, not a ball-
point.

3. Don't cover any jack-
et holes when you attach
the label,

4. Don’t touch the mag-
netic surface.

5. Don't bend the disk
or attach notes to it with
paper clips.

6. Don't force the disk
into the disk drive,

7. Don't put magnets on
the disk and keep disks at
least three inches away
from magnetic lields such
as stereo or TV speakers
or transformers, even if
the disks are in o storage
case.

8. Don’t leave a disk in
direct sunlight.

9. Don't smoke around
your disks.

10. Don’t place any-
thing on top of disks
(tools, books, etc.).

1. Don't expose disks
to extreme hot or cold
temperatures. If you do,
leave them at room tem-
perature at least two hours
before using.

If chocolate, correction
fluid or other non-water-
soluble liquids spill on
your disk, contact the
manufacturer for advice
on removing them.
Inserting contaminated
disks into your computer
may damage the disk
drive.

To protect disks from
the static electricity and
other adverse conditions
during mailing, use spe-

cial disk-mailing
envelopes lined with
foam.

Beyond taking care of
your disks, regularly clean
your disk drive. Check
your compuler's instruc-
tion manual, The manu-
facturer may recommend
a head cleaning kit which
is usually available from
retailers who sell and ser-
vice your brand.
