‘Little A’
Slone dies

A former state legislator who
was instrumental in establishing
the community college system in
Kentucky died Thursday at High-
lands Regional Medical Center
after a short illness.

“Little A" Allen Slone, 75, of
Blue River represented the Y6th
Floyd County District in the state
House of Representatives from
1962 to 1964. Known as “Little A”
because of his small stawre, he
packed a powerful punch in the po-
litical arena. In 1962, Slone intro-
duced legislation that changed the
future of education in the moun-
Lains.

Slone presented House Bill 234,
co-sponsored by 97th District rep-
resentative Ben Martin, on the
floor of the House. The bill estab-
lished the community college sys-
tem and allowed the building of
four community colleges: Pre-
stonsburg Community College and
Hopkinsville, Somerset and Haz-
ard community colleges. The
House passed the bill 84-11,

Mock disaster scheduled
for Saturday morning

Being prepared may be 2.Boy
Scouts' motto, but it's something in
which Lon May, Floyd County Dis-
aster and Emergency Services Di-
rector, strongly believes,

In an effort 1o get area emer-
gency tesponders prepared for a
possible future emergency. May is
planning to hold 'a mock disaster
early Saturday morning to test
plans and to coordinate efforts.

"We're going to be drilling our
communications and response
time," May said. “The responders
will have to identify what they are
dealing with. We expect the first re-
sponders to rush in and get contam-
inated."”

The drill will be held on Porter
Lane in Prestonsburg, which is the
access road connecting Route 321
and Route 1428, between Prestons-
burg Community College and the
Highland Plaza Shopping Center.

The location will allow crews to
work in a safe, yet realistic envi-
ronment. The road will be closed to
public travel during the exercise.

May says that, unlike previous
drills, emergency service providers
are being notified in advance (o
allow a review of preparedness
plans in hopes of updating them,
and to encourage cooperative ef-
forts by agencies to better serve the
citizens of Floyd County and East-
ern Kentucky.

“We're going to practice our re-
sponse time and practice transport-
ing patients to the hospital,” May
said, "We'll involve the rescue

squad'as well.”

He said residents in the area
won't be-evacuated, but the rescue
squad members will be able 0
learn what their role in the emer-
gency is.

“We're going to be working
with the police department (o close
off roads and will be using mem-
bers of the Prestonsburg Fire De-
partment to handle the ‘radiation’
disastér,” May said.

“They are trained at the techni-
cian level and they will be func-
tioning as the HazMat team in this
emergency,”’ he added.

Both May and Tom Blackburn,
Prestonsburg Fire Chief, said the

planning to this point is as impor-
tant as the actual disaster will be.

“If we stopped at this point,
we've accomplished a lot” Mav
said, |

“That’s what I was hoping (o
gain lrom all this,” Blackburn
added,

May said he's expecting mis-
takes to be made; but that’s what a
training exercise is all about.

“Sure mistakes will be made,
but now is the ime 10 make them,”
he said, “This is a chance to learn
without losing a life.”

Appalred funding
increased; still not
at current level

Funding for the Appalachian
Regional Defense Fund isn't going
to be as low as originally anticipat-
ed, but it is still less than the Pre-
stonsburg-headquartered agency
received this year.

An amendment to a House ap-
propriations bill restored $ 109 mil-
lion to the program, which was
only expected to get $141 million
{0 operate next year.

“This year’s budget was $278
million,” John Rosenberg, director
of Appalred said. *‘That amend-
ment gets us to $250 million, but
that’s still a ten-percent decrease.”

He said he'll take the extra
money. “This is a substantal in-
crease over the previous amount,”
he added. “This will be a great big
help. We'll be able to squeeze by."

Rosenberg will be squeezing be-
cause this year's funding already
reflects a 25-percent decrease in
monies (o the agency.

This year's amount was a de-
crease from the $400 million bud-

get approved for last year's opera-
tions.

“Our offices are already very,
very thin," he explained. “This
makes it difficult to continue offer-
ing the same level of services. But
it could have been worse. much
worse."

He said he hopes to keep
staffing up and continue to serve as
many low-income clients as possi-
ble.

“The Senate could come in with
a funding level that is, conceivably,
higher than the $278 million we're
getting this year,” he said. “But the
Senate receded to the House last
year, so we’re not holding our
breath. The $104 million makes a
lot of difference."

Congressman Hal Rogers veted
against the amendment to increase
funding for legal services to the
poor. Rogers said he had already
committed to voling to keep the
funding at the $141 million level in
order to keep the program in place.

