A Prestonsburg High School
sophomore died Saturday after he
and a friend were apparently ex-
perimenting with drugs.

Jeremy James Collins, 16, was
pronounced dead at the scene, and
a friend, Kevin Chubb, of Midland
County, Michigan was hospitalized
after the incident, according to
Midland County Sheriff John
Reder.

Reder said his office received a
call about 9:21 a.m. Saturday
morning that two 16-year-olds
were "dead at the scene” of a home
in St. Louis, Michigan in Midland
County.,

He said when deputies arrived,
they met members of the emer-
_gency medical service in the yard

In addition, today, Wednesday,
is the last day administrative per-
sonnel can request a due process
hearing because of cuts in duties or
pay at those levels.

"I don't know of a point in time this
has happened before," Damron
said.

Superintendent Dr. John Balen-
tine said recalls of certified person-
nel should begin at the June 11
school board meeting. He said that
14 faculty members have retired,
meaning that several more teachers
could be re-hired than he had orig-

Divers to
search lake
for sunken
vehicles

With the rumor mills running on
overtime, officials at Paintsville
Lake have decided to put one re-
curring bit of hearsay to the test.

Park Ranger David Jackson
copfirmed Tuesday that U.S. Army
Corps of Engineers officials are in-
vestigating reports that a number
of vehicles have been dumped into
the lake near Spice Lick, but he
discounted suggestions made
along the grapevine that the search
is related to any ongoing criminal
investigations.

"We've heard these rumors for
several years," Jackson said, "and
have decided to have the area
dived to ascertain if there is any
truth to them. We don't know if
there is anything in there or not."

Jackson said the area to be
searched is near Joe's Creek in
Johnson County where the. lake
waters are about 47 feet deep.
While there is a road near the area,
there is no easy access to the lake.

"A person could drive a carinto
the lake there, though,” Jackson
said, “if they wanted to drive it
through the brush and over the
rocks."

Jackson did say that officials
with the Federal Bureau of Investi-
gation (FBI) had contacted the
Corps and "said they'd like to be
there” when divers search the area,
but he added that "as far as I know,
there is no criminal case' connect-
ed with the issue.

Earlier this spring, 69 first- and
second-year teachers received lay-
off notices. The system's deficit
reduction plan called for the loss of
49 faculty positions and 100
employees system wide.

Balentine said he doesn't have a
total on the number of teachers who
have left the system to take posi-
tions elsewhere, but those spots will
also be filled by the teachers who
received layoff notices earlier.

Re-hires will be made on a hire-
date basis, Balentine said. The
teacher with the earliest hire date
will be the first to go back to work.

The supenintendent said the lay-
offs’' ameng the classified staff will
be made by job classification.

Eleven classified personnel were
expected to be laid off based on the
state-approved reduction plan. In
addition, 14 classified employees
had reductions in the number of
contractual days they were allowed.

"We'll probably lay-off a few
more than we're anticipating need-
ing to let go, like we did with the
certified staff, and then recalling
them as needed," Balentine said.

In the classified staff, in addition
to the loss of faculty members, the
plan called for a reduction of 29.5
management members, 24 instruc-
tional assistant and 13 members of
the management support team.

Content 1s more critical
than form

Now that we’ve given both
camps, the fers and agins, oppor-
tunities to state their cases in our
letters columns, let’s say this
about that on the topic of chang-
ing Floyd County’s system of
government,

This thing is getting a tad too
personal.

So far, the arguments both
ways have revolved around
money...who's getting how much
and how we can save if we do it
this way instead of that.

The arguments in favor of
changing the county’s fiscal
court to a commission form have
generally involved allegations
and accusations about the cur-
rent court, made up of magis-
trates, and how well or how
poorly they are representing the
people of Floyd County.

The arguments against chang-
ing to the commission form are
basically self-defense tactics
from one or more of those cur-
rently on the court who disagree
with how they are being por-
trayed by the other side.

If the motivation of pro-com-
mission forces is solely to have
the current court ousted, the
effort is a bit narrow-minded.

After all, the commission

form...which requires party nom-
inees to run county-wide in gen-
eral elections...isn’t likely to
change all that much in a one-
party county like Floyd, where
the winners are routinely decid-
ed by primary votes. '

The key to success with the
commission form rests in the
opportunity for choices and that
requires two strong nominees
from two distinct political fac-
tions.

As far as we're concerned, it
doesn’t matter if they come from
Democrat and Republican par-
ties; Tories and Whigs; or shirts
and skins. There has to be a
choice to make the county-wide
ballot relevant.

Until Floyd County can move
its political process beyond the
primaries, its governmental rep-
resentatives will always be
selected by minority rule and
those representatives will always
be beholden to the bloc of voters
who stick with them through
thick and thin.

Commission-form primaries
are just as susceptible to dilution
by flooding the ballots with can-
didates as is the magisterial
form.

So, it’s not the form, it's the
content that matters. That’s where
some real changes are due.

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PCC Adyvisory Board calls for ‘civility’

The PCC advisory board called
for an end to the battle between
some faculty members and Dr.
Deborah Floyd Friday when it
agreed to stand behind a consul-
tants’ report that calls for a restora-
tion of “civility” on campus.

- “First and foremost, we agree
that it is time to restore civility by
moving forward in a positive man-
ner rather than dwelling negatively
on the past,”" a prepared statement
from the board states. “Anyone
unable to follow such dictates
serves only to continue harming
this outstanding institution,...”

That stand, however, didn't
come without vocal opposition and
another call for Floyd's resignation
during the tense meeting of the
group.

e John D. Sammons, a faculty rep-
resentative of the board, said the
statement discredits the work of the
school’s faculty.

“What you're saying is that the
faculty concerns don’t make a lot of
difference  here,” Sammons

« responded. “That is so negative.

Chancellor Dr. Ben Carr for the last
three years. He also emphasized
that it cost about $20,000.

The report was released May 28
and prepared by three consultants
who spent three days in
Prestonsburg talking with faculty
members, staff members, students
and community residents.

“It's full of self-conflicting
rhetoric,” Sammons said. “This
makes my blood boil and that's the
crux of the problem. The report
calls for ‘recommendations (from a
proposed committee) that the presi-
dent can support fully." We're not
going to ever all agree with her.
This thing should be thrown in the
garbage.”

Sammons objected to the num-
ber of people proposed for a com-
mitiee recommended in the report,
as well as some of the individuals
recommended to participate in the
work of the committee.

“The consultants really over-
stepped their jurisdictions,” he said.
“I hope you listen to me better than
the consultants did.”

Sammons, saying he has the
support of two-thirds of the faculty,
said Floyd “has failed to provide
the leadership necessary to contin-
ue growth on this campus. The

nucleus of the problems of the
teaching faculty is our relations
with Dr. Floyd. This issue is not
going to be resolved until Dr. Floyd
resigns as president of this col-
lege.”

Former board chairman Buddy

Fitzpatrick Jr, stood behind
Sammons and other faculty mem-
bers and asked the board to wait
before making a decision on the
resolution. He said the board didn’t
have all the information it needed
to make an informed decision.

“We have to listen to the faculty
if we are to move the college for-
ward,” Fitzpatrick said.

He compared the situation to a
team's dissatisfaction with its
coach, “If the players are dissatis-
fied with the coach, management
moves the coach on. You cannot
have a strong institution without a
strong faculty,” Fitzpatrick said.
“The team comes first and the team
here is the faculty.”

But Judee Hale, a Prestonsburg
businesswoman whose stepdaugh-
ter attends PCC, disagreed with
Fitzpatrick and Sammons.

“Our students are the most
important people here,” she said.
She asked the faculty members
opposing Floyd to point out her
faults. “Tell me what she has done
that is so bad,” Hale said. “I hon-

estly do not see what your problem:

She told the group to work out
its problems inside the college and
to look at their reasons for opposing
Floyd.

“Someone pinpoint the problem
and quit b.s.-ing about it,” Hale
said. “Is it that you don’t like the
fact that she’s a woman, an intelli-
gent woman, and she's running this
college?”

Hale asked if the problems were
personal. “Whatever, it's time they
be put to bed,” she said,

But Hale was the only member
of the audience of about 50 who
spoke up for Floyd.

Faculty member Eileen
Lewandowski said Floyd doesn't
listen to recommendations, either
from individual teachers or com-
mittees she has appointed.

Sammons said he no longer
trusts Floyd. “My trust level with
Debbie Floyd is to the point that 1
won't go in to talk to her without a
third person and a tape recorder
with me." he said.

He also said she isn’t a “people
person’ and four out of five faculty
members who left last year, left the
college because of personal con-
flicts with her.

Another  faculty  member,
Thomas Orf, said he would be
looking for another job if Floyd is
still at PCC in the fall,

But Jean Hale, a member of the
advisory board, emphasized that
the statement the board approved
does not choose between Floyd or
faculty members,

“It’s not a statement that takes
sides. It's a statement that focuses
on resolution,” she said. “Nothing
1s gained in taking sides, I want us
to find resolution.”

Robert Conley, board member
emeritus, told the faculty and
Sammons in particular that they
were “closed minded” if their only
answer was to ask Floyd to resign.

