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Floyd County Schools Scores show ·most schools ahead 
of schedule for making test goals

The Floyd County School System has accom­
plished in one year what it was given two to do. 

State test results, released earlier this week, show 
the district has already met the improvement goal es­
tablished for the 1994-96 school years, halfway 
through the testing cycles. 

"The district as a whole has achieved in one year 
100 percent of its two-year goal," Phil Paige, assess­
ment coordinator for the district, said. "We are 
pleased, but we can't sit back and rest. The next 
round of testing begins Monday." 

Seven of the 19 schools in Floyd County have al­
ready attained levels that would earn them rewards. 
Those schools are Clark Elementary, Harold Elemen­
tary, Stumbo Elementary, McDowell Elementary, 

Melvin Elementary, Prater Elementary, and Osborne 
Elementary. 

"This means, if this was the end of the testing 
cycle, these schools would receive rewards," Paige 
said. Reward candidates must score one point above 
their improvement goals to qualify for cash rewards. 
The schools must maintain the levels through 1995-
96 testing cycle to receive the rewards. 

Statewide, more than 90 percent of the schools 
have made progress, with 48 percent having reached 
the reward level. 

One school, Betsy Layne Elementary, was clas­
sifed as a "successful candidate, meaning the school 
matched its goal score. The school, however, is only 
two-tenths of a point away from reaching reward sta­
tus. 

The remaining schools were all classifed as "im­
proving candidates," meaning they have improved 

over last year's scores, but have not met their goals 
yet. 

"We are pleased, but we are not satisfied," Dr. 
John Balentine, superintendent, said. "This speaks to 
the good job the teachers are doing in the classroom 
and the level of learning in the classroom." 

Tests scores improved most dramatically in fourth 
grade reading. That score increased from 28 points in 
the 1992-93 testing year to 45 this year. "That's a 
very solid increase," Paige said. 

Increases were also noted in fourth grade math 
scores- 16 to 28, fourth grade science- 15 to 26, 
fourth grade social studies - 23 to 30, and fourth 
grade writing portfolios - 25 to 35. 

"These fourth graders are the first to be entirely 
taught under KERA," Paige said. "We are pleased."

First rate hike 
in 12 years set 
for Martin

When the resident$ of Martin 
get their water bills in the next few 
days, they may be in for a surprise. 

For the first time in 12 years, the 
rate has increased. The cost jumps 
from $10.25 for the first 1,000 gal­
lons of water used to $11.25 for the 
frrst 1,000 gallons of water used. 

An additional $4.85 will be 
charged for each additional 1,000 

• gallons of water used each month. 
The increase was approved at 

the February 27 meeting of the 
Martin City Council. Council 
member Sherry Ratliff abstained 
from the vote while member Hazel 
Robinson voted against it. 

"Due to the financial status of 
the City of Martin's water depart-

The lawsuit seeks damages for 
the diminuation of property values; 
mental and emotional distress; 
punitive damages "in the amount of 
at least $100,000 for each 
landowner;" as well as interest, at­
torney fees and a jury trial. 

Interim County Attorney Eric 
Hall, who will not officially as­
sume the office vacated by the con­
viction of Jim Hammond until 
today, Friday, said Thursday that he 
was not familiar with the issue or 
the suit but that he would "look at 
it real hard" after his swearing-in. 

Schools may get a 
w break for snow days.

A proposed bill making its way 
from the House Education Com­
mittee Wednesday could give Floyd 
County schools some relief from 
the 22 days the system has missed 
because of inclement weather. 

"I support such a measure,'' Dr. 
John Balentine, superintendent, 
said. "But only if they don't penal­
ize us by taking away the ADA (av­
erage daily attendance) money for 
those days." 

The measure would allow dis­
tricts that have missed more than 
20 days to drop five days from their 
schedules. Districts that have 
missed between IS and 19 days 
could extend the school day to 

make up time. 
The bill also would allow 

schools to exclude up to five low­
attendance days from the average 
daily attendance calculation. In ad­
dition to the 22 days, the system 
operated on a one-hour delay for 
five days. Delay days have notori­
ously low attendance rates, accord­
ing to school records. 

