The charge agamst Carmel Kldd 
was amended from ftrst degree 
rape to second degree sexual abuse. 
Kidd was indicted m October. The 
indictment has been scaled to pro­
tect the Identity of the VICtim. 

Kidd was taken from the court­
room Thesday d irectly to the coun­
ty j ml where he is expected to serve 
h is 12-month sentence on the 
charge. He told Circuit Judge John 
David Caudill that he felt if the 
case went to tnal there was enough 

evidence to find him guilty on the 
rape charge and that was the reason 
he had changed his plea. 

Kidd was to have stood trial 
Tuesday on the rape charge, but he 
entered the guilty plea to the re­
duced charge instead. 

A request for a pro bated sen­
tence was made by Kidd's attorney: 
Ned Pillersdorf. but Caudill said he 
wasn't going to grant it "right now." 

"Maybe some needed treatment 
can be provided during your incar­
ceration," Caudill told Kidd. 

Assistant Commonwealth Attor­
ney Dw1ght Stacy Marshall said the 
sentence is consistent with the 
charge. 

"We consulted with the victim 
and victim's family and after a 
careful review of the situation we 
decided to offer the plea," Marshall 
said. 

"We also had to keep in mind 
what the trial would have done to 
the victim." 

"No other substances were 
found at the school Friday," there­
lease said, but the sweep followed 
the discovery of marijuana in the 
possession of a sixth grader last 
Wednesday. 

"I would have thought the fact it 
was taken from another student 
earlier in the week would have 
acted as a deterrent to them bring­
ing more drugs to the school," Dot­
son said.

After a jury was seated Monday, 
testimony began yesterday in 
Lawrence Circuit Court in the trial 
of accused murderer Tim Maynard. 

Nearly 80 jurors were called into 
Lawrence Circuit Court Monday, 
and after a full day of questioning a 
panel of 34 was seated. Each attor­
ney in the case then struck ten jurors 
Tuesday morning, leaving 12 jurors 
and two alternates to hear the case. 
Of the 14 jurors. there are nine 
women and five men. 

Maynard, 28. of Pigeon Roost in 
Martin County. is charged with the 
June 29, 1995 stabbing death of 21-
year-old East Point resident Jeffrey 
Nelson. Nelson had been missing • 
for ten days when his body was 
found off a Martin County road on 
July 8. 

Nelson was last seen on June 28. 
1995. leaving the Center Stage in 
Prestonsburg. Witnesses told police 
that Nelson had left with Maynard. 

Maynard was arrested a week 
later. He was being held in the Pike 
County Detention Center in lieu of 
an $800,000 cash bond. 

During opening statements, 
Maynard's attorney. John R. 
Triplett, didn' t deny that Maynard 
had killed Nelson, but instead said

Students need to 
realize they are jeopardizing their 
free public education. They can eas­
ily be expelled." 

He said finding drugs at a middle 
school is "alarming, but not surpris­
ing." 

"Drug use is becoming more and 
more prevalent at all age groups," 
he said. "Parents need to teach their 
children about the harmful effects 
of using drugs. I hope that drug dog 
goes to a different school every day 
until school is over."

"Election law changes 
lesson cost of elections

May's primary election will be 
$1,800 cheaper for Floyd County 
residents after three election laws 
were changed by the 1996 General 

,W Assembly, according to Secretary 
of State John Y. Brown III, 
Kentucky's chief election officer. 

The first change removes the 
requirement that the county board 
of election members supervise 
absentee voting on the voting 
machines in the county clerks' 
offices. County clerks and their 
depuues will supervtse this voting 
process. 

In the past, Floyd County hired 
two board members at $75 each per 
day to oversee absentee voting on 

• the machines in the clerk's office 
for 12 days prior to election, 
according to Carla Boyd, Floyd 
County Court Clerk. 

"We have about 15 or 20 people 
who applied for an absentee ballot," 
Boyd said, "which shouldn't be a 
problem for the May county elec­
tion." 

The fall election may be a 
greater burden on the county clerks, 
Boyd said. 

Overall, local governments are 
f expected to save about $100,000 

statewide. 
The second change allows minor 

children to accompany adults into 
the voting booth to witness the vot-

ing process. "We've always let the 
children accompany their parents 
here in Floyd County," Boyd said. 

The third change provides local 
school boards the option of keeping 
schools open on the May 28 elec­
tion date in order to make up days 
lost to tllness or inclement weather. 
Previously, Kentucky law required 
schools to be closed on both the pri­
mary and general election days. 

"Before the law changed a cou­
ple or years ago, we still used 
school buildings while school was 
in session," Boyd said. 

Boyd said the school systems 
were really good about cooperating 
during the elections and gave the 
students the opportunity to learn 
about the voting process. 

Brown also called attention to 
several technical laws that affect 
voters, specifically one that limits 
in which races voters may cast their 
ballots. 

Kentucky has a "closed prima­
ry," meaning that in primary elec­
tions, Democrats can only vote in 
Democratic candidate races and 
only Republicans can vote in 
Republican candidate races. All 
voters can vote for candidates run­
ning in nonpartisan races. 

Voters who are "independent," 
voters who chose not to register as a 
Republican or Democrat, can vote 
on May 28, but are restricted to vot­
ing only in nonpartisan races. 

The release states that persons 

who changed their political party 
affiliation between the date of the 
last November general election and 
this May 28 primary electiOn will 
also be prohibited from voting in 
partisan races. 

Voters who know they will be 
out of town on election day can vote 
on a voting machine in the county 
clerk's office or at another site 
determined by the clerk and the 
local board of electiOns, according 
to a release from the Secretary of 
State. 

The release says a paper ballot is 
available only to disabled persons; 
military personnel who arc out of 
state; students who cannot return to 
their home precinct to vote; persons 
who are incarcerated and charged 
but not yet convicted or a crime; 
and persons who experience a med­
ical emergency that prevents them 
from voting on election day or on 
an absentee machine. 

"Absentee voters are now 
encouraged to use the machine," 
Brown said. 

Absentee paper ballots have been 
restricted in an attempt to reduce 
voter fraud after voting with these 
ballots rose 115 percent between 
1988 and 1992, the release stated. 

"I really don't think (voting) 
fraud is going on in Floyd County," 
Boyd said. 

