Tempers flared Friday morning as Floyd 
County Jailer Roger Webb and County 
Judge/Executive Ben Hale battled over budgets, 
food supplies and cars. 

The jailer said he is housing state inmates and 
those inmates generate revenues for the jail. 
They also increase the need for more deputy jail­
ers, supplies and vehicles in which to transport 
them, he said. 

inmates are going to generate. . 
"But that has nothing to do with the opera­

tions," Webb said. "We'll be able to meet that 
bond payment." 

David Allen, treasurer for the county, said 
Webb's budget was approved in April and that it 
could be amended in the future if it looks like 
there will be surplus funds. 

At one point, Hale asked Floyd County Sher­
iff Paul Hunt Thompson to escort Webb from the 

~ourtroom because he said he was prohibiting 
the fiscal court meeting from proceeding. 

"We had $22,000 in income this month 
through May 16," Webb said. "The number of 
state inmates supersedes our expectations." 

He said the county's 1996-97 budget includes 
jail income of about $90,000. "If we continue at 
this rate, we'll be bringing in more than a half 
million dollars a year," Webb added. 

"Until that happens we can't do that," Allen 
said. "When it's in the bank, we can amend the 
budget." 

Thompson, however, refused to remove 
Webb, saying be wasn't causing a disturbance. 
but was asking legitimate questions. But Webb said the increase in funds is almost 

a sure thing. "I'm trying to show the court this is 
going to happen," he said. 

The conflicts started when the court voted to 
give deputy jailers Dwayne Marsillett and 
Palmer Stevens raises to $8.08 an hour, which 
reflects them completing their probation peri­
ods. 

Hale emphasized, however, that as the num­
ber of inmates increases at the jail, the cost of 
housing those prisoners increases.

Bartley 
·says his 
budget 
is too low

In his first official fiscal coun 
tl meeting last Friday, County Attor­

ney Keith Bartley made his pres­
ence known. 

Bartley requested that the court 
increase his proposed budget, 
which County Judge/Executive 
Ben Hale had estimated at about 
$75,000. 

"It's way low," Bartley told the 
court of the proposed budget. "I 
want to talk to you about that." 

But Hale told him not to com­
pare his budget with that of former 
County Attorney Jim Hammond. 

"I'll be happy not to compare 
•my office with Mr. Hammond's," 

Bartley said. "But I ask you not to 
compare my office with David 
Barber's office.'' 

Barber was county attorney be­
fore Hammond took office in 
1990. 

"I have spent a tremendous 
amount of time trying to decide 
what's best for the county attor­
ney's office," Bartley said. He said 
Hale's original proposed budget 
was $20,000 below his projected 
needs and pointed out that it is 
$80,000 below Hammond's 1994 
budget. 

• Hammond's budget for fiscal 
year 1995-96 was $60,623, but his 
budget for the preceding year was 
$177,600. 

Bartley asked the county to pay 
his assistant county attorney 
$18,000 instead of the proposed 
$16,000 that had been budgeted. 
He also asked for $9,000 for a part­
time assistant county attorney and 
for additional funds to pay another

Wheelwright panel takes first 
steps toward erasing eyesores

The Wheelwright City Commis­
sion held its regular monthly meet­
ing Monday at 7 p.m. for the sec­
ond reading of Ordinance No. 1 -
an ordinance that sets up a property 
commission to evaluate property in 
the area and order dilapidated and 
abandoned property to be repaired 
or cleaned up, according to com­
missioner David Boyd. 

"We have a lot of properties in 
the Wheelwright area and we are 
trying to clean up the town," Boyd 
said. 

The ordinance allows the city 
commission to set up a property 
commission that would detennine 
if land is in need of repair, Boyd 
said. He added that the commis­
sion would report any findings to 
the city commission and that the 
city would go through the proper 
procedures of sending out notices 
and warnings to either repair or 
clean up the property. 

The city commission also ad­
dressed a request made by two res­
idents for permission to cut through 
a sidewalk in order to build a road 
that leads closer to their home. Ac­
cording to Mayor David Sammons, 

the couple are elderly and have to 
carry their groceries to their home. 
The city commission gave permis­
sion for the residents to construct 
the driveway through the sidewalk, 
but stipulated that they had to re­
pair any damage done to the side­
walk during construction. 

The city commission set road 
aid, LGEA, and budget hearings for 
II a.m. on June 3. 

Former Wheelwright mayor

• ing by threatening to k.ill Isaacs 
with the pistol.

Conn was indicted on one count 
of wanton endangerment for shoot­
ing a firearm at Joseph Conn on 
February 9.

Court ·gives nod 
to KSP for 911 
control center

It's a go. 
Floyd County Fiscal Court gave 

final approval Friday to a plan to 
move the 911 system to Pike 
County. 

