safety 

After fire strikes 
neighbors' ho1ne

The times may be changing 
back to the way they once 
were ... when neighbors could de­

' pend on their ne1ghbors. 
A Branham's Creek resident 

sa\'ed the lives of two of his neigh­
bors last Fnday when theu trailer 
caught on fire and they could not 
escape the names and smoke. 

Clois Hamilton, 51, is consid­
ered by some to he a hero for his 
unselfish act of pulling DaVId 
Denny, 32, nnd Tracy Akers from 
the fire, after they attempted to es­
cape but could not because they 
were overcome by the smoke. 

"1 think that Mr. Hamtlton ts a 
~ro ... FuJ]d County d ut Ste•e 
Lmle satd "If Mr. Hamilton hadn' t 
been there, two hve:; may h:lve 
been lostm the fire." 

Hamilton sa1d Wednesdc~y that 
he did not think of himself as a 
hero, but he "as glad that he "as 
there to help when the fire hap­
pened. 

The Mud Creek Volunteer Ftre 
Deparunent responded to the scene 
about 7:30 p.m. Friday, according 
to Little. 

Hamilton said his wife, Judy, 
was in the kttchen when she saw 
that the trailer was on fire. She 
called the fire department while 
Hamilton went to help Denny and 
Akers. 

"Mr. Hamtlton pulled the sub­
jects about 125 feet away from the

"We hope to see a Mountain Sci­
ence Center next to the Mountain 
Arts Center one day," John Rosen­
berg, one of the founder::; of the sci­
ence center 1dert, satd a:.o he accept­
ed the largcr-than-hfe check.

Smoking areas at schools may 
be banned by education board

Members of the Floyd County 
Board of EducatiOn will probably 
vote at their next meeung to eharu 
nate smoking areas for students nt 
county hagh school 

The board was to have eonsad 
ered a policy at its mecung Tuesday 
night, but the issue was tabled to 
give board attorney Phil Damron 
and supenntendent Dr. John Balen­
tine a chance to research the issues. 

"We're still struggling w1th this 
issue at the high school level," 
Balentine said. "I sugg..:!.t we table 
it again'' 

The board briefl) d1scussed the 
1ssue at its September meeting, 

Board attorney Phil Damron told 
the group at that time that while it 1 

illegal for teens under the age of 1 8 
to purchase tobacco products, there 
are some students in the school sys­
tem who are over the age of 18. 

He added that most schools are 
"totally banning" the use of tobacco 

on the campus. and that some fed­
eral funding may be tied lOa ban on 
smokmg m the schools tn the fu­
ture 

Supcnntendcnt Dr. John Balen­
tme srud at thnt meeting that all the 
lugh schools 10 the county ha\'e a 
smokmg area outside the bu1ldmg, 
but that rnoking tnsidc the school 
1s prohibtted. He advised that high 

school principals and site-based de­
cision-making councils "thrash 
out" the 1ssue before bnngmg n to 
the school board. 

At Tuesday's meeting, Damron 
said he would probably be recom­
mending a complete ban on smok­
ing at the next meeting.

"They don't want to watt an 
exlrll day if they don't have to," he 
sau.l. Osborne satd the m1ddle 
school students have already been

School board 
holds rein on 
higher taxes

The "T' word reared its ugly 
head Thesday night during the reg­
ular meeting of the Floyd County 
Board of Education. 

While Supenntendent Dr. John 
Balentine recommended the board 
approve the compensating tax rate, 
board members sa~d they wanted to 
leave the rate the same as it was last 
year. 

The compensating rate would 
have increased lbe rate on real es­
tate to 58.7 cents per $100 of prop­
eny from 57 .I cents per $100 On a 
$50,000 piece of property the dtf­
ference in those two rates would 
h:lve been $8. 

The recommended rate on per­
sonal propeny would have. been 
61.4, down from 6~.5 last year, 

''The thing about it is, we're 
raising the tax rote." board member 
Ursal Ray Wilcox sa~d 

J1m Osborne. drrector of opera-

tion~ for the system, explained that 
the county had lost about $3 mil­
han worth of property assessments 
due to more property owners utllaz­
mg the Homestead Exemption, 
wh1ch decreased the amount of 
money they would receive at last 
year's rate. 

The compensating rate would 
ha"<e nllowed the system to receive 
about the same amount of revenue 
that was generated last year. 

"If we didn't do that we'd lose 
money." Osborne srud. 

That wasn't good enough for 
board members. 

