A Floyd County assistant Common­
wealth Attorney was charged in 
FrankHn District Coun Tuesday on 
charge.:; that he did not pay wilhholding 
taxes for four years. 

The Revenue Criminal lnvesLiga­
tion Section of the Kentucky Revenue 

• Cabinet obtained a cnminal summons 
from Franklin D1strict Coun against 
Dan Rowland, a Floyd County attor­
ne)', after a :-.ix-rnonth investigation. 

Rowland was charged with criminal 
attempt to evade paying employee 
Withholding taxes, a Class A misde-

meanor. Rowland allegedly failed to 
file and pay employee withholding 
taxes for lhe years 1991-1995 on the 
employees working for him in his P.ri· 
vatc law office. 

He allegedly owes about $2,000 
plus penaltiCl> 11nd interest in back 
taxes. If he is found guilty of the 
charges. he faces 12 months in jail. a 
$500 line. or both. 

"I have no comment," Rowland said 
Tuesday aflernoon. "I didn't know any­
thing nbout 11." 

But according to Alex Rose, gener­
nl counsel for the Revenue Cabinet. 
Rowland should have known about the 
case. He said the criminal action 

against Rowland was "a last resort." 
"We always stan with civil actions 

on thc~c cases," Rose said. "He had 
some opponunity to handle it before it 
got to this point" 

Rowland's arraignment is scheduled 
for November 12 in Franklin District 
Court. 

Rose said he could not spec1fy on 
what prompted the investigation by the 
Revenue Cabinet. 

''l can't comment on on-going in­
ve~llgations," he said. 

Rowland will have the opponunity 
to enter a plea at his arraignment next 
month. Rose said 1f Rowland enters a 
guilty plea, he will probably face a 

lighter sentence. 
"He could probably gtt probation 

and have to repay the tax and be good 
in the future if he enters a guilty plea," 
Rose said. 

Commonwealth Attorney John Earl 
Hunt. for whom Rowland works in ad­
dition to his private pract1ce. was not 
available for comment Tuesday after· 
noon to say whelher Rowland will con· 
tinue with his prosecutorial duties as 
assistant commonwealth attorney.

A Martin City Councilman and 
businessman received burns on 
about 30 percent of h1s bt'XJy when 
an explosion from an open gas line 
ripped through a rental apartment 
he was remodeling Monday 
evening 

Earrit M Hayes, 82. was listed 
in fair condition in the bum unit at 
the Cabell-Huntington Hospital in 
West Virginia where he was trans­
poned after the explosion Monday. 

Hayes was renovating an apart­
ment, located above his barbershop 
on Main Street in Martin, when the 
explosion occurred around 7: 15 
p.m. 

Apparently Hayes installed a 
gas line and turned lhe gas on to the 
apartment just before the explo­
sion, Martin Fire Chief William 
Petry said Tuesday. 

A valve on the gas Hne rematned 
open inside the apartment, creating 
a volatile situation, Petry said. 
"When he turned the gas hack on, it 
filled up his house." 

Hayes may have triggered the 
explosion by turning on a light 
switch, which creates a spark, or by 
turning on one of two power tools, 
a trouble light and a drill, that lire· 
fighters found in the apartment.

Emergency volunteers in Floyd 
County are upset with magistrates 
on the Floyd County Fiscal Court. 

The group expressed its displea­
sure at an advisory board meeting 
held October 2 and asked lhat mag­
istrates come to a special meeting 
so the volunteers might answer any 
questions they have. 

Magistrates, at the last fiS\:al

Caldwell represents the adviso­
ry council on the 911 board He

meeting at leao;t 24 hours ~fore the 
meeting time if lhey plan to meet as 
a group with the advisory board 
members.

Appeal finally filed on 
1990 arson conviction

A fonner Floyd County contrac­
tor hac; appealed his conviction and 
sentencing on arson charges. 

Floyd Carr filed an appeal Mon­
day, the day he v.:a' scheduled to 
appear before Floyd Cii'C'ull Judge 
Danny P. CaudJII to show proof 
that he had appealed the ruhng or 
go to pri:.on on the charges. 

"His noucc of appeal was filed 
today," assistant Commonwealth 
Attorney John Mann sa1d Monday 
morning. 

Carr was convicted 10 1990 on 

arson charges in connection with a 
Prestonsburg house lire that oc­
curred April 13, 1986. He was sen­
tenced to serve five years on the 
charges, but was never impnsoned 
because of plans tl' nppeal and for 
providing assistance in other arson 
cases. 

