Holdouts may

the city cannot construct the golf 
course or the athletic complex 
unless the land on which it is to be 
built is within the city limitE. 

"They are trying to do what is 
good for the community," he said 
of council members. 

The city has been talking about 
building the golf course for several 
months on the land on top of the 
mountain behind the city. The 
Corps of Engineers has donated 
some land to the cause and the city 
has purchased an additional 40 
acres. The city has proposed bring­
ing about 3,000 acres into the city 
limits. The annexation plan takes in 
property from the 800-foot eleva­
tion level to the top of the moun­
tain. 

Residents in the area would be 
eligible for c ity services, like 
police and fire protection, but they 
would not be taxed on their proper­
ty until at least the year 2,000. 

Area residents, however, have 
opposed the annexation request 
from nearly the beginning. 

"I don't want my property 
annexed," Clayton Spradlin told 
the board at the June 24 meeting of 
the council. "There's no way you're 
going to use my land, even if you 
do incorporate it." 

Spradlin, and his wife Evelyn, 
signed the petition. 

"This is going to cost you, gen­
tlemen," Dallas Sparks srud at an 
earlier meeting. "You're going to 
have to maintain it after it's com­
pleted and there's not a golf course 
in the United States that pays for 
itself." 

Sparks did not sign the petition. 
Council members have said the 

city's development on top of the 
mounta in would increase the prop· 
erly values of land adjacent to the 
project. 

"That property is worth $200 to 
$300 an acre before it's developed. 
It will be worth $40,000 to $50,000 
after it's developed,' ' Fannin said in 
an earlier meeting. 

One property owner says there's 

more to it 
"The city can say what they 

want to, but annexation just means 
more restrictions, more taxes, more 
b.s.," David Burchett, who owns 
property on Jane Brown Branch 
near the Plantation Motel, said at 
an earlier meeting. 

But Fannin contends that the 
construction of recreational facili­
ties, along with better schools and 
new infrastructure like water and 
sewage treatment plants, needs to 
be in place before companies will 
locate in the area. 

Council member Billy Ray 
Collins agrees and says residents 
need to see whose "pocketbook'' is 
going to benefit if the project does­
n't go through. 

"We're not trying to take proper­
ty, their homes or anything,'' 
Collins said. "We're not trying to 
invade their land, capture their 
homes, or hold them hostage. A 
few people are trying to stop us 
from improving our whole commu­
nity." 

He said "scare tactics" are being 
used to "incite" residents and that 
"ignorance" and "poverty'' are 
holding back this area. 

"Look at the gas companies and 
the water companies," Collins said. 
"One resident told me she pays as 
much for water at her residence as 
I do at my restaurant in town. They 
are double charging. Someone is 
really working hard against the city 
of Prestonsburg." 

He said "someone, generation 
after generation, is gomg to benefit 
from these inflated prices." 

Collins said the council is "try­
ing to help the community without 
hurting an individual. How can that 
be wrong?" 

"This is good for the county, 
good for the city, good for the com­
munity and rm going to stand on 
it," he added. "We are not trying to 
hurt the people."

Lexington developer 
buys property for Inotel

Prestonsburg could be getting a 
new motel. 

The city of Prestonsburg 
Monday approved the sale of two 
out parcels near the Mountain Arts 
Center to a Lexington fl.flil. 

H & W Management Company 
bought the two acre lots for 
$350,000. The developer is expect­
ed to close on the deal next 
Monday. 

Plans call for a motel and a 
restaurant to be built on the site. 
Early plans called for a Hampton 
Inn. 

The company began negotiating 
with the city in late March and put 
up $10,000 in earnest money to 
bold the lot. A feasibility study was 
conducted over the summer to 
determine if the property would be 

suitable for the motel and restau­
rant. 

The contract states that the com­
pany will purchase the two front 
out-parcels next to the new arts 
center on Route 114. The arts cen­
ter IS expected to open later this fall 
and local tourism officials hope it 
will draw crowds from around the 
region. 

The company has two years to 
develop the property. If it decides to 
not build the motel, the city has the 
first option to buy the property back 
at 90 percent of the cost H & W 
paid for it. 

Construction is expected to 
begin within the year. City Attorney 
Paul Burchett told council members 
earlier this year that the developer 
will probably contract with another 
company to build the restaurant. No 
restaurant chain has yet been 
named.

