Floyd County residents may
have an extra 89 cents in their
pockets each month after the first
of October.

There's
quite a bit of money in the E-911
account and ] think that surcharge
should be suspended until the sys-
tem is implemented."

Hale said there is sufficient
money already in the bank to get

test scores
flunk state
inspection

A Floyd County school’s teach-
ers and principal, who were in line
for rewards after last year's test re-
sults were released, have found
themselves in the proverbial hot
seat after an audit of writing port-
folio scores found a scores match
of only eight percent.

W.D. Osborme was one of 100
schools across the state (o have
eighth-grade writing portfolio
scores scrutinized by state offi-
cials. While most of the schools'
scores remained nearly the same,
Osborne's plummeted nearly 70
points.

The school was one of seven in
Floyd County that reached its two-
year goal on the Kentucky Instruc-
tional Results Information System
(KIRIS) tests after it scored 40.3
on the 1994-95 exams. The goal
for Oshorne was 38.8 percent.
Those scores were to be averaged
with the 1995-96 scores, which are
to be released next month, to deter-
mine if the school would get re-
wards for the test results.

"This simply means that that
portion of the accountability index
changes," Phil Paige, director of
instruction for the school system,
said. "You need to take this data for
what it says and what it says is, ac-
cording to the state, there are prob-
lems in the scoring process at Os-
bome Elementary.”

The lowered score represents
just seven percent of the school's
total accountability score and
shouldn't affect whether the school
receives rewards, according to Lisa
York Gross, a program coordinator
with the state. "It shouldn't knock
them out of the rewards category,
Osborne is not the kind of school
that is doing poorly. This is not
something that will harm them ir-
reparably.”

Osborne principal Panl Tackett
said he expects the test results to be
up when they are released next
month. "l think we will be much
higher," he said.

During the audit, the schools
were asked to provide writing port-

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folios completed in the 1995-96
school year to be rescored by inde-
pendent, trained scorers. Half of the
schools were selected based on pos-
sible discrepancies in their test
scores, The other half were chosen
randomly. Osborne was picked
because its writing portfolio scores
rose- nearly 30 points over scores
from last year, but there was no cor-
responding increase in scores from
other testing areas.

The school's original score on the
30 portfolios from eighth grade stu-
dents was 73.51. After the audit,
those scores were dropped:to 4.32,
the largest decrease of all thé schools
audited, The average agreement rate
was nearly 75 percent with' Millard
Elementary in Pike County having
the score on only one portfolio
changed for a 99 percent agreement
rate between the original score and
the audited score.

Tackett said he was surprised by
the audit and disagrees with the new
scores which were assigned to the
portfolios.

"We were shocked," he said. "We
were totally shocked. We expected
those students to do well. I feel I had
ten distinguished students up here

Those students whose Stores
were decreased the most were taking
high school algebra and doing well
in the classes, Tackett said.

Gross said that the problem was
probably with inexperienced scorers.

"The teachers didn't quite have a
grasp on how to score the writing
portfolios," she said, "That doesn't
mean they are doing a bad job, just
that they haven't got a handle on the
process.”

Tackett said the portfolios at
Osbome were scored in the blind
scorer method in which four teachers
score each portfolio separately.
"When we get a match, that's the
score we give them," Tackett said.

Food handlers permit
' no longer required

Food handlers in Floyd County
no longer need a permit from the
Floyd County Health Department to
sell food to the public.

Al its quarterly meeting

- September 10, the health depart-
ment's Board of Health agreed to do
away with the required permit at the
advice of the state health depart-
ment.

For about the past 20 years, the
health department required food
handlers receive a skin test for tuber-
culosis. If the tests showed negative
results, meaning the food handlers
did not have the illness, they were
issued a permit.

The state no longer recommends
that food handlers be given TB skin
tests, Floyd County Health
%gpanmcm director Carol

“Holbrook, reported to the Floyd
Health Board.

*“(TB) is an airborne discase —
coughing, sneezing, droplets
released in the air. It used to be
thought that it was transmitted
through mucus,” Holbrook said.

“The state has known for a long
time that it’s not ransmitted through
food,” Jane Bond, Floyd County
Health Department educator said
Monday.

Floyd County was one of five
counties in the state that continued
the practice of testing food handlers

for the disease. The skin test was the |

only requirement for obtaining a
food handler’s permit, Bond said.
The health department holds reg-
ular food safety training sessions for
focal businesses and organizations.
Environmentalists with the health
department also are required to
inspect food service establishments,
including school cafeterias and food

‘booths at festivals, at least twice per

year. They also do inspections when
they receive a complaint from a con-
sumer.

To report a problem at a food ser-
vice establishment, or to schedule a
food safety school, call environmen-
talists John L. Bailey or Russell
Wallace at 886-2788.

But the principal said the scores
for writing portfolios are just one
indication of the problems with the
KIRIS assessment. "I do believe this
is indicative of the problem with the
KIRIS scores," Tackett said, "The
portfolios are so opinionated there's
no set way to score them."

But Paige said the scoring packet
comes with a group of writing exam-
ples in each category to help teachers
score the portfolios. "Everything
should be compared to them,” he
said.

Paige said he has met with

Tackett, Floyd County writing coor-
dinator Patricia Watson, and Floyd
County superintendent Dr. John
Balentine, 1o discuss ways the scor-
ing process can be improved.

‘road race

In a race against the impending
cold weather, an estimated $5.3 mil-
lion in road improvement projects
for Kentucky's rural and secondary
roads were recently approved by
Governor Paul Patton, including
work in Floyd County.

