Surcharge suspended, pagers on hold: 

_Court tables remap; 
puts 911 plan on ice

Just as the pu~h to gel E-9 J 1 to 
the resident<> of Floyd County has 
begun to move forward, that dnve 
has come to a screeching halt -
again. 

Aoyd County magistrntes tabled 
•plans at the fiscal court meeting 

Friday morning to purcha'e pagers 
for volunteer emergency respon­
ders and to remap the county. 

The magistrates did approve 
suspending the 89-cent surcharge 
that has been included on county 
residents' telephone bills for nearly 
six years. 

"Without this, what can we do?" 
Deputy Judge-Executive Chris 
Waugh ao;ked Monday of the pagers 
and the remapping plans. Waugh 
has been spearheading the effort to 
get 911 up and running since he 
took the county's second-in-com· 
mand position last summer. "This

Floyd man killed· and 
another hurt in crash

Magistrates indicated they 

wanted more infonnation on the 
pagers and the remapping despite 
numerous meetings by members of 
the 911 board and the advisory 
council to that body as well as fre­
quent pager tests by Waugh and 
911 coordinator Bill Dotson. 

Magistrate Jackie Owens made 
the motion to end the surcharge, 
but he wouldn't accept the bids for 
pagers or for the remapping ser­
vice. 

The 9 I I board tentatively 
awarded the pager bids to Ap­
palachian Paging at a cost of more 
than $61,000 or $ I 64 per pager. 
That bid was the highest of the 
three submitted to the 911 board. 
Delong Paging and Highlands 
Communication bid pagers at $139 
a pager. 

"Appalachian Paging had the 
best coverage,11 Waugh said after 
Owens asked why the board didn't 
recommend the low bid. "It would­
n't do any good to go with the low 
bid if they didn't have the cover­
age." 

He said the court could change 
pager ()Ompames Jf another compa· 
ny indicates it can provide better 
coverage in the future. 

"We're not locked in with this," 
he said ''We'll still be looking for 
the best coverage." 

Owens asked if the issue could 
be placed on the October agenda. 

''The advisory board met two 
and a half hours on this and the 911 
board met for two hours," County 
Judge-Executive Ben Hale said. 
"How can we not take their recom­
mendations?" 

He said magistrates need to 
"face the music. This needs to be 
done.

Merit plan gets cold 
shoulder from court

Deputies of the Aoyd County 
Sheriffs department want to be 
treated lilce other county employees 
and they want the Floyd County 
Fiscal Court to do something about 
it. 

But magistrates said they are 
concerned about liabilities they 
might be responsible for if they 
make the deputies county employ· 
ees. 

"Right now. we serve at the 
leisure of the sheriff," Deputy 
Ricky Thornsberry said during Fri· 
day's fiscal court meeting. ''If he 
doesn't like the way I look some 
day, he could fire me." 

Thomsbeny said he was not in­
dicating there is strife between 
Floyd County Sheriff Paul Hunt 
Thompson and the deputies who 
serve wttb him. just that he'd like 
some job security. 

"We want to promote profes­
sionalism in the sheriffs depart­
ment," he said. 

He told County Judge-Execu­
tive Ben Hale tha1 his father, Henry 
Hale, had put the deputies in uni­
fomls and that Thompson had 
taken it a step further with training. 

"We're being treated as second 
class citizens," Thornsberry said. 
"Make us real citizens of this Com­
monwealth. If you don't do this, we 
have no rights as far as our job is 
concerned." 

Friday's appearance before the 
magistrates was Thomsbeny's sec­
ond. He also asked about the merit 
system during a meeting four 
months ago. 

He emphasized that he is not 
asking for a policy that says 
deputies can't be fired for not doing 
their jobs. just one that says the 
sheriff can't fue them without 
cause. 