Guest Editorial

Far be it from us to argue with
any plan that puts an idea as old
as the hills to work in the hills of
Kentucky. The idea that may be
headed in that direction is “It’s
better to rule with a kid glove
than an iron fist.”

Fee, fie, foh and fum on any
who dare suggest that people in
some Eastern Kentucky school
districts may not have what it
takes to educate their children,
and do the job well. That’s
patently untrue.

Forget about giving up on
chronically troubled school dis-
tricts in Eastern Kentucky,
because accepting defeat has
never been an acceptable option,
and it isn’t now.

Forget, too, about making no
changes at all. After two tumul-
tuous years of state management
in Letcher County, some
changes clearly are in order.
Improved facilities and new
technology are evidence that
state overseers have done some
things right. Of course, everyone
hoped that by now there would
be more to show for their hard
work.

With all that said, however, a
proposal that received some
attention during a recent brain-
storming session among state
educators doesn’t seem like a
winner. It may merit a tryout, but
perhaps only for a limited time.

The idea is that, after the state
conducts an audit and identifies
a district’s problems, it would
present the local school board

Fixing laggard schools

with a list of goals and a
timetable for achieving them. If
the goals weren't accomplished
in short order, state officials still
would have the authority to go in
and take over management of
the district.

The approach might work if
the core problem happened to be
a lack of planning. Having a
good plan is an essential pre-req-
uisite, regardless of whether a
district’s problem is in the area
of curriculum, teacher evalua-
tion or assessment.

In education, however, there's
seldom a shortage of plans.
Indeed, any Kentucky school
district can find someone with
the know-how to develop one at
the state school board associa-
tion.

Typically, however, troubled
districts have problems with
implementing plans, not with
churning them out. To succeed,
someone must be responsible for
ensuring that schools are staffed
with well-trained people who
carry out the agreed-upon plan
successfully.

Districts that fail to meet
expectations—and thus fail chil-
dren—generally have weak
teachers, weak oversight, or
both.

To those that can solve their
problems with a minimum of
outside oversight, state officials
should say, “"More power to
you!” To the others, they should
say, “More over!”

Kentucky Education Reform

Major ‘changes’ (not necessarily
improvements, but  changes,
nonetheless) in  Kentucky's
Educational system were made dur-
ing the 1990 General Assembly.
These changes are known as the
Kentucky Education Reform Act, or
KERA. Education is one of a num-
ber of issues which go through pol-
icymaking cycles. Issues such as
the budget and taxation, health care,
environment and ethics' will be dis-
cussed by our lawmakers 1000
years from now, as long as we have
a Kentucky General Assembly here
to discuss them. Knowing this, we
might conclude that no group of
legislators will ever be skilled
enough to discover solutions to
problems which require participa-
tion by all of society. A very wise
man once said, “Government is (0o
big and important to be left to the
politicians.”

In any case, debates on educa-
tion begin with the same basic,
recurring questions: Who is entitled
to education? What form should it
take? And who should provide it
and control it? Other issues may
arise, but they all stem from these
fundamental questions. All through
the 1980's, education reform had
been a hot topic, but major deci-
sions didn't really began until 1989,
when Kentucky’s Supreme Court
said “Section 183 (of the Ky.
Constitution) places an absolute
duty on the General Assembly to re-
create, re-establish a new system of
common  schools in  the
Commonwealth." That summer, the
Education Reform Task Force was
created to construct the reforms. It
was composed of 16 legislators and
6 members appointed by the
Governor.

Normally, members of the
Education Committees would have
been placed on the task force, but
since these reforms were so 1mpor-
tant only veteran members of the
legislature were chosen. Besides,
experience in educational matters
was not necessary because the task

force chose to bring in educational
advisors from other states, The task
force also chose (0 make most of
their major decisions without any
public debate. Essentially, citizens
of Kentucky and related education-
al groups (KEA, teacher’s associa-
tions, etc.) had no input. This, of
course. is no surprise to those who
follow Kentucky politics.

The 1990 Legislative Session
began. Initially, there was talk of
putting off the reforms until a spe-
cial session, in the summer. There
would have to be a major tax
increase, and lawmakers were hesi-
tant to raise taxes right before the
primary election. However, they
chose to go ahead with the reforms.
Wallace Wilkinson was Governor at
the time, and the General Assembly
had spent the last three years fight-
ing with him, over who had greater
authority. They were afraid a spe-
cial session might give him too
much control over the reform pack-
age.

Raising taxes to finance the
reforms was the biggest problem.
Fortunately, Governor Wilkinson
(who could not run for re-election)
proposed a §1 billion tax increase,
to pay for the reforms. Without this
proposal, KERA would not have
been possible. This let legislators
off the hook. They could now blame
the Governor.