“You are never going to get res-
olution until you sit down face to
face and talk about it,” Conley said.
“If there is no room for compro-
mise, then we are wasting our
time."”

Tempers flared at Prestonsburg
(City Hall Monday night over the
llocation of the Jenny Wiley
FPioneer Fesuval's gospel concert
t this fall.

Al a meeting of the Pioneer
FFestival Committee June 3, Norm
}Marcum abruptly tendered his res-
1ignation from the commitice when
cchair Helene Branham opposed and
ttabled a letter from Prestonsburg
! Mayor Jerry Fannin in support of
tholding the gospel sing in the
I Mountain Arts Center.

In May, a majority of festival
1members voted to hold the gospel
¢sing on the stage of the municipal
jparking lot in  downtown
| Prestonsburg. One member
{ abstained because the vote was
f taken before Mountain Arts Center
1 manager Greg Crum made his pro-
| posal.

Crum attended the May meeting
i after the vote was taken. He told

the group they could use the center
for $450. That price included basic
lighting and ‘sound system; stage
management, full dressing rooms,
full concessions, and marketing.

“You're getting a $7 million
operation for $450. That's a steal,”
Crum said at the May meeting.

Crum asked the group to consid-
er his proposal. No motions were
made at that meeting to change the
gospel sing location.

Near the end of the committee
meeting Monday night, Branham,
presiding for chairperson Donna
Blackburn Wells, said she did not
want to talk about Fannin's letter
because she was too upset and
“angry." Branham did not read the
letter to the board members or hand
out copies of the letters to allow for
discussion,

In his

letter to the board,

Prestonsburg Mayor Jerry Fannin
said he had changed his opinion on
the placement of the gospel sing
and would support a decision to
move the show from the city's

parking lot to the center.

“After discussing with Donna
the possibility of using the
Mountain Arts Center vs. the City
parking lot for the main attraction
of the gospel sing on Friday night,
[ have reconsidered,” Fannin
wrote.

"My opinion is, as long as there
are activities going on in the park-
ing lot all day Friday, Friday night,
Saturday and Saturday night, and 1
have been assured there will be,
then I have no objection to moving
the gospel sing to the Mt Arts
Center. I hope this will be satisfac-
tory to everyone."”

When Branham expressed her
opposition to moving the gospel
sing to the arts center, Marcum
stood up and headed for the door,
saying he was leaving, adding that
he had become part of the commit-
tee to form a new festival, not a
continuation of the old one.

“I became involved with the
committee with the specific notion
and hope that there really was a
group effort to make this some-
thing different, something better
than there has been before,” he said
Tuesday, expanding on his reason
for resigning.

“We still have to overcome the
same hurdles (as the old one).
There’s no cooperative effort —
too much me or my. This is not a
new festival, only a new name.

We’re taking baby steps. It's a pret-
ty big step to reach out and
embrace the Mountain Arts Center.
Our vision hasn't changed. We still
have a mediocre view," he said.

Earlier in the meeting, Marcum
suggested a new event for the festi-
val — a Floyd County Firehouse
Cook-off. The competition will be
between various fire departments
that will either prepare chili or bar-
becue for the contest. The fire
departments can also serve food to
the public during the competition.

The committee will have to find
another chair for the cook-off,
Marcum said Tuesday.

In other business at the meeting:

* Member Phyllis Spradlin ques-
tioned a budget item that listed
$1,000 for a lights and sound sys-
tem for performing bands on
Saturday in downtown
Prestonsburg. Prestonsburg
Tourism director Fred James made
a motion to amend the budget to
$500 for the system. The motion
was seconded and approved.

* James reported that downtown
restaurants were planning special
programs during the festival.

* Members approved the pur-
chase of purple T-shirts displaying
the Jenny Wiley Pioneer Festival
for committee members to wear
during the festival, The committee
also approved the purchase of T
shirts to sell.

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Summer camp for needy children to open June 9

Ray Stoess, executive director of
the Kentucky Sheriffs’ Boys and
Girls Ranch in Gilbertsville, recent-
ly announced their camp will open
for the 1996 summer camping sea-
son on Sunday, June 9.

Stoess, who has been executive
director at the ranch for 18 years,
said this year will mark a milestone
in the operation of the summer
camp because it will be the 20th
consecutive year the camp will be
open for needy children throughout
Kentucky.

Stoess said statements were
made in 1978 that the camp would
fail due to lack of interest and sup-
port by Kentucky’s 120 county

sheriffs now host fund-raisers for
the ranch and others help out by
working at the camp during the
summer.

According to Stoess, 16 county
sheriffs now host golf tournaments.
Some of the tournaments have been
held for a long as 18 years. Many of
the tournaments were started prior
to the succession amendment and
when a new sheriff was elected
every four years, the new sheriff
carried on with the tradition. He
also said that fund-raisers by sher-
iffs include horse shows, team pen-
ning contests, country music shows,
carnivals, car raffles, dances, bingo,
and wrestling matches. Many sher-
iffs are doing department calendars
with the net proceeds contributed to
the ranch.

Stoess said support by
Kentucky’s sheriffs has always
been strong. The opportunity for as
many needy children as possible to
attend camp is an important objec-

(tive for them. Many go out of their
way o pick up children from other
counties to bring them to camp.
Some offices are strapped for funds
and manpower and do not have the
means to get children to camp.
Neighboring sheriffs are more than
willing to help.

Stoess said that sheriffs being
allowed to seek re-election has
helped with the continuity of the
summer camp. However, support
was very good when they had to
leave the office after their four-year
term was over.

A good reason cited for the inter-
est shown by sheriffs is the oppor-
tunity afforded them to stay at camp

of charge. If the sheriffs had any
doubts about the quality of the pro-
gram, they were quickly erased
once they spent some time at camp.

Stoess also said the camp has
many loyal supporters who are not
connected with the sheriff's office.
Citizens, corporations, and civic
clubs and groups help tremendous-
ly in making it possible for needy
children to attend camp at no charge
to the child. The cost to provide the
recreational and educational pro-
gram during camp is approximately
$300 per child, per week. With
almost 1,000 children each summer,
it is quite costly to operate the
camp. More than 18,000 children
have attended the camp since 1979.

The demand by children wanting
to attend camp has increased over
the years to the point that many new
buildings have been added to
accommodate the need. In 1978 the
ranch had one bunkhouse, which
accommodated only 55 children.

Ricky Rudd: A success story...

The time and place is never
right for a new driver, team, or
underdog on the Winston Cup
Circuit, but Ricky Rudd has over-
come all odds, both as driver and
car-owner, and has carved himself
a niche among the select group of
drivers in NASCAR’s top racing
serjes.

Born in Chesapeake, Virginia
on September 12, 1956, Rudd’s
only profession has been racing.
“I never thought of doing any-
thing else,” he says. I started
racing karts, I mean racing karts,
the high performance kind, not the
back yard ones, when I was about
eight. Then I went into profes-
sional go-kart racing when 1 was
about 11 years old. We traveled
all over the eastern half of the

United States in a professional
circuit. Idid that for many years.
I won a lot of national champi-
onships, had a lot of good luck,
and did that until I was about 16
years old. And I also raced motor-
cycles from about age 14.”

He recalls his first time in a
race car. ‘‘I was about 18 the first
time 1 got in a car. It was a
Winston Cup Stock car at
Rockingham, North Carolina.”

The year was 1975. He ran in
four races: with one top-10 finish,
and won a whopping $4,345.
Since then Ricky has continued to
climb up the ranks of NASCAR
Winston Cup racing. It's never

easy moving up through the ranks,
but Rudd is a self-motivated indi-
vidual who's never been satisfied
with ‘just a ride.’

Reds.

The Dodgers were explosive on
Friday, May 31 when competing
against the Allen Rockies. The
Dodgers beat the Rockies by ten
runs, the final score 12-2.

Pitching for the Dodgers was
Justin Kidd, giving up two runs

Potter, Frank Firestine, Click
and Boyd scored two runs each.

“1994 was the first season we ran
it. It was a big chore. One of the
biggest problems was battling
time.

“But let me say, one of the
most important things is your
sponsors. That package has to be
put in place, first. And then you
have to set a time-table, We were
talking about starting a business
that didn’t even have a tool box.”

All Rudd’s preliminary plan-
ning was done in June, 1993. The
team moved into its first tempo-
rary building in September.
Hiring people, car construction,
getting a motor program, and buy-
ing a transporter were some of the
difficulties encountered. _

At the beginning of the 1994
season, Rudd had realized his goal
of owning his own team. Tide™
came over from Hendricks
Motorsports as sponsor.

The team surpassed the expec-
tations of almost everyone,
including Rudd, but it wasn’t
easy. Men of lesser caliber would
probably have thrown in their dri-
ving suit.

“The low point was stepping
into the car-ownership-role,” said
Rudd. “It was a different amount
of responsibility. Not only did I
have the driver responsibility, but
an owner’s responsibility. They
(NASCAR) operate off the owner
points standings, so going (o
Richmond, Virginia for the second
race, I didn’t have any owner
points from the previous year.
The car wasn't up to par, so I
couldn’t use any owner provision-
als, because 1 didn’t have any. I
had driver points, but no owner
points. I didn't even have a
garage or parking stall to park my
car. Even though I had been in the
sport over 20 years, it was like
starting all over again.”