"It would be better if the stu­
dents were in school for consecu­
tive days," Balentine said. "But 
since that's not always possible, I 
hope the General Assembly will be 
creative when they try to help us." 

The calamity day question raises 
again the idea of an alternative 
schedule which would allow stu-

City offers to run 911, county 
exploring move to KSP post

Emergency 911 in Floyd County 
may have reached a fork in the 
road. 

Controversy over funding has 
left the City of Prestonsburg offer­
ing to take on the entire service and 
the county considering the Ken­
tucky State Police as a provider. 

"We'll take the $36,000 (the 
amount the sheriffs department has 
agreed to contribute to the service), 
the money in the bank, and the 
equipment and run it," Prestons-

burg Mayor Jerry Fannin said. "We 
can do that and still have money 
left over. We won't have any over­
runs." 

But Chris Waugh, Floyd County 
deputy judge-executive, said legal 
issues could prevent the city from 
running a 911 service for the entire 
county. 

"We don't know if that's a legal 
alternative,'' Waugh said. "We've 
never looked at it." 

The county enacted an ordi­
nance that permits an 89-cent sur­
charge to be added to the phone 
bills of residents of Floyd County. 

Road work 

Since the ordinance covers the en­
tire county, Waugh said he does not 
know if it will be legal for Pre­
stonsburg to receive the funds gen­
erated from the surcharge. Any 
funds generated from the surcharge 
can be used to provide 911 service 
only and cannot be used for other 
services, such as non-emergency 
dispatching. 

The dispute between the county 
and the city began when the two 
bodies disagreed over the amount 
the city would provide for the ser-

Charges against Burke in con­
nection with the case were also 
bound over to the grand jury. Burke 
is charged with possession of a 
forged instrument. 

Roger Crider remains in jail. His 
attorney was not present for the pre­
liminary hearing. 

In an unrelated case against 
Tonia Crider, sheriff's detective 
Steve Toy testified that Crider 
allegedly took a prescription from 
Angela Mullins, changed a designa­
tion on the prescription and sent her 
husband to the drug store at Our 
Lady of the Way Hospital to get it 
filled.

Early proposed budgets for the 

Floyd County dispatch center 
show the city providing as much as 
$96,379, to cover the cost of the 
dispatchers for the center. The 911 
agreement includes hiring city dis­
patchers to work in the county dis­
patch center. 

That budget was presented at 
the July 17 meeting of the 911 
board and Fannin was present at 
that meeting, according to minutes 
from the meeting. 

Minutes also show the amount 
was addressed in the July 5 meet­
ing of the board when Sheriff Paul 
Hunt Thompson indicated he had 
met with the city's finance and rev­
enue committee and that council 
members on that committee 
"agreed to commit up to $104,000 
for dispatching, which is what the 
city has budgeted for dispatch." 

Doug Wells was serving as 
proxy for Fannin at that meeting. 

But the city council as a whole 
has not agreed to providing any 
sum to the county for the service 
and no contract has been signed by 
the two government bodies. 

At its July 10, 1995 meeting, 
the Prestonsburg City Council 
approved a motion that states: 
"that the city will participate no 
more than the already budgeted 
amount of $104,000 and that only 
if it is our proportionate share in 
relation to the whole county." 

No basis has been set for deter­
mining "proportionate share." 

The city considered at its 
February 12 meeting a draft pro­
posal to provide $60,000 to the 
service. That proposal was not 
approved by council and was sent 
back to committee. 

At the February 26 meeting, the 
committee made a recommenda­
tion to the council to provide 
$50,000 to the service with the city 
and county splitting 50/50 any 
additional costs. 

But Waugh, who was at the city 
council meeting, asked the city not 
to vote on the amount before com­
mittee members and the 911 board 
can sit down and talk about "real­
istic" budget numbers. 