Carrol pleads guilty

Boyd explained that paper ballots 
can be a tool for fraudulent candi­
dates, because they have people call 
for a paper ballot and then go to the 
home of the absentee voter and vote 
the ballot for them.

"What an outstanding perfor­
mance .. I am pleased to recognize 
you as one of the top stores in the 
nation," Sears Divisional Vice 
President Steven Titus wrote to 
Blackburn. 

Blackburn contributes the store's 
success, in pan. to his family. 

"It's not all me." he said and 
waved his arms in the direction of 
his son and daughter-in-Jaws assist­
ing customers 10 the store. 

"It's family-owned and we put 
an all-out effort to help the cus­
tomers,'' he said. ''We try to help. 
We don't harass anybody" 

He adv1ses his sales crew to 
study brochures and tickets attached 
to the Items for sale in the store. 
That way, Blackburn said, when the 
customer asks a question about the 
item. the sales people will have the 
answers. 

"When a customer comes in and 
says 'Well, honey, what does tlus 
washer have that one doesn't?' if 
you can't glance do\\ n and read (the 
information on the item's ticket), 
pick it up and read it to them," 
Blackburn sa1d. 

His daughter-in-laws have been 
paying attention to his lectures 

Blackburn, who says he has been 
selling maintenance agreements 
"all my life,'' explains to his cus­
tomers the value of a maintenance 
contract on a new product. 

"When customers buy some­
thing and, after one year, something 

goes out, they think it's covered. It's 
not," he said. "That's why we sell 
an extended warranty. Under our 
maintenance agreement, you get 
everything covered from top to bot­
tom." 

Once Blackburn overhead his 
daughter-in-laws explaining a 
maintenance agreement and the 
pitch sounded familiar. 

"I told them: 'You girls have 
been copying my speech down," he 
said, chuckling. 

Accordmg to his daughter-in­
law Shirley, he was right. 

"Jim is an excellent man and he 
trains us well. That's why we're so 
successful. He stresses for us to 
take care of the customers," Shirley 
Blackburn said. 

'·If you don't take care of them, 
Chicago will. If we don't' take care 
of our customers, we won't be here 
next week," Jim Blackburn added. 

Sh1rley Blackburn also won 
recognition for the store and money 
for herself when she assisted a 
"secret shopper." 

Although Sears stores are pri­
vately owned. the company routine­
ly sends out someone to visit the 
cham stores. The Sears representa­
tive, who had traveled to Kentucky 
from Texas, visited one of the larg­
er stores in the state.

People nor­
mally have to pay $40 to have these 
put together, but we do it for them 
here."

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• Worldwide Equipment : 

A new breed of truck dealer makes its mark on the industry 
Editors Note: The following article is 

reprinted from Transport Topics, a national 
newspaper of the trucking industry, with per­
mission. 

Terry L. Dotson is not your typical truck 
dealer. But he soon may be. 

• As "Customer Satisfaction Leader," as well 
as chairman, president and chief executive 
officer of Worldwide Equipment Enterprises 
in Prestonsburg, Dotson represents a new 
breed of dealer- selling trucks is only one of 
many things they do. 

From its base in Eastern Kentucky, 
Worldwide has established truck sales and 
service outlets in West Virginia, Virginia, 
Ohio and Tennessee. 

t And building on its traditional customer 
base among the coal haulers in the rugged 
hills of Appalachia, the company has picked 
up significant new business from long-haul 

• 

truck fleets. 
It also sells scores of used trucks each year 

to customers outside the U.S. 
Through a subsidiary, Service Parts Inc., 

the company runs its own wholesale parts dis­
tribution business that generates annual rev­
enues of $70 million. 

Worldwide is a dealer for Fruehauf, Benson 
Truck Bodies, and several other specialized 
trailer and off-road equipment manufacturers. 
It also provides full-service leasing and con­
tract maintenance services. 

And this, judging from interviews with 
Dotson and other Worldwide executives, is 
just the beginning. . 

"In five years," Randy Polk, executive vice 
president and chief financial officer, said, "we 
want to be a much larger company and much 
more diversified." 

As he envisions the future, a new kind of 
technologically sophisticated dealership is 
poised to grab a much larger share of the mar­
ket for truck sales and service by acquiring 
new dealerships, adding new equipment 
makes and models and offering a much wider 
range of support services for private and for­
hire fleets. 

"We want to be larger at what we presently 
do," Polk said, but he added that Worldwide 

• also may "diversify into manufacturing or 
other areas that may or may not be related to 
our business." 

Terry Dotson was born in Grundy, Virginia, 
where his dad worked as a service station 
operator and occasional truck driver. Growing 
up in Pike County, he washed United Parcel 
Service trucks and raced motorcy les after 
school. An avid trumpet player, he attended 
Pikeville College on a music scholarship. 

After graduating in 1972, he took a job sell­
ing trucks because, as he recalled, it paid 
about three times as much as teaching. He 
quickly moved through 

devotion to coal haulers eamed it a solid rep­
utation in an area that major truck manufac­
turers had overlooked for years. 

Despite his success, Dotson realized that 
coal was a declining resource. In order to con­
tinue to grow, 
Worldwide needed to 
diversify into other 
trucking sectors. 

"Every time a load 
goes out, the indus­
try dies a little bit," 
he said. 

Worldwide's 
approach to selling 
trucks was a little 
different. "We ask 
customers what they 
want us to do. 

"We try to be 
somebody who will 
do more than deliver 
a truck. We want to 
be a business partner. 
If you want contract 
maintenance, we can 
do that, too." 

When Mack 
decided to get out of 
the off-highway 
truck business, 
Worldwide bought 
Mack's entire inven­
tory so it could con­
tinue to supply parts 
for customers over 
the next six or seven 
years . 

Getting parts at a 
good price was a 
problem that turned 
into a golden oppor­
tunity for 
Worldwide. 

"We realized there 
was a significant 
amount of the parts 
business that truck 
dealers didn't get," 
Dotson explained. 
"Wholesale-distribu­
tion companies did a better job, especially in 
selling high-volume replacement parts like fil­
ters. So we started our own W. D." 