The vote was 3-2 with magis­
trates Gerald DeRossett and Elmer 
Ray Johnson voting against the re­
gional effort, and magistrates Jack­
ie Owens, and Ermal Tackett vot­
ing for it. County Judge/Executive 
Ben Hale broke the tie. 

The proposal to move the ser­
vice to Pike County followed on 
the heels of a 7-1 vote May 10 by 
the 911 board to scrap plans to lo­
cate the system locally. 

"This will save this county an 
unbelievable amount of money," 
Captain Robert Forsythe of the 
Kentucky State Police said Friday 
morning. "We offered this same 
proposal four or five years ago and 
we stand behind that." 

Forsythe said the "recurring 
costs for the system would go dras­
tically down," with the move to the 
state police post. 

The state police will provide the 
facility for the service. Pike Coun­
ty and Floyd County will split the 
cost of the equipment and will pay 
the salaries for their shares of dis­
patchers needed to man the unit. 

The county had planned to lo­
cate the service in the old jail on 
the third floor of the courthouse 
until there was a disagreement be­
tween the county and the city about 
how much the city would con­
tribute to the operation. 

The original plans showed the 
city contributing $94,000 and the 
sheriffs department adding

$36,000. The city, however, backed 
off the preliminary amount and said 
it would contribute $50,000 to the 
ventur\! nnd spHt the extrn costs 
with the county. 

The city also offered to run the 
service with only the 911 fees col­
lected from the 89-cent surcharge 
and the $36,000 contribution by the 
sheriffs department. 

"We have looked at this every 
which way, up and down," Hale

Otter Creek 
escapees get 
brief glimpse 
of freedom

Two inmates from the Otter 
Creek Correctional Center were 
back in custody within 17 minutes 
after they rushed a service gate at 
the center about I 0:15 a.m. Mon­
day. 

John Delbert Alstatt, 40, and 
Ricky Ferguson. 22, were picked 
up by prison officials just a few 
minutes after their escape, accord­
ing to David Carroll, chief of secu­
rity. 

Carroll explained that one of 
the supervisors was outside the 
gate with some prisoners on work 
patrol. When the group started 
back into the facility, Alstatt and 
Ferguson, who were in a visiting 
pavilion near the gate, rushed the 
gate. 

"He tried to apprehend them, 
but was unable to do so," Carroll 
said. "They moved up the hill into 
the tree line just out of site." 

Carroll said the supervisor 
made a verbal report and the staff 
of the prison made visual contact 
with the two prisoners a few min­
utes later and had the two back 
into custody by about 10:30 a.m. 

District Judge James Allen en­
tered not-guilty pleas to the feder­
al charge of first-degree escape 
Tuesday during arraignments. A 
preliminary hearing was set for the 
two, who were escorted into the 
courtroom in shackles and chains. 

Ferguson, of Adair County, was 
at Otter Creek on two counts of 
theft by unlawful taking, third-de­
gree burglary, and first-degree 
criminal mischief. He was serving 
a seven-year sentence. 

Alstatt, of Hopkins County, was

"Quite often, the court over­

looks the duties of the county 
attorney," Bartley said. 

"But we only have to pay for 
what is done for the county," Hale 
said. 

Bartley agreed, but said the 
county attorney's office handles 
about 14,000 cases a year, 90 per­
cent of which the county is 
responsible. He said there are "50 
or better pendmg civil suits 
against the county" now. 

He said in comparison, the Pike 
County county attorney handles 
about 9,000 cases a year, "and our 
budget is about one-fifth of 
theirs." 

The new county attorney 
reminded the court that he volun­
teered his services to the county 
from the day after his appointment 
to the date of his swearing in, a 
period of about six weeks, and that 
he also provided the county with 
free secretarial work through his 
firm, Vanover, Hall & Bartley, 
during that time frame. 

"I don't mean to sound harsh, 
but the budget that you have pro-

posed is not realistic,'' he said. 
He likened the budget approved 

for Hammond last year as a "pun­
ishment budget" because 
Hammond failed to pay back the 
county for a portion of his secre­
taries' salaries on time as he had 
agreed to do. 

Bartley said he would give up a 
portion of his salary if needed to 
increase the number of his assis­
tants and secretaries and to pay 
them at the level he wanted. 
"Punish me, but don't punish 
everybody in Floyd County," he 
said. 

The court stood behind 
Bartley's request for more fund­
ing. One magistrate, Jackie 
Owens, said he had received calls 
asking that Bartley get the help 
needed to make the office work. 

"They wanted to make sure you 
got off to a good start," Owens 
said. 

Owens asked if the $97,533 is 
the least amount on which Bartley 
can operate. 

"It's the bare minimum to run it 
efficiently," Bartley answered.

said. "We are looking at something 
that makes this self sufficient or we 
are going to have to raise (the tele­
phone surcharge.) 

County residents have been pay­
ing an 89-cent-per-month surcharge 
on the phone bills for about six 
years. 