"I can't vote to increase the tax 
rate," chatrman Eddte Patton srud. 
"My recommendation is that we 
use the same rate we used last 
year.'' 

Whale the board approved the 
.ame rates that were in place last 
year, board member Phyllis Han­
shell pointed out that the system

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Board to consider David 
School as alternative facility

Students in Flo)·d County may 
be getting another altcrnauvc 
when it come:. to alternative edu­
cation. 

The Floyd Coumy Board of 
Education Tuesday approved 
referral critcnu for students to 
attend the Dav1li School, despite 
c~ncerns that it might appear that 
public funds arc financing private 
educ:ltlon. 

"It's apparent that some stu­
dents are falling by the ways1de," 
board attorney Phil Damron said . 
"The David School has a reputa· 
tion of 20 some years 1of domg 
something right." 

He said students are droppmg 
out of the system and have 
nowhere to go. He added that 
many students from Floyd County 
are already anendmg the David 
School. 

"If they go. they're not reim­
bursing the David School and 
we've lost revenue," he said. 
"This is some way of trying to get 
them back into the system." 

The David School is a non­
profit school that operates with 
federal funds. It is well-known for 
getting kids who have been a prob­
lem back on track. 

Damron said the only problem 
is that the county school system 
can't spend public funds on pri­
vate education. "The state hasn't 

been able to ghe us an answer," 
Damron ~aid. "But the best inter­
est of the child is getting an cdu­
cauon and that should be the prin­
cipal focus ." 

Board member Phyllis 
Honshcll questioned if the mo\:c 
would affect the alternative school 
already in place in the county. 
"Since we have an alternative 
school in this district, arc we, m 
effect, gomg to have two altcrna· 
t1vc schools?'' she asked. 

..But we're not taking care of 
everything that needs to be tal.:cn 
care of there," chairman Eddie 
Pauon responded. 

Honshell asked if that was 
becau;,e the board .. hasn • t pro' ld· 
ed the facihty and staff needed." 

"Probably:· Patton re<>ponded. 
''As a member of the board of 

education, l am committed to pub­
lic education.~ Honshell said. ''We 
need to do some study on how we 
can give suppon to the district's 
alternative school. We need to 
look at this very closely before we 
make a decision. We are commit­
ted to publtc education as a board. 
Otherw1se we wouldn't be sitting 
here." 

Daniel Greene, director of the 
David School addressed the board 
about the move. ~aying Honshell 
had "raised an interesting point 
about public education in Floyd 
County:' 

"Through my eyes, I see there's 
room for both schools," he sa1d. 

"1'he Manto fac1llly deah with 
students on a short-term basis, 
mccttng then Immediate needs and 
getung them hack toto the class­
room ns soon a:; possible." 

But fo1 many students, that's 
not the answer. 

"Hislllrically and tiscally. there 
is no quick tix for these students," 
Greelll' ~aid . "Histoncnlly, they 
arc .11 a third to liflh grade educa­
tion level when thev come to us." 

He ~aid the students need more 
than they can get at the system's 
alternative school. 

"These k1ds need the long 
road," he said. "I can't take them 
for three to s1x months and send 
them back to the regular class­
room. My goal JS to get them to 
the fini h hne, to college or a 
\Ocauonal school."

"Our goal is to make sure no one 
gets to that point," he sa1d of the 
five-year limit on benefits that has 
been proposed 10 the state'!' plan. 
Kentucky presented its welfare 
reform plan October I. 

"But people have to understand 
that able-bodied healthy people 
have got to work," he added. 

The plan allows some flextbility 
and Patton said it doesn't tic bene­
fits to "one siLe tits all." 

"We've got $187 million to 
work with," he ~aid . "If we can get 
l 0,000 people off the rolls. that 
means we'll have that much more 
for each person. We don't lose that 
money. That allows us to provtde 
intensive serv1ce to those who need 
more assistance." 

1be emphas1s will be on child 
care and health care, Patton aid. 
and the plan is designed to "help the 
family.'' 

He said the plan ''gets senous 
about underage teenage pregnan­
cy," and that fathers will be 
required to work. 

"We want to make sure men 
understand they are just as respon­
sible for that child as the mother," 
he said. "You are going to support 
the child you bring into this 
world." 

He said while the plan requires 
that people work. the goal will be 
not moving some people on the 
welfare rolls as others come off. 
causing a cycle of poveny to begin. 
''We are not going to replace people 
already in existing jobs,'' he said. 
"'The goal is to create new jobs or 
relocate people to areas where there 

arc jobs." 
That was a concern for Barbara 

Lemaster, who nskcd where the 
jobs arc. "It takes a lot more than 
one year of technical training to 
make it," she said. "You are going 
to keep them down." 