No appeal was ever filed in the 
case and the apparent deal with the 
Commonwealth also kept Carr out 
of prison. Rick Bartley, special 
prosecutor in the case, tesufied 
dunng 11n earher hearing that the 
Commonwealth did not pursue

lirst ad was placed. 

"While he's not the authol1ly, I 
thought he would know the law.'' 
Caner said Tuesday afternoon . 

Perry said he advised Carter that 
the law requires that the names of 
the persons paying for the ads be on 
the advenisements. "We fulfilled 
our obligations under that panicular 
statute." he said . 

Carter was attemptmg to contact 
Rosemary Centers. General 
Counsel for the Registry. Tuesday 
to detcmline if the eight had indeed 
'iolated the law and what he should 
do to correct any problem. He said 
has attorney has looked at the statute 
and doesn't agree with the 
Registry's interpretation. 

"We had read the statute one 
way and they obviously don't agree 
with that," he said. "They arc the 
final authority on that." 

Carter ~aid he wa:-; just trying to 
do what any good businessman 
would do. "make the money go as 
far as possible. We will do it the 
way they tell us to." 

While Centers emphasized dur· 
ing a telephone interview Monday 

that ~he could not comment on a 
spccafic complaint, the eight should 
make sure they keep their campaign 
finances separate.

Petry and some of his lirefight­
ers were at the fire station about 
500 feet from the apartment when 
the e)tploston occurred. Peuy said 
the blast shook the fire stauon. 

"We felt it- half the town must 
have fell it," he said. "Then we saw 
a big ball of fire." 

Firefighters and EMT Tim Conn 
rushed to the scene. When they 
arrived, two men were with Hayes, 
Petry said. Hayes had burns on his 
face, hand~. knees and legs. and 
c;ome of his clothtng had burned to 
nts skin, according to Petry. 

Hayes was conscious and alen, 
he added. 

"He's a pretty tough old bird. 
He's lucky to be alive. He was 
almost killed in a car accident and 
he mnde it through that," Petry 
said. 

A three-foot flame extended 
from the open gas line, and several 
cardboard boxes and some insula­
tion had ignited. Hayes was 
removed from the building, and 
firefighters doused the flames. 

When Hayes was removed from 
the building, Our Lady of the Way 
Hospital operating room nurse, 
Evelyn Martin, was waiting on the 
steps. She had just finished a 12-
hour shift at the hospital and was 
on her way home when she.spotted 
the tire truck, the apartment's 
destruction, and some of her fami­
ly members standing on the side­
walk 

"I was afraid we would have to 
give him CPR.'' she said. "The 
main thing was, could he respond 
and could he walk? He wasn't 
unconscious - that was 10 his 
favor." She discovered Hayes wa:. 
alert, talking, and walking, and she 
made him sit down. 

An ambulance had been called 
to the scene but, with the injured 

Martin said she stayed m the 
emergency room with Hayes until 
he was transported to the burn unit 
at Cabell Huntington. 

"He was talking to everybody 
that came in,'' she said. 

Martm :.aid the clothrng Hayes 
wore when the explosion occurred 
probably bore the "brunt of the 
flames." Hayes was wearing 
leather boots that extended about 
half-way up the calf of his leg. He 
also wore a large jacket, she said.

The Aoyd County Development 
Authority has been working on an 
industrial site on Route 23 ncar I vel 
since 1992 and R & S has sa1d it 
will relocate its plant to the site.

STruck Body." 

The coun aJso ruled that Smith's 
membership on the authomy did 
"not t.-reate a disabling conflict of 
interest which violates Kc;ntucky 
law," and the declaratory judgment 
for Smith and against Hammond 
made by Judge C. David Hagerman 
was a proper action. 

Hammond had contended that 
he was not "a proper party" to the 
action. The Court of Appeals, h~lw­
ever, ruled otherwise, saying that 
"the debate about this issue was 
raised by Hammond and continued 
by Hammond. It was not a hypo­
thetical set of circumsranccs, but 
real and immediate. The circuit 
court's order in the dt>claratory 
judgment action served an impor­
tant public purpose for Floyd 
County." 

Hammond is serving a two·year 
pnson sentence for his part in a 
scheme to defraud the state child­
support progran1 of more than 
$100,000 and of operating an $8 
million check-kiting scheme.