Floyd ju ge denies motion 
to dismiss Co lier theft case

A Floyd County judge Friday 
denied a motion to dism1ss chruges 
against two Pike County sponing 
goods store owners who allegedly 
accepted payment from the Johnson 
County school system for goods, but 
never delh·ered the Jtems. 

John Davtd PrestOn, attorney for 
Dav1d and Sherry Collier, owners of 
TD Sporung Goods of Pakeo,:alle. 
asked that the 17 counts of theft by 
deception be. dismissed because of a 
"lack of a speedy tnal ' ' 

"It's ~n 26 months smce the 
mdictments were 1ssued m May, 
1994," Preston told Floyd County 
Circuit Judge Danny Caudall. 
"lbey've experienced a los of busi­
ness from this scandal We've always 
been ready to go." 

The Johnson County attorney 
also asked for a directed verdict of 
acquittal in the case. 

Preston emphasized that charges 
against fonner Jolmson Central High 
S<:hool principal Steve Butcher, who 
was indicted with the Colliers in con· 
neclion with the reported kickback 
scheme. have already been dis· 
missed. 

Butcher was mdacted on J7 
counts of theft by unlawful taking 
and one count of fihng a false finan· 

c1al report to cover up the scheme . 
1bc indictment ~tatcd that Butcher 
paid about $49,<XJO for sports equip­
ment even though he knew that only 
$21,466 was delivered. Those 
charges were drop(')Cd earlier this 
year. 

''There wns never any evidence 
produced," Preston added. "Not only 
have we detennmed that the defen­
dant doesn't owe the schOOll>ystem 
any money, we detennmcd that the 
school system owes my client about 
$7,000." 

But Drurell Hcmld, a Breathitt 
County attorney who was named 
special prosecutor for the 
Commonwealth 10 the case. said that 
and other quesuons "show why it 
cannot be diSTTlissed." 

"We feel there are adequate facts 
to demonstrate the guilt of these indi­
Viduals or we wouldn't be here,'' he 
said. 

Caudlil overruled hoth the motion 
to dismiss and the motion for the 
directed verdict. He directed that the 
case be set for trial, but said that it 
should be heard by "a Johnson 
County jury in a Johnson County 
court," but smd he did not have a cal­
endar of open dates in Johnson 
County.

"We're tryang to find out what 
the heallh care needs are in Floyd 
County," Carol Holbrook, director 
of the Floyd County Health 
Department, said at a Community 
Needs Assessment Survey meeting 
Monday.

"I have worked in a hol>pital for 
20 years. I see needs in all the. e 
areas," Whicker said. "These are nil 
serious problems." 

Whicker said he thinks the num­
ber one health care need in the 
community is more physicians. He 
also thinks communication between 
physicians and patients needs to be 
improved because a language barri­
er sometimes exists between a for­
eign doctor and his patient. 
"Patients don't always understand 
them, especially with the elderly," 
Whicker srud. 

Wayland Mayor Gene Mullins 
doesn't completely agree with 
Whicker's assessment. He thmks 
there h. n need for more doctors, but 
h1s community's main need is n 

sewage treatment system. 
"The sewage system doesn't 

work. It doesn't perk. It's running 
m the yards," Mullins said. '"This

Wayland applied for grants last 
year to budd a new sewage treat· 
ment plant, but the program "ran 
out of money," he saad.

Surveys will be distributed 
September 19-20.

·n,e trial of a McDowell man 
who allegedly offered $50.000 to 
have his cousin killed to collect pro· 
ceeds from an msurance policy has 
been postponed agam. 

The case against Sam Hall wns 
to be presented Monday in federal 
coun at Pikeville before Judge 
Joseph Hood. It was continued until 
October 7 at l p.m. 

According to Hall's indictment, 
he allegedly took out an insurance 
policy on his cousin, Albert E. Hall, 
and then hired someone to kill him 
for $50,000. Hall was arrested 
February 15 by FBI agents on the 
charges, which came after a two­
week investigation by the Floyd 
County Sheriff's Department, the 
now defunct Mountain Area Drug 
Task Force, and the FBI. 

An on-going parallel investiga­
tion concerning Hall had been 
underway when the alleged murder­
for-hire scheme was discovered. 

Hall, who has operated a septic 
tank cleanmg service in Aoyd 
County for a number of years, is 

reportedly under investigation by 
local and federal authorities for 
dumpmg sewage and toxic wastes 
into an abandoned underground 
mine near McDowell. 