Estimated to cost a total of
$80,000, a drainage improvement
project is planned for 0.8 mile of
KY 1428, Prestonsburg Road. The
work will be accomplished by con-
tract and is scheduled for a
September 20 bid letting,

The projects will be financed
with funds from the Rural and
Secondary Roads  Program.
Transportation Secretary Fred
Mudge said the program receives its
funds from the gasoline sales tax,
and is distributed to each Kentucky
county based on the county’s land
size, population, and amount of
rural and secondary roads.

President Clinton’s effort to
regulate tobacco as a drug has
drawn many supporters to his
re-election camp, just like the
18th amendment to the U.S
Constitution no doubt rallied vot-
ers to the side of Prohibition
candidates in 1917.

Of course there is a differ-
ence.

If tobacco is to be regulated
as a drug by the federal Food
and Drug Administration, we
won't have to worry about the
move spawning organized crime.

America’s black market econ-
omy was bom during prohibition;
it has matured during the prolif-
eration of illegal drugs from the
1960s to now; and, we imagine,
it will really come of age if tobac-
co is deemed to be a “controlled
substance.”

Now there's an oxymoron for

you. Every time we try to control

a substance, the use of it goes
out of control.
Oh well, we live and leam.
Or do we?

If we have really leamed any-
thing during the 24-year-old “war
on drugs,” it's that we've spent a
lot of money on a losing cause.

Statistics suggest we spend
more than $30 billion a year to

enforce drug laws in this country

and billions more each year to
keep the 350,000 or so people
who have violated those laws
behind bars.

Nearly twice as many people
are arrested each year on drug
offenses as are arrested for mur-

der, rape, robbery and
assault...combined.
And despite stepped up law

enforcement and tougher prose-
cutions, the flow of illegal Hrugs
has increased while street-level
prices have declined.

Instead of controlling the pro-
liferation of illegal drugs, the war
on drugs has had just the oppo-
site effect, increasing the
instances of violent crime and
multiplying the costs to our soci-
ety.

What's the solution, legaliza-
tion?

That's just what some pretty
high-powered folks are suggest-
ing, and they include people
from the ultra-conservative to
far-left philosophies.

For most of us, though, legal-
ization is an unthinkable alterna-
tive. We prefer to hope for the
best...even when the numbers
prove the fight to be hopeless.

In the economic development
business, we've often consid-
ered our region’s isolation to be
an obstacle.

Many of our efforts to lure
businesses here include pro-
jects aimed at enhancing the
quality of life...to make our small
towns more like big towns...on
the assumption that to attract
corporate execs and the jobs
they control, we have to have
white collar amenities.

Is it possible, though, that
we've been dressing up for a
ball while the “guests” are
expecting a square dance?

The Wall Street Journal
reports this week that there is
an economic miniboom in
progress in rural America, par-
ticularly in small towns that pro-
mote themselves as, well, small
towns.

Mr. Johnson, you keep trying to
sell the people of Floyd County on
the commissioner form of govern-
ment. Why don’t you just tell them
the truth, Mr. Johnson, what can
really happen under the commis-
sioner form of government.

Right now each district has

around 12,000 people. If it goes to
'commissioner, you will have three
\districts which will have around
(16,000 people. Each of the three
Idistricts will gain around 4,000 peo-
ple.

This means that there are going
to be around 12.000 people that are
going to be relocated into other dis-

b tricts from where they are now. It
will be up to Judge Executive Ben
Hale to remap the county into three
districts. If he wanted to, he could
map it so that all three commission-
ers could come out of the
Prestonsburg area.

With the commissioner form of
government, you only have three
commissioners and one judge vot-
ing on everything. The judge and
one vote can tie everything up. In
hiring personnel, if it results in a tie
vote and is not resolved after 15
days, the judge can go ahead and
put these people to work anyway.

Mr. Johnson would like for you
to think that the commissioners’
salaries are going to be less than the
magistrates’ salaries. This is not
necessarily so, because the commis-
sioners can make the maximum
salary of around $40,000.

Mr. Johnson says that the com-
missioner form of government is so
honest and more protective of your
money and that they could do no
wrong. People, just look down the
road to Johnson County—a com-
missioner form of government—
that went broke this year and had to

¢lay off their entire road crew. They
couldn't afford to pay the men or to
work the equipment and were look-
ing at raising taxes. This is what
they are campaigning for in Floyd
County!

Mr. Johnson doesn’t know who
is going to be elected commission-
ers.

Says magistrates
violate state law

Editor:
I have previously stated that the
Floyd County magistrates are a par-
ody of their Constitutional Charter
and of our State Laws regarding the
fiscal court. Let us explore this sub-
ject further.
Section 144 of

the 1891

Kentucky Constitution continued
the fiscal court, the county Judge,
and the magistrates established by
the Constitution of 1851. However,
the Constitution of 1851 failed to
limit the number of magistrates,
which increased to an average of 17
per county by the census of 1889.
Some counties actually had 30 mag-
istrates as different local factions
attempted to pack the fiscal court
and gain control of the county
money and jobs. Section 142 of the
1891 Constitution corrected this
and limited the magistrate districts
to not less than 3 and not more than
8 per county. Also the men who
wrote the 1891 Constitution knew
only too well the games politicians
play with magistrates being nomi-
nated and elected from the same
rural district. Section 144 of the
1891 Constitution also provided a
means 10 eliminate the magistrate
districts and to elect three
Commissioners from three districts
that would be nominated from a dis-
trict and then run at large in the
county. This measure was provided
to allow the voters to break a politi-
cal machine’s strangle hold on the
fiscal court. One might add, this
Section of the 1891 Constitution
was written precisely for the present
situation in Floyd County.