But Magistrate Jackie Owens 
said he'd like more time to look 
over the merit program. "We went 
in blind in a lot of things and I'd 
just like to know what we're getting

Booze 
issue dies 
of thirst 
for second

After months of debate and 
questions, the issue of alcohol by 
the drink for one restaurant owner 
came to an abrupt halt Friday. 

With little discussion, magis­
trates on the Floyd County Fiscal 
Court let die a motion requesting 
Floyd County Attorney Keith Ban­
ley draft an ordinance to allow 
Sandy Woods to serve alcohol by 
the drink at Cactus Jacks. 

Magistrate Jackie Owens made 
the motion for Bartley to draft the 
ordinance. That motion, however, 
died for a lack of second, after 
Woods did not get the support from 
one magistrate as she expected. 

Woods, the owner of the restau­
rant, which is located at the Planta­
tion Motel on Auxier Road. and 
Forrest Music, owner of the Planta­
tion Motel who has been with 
Woods at nearly every fiscal court 
meeting, left the courtroom soon 
after the vote, but not before Music 
insinuated that Magistrate Gerald 
Derossett "lied," 

"You lied to her, didn't you 
buddy?" Music said as he was 
going out the door. "But we'll take 
care of that." 

The issue came up Friday after 
nearly five months of conflict be­
tween Woods and County Judge­
Executive Ben Hale. Hale bas said 
be was getting all of his informa­
tion together, but Woods said she 
felt like she was just getting the 
''run around." 

Hale and Bartley researched the 
issue and asked for an attorney gen­
eral's opinion to determine if the 
court should vote on the issue or if 
it needed to go on the ballot. That 
opinion indicated the court could 
take a stand and is supported by a 
state law that states that "the leg­
islative body may enact a compre­
hensive, regulatory ordinance cov­
ering the licensing and operation of 
hotels, motels. inns or restaurants 
for the sale of alcoholic beverages 
by the drink for consumption on the 
premises." 

Woods wanted to serve mixed 
drinks at her restaurant. Cactus 
Jacks can now serve beer and wine 
to its customers. Restaurants within 
the city limits of Prestonsburg al­
ready have the right to serve mixed 
drinks. 

"It's over as far as the fiscal 
court is concerned," Hale said after

Residents of Bill Hall Branch 
want clean water and they want the 
Floyd County Fiscal Court to make 
a commitment to get it for them. 

The residents, like Cleveland 
Tackett, say they have reported al­
leged dumping of sewage and in­
dustrial waste into an abandoned 
mine by Sam Hall for many years. 

"We want to know what this 
court is going to do about it," Tack­
ett said during Friday's fiscal court 
meeting. "We need water up there." 

The Environmental Protection 
Agency confmned September 12 
that more than 6.000 gallons of liq­
uid waste had been pumped from 
an abandoned mine, which is locat­
ed on property owned by Sam Hall. 

Fred Stroud, on-scene coordina­
tor for the EPA. also confinned that 
industrial waste has been identified 
in the mine. including a chemical 
solvent used as a degreaser at ser-

vice stations. 
Stroud said earlier this month 

that investigators had found nine or 
ten chemicals in samples taken 
from the sludge remaining in the 
mine. He also said there could have 
been as much as a million gallons 
of waste dumped into the mine over 
the last ten years or so. 

Stroud was at the site August 29 
conducting emergency clean-up 
procedures. EPA officials were 
back in town last week doing water 
tests in the area to determine how 
much contamination has occurred. 
Stroud could not be reached this 
week to find out the results of those 
tests. 

"We need to get water up there," 
County Attorney Keith Bartley said 
during Friday's meeting. "That's 
more important than putting the 
blame on any one person." 

County Judge-Executive Ben 
Hale said the EPA is going to deter-

Fannin said he and county offi­
cials were in a meeting with South 
Central Bell a couple of weeks ago 
when the telephone company 
infonned the county it would no 
longer collect the 89-cent surcharge 
county residents have paid for the 
last six years until that service is 
actually in place. 