Getting KERA passed was the
next hurdle. Each legislators was
between a rock and a hard place. If
they voted for KERA, they would
be blamed for raising taxes. If they
voted against, they would be seen
as an enemy of education. This is
where the decision to put seasoned
legislators on the task force paid
off. These veteran leaders wanted
their reforms passed, and knew
what to do make it happen. They
took the Governor’s proposed tax
increase, and added on another
$300 million. Legislators who
voted “yes" to their reform package
were given state-funded projects for
their districts, paid for out of that

$300 million. KERA passed in the
House 58-42, and in the Senate 30-
8. I don’t know if this tactic is right
or wrong, but it is interesting to note
that a top 1ssue in the reform pack-
age was the removal of deal-making
politics within local school districts.

That is how KERA was passed.
Here are some of the changes which
were made: A “model curriculum
was developed by the state, which
each school is expected to follow.
Students are now tested and each
school is measured by the test
results—schools which do increas-
ingly well are monetarily rewarded
and those which do increasingly
poorly risk losing control to the
state. The state-elected
Superintendent of Public
Instruction was replaced by an
appointed  Commissioner  of
Education (the current
Commissioner and much of his staff
are from out of state). Appointed"
*school-based councils’ have taken
most of the power from the elected
school board members. There are
many more changes, but too many
for me to mention in a single article,
However, the overall pattern of the
changes leads me to question the
role which state government has
given to itself and taken from those
who pay taxes to fund the schools,
For more information, contact your
legislator.

The result of these lawsuits has been a
decrease in the number of individuals who
feel safe enough to volunteer.

When people are afraid to coach a
Little League baseball team for fear that
they may be sued, then there is a serious
problem in the system.

This incident actually happened: a New
Jersey umpire was sued by a catcher who

was hit in the eyve by a softball while play-
ing without a mask: he complained that
the umpire should have lent him his. The
catcher walked away with a $24,000 set-
tlement.

This is just one reason why I intro-
duced the Volunteer Protection Act which
would protect volunteers from liability
lawsuits.

My bill limits a volunteer’s liability for
harm that the volunteer causes inadver-
tently if: he or she is acting within the
scope of the volunteer activity; is properly
licensed or certified where necessary; and
is not willfully or wantonly engaged in
misconduct,

The bill also allows states to limit vol-
unteer protection in certain circumstances,
such as operation of a motor vehicle by a
volunteer,

If not for volunteers, who would pro-
vide role models for America's children to
emulate as adults?

Some single-parent families benefit
from volunteer organizations such as Big
Brothers/Big Sisters of America to help
fulfill the need for a family umt.

Children all over the world rely heavi-
ly upon volunteers for educational and
emotional guidance./ It is a disgrace to
punish volunteers—for their willing acts
of kindness—with trivial lawsuits.

When this country went to war for its
independence, volunteers swelled the
ranks of George Washington's freedom
fighters.

When there is a natural disaster, it is
volunteers who save the day., When
Americans are facing difficult circum-
stances, volunteers come 1o their aid.

My bill will make sure the spirit of vol-
unteerism is not quenched by lawsuit
fever. The litigation craze is hurting the

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Teacher becomes a guinea pig; teaches
first class by compressed video at MSU

Being first sometimes makes
you the guinea pig but it also allows
you to learn the process.

This is how Dr. Cathy Barlow,
chair of Morehead  State
University’s  Department  of
Elementary Reading and Special
Education, defines her first
encounter at teaching a class by
compressed video. Now, with
improvements in the process, she is
eagerly looking forward to teaching
the course again this year.

During the 1995 fall semester,
Dr. Barlow, relying on the minimal
experience she had obtained while
at the University of Evansville, vol-
unteered to teach the university’s
first compressed video class, an
introductory graduate special edu-
-cation course.

In this pioneer endeavor, Dr.
Barlow taught at five sites: MSU'’s
Extended Campus Centers in
Ashland and Prestonsburg, Jackson,
Mason County High School and on
the main campus where the class
originated.

“Through the use of compressed
video, students could see and talk to
me,” Dr. Barlow said. “The equip-
ment was voice activated, resulting
in students being able to ask ques-
tions and interject comments and I
could give immediate feedback.”

Describing the opportunity as an
enjoyable experience, Dr. Barlow
laughs when she describes how the
course kept her on her toes. “While
it’s still teaching, it’s very differ-
ent,” she said. “You can’t have a
bad day and you have to always be
prepared in case the equipment
should go down.”