In three years, Rudd has adjust-
ed to his new role, but he is quick
to point out, that his wife, Linda,
has always been an important part
of the team. “She offered all the
support she could when we were
struggling,” he said. “Now we
have a staff of some 20 people,
but she was there in the begin-
ning, doing all the running
around, answering the telephone,
and whatever she could do to help
the team. We didn't have the
financial resources to hire every-
one we needed, so Linda just
jumped in and took up the slack.”

Rudd has kept alive his siring
of 13 consecutive seasons with at
least one victory. This year, the
team has a new sponsor,
Whirlpool Appliances, and a new
crew chief, Richard Broome.

With a new son, Landon, it is a
family affair for the Ricky Rudd
Team. The entire family travels to
almost every Winston Cup race,
Family time is made on the road
as the team travels to and from
racing events.

“We feel good about our cham-
pionship shot this year if we can
get the cars more competitive,”
Ricky says. “Racing is very
expensive., We won over 1.3 mil-
lion dollars last year, but it cost a
heck of a lot more than that. The
sport is growing by leaps and
bounds. It's an exciting time to be

involved in Winston Cup racing,
not only as a driver, but as a car
owner. I'm 39 years old. T'll
probably go until my late 40s and

still be good. It's nice to know
that when I'do walk away from the
sport as a driver, I'll still be
involved as an owner.”

Pitino decision seals a dizzy springtime for Kentucky hoops fans

One of the more compelling
human beings I've ever met, Rick
Pitino. Two weeks ago our spin doc-
tor extra-ordinaire was exuding
cryptic signals and body language
that said he was history as UK
coach. Last week? It was like Kosmo
Kramer — a new day, a new way
and giddy-up, UK fans. Pitino
announced he was staying.

Some springtime, huh? An
NCAA crown ... senior tour for Tony
Delk, Mark Pope and Walter
McCarty vetoed by Da Coach ..
Antoine Walker is out ... Jamaal
Magloire is in ... UK seeks dismissal
of Joanne Hauser's sex discrimina-
tion suit .., and Da Coach stays.

My own view was — Pitino
would leave and it would be just as
well since demi-gods become tire-
some. UK would have had an excel-
lent coach in place next season,
maybe even the choice of some of
us, Dan Issel, who indicated he
would have been interested. No mat-
ter, UK will continue to enjoy its
place in the galaxy of college hoops.

It might seem incredible to some,
but Pitino’s thumbing his nose at
$30M is a blow struck for sanity in a
sports world gone mad over money.
It is affirmation that life’s dance is
more a waltz than a chorus line in the
hot lights of Broadway. It is about
family things, breathing room, get-
ting a little nuts over basketball, and
building things. Then tinkering and
rebuilding them again. Making $2
million a year at UK (not counting
perks), Pitino will manage somehow.

COACH’S DECISION
A BLOW TO CYNICS

It will go largely unnoticed, but
as much as Pitino’s decision to stay
was a fresh breeze blowing across
the bluegrass, how he arrived at it,
stands as a repudiation of the cyni-
cism fostered by the sports writing
brethren in the northeast.

Among them Sports Ilustrated's
John Feinstein, Mike Lupica of the
New York Times, and whoever
chose SI's third grade art work in a
petty Pitino cover story two months
ago.

Feinstein is a long-standing arch-
critic of University of Kentucky bas-
ketball, Lupica is a leprechaun
thinker who sees conspiracy behind
every tree; And SI's William Nack,
who authored the Pitino piece in
March, simply was not up to exam-
ining UK's special teamness on the
way to an NCAA title. He chose the
easy way, a mean-spirited look at the
coach and his already much exam-
ined history.

There is irony in SI's art work for
it's Pitino article too, as it disparaged
his wife Joanne. It cast her as a veri-
table rag doll being dragged along
numbly in the wake of her husband’s
career, Interestingly, when decision
time came for the Pitinos while in
Ireland it was the coach's wife, he
said, who advised “go with your
heart” that sealed his decision to stay
at Kentucky.

PITINO TRIBUTE

Whatever Rick Pitino’s decision
had been, fair-minded Kentuckians
would owe him tribute. In seven
winters, UK teams have won eight of
every ten games. After Pitino’s first
season (14-14), fans at home games
were virtually guaranteed a happy
trip home because Kentucky won all
but four times in Rupp Arena, in six
years. Remarkable.

The Wildcats advanced to two
Final Fours; participated in arguably
the finest college game ever played;
and won a national championship.
Those were the peaks. There have
been many high points along the
way, all of which involved
Kentuckians having fun with college
basketball once more. Apparently
there 1s more (o come.

Unlike his predecessors — all of
them — Pitino’s record is impecca-
ble because it has been accom-
plished with no shady recruiting, no
shenanigans between players and
influential fans, no cheating, period.
The only blotches on his ledger — a
pending sex discrimination suit, s0-
so graduation rate, and a poor job
recruiting in Kentucky,

A grade on UK basketball during
Pitino’s waitch? A-minus.

What else is there for Pitino at
UK? Everything. Pursuit of another
NCAA title. John Wooden had ten.
The grand possibilities in one of
those admirable rebuilding jobs
Adolph Rupp and Harry Lancaster
used to do.

Maybe Pitino has come to
believe, if the college game is in
trouble, he can make a difference.
Maybe Da Coach has come 10 see
how scant few fans remember with
any reverence Red Auerbach, Bill
Sharman or even Chuck Daley. All
were successful NBA coaches. By
contrast, the names Wooden, Adolph
Rupp and Hank Iba still resonate in

the land. Each has stood the test of
time and change.

More than coaching, 1 hoped
Pitino would remember that pursuit
of the prize is life’s real reward, And,
perhaps Pitino is on the way to being
weaned away from people called
Jersey Red and Idaho Joe. Maybe he
will come to appreciate that the mir-
acles of Carr Creek and Cuba and
Brewers are just that. And that each
represents something special, worth-
while ... here in Kentucky, basket-
ball’s heartland.

Do something wild in your backyard

Habitat loss is the single most
serious problem facing wildlife
today. However, the Kentucky
Department of Fish and Wildlife
has developed a way for city
dwellers to help make a place for
wildlife amid the ever-increasing
urban and suburban developments.

The Backyard Wildlife Program
(BWP) encourages individuals and
schools to provide habitat — food,
cover and water — for wildlife in
developed areas. Even those with
small yards can participate in this
new program.

Central to the BWP is up-to-date
information on how to landscape
for wildlife. A kit containing all you
need to know about developing
habitat for wildlife is available from
the KDFWR., Included in the kit are
fact sheets on how to develop a
landscape plan, native Kentucky
food and cover plants for butter-
flies, songbirds and other animals,
how to establish wildflowers from
seed, nest box plans, suggested ref-
erences and an application to certi-
fy your yard as Backyard Wildlife
Program, Salato Wildlife Education
Center, #1, Game Farm Road,
Frankfort, KY 40601,

All participants in the Backyard
Wildlife Program will receive
“Wild Know-How,” a quarterly
newsletter about wildlife habitat,
and notification of workshops and
seminars on landscaping for
wildlife.

HOT FISHING FOR
BLUEGILL, CATFISH

Water temperatures are 75-80
degrees, the temperatures at which
bluegill, blue catfish, flathead cats
and channel cats begin spawning,
This mean that fishing for these
species is pretty hot right now. The
rising water temperatures cause an
urge to spawn in fish, so they begin
moving toward spawning grounds,

Bluegill bite almost year-round,
but one of the best times to catch
this panfish is when water tempera-
tures range 70-80 degrees. What
water reaches this range, bluegill
begin entering shallow water to
spawn. These fish are community
spawners, which means they gather
together in a small area for spawn-
ing activities.

Bluegill are very aggressive dur-

ing this time and if anything
invades their territory, they will go
after it. By dropping baited hooks
into bluegill territory, anglers can
benefit from this defensive behav-
ior.

According to the 1996 Fishing
Forecast (complied by the
Kentucky Department of Fish and
Wildlife Resources), bluegill fish-
ing is excellent in Barkley Lake and

Tailwater, Corinth Lake (Grant
County), Kentucky Lake and
Tailwater, Lake Malone

(Muhlenberg, Todd and Logan
counties), and Yatesville Lake
(Lawrence County).

Catfish begin their spawning
activities when water temperatures
reach 75 degrees. Catfish are not
community spawners like bluegill.
Rather, they prefer some type of
place they can get into or under,
such as a cave, log or ledge.

The Fishing Forecast calls for
excellent channel catfish opportuni-
ties in Barkley Lake and Tailwater,
Green River Lake, Kentucky Lake
and Tailwater and Taylorsville
Lake. Barkley and Kentucky lakes
also host excellent fishing for blue
cats. Other hot catfish holes include
Barren River, Buckhorn (Leslie
County), Cave Run (Bath, Menifee,
Rowan and Morgan counties) and
Nolin River (Grayson, Edmonson
and Hart counties) lakes.