No date has been set for that 
meeting. 

Waugh said a data base service 
costing $2,635 a month was not 
included in the budget and that the

county would not be able to oper­
ate a county-wide dispatch center 
without the city's contribution. 

He emphasized in a later inter­
view, however, that a county-wide 
911 service would begin whether 
the city participates or not and can 
be funded on the telephone sur­
charge alone. 

The difference between a coun­
ty-wide dispatch center and 911 
service is the type of dispatching 
done. Dispatching for 911 involves 
only emergency calls. A county­
wide dispatch center would also 
handle non-emergency administra­
tive calls, such as motorist assists 
and keys locked in a car. 

"911 will be done," Waugh said. 
"We can have 911 without the 
city." 

Waugh said the county has also 
looked at the alternative of allow­
ing the Kentucky State Police to 
dispatch the 911 service. 

"At first, they weren't going to 
be able to provide us with to-the­
door service," he said. "We would­
n't go with them if that was the 
case. But they just told us that they 
could take us from the call to the 
door with two-way communica­
tions." 

Waugh indicated the funds the 
county is .asking the city to con­
tribute allow the city to move its 
local dispatch service into the 
communications center and main­
tain the level of dispatch service it 
now has for non-emergency calls. 

"They would have that whether 
they are with us or not," he said. "I 
don't know why they wouldn't be 
willing to pay for the service they 
already have." 

He said the county is "serious­
ly" looking at going with the state 
police to provide the service. 

But Fannin said the residents of 
Floyd County have indicated they 
don't want the service to go to the 
state police. 

"They had a meeting at Allen 
and it was full," Fannin said. "The 
people wanted it to stay in the 
county." 

Fannin said the city has a secure 
facility and would need only to 
upgrade its equipment to provide 
911 service along with its dis­
patching service. 

"If we don't go together they 
won't be able to start it up here," 
Fannin said.

LetterS-~---------------------- <Continued from page four> P&G 
complex in the area of solid waste. 
In some situations the federal lav.· 
gives the states the authority to deal 
with certain kinds of waste. Other 
kinds they do not. 

The Kentucky Law KRS 
224.109 and other state laws have 
given the local governments and 
our courts limited authority to con­
trol sohd waste in thetr jurisdic­
tions. The controls must be mstitut­
ed on a case by case basis. As every 
citizen has civil and constitutional 
rights to choose where they live, the 
solid waste laws and the Kentucky 
Administrative Regulations were 
adopted to conform to that choice. 
The solid waste laws do not apply 
the same standards to citizens living 
on back roads or who own or rent a 
small or large farm as it does to cit­
izens who live in a small town, a 
city or who own just a house and lot 
in a subdivision. 

Section 5( I) 5(2) and sectton 
6(1) of the Floyd County Solid 
Waste Ordinance voids the ordt­
nance in its entirety. Section 5(1) 
quote, the federal and state laws 
where applicable and exphcitly pre­
empts the jurisdiction of this ordi­
nance shall be deemed superior to 
this ordinance. (Unquote)

KRS.224.0 1-0 I 0( 45) "Universal 
collection" means a muntcipal solid 
waste collection system which tS 
established by ordinance and 
approved by the Cabinet and 
requires access for each household 
or solid waste generator in the 
county. Emphasis here directed to 
the word access. The word access 
means that by Jaw that we have 
access to certain things, such as 
public records, to our property and 
for the disabled, access to all public 
buildings, etc. 

The state legislature adopted the 
above stated Jaw making it manda­
tory for each county to establish a 
solid waste system.

Any county, before awarding a 
contract for materials, supplies, 
equipment or services exceeding 
$ 10,000 must be advertised for 
bids. KRS 424.260, KRS.45A.345 
to 45A.460. 

Solid waste ordinances must be 
adopted only if consistent with state 
law. KRS 224.43-310(1) KRS 
67.083(6)( 1).