With the establishment of Serv1ce Parts 
Inc., Worldwide could offer customers much 
faster service. The company runs seven line­
haul tractors out of Atlanta each day to bring 
truck parts into its own chain of stores. 
Customers can get parts not in stock the same 
day or overnight. A fleet of 25 delivery trucks 
also delivers parts directly to the customer or

Worldwide Equipment," Dotson said, "was to 
get the one word from the two initials, and 
that's WE. We wanted our people to think of it 
as their company." 

Dotson still owns about 40 percent of the 
company. 

Coal trucks were the lifeblood of the busi­
ness throughout the 1980s, and the company's 

fication of its customer base. 
In the 1980s, 90 percent of its business was 

related to coal. Now it is only 40 percent. 
"Our real growth started after 1989," 

Dotson said. The company began selling 
trucks to fast-growing fleets like Danny 
Herman Trucking of Mountain City, 
Tennessee, and Super Service, a refrigerated 
fleet based in Somerset. 

It acquired a Ken worth franchise and set up 
truck leasing operations throughout the 
region. Recently it opened a dealership in 
Cincinnati and is looking at possible acquisi­
tions in other cities in the South and West, 
perhaps as far away as Dallas. 

As it expands, Worldwide could move 

some of its top executives and administrative 
staff out of Prestonsburg, although Dotson 
insisted the company will remain a major 
employer in the area. 

"Prestonsburg may end up as a place to

As a multi-line dealer, Dotson is critical of 
the principle espoused by some truck builders 
that dealers should maintain ties with only one 
manufacturer. 

"In a major market, that's probably so. But 
in Prestonsburg and Eastern Kentucky, with 
its 50 to 60 counties and half-million people, 
how many dealers can afford to offer just one 
line of vehicles? In small markets, having a 
dual franchise that is financially solid is a bet­
ter situation." 

Another trend encouraged by some manu­
facturers is for dealers to offer around-the­
clock service. 

"Dealers need to do what they have to to 
serve the business," Dotson said. "It's wrong 
to say dealers have to stay open and then not 
be able to get anyone (at the factory) on the 
phone." 

He is also wary of factory-sponsored pro­
grams that rate dealers' perfonnance. 

"One manufacturer gives a wonderful rat­
ing and another gives a terrible rating and they 
are looking at the same thing. Worse, the eval­
uators have never been a dealer. They just 
don't know what it's like," he said. 

A sore point for many dealers is the tremen­
dous investment being required of dealers to 
train mechanics and handle warranty claims 
on behalf of the truck manufacturers and com­
ponent suppliers. 

"We're getting inundated," he said. 
He likes a new program from Mack in 

which personnel from the dealership are 
trained to make warranty decisions on the 
spot, eliminating the need to wait for the man­
ufacturer to determine if something is cov-

At Worldwide, man­
agement places a high pri­

ority on making sure its employees are happy. 
"We give people a garden and let them 

grow it," Dotson said. "We want this to be a 
place where people can feel good about work­
ing." 

One of the 10 commandments of business 
is that the customers is king. But at 
Worldwide, Dotson said employees are king. 
"We ask them to put the customers first," he 
said. 

Employees are encouraged to take the ini­
tiative and "to lead," he said. 

"People know if they try something radical 
or even stupid, it will not get them fired." 

Though business has fluctuated, over the 
years, there has never been a layoff at 
Worldwide since 1979, when a coal strike hit 
the region. 

Dotson remembers the impact of the strike. 
"From the time I got into management, I 
swore we'd never have another (layoff)." 

He likes something a former Mack Trucks 
executive once said: "Brick and mortar make 
the building; people make companies." 

"If employees don't share in the good 
times, you can't expect them to suffer in the 
bad times," Dotson said. 

The company encourages employees to 
donate time and money to their community. 
Dotson has a special interest in issues affect­
ing children. 

"Coal is the No. 1 source of income in this 
area," he said. "Welfare is No. 2. The problem 
with Eastern Kentucky is that we've had too 
many takers and not enough givers. I want to 
give something back."

Floyd unemployment 
total drops for March

Unemployment rates in Floyd 
County, as well as in 110 other 
counties across the state, fell in 
March from February totals. 

Floyd's March rate was ten 
percent, a percentage point 
below the February rate of 11 
percent. 

The rate is still higher than the 
March 1995 rate of 9.2 percent. 

For the Big Sandy region, 
which includes Floyd, Johnson, 
Magoffin, Martin, and Pike 
counties, the average rate for 
March was 9.3 percent, down a 
percentage point from 10.3 per­
cent in February. 

Magoffin's rate dropped from 
16.7 percent in February to 13.6 
percent in March. That county 
has the highest rate of the five­
county area. 

Martin's rate also fell, drop­
ping from 13.6 percent in 
February to 12.7 percent in 
March. Johnson's rate dropped 
from ten percent in February to 
9.2 percent in March and Pike 
County's rate dropped from 8.5 
percent in February to 7.8 per­
cent in March. 

The rates in all counties, 

except Magoffin, are higher than 
they were a year ago. 

Across the state, the rate 
increased in eight counties and 
stayed the same in Jackson 
County. 

As compared to March 1995, 
69 counties had a lower rate this 
March, 46 counties had a higher 
rate and five had the same rates 
as last year. 

Floyd, Magoffin, and Martin 
were three of the 17 counties in 
the state that had jobless rates at 
ten percent or above. 

All five, except Pike, were 
among the 25 counties with job­
less rates in the double digits in 
February, but only Magoffin was 
in the 13 counties that had job­
less rates above ten percent in 
March 1995. 

Woodford County had the 
lowest rate of 1.8 percent. 
Elliott's rate was the highest at 
17.1 percent. Magoffin's was 
third highest and Martin's was 
sixth highest.

BIG SANDY CONFERENCE 

Sitting in on the committee 
meetings to organize the newly­
proposed Big Sandy Conference 

• (BSC) has me excited about all 
the possibilities that could take 
place out of it. It is exactly what 
Floyd County needs -- an orga­
nized conference with a presi­
dent, vice-president, secretary, 
treasurer and a commissioner. 

The conference will involve 
the four county high schools and 
other area schools will be accept­
ed later. 

Think of the importance it 
would add to some of the "blah" 
games that we now play when 

1• they are nothing more than a reg­
ular season game. Now a Johnson 
Central, Sheldon Clark, Pike 
Central or whatever, comes into 
the conference and now games 
that had little meaning become 
important.