To keep the system local, the 
county would have paid $392,460 
in start-up costs. Sending it to the 
KSP post will cost about $292,923, 
$100,000 less. 

The biggest savings seem to 
come in the recurring costs. County 
residents would have paid an esti­
mated $296,606 each year to keep 
the system local. The cost of send­
ing it to Pike County has been esti­
mated at $175,647, almost 
$121,000 less each year. 

"Really, it was not a question," 
Hale told the magistrates. ''I'm here 
to save the taxpayers money." 

Owens said he thinks the move 
is a good one for Floyd County. 

"I have fought since 1989 to take 
the politics out of 911 ," he said. 
"By letting the state police run it, I 
don't think we can find a better way 
to run it. This takes the sheriffs 
department, the court and the city 
out of it. 

While it will probably be the end 
of the year before the system is 
operating, Forsythe said it will take 
no longer to get the system opera­
tional in Pike County than it would 
have in Floyd County. 

"Our resources are behind this," 
he said. "There will be no delay." 

"It would have taken the same 
amount of time regardless of who 
had it," Hale added. 

Magistrates also clashed over 
abolishing the position of public 
works supervisor, which is now 
filled by Joey Bowling. 

DeRossett, Owens, and Johnson 
voted not to abolish the position, 
for which there is no apparent job 
description, according to Hale. 

Bowling has held the position 
since 1979. 

The court voted 3-1 to put the 
position's salary - $15,554 plus a 
cost of living raise- back into the 
budget, with Owens voting against 
that move. 

But at least one county resident 
said she's fed up with the system. 

"I think it's plain old rotten poli­
tics,'' Dorothy Osborne said. "1bey 
don't even know what he does. I 

mean, get real.'' 
She said county residents should 

be concerned about where their tax 
dollars are going. 

"People should be up in arms," 
she said. "They should get rid of 
some of these people."

More shameful, though, is the 
obvious conclusion that politics 
always gets in the way of 
progress here. 

Every decision, from hiring 
cooks and janitors for our 
school systems to deciding what 
businesses may obtain highway 
access permits from the state, 
seems to involve political con­
siderations above all else.

We have accepted and re-elected 
public officials so grossly inept that 
they make those in Bangladesh and 
Ethiopia appear as divinely 
inspired.

Last week I reported that the fis­
cal court had collected the E-911 
telephone surtax for 73 months, 
which is of course. into the seventh 
year. 

KSP Post No. 9 is a regional 
police force and has patrol units 
operating in Floyd. Johnson, 
Martin, Pike, Knott and Magoffin 
counties. The exact position or 
location of these units can be moni­
tored on an enhanced 911 system 
and can immediately match the 
closest unit to an emergency call in 
Floyd County. Thus, on our south­
em border, a Pike County KSP 
patrol unit might be closer to an 
emergency at Ivel than anyone in 
Floyd County. 

The same is possible along the 
borders of our other adjoining 
counties. Th1s is not possible with a 
strictly local 911 system. And it is 
very doubtful that the KSP would 
ever permit anyone else to monitor 
the location of their patrol units. 

It is possible to obtain full time 
emergency medical service at a cost 
we can afford. We will explore this 
next.

Even with the county's recent 
decision to join Pike County in a 
cooperative 911 project to be 
operated out of KSP Post 9, 
we'll probably have to wait the 
rest of this year before the sys­
tem goes on line. 

If the development of a 911 
system here is any indication of 
how efficient and cooperative 
our local governments can be, 
God help us all on any future 
undertakings we may plan. 

This obsession with political 
power, most recently demon­
strated in Pike County where 
two candidates are spending 
hundreds of thousands of dollars 
to win a legislative seat that 
pays maybe $25,000 a year, will 
certainly be our undoing if it 
hasn't done us in already. 

Unfortunately, the only light 
we see at the end of this dark 
tunnel is the fire snorting from 
this political dragon's nose. 

At the end of April 1996, bank 
statements and other accounting 
records showed that about $954,000 
is available in the fund; and that 
approximately $171,000 has been 
spent to date. This amounts to 
almost one-fifth of the total money 
collected. 

Agreed, a local 911 system could 
obtain the location of those units by 
telephone or radio in a manner of 
similar to what is in use now; but 
that takes time-and time can mean 
life or death in an emergency. 

We need to make a binding com­
mitment to the KSP Regional 911 
system now. This has to be done as 
we need to tailor our geographical 
mapping, etc.. to the exact stan­
dards and technical requirements of 
that system. 

I have been told since writing the 
letter that it was announced after the 
game that nothing but T·shirts and • ' 
posters would be signed. but I hon­
estly did not hear it. 

Okay, let's toss our two cents 
worth into the debate over using 
tourism funds to supplement the 
operation of the Paintsville 
Country Club.