"Timt's the law and we have to 
live with it," Patton said of the 
requirement that welfare recipients 
work after 12 months in school. 
''Many people work pan-time and 
go to schonl . We have to have a 
change in perspective because we 
have a ~anged system."

will receive less money because of 
that move. Calculations show the 
system will get about $60,000 less 
than originally anticipated because 
of the decrease in the rate. 

The board expects to receive 
about $3,602,642 in revenues from 
the tax on property in Floyd 
County. It would have received 
S3, 703,592 million at the higher 
rate. 

The approved personal propcny 
rate will generate $1,246,830 in 
revenue. The recommended rate 
would have brought in $1,205.597. 

While $60,000 is a lot of money 
to the average taxpayer, it isn't a 
great deal in a $40 million budget, 
Balentine said. 

"We're not at a panic yet," 
Balentine said Thur:;day. "We can 
cut here and cut there. It's nothing 
compared t<1 lnst year. And that 
number could change based on the 
percentage of collections ." 

There was sorne question as to 
whether the rates were legal 
because the rote on personal prop­
eny was h1gher than what was 
thought to be the four-P,Crcent rote, 
the rate at which a referendum 
would be possible. 

Additional calculations and 
numerous phone cnlls to Frankfort 
Wednesday, however, determaned 

that the rates are legal and can 
stand. 

"We thought earlier that there 
might be a problem," Balentine 
said. "But we heard late yesterday 
(Wedne:.day) that we could let it 
stand. The imponant lhmg is that 
the board of education has not 
raiSed anyone's wes." 

Patton said that's imponant. 
"We've got to prove we're han­

dhng whut we're already getting 
right before we get more money," 
he said. 

''1 thmk we can get by another 
year without increasing the taxes of 
our citizens, but it will be a strug­
gle," Balentine said.

Residen~ of Floyd County are 
gettmg a chance to take canymg 
concealed deadly weapons trrumng 
classes and help the vtct1ms of 
domestic abuse at the same time. 

The Floyd County Sheriff'~ 
Department will offer the rcqu1red 
pennit trammg classes, w1th a por­
tion of the proceeds gmng to the 
Sheriff'_, Domesuc Violence Umt to 
educate the public about services 
available to victams. 

"It's a \\m-win Situation," Floyd 
County Attorney Ke1th Bartley said 
"When people take the course 
otTered by the shetiff'~ department 
to carry a concealed weapon. at least 
they will be trained and know how 
to use their gun safely. Secondly, 
part of the money collected for the 
training will be given to the 
Department of Criminal Justice and 
to help educate the public about 
domestic \'aolcnce and the servaces 
avrulable to VICtims." 

For each person who attends the 
training sessiOns. the Domesuc 
Violence Unit w11l receive $25 of 
the class fee. certified carrying con­
cealed deadly weapons msuuctor 
Lteutenant R1ck'Y Thornsbury sa1d. 
The course follows all guidelines 
established by the Department of 
Crillllnal Justice. 

"As an officer with the sheriff's 
departmenJ. I know of the Wide­
spread domestic violence, and the 
increasing need for educauon ol ser­
vices rendered to the victims."

The Political 'Party' 
How money pollutes politics by John Y. Brown III

As the campaign season begins to heat 
up, voters should be aware of one unsettling 
truth. The most important trait a politician 
must have to succeed in our modern demo­
cratic system isn't leadership, charisma, 
intelligence, vision. integrity, work ethic or 
a desire to help people. The most critical 
trait is the ability to raise huge sums of 
money. A candidate possessing all of the 
above-mentioned qualities is utterly hope­
Jess without the connections and flare for 
obtaining loads of political cash. 

The average candidate for the U.S. 
Senate will need to raise more than $4.5 
million to be competitive. The average U.S. 
House candidate will need to raise more 
than $500,000. Although senators enjoy the 
security of a six-year tenn, fund-raising for 
re-election begins immediately. Several 
senators have admitted that at lea'>t 70 per· 
cent of their time in office is spent raising 
money, e.g., daily phone calls to possible 
contributors, meetings with lobbyist<;, cock­
tail parties with political action commit­
tees and personal fund-raising breakfasts, 
lunches and dinners. 

In short, the money chase is endless and 
exhausting. To reach $4.5 m11lion, an 
incumbent senator must raise about 
$15,000 a week for six years. Members of 
the House must raise at least $1,0<X} each 
working day. 