Drop-out rate, ACT scores, 
teen pregnancy get attention

Aoyd County School board 
member Phyllis Honshell is con· 
cerned about the county's drop-out 
rate at the high school level and 
wants the system to do something 
about it. 

The county average is 3. I 3 per· 
cent, with Betsy Layne High School 
having a 4.78 percent drop· out rate 
and South Floyd a 3. 91 rate. Allen 
Central's drop-out rate for the 
1994-95 school year was 2.92 per­
cent, while Prestonsburg High 
School's was 2.41 percent. 

"I think it behooves us to inter­
vene, but I'm not sure high school 
is the place to do it," Honshell said 
during the October 8 meetang of the 
Floyd County Board of Education. 

Phil Paige, director of instruc­
tion for the school sy tern. said only 
one person in the system has the 
responsibility of watching drop-out 
numbers. That person works at 
Prestonsburg High School. He 
added that the best place to begin 
drop-out education 1s in the fifth 
grade. 

Honshell's concerns stem from 
the system's perfom1ance repon for 
the 1995-96 school year, which was 
released at the board's meeting last 
week. 

Honshell said she is also con­
cerned about special needs students, 
where she said the average drop-out 
rate is about 30 percent. She ques­
tioned whether guidance counselors 
coul.d be left in place to help stu­
dents handle problems, such as 
teenage pregnancy and drug use. 

Paige said many guidance coun­
selors are "glorified paper pushers.'' 

"I have seen a lot of guidance 
counselors do a lot of work this 
board could pay a lot less for," he 
said. The position of guidance 
counselor at many of the schools 
has been eliminated to save the sys­
tem money. 

Paige said family resource cen­
ters have helped a lot, but there 
needs to be a single person at each 
of the schools to handle problems. 

Board chairman Eddie Patton 
suggested the schools leave guid­
ance counselors in place and put 
them in charge of teenage pregnan-

"Are we looking at programs? 
Are we looking at a means of 
improving what we're doing?" she 
asked. 

Paige said the district's focus is 
the KIRIS test because of the 
accountability requirements it con­
tains, indicating that teachers may 
!itill be ''teaching the test." 

"1be ACT and KIRIS are quite 
different and it's difficult to set up 
curriculum to emphasize both," 
Paige said. 

Honshcll said the ACT is a "fair­
ly good predictor of a student's suc­
cess 1n college." 

"II concerns me that we aren't 
nsing rather than falling," she said. 

Paige, said however, that the 
number of students actually taking 
the test is increasing, which in rum 
lowers the avernge.

A former inmate of the Otter 
Creek Correctional Complex has 
won an appeal of a decision that 
resulted in him serving forty extra 
hours of duty for not showing up for 
on assignment. 

The Court of Appeals Friday 
afternoon reversed the decision of 
Floyd Circuit Judge Danny P. 
Caudill in which he denied a motion 
by Charles Hughes for a declaratory 
judgment and an ''injunction from 
retaliation. compensatory damages, 
punitixe damages, and expungment 
of the report from his institutional 
files.'' 

Caudill dismissed Hughes' case 
with prejudice. 

According to the appeal. Hughes 
was an inmate at Otter Creek in 
early 1995. On January 30, 1995, a 
memorandum saying that Hughes 
"needed to report to the Adjusunent 
Commiuee Room on Thursday 2-2-
95 at l p.m. for classification" was 
issued and posted on a bulletin 

board at OCCC. 
Hughes claims he did not see the 

notice and did not attend the meet­
ing. The OCCC Adjustment 
Committee adjudged him guilty of 
the offense of "unexcused absence 
from assignment" and sentenced 
him to 40 extra hours of duty for his 
failure to attend the meeting. 

The Court of Appeals said 
Hughes was entitled to prior notice 
or ''fair warning." It also indicted 
that OCCC's policy includes a 
requirement that each inmate sign 
"a form, indicating that he has been 
notified of the meeting a minimum 
of 48 hours prior to the scheduled 
lJme of the meeting." 

The inmate is also to be 
informed of his obligation to attend 
the meeting, according to the 
appeal. 

"OCCC did not follow 1ts own 
rules in providing Hughes with 
notice of the classification meeting. 
It is und1sputed that Hughes did not 
sign a form saying that he received 
notice of the meeting 48 hours in 
advance," the appeal states. "Since

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Legislative forum draws few

Eastern Kentucky residents had 
a chance Saturday evening to com· 
pare platfonns of numerous politi· 
cal candidate , but few res1dents 

• and fewer candidates took ad van· 
tage of lhe opportunity. 