Despite allegations by Floyd 
County Sheriff Paul Hunt 
Thompson that Hall ha;; dumped the 
wastes into a mine on Bill Hall 
Branch, Hall contends he had per-
mission and a permit to dispose of 
the waste in the area. 

Police have not publicly con­
nected the alleged waste-dumping 
scheme with the murder-for-hire 
charge. 

The trial was originally set for 
June 12, but was later continued to 
September 9. The reason behind 
Monday's continuance has not been 
released. 

Hall pleaded guilty to attempted 
extortion in May after Hall told 
Thompson he had infonnation that 
would clear one of his deputies in a 
drug case. He asked Hunt for 
$I 00.000 for the infonnation. 

Those charges were amended 
from theft by extortion. He was sen­
tenced to 12 months in the county 
Jail, probated for 24 months.

In the words of Ross Perot. .. 
Now, lookee here. 
Time is about to expire on a 

deadline in the city of Allen, 
where residents have been given 
the chance to hook up to a new 
sewer system free of charge. 

If a required number of peo­
ple don't take advantage of the 
offer before October l, the city 
stands to lose nearly $2 million 
in grants that will underwrite 
most of the costs associated 
with building a new wastewater 
treatment facility. 

If the city loses those grant 
dollars, the project will go 
down the toilet and into the Big 
Sandy River, where much of 
the untreated sewage created in 
the city is going now. 

Allen residents should not 
allow that to happen to their 
grant funds for one particularly 
good reason. 

State and federal agencies 
are not going to allow homes 
and businesses to continue 
pumping their wastewater into 
the river. 

Certainly there are some 
legitimate concerns among 
Allen residents about the con­
tinuing and "hidden" costs 
associated with the project. 
Sewer service will not be free, 
and the rates could cause some 
financial hardship for some 

households. 
But those costs don't even 

begin to compare to the fines 
individual homeowners will 
face if they don't help see this 
project through. 

We understand, too, the reluc­
tance of some people, who have 
spent thousands of dollars to 
install septic systems on their 
property, to participate in the 
project. 

They've made expensive 
efforts to comply with environ­
mental regulations and should, 
at the very least, be given some 
opportunity to recoup their 
investments. 

Perhaps county, state and 
federal officials can find a way 
to reimburse them for their 
compliance. 

Meanwhile, though, this pro­
ject must go through. 

If anyone thinks for a minute 
that regulatory agencies won't 
enforce their mandates, by 
making examples of small 
communities like Allen if nec­
essary, they are sadly mistaken. 

Is it worth risking the loss of 
your homes and property by 
permitting these grant dollars to 
be lost?

How elections work 
Editor: 
In a recent editorial, Mr. Scott 

Perry commented that the commi~­
sioner-magistrate referendum has 
become a name calling contest, 
without sufficient auemion being 
paid to the real issues at stake in 
Aoyd County. 'Iltus, 1 would like to 
present the following thesis from 
the pro-commissioner point of 
view. 
• The primary 1ssuc hns not 
changed here since Kentucky's 
1851 constitution established the 
county court. now known as the fis­
cal court The issue is simply 
money, the tens of m11lions of dol-

Iars that flow through the fiscal 
court each year. Money equals 
poliucal po\\er and, of course, eco­
nomic power. Control of the court 
gives the ability to reward friends 
and relati\'es with job~. contracts, 
and exclusive franchises. without 
old nasty bids and legal contraCts, 
between good ol' boys in a relative­
ly poor county. 'This power resides 
in the present magistrates, the coun­
ty judge-executive, which is collec­
tively known as the fiscal court. 
Yes, the power resides here, but it is 
our considered opinion that the 
power is not exercised here. It is our 
opinion that the fiscal coun is sim­
ply a product or tool of a long 
standing political machine which 
has operated here for generations. 

Organizations that wield such 
political and economic power :sel­
dom place it at risk; and most 
assuredly they do not at the whim 
or will of mere voters in an election. 
And it follows that they do not 
select men for these office:. who 
cannot be depended on or con­
trolled to pass the issues brought 
before them, regardless of the merit 
or value of the issue to the people of 
the county. 'This has been virtually 
the charter of Floyd County's polit­
ical machine. the fiscal court, and 
how they have operated during the 
living memol) of our oldest senior 
citizens. Even senior citizens 
approaching a hundred years of age 
cannot remember a fiscal coun not 
clothed in scandal - or one that 
could be considered for the people. 