But the signal phrase of Section
144 states “... Counties shall have a
fiscal court consisting of a county
Judge, magistrates or
Commissioners...and a majority of
these shall constitute a court for the
transaction of business.” Now,
folks, this does not say that the
magistrates are to take over the road
department of the county, nor to
spread gravel, supervise road crews,
have their own road crews, or their
own road equipment. Section 144
of the Constitution says that they
are o transact the county’s busi-
ness. This is where the parody of
their Constitutional Charter for the
Floyd County magistrates begins. It
also explains why our ship is sink-
ing.

Kentucky's Attorney General
stated (OAG 78-402 and OAG
78-529) that the magistrates possess
no administrative or executive
power in relation to the county gov-
ernment except when he/she is sit-
ting in session on the fiscal court.
KRS 61.210 specifically forbids a
magistrate to work on or o super-
vise work on any road or bridge or
to furnish material to work on any
road or bridge. Violation of this law
by a magistrate is punishable by
fines, prison term, and forfeiture of
office. KRS 61.220 prohibits any
fiscal court member from having a
personal interest in any contract for
work or any material supplied to the
county or even an indirect interest
in such work. A magistrate doing
any nature of road work at or near
election time has been held to vio-
late this law.

But each of us know what our
magistrates do and have done for
the period of living memory. The
Floyd County road program is
divided into four parts—the magis-
trate districts—and the magistrate
runs the road program in his dis-
trict. Thus they do what is precisely
prohibited in Section 142 and 144
of the State Constitution. Further,
they are in direct violation of KRS
61.210 and KRS 61.220; and the
opinion of the Attorney General in
(OAG 78-402 and OAG 78529).

This is the curious but deadly
parody of which we speak. The
magistrates appear to be the county
road department in it's function and
management, Each functions as a
superdooper road foreman in his
district and as often as not a road
worker, manning a bulldozer or
grader, Apparently not a ditch is
cleaned, a dirt road graded or a
pound of gravel hauled without the
approval of a magistrate. The mag-
istrates rule the kingdom of our
dusty roads and gravel pits. But
they appear to have surrendered
their own Constitutional powers on
the fiscal court to the political
machine that rules Floyd County.
Does anyone actually believe that
the magistrates evaluate the projects
brought before the fiscal court; or
consider their value to the people of
Floyd County. Does any rational
person believe that our magistrates
carefully considered the merits of

Thunder Ridge, the new jail, or the «

R & S project and assigned them a
priority number in our long range
plans for capital additions to the
county. And after such careful eval-
vation, funded them with a bond
tssue?

No, a drunk sailor off of a Greek
merchant ship with a three-hour
pass would not have voted for these
idiotic projects. Which I feel further
establishes our previously stated
premise—the magistrates have no
more say over what passes on the
fiscal court than do the people of
Floyd County,

Yet there is a further tragedy in
this disaster that engulfs us, There is

reliable evidence, from the state-
ments that the magistrates make and
are reported in the newspapers, that
they do understand the contracts
they sign to build these projects;
and the financial contracts they sign
to pay for them. As examples of this
thought, the magistrates signed a
financial contract for Thunder
Ridge and R & S, with each having
a devastating balloon debt service
payment which may force the coun-
ty into bankruptcy. Thunder Ridge
alone has a debt service payment of
$2.7 million on July 1, 1998, It will
be interesting to see this payment
made from our $10.0 million coun-
ty budget.

A political machine needs a con-
stant stream of projects to reward
the faithful with contracts and jobs.
It is our opinion that this is the rea-
son for Thunder Ridge, the new jail,
the R & S project and the new cour-
thouse, and the host of weird pro-
jects that start and slowly fade into
oblivion here in Floyd County. Our
magistrates approve these projects,
seemingly without argument or
question, even though great num-
bers of our families do not have safe
drinking water, sewers, fire protec-
tion, police protection, ambulance

service or all-weather roads. 1 will -

leave it up to the gentle reader to
figure out who the magistrate is for
and why,

A May 15 rainstormn may have
left area roads in bad shape after
flash flooding, but the Soil
Conservation office has secured
federal funding to repair four of
them as part of the emergency
watershed program.

Jack Amett Branch, Granny Fitz
Branch, Clark’s Branch and Slick
Rock are scheduled to get improve-
ments after the Floyd County
Fiscal Court approved an agree-
ment Monday between the county
and the conservation district during
a special meeting.

According to Chris Slone, who

took over as Floyd County's Soil
‘Conservation officer

for Jim
Rospopo, the county is responsible
for matching 25 percent of the cost
of the repairs to the roads, which
were declared an emergency and a
threat to the safety of area resi-
dents, That 25 percent can come
from in-kind contributions.

Magistrates said they were
pleased with the funding available,
but wondered why other roads
weren 't included.

“T took them and showed them
some in my district,” Gerald
Derossett said. “Why weren’t those
approved?”

Hale said he isn't sure why
some projects received funding and
others did not. “Some were
approved and some were disap-
proved,” Hale said. "But we need
10 get this approved. September 30
is the end of their fiscal year and
they need to get the contract
awarded.”

County Attorney Keith Bartley
said the four projects chosen for
repairs “really need it," and that the
soil conservation district, not the
fiscal court, had decided which
repairs should be made.

Bartley said he also had prob-
lems getting residents to agree to
let the projects be completed.

Slone said he would stay in con-
tact with magistrates so he could be
aware of problems when funds
become available.

“The more | can stay in contact
with you fellas, the better | can do
my job,"” he said.

Lafferty said the informant
would remain confidential, He said
the reward check would be written
to Conservation Officer Joe Mills,
and Mills would present cash to the
informant.

“That way, there is no trace on
the name of the informant,”
Lafferty said.

Lafferty said poaching is always
a problem this time of year.

In an effort to maintain wildlife
population in the area, members of
the Dewey Lake Fish and Game
Club have prepared about 25 acres
of food plots at the German Bridge
and John's Creek areas, Lafferty

said. He said club members pur-
chased about 100 pounds of clover
and rented a tractor to prepare the
food plots out of the club’s budget.