"Atlhc rime, we agreed we'd do 
our own," Fannin srud. 

1be county has about $1 million 
in the bank from collected sur­
charge payments and the mayor 
sa1d he and County Judge­
ExecutiVe Ben Hale have to deter­
mme "how much belongs to the city 
of Prestonsburg.'' 

There are about 5,000 house­
holds with phones in the city. 

"We decided that if we were 
going to have to have a 24-hour dis­
patch service anyway, we might as 
well have our own," Fannin said. 

Earlier this year, there was some 
confusion between the cuy and 
county about the amount of the 
city's contribuuon to the county­
wide service. While city officials 
suggested they would contribute 
about $50,000, county officials said 
they needed to kick in the entire 
amount they have budgeted for dis­
patching because 911 fees can be 
used to service 911 only. The city 
spends more than $100,000 a year 
on dispatch services. 

Fannin said by keeping the ser­
vice in Prestonsburg some of the 
funds from the surcharge can help 
offset that cost and he'll be keeping 
jobs local.

Citizens have right, 
duty to participate 
in government 

Editor: 
I would like to respond to Mr. 

Lloyd (Blue) Goble and other let­
ters to the editor, Floyd County 
Times, 9/18/96,. 

Although I agree with Mr. Goble 
on what the Ky. Constitution. the 
law, and the OAG opinions state, I 
do disagree that a commissioner 
form of government will guarantee 
an honest and better government, 
and more services to the people; as 
I have been involved in both types 
of county governments for many 
years, and I have seen, and still see 
corruption in both types of county 
governments. 

There are four keys to good coun­
ty government, they are (1) organi­
zation of the citizens, in order to 
have a voice; (2) learn bow to find 
the facts, the open records Jaw, (3) 
learn how to do law research on any 
subject, from civil and constitution 
right, state and federal law, state and 
federal court rulings; law revues by 
law professors that are experts in 
their respective field. And enough 
money in a bank to take a lawsuit to 
the United States Supreme <:;ourt, if 
need be. This is not bard to do with 
enough citizens joined together. 
Above all, never try to interpret the 
law yourself; there are lawyers and 
there are books. 

I have seen fiscal courts take pri­
vate property without due process 
of law; in many Kentucky counties, 
especially in Eastern Kentucky. The 
fiscal courts have adopted ordi­
nances which forces landowners to 
allow private corporations to use 
their property. And the fiscal courts 
have adopted ordinances which 
have relieved the citizens of their 
civil right of freedom of contract­
which the Supreme Court of the 
United States has stated "an arbi­
trary Interference with the liberty of 
contract which no government can 
legally justify in a free land." 

To all the citizens that want a 
commissioner form of government 
in Floyd County, if you want a 
county government without a polit­
ical machine, changing the form of 
county government is just a start, 
you have a long way to go if you 
want a government of the people, 

by the people, and for the people. 
For example just take a close 

look at the political machine in ~ 
Johnson County, which bas a com­
missioner fonn of government. 

All citizens in every county 
should lobby their state senator and 
representative to have the law 
changed which allows a magistrate 
or commissioner to receive up to 
approximately $45,000 a year plus 
$3,600 expense allowance. The fis-
cal courts that have only one meeting 
per month are allowed approximate-
ly $4,000 per meeting. This does not 
include the monthly salary for their 
wives, sons, and daughters and in 
some cases their mothers and • 
fathers. 1 1 

As for the comment about the 
burning of a chicken house, 
although I will call no names, but 
let me relay my experience as at 
leader of a citizen group. I have 
been shot at in my own front yard. 
My home has been threatened to be 
burned. My life has been threat­
ened. My wife and I have been 
charged and taken to court on a 
felony charge for voting in the 
wrong precinct. When that failed, 
they bad a false survey made which "' 
put my home 497 feet in Floyd 
County. In disregard of the State 
Revenue Cabinet, they accepted the 
law and the records I have and 
assessed all my property in Johnson 
County. Yes, the citizen group and I 
opposed a county ordinance which 
gave a private group the right to 
search private property without a 
warrant in violation of the Fourth 
Amendment of the United States 
Constitution; and we also opposed 
and filed suit against the Johnson 
County Fiscal Court for levying a 
heavy tax on the citizens and mak- • 
ing the insurance agencies tax col­
lectors. 