Since equipment failure was a
possibility, Dr. Barlow created a
“little black box™ which included
assignments and prepared materials
for each of the teaching sites. Using
other faculty members as her couri-
er service, the boxes were dropped
, off before the class and returned

afterwards with the students’
papers.

For the new process, Dr. Barlow
was a one-person show. She manip-

ulated all equipment, including
computer, document projector,
VCR and camera, while continuing
her lecture. The technology has
expanded and there will be facilita-
tors to assist her when she begins
teaching by compressed video in
the fall.

Besides allowing one instructor
to teach at several locations, there
are a number of other advantages to
having this technology, Dr. Barlow
noted. “This medium of instruction
means less travel for the professor,”
she said. “Most classes are taught
from the MSU campus and the pro-
fessor will only need to make a cou-
ple of visits to each of the teaching
sites during the course.”

As MSU begins the fall semes-
ter, there will be 22 classes taught
by compressed video and two
courses via the Internet, according
to Dr. Autumn Grubb, director of
distance learning. “Beginning with
one class in fall '95, the program
saw extensive growth this spring
with additional offerings scheduled
for this fall,” she said.

At the start, offerings were avail-
able at five sites with an additional
two locations added for the spring
1996 semester. This fall, there will
be 12 sites available with two points
of origin on the main campus.

Technology also is allowing
MSU to assist in other areas, Dr.
Grubb said. “By utilizing the
Internet’ and implementing web
pages, we are now capable of
allowing faculty to design instruc-
tional components for use in a ‘vir-
tual’ classroom,” she said. “And
new this fall, Mason, Magoffin and
Pike County high schools will be
offering courses and sharing cur-
riculum through facilitation by
MSU.”

Along with the improvements
that come with learning a new tech-
nique, there also are additional
challenges, according to Sherry
Waddles, a distance learning facili-
tator at MSU'’s Big Sandy Extended
Campus Center who was there
when Dr. Barlow taught that first

Rawlins captures National USTA Tumbling titles

Prestonsburg’s John  Paul
Rawlins, a 15-year-old sopho-
more, can consider himself a
national champion after winning
the advanced and elite men’s divi-
sion in the U.S. Tumbling
Association’s (USTA) 25th nation-
al competition.

This marked the second year in
power tumbling for Rawlins to
compete in the prestigious meel at
Springfield, Illinois. Rawlins com-
peted against more than a thou-
sand participants from all over the
United States. He won the
Kentucky state title in three
events, floor, trampoline and dou-
ble-mini trampoline. The
Kentucky meet was held in Mount
Sterling earlier this year.

In only his second year of com-
peting in power tumbling, Rawlins
earned the national title in the
advanced age  group in

Trampoline, Tumbling and was
runner-up in the Double-Mini.

He was nominated for the pres-
tigious Nisson-Griswold Athlete
of the Year Award. He was nation-
al champion in Sub Advanced
Tumbling in 1995.

In Vincennes, Indiana this
spring, the USA Team Trials were
held, where Rawlins competed
against the best athletes in the
nation, earning a spot on the team.
The Team Trials squad traveled as
good-will ambassadors, perform-
ing power tumbling exhibitions in
places such as Chicago and
Canada.

According to his father, Glenn
Rawlins, John Paul became inter-
ested in power tumbling when the
family lived in South Carolina
three years ago.

“When we lived in South
Carolina, the boys would be doing
flips in the yard,” explained Mr.
Rawlins. “John thought that was
‘cool’ and started doing it.”

“When we moved to
Prestonsburg, 1 said we needed to
get him in a gym to learn it before
he killed himself.”

It was off to Morehead and the
TNT Gym where Rawlins was
tutored by coaches David and
Robin Pollitte, owners of the gym.

“He loved it,” said Mr. Rawlins
about his son's interest in the sport
of power tumbling. “We drive to
Morehead three times a week
where he will train for an hour and
a half." b4

Rawlins will compete in 10-12
meets a year and is part of the |
USTA and ATTA associations. He
was National Champion in the Sub
Advance last year. This year he
had to move up a level and com-~
pete in the 15-17-year-old-age
group.

Rawlins will be competing in
the Bluegrass State Games this
weekend where he has previously
won the gold medal in power tum-
bling.

Shoulder surgery this summer
could keep former Prestonsburg
Blackcat standout Seth Hyden out
of the Eastern Kentucky Colonels
lineup this football season, some-
thing Hyden feels will only be a
temporary setback.

On a play around left end,
Hyden scampered 22 yards for what
appeared to be a game-winning

touchdown that would have given
the Blackcats their first state cham-
pionship. But a flag back at the line
of scrimmage nullified the score.