This Father’s Day will be.a bit-
tersweet one for Pauline, James
Michael, and Jeffrey Spencer. The
father of the family, James Spencer,
Pauline’s husband and James
Michael's and Jeffrey’s father, died
last August, and they miss him dear-
ly. However, on June 16, they will
stand literally on the threshold of
James Spencer’s dream for his fami-
ly.

The Spencers, in partnership
with Sandy Valley Habitat for
Humanity and many volunteers
from the Pikeville community, will
be building a new home June 15-22
as the Jimmy Carter Work Project
(JCWP) Model Blitz Build in
Pikeville. This is the practice run, of
sorts, for the 1997 JCWP, in which
54 homes will be blitz built by seven
Habitat for Humanity affiliates in
Appalachia.

Twenty years ago, as a teenager,
James Spencer gave his mother one
of his kidneys. Five years ago, he
had a heart attack. He could have
applied for disability, but he was still
willing to work, so he returned to his
job as a coal truck driver. Then, he
developed a kidney problem which
his family believes may have further
strained his heart, He was sick
almost a year before he died,

The Spencers, a hard-working
and God-fearing family, have begun
putting in their 300 hours of “sweat
equity” by ‘vorking on Sandy Valley
Habitat’s most recent home just
completed on Habitat Street. Hard
work is no stranger to them. James
Michael, known as Buster by family
and friends, remembers one Sunday
after a 27-inch snow when he and
his father were out shoveling the
sidewalk in front of Coal Run
Church of Christ. The church col-
lects food to feed 200-300 families a
month, and the Spencer family has
faithfully helped box it up for distri-
bution. Jerry Bliffen, minister of
Coal Run Church of Christ, says,
“James wasn't afraid of work. He
worked all he could. Not being able
to work put an emotional strain on
him."”

Richie Phillips of Coal-Mac says
that James “had a B Model '63
Mack coal truck, and he was an
independent hauler and hauled coal
for Coal-Mac, Even though his truck
was very, very old, he was one of the
most dependable and hardest work-

ing haulers that we have ever had.”
The family’s house needed too much
repair, so their father bought a small,
homemade sawmill and began mak-
ing lumber to build a home.

PAWPAW: THE FRUIT TREE
OF THE FUTURE

The pawpaw tree. We hardly
think about it. Most of us have seen
it in the woods, and many have
eaten its sweet, delicious, custard-
like fruit. This “poor man's
or “Kentucky banana,” is
Just another of our wild trees...or is
it?

At the invitation of Dr. Shiber's
Community Biology Club, PCC’s
Division of Biological Sciences
(Jenny Bottoms, chairperson), and
The Big Sandy Natural History
Society, horticulturist Desmond
Layne gave a community talk
about the pawpaw tree on May 1, in
PCC’s Pike Auditorium.

Dr. Layne heads a research pro-
Ject on the pawpaw at Kentucky
State University. He is an expert on
our native fruit tree and, supported
by a grant from the USDA, he is
attempting to find ways in which to
cultivate it as a marketable food
crop, among other things.

“There are very few fruit trees
which are native to the U.S.", Dr.
Layne said to the nearly full-house
audience, “and the pawpaw is one.
We have a delicious and highly
nutritious fruit right here in our
own back yard.”

The scientific name of our paw-
paw is Asimina triloba. It belongs
to the custard apple family. There
are seven other species, but only A.
triloba grows in a temperate cli-
mate, such as Kentucky provides, It
is most commonly found in the for-
est or in river flood plains. In the
forest, it is usually rather small, but
when exposed to full sun, the paw-
paw can grow to about 25 feet (7
meters ) in height and is pyramdal
in shape. Its fruit, which is ready to
eat in late August to mid-
September, grows in clusters, as
bananas do (hence, its nickname).
Each fruit gets to be about 6 inches
(15 centimeters) long and can
weigh as much as half a pound (250
grams).

Dr. Layne explained that the
papaw is unique in that it has very
few natural pests. This, of course,
is a farmer’s dream! In fact, it is
this aspect of the tree which has
scientists extracting its tissue and
germplasm material for use in the
treatment of *€ertain cancers, such
a8 ovarian, prostate, and pancreatic
cancers. He said that asimicin, the
material extracted from the papaw,
is very potent. Just one molecule of
it can kill an entire cancer cell.

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Also, extracts from pawpaw tissue
are being used to create natural
plant pesticides.

Aside from its high nutritional,
pharmacological, and chemical
value, the pawpaw is a very altrac-
tive tree. Not only does it have
beautiful light maroon blooms in
spring, but its leaves also are beau-
tiful, especially when they turn
bright yellow in the fall. From an
ecological point of view, the papaw
is valuable as well, according to the
Canadian-born Dr. Layne. It
attracts butterflies and, in particu-
lar, the lovely, zebra swallow-tail
butterfly. This rare species requires
the pawpaw in order to complete its
life cycle. It is on the pawpaw
leaves the pupa develops. Thus, by
planting pawpaws in your back
yard, you might be creating a but-
terfly-garden for yourself!

Dr. Layne suggested that the
cultivation of pawpaw orchards
could offer tobacco farmers an
alternative crop, which would
encourage diversification and sup-

plement their income. There is no
reason to believe that pawpaw
could not be a very popular, eco-
nomically successful food crop,
believes Dr. Layne.

Already, Dr. Layne and his col-
leagues and student assistants have
planted four pawpaw orchards with
approximately 2,800 trees. In addi-
tion, there are 17 cooperating sites
across the Commonwealth, He
believes that it is only a matter of
time before the value of this fruit
tree is realized. American Indians
knew its worth back in the 1500s.
Dr. Layne mentioned that they
grew pawpaw not only for food,
but also made use of the bark. In
1806, Lewis and Clark reported liv-
ing on pawpaw during a food short-
age. There are towns in West
Virginia, Illinois, and Michigan
called Paw Paw, and, in Michigan
there is even a lake in this tree's
name. So, the importance of the
pawpaw has not gone unnoticed in
the annals of U.S. history. Be
aware, ye historians!

“I've
had the opportunity to watch Vickie work
with students,” said Marty Green, principal
of the school, *“and I have to say she's doing
a great job. She's working minor miracles,
in fact.”

Her husband and children approve, Hurd
said, of the turn her life has taken. “At first,
Mary may have been embarrassed that her
mother was at school with her. In fact, a lot
of students asked if I was her sister,” Hurd
said. “But now everyone in the family
seems to like the fact I've gone to school
and to work.”

Students at the school have accepted that
the mother of one of their classmates is
always around. Hurd eats lunch family-style
with all the students, faculty and staff mem-
bers, and several students seek her out when
they need someone to listen to their prob-
lems.

Hurd plans to continue her volunteer
work until Mary graduates next year. After
that, she may further her own education. In
addition to her volunteering, Hurd continues
to work on her own skills. She studies com-
puter technology and is working with adult
education instructor Dr. Vivian Whitehead
on writing and pre-college instruction.

“I haven't decided about college yet, but
I'm considering it, maybe becoming a
teacher,” Hurd said.

“I really enjoy helping people. I always
have,” she said. “What I get out of being
here is knowing that I've done something
positive for somebody."”

The young man who has recently found
out that he can read is an example of Hurd’s
philosophy. And it should be easy to see

May’s War

Editor’s note: The following is
an exerpt from Dr. Robert Perry's
book, Jack May’s War '

In previous chapters I have quot-
ed liberally from the diary of
Captain Edward 0. Guerrant,
Adjutant to General Humphrey
Marshall and other commanders of
the Army of Southwestern Virginia.
This  fifteen-hundred-and-thirty-
one-page document, which even at
this late date has still not been pub-
lished, is one of the best-kept
secrets of American literature,
deserving to be ranked with the
diary of Mary Chesnut and the auto-
biography of Ulysses S. Grant.

Furthermore, Guerrant’s diary is
by no means the only document that
he has bequeathed to us. On micro-
film in the Special Collections
Room of the Margaret I, King
Library at the University of
Kentucky are the Guerrant Family
Papers, which contain Captain
Guerrant’s military correspondence.
The letter from Colonel Trimble to
Colonel Giltner which I have just
examined is just one of many inter-
esting and valuable letters con-
tained in this collection. .

Documents in the collection
show that in March, 1864, Colonel
Jack May left his sickbed and
rejoined his regiment at its camp

near Bull's Gap. At that ume his
men were still serving as pickets for
Longstreet’s Corps. When he
arrived in camp, he immediately
became embroiled in an argument
involving an iron-grey horse
belonging to a man by the name of
Fred DeWolfe. On March 29th, two
citizens of Hawkins County,
William Skelton and William Hord,
appeared before a local justice of
the peace and gave sworn testimony
regarding the horse. Skelton
claimed that he had seen Union sol-
diers take it from DeWolfe's pasture
several days before the Battle of
Rogersville. Hord testified that he
had raised the horse, that he had
given it to DeWolfe the previous
fall, and that it was worth $1000.
He also testified that he had recent-
ly seen the horse at Colonel May's
headquarters near Bull's Gap, in the
possession of a soldier of the 10th
Kentucky Cavalry, and that he had
told Colonel May in DeWolfe's
presence that the horse belonged to
DeWolfe. Despite his remon-
strances, however, Colonel May
had refused to acknowledge
DeWolfe’s claim to the horse.