Section 2(2) "Household 
Rubbish" means waste material and 
trash, not to include garbage, nor­
mally accumulated by a family in 
residence in the course of ordinary 
day-to-day living. 

Section 3, and 3(9) fires may be 
set for disposal of household rub­
bish, not to include garbage, origi­
nating at dwellings of (5) family 
units or less, which fires are main­
tained by an occupant of the 
dwelling at the dwelling, except in 
cities greater than 8,000 population 
located in a priority I region. 

KRS 224.46-540, No hazardous 
waste management provision of this 
chapter shall be construed to apply 
to any agriculture wastes, including 
manures and crop residue which are 
returned to the soil as fertilizers or 
s.oil conditioners. The statute just 
quoted also instructs farmers how to 
dispose of pesticides herbicides and 
fertilizers on his own farm. My

Train fatality spawns lawsuit 
The estate of a woman killed 

when a CSX train struck the van she 
was ridmg in has filed a wrongful 
death lawsuit. 

A CSX locomotive slammed into 
the northbound 1983 GMC van in 
which Sylvia Thacker Rowe was a 
passenger on October 10, 1995. The 
accident occurred at the crossing on 
U.S. 119 near Meta, and the van 
was pushed about 100 feet and over 
an embankment. 

Danny T. Thacker, administrator 
of Rowe's estate, filed suit earlier 
thts month, noting that, at the time 
of her death, Rowe was a widow 
and left seven surviving children. 

In the suit, Thacker claims that 

CSX "failed to provide an adequate 
warning system and/or adequately 
warn highway travelers of 
approaching trains." 

The Meta crossing, according to 
the suit, is an "extra hazardous 
crossing and (CSX) owed a greater 
than nonnal degree of care to high­
way travelers to provide an ade­
quate protection system for an extra 
hazardous crossing." 

In its response, CSX denies any 
negligence on its part. Kentucky 
State Police srud the ex1stmg sig­
nals at the crossmg were opera­
tional at the time of the accident. 

Raymond Syck, 68, of Meta, the 
driver of the van, is named in the 

suit as well. alleging h-. perated his 
vehicle in a "careless and negligent 
manner." 

Syck was also injured in the 
accident. He has not yet filed a 
response to the suit. 

Thacker is seeking compensato­
ry damages for Rowe's wrongful 
death, including medical, funeral, 
pain and suffering, loss of services 
or companionship, future earnings 
or any other expenses or damages 
incurred by the estate or otherwtse; 
punitive damages; costs; and a trial 
by jury. 

No date for a hearing has been 
set in the case.

The Kentucky Spring Forest 

Fire Season will begin on March 1 
and w11l end on May 15. 

It is unlawful during this time to 
set a fire to any flammable material 
capable of spreading fire, located in 
or within 150 feet of any private 
woodland or brushland, except 
between the hours of 4:30 p.m. and 
midnight. 

Kentucky's "4:30 p.m. bummg 
law" allows those who bum brush 
and debris for gardens, to bum dur­
ing the early evening when wind 
has started to die down, air temper­
ature is lower, and relat1ve humidi­
ty IS mcreasing. 

These conditions make a fire 
much more manageable and less 
likely to get out of control. If the 
fire does get in the woods, it is 
much easier to put out. 

However, even after 4:30 p.m., 
no fire should be started if there are 
high winds, or light fuels such as 
tall dry grass nearby. 

Kentucky Jaw also requires 
someone to stay with their fires to 
be sure they don't get out of con-

trot. 
The Corps of Engineers reminds 

visitors to Paintsville Lake, fires 
are not pennitted except when con­
tained in fire grills, designed espe­
cially for that purpose. 

When fires are built. care must 
be taken to completely extinguish 
them to prevent a restart that could 
get out of control. 

Smokers should make sure that a 
cigarrette is completely safe before 
it is discarded. 