The 
conference will sponsor a N 
tournament, in basketball and 
football. Those kids who get very 
little attention now become part 
of center stage.

At Monday's (Allen Central) 
meeting it was reported that 
Prestonsburg principal Thomas 
Tackett was opposed to the con­
ference. Whether Prestonsburg 
joins the conference or not will 
be up to the school's site-base 
council. 

If the Blackcats do not 
a1 become part of the new confer­

ence, then other schools will 
immediately be invited to come 
in the first year. 

It would be a shame, though, 
if Prestonsburg is not involved in 
the conference. Their kids will be 
left off any all-conference team. 
They will not be part of the over­
all sports scene in the area. 

It was also discussed at the 
meeting that Tackett opposed the 
conference because the proposal 
will go against Dr. Balentine. Dr. 
Balentine is the one who issued 
the directive to organize such a 

• conference. 
Also, Tackett was reportedly 

also concerned about the amount 
of entry fee per school. I tried to 
reach Tackett Tuesday, but he 
was in meetings elsewhere. 

AI Osborne, South Aoyd prin­
cipal, has for the past two years 
contended that Floyd County did 
not have an organized conference 
and pushed for one.

, Association (KHSAA). 

Members of the committee to organize the 
new Big Sandy Conference met this past 
Monday night at Allen Central High School 
to review, discuss and make changes to pro­
posed articles of the conference's constitu­
tion. 

"The only problem we're going to have 
will be in football," said Allen Central 
Athletic Director David Bowling. "Where 
three of the four schools are in the same dis­
trict and South Aoyd being a lAschool." 

The purpose of the league, accordmg to its 
constitution, is "to encourage and promote 
clean. wholesome athletics in the schools of 
its representation ... " 

The conference will have a commissioner 
who, along with school athletic directors, will 
comprise the Athletic Director's Council. 
This committee will be in charge of daily 
operations of the conference. 

The conference commissioner will be 
named by the new league, whose term will 
run from August 1 through July 31. 

The executive committee meeting will be 
held in August, November, March and May 
of each year. Athletic directors will meet 
monthly, August through May, with the con­
ference commissioner. 

The conference commissioner will submit 
a master schedule list to the executive council 
for approval following its completion by the 
Athletics Director's Council. 

Each school will be required to abide by 
the rules and regulations of the league, and, if 
for any reason, a school is suspected of viola­
tion of the rules of the league, a formal writ­
ten charge may be made to the president of 
the league. 

Those present voted to proceed with the 
articles and press on for approval from site­
base councils at three of the four schools. 
Representatives of Prestonsburg and Betsy 
Layne were not present for the meeting. 

An institution joins the conference by a 
vote of the conference members. The confer­
ence constitution and policy manual will pre­
vail as the organizational structure. 

Applications for membership in the new 
conference must be made in writing to the 
BSC at least ten days prior to a scheduled 
meeting. Nomination for membership in the 
conference requires a three-fourths vote of 
member schools. 

The conference committee set a $350 
membership fee at the Monday meeting. 

The new conference will hold junior varsi­
ty championship tournaments in both football 
and basketball. Grid-0-Ramas and panora­
mas will be held before the start of the foot­
ball and basketball seasons. A conference 
Christmas tournament is also a possibility. 

AI Osborne, principal at South Aoyd High 
School, said he will take the conference's 
constitution to South Floyd's site-base coun­
cil this Thursday night for approval. 

The new conference will involve all four 
county high schools the flrst year and, hope­
fully, schools from Johnson, Pike, Magoffin 
and Martin counties wil1 be invited to become 
part of it at a later time.

Seems Marbury-Iver!>On-Bryant 
disease is sprcadmg as the May 12 
deadline nears. It caught up with 
Antoine Walker this week as the 
UK forward will leave for the NBA 
draft next month The sane among 
us say to him, " . So long, kid. And 
too bad, because you're not ready 
either." 

Walker is 19 years old, does not 
leave teen -dom until Aug. 12. In his 
UK bio are these two items: "My 
advice to youngsters is: Stay in 
school and try and be the best at 
what you do." And, "If I could 
switch places with one person for a 
day, I'd be Nobody." 

Let us hope the precocious 
Walker does not become the last of 
these. While we're at it. 'Toine 
would do well to digest the remarks 
of Earnn 'no longer Magic' 
Johnson and Hall of Farner George 
Yardley. Johnson was shaking his 
head the other day. About his return 
to the NBA two months ago, he said 
he's heard lots of "I, I. I and me, 
me" in the locker room, as well as 
"where are my minutes and where 
are my shots." 

Yardley's remarks reminded me 
of the current demise of Lawrence 
Taylor. In his 30s and out of foot 
ball and with nothing to do, Taylor 
was arrested last week trying to buy 
crack cocaine. 

About leaving college early, 
Yardley said, "Don't. It's a horrible 
disservice to the kid. The saddest 
thing in the world is to retire at 35 
with $4 million or even $10 million 
and nothing to do with the rest of 
your life. The money becomes a 
curse. It can destroy a man." 

WALKER'S LEAVING 
MEANS ...

And Jared 
Prickett still must prove he has not 
grown too slow to play Pitino ball. 

HOOSIERS, VOLUNTEERS 
SEND KY. A MESSAGE 

Tennessee's High School 
Athletics Association board voted 
last week to put its 334 public and 
private schools into two divisions 
depending on which allow financial 
aid to athletes and which do not. 
Starts in 1997-98. 

Indiana High School Athletics 
Association's board of directors 
have decided to implement a four­
class system to its basketball and 
other athletic programs starting in 
1997-98. 

Moves that ought to send a stir­
ring reminder from officials in the 
Hoosier and Volunteer states, to a 
last bastion of high school tradition­
alism. Kentucky. The message: If 
you're standing still you're going 
backwards. 

Enthusiasm and devotion to the 
game were not prevailing factors in 
the decisions made in Indiana and 
Tennessee. But changes in both 
states were fueled by a common 
element. Money. 

"The setting we have here in 
Kentucky is absolutely tremendous 
(if not perfect),'' Louisville Ballard 
High boys basketball coach Scott 
Davenport says. "We've got it pret­
ty good. Our set-up satisfies the tra­
ditionalists while at the same time 
we have a Class A Tournament for 
smaller schools. And we still keep 
the state tournaments intact. 