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Hall pleads guilty to attempted 
extortion, sen~ence probated

A McDowell man pleaded guilty 
to attempted extortion Tuesday in 
Floyd Circuit Court. 

The charge against Sam Hall 
was amended from theft by extor­
tion and Hall was sentenced to 12 
months in the county jail, probated 
for 24 months. 

The original charge occurred 
after Hall told Floyd County Sheriff 
Paul Hunt Thompson that he had 
information that would clear one of 
his deputies in a drug case. He. 
asked Hunt for $100,000 for the 
information. 

The case was set for trial today, 
Wednesday. in Circuit Judge John 
David Caudill's courtroom. 

'The amendment came after we 
consulted with Shenff Paul Hunt 
Thompson," Dwight Stacy 
Marshall, assistant commonwealth 
attorney, said. 

The plea in no way affects a fed­
eral case against Hall in which be 
allegedly offered $50,000 to have 
his cousin killed to collect proceeds 
from an insurance policy. 

That trial is set for June 12 in 
federal court in Pikeville before 
Judge Joseph Hood. 

Hall was arrested February 15 by 
FBI agents on the charges. His 

cousin was placed in protective cus­
tody immediately. 

The charges came after a two­
week investigation by the Floyd 
County Sheriff's Department, the 
Mountain Area Drug Task Force. 
and the FBI. 

An on-going parallel investiga­
tion concerning Hall had been 
underway when the alleged murder­
for-hire scheme was discovered. 
Those investigations concerned 
alleged drug activity and alleged 
environmental violations, accord­
ing to Frank Fryman, director of the 
Mountain Area Drug Task Force, 
who made the statements at a 
February 15 press conference .

grant for new patrol deputies

Paul Hunt Thompson isn't going 
to look a gift horse in the mouth. 

Thompson, Floyd County sher­
iff, learned last week that his 
department will receive a $93,186 
grant to put two more officers on 
the road. He already has plans on 
how to put those funds to work. 

"We're working on a community 
police project for the McDowell 
and Maytown communities," 
Thompson said Friday. 

He said officers in those commu­
nities will be focusing on problem 
solving rather than reacting to inci­
dents. 

"We want to try to stop the prob­
lems before they start rather than 

• just reacting to incidents after they 
happen," Thompson said. "We want 
to discuss this with the communi­
ties to get their input." 

A third community, Jacks Creek, 
may be added to the program. 

Thompson said the organization­
al meetings for the pilot programs 
have already been held and that two 
officers will be in each of the com­
munities once it is up and running. ' 

The local funds are part of a $4.6 
million allotment by the U.S. 
Department of Justice that calls for 

\til the hiring of 78 full-time and nine 
part-time officers for 43 police 
jurisdictions in Kentucky, accord­
ing to U.S. Senator Wendell H. 
Ford. 

Funding for the officers comes 
from the COPS Universal Hiring 
Program, part of the Clinton adnUn­
istration's effort to put 100,000 new

County. 

They built a camp on that 
stream, still known as Boone's 
Camp. Mrs. Galbraith, now 89

'This is great news for our law 
enforcement agencies in the 
Commonwealth who are fighting 
crime in our communities, both 
large and small," Ford said.

Funding begins when the new 
officers have been hired, or on May 
14 (the date of the award) whichev­
er is later. 

According to U.S. Congressman 
Hal Roger, who is chairman of the 
House Appropriations 
Subcommittee that funds the 
Department of Justice, the money 

will provide up to 75 percent of the 
cost of the new officers. 

"I have been working to see that 
rural communities benefit from this 
program," Rogers said. "Crime is a 
problem throughout our nation, not 
just in our big cities. Often because 
of their size and limited funds, 
small communities cannot afford to 
hire additional officers. This grant 
will be a great help to Floyd 
County."

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Faculty Alliance questions the 
validity of PCC consulting process

The consultants have come and 
gone, but apparently the controver­
sy that brought them to 
Prestonsburg Community College 
isn't over yet. 

The union that represents the 
faculty of the college is questioning 
the validity of the consultants' 
investigation into the problems that 
have been plaguing the school - in 
the spotlight for the last several 
months and behind closed doors for 
the last few years. 

The conflict involves an ongoing 
dispute between the faculty and the 
president of PCC, Dr. Deborah 
Floyd. 

Barbara Ashley, project director 
of the Kentucky Community 
College Faculty Alliance ques­
tioned the way the consultant inter­
view process was structured. 

"We're not clear that anything is 
amiss," she said Tuesday. "But the 
way it was structured leads us to 
think it was amiss." 

Three consultants hired by the 
University of Kentucky were at the 
Holiday Inn May 13, 14, and 15 
meeting with faculty, staff and com­
munity members. While the loca­
tion was not questioned, the sched-

uling process to talk with the con­
sultants was. 