Big money unfortunately drives politics 
and has become inextricably woven into the 
political process. 

In 1964, 76 percent of Americans 
believed the federal government would do 
the right thing "most of the time" or 
always." In 1992 an abysmal 14 percent of 
the electorate answered yes to the identical 
question. 

So what has changed? In 1964, $250 
million was spent on all political cam­
paigns; in 1992 it was more than $3.2 bil­
lion. However, it is not so much the amount 
of money spent on politics that is to blame, 
but rather how it is spent. The creation of a 
political climate defined by political adver· 
tising and uncivil discourse. influence of 
special interests and the disenfranchisement 
of those who can't afford large political 
contributions has eviscerated the public 
trust. 

In 1964, the first negative political 
advertisement was aired. The ad, "Daisies," 
was run one time by President Lyndon 
Johnson in his bid for re-election. Since 
then. the television and radio airwaves have 
increasingly bombarded voters with slick, 
deceptive ad campaigns. These ads are 
expensive, requiring shameless opposition 
research and expert marketing ski1ls. Too 
often they work. 

Then there are the candidates' spin doc­
tors. Spinning consists of artfully accentu· 
ating every positive detail and denouncing 
or disputing every potentially negative 

detail. It is deception in a positive light as 
opposed to a negative light. 

Second, the influence of wealthy con­
tributors, especially PACs and lobbyists. 
has an inescapable effect on who will vote 
or govem.IPolitical debates have been taken 
out of the hands of elected officials and 
waged by competing special interests 
spending h e sums of money. Of course, 
the elected officials still officially cast their 
vote for their side. Because the money is 
legally contributed, some politely call tlus 
honest graft. 

This might ~ound cynical, but imagine 
ever conung to a consensus on managing 
health care. SociiU Security or balancing the 
budget. There are too many outside players 
with too much money to influence too 
many politicians who. above all things. 
want to be re-elected. Some politicians 
might argue they are not corruptible. but the 
public's perception is contrary and taints all 
politicians. . 

Third, the influence of big money on 
politics has decimated the notion of one 
person, one vote. As recent Presidential 
candidate Lamar Alexander said, its unfor­
tunate, but if someone can't give him 
$1.000. the chances of shaking Alexander's 
hand are no greater then being hit by a 
comet. 

The average voter feels alienated from 
their representative and disconnected from 
the political process. Additionally, people 
who are able give large contributions, to 

expect a greater return on their investment 
in a candidate than other supporters. When 
is the last time Sen. Mitch McConnell. R­
Ky., held a $1-a-head bean supper in the 
West End of Louisvilk? 

This week, Congress was given the 
McCain, Feingold, Thompson campaign 
finance reform bill. 'The bill, though flawed 
and inadequate, could have led to creative 
suggestions that would help level the play­
ing field. reduce money from special inter­
ests and give candidates more time to study 
and discuss the issues with the electorate. 

Perhaps this debate could have led to the 
type of voluntary campaign finance rcfonn 
at the federal level that is already in place in 
nearly twenty states, including Kentucky. 
Equally important. they could have identi­
fied and closed all the possible loopholes 
that have given the states fits m refonnmg 
campaign finance laws. Instead, Kentucky's 
own McConnell threatened to filibuster the 
bill. The bill was then tabled after a failed 
cloture motion. 

Most expected the bill to fail anyway. 
After all, it would be a fund-raising blow to 
incumbents, those who would vote on the 
bill. A different reform bill pending in the 
House will almost cenamly be dropped 
from consideration. 

McConnell and his supporters cling 
tightly to a controversial 1976 Supreme 
Court case. Buckley v. Valeo. One hopes 
the justices will recall that for our founding 
fathers, political speech meant hours of 

substantive debates and erudite wntmgs. 
No soundbites. No slick consultallL'>. 

When James Madison penned the First. 
Amendment, his great vision for our coun­
try's free and vigorous e;(change of ideas 
wasn't shaped with dollar stgns. 

Until money is tamed in our political 
process, government of the people, by tlle 
people and for the people will remain a 
government of the special interests, by the 
special interests, for the special interests.

Classified retirement proposal 
approved by board of education

With 25 certified staff mernhcrs 
taking advantage of a ret1rement 
plan, the Floyd County Board of 
Education voted Tuesday night to 
extend a retirement benefit to clas· 
sified staff members as well. 

The board approved a plan that 
would allc>w any classified person 
age 62 or older to retire and receive 
Social Security and county retire­
ment benefits and be rehired by the 
system at the full rate of pay. 