In fact, only half of the candi­
dates who were invited to the 
forum attended. Of 12 candidates 
invited. Senator Benny R. Bailey, 
District 29 Representative; District 
97 House Representative Hubert 
Collins; 93rd D1strict House Rep. 
candidate Kelsey Friend Jr.; John 
D. Preston. District 29 ; Chris 
Ratliff, candidate for D1strict 93 
House Rep; and Charles 
Derrickson, District 25 Senate 
Representative candidate, attended 

• the forum. 
The legislative candidates were 

addressed by a questioning panel 
consisting of Judge Sara W. 
Combs, of the Judicial Depanmcnt; 
Senator Barry .Metcalf: WQHY-FM 
news director Nonn Marcum; and 

the forum's organizer, David 
Porter. 

The forum was moderated by 
WYMT repQrter Mike Goins. 

The first question of the forum 
asked the cand1dates to define 
themselves either as a liberal or 
consen·ative. Of course. none of 
the candidates would define them­
selves as either being one or the 
another at all times. 

Combs questioned the panelists 
about the lack of interest young 
people show in the political 
process. She asked the candidates if 
lhey think lhis is a problem and, if 
so, how to correct it. 

''Historically, young people 
don't vote,'' Bailey answered. 
"They do as they get older. It is 
important to make the voting 
process as easy as possible. Then 
you have to let the people choose 
whether to vote or not." 
Senator John D. Preston told 
Combs that her question was one of 
pohttcal freedom. "We have the 
right to vote. and we have the right 
not to vote," Preston srud, adding 

that it was not an issue to impose on 
the people. 

And, of course, the welfare 
refonn 1ssue made llS way to the 
forum. Marcum asked if Eastern 
Kentucky could expect to see a 
massive exodus of people search­
ing for employment in other places. 

"It is a myth that we are depen­
dent on welfare," Bailey said . 
"Things are changing in East 
Kentucky." He said the construc­
tion of the new Route 23 and Route 
80 is evident of the changes. 

"People ought to have to work 
for what they get," Bailey said. "I 
understand some cannot and that's 
the responsibility of the govern· 
ment." 

Ratliff said the welfnre reform 
itself would not cau::.e a great exo­
dus out of Eastern Kentucky. "but 
the government's fn1lure to provide 
opportunity is what scare:. the peo­
ple of welfare refonn." 

Other topics that discussed dur­
ing the forum were same-sex mar­
riages, workman's compensation 
and the future of educatiOn in 
Kentucky.

McCasland paused for a 
moment, sarcru.tically wondering to 
himself why her husband didn' t ndc 
around town wtth her just to jiggle 
the wire, when it needed jigging! 

Finally he :;aid, "Lndy, if 1 jiggle 
the wire, you're going to need 

someone else to do it every time 
you shut the engine off. If you'll 
give me two minutes and a wrench, 
we can solve the problem and you 
can forget about itl" 

Reluctantly, she fumbled under 
the from seat and then extended a 
crescent wrench through the win­
dow of the old car. As be tightened 
the battery tenninal, it occurred to 
McCasland how, many times be had 
tried, in his own life, to get a "quick 
fix" from God! "I have this prob~ 
lem, Lord, and if you'll just jiggle 
the wire, things will be 0.1{.! I'm in 
a big hurry. so let's just get me 
going again the quickest way possi­
ble!" 

But God doesn't want to "jiggle 
wires," docs he?

Hunting during fall season is 

allowed only during daylight hours 
and shooting turkeys while they are 
roosting is prohibited. All hunters 
must possess a valid hunting license 
(unless legally exempt) and a valid 
turkey permn. Check the turkey 
hunung guide for other regulations 
and wildlife check stations. 

DRAW YOUR BOW 
The first day of October marks 

the beginning of deer archery sea· 
son, which closes after January 15. 
In most areas, the season gives 
hunters an extra 73 days, outside the 
modem gun deer season, to be out in 
search of deer. During this time, deer 
hunters must not carry firearms. 
Hunter orange clothing and hunter 
education card requirements apply to 
participants in this season. 

In zones llhru 6, hunters may use 
their antlered/antlerless tag for any 
deer and their antlerless tag for 
antlerless deer only. In zone 7, the 
antlercdlantlerless tag must be used 
for antlered deer only and the antler· 
less tag must not be used in lhi!> 
zone. All hunters not on their own 
land or the land where they reside 
must carry deer tags. Revenues from 
hunting licenses and tags fund the 
programs that conserve these 
wildlife resources.