Rather. this magistrate court and 
the ones that have preceded it. seem 
more to be a parody of their consti­
tutional charter of office than a real­
ization of it. They have passed 
issues that have bled the county dry 
with ill-conceived schemes that 
have httle or no value to our people. 
Can they justify five different jails 
within fifty years; three different 
counhouses in thirty-four years. Or 
the $12 million for Thunder Ridge 
or $14 million for the Garth Solid 
Waste Project? There are others, all 
familiar to the people of Floyd 
County. The total cost of these 
issues will be perhaps $50 million 
to the Floyd County taxpayer over 
the next twenty years. But who has 
benefited from these projects? Not 
the people of Aoyd County 

It is our considered opinion that 
the magistrates did not consider the 
costs of these issues nor their merits 
or value to the people of Floyd 
County. Rrankly stated, it is our 
opinion that the magistrates have as 
little to say in the real dC(:is1ons of 
the fiscal court as do the people of 
this county. 1be reason and basis 
for this opinion is quite simple ... 

The magistrate form of county 
government is a weak political sys­
tem easily controlled and exploited 
by a political machine. Let me 
explain this by using Floyd 
County's four magistrate districts as 
an example. Floyd County has 
about 30,000 registered voters. 
Kentucky's constitution and state 
law require that the county be 
divided into four magistrate dis­
tricts of about 7,500 voters each. Of 
course our districts are not divided 
equally. Disuict 2, 3, and 4 average 
about 6,500 voters each while 
Disuict 1 has about 9,500, or 3,000 
more voters than the other districts. 
There i.s a reason. a sinister reason, 
why the districts are divided in this 
manner. 

Floyd County political machine 
has a block of about 6,000 votes in 
the county. These are the people 
who ''owe" the system due to jobs, 
housmg, or contracts with any of 
the authorities created by the coun. 
These people might elect Charles 
Manson Floyd County Chaplain if 
ordered to do so by the machine. 
Thus, there are about 1,500 of these 
captive voters in each district; 
which is the basis for the political 
machine's power in the magistrate 
system. 

The next ingredient is voter 
tum-out in the primary and general 
election. Historically, 50-55 percent 
of Floyd County voters vote in the 
May primary, but only 30 percent in 
the general e)C(:tion. The reason is 
simple. Aoyd County has a one­
party system, and county elections 
are decided in the primary election. 
And it is here that the political 
machine's block of 1,500 votes 
plays a dec1ding and crucial role. A 
S3 percent voter turnout in lhe pri­
mary equals about 4,000 votes cast 
in each magistrate district. which 
will of course include the magis­
trate's race. The political machine's 
candidate for magistrate gets the 
1,500 block votes, plus perhaps 
another 10 percent on his own from 
gravel friends and neighbors. He 
thus has about 47 percent of the 
vote cast in the precinct But as prl.!· 
viously stated, the political mach111e 
does not take chances on the mere 
whim of voters. The machine has 5 
or 6 "good ol' bo.)"s" declare for 
magistrate also. Each will get 4-S 
percent of the vote from friends, 
family. and neighbors. In political 

jargon, these cand1dates are called 
"cutters'' as they cut into, or siphon 
off, the uncontrolled vote. 
Ho\\ever, nt very modest expense 
to the machine, the cutters have 
siphoned off about 30 percent of the 
vote. This means that a capable and 
attractive candidate cannot get 
more than 25-30 percent of the 
vote. In reality, he is defeated 
before the polls even open. 

lbh; is why Distnct 2, 3. and 4 
awragc about 3,000 votes less than 
District I. The political machine 
cannot be defeated so long as the 
number of voters in each district is 
kept at 6,000 and 50-53 percent of 
the voter:. vote in the primary. 

Any threat from an especially 
attractive candidate can be and has 
been countered by mcreasing the 
number of"cutters" to run for mag­
istrate. Magistrate Owens com­
mented in the Floyd County Times 
that he had "run against" 13, II. 
and nine candidates respectively in 
his last three pnmaries. As Paul 
Haney says, "Now you know the 
rest of the story." 

nus system permits the county 
to be controlled by the three rural 
districts as it gives lhe political 
machine a three to two vote majori­
ty on the fiscal court. But it is 
extremely important to understand 
here that what wins the election for 
the magistrate can just us easily be 
used to defeat him. 