“Qur interest is cleaning up the
areas and sowing seeds for the
wildlife,” Lafferty said.

Lafferty also encouraged people
to report all-terrain vehicles (ATVs)
on the wildlife management area.
He said it is illegal for ATVs to be

on the land and said violators would
be cited and fined.

Lafferty added that the ATV may
also be confiscated.

And, finding a
parking space near the stadium is, as
perhaps it should be, an adventure to
move George Costanza to new levels
of teeth-gnashing frustration. But it's
free, even if it's a hike.

But the Eastern-Western game is
A poignant respite from Roman char-
iot race extravaganzas that come
with Keith Jackson and Corso and
makeup and TV time-outs.

A September night “way dpwn in
Bowling Green™ is still a scintillat-
ing collage of sights, sounds and

smells worth savoring, revisiting

too, if you are affected by thig game
and what it's attending atmosphere
can still do.

Eastern at Western is a step away
also from gossipy media-types who
snigger among themselves how, why
and when a coach has got to go and
comparing notes on who has written
the clever lyric of the week to make
it happen.

But, mastly, they play for love
of this game and its being a freeway
10 an education, instead of promise
of national leevee X-posure, chances
of a phone call from the bowl
alliance people or NFL draft hopes,

Eastern at Western is a full stadi-
um on an autumn evening that
smilin® Jimmy Feix must have spe-
cial ordered weeks ahead. A before-
game sunset behind Warren County
hills above the Green River is made
more spectacular by the home
school’s band belting out My Old
Kentucky Home. A heart skips a lit-
tle and that's part of this, too.

High above it all, in a loft called
WKU'’s pressbox Voice of Hilltopper
sports, Wes Strader makes a melody,
reporting the play with careful even-
ness. His remarks are the right tone
and pitch, and he makes the right
brush strokes to fit a game way
down in Bowling Green. Perfect.

Across the street from L.T. Smith
Stadium on Big Red Way, knots of
students dally on spacious lawns,
being cool, having fun and making

just what this is supposed to be, a
college campus Saturday night expe-
rience that's noisy.

The kids don't know it and
should not care so much now, but
tradition lives here too. The series
dates back o Woody Wilson in the
Oval Office, and when the
Hilltoppers had finally beaten
Eastern Saturday it was the 40th
time in 72 meetings between the two
going back to 1914. Western leads
Eastern 40-29 with three ties.

College football is important and
traditional and noisy, and fun in the
Kentucky autumn that Phil and Don
Everly know so well.

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Phelps hands South Floyd
first loss, 33-20, in district

w What proved to be a strong suit in
the South Floyd Raiders’ first two
football games of the season was a
mussing link in their third game. The
defensive line of the Raiders could
not find a way to contain the running
of Jason Moses and Derek Gooslin,
Only the first half benching of Derek
Justice kept the rushing game of the
Homets from overwhelming the
Raiders. Justice had 1o sit out the first
half for disciplinary reasons

The Homets rushed for 187 yards
and passed for 17 more to come out
victorious over South Floyd 33-20 in
a game that saw the Raiders get inside
the red zone and fail to score on three

$ceasions.

But it was the passing defense of
the Hornets that had quarterback Nick
Compton scrambling all night. Still
Compton had respectable numbers
after the game ended with 130 yards
passing on seven of 16 completions.

Moses showed why he has been
praised by many. His quickness up the
middle made the Raider defense look
hike it wasn't even present.

"We just weren't ready to play,"”
said Raider coach Donnie Daniels.
*“We had busted assignments and our
defense just wasn't as sharp as it was
in the previous two games.”

The South Floyd coach said his
teamn could have been taking Phelps
lightly.

“It wasn'l in preparing for the
game,” he said. “But they could have
seen the score when Phelps lost to
Magoffin County and thought it
would be an easy game.”

Seniors Andre Faine and Aaron
Caudill tried to rally their defense by
challenging the Raiders on the side-
lines to pick up the defense.

Ketrin Mays, who had been aver-

ging just over 180 vards through two
games, was stopped with 68 yards on
19 carries as the offensive line could
not push away the Homets' defensive
line.

Moses rushed for 116 yards to lead
Pheips’ ground attack. Derek “The
Goose" Gooslin totaled 43 yards on
the ground. Justice managed 10 carry
the ball three times in the second half
for 15 yards.

The Homets were able to put the
game in the win column in spite of
being penalized 125 yards on 12
flags. Twice the Homets were hit with
Houble penalties early in the fourth
quarter.

The 30 yards in penalties kept the
Raiders in the game, and they scored
with 8:43 to play to pull to within 25-
20 of the Homets. Chris Isaac, a much
underrated football player, scored
from 10 yards out on a beautiful

reverse play that had the Homets’
defense chasing Mays.

But on the next series of plays for
Phelps, Moses scored on a 38-yard
romp and quanterback Kyle Vanhomn
hit Randy Smith with a two-point
conversion pass for the 33-20 final,

The game started on a negative
note for both ball clubs as each turned
the ball over on first possessions.
Phelps had its play of the game, a pass
action play, intercepted by Isaac, giv-
ing the ball 1o the Raiders at the
Phelps’ 39-yard line. But the Raiders
returned the favor on their first play, a
runnming play by Mays, when they
fumbled the football away,

After Phelps went three downs and
out, South Floyd took the football at
mid-field and marched to the
Homets' 27-yard line, but two penal-
ties, an offside and holding call, kept
them from putting the ball in the end
zone

After a scoreless first quarter,
Séuth Floyd had excellent spotting as
the ball rested on the Homets' 3-yard
line on a second and goal for the
Raiders, But Mays fumbled the foot-
ball after being hit behind the line of
scrimmage. Defensive tackle Brent
Wolford alertly picked up the loose
ball at the two and raced 98 yards
untouched for the first score for
Phelps and a 7-0 lead, following the
PAT by Gooslin, with 8:13 to play in
the first half.