My best wishes to all the citizens 
in Floyd County who want a com­
missioner fonn of government. 
Personally I do not see that it will 
change things very much - not 
until the citizens learn that by the 
Kentucky Constitution they have a 
duty and a right to participate in 
their government. 

If anyone would like to learn 
about county government in 
Kentucky. I have the books contain- ~ . 
ing the laws, state and federal court 
rulings and law revues on most sub­
jects concerning county govern­
ment. Anyone is welcome to my

Mr. Hamilton says that our four 

~istricts are illegally divided 
because they are unequal in voters. 
Mr. Hamilton, approximate,ly four 
years ago, the government did a 
census report in Floyd County and 
was supposed to have counted 
every person. At that time, the fis­
cal court remapped and redistricted 
the county and made each district 
as close as possible in numbers. Mr. 
Hamilton, the districts are divided 
by the number of people - not the 
number of registered voters. This 
includes children as weU as people 
who are not registered to vote. 
·Everyone is counted, so each dis­
'tict is as equal as possible. 

The David and Middle Creek 
areas were added to District 2. 
Every district 10 Floyd County has 
approximately 12,000 people. So 
everyone is pretty well equal in the 
amount of people that they are serv­
ing. 

There has been a lot of work 
done m the David and Middle 
Creek areas in the last three years. 
To my knowledge, I believe that 
every wooden bridge has been 
refloored in the last three years on 
the county roads. And in only three 
~s, the fiscal court bas black­
t()pped Hill Road, Astor Hicks 
Road, Beech Branch, Open Fork, 
Rough and Tough, Groundhog 
Road. Sunset Road, Sunny Branch, 
the road down by the David service 
station, and the road across from 
the David Fire Department as well 
as stripped, patched and resurfaced 
parts of Buckeye. This does not 
include the graveling, ditching, and 
drains that the road department bas 
done. This is just in the David and 
Middle Creek areas - not counting 
all the other work that has been 
~ne in District 2, these l3.$t three 
years. 

A lot of people don't understand 
why the commissioner form of gov­
ernment was brought up on the bal-

lot. 1 believe that it started when the 
fiscal court opened the road ro two 
cemeteries that had not been 
worked or maintained for a while 
because of a feud between neigh­
bors that went on for years before it 
became my district. When tt 
became my distnct, I said that I 
would look into this problem and 
the maps showed that it was a coun­
ty road for years - and I mean 
many years. After months of fight­
ing and working - a right-of-way 
was obtained. In a situation like 
this, both sides cannot be a winner. 
but I did what I thought was right 
and helped get the road opened to 
the cemeteries. I believe that the 
person who tried to stop the road to 
the cemetery has stirred this whole 
commissioner deal up. A lot of peo­
ple in this county are being used 
and don't even know about it. They 
don't know that they are being used 
to settle a personal grudge. 

Mr. Hamilton, as I have said 
before, I am not a spokesman for 
the fiscal court. but 1 will defend 
myself and my voting record. I can 
prove through the clerk's office and

Equal representation, 
Power to the people 

Editor: 
Floyd County district one has 

9,262 registered voters; District 
two, 6,334; District three, 7,568; 
and District four, 6,820. The county 
districts are all illegally divided and 
will need to be redistricted regard­
less of the outcome of this election. 
Equal representation does not exist 
under the magistrate system of gov­
ernment here in Floyd County. 
"State law requires the county 
judge-exec'utive to divide Floyd 
County into three equal districts, 
there will be a commissioner from 
each district and he must live in that 
district." 