“When I crossed the line I
thought I was on top of the world,”
said Hyden. “It was the greatest
feeling I had ever experienced in
my life.”

But that was to be short-lived as
Hyden looked back up the field and
saw the yellow flag.

“When I looked back and saw
the flag it sort of took my breath
away. It was a heartbreaker,” he
said. “It’s something I will never
forget the rest of my life. I feel there
is a reason for everything and I feel
there was a reason for that.”

Still the Blackeats had a last shot
at winning the game, trailing 13-12,
and Thomas Ratliff preparing to
kick a 32-yard field goal. The ball
just missed clearing the goal post,
missing to the left.

“That was a heartbreaker also,”
said Hyden. “We missed winning
on a holding call and then about
three feet on the field goal. That's
the way it goes.”

Hyden said he enjoyed the four
years he played under former
Blackeats’ coach Bill Letton, who
moved on to Paris for this coming
season.

“He was a great coach. I learned
so much under him,” Hyden said.
“He is a great role model for kids.
He's a great coach and I know he
will be successful in Paris,” Hyden
said.

Hyden hopes to further his edu-
cation by entering med school, but
he doesn’t think he will ever be able
to get football out of his blood.

“I’m going to try and go to med
school, but I hope one day to help
by being an assistant coach to
someone. I really enjoy it and I
want to be part of it no matter what
I am doing.”

“I've never seen anything
like it. It's jUSl fortunate that no
one got hurt.”

Lawrence County Disaster and
Emergency Services Director
Kenny Pickrell said 26 homes suf-
fered major damage from the flood
and two mobile homes were com-

$3.5 million okayed for cut-thru

he House Appropriations
Energy and Water Subcommittee
has approved a request by U.S.
Rep. Harold “Hal” Rogers for $3.5
million for flood control work in
Salyersville.

Rogers said the funds will allow
the Army Corps of Engineers to
continue the Magoffin County-
Salyersville Cut-Thru Project that
will re-direct the Licking River
from downtown Salyersville dur-
ing periods of heavy flooding.

The bill, co-authored by
Rogers, who is vice chairman of
the subcommittee, will now be
considered before the full House
Appropriations Committee. The
legislation must be approved by
the full Appropriations Committee
and the House of Representatives.

“We’ve overcome the first
major hurdle in getting additional
federal dollars to continue this
project,” Rogers said. “This work
will end the problem of flooding in
Salyersville and while protecting
its citizens, it will promote eco-
nomic development,” said Rogers.

The Magoffin County Fiscal
Court, local sponsor of the project,
announced recently that the first
parcel of land has been purchased
in the construction area of the cut-
thru project.

The land was acquired from the
Magoffin County Economic
Development Authority in the
form of an easement.

It has been established that 17
separate tracts of land will require
negotiations in the Cut-Thru

Project.
Brenda Powers, staff member
of the -Big Sandy Area

Development District, said recent-
ly that “everything appears to be
on schedule.”

Bids are expected to be adver-

tised in August and awarded in
September for the actual start of
construction.

The estimated cost of the pro-
ject is currently $11 million, with
the local share totaling $1.2 mil-
lion, which already has been pro-
vided in the form of a state grant.

Fighting to protect our
families from dangerous flood
waters will remain one of my top
priorities,”

Faculty cut-backs could
eliminate science courses

Staffing cut-backs may cause
the elimination of upper division
science courses from the schedules
of many Magoffin County High
School students this fall.

With the retirement of Deed
Adams, the science department is
left with a vacancy that will most
likely not be filled, due to a
staffing formula which requires
the elimination of 2.6 teachers
from the M.C.H.S. staff.

The Science Department will
then be left with four teachers, to
whom will be faced with the
responsibility of providing stu-
dents with the basic science
requirements.

Students must have two years
of science classes in order to grad-
uate. The emphasis will be placed
on Biology I and Chemistry I
courses, as classes such as
Advanced Biology, Anatomy, and
Chemistry I fall by the wayside.

“The students are really getting
cheated. We are being slighted and
it really hurts to work and try to

build up a program and then see
this happen to it.” stated Hans
Doderer, a teacher in the science
department.

There are hopes that one anato-
my class and one advanced chem-
istry class will be offered, but as of
yet no final plans have been made.

“We've really been set back by
this. If we need a requirement,
then the smaller electives will have
to be cut,” commented MCHS
Counselor Paulette Prater.

The science department will not
be the only one affected by the
loss. The possibility has been dis-
cussed that a member of the math
department will have to fill in with
a basic science course, which
would eliminate an upper division
math course in the process.