On March 4th, Jack May sent his
commanding officer the following
letter:

Your note in reference to the
horse of Captain DeWolfe
received. The horse is his—was
captured by one of my men at
Rogersville. I understand the
rule adopted by you to be that the
capture by the enemy destroys
the right of property in the citi-
zen.

I have no objection to Capt.
DeWolfe having his horse, but I
would like to have this question
authoritatively settled by the
[indecipherable word], so that
under it I may reclaim my horses
and have an established rule for
the future.

As this episode shows, the farm-
ers of Eastern Tennessee did not
willingly support the soldiers in
grey uniforms who camped in their
pastures. Union sympathizers for
the most part, they bitterly resented
it when Confederate soldiers came
to their farms and requisitioned
their livestock. Even farmers loyal
to the Confederacy sometimes
objected to this practice. On April
13, 1864, for example, S. D.
Hughes of Sullivan County wrote to
General Ransom at Abingdon, com-

« |tlers who preceeded

Strong-willed pioneers fought Indians and wild
animals for the land in the years following Dr.
Thomas Walker's documented discovery of
Cumberland Gap. They also had to clear the land and
make it workable.

“The distressing news from Kentucky is entirely
owing to a set of nabobs in Virginia taking all the
lands there by office-warrants and preemption rights
for themselves. Hundreds of other families wanting
good land are ruined by it. In short it threatens the
loss of that country.
Should the English go
there and offer protec-
tion from the Indians
the greatest part of
them would surely join
under their banner.”

Col. Morgan com-
plained about Congress
having a closed ear
regarding the matter.

“It will be much
more surprising when
it is found that the United States pays, feeds and
transports the troops of Virginia, raised under the pre-
text of defending the frontiers but used to survey and
secure property rights for these Virginia nabobs.

“In the treaty at Fort Stanwix it was stipulated that
the Kentucky country would not be settled by us. Yet,
Virginia has been continuously provoking the Indians
to war.”

At its apex the New State Movement seemed dan-
gerously close to ending Virginia's rule over
Kentucky. Had Virginia abandoned her western coun-
ty it is difficult to say what effect if may have had on
that region.

Yet, Virginia clung to her western county of
Kentucky and it became a state in 1792.

plaining that six soldiers of the 10th
Kentucky Cavalry had come to his
farm the previous fall and robbed
him of a clay-bank mare and a
white stallion. *1 submit that the
case¢ was not one of impressment
but of robbery, and I respectfully
ask an order for the return of one of
the horses. I am a loyal citizen—
true to the interests of the South,
and at present in the employment of
the Government, as an attaché to the
Rail-Road."

When Jack May finally got
around to inspecting his regiment,
he found that it was in a very
demoralized condition. Five full
companies—the ones he had
recruited in Buchanan County,
Virginia—had deserted and
returned to their homes, and the five
Kentucky companies that remained
were riddled with absences. It 1sn't
surprising, therefore, that on March
21st, Jack wrote to General
Longstreel and asked him for per-
mission to take his regiment to
Eastern Kentucky so that he could
recruit new soldiers. “1 am reluctant
to prefer a request of this sort when
the enemy is in the front, but the
field of operations sought is equally
as full of danger.” Five days later
Jack’s letter was returned to him
with this reply: “The proposition is
inadmissible at present. By com-
mand of Lt. General Longstreet,”

On March 24th, 1864, two
female Union spies, Joanna Eastef
and Cynthia Brockville, left
Rogersville on the morning train
and rode to Bull's Gap, where they
disembarked, hired a wagon, and
rode to Russelville. At that point
they ditched the wagon, walked
overland into Union territory, and
reported to Major-General George
Stoneman, commanding General
Sherman's XIII Corps. They
informed Stoneman that nearly all
of Longstreet's men had gone north
of Jonesborough, and that only a
small force of cavalry remained at

Bull's Gap. A third spy, Lieutenant
Coutry. reported that Giltner's cav-
alry had just been ordered to evacu-
ate Bull’s Gap and take up a posi-
tion fifty miles east in Carter
County,

If the Winter of 1863 was the
Winter of Misery for the 10th
Kentucky, the Spring of 1864 was
the Spring of Discontent. Though
the men were demoralized, there
was one ray of hope on their hori-
zon. On February 25th their friend
and fellow Kentuckian, Major
General John C. Breckinridge, was
appointed commander of their old
outfit, the Army of Southwestern
Virginia. Accordingly, on April 8th,
a week after they reached their new
camp in Carter County, they sent
Breckinridge a petition asking him
to use his influence to get their reg-
iment reassigned to his command.
They emphasized that the transfer
would give them the opportunity to
fill their depleted ranks with new
recruits. So that Breckinridge could
better understand their situation,
they included a brief history of their
unit. “In September [1863] we were
ordered to East Tennessee to aid in
resisting the advance of columns of
the enemy. We went cheerfully, and
from that day to the present, we
have been kept constantly to the
front, without ever having been Lo
the rear for a single day for the pur-
pose of recruiting.”

When the petition reached
Breckinridge's desk at Dublin
Depot, it was accompanied by let-
ters of support from Jack May and
several other officers. Some of the
letters asked that General Williams
be restored to the command: of the
brigade. Breckinridge forwarded all
the letters, including the petition, to
President Davis, attaching a cover
letter of his own:

The enclosed papers from
Colonel May cannot be forwarded
to the War Department, but I ven-
ture to send them for your inspec-

tion. His regiment forms part of
|Giltner's] command. [ have also
received letters from other officers
of that command . . . expressing a
desire that it shall report to me. On
the latter point, I have no wish in
conflict with the interest of the ser-
vice or the desire of any officer who
might be affected by it.

The petition had the effect that
its signers intended, and on May
6th, 1864, along with the other units
of Giltner's brigade, the 10th
Kentucky was transferred to
Southwestern Virginia and attached
to the command of Brigadier
General John Hunt Morgan, who by
that time had replaced Breckinridge
as the commander of that depart-
ment.

Q: Is it safe for teenage boys to
become vegetarian? Ever since
my son has started this, he has
been so tired.

A: Vegetarian eating is safe, but
it poses a special challenge to many
teenage boys because of very high
calorie needs during their growth.
Since vegetarian eating, with its
emphasis on grain products, fruits
and vegetables, contains so much
bulk, it can be difficult for those
with high energy needs to eat
enough. Without the fat otherwise
found in meats, there is room for
oil, margarine, and salad dressing
several times daily as a source of
calories. Another problem may be
inadequate protein. Without meat, a
teenage boy needs two tb three
daily servings of “meat alterna-
tives” (foods that supply the'protein
and minerals such as iron and zinc
that are found in meats). One serv-
ing might be a half-cup of beans in
chily, soup or salad; a quarter-cup of
nuts or seeds; one egg; or two table-
spoons of peanut butter. This is in
addition to the three servings of
milk products needed each day to
provide the calcium (as well as pro-
tein) that he needs. If he tries all
these suggestions and still seems
more tired than usual, check with
his: doctor for other possible prob-
lems.

Q: Is “white” (albacore) tuna
lower in fat than *“light” canned
tuna?

A: No. The fat content of both
hight and white tuna are almost
identical, a very low one gram of
fat in every two ounces when it has
been canned in water. The big fat

difference in tuna comes in com-
parison to the oil-packed types;
either type of tuna then contains
almost 5 grams of fat in every two
ounces after it has been drained.
White tuna comes from albacore,
the smallest type of tuna. For the
extra cost you get a milder, more
“choice” flavor, which may or may
not be worth it to you.

Q: If I need to limit caffeine,
do I really need to avoid choco-
late?

A: That depends on how severe-
ly you need to limit caffeine. The
most concentrated sources of caf-
feine are regular coffee and strong
tea. Weak tea (one-minute brew)
and caffeine-containing soda pops
contain lower, but still significant
amounts. Decaffeinated coffee and
tea, chocolate milk, and chocolate
contain much lesser amounts. For
example, you would have to ecat
about half a pound of dark choco-
late or at least a pound of milk
chocolate to get the stimulant effect
of one or two standard cups of
brewed coffee. Check caffeine con-
tent of over-the-counter pain med-
ication you use as well. Ask your
doctor and pay attention to your
own body signals to decide just
how low your caffeine consump-
tion needs to be. If you are going to
cut caffeine, be sure to do it gradu-
ally 1o avoid caffeine-withdrawal
headaches that can begin about 18
hours after last consuming caffeine.

That was 1976, after Trusty had
quit a job as an office secretary to
stay at home with her newborn
daughter. Today, people call months
in advance to book the catering ser-
vice which Trusty runs out of a spe-
cially-built kitchen in the basement
of her Mount Sterling home.

In these days of telecommuting
and corporate downsizing, more
and more people are working out of
their homes to support their fami-
lies.

perhaps the longest tradition of
home-based work: rural women.