In the event of a forest fire that 
occurs on or ncar the Pamtsville 
Lake area, Johnson and Magoffm 
County area res1dents can contact 
the Kentucky Division of Forestry 
at Betsy Layne at 1-800-866-0048. 

Morgan County residents can 
contact the Morehead Division of 
Forestry at 1-800-866-0052. 
Persons can also contact the U.S. 
Army Corps of Engineers Resource 
Manager's Office, Monday through

Residents 
fed up 
with road 
problems

Yellow Creek Road resident B. 
H. Dalton is fed up with the terri­
ble conditions he and his family 
have to endure every day. The road 
cons1sts of mile after mile of pot­
holes with several slips or breaks, 
and when it rains, the residents are 
faced with nothing but mud. 

For that reason, Dalton and 
about a dozen others from that area 
petitioned the Lawrence County 
Fiscal Court Friday, February 23 
to do something about the roads. 

"It's terrible," Dalton said . 
"And people have to travel that 
road every day." 

Along with a petition to try and 
get somethmg done, Dalton also 
submitted a series of photographs 
that show the poor road condi­
tions. 

Annll Dalton, also of Yellow 
Creek, said she was concerned 
about the safety of kids who have 
to ride school buses on the roads. 

"If a school bus should go oft 
one of these break-offs there 
wouldn't be enough money in 
Kentucky to pay for it," Anna 
Dalton said. "When a car or truck 
can't get by these break-offs, how 
can a school bus get through.'' 

County Judge-Executive Roger 
Jordan said he was aware of the 
poor road conditions, not only in 
this area, but all over Lawrence 
County. However, he said there is 
little they can do right now. 

"Whenever we get a chance and 
when it dries up some, we 'II get 
out and do what we c~n," Jordan 
said. "If we tried to get a gravel 
truck out there right now it would 
just bury up in the mud." 

Earlier in Friday's fiscal court 
meeting, Magistrate Harold 
Daniels had asked Jordan if the 
county could spend some of the 
$371,000 county road fund to 
repair the roads 

"About every road in this coun­
ty IS torn all to pieces." Daniels 
said. "We've got people in these 
hollows that are going to get cabin 
fever because they can't get out." 

Daniels wanted to go ahead and 
take half of the money and divide 
it up among the four magistrate 
districts for repairs. Jordan said 
they couldn't do this just yet 
because the money had to last until 
July and he wasn't sure how much 
they could spend. 

"Every penny of that money 
will be spent on roads." Jordan 
said. "But how can you say a cer­
tain amount right no\\?" 

Lawrence County Superinten­
dent Eddie Michael said Monday 
that there were a couple of roads 
where buses did not run on a daily 
basis. "Some people sa1d they 
don't want the buses to try the 
road, and instead they would 
rather bring their ch1ldren out to 
meet the bus," Michael sa1d. 
"Every time it rams, it seems for a 
day or two we can't run them in 
some places." 

Jordan said one of their priori­
ties \\as to repair some of the 
worst areas first to keep the school 
buses runnmg. 

He said the county would begin 
hauling gravel as soon as the roads 
were dry enough. 
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"Small world, isn't it? ... I mean, what are 
the odds of us having the same lawyer?!"

He sets 
about romancing Annie big-time. Once he has her 
totally besotted, he infonns her that he is a hitman, 
hired by Boffano, to make sure she comes in with a 
not guilty vote. The Teacher has bugged Annie's 
house and knows all her secrets. It is her choice­
safety for her and her son or doing what's morally 
and legally right. 

Predictably, the Teacher falls in love with his 
intended victim, a love that's so obsessive, he 
becomes her knight in shining annor rather than the 
man who's supposed to get rid of her. Unfortunately 
for Baldwin, he doesn't come across sincere in his 
professed love for Moore. 

For her part, Moore is totally one-dimensional in 
the lead role. She executes her part in somnambulis­
tic fashion and the audience is subsequently bored 
rather than stimulated, as they should be with such 
a plot. 

This is a mediocre movie at best, despite a strong 
start out of the gate.