'Til be very shocked if, in a few 
years, if it goes that far, Indiana 
people start to run into problems 
financially when the larger schools, 
since they won't play smaller ones 
in the tournament, won't be so will­
ing to play smaller ones any longer. 
Little schools will be facing the 
expense of having to travel greater 
distances to play. Let's face it, the 
athletic budgets of small schools 
depend on games against some of 
the larger ones." 

Interestingly, Davenport's view 
from a large suburban school in 
Louisville is shared by Shawn 
Oakley who coaches boys basket­
ball at tiny Providence High School 
(enrollment: 131) m rural Webster 
County in western Kentucky. 

"Personally, I think people in 
Indiana have shot themselves in the 
foot with this change. They should 
have tried something like we have 
here first, the Class A Tournament,'' 
Oakley says. "They've made a mis­
take. 

"But, I don't see anything like 
what Indiana's done happening 
here," he adds. "Not when a 
Breckinridge County comes along 
and wins the state like last year, or 
the way Paintsville did this year. 
Fans really get involved in some­
thing like that. I just think our situ­
ation here in Kentucky is wonder­
ful. And the quality of basketball is 
good, too." 

Yet, even as tradition holds sway 
in the Bluegrass state, there is rea­
son for pause and examination. 

"Right now is a really critical 
time for high school athletics in 
general," Davenport says. "As good 
as our tournament is, attendance is 
down. And, it's down in our all-star 
series with Indiana and down with 
the Derby Classic too." 

Attendance at the boys Sweet 16 
was I 0,000 less this spring than last 
- 97,719 compared to 107.~54 in 
1995. The girls Dribble Derby 
attracted 25,854 ticket buyers this 
year. It was 25,640 in 1995. 

The Derby Classic is a ghost of 
what it once was. In large part, 
because of an NCAA limit of two 
games per senior and more heavy­
hitting all-star games underwritten 
by mega-budget shoe companies in 
Washington D.C and Detroit luring 
the top prep players to theirs. Both 
games have television contracts. 
Kentucky-Indiana all-star series. In 
a move to revitalize it, the 
Kentucky game has been moved to 
UK's campus. 

Vigilance is called for, 
Davenport believes, because of bas­
ketball saturation on television, and 
keener competition for the fan's 
entertainment dollar. 

"In Kentucky we get absolutely 
overwhelmed by the University of 
Kentucky and University of 
Louisville," he says. ''They're on 
television so much. Plus, anybody 
with cable or a dish can watch col­
lege ball every night. 

"Bottom line, I think just like 
they're going to discover in 
Indiana, when cooler heads prevail, 
we all need each other, big and 
small. We can't be alienating peo-

pie. Sometnnes we don't always 
remember It, but we really need 
each other." 

If you attended a small or large 
high schl)o}, "Sports In Kentucky" 
would hkc to know your v1ews on 
what the KHSAA ought to be doing 
to preserve/improve the Bluegrass 
State's uniqueness. Only Kentucky, 
Delaware and Hawaii are left with 
one-class high school basketball 
state tournaments for boys and 
girls. 

IMAGINE THIS ... 
In one month's time you receive 

a college diploma, get a diamond­
studded ring, get to meet with a 
long line of star-struck youngsters 
who travel to bookstores to seek 
your autograph. Then comes a 
series of basketball games in 13 
cit1es 'and towns across the state (for 
which you arc paid). Then comes an 
all-expenses paid trip to the nation's 
capital and a chance to visit the 
White House and meet the 
President of the United States. 

When all these things are done, 
University of Kentucky graduates 
Walter McCarty, Tony Delk and 
Mark Pope can look ahead to the 
NBA Draft on June 20. Pope, who 
has the least chance of the three to 
make an NBA roster, has already 
won two postgraduate scholarships. 

Ah, the rewards of good choices, 
hard work ... being in the right place 
at t~e right time. 

DIS 'N DATA 
...J Should be an interesting meet­

ing when Rick Pitino and the 
NCAA champion Kentucky 
Wildcats visit President Bill 
Clinton at the White House May 20. 
A devoted Arkansas Razorbacks 
fan, wonder if Clinton will ask 
Pitino the 'R question.' Will 
Kentucky repeat? And what diplo­
matic spin would Da Coach put on 
an answer that would no doubt 
make its way to Fayetteville and 
other points south and east.

Is proposed ban on 

outdoor tobacco 

advertising based 

on facts or politics? 
NASCAR racing will survive if 

the Food and Drug Administration 
follows through on it's efforts to 
ban tobacco-brand sponsorship at 
sporting events. But should the 
government decide who should not 
sponsor sporting events. and is the 
reasoning behind their decisions 
based on logic? 

Very few Americans deny that 
long-term cigarette smokmg is 
hazardous to health, and costly to 
the nation's healthcare system, but 
so is alcohol. The big question in 
most people's minds is just how 
far government should go in any 
one direction 

In a world where we are subject 
to more and more federal regula­
tions, the latest draft proposed by 
the FDA would apply to all ciga­
rettes and smokeless tobacco prod­
ucts, but not cigars or pipe tobac­
co. 

One objective of the proposed 
legislation IS to reduce by half the 
amount of youth smoking within 
five years. After the five-year peri­
od, the FDA would ask for com­
ments on what measures could be 
taken if youth smoking were not 
reduced by 50 percent. 

So it appears President Clinton 
has targeted America's youth for 
his anti-smoking legislation. 

How correct are his assump­
tions in choosing to do battle with 
NASCAR and Winston Cup auto 
racing?

the NASCAR Winston Cup Series 
for 25 years, is hardly a blemish on 
the record. In a recent survey, 
CDC discovered that just 1.2 per­
cent of 12 to 18-year-olds who are 
classified as smokers, choose 
Winston. 

Ninety-seven percent of per­
sons attending NASCAR Winston 
Cup events are 18 years and older. 
Fifty-four percent of these are 
between the ages of 25-44. 

Where are the youngsters that 
President Clinton says will benefit 
from his bill? 

Beer, another substance that 
can be harmful to health. can be 
seen regularly on television com­
mercials, with bottles of beer imi­
tating football players. What kind 
of message does this send to 
young people? Are there more 
teenagers drinking or smoking.? 