"Many faculty members quickly 
became disillusioned after learning 
that any appointment with the con­
sultants would have to be set up 
through the academic dean's 
office," Ashley said. "The faculty 
and staff had to make themselves 
known and many were wary about 
doing that because of fear of retali­
ation. We believe that involvement 
by the local administration has 
made it difficult for this investiga­
tion to uncover all of the problems 
at Prestonsburg." 

One professor said the schedul­
ing requirement prevented the con­
sultants from the doing the job they 
were sent to Prestonsburg to do. 

"We don't believe the consul­
tants were ever given full control of 
the process," Dr. Carolyn Thrner, 
PCC Faculty Assembly vice chair 
and a member of the union's steer­
ing committee, said in a press 
release issued May 18 from Ashley. 
"The college president was very 
actively involved throughout the 
whole investigation. Fear of retalia­
tion kept many of the faculty from 
asking for an opportunity to speak 
with them." 

She said faculty members are 
already questioning the consultants' 

report because the "local adminis­
tration controlled who saw the con­
sultants and for how long," the 
press release states. 

"We have asked UK to help us 
resolve these problems for three 
years. Enough is enough," Turner 
added. 

Ashley said the faculty alliance 
has "tried not to interfere with the 
internal workings of the community 
college system," but that the 
process has caused concern. 

In March, the PCC Faculty 
Assembly voted 21-1, asking Floyd 
to resign. Later that month, the fac­
ulty voted 47-27 that they had no 
confidence in Floyd's leadership. 
Ashley said the vote is unprecedent­
ed in the Kentucky Community 
College System. 

"The faculty at Prestonsburg 
have spoken," she said. "Now it is 
time for the university to listen and 
to act quickly and fairly. We must 
not allow this problem to affect the 
quality of education at 
Prestonsburg." 

Upper administration continued 
to express its "full confidence" in 
Floyd, but decided in April to hire 
outside consultants to look into the 
problems. R. Claire Guthrie, chief 
deputy attorney general of Virginia; 
B. Diane Davis, social studies divi-

sion chair at Oakton Community 
College in Illinois; and Nicholas 
Trott Long, part-time counsel to 
Rhode Island's higher education 
commissiOner were in town for 
three days last week. 

"In previous cases, in addition to 
the interview process, an anony­
mous survey was sent out so that 
faculty members could have input 
but not be seen talking to the con­
sultants," Ashley said. She said, 
though, she is not convinced that 
the consultants' report will be taint­
ed by perceived pressure from the 
administration. 

"We continue to hope that these 
consultants will not allow the local 
campus administration or anyone 
else to corrupt their results," Ashley 
said. "We are waiting for that 
report." 

She said there has been no defi­
nite word on when or how the report 
will be issued. 

"In other investigations (a simi­
lar investigation took place at 
Owensboro Community College in 
1990 where the president resigned 
after a year of turmoil) the report 
has been given to the chancellor and 
the chair of the faculty advisory 
board orally," Ashley said. "We 
don't know yet how that report will 
be issued or when."

Association and held at Morehead 
State University. 

Ryan Owens, a freshman at Allen

in the category of tower building. 
Competing students were given cer­
tain parameters of length, width, 
height and material and then built the 
lightest tower to carry a standard 
load.

Towers remaining in the final 
round are then judged according to 
weight of the tower. The lightest 
tower suppOrting the most weight 
wins. 

1be tower had to be constructed 
of wood bonded by glue. Owen and 
Sexton's tower weighed only 11.6 
grams, which compares to the weight 
of three and a half pennies. The struc­
ture held the weight of 44 lbs. 1 01..

Ty Martin, representing Adams 
Middle School, won first place in the 
Periodic Table category. To win jn 
that category, Martin showed he had 
a clear understanding of the Periodic 
Table by answering questions about 
the elements in the table.

Cornerstone Family Center, the 
KBHC Eastern Region Foster 
Care Association was formed 
through the leadership of the fos­
ter parents themselves. 

"They have a pretty strong net­
work," she said, adding that she is 
pleased because beginning such a 
group has been a goal since the 
KBHC program began in the area 
just over a year ago. 

"I really wanted to have some 
type of system in place so the fos­
ter parents could be friends among 

• themselves and be a support to 
each other," she said. "The new 
association will also facilitate the 
foster families getting together for 
times of fun with the children." 

As a foster care specialist for 
Kentucky Baptist Homes for 
Children, Tackett is always on call 
to assist the foster families she 
serves. Still, she says, the foster 
families like being able to share 
with other foster families. 

"They'll call each other with a 
• situation they're facing and ask, 

'Have you ever had this' and 
'What did you do'" Tackett said. 

There are also logistical bene­
fits to having the foster parents in 
close contact with each other. 

Tackett said that there are cur­
rently three siblings in KBHC fos­
ter care in the area. Two live in 
one home and the other child in a 
second. The two sets of foster par­
ents are in frequent contact as they 
check on the progress of the chil­
dren and arrange visits between 

• the siblings. 
The foster parent association 

recently held an appreciation ban­
quet in Prestonsburg. Foster fami­
lies were presented certificates of 
appreciation and given an oppor­
tunity to share about their experi­
ences. 