"Representatives from the Social 
Security Admimstration and the 
County Retirement System both 
agree that thts proposal is legal and 
workable," Superintendent Dr. John 
Balentine mformed board members 
10 hi!\ recommendauon. 

He said 28 people are eligtble to 
panicipatc in the plan and he 
expects all of them to take ndvan· 
tage of it. 

Federal laws state that after the 
age of 62, an individual can cam up 
to $8,280 and still receive benefits. 
That number mcreases to $12,500 
at age 65, and the retiree can cam 
any amount after the age of70. 

"Many of our classified workers 
do not cam that amount of money, .. 
Balentine told the board. "1lus will 
give them a chance to mcrease 1heir 
standard of 1i ving.'' 

But board member Phyllis 
Honshell said she is concerned 
about the board guaranteeing that 
employees will be rehired. 

"Are we an affirmative action 
employer?" she asked. "If so, how 
can we guarantee someone a job 
without looking at applications.'' 

Board attorney Phil Damron said 
the system can hire the reurecs 
without problems. 

"In my opinion, we can do it," he 
said. "Many of these people have 
been working for us for 30 years. I 
don't think we'll find someone who 
is more qualified. I don't see any 

legal problems with it." 
Honshell voted against the move 

whtle board members Ray Bracken 
and Ursa! Ray Wilcox, along with 
chairman Eddie Patton, voted for it. 
Dr. Brent Clark was absent from tbe 
meeting.

Ex-judge Huffman 
gets prison sentence 

Fonner Pike District Judge 
Charles Huffman III was sen­
tenced on Monday. October 7, to 
15 months in prison and super­
vised release for extortmg drugs. 

Prosecutors bad sought lenien­
cy for Huffman because of his 
cooperation with federal officials. 

But U.S. District Judge Joseph 
Hood refused to grant pro­
bation, declaring that Huffman's 
sentence must serve as a deterrent 
to others. 

In 1994, Huffman was caught 

extorting painkillers from a defen­
dant charged with drunken driving 
and speeding. He then cooperated 
with the FBI in a drug sting that 
caught fonner Pike District Judge 
Randall Starnes selhng cocaine 
and painkillers to Huffman. 

In April 1995. Huffman took a 
medical leave of absence. and in 
August of 1995, he left the bench 
and plead guilty to extortion. 

Huffman could have been sen­
tenced 18 to 24 months in prison 
and fined $4,000 to $40,000.

Speculation about Vanhoose's 
dismissal at the time centered 
around an FBI investigation into 
county spending practices and his 
testimony to a federal grand jury. 

Since that time, Meade, 
Vanhoose and two others were 
indicted on federal conspiracy and 
mail fraud charges. 

Vanhoose pled guilty to one 
charge and fingered Meade as a co­
conspirator.

Rogers announces new federal 
loan center located in Hazard 

U.S. Rep. Harold "Hal" Rogers 
{KY-5) announced Oc:tober 9, at 
Hazard City Hall, the U.S. Small 
Business Administration's selec­
tion of Hazard, as one of two sites 
in the country for a new small 
business Joan processing center. 
The other site is in California. 

Rogers said the new federal 
loan center will be located in an 
existing butlding in the city and 
wiJt be equipped with the latest 
technology. The new center will 
have approximately 19 federal 
employees, most of whom will be 
hired locally. Most of the employ­
ees will be loan officers, along 
with administrative support staff. 

"This new hiJh-tech center will 
prove, beyond any reasonable 
doubt, that the Citizens of 
Appalachia can compete on any 
playing field, w1th any region. and 
with any nation 1n the world, 
because we can overcome the bar­
riers of yesterday, with the tools of 
today, to the work of tomorrow." 

According to Rogers, the center 
will receive and review the appli­
cations through phone, fax, and 
direct computer links with banks 
throughout the Eastern United 
States. 

The new center will review 
applications for small busmess 
loans under $100.000 which, when 
approved, will be 80 percent 
insured by the federal government. 
The one-page loan applications, 

known as low documentation or 
"LowDoc," take the red tape out of 
the loan process. The program was 
developed with help from small 
business owners and commercial 
lenders to make it easier for entre­
preneurs to start or expand their 
businesses. 

Since 1994, the SBA has 
approved nearly 57.000 Low Doc 
loans totalling almost $3.2 b1lhon. 
The two new centers are expected 
to r~iew between 20.000 and 

30,000 appJicauons per year. 
Joimns ConJressman Rosers 

for the announcement were Hazard 
Mayor Bill Gonnan and the Perry