WL'ITER BIRD WATCffiNG 
Bird watching opportunitc:> do 

not end when the temperatures drop. 
But if you want to keep the singing 
beauties around yQur yard. it's time 
to c<>llect wild fruits and seed!> for 
winter bird food 

There are a number of fruits. npe 
for picking now, that can be used as 
bjrd food in the winter. "Now 1s a 
good time to collect mulberries and 
elderberries," says Sherri Evans, 
nauve plant :specialist for the 
Kentucky Department of F1sh and 
Wildlife Resources. "Also, dogwood 
berries will attract birds. Don't look 
just for the flowering types but the 
grey and silky dogwood berries are 
good too." Some other berries to col­
lect come from cedar trees, 
Hercules' club, burning bush, or 
wahoo, persimmon and paw paw. 

According to F.vans. you don't 
want to dry the berrie!>. "Keep them 
mOlst. Package bemes m your freez­
er and take them out as needed." 

Seeds are also good to collect, 
and that brings up a whole other food 
source. Right now you can collect 
seeds from coneflowers, black-eyed 
Susans. partridge pea and thistle. 
Sunflowers. which are especially 
nutritious. are still blooming. bul 
look to collect from them in October. 
Remember that pinecoms and 
acorns are seeds. loo. Basically. the 
rule in seed collecting is gather what 
you can find.

Adjusting to conditions 

critical for bass pros 
Some days, it seems, profession­

al bass tournament angler Denny 
Brauer spends most of his time 
changing lures, techniques, or loca­
tions as he tries to catch fish. 

.. We don't like to refer to it as 
'changing'," laughs Brauer, a veter­
an competitor and member of the 

• ~vmrude Outboards Pro Staff. 

"When the fish suddenly stop 
biting and you're having trouble 
figuring out why, you may need to 
sit down for a few moments and 
analyze the situation," Brauer 
advises. "Has wind created a ripple 
on the water, have the clouds 
moved, is the temperature rising or 
falling? Look around carefully 
because something will give you a 
clue." 

"Instead, we like to stay we're 
adjusting.'' 

"We're searching for the right 
combinatJon of factors that will let 
us catch bass, and on some days 
those factors change often and 
quickly. There are times when you 
can go out in the morning and fish 
the same lure in basically the same 
place all day and catch bass contin­
ually, but there arc far more days 
when something changes and you 
have to figure out what has changed 
and adjust to it." 

"Among the changes that affect 

Before moving to a totally new 
location, Brauer says an angler·s 
ftrst adjustment should be to uy a 
different lure. Switching from a 
mid-running crankbait. for exam­
ple, to a bottom-bumping jig or 
p1astic worm may be all that's need­
ed. Likewise, changing retrieves 
from fast to slow could trigger 
action again. 

• bass the quickest," says Brauer, 
"are weather factors." 

"You can definitely wear a spot 
out if you fish it long enough and 
catch a lot of bass there," cautions 
the Missouri angler. 

"Even though you may be 
releasing everything you catch, the 
school of bass can get tuned in to 
your lure and your retrieve. 
Sometimes they just stop biting that 
paticular Jure, but other times they 
will actually leave that area." 

"Most bass fishermen have 
experienced a change as simple as 
the sun rising," explains Brauer. 
"You can go to a point or perhaps a 
grassbed before the sun comes up 
and catch bass on a topwater lure, 
but once the sun climbs above the 
horizon, the bass stop biting." 

When changing lures and 
retrieves doesn't help, then it usua1-
ly means the bass have left and you 
need to leave, too. 

.. You have to detemune if the 
bass ha'e simply gone to the bot­
tom where you might catch them 
with a different lure like a jig or 
plastic wom1, or if they have com­
pletely left the area. This is what we 

• mean by adJUStmg. Something has 
changed, and you need to change 
with it." 

'The imponant thing to remem­
ber when you leave bass that have 
been biting is to look for another 
spot with similar conditions. Very 
often, you'll find fish there that will 
bite. And, after a while, you can 
return to your original spot and 
often start catching those bass 
again, too. It's all part of adjusting 
to changing conditions."

Senior citizens, your Sunshine 
Lines article today is part two in a 
senes on the changes we can 
expect in Medicare. 