Jt is thus our opinion that the 
magistrate cannot win an election 
on his own; or that the people of a 
district cannot e1thcr elect or defeat 
a magistrate as long as the candi­
date is nominated and elected in 
that district. The political machine 
owns the mag1strate district and the 
magistrate serves at their pleasure. 

It is precisely this political situa­
tion that caused the commissioner 
form of county government to be 
wntten into Kentucky's constitu­
tion. It perrmts us to break free of 
the political machine's control and 
for tlte first time in our history. to 
honestly elect the members of the 
fi~cal court. Let's do it.

Mother is unhappy 
Editor: 
I would like to express my opin­

ion on the subject of combining 
classes in the primary grades, 
kindergarten through third grade, as 
the Kentucky Department of 
Education requires. I run totally 
against this procedure for the fol­
lowing reasons. The state has dC(:id­
ed that we hnve to tell our children 
in these primary grades that is Okay 
to watch your peers, learn from 
your peers, and do as your peer.; do. 
In my opinion this is destructive to 
everything I intend to teach my 
ch1ld. We will have to later teach 
our children it's not Okay to do as 
your peers do when substance 
abuse and other destructive traits 
arc introduced to our children. I 
foresee a substantial increase in the 
amount of children involved in sub­
stance abuse due to this new form 
of teaching in the educational sys­
tem. Why is this used only from 
grade~ K through 3 if it is so won­
derful? Why not all the way to 
grade 12? Parents were lead to 
believe at first that their child 
would be able to advance (if their 
child was exceptional) at a much 
faster pace. Yet in the years that this 
change has been in effect, I am not 
aware of any child who has been 
moved up a grade if they could 
keep up wnh the higher grade in 
their pod. Yet if your child does not 
keep up they cnn be held back for as 
long as 6 years in grade 3. Parents, 
would you rather have a child edu­
cating your child or an adult 
teacher? Suppose your child links 
up with a child in the upper grade 
that has a lower IQ than your child? 
Suppose the child in the upper 
grade is teaching your child what to 
do to just get by? I am also against 
kindergarten level changing classes 
and having several teachers. I feel 
these children need the security of 
one room and one teacher. In my 
op1nion, if the truth be revealed 
about thiS change, it was done for 
none other than financial savings to 
the state. 

Also, I have heard the recent 
radio advertisement by the 
Kentucky Department of Education 
regarding urging parents to have 
their children eat breakfast at 
school each mommg. Yet in reality, 
if you have a 5-year-old going to 
kindergarten if you want them to 
have breakfast, they have to get off 
the bus alone, go to the lunchroom 
alone and eat, then find their way to 
their clac;sroom before school starts. 
Th1s ts what J was told by a teacher. 
My options were to find a student 
(which I knew none) who rides the 
bus that would be responsible for 
my child nnd take him to breakfast: 
or just feed him at home every

h was supper time at Brackett 
Field m Wheelwright last Friday 
night. Dinner was served under a 
tent for early arrivals at the county 
matchup between the Betsy Layne 
Bobcats and South Floyd Raiders. 

While fans were enjoying the

A shining 
hope that the persona of spons is 
going to improve even as money 
and pursuit after it goes relent­
lessly on, staining the venues of 
all athletics. 

These young turks give rise to 
optimism that attitudes, toler­
ance, grace, and good behavior 
will rise again like a full moon 
on a clear October night as their 
seasons converge and vie for the 
same headline space.

"Because it is generally en~i­
er to fish heavier cover than it ss 
to fish deeper water, I change to 
smaller jigs, plastic worms. or 
sp1nnerbaits, depending on the 
type of cover, and I try to put 
them right into the middle of the 

thickest cover I can find!' 
The Evmrude pro also 

changes his retrieve techniques 
when he encounters inactive 
fish, often shaking or rattling the 
lure in the cover nself to create 
added commotion. 

"I used that technique to win 
the Cia l'ic," remembers Cook, 
"because I felt those bass were 
receiving a lot of pressure from 
other anglers. I was using a spin­
nerbait, and I'd reel it up to the 
cover I was working, then let it 
fall right beside that cover. At 
the same time, I 'd actually shake 
my rod tip to give the spinner­
bait an even more erratic action.

The attack of Fort Jefferson by 1 ,200 

Indians led by Colbert was nearly successful. 
Attempts were made during lhe 1781 assault 
to set fire to the fort. This effort was lhwarted 
with much difficulty. 