Coach Daniels said in his pre-
game remarks Jast Friday that his ball

)

club could stand no dry runs.

“We did just what I said we could-
n't do and win the ballgame,” he said.
“We could not afford any dry drives.
We did that and we lost."

A personal foul penalty, followed
by a face mask call against Phelps, put
the Raiders deep into the Hornets” ter-
ritory at the 1l-yard line. Compton
spotted Mark Smallwood for a 11-
yard touchdown pass and, the two-
point conversion run by Heath Hall
gave the Raiders their only lead of the
game, 8-6, with 4:51 to play.

Using a play out of the South
Floyd playbook, the Hornets ran
Maoses on a reverse and he picked up
32 yards. Two plays later, Moses ran
for a 15-yard gainer and the Homets
found themselves at the Raiders' |-
yard line where Gooslin ran into the
end zone. Phelps led 13-8 at the half.

Seven plays is all it took for Phelps
to make it a 19-8 game early in the
third quarter. It was Gooslin going up
the middle for 23 yards and a touch-
down with 6:26 to play.

The score came about when the
Raiders had Phelp's facing a third and
long situation. But on a bootleg play,
Vanhorn hit Smith, who lateraled
back to Moses for a 14-yard pick-up
and a first down at the Raiders' 23.

Things started going sour for the
Raiders as they were hit with two
penalties. The defense looked con-
fused as well as tired. On a second-
down play with 4:31 1o play, Gooslin
romped up the middle and into the

end zone from 45 yards owt for a
touchdown and a 25-8 margin,

“We just didn't get the effort we
needed (o win,” said Coach Daniels.
“We had a letdown on defense. The
kids thought they could stll pull it
out, even when we were down 20-8.
We just had so many missed assign-
ments out there, But you have to cred-
it Phelps — they went after us and
they won."”

The Hornets' pass rush was excel-
lent and Compton was under pres-
sure, having to scramble to keep from
getting hit. He managed to break two
would-be tacklers and hit Coby Little
with a perfect strike and a 58-yard
pass completion that set up the
Raiders’ second louchdown. Mays
ran the ball into the end zone from the
three for a 25-14 game.

Little had two catches for 86 yards

in the game for South Floyd. Mark

Smallwood pulled in two for 21,
Jonathan Paige had a cawch for 13
yards,

Isaac finished with 26 yards rush-
ing and Heath Hall had 14 on two car-
ries.

The Raiders fumbled the football
away for their only tumover. They
were penalized 35 yards on four calls,
They had 231 yards in offense.

South Floyd (2-1) will face the
Pikeville Panthers this Friday night at
Pikeville in a district matchup, The
Raiders are 0-1 in district play and the
loss could possibly cost them a home
game in the playoffs.

Father Wimmers’ car was
fitted with a loud speaker and

came on the grounds outside
St. Casimer Church in Van
Lear, a mining community
five miles south of Paintsville.
“It was an exciting new
adventure. I had never seen
this aspect of our faith before,
and I was deeply impressed by
it”

To this day, Father Beiting
calls that summer of 1946 “the
year I fell in love.” Father
Beiting was ordained in 1949,
and in 1950 was given a per-
manent assignment in the
mountains he had come to
love.

In the early years, Father
Beiting’s outdoor preaching
was intended to enlighten his
listeners about the traditions
and beliefs of the Catholic

faith. It wasn't long, though,
before Father Beiting saw that
topics like purgatory, the
Blessed Mother and celibacy
were causing more divisions
than building bridges. People
were so focused on topics
with which they disagreed that
they were missing the main
message: God’s love for
His people.
So the topics
& changed, and for the
& A\ majority of the 50
B\ years that Father
Beiting has been
preaching in the
A mountains, his
#\ topics have
i been univer-
sal, and rele-
vant to the
times. “The
most impor-
tant aspect of
a family is for
husbands and
wives to love
each other,” he
said during a
preaching stop in
the summer of
1996. His message
7~ that love in the world
~ starts in the home is as
true in 1996 as it was in
1966.

As one might imagine,
Father Beiting has hundreds of
stories about his experiences
regarding street preaching.
Some cause a chuckle, and
have to do with people dis-
agreeing with his message and
throwing tomatoes. Others
feature children asking about
the Preacher Man with the
white hair.

One of his favorites,
though, shows just how vital
is this ministry of street
preaching, Father Beiting
says.

“We were preaching in
Breathitt County one August.
It was getting late in the after-
noon, but I decided to stop at
a place with about a half-
dozen houses. We were there
about 15 or 20 minutes, and I
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noticed a man in an old beat-
up Chevy going back and
forth. I guess he must have
passed us six or seven times in
the 20 minutes we were there.

“When we finished, he
came up and spoke. ‘You
know, I need to thank you for
coming here and preaching
today. I was going out to shoot
myself to get rid of all my
problems.

‘My wife left me. We got
four children, and she took
them all up to Dayton. Last
weekend, I went to find them
and I found the kids playing at
an old place up there, and
when I went into the house,
my wife was in bed with
another man. | thought maybe
I'd kill that guy, but instead I
ran all the way back here. I've
been stewing, trying to figure
out what to do, and today 1
decided that 1'd comimit sui-
cide. That's where I was going
when I heard you all preach-
ing, and decided to stop and
listen to what you had to say.’

“I never did see him again,”
Father Beiting said. “But [
pray that he was able to make
some kind of life for himself.
It's very humbling to realize
that for one moment we stood
between him and his own
death, but that God won the
battle.”