AU the commissioners will be 
from Mud Creek! All the commis­
sioners will be from Prestonsburg! 
This is a Republican thing! This 
gives all the power to the judge­
executive! These kinds of state­
ments are twisted words· by the 
slick tongue politic in power to 
mislead the people and cause them 
to go against a system of govern­
ment that has proven to be better 
for all the people. 

Three thousand voters in 
Prestonsburg and 27,000 voters in 
the country areas does not give 
Prestonsburg an advantage. "SLate 
law requires the county judge-exec­
utive to divide Floyd County into 
three equal districts, there will be a 
commissioner from each district 
and he must live in that district." 
Having the voters divided into the 

magistrates districts gives the 
power to the politician. 

Does this new system of govern­
ment help the Republicans? Yes, it 
helps 2,000 registered Republicans, 
and 30,000 registered Democrats, it 
also helps 50,000 residents of Floyd 
County. 

In a fiscal court consisting of a 
judge and three commissioners, in 
small issues like payroll and 
employees, the judge gets to exer­
cise an extra vote. million dollar 
issues like lhe race track or coon­
house, lhe issue will be tabled on tie 
votes. In the next general election, 
the voters will decide the issue by 
voting out either the yes judge and 
the yes commissioner, or the two no 
commissioners. If the elected com­
missioners were unfair about their 
salaries, they would be voted out in 
the next general election because 
all the people would be voting 
together instead of being divided 
into magistrates' districts. 

Magistrates make $42,684 a 
year in salary and benefits. We pro­
vide them with an automobile, free 
gas, and expenses, which is illegal. 
Our cost for each magistrate is 
approximately $54,000. Twelve 
meetings divided into $54,000 
equals $4,500 per magistrate each 
month. Multiply $4,500 times four 
equals $18.000. One thing we do 
know for sure, every time you see 
four magistrates setting on the court 
for less than two hours, the taxpay­
ers of Floyd County have just spent 
approximately $18,000 plus the 
other benefits. For example: $3,600 
per year for envelopes and stamps, 
$7,200 per year for rental property 
to park county equipment, p~us 
family employees and the "other" 
benefits no one knows about. Under 
the commissioner system in 
Johnson County, each court meet­
ings costs the taxpayers $4,500. 
Under the magistrate system in 
Floyd County. each court meeting 
costs at least $18,000. Under the 
magistrate system, taxes have more 
than doubled in Floyd County over 
the past four years. There is nothing 
misleading about where all the 
money has been spent over the 
years. 

Examples that the Johnson 
County commissioner system is 
working better despite their prob­
lems: the tax commissioner of 
Johnson County gets taken out of 
office by the attorney general 
because he doesn't respond to state 

laws; but the people re-elect him 
because he was a fighter for the 
people under the commissioner sys­
tem of government. The tax com-

-missioner in Floyd County has 
gained a reputation with his camera 
under the magistrate fonn of gov­
ernment. He is not responsible to 
the people. The commissioner sys­
tem holds the politicians responsi­
ble to the voter, instead of the 
politicians at the courthouse. Even 
if we have big crooks getting elect­
ed as commissioners, or the same 
magistrates as commissioners, they 
wouldn't be big crooks very long, 
because we could vote them out by 
voting together instead of being 
divided. A slick-tongued politician 
will lie or say anythmg to keep his 
big paycheck. We are definitely in 
trouble with the system we have 
now. 

Over 50 percent of the people 
who live in the state of Kentucky 
live under the commissioner system 
of government.

Trash collection still in 
red after bond payntent

The next bond payment for the 
Floyd County Solid Waste board is 
still six months away, but Mike 
Vance is already sweating the 
March 1 date. 

Vance, the executive director of 
the solid waste board, told the 
Floyd County Fiscal Court Friday 
that even with monthly income of 
more than $20,000. it will be diffi­
cult to meet the $225,000 payment. 