According to Deputy
Superintendent Ben Bingham, the
possibility of using courses offered
via KET (Kentucky Educational
Television) to replace the
advanced classes is being exam-
ined.

“It’s a bit early to tell what the
situation is going to be, We are try-
ing to stay within a formula,”
Bingham stated.

School begins in Magoffin
County in approximately three
weeks. This year, teachers at the
high school ordered new text-
books, to wupdate courses.
Reportedly, no books have been
ordered for the advanced courses.

Bingham, who also currently
serves as interim principal at
Magoffin County High School
until a replacement can be found
for Owen Barnett, who submitted
his retirement recently, also stated
that this is an issue for the
M.C.H.S. Site Based Decision
Making Council to look at.

“We need to look at what areas
we need to concentrate on and
make sure that we have people
employed in those areas. The
council needs to make sure that

they address these areas,” stated
Bingham.—The Salyersville
Independent

1-66 could
add boost

to tourism
in Pike Co.

The proposed interstate high-
way that might make its way
through Pike County would have
profound effects on this area's
tourism market, members of the
Chamber of Commerce’s tourism
committee said Thursday, July
18.

Though only in the planning
stages, 1-66, also called the
Southern Kentucky Corridor, is
tentatively routed for Pikeville.

If the road becomes a reality, it
likely would boost the sagging
motel industry and other tourism-
related businesses, said Roger
Copley, the committee's chair-
man.

“If this road gets built, believe
mé, it will more than impact
tourism in our area,” he said. “It
would give people a way in and a
way out, and that would make us
more accessible.”

The interstate highway might
be just the boost this area’s
tourism-related businesses need.

Several motel owners said
their business had declined by 25
to 50 percent in recent months.

And figures compiled by the
Kentucky Department of Travel
Development showed the number
of people visiting Pike’s region
declined by more than 26 percent
this' April as compared to last
April,

Copley said his committee has
not conducted a study to deter-
mine the effect the road might
have on industry. But a prelimi-
nary report by Wilbur Smith
Associates fueled hopes the pro-
posed highway would attract
more people to the area.

The report predicted construc-
tion of I-66 would help increase
Pike's population by nearly 40
percent by the year 2025. The
report also predicted employment
would increase by more than 50
percent in that same time period.

Those factors are crucial to a
good tourism industry, Copley
said.

“(This report) is something we
can look at and allow us to start
preparing for growth,” he said.

TB hepatitis scare
likely unfounded

Rumors of an outbreak of tuberculosis and hepatitis at
the Big Sandy Regional Detention Center appear to be
just that — rumors.

But the tales do have some foundation in reality, says
Arlene Daniels, Tuberculosis Coordinator with the
Johnson County Health Department.

Daniels says an inmate at the jail told authorities he
had tested positive for tuberculosis, commonly referred to
as TB. The inmate's ¢laim prompted & minor scare among
health officials at the jail and the health department.

However, the inmate appears 10 be in good health and
Daniels says there is probably no need for alarm. The
inmate is a man from Breathitt County. Daniels says a
positive TB skin test only proves a person has had contact
with another person with an active case of tuberculosis. In
the vast majonty of positive tests, she says, there are no
signs of the disease.

A more definitive test has been taken, Daniels said, but
the results will not be available for three or four weeks. In
the interim, Daniels said, the inmate is being monitored
and treated as if he does have the disease, at least until
tests show that he doesn't. — The Paintsville Hearld

— Technology to Make Golf Less Laborious: Two
Fremont, Calif., men obtained a patent recently for a
golf club that will firé a ball up to 250 yards by detona-
tion of an explosive charge in the club head.

Downey, 26, was sentenced to 10 years in prison for
assembling fertilizer bombs to kill his enemies, done in
when police found his list of 17 targets.

— Two girls at the Mount 8t. Mary Academy in
Little Rock, Ark., were not permitted at their graduation
ceremony in May because of a school ruling barring
pregnant students. Girls who have had abortions are not
barred from the ceremony.

THE LITIGIOUS SOCIETY
— In March, Sunrise, Fla., police Sgt. Mark Byers

filed a lawsuit against Jane Liberatore, a woman whom
he rescued in the line of duty from an abusive husband.
Byers suffered a permanently warped hand by smashing
through a door after the husband had killed Liberatore's
boyfriend and was about to attack her, and wants com-
pensation because Liberatore’s immorality put him in
jeopardy, Said Byers' lawyer, “When you cheat on your
husband and create the potential for murder [and] a
police officer is injured as a result, you make your own
bed, and you have to sleep in ir.”