Family studies professor Jan
McCulloch and rural sociology pro-
fessors Lori Garkovich and
Rosalind Harris have completed an
initial' study which begins to exam-
ine the effect home-based work has
on the physical and mental health of
rural Kentucky women, Funded by
the Thomas P. Rogers Endowment
through the Sanders-Brown Center
on Aging, the professors met with
about 20 women in focus groups
and surveyed about 90 others with
10-page questionnaires.

Results of the study show that
many women involved in home-
based work have the triple responsi-
bility of a home business, a job out-
side the home and care of a family.
A preliminary measure shows the
study group worked an average of
92 hours a week in those three
areas. Half the women simultane-
ously held jobs in and out of the
home.

“One possible danger is that
they're overloaded with responsi-
bility,” McCulloch said.

Another danger is the effect on
the women’s physical and mental
health., For example, some caterers
in the study had already had back
surgery because of the heavy lifting
their jobs required. And a cake dec-
orator had had surgery for carpal
tunal syndrome, a potentially debil-
itating problem most often associat-
ed with factory line workers who
must repeatl one motion over and
aver.

However, home-based work had
some positive effects on the mental
health of the rural women. Most
women said income was not their
main motive for taking on the work.

Trusty, for example, began cater-
ing out of her home for self-fulfill-
ment. But the business took on new
importance about six years ago,
when Rockwell International closed
its Winchester plant, where her hus-
band worked. He decided to farm
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Area residents who own, live in
their houses and need some work
done on their homes, may qualify for
the low one-percent interest rate 504
repair loan. To qualify, residents must
be very-low income, and need repairs
on their homes to remove health haz-
ards and to help make their houses
more decent and safe in which to live.

Examples of how these funds may
be used include: provide an adequate
water supply and a sewage disposal
system; insulation, storm windows,
doors and screens; repair or replace-
ment of electrical wiring, roof, heating
system, deteriorated siding or structur-
al supports, inside/outside plumbing;
or repairs or improvements to make a
dwelling accessible to a disabled or
elderly person.

The maximum adjusted income
for households in the Big Sandy coun-
ties is one person, $8,900; two person,
$10,150; three person, $11,450; four
person, $12,700; five person, $13,700.

seen in the *80s with the ‘super-
woman,’ many rural women see this
as.a way they can do it all,” she
said. “The ability to work while
maintaining what they see as mean-
ingful family roles is important to
them.™

But McCulloch worries about
the ability of the women to cope
with their many responsibilties over
a long time.

The study showed that while
physical health improved with the
number of hours worked, “environ-
mental mastery,” or the ability to
handle a variety of tasks, deteriorat-
ed,

state’s extension offices. They hope
to study the area further and would
like 10 put together the information
in a way that could help rural
women thinking about home-based
work.

The women in the study general-
ly ran independent businesses such
as catering companies, bed and
breakfasts and even a petting 200.
But Trusty said hearing from
women who run entirely different
businesses from her own still has a
benefit.

“I"d like to hear what other
women have to say about their busi-
ness,” she said. "l got into mine,
and after about 10 years | started
wondering, “Am | doing it right?"

The lighgs dim at the
University of Pennsylvania
Veterinary School  and
Hospital in Philadelphia.
Karen Overall, director of the
behavior clinic, loads one of
15 videotapes that demonstrate
obsessive-compulsive disorder
in dogs and cats. Tapes she has
shown on grand rounds to doc-
tors of psychiatry who treat
human OCD.

Overall suspects the causes
and the cures of cats who can’t
stop washing and people who
can’t stop checking the gas
stove are similar, if not the
same. And lots of folks respect
her opinion.

Up on the screen sits a single
running shoe; inside the shoe
rests a white athletic sock. Into
the picture comes Ginger, the
cat (not her real name).
Moving very cautiously,

Ginger bites the sock with her*

front teeth and shakes it, as if
snapping the neck of a mouse.
Then she moves the sock onto
her back teeth, the ones nature
gave her to crunch bones, and
begins to chew down on the
white cotton. Raising her head,
she quickly scopes the room,
spies no competition for her
trophy, and dashes off, prey in
mouth, to feed.

Ginger plans to eat the sock.
She’s an obsessive-compulsive
fabric eater. Her owners
watched in exasperation and
sadness for seven years as
Ginger ate their clothes, shoes,
devoured what she could of
their sofas and chairs.

“Watch,” Overall says,
pointing to the screen. “Most
owners wouldn’t put up with
this. Most owners would kill
this cat. They really loved this
cat.” The next frame shows
Ginger worrying the fringe of

a large red rug with her teeth as

if embroidering. Whole sec-
tions of the rug, pieces wider
than Ginger herself, have been
eaten away. Ginger has already
polished off a whole Oriental.

In another scene from the
movie, “Treating Obsessive-
Compulsive Disorder in Cats
and Dogs,” a gorgeous, sweet
young Rottweiler trots away
from his owner in a sunny field
and paws after a mouse. He
chases the mouse, jumping for-
ward and back, pawing and
snorting, for 10 minutes. The
problem is, THE MOUSE
ISN’T THERE.

After all traditional remedies
had failed for the sock-eating
cat and the mouse-chasing
dog, the owners finally heard
about Overall. She has pio-
neered the treatment of OCD

cats and dogs since 1988,
when an abundance of
self-mutilating cats and dogs
chasing both their tails and
invisible mice led to her theory
that dogs and cats suffered the
same disorder as their masters.
Her peers snickered at first, but
now Overall has widespread
respect for her conclusions that
as many as 10 per cent, or per-
haps more, of cats and dogs
suffer from OCD.

Overall often treats her pet
patients with Amatriptyline, a
lower-tech  anti-depressant
than Prozac that has more
side-effects in humans but is
cheaper to prescribe for pets
and proves effective in a wide
range of cases. It starts to help
in just three or four days,
whereas a cat on Prozac needs
three to five weeks to begin to
get better.

It’s no surprise that the big
drug makers are trying to
develop pet OCD medicines.
Since Ciba Geigy developed a
$400-million flea pill called
Program in the last couple

years, folks realize there’s gold
in them thar’ pet ills.

OCD cats are more difficult
to diagnose than dogs. The cats
in Overall’s movies ripple their
backs, whip their tails, paw at
an invisible fly. These are nor-
mal cat behaviors, but if
repeated endlessly, there’s a
problem. Heavy panting, dilat-
ed pupils and a cat who is evi-
dently “very, very upset,” are
also clues, Overall says.

Often, Overall’s ministra-
tions, and powerful drugs,
bring happy endings. Dogs
that spin like tops and cats that
mutilate gain control over their
obsessions. Sadly, the cat who
ate socks, after some improve-
ment, died of unrelated causes.
The Rottweiler? Well, his
owner didn’t want to put him
on Prozac or anything like it,
so Rotty keeps on truckin’.
The big fella is sure he will
catch that mouse any day now.

All summer long the showy impatiens
adorn lawns and front porches. Their bright
mixture of colors of rose, violet. blush and
pink make them a popular item for flower
gardens.

These impatiens are usually called busy
lizzy and can be planted in pots indoors, too.

They
have explosive seed pods. When the seed|
pod ripens, water pressure builds up inside
the pod. The walls rip apart at the slightest
touch and the seeds are thrown and scat-
tered. Two types of impatiens that have this

KENTUCKY WARBLER

Bug-eating birds go where the bugs are,
which explains why many summer birds
spend their winters in Mexico and climates
further south. Now spring is finally here, and
some of those songbirds birds are returning.

One such bird, seen throughout the year
on many Kentucky license plates, is the
Kentucky Warbler. This bright yellow song-
bird has distinctive black “sideburns” and
greenish wings. It was named by the famous
ornithologist, Alexander Wilson; who found
the bird abundant in the Bluegrass State in
the early 1800s. Kentucky Warblers spent the
winter from southern Mexico south through
northern South America, then return home in
late April. By early May, its song is common
in forested areas across the state. Here it
builds a hidden nest on or just above the
ground, often at the base of a small tree or
shrub,

The loss of large forest areas is one factor
that has caused a decline in the populations
of many songbirds, including the Kentucky
Warbler. Predators, such as raccoons, opos-
sums, skunks, house cats, and blue jays, feast
on the bird eggs. Another major problem is
cowbirds, which lay eggs in the smaller
songbirds’ nests, allowing the “hosts” to
hatch and raise cowbirds instead of their
own.

The Kentucky license plate displaying the
warbler helps to protect the songbird. After
June 15, the plate can be purchased at $25
and can be used for five years.

A veterinarian is a person who takes
care of your pet just like a human doc-
tor takes care of you.

"Parents should know that even one
or two blistering sunburns can signifi-
cantly increase a child’s risk for
developing melanoma skin cancer later
in life. Freckles aren’t cute, they're a
sign of sun damage."

Dr. W. Mitchell Sams Jr., president
of the American Academy of Derma-
tology, issued that warning as he
reviewed the results of a survey of
attitudes toward sun exposure. In a
principal finding of the study, 30
peércent of parents with children under
13 reported the children suffered a
sunburn last summer. This occurred
despite the fact that 58 percent of the
surveyed parentsremembered "hearing
something in the past year" about
protecting their children from the sun.