The proposal as now written 
would not ban individual sponsor­
ships on race cars, only outlaw 
tobacco advertising at sporting 
events. 

As part of the legislation, a 
$150 million industry-funded edu­
cational program will be estab­
lished. Tobacco companies will 
pay equal shares. According to 
industry experts, this may run as 
high as $300 million. 

To comply with the rules, FDA 
estimates the manufacturers and 
retailers will incur one-time costs 
ranging from approximately $26 
to $39 million, plus annual opera­
tion costs of approximately $75 to 
$100 million. 

Bill France Jr., president of 
NASCAR, said he did not know 
the full impact of the FDA propos­
als regarding sports marketing by 
tobacco companies. 

"We believe that clearly any 
attempt to further restrict sponsor­

ship of sporting events 
by legal companies 
manufacturing legal 
products could create 
financial hardships for 
sports fans across the 
country," France said. 

There appears to be 
some panic among 
speedway operators 
concerning the ban. 
Without Winston, 
Talladega Speedway 
would be without a title 
sponsor for the Winston 
Select 500. 

No matter how you 
feel about cigarettes or 
the smoke, it is discom­
forting to realize that our 
government can disqual­
ify legal companies as 
sponsors for sporting 
events, whether it be 
automobile, tennis, foot­
ball, or any other sport.

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Elliott credits fans for his success in stock car racing 
by Gerald Hodges 
TI1e Racing Reporter 

At the conclusion of the 1995 
NASCAR racing season, veteran 
Btll Elliott was awarded the 
NASCAR Winston Cup Most 
Popular Driver award for the lOth 
time. Is this a racing persona 
Elliott developed or is it Elliott's 
basic personality? • 

"Well, I grew up in a small 
town, and with what we had to 
work with, chances of making it in 
this business were very slim," said 
Elliott. " But down in Dawsonville 
I acquired a lot of good fans and 
they've really stuck with me. 

''You know I have had a lot of 
bad days where I didn' t qualify 
well, and we could go to a 
McDonald's afterwards, or make a 
public appearance, and the fans 
would say, 'We're behmd you, 

• win, lose or draw.' That's what 
makes you want to go out there and 
run hard. We've had a good fan 
base, and they've stu~:.k wtth me. 
That's what made this sport what it 
is today." 

In his earliest recollections of 
racing, Elliott said that he never 
raced any thing until he started rac­
ing cars. "That was when I was 
around 17 years old," he satd. 
"Actually, my racing career got 
started late." 

• Elliott said that things have 
changed since he first started rac­
ing. 

"The technology has changed a 
lot in the last number of years. It 
used to be that it cost you X-num­
ber of dollars to race, but that has 
gone way out the window. The 
level of competition has increased. 
and the popularity of the sport has 
grown. 

'The demand on us has gotten 
greater. Sponsorships have gotten 

more expensive due to fan popu­
larity, and I mean, the sport has 
just grown so much that it is a 
totally different animal than what 
it used to be." 

Doing well on the track is of 
great importance and there is pres­
sure from sponsors to do well. 

"Definitely. You know they 
(sponsors) have a big investment," 
said Elliott. "McDonald's, as well 
as most sponsors, wants you to 
represent them well. That means 
more than just winning a race on 
Sunday." 

Even though Elliott has several 
years of racing in front of him, his 
future plans are still a question 
mark as far as becoming a car­
owner. 

"No, I don't know yet about my 
future as a car-owner," he said. "I 
don't know how to answer the 
question about that. I'll wait and 
sec what time brings. I've not 
made any decisions about how I 
want to approach some of this 
stuff. 

"I guess when I know at a point 
in time .. that's when I'll do some­
thing." 

Elliott had turned in the fastest 
qualifying time of any other race 
car driver at Talladega and he said 
it just comes naturally at speeds in 
excess of 200 miles per hour. 

''You know, you get accustomed 
to running 200 mph. When I first 
started racing, it took me a while to 
build up to it, because I had run 
short tracks around Dawsonville. 
But to do it week in and week out, 
you just get used to it." 

No one victory stands out with 
Elliott as far as being the most 
memorable. 

"I really don't know if any one 
thing does," he said. "From win­
ning the first race at Riverside, the 
Daytona 500, the Winston Million,

Today 
we will address some of the most fre­
quently asked questions about this 
sport that America has gone-bonkers 
over! 

#1. How are Winston Cup points 
awarded? The winner gets 175 points, 
then there is a five-point drop between 
positions one through five. Positions 
six through 10 are separated by four 
points. And from 11th place on back, 
the positions an! separated by three 
points. Also, there is a five-point 
bonus which goes out to anyone who 
leads a lap and another five-point 
bonus is handed out to the driver who 
leads the most laps during a race. It is 
conceivable that a single driver could 
pocket as many as 185 Winston Cup 
points during one race. 

#2. Why don't we sec any cars out 
there like a Camaro, Mustang, or 
maybe even a Corvette? Well, accord­
ing to the rules and specs given to 
NASCAR by the Automobile 
Manufacturers of America, there are 
pre-determined and approved models 
that may be raced in Winston Cup. 
Others either do not comply with 
wheel-based requirements or other 
aspects needed to consider them as 
competitive models. 

#3. Who had the idea to use the 
number 500 as the measuring stick for 
most of the races? The 500 deal came 
from Indy years ago. That's Indy as in 
Indianapolis, not India by the way. It 
seemed as though 500 was the 
amount of miles they could get in 
before it got dark. NASCAR just kind 
of adopted the number also. By the 
way, at tracks shorter than a rrule in 
length, like Bristol, the 500 refers to 
number of laps, not the total of rrules 
raced. Your tracks over a rrule in 
length usually use the 500 in reference 
in rrules. By the way, those 'ol road 
courses use words like kilometers in 
their races. It just ain't American is it? 

#4. Here's one you won't believe. 
Are Winston Cup competitors 
requried to have a valid drivers 
license? Well, as a matter of fact, no, 
they're not. 