· The group has also begun hav­
ing regular meetings to set goals, 
make training plans and plan joint 
activities for the foster children.

On the road again: 
UK dental bus visiting 
Prestonsburg this summer 

For the fourth summer in a row, 
the University of Kentucky College 
of Dentistry's dental bus is visiting 
Prestonsburg. 

The dental bus-mobile dental 
unit is its official name-is a 40-foot 
long dental office on wheels. The bus 
has three complete dental units and a 
generator which powers the dental 
equipment when electricity is not 
available. 

The Floyd County Health 
Department's parking lot will be its 
home from June 3 through July 26. 
During this ttme, dental care will be 
provided Mondays through 
Thursdays for children from three to 
10 years of age. All dental work is 
supervised by full-time faculty mem­
bers from the College of Dentistry. 

Appointments are made locally 
by Brenda AuXier and Peggy Gibson 
of the Floyd County Health 
Department. 

Persons interested in making an 
appointment for their children 
should call 886-2788. In past years, 
the bus has treated 150-200 patients 
a summer, Auxier said. 

The interest and hard work of the 
health department is one of the rea­
sons the bus continues to go to 
Prestonsburg. "They really work 
very hard to make sure we get 
patients," said John R. Mink, D.D.S., 
a professor of pediatric dentistry at 
the UK College of Dentistry and 
director of the dental bus program. 

Mink, who has taught at the UK 
College of Dentistry since it opened 
in 1962, has been involved with the 
dental bus from the start. He was 
even there when the idea was born. 

The idea carne 27 years ago when 
Mink and another dental professor at 
UK, Robert H. Spedding, D.D.S., 
were working with krnerican student 
dentists in Israel. 

The two dentists and the students 
worked on a bus, complete with a 
generator, that served as a mobile 
dental clinic. "We carne back and 
thought this would be great to have 
for Eastern Kentucky," Mink said. 

The idea took awhile to become 
reality, though. Dental bus design 
started in 1988 and the finished prod­
uct hit the road in the fall of 1990.

Steve Frommeyer of Eminence 
High in Henry County has found 
that, "at one time or another there 
have been more than 70 high 
schools in Kentucky that don't have 
football programs, but have kids 
who would like to play." 

Frommeyer says he has also 
found, "as many as 14 to 16 schools 
in the state who are interested in our 
plan. 

"You know in other parts of the 
country, eight-man football is very 
well accepted. In fact, the Heisman 
Trophy winner in 1994, Rashaan 
Salaam (Colorado) now with the 
Chicago Bears, grew up playing 
eight-man football. 

"This is a way of giving kids a 
chance to play who might otherwise 
not get the chance," he added. 

Frommeyer and coaches from at 
least three other schools -
Kentucky Country Day, Trimble 
County and Beth Haven - will 
meet June 10 at Kentucky Country 
Day High School to discuss an 
attempt to launch eight-man high 
school football. 

'There are lots of schools the 
right size," he says. "Look at north-

ern Kentucky and you'll find a 
bunch of small schools who could 
field teams." 

Frommeyer and others may well 
seek support/encouragement from 
the state's NCAA 1-A coaches Bill 
Curry, Ron Cooper and Roy Kidd. 

Meanwhile, the KHSAA's board 
of control has given the go-ahead 
for Eminence, Kentucky Country 
Day, Trimble Co. and Beth Haven 
to stage a two-game mini-tourna­
ment during the two weeks after the 
end of the regular football season in 
November.

CLASS SYSTEM IN KY. 
In response to a Sports In Ky. 

report on class system athletics in 
Indiana and Tennessee, Doyle 
Cunningham of Louisville has an 
idea how Kentucky could "have the 
best of both worlds." 

1. Divide (basketball) schools 
into four classes, aligned much like 
football. 

2. Convert Regions 1-4 into 
Sectional 1; Regions 5-8 into 
Sectional 2 and so on. 

3. Current district and regional 
tournaments become intersectional 
tournaments, played over a two­
week period, matching teams in 
same classes. 

4. Each of four sectionals would 
send to the State Tournament a 
Class A, 2-A, 3-A and 4-A 
Sectional champion. 

5. Our State Tournament would 
stiii have 16 teams, but four from 
each of the four classes would play 
each other in the first two rounds. 

6. Final Four on Saturday morn­
ing would be comprised of four 
Class tournament winners. Each 
would be crowned and awarded a 
Class (state) championship, then 
proceed to play for the overall state 
title. 

7. One year (even numbered) the 
4-A winner would play the 1-A 
winner in the semi-finals. Next year 
(odd) the 4-A would play 2-A 
champion in the semis. 