As you will recall, I indicated 
that this series will be a ''book 
review" of a booklet titled, "Your 
Guide to Understanding-An 
Important Message From 
Medicare.'' Last week I highlight­
ed the "government issued docu­
ment. .. that will require your signa­
ture.'' 

Today, as promised, this column 
will provide a brief overview of 
the DRGs; PROs and HINNs. It is 
doubtful that there is enough space 
to cover all three in a reasonable 
amount of detail this week. This is 
important stuff we need to know. 

First let's discuss the DRGs. 
While you are a medicare patient 
you have rights. "You have the 
right to receive all the hospital care 
that is necessary for the proper 
diagnosis and treatment of your ill­
ness or injury. According to feder­
al law, your discharge date must be 
determined solely by your medical 
records, not by "DRGs" 
(Diagnosis Related Groups)· or 
Medicare payments.'' Don't ask 
me what Diagnosis Related 
Groups are. We'll have to learn 
about them together as we master 
this new Medicare information. 

"You have the right to be fully 
informed about any and all deci-

You have the right to request a 
review by your Peer Review 
Organization of any written Notice 
of Noncoverage that you receive 
from the hospital. A Notice of 
Noncoverage is a statement that 
the hospital belives that Medicare 
will no longer pay for your hospi­
tal care. (Your Peer Rev1ew 
Organization is a group of doctors 
and other professionals who are 
contracted by the federal govern­
ment to review medical necessity, 
appropriateness of care, and the 
quality of hospital treatment fur­
nished to Medicare patients. The 
PRO serves as your representa­
tive)." Keep in mind that Medicare 
is a federal program. Your repre­
sentative, the PRO, is comprised of 
individuals paid by the same feder­
al government. Many senior citi­
zens have concerns about this. 

"If at any time you have ques­
tions or are unhappy with the qual­
ity of care that you are receiving or 
have received, you have the right 
to request a review by the PRO''. 
(The telephone number and 
address for the PRO in Eastern 
Kentucky will be available in a 
later series.) 

Now let's discuss the HJNNs­
Hospital-Issued Notices Of 
Noncoverage. ''A Notice of 
Noncoverage is a document issued 
to you by the hospital when it 
determines that Medicare may not 
pay for your stay." 

There are three basic types of

• A Preadmission Notice of

Historic occurences at Cumberland Gap 
The Grand Opening ceremony for the $265 mil­

lion Cumberland Mountain Tunnel, at the tri-state of 
Kentucky, Tennessee and Virginta, is scheduled for I 
p.m. Friday, October 18, at the Kcntud..")' portal. I 
thought it would be wen to reflect on prior occur­
rences at the famous pass whose name is one of the 
most identifiable in the world. 

Dr. Thomas Walker and his small band of men 
documented the discovery of Cumberland Gap in 
early spring of 1750 during his trek into Kentucky 
which was highlighted by snakebites and attacks 
from bears. 

"A large buffalo road is evident," he entered in 
his journal April 12 of that year. "We followed the 
buffalo trail across the ridge. We continued our 
movement four miles to a river (Powell) that I call 

When Union Army General U.S. Grant visited 
Fon Farragut atop Cumberland Mountain in 1864, 
near where the In-state marker is now located, he 
marvelled at the mountain range and commanding 
view. 

"With just two brigades I could defend 
Cumberland Gap against the army of Napolcan." 
Grant. who would become the 18th U.S. president, 
said. 

Author James Lane Allen visited the Gap in the 
mid 1880'~ and slept beneath the shadow of the 
Pinnacle. 

"h was late in the afternoon when our tired horses 
began the long, winding, rock.')· climb from the val­
ley to the brow of the pass,'' Allen wrote in Harper's 
Maga1.ine. "As we stood in the passway of 

Beargrass River. 
Ambrose Powell 
carved his name on 
several trees." 

In the years that fol­
lowed, hunters found 
Powell's carvings and 
named the river and 
several other geograph· 
ic features after him.

Cumberland Gap, amid 
deepening shadows of 
the twilight and the 
solemn response of the 
landscape, the air grew 
thick with ghostly 
utterances-primeval 

"We traveled six 
miles on levelland to 
Cave (Cumberland) 
Gap.'' Dr. Walker wrote on April 13. "We round a 
large spring from which the waters plunge very fast. 
Just above the spnng is a small entrance to a large 
cave from whtch cool air and spring water is emit­
ted, The creek following down the mountainside is 
strong enough to tum a mill. 