The balance shifted in favor of the settlers 
following the wounding of Colbert and with 
the placement of blasts from cannon shots 
loaded with bul1ets. The resounding uproar 
led to the withdrawal of the red men. 

The residents abandoned Fort Jefferson not 
long thereafter because it was so difficult to 
defend. Many of the residents formed early 
settlements in what would become illinois 

scouting party and to tell them what had hap­
pened. When they were found, five of their 
number returned to Estill's to help defend the 
fort while the others went searching for the 
Indian party. 

Several of the horses of the pursuing party 
tired severely, causing several more to with­
draw from the chase. The force was down to 
25 when they came upon several Indians who 
killed a buffalo for food Captain Estill fired 
at them, causmg them to flee. Another marks­
men took aim at an Indian, who had halted, 
and as one of the war pany ran between the 
marksman and his target the shot was fired. 
The one shot killed both Indians. The shot 

thus both sides firmly stood', or bravely fell, 
for more than one hour; upward to one-fourth 
of the combatants had fallen, never more to 
rise, and several others were wounded. 

"Never. probably, was the native bravery 
or collected fortitude of men put to a test 
more severe. In the clangor of an ardent bat­
tle, when death is forgotten. it is nothing for 
the brave to die-when even cowards die like 
brave men-but in the cool and lingering 
expectation of death, none but the man of true 
courage can stand. Such were those engaged 
in this conflict." (Marshall)

When 
several Indians saw the men they 
opened fire, killing and wounding sever­
al. 

scouting party kept a keen eye oo move­
ments by land as Clark's prowess was 
applied to defensive, rather than offen­
sive, strategy. The effort was extremely 
effective and the Indians were scarcely 
heard from the remainder of the year 
which enabled settlers to grow and har- ~~~~~~~iii~~~ 
vest bountiful crops. 

Spurred on by the successes, Clark 
had a strong fortification builL in late 1781 as was witnessed by the whole company, lifting 
preparation for any plans the Indians had for their spirits, as the men felt it was a good 
the following year. It was named Fon Nelson 
after one of the first governors of Virginia. 

Bands of marauding Indians began show­
ing up with the warmer days of spring. They 
ldlled several settlers working in the fields 
and others while they hunted wild game.

The Indians killed two men at Strode's 
Station before scalping a young woman in 
view of Estill's Fort. All of the men of Estill's 
were absent except one who was sick. The 
others had joined another force of 15 men 
who were looking for the Indians' trail. 

The war party captured a black man out­
side of Estill's Fort and the Indians sought 
infonnation for him about it's defenses. His 
heroic story of expert marksmen, plentiful 
guns and powerful cannons caused the 
Indians to abandon their plans to attack. The 
women in Estill's sent two boys to find their 

The company continued to track the flee­
ing Indians, coming upon a party of 25 who 
bad crossed a creek and were climbing the 
opposite hill. A random shot was fired and, by 
chance, struck the leader of the war party. 
Unable to proceed, he called on the braves to 
contest the crossing of the creek. The ensuing 
gunfire led to several Indian casualties before 
the remaining 25 took shelter behind trees as 
the company of marksmen had done on the 
opposite side between 50 and 60 yards away. 

"Never was a battle more like single com­
bat, since the use of firearms; each man 
sought his man. and fired only when he saw 
his mark; wounds and death were inflicted on 
either side, neither advancing nor retreating. 
The firing was deliberate; with caution they 
looked, but look they would for the foe, 
although life itself was often the forfeit. And 

Like a scene from a movie, the two strong 
combatants fought without either landing a 
clean blow for what seemed like several min­
utes. Their movements were so swift that it 
prevented any of the others from getting a 
true shot. Finally Estill's arm was disabled 
and the Indian plunged his knife into him. The 
Indian yelled a cry of victory, which was 
immediately followed by a crack from a rifle, 
which killed the warrior, sending him falling 
across Estill's prostate body. 

Following Estill's and another settler's 
death, their party began to withdraw. The 
Indians, who were also without their leader, 
allowed the battle to end.

Senior citizens, every three 
months the Big Sandy Community 
Action Program (CAP) sponsors 
an inter-agency meeting com­
prised of program directors of 
pubhc and private ~csource orga­
nizations, or their designees, to 
"rap'' about the services their 
organization provides for low­
income and older Americans. 