Just about every branch and
hollow in Eastern Kentucky
has been favored by Father
Beiting's message about the
love of God. In 1987, he even
cruised the Kentucky and
Ohio rivers, as he took
“Appalachia on Tour.” There
are folks trying to convince
Father Beiting to launching
into year 51 of street preach-
ing by going on the Internet.

But whatever route he
takes—the road or the river, or
the Information
Superhighway—Father
Beiting says that after 50
years, he's as anxious to keep
going as he was to start, and
that 1 still get a big kick out
of talking about God.”

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Big Mary, Part I

Several folks have asked me to rerun my story
about Mary, the huge elephant who was brought to
the area early in this century. Since I've done addi-
tional research on Mary, I'm happy to oblige. 1
might take this opportunity to thank the thousands
of readers in the various papers in the mountain
states who carry my stories From the Mountains.
We appreciate your calls and letters.

There is something about elephants,
Elephantidae Proboscidea, that has fascinated

# humans since they were first brought to this coun-

try.

Many boys have earned free passes to the circus
by fetching water for the elephants. The elephant’s
large thirst made it a difficuit job but seldom did
the boys mind.

The 36-year-old Eldridge was enjoying the ride
atop the huge elephant until she became distracted
by the smell of watermelon. Mary began sauntering
toward the onlooking crowd and Eldridge respond-
ed by hitting her in the jaw with his hooked stick
as he attempted to snare her bridle.

The blow struck Big Mary in the worst possible
place.

Her teeth were Mary's Achilles’ heel. She had
toothaches as big as herself and at the time of her
arrival in the mountains she was suffering from a
terrible abscess.

Mary became enraged, throwing her head back
and trumpeting in a mad frenzy. She clutched
Eldridge around the waist with her trunk and held
him high above the ground before dashing him

know the world or to
know a lot about life.

Circuses have been
a source of amuse-
ment and entertain-
ment in the mountains
for many years.

In the late summer of 1916, the Sparks Brother’s
‘World Famous Circus’ traveling aboard 20 rail-
road cars, was making appearances in West
Virginia, Virginia, Kentucky and Eastern
Tennessee. Advertisements proclaimed one of the
animals, 30-year-old *Big Mary,” as the world's
largest elephant and the world’s largest land ani-
mal,

The gigantic Mary led hundreds of parades
through the main streets of America's cities and
towns. She was an overgrown freak of nature that
endeared thousands of children to her, and
grownups as well.

"“Big Mary” was so huge that her bulk collapsed
the scales when attempis were made to weigh her.
Industrial heavy-duty scales eventually weighed
her in at a svelte 10,470 pounds, equivalent to five
tons, plus part of another.

She stood there inches taller than ‘Jumbo," her
predecessor as the largest land animal in the world.
Jumbo added an adjective, his name, to the English
language. The famous pachyderm weighed 13,000
pounds—give or take a few hundred pounds. He
stood 12 feet tall at the shoulders and could reach
an object with his trunk that was twenty-six feet off
the ground.

Big Mary weighed a ton less than Jumbo but
was touted as being three inches taller although no
one was sure. Jumbo died accidentally 31 years
previously, in 1885, in Canada, when he was hit by
a freight train, It was reported that Jumbo had died
while saving the life of a dwarf-elephant friend. P.
T. Barnum, Jumbo's owner, nurtured the myth at
gvery opportunity.

Sparks Brothers Circus hired Walter Eldridge, of
St. Paul, Virginia, to help with the animals.

Just a couple days later, on September 12, 1916,
Eldridge rode Big Mary down Center Street in
Kingsport, Tennessee, as he took the herd of ele-
phants to water prior to an appearance by the cir-
cus.

against the stand and
it knocked the whole
side out of it,” W. H,
2ia| Coleman, who was 18
2| years old at the time
of the incident, said
later in life. “T'd say
the man was killed
when he hit the build-
ing, but Mary walked over and set her foot down
on his head. She mashed his head as flat as your
hand.”

Many of the townspeople wanted her killed for
her actions according to Coleman. It was reported
that even the Governor of Tennessee, responding to
public sentiment, agreed that Mary must die.

It is doubtful that the governor was called as
attempts were made to kill Mary right away.

Hench Cox, a blacksmith, shot Mary five times
with a 32 pistol but the bullets did not penetrate her
tough hide. Reports of an attempt at electrocuting
the doomed beast, read, “Mary only danced a lit-
tle.”

Someone recalled Jumbo’s death and suggested
that she be run over, or into, by a train. The idea
was quickly discarded when train officials recalled
that the collision with Jumbo resulted in derailment
and damage to the locomotive, tender, and first car
of the train.

Another person suggested that Mary be hanged
and they explained that there was a huge railroad
derrick in the Clinchfield Railroad yard in Erwin,
Tennessee, that could hoist up to 100 tons. It would
surely be adequate for the task. Strangely, the cir-
cus was scheduled to appear in Erwin that week.

Some of the circus workers who dealt with the
huge elephant on a daily basis, disagreed with the
decision to kill Mary. They said she had a gentle
nature and that her heart was as big as she.

They were able to calm the huge elephant down
following the death in the Kingsport street and she
performed in the show that day. But Big Mary soon
acted up again,

“The circus went on to Johnson City and Mary
had a fit over there,” Coleman said. “She went
after the circus manager and tore off his coat, He
was lucky to escape alive, That's when they decid-
ed to hang her.”

Dental hygiene program
presented to Rotary Club

Students and faculty from the
Prestonsburg Community College
Mobile Dental Hygiene Program
recently spoke about the program
to the Prestonsburg Rotary Club.