A $75,000 payment has just been 
made, putting the solid waste board 
nearly $70,000 in the hole. 

"We're $69,000 1n the red," 
Vance said. "That's about where we 
stay." 

The fiscal court picks up the dif­
ference for the trash collections, but 
Vance said he could handle the pay­
ment if be has the cooperation of 
area residents. 

The director said the solid waste 
board received about $359,000 
from Rumpke for its portion of col­
lection of trash bills. 

"We're working on a new plan 
and Rumpke has said they are going 
to go out and pay people to increase 

collections." he said. "We're going 
to aggressively go after these peo­
ple." 

Vance and County Attorney 
Keith Bartley have been sending 
letters to those residents who are 
considered the worst violators of 
the county's mandatory garbage 
collection ordinance None have 
come to trial yet. 

"We're not sure we've got 
everyone signed up," Vance said. 
"We think we have only about 75 
percent of the residents of the coun­
ty on the garbage collection rolls 
and some have said they are receiv­
ing service but they're not getting a 
bill. We're still checking out the 
hsts." 

Vance said the big problem is 
"some debt from the old group." 

"It's sad. If we had that debt paid 
off and we're collecting 100 per-

regulations which sigmticanlly 
affect the sale and markcung of 
tobacco in our slllte." 

On Tuesday, September 24, 
Governor Patton. through legal 
counsel, filed a mouon 1n federal 
coun in Greensboro, Nonh 
Carolina, requesting the court's 
perm1ssion to join the lawsuit 
effective October 15. The purpose 
of the Governor's act1on is to pro­
tect the tax base of the 
Commonwealth and the economic 
well bctng of its cittt.cns. including 
thousands of families across the 
state engaged in the growing and 
marketing of tobacco. 

Rather than tile a separate Jaw­
suit, the Governor's actiOn joins 
lawsuits already pending in North 
Carolina filed by advertisers, retail­
ers and the tobacco industry. This 
approach is designed to speed up 
consideration of the issues that 
affect Kentucky farmers and 
encourage a legislative solution to 
the issue of underage access to 

tobacco. 
The Governor smd, "By s1op­

ping these regulauons. we will gtve 
Congress the brcnthmg time it 
needs to achieve a compromise that 
protects our fanners and the1r 
livehho<>d, ns well as our children 
from the use of tobacco." 

The Governor's nctton follows 
his meeting with White House 
Counsel Jack Quinn and others 
recently m Washmgton, D.C. at 
which time the Governor told 
President Clm10n's Jdv•sors of his 
intention to JOin the North Carolina 
lawsuit 

Governor Pauon is coordinating 
his achon w1th Governor Hunt of 
North Carolina, who also 
announced his plans Friday, 
September 20, to join the lawsuit 
on behalf of the fanners tn his state.

QUESTIONS & ANSWERS 
A few questions, a few answers. 
Q. Polls show that even the most 

ardent UK fans have lost faith not 
only Bill Curry but the football pro­
gram at Kentucky generally. 
Reaction? 

A. Polls? Putting aside that polling 
in this country is the biggest hoax 
since Orson Welles's War of the 
Worlds, the record shows Kentucky 

football fans J'Cl>ilicnt and more sur­
viva.tist than Saddam Hussein. 

Q. Is there a central reason why 
Bill Curry has not been successful at 
Kentucky'! 

A. The man's basic principles and 
good nature stirred together with UK 
football's incredibly consistt.:nt (and 
flukish) bad f011une spanning more 
than three decades. 

Curry's humility makes him 
almost too willing to remain calm and 
<lignified as fire storms rage around 
him. As he has come to middle-age, 
his ba.o;ic components are not compat­
ible with college football's persona 
any longer. The game today is a vio­
lent place where the visage of young 
men thumping coeds, throwing up 
before a game is seen as a badge of 
manhood. Talking trash ncross !he 
line of scrimmage is accepted behav­
ior too. 