— In January, Jacquelynne Stafford filed a $300,000
lawsuit against the White Marsh (Md.) YMCA because
a runner crashed into her at second base during a league
softball game, breaking her collarbone, when league
rules require the runner to slide. In response to
Stafford’s lawsuit, the YMCA then sued the runner, his
manager, the umpire and the company that paid for the
team’s T-shirts for not assuring that the sliding rule was
adhered to.

— Diana J. Nagy filed a lawsuit in Charleston, W.
Va., against the manufacturer of the golf cart from
which her husband fell to his death after he had been
drinking during a tournament at the Berry Hills Country
Club. She claimed the cart ought to have had seat belts
and doors. Mrs. Nagy's son was driving the cart, so she
also sued him.

— In May, the U. S. Supreme Court rejected the
claim made in 1992 by Ms. Bobby June Griggs that
South Carolina Electric and Gas Co. owes her for a ner-
vous breakdown she suffered. Griggs entered a
rice-recipe cook-off but became stressed and had to
seek psychiatric help when the company, against her
wishes, subsequently published the recipes of all contest
entries.

— In March, a woman filed a lawsuit against Israel’s
Channel 2 and its weatherman Danny Rup for about

$1,000 because of an erroneous foretast, Rup had pre-
dicted sun, and the subsequent rainstorm, said the
woman, caused her flu and resulted in four days' missed
work and $38 in medications.

— In January, Kevin McGuinness, who flunked out
of the University of New Mexico medical school, filed
a lawsuit accusing the school of failing to accommodate
him under the Americans With Disabilities Act.
McGuinness said his disability is that he is very anxious
when he takes exams and consequently doesn’t do very
well on them.

— David Earl Dempsey, 37, filed a lawsuit against
Pima County (Ariz.) and state officials in February for
injuries suffered when he hit the concrete after his bed
sheet had become unfastened as he jumped out a jail
house window trying to hang himself. (He had been
arrested for mugging a woman, for which he was later
convicted; Dempsey succeeded on a second suicide
attempt shortly after filing the lawsuit.)

— In June, Bob Ringewold, 43, was driving with a
friend in Holland, Mich., when the roof of his car was
dented by a 5-pound sucker fish that fell from the sky.
(It had fallen from the talons of an eagle that couldn’t
hold it, and Ringewold took it home.)

— A man stole a 10-ton tractor from a construction
lot in York, Neb., in June, and, as a police cruiser
blocked his exit, merely drove directly over the car,
crushing it. (There were no injuries.) And in June a
major apartment house renovation in Baltimore, a con-
struction worker accidentally drove his tractor off of the
fifth floor (but received only minor injuries).

They
were a very strong and compet-
itive league that produced
some very good baseball play-
ers.

They were a league that at
one time fielded 11 teams.

Now, they have dwindled
down to six. Something needs
to be done to rekindle interest
in the league. I know we have
harped on this before, but kids
are just losing interest.

Prestonsburg, Harold-Allen-
Prater have the correct format
— play your games at one
place so control over all games
can be had. Beaver Creek, this
past season, scattered their
games. The league president
had no control over games that
were spread out.

New lights will be going in
at the Minnie Park.
Doubleheaders could be played
each night — example
Prestonsburg and HAP — and
all games played at the park. I
know the folks in Martin,
Garrett and Wayland will take
exception to the suggestion,
but sacrifice may be required
for the sake of the league.

Another thing I would love
to see is the appointment of a
public relations person for each
league. Each league should
have an official scorer or a rep-
resentative at each game, each
night who will keep a score-
book. After the games, the
results would be reported to
the sports department here at
the Times. I would love to
write up every game played in
the county, and I would write
it.

Kids love to see their name
in the paper and it is impossi-

ble for me to cover all the
games. Whereas, if each league
had its own scorer and report
the games, the kids would
receive recognition. It makes a
very good motivating tool for a
team.

Depend on the coaches to do
it? Forget that. If a coach loses,
he 1s not about to report it.
Records (pitching, homeruns,
etc) should be kept during the
course of a season.

Floyd County must have 100
Pee Wee teams (well, maybe
not quite). I realize that when a
ground ball goes through the
legs of the shortstop and rolls
to the fence as the batter
rounds the bases, it is counted
a home run. But how about just
reporting that team A won over
team B and J.J. had two hits?
Just something to create inter-
est.

Inside these pages we have
to try to picture those who
make up the all-star teams in
Floyd County. We did not
include the 9-10 year old all-
stars because not all leagues
had them. Neither did we
include the 16-18 year olds
because they were made up of
players from other counties
(maybe next year).