The same parents also said they had a
sunburn themselves.

"Sunburn is the most preventable risk
factor for skin cancer, including
malignant melanoma," said Dr. Sams.
"We can’t change our skin type or
family history, but we can change our
sunbathing habits."”

Melanoma is the deadliest type of
skin cancer, claiming more than 7,000
lives yearly. The number of cases has
risen dramatically in recent years and
by the year 2000 Americans will face
a 1 in 75 lifetime risk of contracting
the disease, according to a recent
study. Increased exposure to ultravio-
let radiation, principally from the sun,
is considered the major cause of what
dermatologists are characterizing as
an epidemic,

About 58 percent of adults under 25
responding to the survey said they
were "working on a tan" as part of
sports or other outdoor activities and
26 percent said they "lay out in the
sun.”

| With elementary, middle and high schools
adjourned for the summer, parents are faced
with the job of providing full-time care for
their children.

“This is the very reason many parents dread
summer vacations,” said Flo Lankster, a UK
College of Social Work professor and coordi-
nator of social work services for Fayette
County Public Schools.

Lankster tells parents that occupying their
children's time during the summer doesn't
have to be a headache, but she does stress that
it is something that needs to be planned.

“Idleness is not good for kids during the
summer. It can create temptations that may
lead to trouble,” she said. “That's why
planned activities are so important. If you
don’t find something for them to do, they will
find something to get into themselves."”

Kim Townley, a professor in UK’s family
studies department, suggests that parents plan
well ahead of time for their children’s summer
vacation.

An advocate for full-day programs,
Townley encourages parents to get their chil-
dren involved in safe sports programs, sum-
mer camps, church functions, country club
and parks and recreation activities or the
YMCA.

“These type of activities usually provide
children with some type of good exercise,
food and an educational lesson,” Townley
said.

Keeping children involved in summer
camps and programs can sometimes become
expensive, but Harriette Arrington, an assis-
tant professor of curriculum and instruction in
the UK College of Education, said scholar-
ships are often available for children.

“There are many scholarships available for
children during the summer so there’s no rea-
son for a child not to go to some camp for at
least a week,” Arrington said. “There is all
kinds of financial aid for camps; some can

even be found in your local newspaper.”

Parents who find it financially difficult to
place their children into camps can find other
ways to occupy their children.

“These parents just have to be a little more
creative,” Lankster said! “They should work
something out with frichds or relatives to let
their children stay together for spurts duing
the summer.”

Arrington reminds parents not overlook the
local library.

“The summer is a perfect time to read a
book and all parents should make sure their
child reads at least one this summer,”
Arrington said.

Lankster said no matter how much is
planned for a child during the summer, par-
ents need to understand that every day 1s not
going to be ideal. She suggests that children
be given certain chores around the house
because they help fill the day, teach responsi-
bility and, most importantly, keep them away
from the television,

Although television often assumes much of
the baby-sitting responsibility during the sum-
mer, Lankster doesn't encourage it.

“Television can be advantageous if they
watch appropriate programs, but that's usual-
ly not the case,” she said. “They usually watch
something with sex or violence in it and that
can have a negative effect on them,”

Parents who work and have children who
are old enough to stay at home during the day
should remember to leave all emergency tele-
phone numbers for their children and to make
sure all the rules of the house are understood.

“Too often parents leave their children at
home assuming that they know the rules and
they don't,” Lankster said. “Parents should
lay down the rules with their children and
review them regularly.”

Lankster said summer can be a useful
opportunity for children to grow and learn
like they do during the school year if parents
would take time out to plan creative activities
for them.

Have you ever gone outside in the night when
the sky is clear? If you have, then you may have
seen the numerous stars which are visible if you
are away from other light sources. For example,

 if you are in the middle of town or in a big city,

| you probably did not see the stars, or at least the

majority of them, but if you are away from the

: city lights, in the country perhaps, then you prob-
: ably saw them.

In a very dark surrounding, a person can see

' about 6,500 stars with the naked eye, but there are
* more than 100 billion stars in our galaxy, the

. Milky Way, alone. Because tens of millions of

- other galaxies are known to exist throughout the

| Universe, the total number of stars exceeds a bil-

i lion billion,

Because of Greek astronomy, the sky is divided

| somewhat arbitrarily into constellations, an appar-
\ ent grouping of stars. The stars in a constellation
| appear to be about the same distance away from

the earth. But they are not. For example, in the
constellation Ursa Major, the Big Dipper is an
asterism, meaning it is a grouping of stars that

| only construct part of a constellation, the distance

of the stars from the Earth vary greatly. In
observing the two stars that form the handle of
the Big Dipper, Alkaid and Mizar, an amateur
astronomer might think that the stars are fairly

' close to the same distance from the Earth, because

they appear to be approximately the same size —

| but they're not.

Alkaid is about 210 light-years from the Earth,

- and Mizar is only about 88 light-years away. (A

.
! from the earth and Mizar is about 528 trillion
¢ miles away.

light year is the distance light travels over the
time period of one year, six trillion miles). In
simpler terms, Alkaid is about 1,260 trillion miles

Alkaid and Mizar may look to be about the
same distance from the earth, but in actuality,
Alkaid is 732 trillion miles from Mizar, farther
than the distance Mizar is away from the Earth.

The Big Dipper is always a fascinating feature
to talk about to other people. However, most peo-
ple will say the Big Dipper is a constellation, but
remember, it's not — it's an asterism. One point
of interest about the Big Dipper is that the star in
the bend of the handle, Mizar, is a naked-eye dou-
ble star; an ancient test of eyesight involved a
person’s ability to locate Alcor, the faint compan-
ion star. (See Star Facts to get a better idea of
where to look to test your eyesight.) A hint for
seeing Alcor is not to focus on Mizar; rather,
focus slightly off to its side.

Another important feature of the Big Dipper is

that it serves as a locator to determine the location-

of other stars and constellations. The two stars

that make up the end of the bowl, Dubhe and
Merak, act as a pointer to locate Polaris, the north
star. If you start with the star at the bottom of the
end of the bowl and create an imaginary line to
Dubhe, extend this line about five times the dis-
tance between the two pointers and this line will
directly point to star, Polaris. Extending the line
in the opposite direction locates the bright star
Regulus in the constellation Leo, the Lion.

The two stars that form the arc of the handle
can locate another star, Arcturus, which is found
in the constellation Bootes. Locating Arcturus is
fairly simple. All one has to do is extend the arc
of the handle to the first bright star. A continua-
tion of this arc past Arcturus will pass through
another bright star, Spica, which is in the constel-
lation Virgo.

It is important to note that Merak and Dubhe
serve as a locator for the north star this century,
but this will change in several centuries in the
future. This is because five of the seven main
stars in the Big Dipper are moving through space
together in the same direction and at the same
rate, but the other two, Alkaid and Dubhe, are
moving in a different direction. The different
motions of Alkaid and Dubhe can be seen in the
diagram, Star Facts. The diagram illustrates the
shape of the seven stars, that currently form the
Big Dipper, 100,000 years ago and 100,000 years
from now.

During the month of June, there are many fas-
cinating features of the night sky which can be
observed on any night. Among which are numer-
ous constellations. For example, Ursa Major (the
Big Dipper), Bootes, Hercules, Scorpius, Libra,
Virgo, Sagittarius, and many others.

Pay particular attention to the constellation of
Scorpius. A beautiful feature of Scorpius is its
heart — Antares. Also, the region of Scorpius’
tail occupies one of the richest regions of the
night sky and contains a wealth of deep-sky
objects, which require a telescope to observe.
MBS, a star cluster, is noted with this type of nota-
tion rather than a name because there are so many
clusters in the Universe. M6 is visible to the
naked eye under good conditions. It is about 20
light years in diameter and contains about 80 stars
arranged in a conspicuous formation that has led
to the group's being nicknamed the Butterfly
Cluster.

Several planets can also be observed in the
night sky during June, For example, Venus can
be seen very low in the Northwest at twilight,
Jupiter can be seen in the handle of Sagittarius
around 11 p.m. in the Southeast, and Saturn can
barely be seen at dawn in the constellation of
Pices. Saturn will be more visible in the fall.

The night sky has many fascinating features to

offer.these, who admire it if they are willing to_

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HISTORICAL NOTES

George Washington. Commanding General of the
Continental Army during the American Revolution. Signer
of the U.S. Constitution. First President of the United
States. Washington was so loved by
his fellow countrymen he became
known as the “Father of his Country.”

Many legends exist about
Washington—the most famous being
when, as a young boy, he cut down his
father’s cherry tree. Legend has it that
when his father discovered what he
had done, Washington was said to
have replied: “Yes, | did it, father. |
cannot tell a lie.”

One of the greatest examples Washington had on the
new American Government was to last for nearly 200
years. Washington began the tradition of American
Presidents seeking only two terms in office. Although
Article Two of the Constitution does not provide for term
limits for the President, it was Washington who set the
standard by which all other Chief Executives conducted
themselves. Not until Franklin Roosevelt broke the tradi-
tion, when he was elected to a third and fourth term in
office, had any President served more than two terms.
After Roosevelt’s death, the tradition started by President
Washington almost 200 years ago was made law. It is

known today as the Twenty-Second Amendment to the
Constitution.