#5. Do race teams use the same 
cars every week? Not usually. Most 
teams have cars designated and built 
specifically for certain tracks. They 
make cars for super speedways (big 
and fast tracks like Daytona, 
Talladega, and Michigan), cars for 
intermediate tracks (usually one to 
one and a quarter miles in length such 
as Rockingham, Dover, and 
Darlington), and they make cars for 
short tracks (less than a mile such as 
Martinville, Bristol) and road courses. 
'They also try not to use the same car 
two weeks in a row so that the car can 
be tom down and inspected before 
being used again. 

#6. I know green means go, yellow 
means caution, and the checkered sig­
nals the end of a race, but what are 
those other flags for? Well, the red 
flag is used to bring the racing to a 

complete halt. You may see the red 
flag during rain, or when an accident 
damages part of the track which in 
rum may hinder track safety. Under 
normal circumstances, the black flag 
is displayed to drivers who are 
required by NASCAR to pull into the 
pits. Speeding on pit road, over­
aggresstve driving, and debris or 
smoke corrung from the car are exam­
ples of when the black flag may be 
used. 'The other flag, wtuch is blue 
with a yellow stnpe. is used as an indi­
cator to slower cars to pull over and 
allow the faster traffic to move by on 
the track. (It is also known ao; the flag 
that Geoff Bodine has never seen). 

So there you have it. A crash 
course in just a few of the many 
aspects of our sport. By the way, if 
you have a contribution to "Bone­
head NASCAR," jot it down and sent 
it to The NASCAR Connection, P.O.

Readers interested in the Cil·il War 
era can ,r:et a glimpse of the past 
during the annual Battle of Middle 
Creek, May 31. June 1 and 2 

Followmg the battle, Bragg's 
men established their camp on 
Missionary Ridge cast of 
Chattanooga. Hawkins writes: 
"Here we spent a monotonous and 
disagreeable period of two months 
on rations generally of the poorest 
quality. and often very scant." 

On November 5th, 1863, the 5th 
Kentucky was transferred from 
Kelly's Brigade, Buckner's Corps 
to Lewis' Brigade, Hardie's Corps. 
Thts was the famous Orphan 
Brigade. which was to Bragg's 
Army of Tennessee what Stonewall 
Jackson's Brigade was to the Army 
of Northern Virginia. Several weeks 
later. during the Battle of 
Missionary Ridge, Hawkms' men 
were "held 10 reserve m support of 
a battery on the front." When Bragg 
abandoned th1s position, the 5th 
Kentucky was one of the units 
which covered his retreat. 

Bragg's army spent the period 
from December, 1863 to May, 1864 
in winter quarters at Dalton, 
Georgia. When General Sherman

and his 100,000 Federals began 
thetr advance towards Atlanta on 
May 5th, the Orphan Brigade was 
one of the units which opposed 
them. ln subsequent weeks Jt saw 
action at Resaca, Dalton. 
Jonesboro. and Entrenchment 
Creek. At Dalton. on May 28th. 11 

suffered terrible losses as a result of 
a miscalculation made by General 
Joe E. Johnston. The other engage­
ments were also bloody. After 
Jonesboro, the 5th Kentucky was 
converted to mounted infantry and 
attached to Iverson's Division of 
Wheeler's Corps. With Wheeler 1t 
scouted Sherman's movements as 
he continued his advance, and, 
through Hawkins' own initiative, 
helped Georgia plantation owners 
protect their livestock and women­
folk from enemy foraging parties. It 
surrendered at Washington. Georgia 
on May 6th. 1865. 

On August 6th, 1863, two weeks 
after Toland's Raid, Jack May was 
commissioned Colonel of the 1Oth 
Kentucky Cavalry. In the months 
that followed this event, while his 
5th Kentucky Infantry was halting 
Rosecrans' advance into Georgia, 
Jack's cavalry regiment was trying 
to stop Burnside's advance into 
Eastern Tennessee. Part of General 
John S. Williams' 2nd Cavalry 

Health Matters 
TRY WALKING, RUNNING 
FOR A SU~~ER EXERCISE 

With the summer months 
approaching, many people are 
beginning an outdoor exercise 
program. Jogging and walking are 
popular choices. When several 
simple rules are applied to 
designing your exercise program, 
adherence will improve, risk of 
injury will be reduced, and the 
exercise will be more enjoyable. 

Most people can safely begin a 
walking or jogging program with­
out clearance from their physi­
cian. However, if you have dia­
betes, hypertension, an elevated 
lipid profile, a heart problem 
(such as a heart attack, arrhythmia 
or congenital valve problem), 
asthma and other pulmonary dis­
ease, or are over the age of 45 and 
unaccustomed to vigorous activi­
ty. then consult your physician 
first. Most people with medical 
problems can begin an exercise 
program with only small adjust­
ments. 

When beginning a walktng or 
jogging program, it is best to start 
at an intensity level that you can 
talk (but not sing) while you are 
doing it. By exercising at a mod­
erate intensity, you are less likely 
to become injured and you will be 
able to continue for at least 20 
minutes-the recommended mini­
mum. Also, moderate exercise 
uses fat as the primary fuel. The 
"no pain, no gain" approach 
should be avoided when exercis­
ing for good health. 

The total number of days, dis­
tance or speed you walk or run 
should not be increased by more 
than five percent per week. Only 
one aspect should be increased at 
a time. 

The exercise program should 
be performed initially every other 
day. As the fitness level improves, 
additional days, distance or speed 
can be added. 

The American College of 
Sports Medicine recommends that 
cardiovascular activity should be 
performed no more than five days 
of the week for at least 20 minutes 
and no more than 60 minutes for 
good health reasons. A study on 
injuries in runners by Pate and 
Associates found that the number 
of runs, not total distance trained, 
correlated highly with increased 
risk of injuries. This study sup-

ports the American College of 
Sports Medicine stance of cardio­
vascular exercise no more than 
five times a week. 

Other studies of runners show 
risk of injuries increases by 
increasing distance and/or speed 
by more than 5 percent per week, 
or by increasing number of days 
you run, distance, or speed at the 
same time. 

When considering starting a 
walking or running program, you 
should walk or run at a pace that 
you can talk. If you cannot run at 
this effort level and desire to start 
a running program, then build 
your fitness level by brisk walk­
ing. You are ready to start a run­
ning program when you are able 
to walk two miles in under 30 
minutes. 