"I realize that because the cur­
rent regions six and seven are most­
ly 4A schools, the boundaries 
would have to be adjusted. But this 
is very 'do-able' and it should 
please most people on both sides of 
the issue - if that's possible," 
Cunningham writes. 

BOB KNIGHT SPEAKS 
With nearly two-dozen under­

classmen and three high schoolers 
making themselves available for the 
NBA draft next month, college bas­
ketball's E.F. Hutton finally spoke 
this week. 

"I've said for years the NBA 
should form a minor league,"

Is the monkey finally off Waltrip :S back 

• 

In a sense, that monkey that has 
been riding around on the back of 
Michael Waltrip for nearly ten 
years is all but gone. Yes, I know, 
he has never won an official 
NASCAR Winston Cup points 
race, but his victory in last 
Saturday night's Winston Select 
has proven that he can indeed win. 

As Dale Earnhardt and Terry 
Labonte were jockeying for posi­
tion, Waltrip slid to the inside and 
never looked back en route to win-
ning his first Winston Select title. 
Waltrip's victory marked the first 
time that a driver has ever won the 
feature after transferring from the 

· Winston Select Open. 
The 33-year-old Owensboro 

native is best known around the 
racing world as Darrell Waltrip's 
little brother. But in all reality, the 
younger Waltrip has had a rela­
tively successful career. Most crit­
ics of the sport, media and fans 
included, never give Waltrip much 
credit for his racing accomplish­
ments. 

In fact, probably one of the 
most frequently asked questions at 
the onset of each season is, "Will 

• Michael Waltrip win one this 
year?" Waltrip has gone a record 
309 Winston Cup starts without a 
victory. But wait a minute, this 
driver has also picked up a few 

accolades over the years. 
Waltrip's career began in the 

early 1980's in his hometown of 
Owensboro. Racing in the mini­
modified division, Waltrip became 
track champion at the Kentucky 
Motor Speedway. In 1933 he 
moved on to the NASCAR Dash 
Series where he again became 
champion and was also elected 
most popular driver of that series 
in 1983 and 1984. 

Waltrip made his first Winston 
Cup start in 198S at Charlotte. 
1986 marked his first full-time 
stint on NASCAR's senior circuit 
driving a car owned by Dick 
Bahre. In such order, the team 
became Bahari Racing with own­
ers being Chuck Rider and 
Lawrence Harry who bought out 
Bahre in '88. In seven seasons 
with Bahari, Waltrip's best career 
finish was a second at the Miller 
SOO in 1988 at Pocono. During 
those years, Waltrip's best finish 
in the final point standings was 
12th in 1994 and '95. 

Along the way, Waltrip has also 
competed on the NASCAR Busch 
Series. In Busch competition, he 
has seven wins, nine poles, and 
has finished among the top-three 
on the average of one out of every 
three starts. 

With all of Waltrip's accom-

plishments, many still note him for 
never winning a race. But consider 
the following: It took Sterling 
Martin 279 races to get his first 
win. Dave Marcis went 22S races 
without a victory. Even racing 
great, Buddy Baker had to be 
patient in obtaining his first win. It 
took him 213 tries. Throw in the 
fact that only 147 men have ever 
won a race since the series started 
in 1949, and over 3,000 men have 
tried, and then you begin to realize 
that maybe we shouldn't be so 
hard on the long and lanky 
Michael Waltrip. 

Michael Waltrip is now in his 
first season of competition driving 
for the legendary Wood Brothers, 
and to be honest, this is probably 
the best shot he has ever had at a 
victory. His performance last 
Saturday night at Charlotte sur­
prised many, including Waltrip. 
But do not be surprised to see 
Michael Waltrip win his first offi­
cial race in 1996. 

The Wood Brothers comprise 
one of the most successful teams 
in NASCAR Winston Cup history. 
They know how to win and they 
know they can win with Michael 
Waltrip, it's just a matter of time. 
This weekend, it's NASCAR's 
longest race, the Coca-Cola 600 
also to be held at Charlotte.

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State agencies renew Ohio River 
fish consumption advisories 

Certain fish species caught in the 
Ohio River have been found to con­
tain polychlorinated biphenyls 
(PCBs) and/or chlordane, the state 
departments for Health Services, 
Environmental Protection, and Fish 
and Wildlife Resources in Kentucky 
advised recently. 

Because channel catfish, carp, 
white bass, and paddlefish and their 
eggs have been found to contain 
these contaminants, the three state 
agencies are renewing a fish con­
sumption advisory for these fish if 
caught anywhere along the entire 
length of the Ohio River bordering 
Kentucky. This advisory continues 
one issued in February 1993 and 
renewed in 1994 and 1995 for these 
species. 

The advisory is being issued for 
the named species of fish only if 
caught in the Ohio River. Neither 
PCBs nor chlordane have been 
detected in the river's water. 