"At the foot of the htll is a laurel thicket through 
which the spring water passes. We see an Indtan 
road whtch passes through the gap, and atop the 
ridge we found blazed trees and others with carved 
crosses and figures on them (Biozing was a method 
of marking one's trail ). 

"We came upon a branch and laurel thicket at the 
base of the moun tam on the north side and carved 
our names in a large beech tree whtch stands at the 
left of the trml. The gap can be seen from a long dis­
tance." 

Not far from where that large beech tree stood is 
the Kentucky portal of the Cumberland Mountain 
tunnel where the grand opentng will be held at 1 
p.m. Friday, October 18. Incidentally, len year:. after 
this journal entry by Dr. Walker he named the Gap 
after William Augustus, the Duke of Cumberland, 
calling it Cumberland Gap. 

In the ensumg quaner century, long hunters such 
as Danae! Boone passed through the Gap and hunted 
for months before retummg with thetr (urs. Some 
fell prey to Indians and never returned. 

In the spring of 1775, Richard Henderson sent 
Daniel Boone with a company of woodsmen to open 
a road over a distance of 200 mile , from Sycamore 
Shoals (Elizabethton) to the Kentucky R1ver. This 
was the original Wilderness Ro:1d whach was used 
by thousands of settlers in the years that followed. 

~~[(;I sounds, undistinguish­
able and strange. of 
creatures nameless and 
never seen by man; the 
wild rush and whoops 
of retreating and pur­

suing tribes: the slow steps of watchful pioneers; the 
wail of dying chtldren and the songs of homeless 
women; the mufned tread of routed and broken 
armies, all the sounds of surpnse and delight, victory 
and defeat, and hunger and pain, weariness and 
despair, that the human heart can u11er. 

"Here pas ed the firq of all the white race who 
led the way into the valley of the Cumberland; here 
passed that small band of fearless men who gave the 
Gap liS name; here passed the long hunters: here 
rushed the armies of the Ctvil War; here has pa<;sed 
the wave of westerly emigration, whose force has 
spent itself only on the Pacific slopes; and here in 
the long future must flow backward and forward, 
wealth beyond the dream of avarice.'' 

Alexander Anhur read Allen's article and visited 
Cumberland Gap. He climbed to the top of 
Cumberland Mountain and ,·isited nearby valleys, 
amaLed at the vast mineral and natural resources in 
the area. Arthur returned to England and arranged 
capital which launched the rapid buildup of 
Middlesboro and the surrounding area. 

Anhur and other dtgnitarics were on hand the 
night or August 8, 1889, when crews dtgging from 
both sides of the mountatn met beneath the gap after 
18 months of excavation work. Tite brcnkthrough set 
off a w1ld celebrauon as workers spi lied from the 
tunnel into saloons which had bush up along 
Cumberland Mountam. Train whistles screamed and 
gunshots were di charged in the air.

Kentucky's billion-dollar club achieves record despite setback 

Despite losing the nation's largest 
health care company, Kentucky has a 

,.record nine public companies which 
·have annual revenues in the billions. 
the 1996 Kentucky 40 survey 
revealed recently. 

This compares with seven compa­
hles with revenues in the billions in 
1995. The survey. which ranks 
Kentucky-based companies by total 
revenues and financial institutions by 
average assets. is conducted annually 
by the Kentucky offices of 
Shandwick USA, formerly The 
Wenz-Neely Company. When the 
Kentucky 40 survey was initiated in 
1972, only Ashland Oil (now 

lt.\shland Inc.) claimed revenues of a 
billion or more. 

As it has in every year except 
1995, Ashland again tops the list of 
the commonwealth's largest public 
companies, with revenues of $12.2 
billion, up from $10.4 billion the pre­
vious year. Columbia!H.CA 
Healthcare Corporation claimed the 
top spot ,in 1995 during Louisville's 
brief tenure as its headquarters city. 
Now headquartered in Nashville, 
Columbia no longer is eligible for the 

«entucky 40 listing. 
Three new names appear on this 

year's billion dollar list, each for a 
unique reason. They are: 

• Vencor, Incorporated. A massive 
1995 acquisition ballooned Vencor's 
revenues to $2.3 billion, compared 
with $400 million in last year's 

Kentucky 40 listing (because of the 
acquisition, Vencor has restated 1994 
revenues as $2,032,827,000). By 
nearly sextupling its revenues, this 
Louisville company became the 
state's fifth largest public company, 
compared to an II th place ranking in 
1995. Vencor was the only company 
to advance more than one notch on 
the Kentucky 40 list. 