Representatives from area hos-
pitals, health departments. 
Catholic Social Services, 
Mountain Comprehenstve Care, 
varwus branches of the Cabinet of 
Human Resources, Legal 
Services, HUD, the Big Sandy 
Area Development District, trans­
portation providers, food banks, 
day care centers, colleges and 
public schools are a sample listing 
of providers who take part in these 
meetings on behalf of our people 
in Eastern Kentucky. 

Once the meeting is called to 
order, each attendee is invited ro 
introduce him/herself and provide 
a brief synopsis of the services 
their organization provides. A 
question and answer period fol­
lows. This allows all service 
providers who are present to learn 
more about other organizations: 
the need they strive to fill, the fed­
eral/stale guidelines that mandates 
its operatiOn; and how other 
providers might access their ser­
vices when they are working with 
a person or family whose needs 
their organization might be able to 
fill. 

This inter-agency meeting also 
allows us to know when an orga­
nization institutes a new program, 
details about that program, and 
how we might gain access to it if 
someone we are working with has 
that need. At our last meeting a 
representative from Mountain 
Comprehensive Care spoke about 
a new program started at Mc­
Dowell. 

Some attending that meeting 
did not realize th.at senior cittzens 
in the Big Sandy area and beyond, 
might be eligible for free legal 
representation at the Appalachian 
Research and Defense Fund of 
KY, Inc. (Legal Services) in 
Pikeville and Prestonsburg. Some 
indicated that they had known of 
older people with legal problems 
but stated that the senior citizen 
could not afford an atlorncy to 
work through the problem with 
them. The next time a provider 
learns that his/her client IS in need 
of a lawyer, that provider will 
know to refer that person to Legal 
Services where the client might be 
eligible for the legal help he or she 
needs. 

The director of one of our 
area's family resource centers 

talked about the work being done 
through his center and asked for 
volunteers to conduct workshops 
to benefit the families and the 
children his center serves. 

These are only a few topics that 
were discussed at the last inter­
agency meeting. Yet, in spite of all 
the programs that are available to 
help indigent people and senior 
citizens on fixed incomes, the sad 
fact remains that there are far 
more needs than there are 
resources to meet those needs 
Most every public service pro­
gram has stringent guidelines 
because funding is limited. Many 
of our people are in desperate 
straights, but it is only the most 
desperate among us who can be 
helped. 

AJJ who attend these meetings 
realize that not everyone can be 

helped. To find ways to help desti­
tute, deserving people is every 
conscientious care-givers' goal. 
To find ways to help you is the 
purpose for these quarterly meet­
ings and that is our reason for 
attending them.

ANAEROBIC METABOLISM 
AND LACTIC ACID 

Go for the bum. No pain, no 
gain. We've all heard these say­
ings, but what do they really 
mean? What causes the burning 
feeling you get in your muscles 
during an intense bout of exercise? 
And is that good or bad for you? 

Lactic acid, a waste product of 
anaerobic metabolism, is the cul­
prit behind that bum. When you 
exercise at an intensity at which 
your body cannot supply enough 

• J oxygen to the muscles to sustain 
that activity. your body switches 
from aerobic metabolic (which 
means in the presence of oxygen) 
to anaerobic metabolism (which 
means in the absence of oxygen). 
The body has a limited ability to 
function anaerobically. During 
anaerobic metabollsm, waste prod­
ucts build up rapidly, causing a 
bumtng sensation. The presence of 
excessive amounts of lactic acid 
and other waste products creates 
an environment within the muscle 
cells that makes it impossible for 
nonnal chemical reactions to take 

~ place. Smce these reactions cannot 
continue, you cannot continue to 
exercise. The muscles simply can­
not function until they have had a 
rest period in which the blood can 
remove the lactic acid. 

The question then becomes, 
what role does all this play in your 
exercise prognun. If you are exer­
cising to lose weight, you should 
exercise aerobically. This is how 
fat is burned. For maximum fat 
burning, you should exercise at an 
intensity that you can maintain for 
30 to 60 mmutes. If you are exer-

t~ cising to improve your general 
health and fitness level, it is appro­
priate it include both aerobic and 
anaerobic exercises. You should 
choose an aerobic exercise for 20-
30 minutes and follow it with a

In other words, there is a place 
in most exercise routines for 
anaerobic conditioning. When you 
feel a burning sensation in your 
muscles, you know that you are no 
longer working aeroblcally. If you 
are in the middle of an aerobtcs 
class, this is your body's way of 
telling you to slow down. If you 
feel a bum when lifting weights 
you know that you are pushing the 
muscle to work at or near maxi­
mum, whtch is necessary for 
increasing strength and building 
muscles. 