Jill Porter, DMD, coordinator of
the PCC Dental Hygiene Program,
spoke about the history of the pro-
gram, which alternates among sites
at various University of Kentucky
community colleges.

The program currently is in its
second year at PCC, Fourteen stu-
dents were admitted to the program
last year and 12 of them are now
second-year students. Those who
successfully complete their second
year of study will graduate next
spring and be eligible to take the
licensing exam for dental hygien-
ist.

This year, 14 more students
were admitted for their first year of
study. The program is currently
scheduled to leave PCC and move
to another UK community college
when the second class graduates in
1998,

Sheree Brunner, a dental
hygiene instructor at PCC, and
Lanita Smith of Prestonsburg, a
second-year Dental Hygiene stu-
dent, described the curriculum of
the program, which includes a
combination of classroom studies
and clinical practice. Brunner and
Smith both told their audience that
patients are now being accepted by
the PCC Dental Hygiene Clinic:

As part of their clinical practice,
Porter said, students in PCC’s
Dental Hygiene Program provide
various services, including dental
examinations and cleanings, X-
rays, and fluoride, and sealant
applications, Fees for these ser-
vices range from no charge to $18.
Discounts are offered to PCC stu-
dents, faculty and staff, as well as
to senior citizens.

Spouse abuse is hard for me to
comprehend. Yet spouse abuse
among senior citizen couples and
parent abuse toward the elderly is on
the rise.

Now don’t misunderstand me. 1
know it's real. I've seen the black-
ened eyes, the bruised cheeks and
legs of subjects and even
thumbprints on the arms of victims,

I was taking care of some busi-
ness at an area medical clinic one
day wien a freshly-battered woman
was brought in. I immediately felt
sympathy for the victim. I felt her
shame and humiliation. And I won-
dered then, as in times past, “Why
would one human being want to hurt
another human being like that?” Oh,
I know what the textbooks say, and
I've read statistics and pondered
theories, yet the act of willfully hurt-
ing another, without justification,
mystifies me.

Perhaps 1 don’t understand why
abuse is so prevalent because I was-
n’t raised in a physically-abusive
family. My husband and I are not
physically abusive toward each
other. He doesn't run after me with
broken fan belts or tire irons and I
don’t go after him with my grand-
mother’s heavy iron skillet or the
rolling pin.

At times we are verbally abra-

+ sive—especially when one of the

other's halo gets tarnished—but our
voices, when we raise them an
octave or five, is our way of venting
frustrations and ‘“‘clearing the air”
This proves to be a good therapy for
us—a technique we practice about
every six months—to keep little
things from building up and getting
out of control. Since I know this
works for us, and happens so natu-
rally, T wonder why others tumn to
physical violence, I know today’s
societal woes to include financial
pressures, and the rampant abuse of
alcohol and drugs are major con-
tributing factors, but brutally hurting
someone doesn't fix the problem. It
only makes the victim more vulner-
able the next time. And the time

after that. And the time after that.

What concerns me more than
spouse abuse is elder abuse.
Especially when it is a grown child
being abusive to it's aged parent. [
recall a story that was told 1o me
some time ago about an elderly hus-
band and wife and their own grown
sons who live with them.

The woman is often battered and
has to go (o a physician or a hospital
for help. For a long time those who
attended to her needs, at the doctor’s
office or in the hospital, believed her
husband was the one always pulver-
izing her, as he had through the
years when their boys were growing
up, People in the community, sym-
pathetic toward the woman, felt her
husband hadn't mellowed with age,
that he'd just gotten older and mean-
er with time.

People wondered why she had
put-up with him for so long. Some of
the old tmers can remember back to
the family's younger years, when
the two little boys, hanging on to
their mother's hands, would be seen
around the coal commissary.
Sometimes their mother's eyes were
black and blue, her cheeks deep-red
and swollen. Her legs were covered
with heavy cotton stockings and

“Why would her old man beat
her like that? No one seemed to
know the answer,

Her sons, both in the thirties,
have followed in their father's foot-
steps. They beat on mama just as
their daddy does. People who know
them find this hard 10 comprehend.
There is help available, and at times
she cries out for it, yet when help
arrives she turns it away, She won't
press charges.

If you are a victim of abuse, there
are places to turn for help. In the Big
Sandy region call your local sheriff
or police department; a local hospi-
tal; a spouse abuse center; the Senior
Citizens Center in you area; the
nearest Mountain Comprehensive
Care Center; the Big Sandy Family
Abuse Center at 886-6025 or toll-
free at 1-800-649-6605. If you live
outside Floyd, Johnson, Magoffin,
Martin or Pike counties, they can
refer you to a source of help in your
area.

INFORMATION CONCERNING ONSITE SEWAGE REGULATIONS MAY
BE OBTAINED FROM EITHER RUSSELL H. WALLACE OR JOHN
BAILEY, ENVIRONMENTAL SERVICES AT THE FLOYD COUNTY

KRS 211.350 to 211.380 directs the cabinet to regulate the construc-
tion, installation, or alteration of onsite sewage disposal systems
except for systems with a surface discharge. The purpose of this
regulation is to establish minimum component standards including
design, construction and materials specifications for onsite sewage
disposal system in Kentucky in order to protect the public health.

The Tollowing steps are mandatory when installing a seplic sewage

1. Application must be made at the local health department for a site
evaluation to be conducted at the proposed building site. A $50.00
non-reimbursable fee will be required at this time.

2. A time will be established with the property owner for an inspector
from the local health department to conduct a site evaluation,

3. Actual installation of the sewage system is usually performed by a
Certified Installer. At this stage, the Certified Installer of choige
should provide to the local health department the following:

a. A location map to reach the site.

b. Site drawing showing the property lines and dimensions of same,
location of existing structure, wells, ponds, streams, gullies,
swamps, efc.; easements, roads, drives, right-of-ways if present.