It is a world where winning is 
everything and bending, breaking 
rules is more acceptable than it once 
was. Even UK fans have been heard 
to say, "If the only way to win in the 
SEC is to cheat, then so be it." 

After seven years at UK. CUll)' has 
taxed the staying power of arguably 
the most patient and forgivmg fans in 
the country. Not only for being unsuc 
cessful in the win column, but for his 
refusal to take risks. vary the attack. 
Nor only on the field, but in hinng. 

Elliot Uzelac might have been cru· 
cial in successes at Ohio State and 
Colorado, but his stint at Kentucky 
has been forgettable eJtcept that he 
forced Moe Williams to grow up early 
last season by placing him far down 
the depth chan. 

Q. Your view on University of 
Louisville basketball's current 
demise? 

A. Six months ago director of ath· 
Jctics Bill Olsen and coach Denny 
Crum were adamant that Cardinal 
basketball was innocent of any 
NCAA 'rules violations and was the 
focus of a newspaper witch hunt. Last 
week UofL admitted its guilt to nine 
infractions. Clearly, the director of 
athletics and coach were less than 
truthful and UofL basketball fans will 
suffer the consequences while Olsen, 
Crum and more grievously, Samaki 
Walker, go on with busmess as usual. 

These kind of incidents, like ones 
at UK during the Joe B. Hall and 
Ed&e Sutton eras, diminish the 
jotegrity of college sports. After all, 
college athletics has precious little 
integrity left. as its bean counters dis­
burse millions of dollars gotten from 
spons television and Nike Corp.

away, or if we wanted to reach a 
particular company or organization 
of which our Local operator had no 
knowledge, she would patch us 
through to "Central." There a 
woman would work with us until 
we got the number we were search­
ing for. The days of that "personal 
touch" are long gone. It has been 
replaced by cold recordings and 
"one-touch" dialing. 

Today, we don't have to walk Lo 
the wall and twist that "tail.'' We 
simply pick up a preprogrammed 
telephone from a table, the car con­
sole, the boat, the lawn mower, the 
four-wheeler, or take it from our hip 
pocket or purse and press one but­
ton. In a matter of only a few sec­
onds we are talking to our called 
party in the next hollow, over the 
mountains or across the ocean. 
Technology has done marvels for 
the communications industry but in 
the process we lost that personal 
touch. In those days, by the process 
of elimination, the Central operator 
would ask questions and work with 
us until she found the number. 

Today, if you want to talk with a 
person, busin~ss or organization 
and you do not know exactly how 
the name is spelled or the company 
is listed, you just might not find that 
number even after having paid for 
directory assistance. 

Here is a local example. Every 
county has a Community Action 
Program (CAP) office. Look for 
their number in your local tele­
phone directory. Did you find it? 
Now look under Big Sandy

DEVELOPING DIABETES 
A study conducted at Yale 

University showed i.hat physical 
activity in older adults increases 
insulin sensitivity even if you do not 
lose weight. If you are exercising 
and not losing weight thls should be 
good news for you. 

The researchers studied a group 
of older adults with the average age 
of 71 years. They were split into 
two groups. The first group exer­
cised while the second group partie· 
ipated in a yoga and stretching 
class. The group that exercised 
increased their insulin sensitivity. 
This is supported by other 
researchers. 

Many age-related changes are 
partly due to mental and physical 
inactivity. Researchers now know 
that as we age we become less 
active. Many age- related health 

problems are at least partly due to 
inactivtt)'. We must make an effort 
to increase our phystcal activity as 
we age. Walking, gardening, tennis, 
hiking, weight lifung are all good 
choices to ensme that we are obtain­
ing adequate physical activity for 
our good health. So remember that a 
little activity wlll tmprove your 
health. 

Tip of the Week: Physical activi­
ty does not have to raise a sweat to 
improve our health.

Remove from pans immedi­
ately. Serve warm or cool. Makes