There is a lot of interest in a
section such as this. [ have had
players from six years back tell
me they still had their copy.
Some players’ parents have
even framed the pages.

Shooting victim
will likely face
charges himself

A Floyd County man, who was
transported to the UK Medical
Center after he was shot in the
back early Friday moming by an
intruder, is facing drug charges,
according 1o a Kentucky State Po-
lice Pikeville Post 9 media release.

Perry Conn, 48, of Martin, was
shot once in the back with a small
.25 caliber handgun after he ap-

According 1o KSP Detective
Joel Newsome, one of the juve-
niles admitted they had stolen two
bikes in Martin and they knew
Conn was raising marijuana inside
the house, which they thought was
unoccupied.

When the juveniles arrived at
the residence, they observed some
lights on, s0 they stayed outside

"The (PHS renovation) con-
tractor, Sam Martin, has assured
me that they will be out this week
and we can go in there and clean
up and get the eguipment moved
back into the classrooms," Balen-
tine said.

ered that Boyd's office was almost
$200,000 in the red, according to
former state auditor Ben Chandler
and that her records were "the worst
he'd ever seen."

Balentine offers new idea to
encourage early retirement

It appears teachers in the Floyd
County school system are interest-
ed in a retirement plan that will
give them a $25,000 to $30,000 an-
nuity and monthly payments of
more than $200.

They now must wait to see if the
school board approves the plan.

"We've had a lot of interest," Su-
perintendent Dr. John Balentine
said Monday, "A significant num-
ber of people called to let us know
they are interested in the plan.”

The superintendent presented
the retirement plan av a July 22 spe-
cial meeting of the board. The plan

would give teachers with more than
27 years of teaching experience an
incentive to retire. He suggested the
system buy a $25,000 annuity that
would pay teachers $236 a month
in addition to the retirement funds
they will receive from the state.

The plan was discussed but not
voted on because it was not on the
agenda of the special meeting. The
board is scheduled to consider the
plan at another special meeting
scheduled for Thursday night.

A retirement plan that offered
teachers a 50-percent payment of
accumulated sick leave, instead of
the traditional 30 percent approved
by the school board 11 years ago,
failed twice at earlier meetings.

Support appears high
for federal prison plan

A public hearing was held
Thursday evening at the Big Sandy
Regional Airport for area residents
to voice their concerns about the
construction of a new prison in
Martin County.

But, after David J. Dorworth,
Chief of the Site Selection and En-
vironmental Review Branch of the
U.S. Department of Justice, briefed
area residents on the type of the
prison, the prisoners which would
be housed, the security of the facil-
ity, and the economic advantages
for the Big Sandy Area, the resi-
dents were more concerned with a
guarantee that the prison would be

constructed in Martin County.

The facility will be high-securi-
ty level, between medium and max-
imum levels, Dorworth said. The
majority of the inmates will be
serving time for large-scale drug
offenses and robberies of federally
insured saving and loans. “They are
real life criminals serving substan-
tial sentences,” Dorworth said.

“These are the people who prob-
ably have a history of recent vio-
lent acts, but because of that we'll
take extra steps to keep them con-
fined,” Dorworth said in an earlier
interview.

Darworth said the new peniten-
tiary will be a New Generation

Balentine said the current plan
is an effort to get the additional 24
teachers who were pink-slipped
last spring back on the system's
roster before classes begin in less
than two weeks.

In addition, the plan will save
the system about 39,000 per
teacher who retires. Higher-paid
retiring teachers will be replaced
with newer, lower-paid instructors.

Balentine said the maximum
salary for a teacher with 27 years of
experience is about $38,000, while
a first- or second-year teacher aver-
ages about $24,000. With a differ-
ence in salaries of $14,000 and an
annuity payment of $5,000, the net
savings to the system is about
$9,000.

The superintendent said it is im-

Just one candidate is on the bal-
lot so far for County Attorney,
where the unexpired term of con-
victed former County Attorney Jim
Hammond is up for grabs,

Hammond forfeited his office

Keith Bartley, who is currently
serving as interim County Attor-
ney, won the Democrat Party’s
nomination for the race. No candi-
date has been chosen by the coun-
ty’s Republican Executive Com-
mittee, which has until the August
13 deadline to pick Bartley’s oppo-
nent.

Floyd County voters will also
decide in November if they wish to
change the county's form of gov-
ernment from the current magister-
ial form to the commission form.

If the change is approved, the
new form will not take effect until
the county-wide primary election
slated for the spring of 1998.