QUESTIONS
(AND ANSWERS) ABOUT
THE PRIMARY PROGRAM

by Ric A. Hovda

Whenever I hear the question
whether Kentucky's primary program
should be made optional, I ask, “What
do you mean by optional?” Primary
programs are the factors that make a
successful school. So let us consider
what should be optional.

Should it be optional in Kentucky
for teachers to choose whether they
use the most up-to-date practices in
their teaching? Should it be optional
to disregard the most current and
accumulated knowledge about effec-
tive teaching?

Should it be optional for young
learners to remain with a teacher or
teachers and their classmates over-
time, creating a supportive learning
environment that isn’t disrupted every
nine months?

Should it be optional for children to
learn at their own pace? Should it be
optional to focus on success, not on
failure?

Should it be optional for teachers to
choose whether to use a variety of
work samples in assessing children’s
learning?

Should it be optional for teachers to
provide parents with detailed exam-
ples and explanations of their chil-
dren’s progress?

Should it be optional for teachers
not to work with the other profession-
als in their school?

Should it be optional for schools to
involve parents in a positive manner?

In my view, the issue is not whether
to make the primary program optional
in Kentucky. Rather, the question is
how to increase the support available
so that schools can make factors like
continuous progress, professional
teamwork, and positive parental
involvement a successful part of every
primary program. This will require

. continued leadership and advocacy on

the part of those responsible for public

education in Kentucky.
So, how are children, teachers, and

parents doing with the primary pro-
gram? The answer depends on who
you talked with last. When we go
through change, we tend to become
very nostalgic and selective about our
memories, or we romanticize change
and don’t view it objectively. People
also tend to pay more atteéntion to crit-
ical comments than to supportive
ones—the “squeaky wheel” syndrome.
I am not suggesting that criticism is
inappropriate, or that it should not be
addressed. But we need to consider

whether judgements are based on evi-
dence from effectively implemented
programs, on hearsay or direct experi-
ence, on a single incident or long-term
observation.

We also need to look at other data.
For instance, we can draw the follow-
ing conclusions from current research:

* Primary programs are developing
at a steady pace, but the degree of full
implementation varies.

Implementing multi-age/multi-abili-

dren’s learning that undergird the pri-
mary program are strongly supported
by teachers and administrators.

* Classrooms with fully implement-
ed primary programs are notable for
the degree to which they can meet the
needs of both the brightest, most tal-
ented children and those who are
struggling.

How are we doing? We’re making
progress. But we are also addressing
complex issues and meeting the chal-
lenges of implementing comprehen-
sive change.

We need to remember why we
changed Kentucky schools in the first
place. We changed, because prior to
1990, the school dropout rate in
Kentucky was too high; graduation
rates were too low; failures in the first
three grades too high, and the perfor-
mance of graduates of the state’s pub- -
lic school system too low. Were
Kentucky'’s children inferior? Or was -
the system of education not meeting
their needs? The General Assembly
affirmed its belief in Kentucky’s chil- -
dren, and concluded that a compre- -
hensive change of the school system
was necessary.

Part of that change was aimed at the -
primary school, using what
researchers and educators know to be
effective ways of teaching young chil-
dren.

Now is the time for all of us to
believe and trust in the ability of
Kentucky’s teachers and administra-
tors to achieve new and higher stan-
dards of practice with young learners,
just as the legislature believed and
trusted in Kentucky’s children when it
supported the reform of our school
system in 1990.

Q: I am a 25-year-old
woman. For the past four years
I’ve suffered with frequent
diarrhea, vomiting and abdom-
inal pain. Several times the
pain has caused me to go the
emergency room. Although |
haven’t had many tests, my
doctors now think it’s Crohn’s
disease. I've gone on and off
medication and have learned
what food really triggers my
attacks, but no matter how
careful I seem to be, about
once or twice a month the pain
is excruciating. Here is my
problem. I know I need to get
this under control, but I don’t
have any health insurance.
What insurance should I get?
Should I see surgeon?—K.D.,
Haywood, Calif.

A: Crohn’s disease, an
inflammation of the gastroin-
testinal tract, is a chronic con-
dition that varies widely from
patient to patient. It can range
from being a mild annoyance
to, rarely, a life-threatening
condition. Because it can be
complicated to treat, Crohn'’s
specialists unanimously agree
it’s vital that a patient be
expertly managed by experi-
enced physicians, including a
surgeon.

According to Crohn’s dis-
ease experts, there are four
steps you need to take. First,
find both an experienced colon
and rectal surgeon and a gas-
troenterologist. Second, have
an appointment with both and
determine which insurance or

Crohn’s disease can cause
intestinal inflammations, stric-
tures, obstructions and perfora-
tions. Diseased segments can
be confirmed to several inches
of any portion of the digestive
tract from the mouth to the
anus, or can be spread
throughout the tract. Recently,
researchers are finding the dis-
ease usually takes either a fast
course, which tends to require
prompt attention and is more
susceptible to recurrence, or a
more gradual, smoldering
course that is managed more
easily. Although this basic
division has been seen, there
are intermediate cases, too.

The arsenal of treatment
options available to treat
patients with Crohn’s includes
diet control, drugs and surgery.
There is no single diet that
works, but patients learn
through trial and error which
foods tend to exacerbate symp-
toms. There are no drugs that
can cure the problem; power-
ful medications with signifi-
cant side effects are used sole-
ly to control and relieve symp-
toms. There are several surgi-
cal techniques and choosing
the right one at the right time
can be critical.

In most cases, surgery is
considered a last resort, but
there are situations where
surgery can provide patients

w2

with many disease-free years.
For instance, when the
inflamed area 1s short, such as
two to four inches, the dis-
eased segment can be
removed, or “resected.” In
these particular cases, studies
find 60 to 80 percent of
patients are cured of the dis-
ease.

But for about half of
patients who require surgery,
Crohn’s disease will recur
within five years.

In a typical Crohn’s case, a

Crohn'’s is a chronic disease, marked
by localized inflammation of the tissues
of the digestive tract anywhere from the
mouth to the anus. The cause is not well
understood. An exaggerated response to
a bacteria or virus by the body’'s immune
| system may be responsible.

Repeated inflammation
can scar the walls of the
intestine, leading to poor
food absorption. It can also
thicken the walls, causing
constriction or obstruction,
which usually requires
surgery. Deep ulcers can
form, sometimes causing
passages known as fistulas
between loops of the
intestine, or between the
intestine and adjoining
organs such as the
abdominal cavity, bladder,
vagina, or the skin surface,
usually around the anus.

About 75 percent of cases occur in
the intestine, most commonly in the
last part of the small intestine. About
10 percent occur in the area near the
anus and 15 percent ocecur in both
areas.

person with abdominal pains
first sees an internist. The
internist works on solving the
problems for some period of
time, then usually refers the
patient to a gastroenterologist,
who should be able to diag-
nose Crohn’s disease using the
patient’s history, X-rays, direct
viewing of the gastrointestinal
tract via a tube (a procedure
called endoscopy) and by
obtaining a biopsy at the same
time.

manage patients with diet and
drugs. Surgery, when neces-
sary, can be performed only by
a surgeon; a Crohn’s patient
should have a colon and rectal
surgeon.

Although this is the usual
sequence of events, experts
believe a relationship with a
gastroenterologist and a sur-
geon should begin as soon as
Crohn’s is diagnosed.

Having these two specialists
following the course of a dis-
ease is important. They can
assess the changes and, based
on their experience with hun-
dreds of cases, make refined
judgments whether drugs need
to be started, altered or aban-
doned, and when and which
surgery is needed.

The colon and rectal sur-
geon is an essential second
member of the Crohn’s
patient’s medical team. Even
though surgery is often
thought of as a last resort, “all
too often we see patients too
late,” said Dr. Paul William-
son, surgeon at Colon and
Rectal Clinic of Orlando,
Florida, in an interview. “In
some cases, by the time we see
them the disease has pro-
gressed past when surgery
could have been most benefi-
cial.”

“The gastroenterologists in
our area are good about refer-
ring their Crohn'’s patients to
surgeons,” said Dr. Ditmar
Wittmann, professor of surgery
at Medical College of
Wisconsin, Milwaukee, in an
interview. “But it is best to see

the patients early, before
surgery is necessary, in order
to understand their particular
situation and to establish a
relationship.”

One characteristic of
Crohn'’s is that problems can
arise suddenly and require
immediate attention. It is not
uncommon for patients with
Crohn’s to go to the hospital
emergency room for a variety
of Crohn’s-related problems.
Occasionally the pain may be
a result of an obstruction or
other development of Crohn’s
that requires immediate
surgery. Having an established
relationship then with a gas-
troenterologist and surgeon is
important.

Because there are fewer
expert colon and rectal sur-
geons than there are gastroen-
terologists, it may be wise to
find the surgeon first and then
obtain a referral for a gastroen-
terologist.