A walk/jog program consists of 
running with walking spaced in 
between the run segments. Most 
people do best starting with 10 
minutes of walking followed by 
10 minutes of running and walk­
ing mixed, then finishing with 10 
mtnutes of walking. 

As the fitness level improves, 
reduce the amount of time walk­
ing and increase the amount of 
time spent running. The speed of 
running is not increased until you 
can run for at least 15 minutes 
without stopping. 

The summer months offer a 
great opportunity to begin an 
inexpensive exercise program that 
may improve the quality of your 
life, reduce the risk for premature 
death, shed that extra winter bag­
gage, and reduce the stress in 
your life. A walking or running 
program can do all this for you 
and even be fun if the few simple 
rules hsted above are followed. 

Tip of the Week: Running or 
walking one mile will burn 
approximately 100 calories.

Jack May's War 
Brigade. with headquarters at 
Saltville, Virginia, the regiment 
fought gallamly at Blue Springs on 
October I Oth and at Rogersville on 
No\'embcr 9th . These were desper­
ate, do-or-die engagements, and in 
the first one Jack's men were badly 
outnumbered. In the battle reports 
of this period, Jack's regiment is 
usually listed as "May's lOth 
Kentucky Cavalry." 

Readers will be surprised to 
learn that Jack didn't lead his regi­
ment during these engagements. 
Battle reports show that from 
September, 1863 to October, 1864, 
the I Oth Kentucky was led by 
Jack's second-in-command, 
Colonel Edwin Trimble. Since most 
of Jack's letters from this period 
have been lost, we don't really 
know what caused him to leave his 
post. The few facts we do have sug­
gest that his exertions during 
Toland's raid caused him to suffer a 
recurrence of the illness that side­
lined him during the Fall of 1862. 
He probably convalesced in 
Jeffersonville, where he could be 
near his wife and children. Guerrant 
tells us that on May 22nd, 1864, 

while the 2nd Cavalry Brigade was 
passing through Jeffersonville, he 
saw Jack strolling down Main 
Street with Dr. Thomas Cecil, sur­
geon for the I Oth Kentucky. 

Like Jack May, Ed Trimble was 
a native of Floyd County. His 
grandfather on his mother's side 
was John Graham ( 1765-1835), the 
county's biggest landowner and 
proprietor of its first trading post. 
Before the war Ed's father had 
served for many years as Deputy 
Clerk of the Floyd County Court. 
Eight years younger than Jack, Ed 
had settled in Texas before the war, 
a fact that he liked to advertise by 
wearing a star on his hat. Trimble 
was popular with his men, and 
when he was killed during the 
Battle of Saltville (October 2nd, 
1864), his passing was deeply 
mourned. As subsequent pages will 
show, the story of the 1Oth 
Kentucky under Trimble's leader­
ship is a heroic one and deserves to 
be told. 

In August, 1863, Burnside's 23rd 
Corps, a force of 25,000 men, left 
its base at Richmond, Kentucky and 
marched through the Cumberland

September 2nd, Burnside turned his 
attention to Cumberland Gap, 
which was defended by a small 
Confederate force under General J.

• Package policies 
are available that pro­
vide the small business 
owner more complete 
coverage at a lower 
price than separate poli­
cies for each type of 
insurance needed. 

• Make sure you con­
sider all types of prop­
erty possessed by your 
business including the 
obvious such as build­
ings and other struc­
tures (owned or leased), 
furniture, equipment 
and supplies, and the 
less obvious such as 
satellite dishes, trade­
marks and business 
records and income. 

• Your package poli­
cy should include 
General Liability cover­
age that protects your 
business against legal 
liabihty for damages to 
property or mJunes 
caused by you or your 
employees. 

• Remember to pro­
tect employees in the 
event they are injured 
on the job. Most states 
require some form of 
workers compensation 
insurance. 

• Don't forget auto 
insurance. Commercial 
policies on business 
vehicles are similar to 
personal auto policies 
with a few added ele­
ments. Both policies 
cover liability, medical 
payments, uninsured 
motorist coverage and 
comprehensive and col­
lision. In addition a 
commercial policy may 
cover your employees 
when they are operating 
their personal cars for 
your business and can 
be extended to cover a 
leased or rented vehicle. 

• If you work at 
home, homeowners 
insurance only covers 
your business property 
on a very limited basis 
and no coverage for lia­
bility to others is 
included. Ask your 
agent about additional 
necessary coverage.

Vernal 
Conjunctivitis: 

What You Should 
Know 

(NAPS)-If your 
eyes itch or'tear or bum 
because you are sensi­
tive to common aller­
gens such as ragweed, 
molds or dust mites, or 
if they are painfully 
sensitive to light, you 
may have an allergic 
condition known as ver­
nal conjunctivitis. 

Vernal conjunctivitis, 
a chronic inflammation 
of the conjunctiva, is 
more common in warm 
or hot, dry climates and 
seen frequently in chil­
dren. The condition sel­
dom occurs in patients 
younger than three 
years of age or in those 
older than 25 years. If 
severe symptoms are 
left untreated, they can 
result in sight-threaten­
ing consequences. This 
is why it is important 
for anyone who experi­
ences symptoms to see 
a doctor. 

Fortunately, physi­
cians now have avail­
able to them an eye 
drop available by pre­
scription only that 
effectively treats the 
allergic condition of 
vernal conjunctivitis. 
The eye drop, called 
Alomide®, 
(Lodoxamide

chemical mediators that 
cause the allergic reac­
tion and stops the cycle 
of recurrent symptoms.

Swiss cheese adds to flavor) 
Cook 1 (10-oz.) pkg. frozen 

chopped spinach 5 minutes. 
Drain well. Add to cheese 

mixture. 
Then add: 
3 egg yolks (reserve whites) 
Salt and pepper to taste 
Beat until stiff: 3 egg whites 
Fold into spinach mixture. 

Pour into buttered 1 1/2-quart 
casserole. Set in shallow pan of 
hot water. 

Bake uncovered in 325° oven 
until puffy and lightly browned 
(about 50 minutes) Serves 4 to 6. 

FRIED GINGER PORK 
Cut 2 lbs. boneless fresh pork 

shoulder into I -inch cubes. 
Brown throughly on all sides 

in peanut oil. 
Add: 
I cup finely minced onion