Advisories regarding consump­
tion of fish caught in the Ohio River 
were previously issued in February 
1990 for channel catfish, carp, and 
white bass. In January 1991. paddle­
fish. commonly referred to as spoon­
bill catfish, and their eggs were added 
to the advisory. Advisories for these 
species were re-issued in 1992 and 
1993. 

The present advisory is being 
issued following review by the three 
agencies of the 1995 fish contamina· 
tion infonnation from the Ohio River 
Valley Water Sanitation Commission 
(ORSANCO). 

Composites of fish fillets of each 
species were tested for organic chem­
ical contaminants such as PCBs: pes­
ticides, including chlordane, DDT, 
and dieldrin; and the metals mercury, 
cadmium, and lead. Kentucky agen­
cies issuing the fish consumption 
advisory have traditionally used U.S. 
Food and Drug Administration 
(FDA) "action level" guidelines to 
determine whether or not an advisory 
should be issued. Results of analysis 
of carp, catfish, and paddlefish show 
there are still some levels of chlor­
dane and/or PCBs in their fillets at or 
above the U.S. FDA guidelines for 
human consumption. Analysis of all 
other species tested show levels 
below FDA guidelines. 

The Division of Water, 
Department for Health Services. and 

pepartment of Fish and Wildlife 
~esources is re-issuing this advisory 
now, using FDA guidelines, to avoid 
confusing the public about advisories 

being issued by agencies of other 
states along the Ohio. However, 
Kentucky will be revising its fish 
consumption advisory guidelines. 
New risk-based guidelines are 
planned to be in place later this year. 

Neither chlordane nor PCBs have 
been detected in samples of Ohio 
River water in recent years. Neither 
contaminant is known to pose any 
problem for public water supplies 
along the river. 

Immediate human health effects 
from eating PCB- or chlordane-cont­
aminated fish have not been docu­
mented. However, frequent con­
sumption of even low levels of PCB­
or chlordane-contaminated fish may 
increase the risk of long-tenn health 
effects. 

PCBs and chlordane accumulate 
more in high-fat species such as carp 
and catfish. These compounds also 
are known to accumulate in the eggs 
of various fish. 

People who decide to eat these 
fish should follow the precautions 
~uggested by the health and environ­
mental protection agencies to reduce 
the risk of potential harmful effects of 
eating fish from the Ohio River. 

• Women of childbearing age and 
pre-school age children should not 
eat the listed fish species. 

• Others who intend to eat these 
fish can minimize the intake ofPCBs 
and chlordane by properly cleaning, 
skinning, trimming, and cooking the 
fish. 

• Only skinless and boneless fillets 
with as much fat removed as possible 
should be eaten. The skin should be 
particularly avoided. Eggs should be 
discarded. 

• Roasting or baking have been 
found to reduce the levels of PCBs 
and chlordane more than other cook­
ing methods such as frying and 
microwaving. Cooking does not 
destroy PCBs or chlordane nor does 
it lower their toxicity. The heat from 
cooking simply melts some of the fat 
in the fish, removing pollutants at the 
same time. 

• None of the juices or fats that 
cook out of the fish should be eaten 
or reused for cooking other foods. 

This action is not a ban on fish 
consumption but allows the public to 
minimize or avoid potential health 
risks. The Cabinet for Human 
Resources will continue to monitor 
tissue residue levels in the fish from 
the Ohio River that are caught for 
commercial use. The advisory will 
remain in effect until further notice.

He said he had imprisoned him in a closet, I 
am glad of that, I told him, Keep him there a 
few days, and you will find him to be as 

"It is impossible for language to describe 
this terrible disease," Doddridge, who was a 
minister and historian, said. "The horror of 
mind which he suffered was equal to a most 
timid lady being compelled to walk alone 
through a graveyard at midnight. He pleaded 
for the physicians to bleed him to death. 

"He requested that some of his limbs be 
cut off. Finding this request would not be 

• complied with, he looked up to his rifle and 
begged me, with tears in his eyes, to take it 
down and shoot him through the head. 

"I will look at you with delight and thank­
fulness, while· you are pulling the trigger. 
You will be doing right in doing this. I know 
from your countenance that you pity me; but 
you ought to put an end to my misery, and 

well as he ever was; and so it was." 
The false reputation of these nostrums 

resulted from so-called cures when, in actu­
ality, there was no disease at all. Reliance on 
the false nostrums led to painful deaths 
when rabies was, in fact, the malady.

At dawn on 
November 6th, after a long night 
march m chilling rain. h1s men 
surrounded two regiments of 
Federal cavalry camped on B1g 
Creek, a tnbutary of the Holston 
River ncar Rogersville. When the 
Confederates got within 350 yards 
of the Federal position, which was 
located on the opposite bank of 
the creek, Giltner called up 
Trimble's lOth Kentucky and 
Parker's 4th Kentucky and 
ordered them to dismount and 
charge.