• Lexmark International. This 
Lexington-based IBM spin-off 
offered shares to the publ1c for the 
firSt time in 1995, debuting on the 
Kentucky 40 list as the state's sixth 
largest public company. Its 1995 rev­
enues reached nearly $2.2 billion, a 
16.5 percent increase over 1994 rev­
enues of$1.9 btllion. 

• LG & Energy, which burst into 
the billion dollar strata for the first 
time on a 65.7 percent revenue 
increase, to $1.4 billion. The 
Louisville utility is Kentucky's ninth 
largest company. 

Returning billionaires, in addition 
to top ranking Ashland, Inc., include 
Humana Inc., the state's second 
largest company at $4.7 billion; 
Providian Corporation, third at $3.4 
billion; Fruit of the Loom, Inc., 
fourth at $2.4 billion: Brown-Forman 
Corporation, seventh at $1.8 billion: 
and Dollar General Corporation, 
eighth at $1.7 billion. Humana, 
Providian and Brown-Forman reside 
in Louisville, while primary operat­
ing headquarters for Fruit of the 

Loom and Dollar General are 30 
miles apart in Bowling Green and 
Scottsville. respectively. 

The Big Nine shared the limelight 
with smaller companies in revenue 
and profit growth. Following LG&E 
in revenue growth were 17th-ranked 
Pomeroy Computer, Erlanger, at 59.6 
percent; 26th-ranked Addington 
Resources, Lexington, at 57.4 per­
cent; 15th-ranked Papa John's 
International, Louisville, at 56.8 per­
cent; and 25th-ranked ARM 
Financial Group, Louisville, at 47.3 
percent. 

ARM Financial also led aU 
Kentucky 40 companies in earnings 
percentage growth, at 133.2 percent. 
Thirteenth ranked Coroair Holdmgs, 
Inc., Erlanger, increased earnings by 
104.8 percent; 24th-ranked 
Care tenders HealthCorp .• Louisville, 
gained 99 percent; Pomeroy was up 
60.6 percent and Papa John's gained 
55.6 percent. 

Two companies increased rev­
enues by more than $1 billion over 
the previous year. They are Ashland, 
with a gain of nearly $1.9 billion; and 
Humana, with a $1.1 billion advance. 
Other major revenues gains were by 
LG&E at $545 million; Providian at 
$429 million and Dollar General at 
$316 million. 

Among the 10 largest financial 
institutions, Louisville's Great 
Financial Corporation retained its top 
ranking with a 25 percent gain in 

average assets to $2,164,270,000, the 
largest gain in both percentage and 
dollars. The next five largest finan 
cial insututions all held their posi­
lions of the previous year. They are, 
in order of size: 

Trans Financial Bancorp, 
Bowling Green; Pikeville National 
Bank; Peoples First Corporation. 
Paducah; Mid-America Bancorp, 
Louisville, and Area Bancshares 
Corp., Owensboro. Among that 
group. Pikeville National achieved 
the greatest percentage increase in 
average assets at l 0.9 percent and 
Area Bancshares realized the greatesl 
gain m net income, $4.1 million. 

CBT Corporation. Paducah, eased 
into seventh place ahead of Fanners 
Capital Bank Corp., Frankfort, which 
slipped to eighth. Ninth-ranked 
Cardinal Bancshares. lnc., 
Lexington, achieved a 22.6 percent 
increase in average assets, to $632 
million.

FREE FOOD~ 
ARE THEY 

GOOD FOR YOU? 
If it says cholesterol free, than it 

must be good for you. Right? Not 
necessarily. In spite of all the cho­
lesterol free banners on bottles and 
packages throughout the grocery 
store, dietary cholesterol is not the 
most imponant factor in our choles­
terol levels. 

Consumption of satw'aled fats. · 
fats from animal products or hydro­
genated vegetable fats, is the most 
imponant factor in elevating blood 
cholesterol levels. When we see 
"cholesterol free," we should read 
the label carefully to determine if 
the product is high in fat, particular­
ly saturated fat. The word hydro­
genated should cue you that the 
product might be unhealthy. The 
product should contain no more 
than 30 calories from fat per every 
100 calories. No more than 1 gram 
out of 3 grams of fat should be sat­
urated. 

Cholesterol free does not give 
the product a clean bill of health. 
Check the percentage of calories 
from fat and try limiting foods with 
saturated fat and hydrogenated fat. 
Your heart will thank you.