Tip of the week: Badminton can 
be a very strenuous workout. 
Energetic players can burn 600 
calories or more per hour. 
Beginners are likely to stay in the 
300 to 400 calorie range, which is 
comparable to tennis.

In the trenches .. South 
Floyd could be a menace

• The only way South Aoyd coach 
Donnie Daniels cares 10 remember 
last year's 3-8 record, even though it 
marked the frrst time the Raiders 
had made the state playoffs, is just 
to remind his '96 team thm they can 
do better. 

And when the Raiders take to the 
gridiron this season, they will do so 
with something they haven't had in 
seasons past - depth. South Aoyd 
will be one of the deeper teams in 
the region this season, nnd n stark 
improvement on their record is 

• expected. An 8-2 season is not out 
of the question. 

Coach Daniels has the misfor­
tune of having to play in the tough 
District 2, Region 4, Cla~s A with 
the likes of Pikeville and Hazard. 
But even with these two power 
houses. the Raiders think they can 
be very competitive. 

Depth at quarterback and skill 
positions is the rea'>on for so much 
optimism this year at South Aoyd. 
The Raiders will return one of the 
state's top passers, junior Nick 

• Compton (6'3", 195). Compton had 
94 completions in J 86 attempts last 
year to finish with 1,797 yards pass­
ing. He threw 12 touchdown passes. 

"Nick is the best junior quarter­
back in the area, if not the state," 
said Coach Daniels about his signal 
caller." 

Speed, speed nnd more speed. 
You will find it in Ketrin Mays (6' 
1", 180, junior) who carried the 
football 196 times last year for 
1.074 yards rushing. He scored 12 
touchdowns for the Rebels that 
helped them to a 3-3 district record. 

"Very quick." said Daniels about 
1 Mays. "Very quick feet nnd has 

moves you just can't teach. A solid 
runner." 

Mays has seemed to overcome 
the hesitance that he experienced as 
a sophomore and now he goes at full 
.speed. An outside runner, Mays is 
bard to contain in the open field. 

Joining Mays in the backfield 
will be senior running back Heath 
Hall (5' 8", 160), who, despite his 
size, makes things happen. A very 
good runner, especially running the 
reverse. 

••Heath has great breakaway 

speed," said Daniels. ··aut what a 
lot of people don't know is that he 
has the ability to catch the ball, as 
well. He is a good steady ball play­
er." 

Compton enjoyed the targets of 
Aaron Hall and Terrence Mullins, 
but the two have departed the cam­
pus, and now the Raiders must find 
capable receivers to replace those 
two. 

Scotty Johnson (6' 2", 210, 
senior) seems capable of filli ng one 
slot. Johnson will be at a tight end 
spot and h1s ability to catch the ball 
should reap big numbers for both 
him and Compton. 

"Scotty has the best hands on the 
team," said the South Floyd mentor. 
"He gives our offense versatility 
with his good blocking technique." 

Of course, the old saying, "Your 
backfield ts only as good as your 
offensive line" could hold a Jot of 
truth. The Raiders wtll put forth one 
of the best lines in the school's brief 
history th1s season. led by Andree 
Faine (6'2", 275, senior) at tackle. 
Fatne is n big strong player who has 
had three years of experience. He 
has good knowledge about the game 
and he is a team player. Coach 
Daniels says he could go far. 

"Andre has the abihty to move

up into the top 40 linemen in the 
state with a good senior season," he 
said. "He's that good. A hard hitter.

Nobody likes to hit like Trav1s 
Johnson (6', 190, senior), and 
despite his size, has made a few big­
ger linemen thmk twice on the line. 
He is very quick off the ball and hns 
a nose for defense. 

"Travis is probably the strongest, 
pound for pound. of any player on 
Ibis teanl," lloaid Coach Daniels. "He 
has excellent speed .'' Johnson will 
be at one guard slot. 

The second half of last season 
was a big disappointment for Aaron 
Caud1ll (6' 4'', 295, senior). He suf­
fered a broken leg that cut short his 
chances to play in the playoffs last 
season. 

"It was hard to sit there and 
watch your teammates play," said 
Caudill. "But I just cheered for them 
and tried to encourage them.'' 

This year, a more healthy Caudill 
is looking for the chance to not just