¢. Proposed (or existing) locations of structure(s) to be served by
the system; proposed system location.

4. Permit will be issued subject to approval of proposed site.
Residential Permit fee of $100.00 is required at this time.

5. Final inspection of the system shall be performed by a Certified
Inspector from the local health depariment when system installation
is complete. Technical aspects regarding system installation must
meet state compliance codes before the system is covered. This
will complete the final inspection phase. Systems which are cov-
ered prior to final inspection are in violation of the Kentucky on-site
regulations and shall not be approved, and the issued permit will
be declared null and void.

6. Any construction of public facilities, where no municipal sewage is
available, must have the system installed by a Centified Installer
who is licensed to practice in the state of Kentucky.

7. Prohibited Practices: Page 75, item (f) of the Kentucky Onsite
Disposal Systems Regulation 902 KAR 10:081-802 KAR 10:085
states that cutting, filing or otherwise altering the original grade
and/or soil charcteristics of the proposed system installation area is
prohibited, and that a permit to install cannot be issued when this
has occurred, until certain technical criteria are met concerning soil

Hector Elizondo:
Symbols and Reality

by Sally Stone

“Chicago Hope,” marks its third season debut on
CBS this month. Hector Elizondo, whose performance
as hospital Chief of Staff, Dr. Phillip Watters, has earned
him two consecutive Emmy bids, feels the show is
entering an especially significant period in its history.

“Time is so important in everything we do,” Elizondo
said. "“Time allows artists, musicians, writers, to devel-
op their talents. And although most actors don't like to
hear the phrase— getting better with age’—the fact is,”
he chuckled, “time can even help them improve their

craft.

Hector feels that from the start, the series had some-
thing special to offer, and even its name, “Chicago
Hope,” told the viewers that it would be unique.

“We do the stories you may expect a show like ours
to do,” Hector says. “But never once do we allow tech-
nology to get in the way of humanity. The medical staff,
the patients, the families, the administrators: They re all
human beings, and this is what the show emphasizes.”

It’s the humanity that attracted Elizondo to the series
in the first place. With a succession of successful films
to his credit, he agreed to do a weekly series because, as
he says, “1 liked the character they wanted me to play,
and I liked the overall feeling of the show.

“T also feel the audience reacts to, and respects the
fact that the show never talks down to them,” Elizondo

continued.

Dr. Mark Brown, who wrote a book about doctors’
experiences in hospital emergency rooms, called
“Chicago Hope™ one of the best shows about hospitals
and doctors he's ever seen on television.

“That's wonderful to hear,” Hector said. “It's some-

thing I've heard from many doctors. I thank Dr. Brown
for his comments. As a matter of fact, we've gotten the
thumbs up from many medical and hospital associa-
tions. They tell us that of the medical shows, our is the

most authentic.”

Hector has played many roles in his life (including
his Obie-award winning portrayal of God who took on
the persona of a Puerto Rican steamroom attendant in
“Steambath™). He's been a lawyer, an adventurer, a busi-
nessman, a police officer, etc. At no time, however, has
any theologian, lawyer, business executive or police
office wondered if he were one of them masquerading as

an actor.

But he admits it's different with Dr. Watters, 1 find
real doctors sometimes ask me if I had studied medicine
at some point. I wondered about that, and I began to
realize that medicine is actually an art. It requires a
sense of empathy with the patient. A doctor practices
good medicine if she or he takes the time to listen to the
patient. The bedside manner, so-called, is very impor-
tant if the relationship between doctor and patient is to

be successful.

“] think what good healers do is transmit something
to the patient, even non verbally, that is the first step in
the healing process. All things being equal, the doctor
who has this ability will be the better doctor.

“So when I play Watters, I never let myself forget
that he is, above all, a healer.” :

Film director Garry Marshall calls Hector his good
luck charm. Elizondo has been in nine Marshall films.
His newest Marshall flick is “Dear God” with Greg
Kinnear, which opens around the country on November
8

He also stars in “Safe House" opposite Patrick
Stewart, and he reprises his “Pretty Woman" hotel man-
ager character in a dream sequence in “Romy &
Michele,” which stars Mira Sorvino.

His fourth film, which was shot during his “Chicago
Hope" hiatus, is “Turbulence” with Ray Liotta and
Lauren Holly. He plays a police detective obsessed with
bringing a serial killer o justice. Much of the action
takes place aboard an aircraft. “That film was supposed
to open in early fall,” Hector said. “But because of the
TWA tragedy, the studio decided to delay its opening
until December 20. I feel they made the right decision.”

Hector Elizondo is a native New Yorker who was
bicoastal for several years until he and his wife, Carolee

bell (an Emmy Award-winning actress, photogra-
pher, and publisher under the imprint of Ninja Press)
decided that since so much of his work had moved to the
West Coast, they should do so as well. So they packed
cats, books, records, etc., and settled in Los Angeles
where Carolee's interest in lovely old books led her to
become a world renowned publisher of exquisite hand-
bound volumes. Hector, who is also a doting grandfather
of a beautiful granddaughter, continves his interest in

music,

Before ending our chat, I asked Hector why a fic-
tional series such as “Chicago Hope" seems 10 have

such validity for us.

“Because it's a symbol, And symbols stand for reali-
ty. In this case, the show is a powerful symbol that tells
us what a hospital can be. It's peopled with imperfec
human beings who have one thing in common: good
medicine, So, while the show is fiction, it symbolizes
the reality we look for. And coincidentally or not, the
word, Hope, in the hospital's name,” he said, “gives
expression to that search. There was a German-Jewist
philosopher who said, *Anything truly great cannot be
achieved in this lifetime, therefore, we must haw¢
