Floyd County Sheriff Paul Hunt 

Thompson issued a warning Tuesday tor 
area residents to be aware of a credit 
card scam operating in Floyd County. 

The sheriff said his office had been ad­
vised that individuals representing them­
selves as bank employees had been call­
ing area residents and indicating that a 
credit card scam had been discovered. 

The callers then asked tor individual 
credit card numbers under the pretense 
of checking bank tiles to determine if 
those cards had been used in the scams. 

"This is a scam in itself to obtain credit 
card numbers," the sheriff said. "Bank 
employees are not making these calls, 
and people should not give their credit 
cards out to anyone over the telephone."

Sheriff to seize 
bank accounts 
·to settle tax bills

Stop the presses. 
Annual publication of the names of delin­

quent taxpayers m Floyd County has been 
suspended by Sheriff Paul Hunt Thompson 
in favor of a more pcrsonal1zed approach. 
Thompson has initiated a process this week 
to seize the bank accounts of 255 delinquent 
taxpayers who owe a combined total of near­
ly $220,000 in back taxes. 

• The process, known as "distraint," is au­
thorized by state law and it gives the shenff 
the power to seize personal property to settle 
individual tax claims.

If enough funds aren't received through 
the ftrst distraint process, the sheriff said he 
would begin another round, freezing an ad­
ditional 592 bank accounts. 

Under state law, all personal property 
owned by a delinquent taxpayer is subject to 
distraint, meaning it can be seized and sold 
to pay off back taxes without further action 
in state courts. 

Revenues from property taxes contribute 
to the funding mechanisms for nearly all 
local and state agencies. Roughly 58 percent 
of the taxes collected go to the county school

Although a former Prestonsburg night club 
was shut down earlier this month because of 
complaints that juveniles were drinking at the 
facility, the police chief says he did not see 
any juveniles drinking or under the influence 
of alcohol during an August 1 inspection. 

Center Stage, or Legacy Inc., was shut 
down on August I by Prestonsburg police 
chief Darrell Conley until further notice. 

"I received complaints of alcoholic bever­
ages being consumed by minors on (the) 
premises," Conley said Monday. "I followed 
up on that and found it to be true." 

"There were minors there," the police 
chief said. "As far as them consuming - I 
didn't see it." 

Thornsberry said, adding that officials "were 
outstde the facility tn plenty of time for~ 
to get rid of it." 

Conley said officers checked everyone in 
the night club to ensure that no one was under 
the influence and that all intoxicated persons 
had a sober driver. 

Conley said he closed the establishment 
because under a city ordinance, the business 
was operating illegally. 

According to Floyd Sheriff's Lt. Ricky 
Thornsberry, who was present at the facility 
the night it was closed, officers were checking 
the people at the bar and performing sobriety 
tests on some of the adults. 

"To operate a business like that. you have 
to be licensed," he srud. "Obviously he was 
not licensed to run his business legally."

why the facility was shut down if 
juveniles were not drinking and no 
alcohol was observed at the night 
club. 

Although the police chief said 
he closed the facility because of a 
city ordinance, no charges were 
filed or citations issued against 
Center Stage or its management. 

Center Stage's license to sell 
alcoholic beverages by the drink 
were suspended by the state ABC 
board on July 16 for two years. 

The facility was cited for five 
violations and was scheduled to 
appear for a hearing on July 8. 

That hearing was cancelled 
when Center Stage admitted to the 
violations and accepted the two­
year suspension. 

The charges included failing to 
notify the ABC board of a materi­
al change of people involved in the 
corporation and that the name of 
the establishment had changed to 
Legacy Tavern. 

According to the ABC board's 
ruling, Center Stage also violated 
laws by failing to keep adequate 
books and records of all transac­
tions involved with the sale of 
alcohol. 

"The books were not there 
when agents went in," ABC's 
spokesman Mark McDaniel said 
Tuesday. 

Center Stage also violated state 
law for failing to pay taxes. 
According to McDaniel, the facili­
ty owed $17,355.07 to the 
Kentucky Revenue Cabinet. 

Center Stage also violated a 
state law requiring at least 50 per­
cent of the facility's revenues to be 
derived from the sale of food. 

"We are prohibited from issu­
ing a license to those who fail to 
pay taxes," McDaniel said 
Tuesday. 

According to city records, 
Center Stage also failed to file net 
profits returned for 1994 and 1995. 

Floyd County Attorney Keith 
Bartley, who was representing the 
facility in the matter with the ABC 
board, admitted the violations, 
according to the board's ruling. 

"It further appears from the 
record that the licensee did not 
renew its retail alcoholic beverage 
licenses for the 1997-98 renewal 
period," the ruling says. 

McDaniel said that although the 
board's ruling was retroactive, 
Center Stage had a license from 
February to June 30 and had the 
right to operate during that time.

A Floyd Circuit Judge has 
delayed a ruling on a motion for an 
injunction by a Floyd County school 
administrator, who sought to prevent 
her demotion to a classroom teacher. 

Kitty Frazier filed a lawsuit last 
week in Floyd Circuit Court claim­
ing her demotion from a school 
guidance counselor at Duff 
Elementary to a Title I teacher was 
politically motivated. Slie also 
claimed that superintendent Gene 
Davis reneged on an agreement for 
Frazier to split her time between two 
schools as a guidance counselor and 
that she was denied a due process 
bearing. 

At a hearing Tuesday before 
Circuit Judge Danny P. Caudill, 
Mickey McGuire, Frazier's attorney, 
argued that the school system would 
be in violation of federal Jaw if 

• Frazier is removed from her posi­
tion. 

McGuire said there are 22 special 
education students at Duff 
Elementary whose IEP's (Individual 
Education Programs) require that a 
guidance counselor be at the school. 
He said that position must be filled 
at the school to provide those ser­
vices or the district would be in vio­
lation of federal law. 

Caudill asked Davis if there 
would be a guidance counselor at the 
school and Davis said no.

Thrner, Slone join ranks of 
employees suing school board

Two more former Floyd County 
school employees have filed suit 
against superintendent Gene Davis 
and the board of education claiming 
age discrimination, and breach of 
contract regarding a retirement 
incentive package. 

The lawsuits filed by the two are 
nearly identical to a lawsuit filed by 
11 other retired in late July. 

In separate suits, David L. 
Turner and Ogie M. Slone, claim 
they were told a retirement incen­
tive package would be offered only 
at the end of the 1995-96 school 
year. They claim the board breached 
that agreement by offering the same 
retirement incentive at the close of 
the 1996-97 school year. 

Turner and Slone, both repre­
sented by Lexington attorney 
Bernard Pafunda, say they lost out 

on additional income, payment for 
extended employment, sick leave 
and retirement benefits by agreeing 
to retire the first time the incentive 
was offered. 

Slone claims the board discrimi­
nated against hiring her because the 
board instituted a policy during the 
1996 school year which "was to 
employ those school teachers who 
were under the age of forty." She 
also claims that employees under 40 
years of age were treated "more 
favorably" than older employees. 

Turner claims in his suit that be 
was discriminated against because 
of an alleged board policy which 
"teachers under the age of 40 were 
required to be employed as substi­
tute teachers" in the school system. 

The suits seeks compensatory 
and punitive damages, a jury trial 
and payment of legal fees. 

Note: A civil suit lists only the 
plaintiff's cause for action.

Floyd institutions 
fail responsibilities 

Editor: 
We have two elected institutions 

in Floyd County, which according 
to Kentucky's constitution and state 
Jaws, are mandated to be responsi­
ble for our schools and county busi­
ness. But neither institution fulfills 
the responsibilities assigned to it by 
law. The students of Floyd County 
are not the true clients of the school 
board; the fiscal court does not rep­
resent our people. Rather, by their 
actions, they appear to represent the 
"political strong men" who chose 
them for the offices they fill. This 
has been a fact of life here in Floyd 
County for the period of living 
memory. 

To any incumbent who cries foul 
at these observations, I would be 
more than happy to publicly debate 
the high school slte on Middle 
Creek; the building site at Duff 
Elementary School; South Floyd 
High School and other selected 
issues. The same applies to the fis­
cal court. We could discuss the 
Garth Landfill Project, Thunder 
Ridge, R&D at Martin, or the con­
tracts for the industrial site at Ivel. 

Perhaps more important, we 
could debate why the magistrate in 
District One gets perhaps 70 per­
cent of the funds, projects, water 
pipe. everything, put out by the fis­
cal court. I am sure our people 
would welcome these debates and 
learn from them. 

But there is cause for bitterness 
here. It is not so much the actual 
wrongs, such as the high school site 
on Middle Creek; nor the dark 
rumors of millions of misdirected 
and ill-spent dollars. Rather it is the 
time, the years wasted on a poorly 
conceived and poorly directed 
school system which has deprived 
our children out of their birthright. 
A top quality education. There is 
cause for bitterness when we under­
stand what was; and then what 
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might have been. This is the tragedy 
they have dealt us. We cannot over­
come time that has passed and 
opportunity lost. 

We cannot give to a 25- or 30-
year-old school dropout the oppor­
tunity, the counseling. the encour­
agement he or she should have had 
at I 0 or 12 years of age. If we had 
had the counselors, the special edu­
cation teachers, and regular teach­
ers with reasonable size classes, 
perhaps this army of dropouts 
would have received the extra atten­
tion and care they needed and not 
left our schools in despair. But our 
students were never the true client 
of our school board. 

We face the same problem of lost 
time and opportunity with our fiscal 
court. Our magistrates and county 
judges have spent, as our fiscal 
court, aoout $45 million on dead, 
dytng or fa1led projects in the last 
15 years. The total economic value, 
in tax revenue and jobs, to our peo­
ple, does not equal any pair of the 
fast-food restaurants in Prestons­
burg. This is the measure of their 
stewardship with the power and 
resources we have trusted to them. 

But regardless of how bitter we 
may feel about these things, they 
are in the past. And, let us not dwell 
there. Instead, let us consider the 
future. 

Beyond doubt, the state board of 
education will remove our school 
board from office, which will solve 
that problem for us. And at some 
future time, perhaps years, we will 
have the opportunity to elect anoth­
er board. But, until then, we are and 
can be little more than interested 
observers. 

But the fiscal court is another 
matter. After 148 years, the magis­
trate form of county government 
ends in Floyd County on January 1, 
1999. To stay in power, three of the 
magistrates must try to get elected 
as commissioners. But, we the peo­
ple of Floyd County, are in control. 
We simply don't want "somebody's 
man" on the new fiscal court. We 
want to elect commissioners who 
will serve the people that elected 
him or her. And in doing so, let's 
sort of tw1st the Marine Corps state­
ment, "A few good men," around a 
bit for our own use. Let us elect a 
few good men and women; but let 
us not re-elect anyone. 

And to our present school board 
and fiscal court, I would say to you 
the same thing England's Oliver 
Cromwell said to the Long 
Parliament in 1653, "You have sat 
too long here for any good you have

The Orphan Brigade Kinfolk is a 
group made up of descendants and 
relatives of the Orphan Brigade, a 
Confederate unit of Kentuckians 
that fought outside their native 
states for the duration of the war. 

Many of these individuals came 
from Eastern Kentucky. Civil War 
veteran, Andrew Jackson May, son 
of Samuel and Catherine Evans 
May, helped organize the Fifth 
Kentucky Infan~. camping them 
in the meadow beside his home. A 
prominent Confederate leader in 
Eastern Kentucky, May enlisted as 
a Captain in 1861, but was elected 
Lt. Colonel soon afterwards. In 
April of 1862, he was promoted to 
full colonel. 

In October, he resigned due to 
poor health. He recovered to recruit 
cavalry for the Confederacy, even­
tually claiming "200 well-mounted 
men." A commission as a colonel in 
the lOth Cavalry followed, but 
health problems once again forced 
his resignation in less than a year. 

May moved to Tazewell, 
Virginia, after the war, and conduct­
ed a successful attorney's practice. 
He died in Tazewell, May 3, 1903.

Allen power outage 
cause of quarantine

Three food service establish­
ments m Allen were quarantined at 
the end of July after a nine-hour 
power outage in the area. 

Floyd County Health 
Department environmentalist 
Russell Wallace issued the quaran­
tines after he received a call on July 
27 from Allen Food Market owner 
Johnny Wright about the outage and 
potentially hazardous food situa­
tion. 

Wallace Immediately issued 
"blanket quarantine" notices to 
Allen Food Market, Allen Burger 
King. and Allen Happy Mart. When 
quarantine notices are issued, the 
food service establishments cannot 
d1spose of the food until the envi­
ronmental 1nspector checks the 
food contamination and witnesses 
its destruction. 

"They can't sell u, they can't 
take it out unt1l I get there," Wallace 
said. 

If potentially hazardous foods 
are not made inedible. it could have 

serious repercussions, Wallace said, 
and that is one of the reasons the 
inspector must witness the destruc­
tion of the food. 

For instance, the hazardous food 
was taken to a locked garbage area. 
Bleach was then poured over the 
food to make it less appealing to 
scavengers, and then the garbage 
disposal company came and picked 
up the trash at the food service 
establishments. 

Food items destroyed included 
bacon, ground beef, pickles, onion 
rings. pies. chickens, cheese, and 
lettuce. 

Wallace praised the establish­
ments' owners for the cooperation 
he received dunng the quarantine 
and food disposal process. 

"Rick Thacker was exceptional­
ly cooperative. I was informed of 
the outage by Johnny Wright. I 
wouldn't have known about the 
outage so soon if it hadn't been for 
him These places arc usually top­
notch on their inspections. too. If 
you do find something, they take 
care of it immediately," Wallace 
said.

Wireman was charged with 
numerous violations, including 
wanton endangerment; dm ing 
under the influence; terronstic 
threatemng; three counts of carry­
ing a concealed weapon; rcsistmg 
arrest; and disorderly conduct. 

Verley is charged with third 
degree assault; alcohol intoxica­
tion; third degree criminal mis­
chief; and disorderly conduct. 

Verley was released from jail 
Monday on a surety bond on the 
condition that he seek treatment for 
an apparent drinking problem.

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Unlike urban Americans, the 
people of the Big Sandy Valley arc 
very conscious of their frontier her­
itage. This consciousness is due in 
part to the fact that for over a centu­
ry, the valley was almost complete­
ly isolated from the outside world. 

A half-century ago, their isola­
tion was ended by the coming of the 
railroad and the development of the 
coal industry. Industrialization radi­
cally changed the way Big Sandians 
lived and worked, but it failed to 
change the way they thought and 
felt. With their strong story-telling 
traditions, they remained rooted in 
the past, and around their kitchen 
tables they told stories of the days 
when their grandfathers had felled 
the giant poplars and carved farms 
out of the wilderness. 

This feeling of closeness to the 
frontier reveals itself in many ways. 
Old-timers living on Johns Creek, 
for example, often speak of William 
Robert Leslie, the first man to settle 
on Johns Creek, whom they like to 
call "The First Man." It was Daniel 
Boone, they claim, who brought 
Leslie to Johns Creek in 1790 and 
pointed out to him the richness of 
the soil in its wide bottoms. 

Leslie climbed a high ridge at 
the mouth of Big Brushy Creek and, 
looking out over the pristine valley, 
exclaimed: "Great God! What a 
place to live!" The Leslie 
Settlement flourished for a season 
and died, but the legends connected 
with it live on. They continue to fas­
cinate the children of Johns Creek 
when the families gather on their 
porches in the evening twilight and 
the old folks reminisce about the 
past. 

On days when the sun is shining 
and the blue canopy of the sky is 
revealed, you can climb Old 
Bedstead, a 1,700-foot mountain in 
the southern end of Floyd County, 
and visually probe a large section of 
the Big Sandy Valley. Blue hills and 
mist-covered valleys meet the hori­
zon everywhere. When you look 
out over the landscape, you know 
that in the north is Johns Creek with 
its tributary streams of Buffalo, 
Caney, Big Brushy, and Bent. In the 
south is the Big Sandy, with the 
high knobs of Sugar Camp and 
Brandy Keg jutting up like rugged

Each place name is suggestive of 

a legend . Bedstead Mountain 
received its name when Tandy R. 
Stratton, needing another bed for 
his cabin, took an axe, went up a lit­
tle valley, and, at the foot of the hill, 
cut down a giant poplar. Then,

using his broad-axe, he hewed it 
into boards and made a bed. He 
slept on the bed for a decade, and 
after he died, his children, remem­
bering how 1t had been made, pre­
served it and stored it in an attic. 

The Bedstead Branch flows into 
Mare Creek, a tnbutary of the Big 
Sandy. The Strattons settled Marc 
Creek, and m 1821, when the line 
between Floyd and Pike Counties 
was established, the family found 
itself m Pike County. "I don't like to 
do business in Piketon," Tandy said, 
and he began fighting a legal battle 
to return his farm to Mother Floyd . 
He made it twenty-four years later, 
when the General Assembly passed 
a spec1al act for his benefit. 

But his land d1dn 't touch Floyd 
County anywhere, and though he 
was no longer under the jurisdiction 
of Pike County, it still surrounded 
his farm. Tandy and his neighbors 
started calling the 1,000-acre tract 
"Little Floyd County." In between 
Big Aoyd and Little Floyd was a 
quarter-mile stretch of land claimed 
by both counties. As the years went 
by, judges began calling this stretch 
of land "No Man's Land." 
Nowadays, scarcely a year goes by 
that the descendants of Tandy 
Stratton aren't required to fight a 
skirmish, legal or otherwise, in 
order to keep their homeplace in 
Floyd County. 

Buffalo Gap is a low pass that 
will take a traveler from Little 
Floyd into a sylvan country where 
numerous little canyons divide the 
mountain ridges. Thousands of 
acres here are wooded, and the 
stream tributaries bear picturesque 
names. There is Big Rough, Paw 
Paw, Twin Branch, and White Oak. 
Near the Broad Hollow are caves in 
the mountainside, dark holes lead­
ing to nobody knows where. One 
was entered by Rev. Robert Adams 
when he was a boy. Pushing aside 
leaves and the bones of animals, he 
wiggled through the tight, dark tun­
nel and emerged several hundred 
feet downstream. That was nearly a 
century ago, and nobody ever tried 
it again. It's just a bit of local histo­
ry, but it is recalled by all who pass 
that way. 

The Big Sandy is a great place to 
live, as the First Man said, especial­
ly if you like stories compounded of 
history and legend. To be sure, the 
story of Reverend Adams and his 
tunnel is a trivial one, but there are 
others which have the high drama 
and symbolic resonance of major 
fiction. 

Take, for example, the story of

Historical Notes by Henry P. Scalf

Abner James, Bill Pruitt, Billy 
McCoy, and the Wolf Creek posse. 
Bill Pruitt was a Johns Creek back­
woodsman and a man of low moral 
character. In 1847 he began feuding 
with the Howards. and the feud cli­
maxed with an incident in which he 
forced the Howard sisters to walk 
home naked in the snow. When the 
Wolf Creek posse carne to Pruitt's 
cabin and attempted to arrest him, 
he resisted, and in the struggle that 
followed, he was accidently killed 
by the impulsive, trigger-happy 
Abner James. James was subse­
quently arrested, tried for the crime, 
and sentenced to hang. Abner's 
brother-in-law, Billy McCoy, rode 
horseback to Frankfort and impor­
tuned Governor William Owsley to 
pardon the unfortunate man. With 
the pardon finally m hand, McCoy 
returned to the B1g Sandy. arriving 
the night before the day the execu­
tion was scheduled to take place. 
That is history. 

Legend. passed from generation 
to generation, has embellished the 
story of Billy McCoy's ride to 
Frankfort and back. Killing four 
horses during his wild, break-neck 
ride, Billy arrived at Louisa at the 
very moment when the execution 
was about to take place. On his lath­
ered horse, he plunged through the 
crowd towards a moving wagon on 
which Abner James rode, sitting on 
his own wooden coffin. At the last 
moment, McCoy handed Owsley's 
pardon to the sheriff. At this point, 
according to the legend, Abner 
stood up, flapped his arms, and 
crowed like a rooster. Then he 
shouted: "The jury said I'd hang. 
The Governor says I won't!" It's a 
good story, and who can say where 
history stops and legend begins? 
After all, history has ruined many a 
good story. 

Another story told by Big Sandy 
story-tellers is the story of Jennie 
Wiley, the heroic frontier mother 
who was captured by Indians in 
1789. She was taken from her home 
in Abb's Valley, Virginia, and 
forced to accompany the Indians on 
their march through the Big Sandy 
Valley, which in 1789 was untamed 
wilderness. Historians have told the 
story of her ordeal, which included 
the scalping of five of her children 
and the murder of her brother. The 
Indians were a mongrel band led by 
Black Wolf, a Shawnee. Jennie 
finally eluded her tormentors and 
escaped to Harman's Station, which 
was located in Blockhouse Bottom, 
midway between modern-day 
Prestonsburg and Paintsville.

The Harmans subsequently 
escorted Jennie back to her home in 
Abb's Valley, Virginia, but she and 
her husband, Thomas, later returned 
to the Big Sandy and pioneered a 
farm north of Paintsville. Readers 
interested in pursuing the matter 
might consider visiting her grave, 
which is located in a cemetery near 
River, Kentucky. 

In her later years, Jenme told and 
retold the story of her captivity and 
rescue to her children, grandchil­
dren, and neighbors. The legends 
proliferated after her death. The 
Auxiers, founders of Blockhouse 
Bottom at East Point, often told the 
story of how Jennie was led during 
her escape by a bird flying along the 
trail. Members of the Borders fami­
ly, nieces and nephews of Mrs. 
Wiley, believed that as Jennie was 
running through the forest , she 
wore out the moccasins the Indians 
had given her. Stumbling along the 
frozen ground, her feet cut and 
bleeding, she came upon the still­
warm carcass of a buffalo. She part­
ed the warm flesh and stood on it 
until her feet lost their numbness. 

These are but legends, unverfiable 
by historians, but told and retold 
around Big Sandy ftresides. 

The story of Jennie Wiley's 
ordeal had a big impact on the con­
sciousness of Eastern Kentucky's 
pioneer families . Modem accounts 
of her experience are so interwoven 
with legend and myth that local his­
torians, baffled and defeated. sim­
ply pass along what little 1s known 
or said to be known about her. 
Meanwhile, in the remote parts of 
the Big Sandy, rural mothers con­
tinue to croon the Jenny Wiley lul­
laby and sing their babies to sleep. 
When the babies become four and 
five-year-olds, they are told 
Jennie's story, and during their play 
hours, whenever they stray too far 
from home, their mothers go to 
their front porches and call "Jennie 
Wiley! Jennie Wiley!" Then the 
ancient fear of the pioneer mother 
rises in the mind, and the children 
return to their homes. 

The next time you travel up the 
Btg Sandy, go through Pikeville, 
tum up Shelby Creek, and cross 
over onto the headwaters of 

Elkhorn Creek. Soon you will come 
to the foot of Pound Mountain, a 
ridge of the Cumberlands. In front 
of you is Pound Gap, the pass • 
through which emigrants from 
Virginia carne into Kentucky and 
settled the Big Sandy Valley A great 
highway is presently being built 
through the pass, but not so long 
ago. it was only a wagon trail. In 
March, 1862, Union troops under 
Colonel James A. Garfield attacked 
the Confederate garrison at Pound 
Gap and put them to flight. 
Standing sentinel near the gap is 
P1cket Rock, so named because 
Confederate commanders posted 
ptckets there to watch down the 
road leading up from Pikeville. • 

It was on Sentinel Rock, in 1892, 
that Dr. M. B. Taylor. the notorious 
Red Fox of "The Trail of the 
Lonesome Pine," stationed one of 
his henchinen when he was laying 
his ambush for the Mullins family. 
Taylor himself and another hench­
man hid behind a jumble of rocks a 
few hundred feet from the gap, and 
when the Mullins' came up the trail

Kentucky-Virginia border, and his 
henchmen fled to the "log-woods" 
of Wel-t Virginia. 

The local sheriff sent for Ed 
Hall, a resident of Otter Creek ncar 
the modern-day town of 

• Wheelwright, Kentucky. He was 
known as "the Mountain Man­
Hunter." When outlaws were too 
crafty for ordinary lawmen, Ed Hall 
was the man who could bring them 
in. He tracked Taylor for· several 
weeks and finally found him in 
Norton, a town in Wise County, 
Virginia. When the outlaw's son 
shipped Taylor out of town in a fruit 
tree box, Hall boarded a subsequent 
train and followed the box to 
Bluefield, West Virginia, where he 

• went to the express office, broke 
open the crate, and arrested the 
fugJilve. Taylor was subsequently 
conv1cted of his crune and died on 
the scaffold. Hall was s1ck the day 
that they hanged the cnminal, so he 
didn't get to see him hang. 
Nevertheless, after his recovery. 
Hall and his deputies follo\\ed a 
second trail into West Virginia, 
tracked down Cal Fleming and 
killed him, and brought his brother 
Heenan back for trial. 

Dr. Taylor was an odd character 
Something of a mystic, he was an 

• educated man who liked to m1x sci­
ence and sorcery when curing his 
mountain patients. In the years 
before he went bad, he was a 
deputy United States Marshall and 
rode the woodland tratls of the 
Cumberland Mountains carrying a 
Winchester and a long telescope. 
When tracking his adversary or try­
ing to elude him, he would employ 
a variety of tricks, like putting the 
soles of his shoes on backwards. On 
the day of his hangmg, he preached 
a long sermon to the curious crowd, 
and vowed that on the third day, he 
would rise from the grave. Nobody 
believed him. of course, but just to 

• be safe, the townspeople kept a 
lighted lantern on his grave for an 
entire week following his burial. 

Elkhorn Creek was the stomping 
ground of Bad John Wright, alias 
Devil Judd Tolliver, another charac­
ter made famous by John Fox Jr.'s 
Trail of the Lonesome Pine. Wright 
Jived in a big, two-story log house 
near where the town of Jenkins now 
stands. He was host to all the trav­
elers who passed through Pound 
Gap on their way to and from 
Virginia. Wright was a friend of 

~ Bad Tall Hall, the Beaver Creek 
outlaw, and when Hall was hanged 
at Wise, Virginia, he traveled to 
Wise, took Hall's body from the 
scaffold, and brought it back to 
Kentucky for burial. Wright and 
Hall feuded with Old Clabe Jones, 
the Floyd and Knott County bad 
man. The two gangs traveled back 
and forth over the headwaters of 
Beaver, Elkhorn, and Troublesome 
Creeks. Both leaders were duly 
deputized officers of the law, and 
fought their feud under the ausp1ces 
of the law. Each held a warrant for 

1Jthe other man's arrest. Issued by 
judges in different counties, the 

t warrants were never served. 
If crune was one good source of 

, Big Sandy legends, another was the 
: period of suffering known as the 

Civil War. In November, 1861, 
• Union and Confederate troops 

fought a skirmish at Ivy Mountain 
in the southern end of Floyd 
County. Three Union regiments 
under General William "Bull'' 
Nelson outflanked a smaller force 

~ of Confederates under Captain A. J. 
May and drove them back to 
Pikeville. It was a rebel defeat, but 
Southern sympathiZers refused to 
admit it. Afterwards, they com· 
posed the following song and sang 
it in defiance of the facts: 

You ought to have heard 
Yankee shin-bones rattle 
When at the Ivy Narrows 
They were stricken with the hor­

rors. 
'Ibe song was written long after 

the fight. Even thirty or forty years 
~after the battle, few Big Sand1ans 

were Willing to admit that the 
Confederates had lost it. But 
Anthony Hatcher and five ot h1s 

fellow rabels knew what had hap­
pened. Hatcher had his thigh bone 
broken by a bullet fired by one of 
the "Blue Brutes." His friends 
quickly placed him on a horse and 
fled up h y Creek. Entering Mare 
Creek through Sugar Camp Gap, 
they dumped the wounded man off 
at a Umon home. where a pre-war 
friendship guaranteed that he would 
rece1ve the medical attention that 
he needed 

The other soldiers, one of them 
senously wounded, climbed a hill 
along the road to Pikeville and 
spent the night on Rock Spnng 
Mountain. At this point there JS a 
natural spring, coming up out of the 
mountain and emerging from a rock 
near the summit. The wounded 
Confederate died, and, no other 
means of burial being convemcnt, 
his comrades crammed the dead 
man in a hollow chestnut log. When 
morning came, they went on the1r 
way, but in later years they perpetu­
ated around many fires1des the 
story of the burial on Rock Spnng 
Mountam. 

for Big Sandians. the legends 
are easily recalled. because the 
transition from the frontier to the 
present has been slower in the B1g 
Sandy than in any other section of 
Kentucky The Indians retained a 
foothold in the valley long after 
they had surrendered the rest of the 
state, and the isolation of the region 
was pronounced unttl late in the 

tmetecnth Century. When the rail­
road arrived, bringing the mechani­
cal wonders of the Twentieth 
Century, the people of the Big 
Sandy looked back on their long, 
colorful tustory as if it had hap­
pened only yesterday. 

Big Sandians talk of Daniel 
Boone as 1f he had passed from the 
scene only a few years ago. The 
Auxiers still preserve, as a family 
heirloom, a buffalo robe Boone 
gave one of the1r ancestors during 
one of his VISits to Harman's 
Station. The Leslies have a powder 
horn which Boone presented to 
William Robert Leslie, the First 
Man. Midway up Right Beaver 
Creek in Aoyd County, carved on a 
stone overlooking the hamlet of 
Eastern, is the inscription ''D. B. 
1775." Whether Boone sat down at 
that location during a huntmg expe­
dition and carved his initials is, of 
course, highly debatable, but you 
can't convince the local res1dents of 
this. As far as they've concerned, 
the initials prove that Boone was 
there. 

In the Big Sandy, the bare facts 
of history have never lacked 
embellishment. On January I Oth, 
1862, Nelson Boggs, a Lawrence 

County man and a member of the 
14th Kentucky Infantry, U.S.A., 
was killed during the Battle of 
Middle Creek. That much is docu­
mented historical fact, but old· 
timers insist that during the battle, 
h1s comrades p1cked up his body, 
hefted 11 mto the crotch of a b1g 
apple tree, and left it there until the 
battle was over. True or not, this is 
a typical Big Sandy elaboration. 
Another addendum to Middle 
Creek Battle lore is the often-told 
story that the Federals falsified 
their casualties. Confederate veter­
ans returning to thelf homes after 
the war were told by their kinsmen 
that great numbers of Union dead 
and wounded were loaded on 
barges and shipped downstream to 
Louisa and Catlet~burg. True or 
not, the story served to salve the 
wounded pnde of the men who 
served on the Confederates side. 

So ends my brief survey of some 
of Eastern Kentucky's most inter­
esting stories.

Howard: ''No pressure 
this time around''

When the 1996 Allen Central 
Rebel football team took to the 
field last year with 22 seniors 
they were labeled as a "can't­
miss" team for a second berth in 
the state playoffs.

Kentucky's annual Hope Springs 
Eternal for UK football fans edi­
tion. With a four -photo stop-action 
sequence of Tim Couch on the 
cover along with it's "A whole new 
Ball Game" th'eme, the University 
of Kentucky's 1997 football media 
guide arrived last week. 

As Hal Mumme's honeymoon 
heads into Phase II, are there plau­
sible reasons to believe UK 's 1997 
record will be any better than last 
year's 4-7, or the 4-7 before that, or 
1-10 before that? 

Not really. Not yet. 
Inside the media guide cover is a 

football-seamed border photo of 
the new coach looking nothing like 
Blanton Collier (last UK coach to 
string three winning seasons 
together consecutively, 1954-56). 
Mumme looks more like golfer 
Lanny Wadkins in his sun visor 
staring down a par-5 fairway. 

Looks like an unfairway to me. 
Waiting ... No. 1 Florida, No. 5 

Tennessee, No. 11 LSU, No. 15 
Alabama, and honorable mentions 
Georgia and South Carolina. 

Even the Wildcats' chances of 
winning the others are dimmed by 
the schedule break. Kentucky plays 
at Mississippi State, at Indiana, at 
South Carolina, at Georgia and at 
Vanderbilt. 

Best hopes for a win: Louisville 
in the opener and NE Louisiana at 
homecoming. 

Hope spring eternal? Not this 
time. 2-9, maybe 3-8 is reasonable 
for this Kentucky team. But maybe 
it will be entertaining. Certainly a 
sunny autumn afternoon at 
Commonwealth Stadium is hard to 
match if there is at least the 
promise of "hey, don't stay long at 
the concession stand, we might 
score on any play from anywhere." 

So, starting with the UK-UofL 
hype, let the firing begin. 

WOE BE TO UK HOOPS? 
When 16-year-old basketball 

star Vince Yarbrough verbally com­
mitted to Tennessee last week 
instead of Kentucky, it sent Wildcat 
recruiting buffs into a tizzy and 
recruiting analyst Bob Gibbons 
into damage control. 

"Rick Pitino would have gotten 
this kid," grumbled one fan . "This 
is a heavy blow to Tubby Smith. 
How could a kid this good choose 
Tennessee over UK?" 

Gibbons, who was certain 
Yarbrough was headed to UK, 
back-pedaled saying, "the kid 
wants to attend Kentucky, but his 
family is against it." Interesting, 
since the youngster labeled UT the 
SEC's sleeping giant, and said he 
wants to join his brother Del Baker, 
and play for the Vols. 

How big an impact will 
Yarbrough's decision have on 
Kentucky basketball? Virtually 
none. Send C.M. Newton a fiver 
for every projected mega-star who 
has chosen not to sign with 
Kentucky and UK's AD will have a 
down-payment for an on-campus 
arena. 

UK will have an NCAA 
Tournament-type season again 
(where the Wildcats will be on tele­
vision 25 times, not including three 
tape-delay broadcasts), and Tubby 
Smith will sign a reasonable share 
of good prospects who want to play 
in Rupp Arena. 

Just like the football team's 
prospects, there are going to be lots 
of opportunities for winning a posi­
tion and earning playing time.

If Travis Ford, who has a degree 
in communications, is able to teach 
and motivate young men, then fans 
of KIAC hoops, particularly rivals 
Georgetown and Cumberland, can 
look forward to a new comer in a 
KIAC competitive triangle. 

For hts part, it was a canny 
choice by Campbellsville President 
Kenneth Winters, choosing Ford. 
Excellent gamble if only for the 
public relations value that will 
serve Tiger basketball. 

PARENTS, NOT KHSAA 
MAKE THE CALL 

KHSAA Commissioner Louis 
Stout's written warning to 
Kentucky's high schools about the 
pitfalls of recruitmg student-ath­
letes has caused barely a ripple 
around the Commonwealth. 

While well-intentioned, Stout's 
epistle will have little or no effect 
on parents who are encouraged by 
beneficiary coaches, to move their 
athletically promising youngsters 
to schools where athletic· programs 
are more successfuL 

Lexington Catholic and recently 
transferred basketball Nathan Popp 
have been the focal points of the 
most recent flap. However ethical­
ly wrong it is, recruiting and trans­
fers have gone on for years in 
Kentucky and, under current rules, 
there is no way to prevent enter­
prising coaches and 
parents/guardians from indulging. 

Last year a father of two young 
basketball players at a high school 
in southeastern Kentucky was 
brazen enough to tell the coach if 
his sons did not get satisfactory 
playing time, he would move them 
to another school. Two weeks later 
he did exactly that. 

Clearly, if a parent or parents 
think it expedient to uproot their 
children for the promise of some 
future reward, athletic or academic, 
and the school left behind can post 
no reasonable objection, then the 
KHSAA hierarchy has no alterna­
tive but to follow its own transfer 
dictates. That is, conftrrn a change 
of address by one or both parents or 
guardian, then let business go on as 
usual. 

Bottom line in this story? Same 
as it has always been -a parent or 
legal guardian decides the rightness 
of transfers.

Robert Yates goes full circle 
Few car owners can say that 

they have had the roller coaster nde 
in NASCAR that Robert Yates, 
owner of the #28 Texaco Winston 
Cup team has had since becoming 
an owner in 1989. His roots in 
NASCAR date back to 1968 when 
he went to work for the legendary 
Homan-Moody operation. From 
that time on he worked w1th a 
who's who of Winston Cup drivers 
that mcluded Calc Yarborough, 
Darrell Waltrip, and Bobby 
Allison. 

Yates joined Ranier/Lundy 
Racing (forerunner to Robert Yates 
Racing) in August of 1986 with dri­
ver Cale Yarborough. Calc finished 
out the year with the operation and 
then moved on leaving team man­
ager and head engine builder Yates 
looking for a new driver for the 
Harry Ranier Thunderblfds. 

The team hired a rookie with a 
famous last name by the name of 
Davey Allison. It didn't take long 
for the team of Yates and Allison to 
get off the ground. His 209 plus 
mph qualifying effort at the season 
opening Daytona 500 made him the 
first rookie to start on the front row 
m the 500. If that didn't open the 
eyes of both fans and competitors. 
the very next week saw Allison sit­
ting on the pole at Rockingham. 
The team went on to set new stan­
dards for rookies with five poles, 

plus three outside poles for eight 
front row starts in all. Allison also 
bagged his first Winston Cup victo­
ry at Talladega in May and two 
races late at Dover and became the 
only driver in NASCAR h1story to 
win twice in a rookie season. 

Yates bought the team from 
Ranier in 1989 and became a force 
to deal with each year. In 1992 
Yates' Texaco team came within 
I 00 laps of winning the champi­
onship at the season-ending event 
in Atlanta when Davey was 
knocked out of the race in a wreck. 

The next year would be one of 
the most taxing on Yates in all of 
his years of racing. While attempt­
ing to land at Talladega 
Superspeedway, Allison's heli­
copter crashed, leaving him with 
very serious head injuries that led 
to his death. 

Several drivers drove Yates' 
Fords until Ernie Irvan negotiated 
his release from Morgan-McClure 
Motorsports and drove his first 
race for Yates in September at 
Darlington. 

The Yates-lrvan union clicked 
from the get-go as the '94 season 
found the Texaco team in first 
place after the mid season race at 
Daytona. Then Yates once again 
found himself without a driver for 
the second time in two years. Irvan 
wrecked in practice at Michigan 

and sustained life threatening 
inJuries. 

The team used Kenny Wallace 
as driver to finish out the season 
and then hired Dale Jarrett to dnve 
for the '95 season. Jarrett struggled 
as a driver but finished the season 
strong enough to be hired for 
Yates' second team as Ernie would 
come back for the 1996 season. 

Earlier this summer Yates 
announced that he would not renew 
Irvan 's contract and that the search 
for a new driver bad begun. That 
search ended quickly as Yates 
announced last week that 

Craftsman Truck Senes rookie 
Kenny Irwin will sit behind the 
wheel of the Texaco Ford next year. 
(It will be in a Taurus and not a T­
Bird.) For all you #28 fans out 
there, wouldn't it be great to see 
Yates work that same magic with 
Irwin that he d1d w1th that other 
rookie by the name of Allison?

When pride IS gone out of a 
school's football program, winning 
is very hard to do. When a team 
loses all its confidence, winning is 
almost impossible.

UK athletic programs 
cost taxpayers nothing 

The enjoyment University of 
Kentucky sports fans across the state 
get from a Wildcat three-pointer, a 
quarterback sack or a grand-slam 
home run is available at no cost to 
Kentucky taxpayers. 

Unlike most athletic programs at 
U.S. colleges and universities, the 
UK Athletic Association 1s a self­
sustaining entity run separately from 
the university. Its 22 varsity sports 
do not draw upon public funds for 
support. 

"We're happy to be able to run a 
program that is self-supporting and 
not a burden on Kentucky taxpay­
ers," said Larry Ivy, senior associate 
director of athletics at UK. 

In fact, instead of turning to the 
government or university for fund­
ing, the Athletic Association turns 
money back to the university. Over 
the past decade, it has contributed 
more than $14.5 million, including 
current annual contributions to retire 
debt on the new William T. Young 
library. 

Revenues generated from the 
football program and the men's bas­
ketball program are primarily 
responsible for the Athletic 
Association's financial indepen­
dence, said J.R. Hisle, accounting 
manager for the UK Athletic 
Association. 

Of the $26.6 million budgeted for 
next year, the Athletic Association 
expects to receive $9.2 mJUion from 
men's basketball and $10.5 million 
from football. The projected rev­
enue budget for the year that began 
July I is as follows:

The numbers clearly show that 

football and men's basketball at UK 
support the other sports and enable 
the Athletics Department to support 
academic programs at the university. 

The football program, to the sur­
prise of many, is the big bread win­
ner in the Wildcat family. Its 
Southeastern Conference affiliation 
and loyal fan base are responsible 
for much of the year's anticipated 
$10.5 million revenue. 

The SEC football and men's bas­
ketball programs are set up on a pool 
system that distributes conference 
revenues among its 12 schools from 
bowl and championship tournament 
games and from television rights. 
Last year, the UK Athletic 
Association received $5 million 
from these three sources for football 
and men's basketball. 

The Athletic Association recently 
added another link to its financial 
resource chain when it agreed to an 
exclusive contract with athletic 
apparel giant Nike to clothe all of 
the athletic teams. Hisle expects the 
arrangement with Nike to progres­
sively increase UK's logo royalties. 

UK fans and Kentucky citizens 
alike, should be proud that the 
Athletic Association has been able 
to sustain this program, Hisle said.

For the past 17 years, Father 
Richard "Dick" Klingeisen of 
Manitowoc, Wisconsin, has spent 
one week each summer in Floyd 
and Magoffin counties. 

Father Dick temporarily leaves 
behind his work in a hospital min­
istry to literally rebu1ld the lives of 
some Floyd County families. Father 
Dick and a group of teenagers and 
adults from the Green Bay 
Diocesan Appalachian Outreach 
program repairs homes in Floyd 
County. 

"I like the opportunity to do out­
side service kinds of work," Father 
Dick said as he took a brief rest 
from his labors of installing a win­
dow in the home of Mary and Walt 
Watkins of Hippo. 

The Diocese sends two groups of 
adults and teens, age 16-18, to assist 
families in Eastern Kentucky. Each 
group spends one week in the area. 
Usually, they work on several 
homes but, this year, they devoted 
their attention and their skills to 
only the Watkins' home. 

Their work included installing 
indoor plumbing, replacing win­
dows, leveling floors, and painting. 
The first remodeling project to the 
home was started by an adult group 
from the Diocese. The group parti­
tioned off one section of a room for 
a bathroom. They also installed 
indoor plumbing to the bathroom. 
They also put in a window and a 
door, leveled the floor and put joists 
in the flooring. 

The second group, which was 
led by Father Dick, installed plumb­
ing in the kitchen sink, replaced 
five windows, and finished the 
work. 

The teens steel-brushed the 
home's rusty metal roof. They 
applied aluminum coating and 
sealant to the roof. They scraped the 
old paint off the home, applied a 
primer and painted the house. 

The group also sanded the wood 
in the bathroom and painted the 
new room. The teenagers chipped in 
money and bought a complete bath­
room set for the homeowners, 
including towels and curtains. They 
also added a touch of class to the 
room by stenciling flowers around 
the window, the door and the sink 
cabinet. 

The group also installed a wash­
er and dryer donated to the home­
owners by the St. Vincent Mission 
at David. The D1ocese Appalachian 
Outreach works with the Mission to 
bring their attention to the needs of 
families in the area. 

Each member of the group must 
pay to participate in the mission. 
They also must help raise funds for

the trip. The money is used to pur­
chase materials used in the home 
repair projects and the supplies the 
group will need during their stay. 

To help them realize that life is 
more than an evening in front of the 
televisiOn or a video game, the 
group must "rough it" during their 
stay in the area. 

"This provides them an opportu­
nity for service. They experience a 
simpler lifestyle- no radio, no TV, 
no snacks." Father Dick said. 

During their work in Floyd 
County, they lived at Tram in a 
building that had no indoor plumb­
ing. They used a water hose from a 

neighbor to fill up their shower 
bucket. The water was run through 
a filter process for the teens to 
drink. 

They were experiencing what 
homeowners Mary and Walt 
WatkinS had experienced. Mary 
Watkins sa1d she had to carry water 
from her neighbors, who lived just 
up the hill from her house. Mary 
said the neighbors are moving and 
her water source was gone. 

Mary said the remodeling pro­
JeCt had come just in time and that 
she had "never dreamed" she would 
receive the help she is getting. 

The Watkins home had caught

They had to use a coal 
stove because they lost their gas 
heat. The Watkins now have their 
heat source back and, with the 
repairs made by the Diocese group, 
things are looking up for the family. 

"It's wonderful. This house 
looks great. I couldn't see out my 
windows for the plastic. This has 
made a great, great difference in our 
lives. I just hate to give (the group) 
up," she said, temporarily halting in 
her effort to help paint her house 
and waving her paint brush in the 
direction of teens and adults work­
ing beside her. 

"You won't, I'll be back, Mary. 
I'll find you," Dorothy Vayda, an 
adult member of the group, said. 

Father Dick praised the Watkins 
for assisting·in the repair effort. 

"When we got here this morning, 
Mary was painting, and she was 
painting when we left yesterday. 
That's what's nice. When the home­
owner takes an interest and work 
side by side with out group. We 
know they'll take good care of it." 

Sr. Ida Marie Deville, who 
heads the St. Vincent Mission, said 
one of the accomplishments 
achieved by the remodeling project 
is that homeowners learn how to do 
the work themselves and continue 
the work. 

The homeowners also want to 
volunteer to help others and become 
involved in mission projects. Mary 
Watkins, who is attendmg OED 
classes, is one of those volunteers 
who helps out at the mission. Mary 
plans to mvite members of her class 
to her home to help her celebrate 
the home's new look. 

Sr. Deville said the home repair 
proJects have made major impacts 
on homeowners in the area. Dev11Ie 
recently honored Father Dick on h1s 
25th anniversary as an ordained 
priest. Homeowners from past pro­
jects overseen by Father Dick told 
the priest about how the1r hves were 
changed. 

"One of them said if it wasn't for 
Father Dick, they wouldn't have a 
house to live in. They were Iivmg in 
a chicken coop," Sister Deville said. 

Father Dick and his group rebuilt 
an old house and the family moved 
in. Later, the home was damaged by 
flood and Father Dick's group came 
back and repaired it. The homeown­
er also worked on the home. 

"It felt good knowing what he 
himself was trying to do. He was 
continuing to upgrade the house," 
Father Dick recalled. 

The work is also changing the 
lives of the teens and adults partici­
pating in the project, according to

Good day, senior citizens! 
For the past five weeks your 

Sunshine Lines column has dealt 
with the legal needs of senior citi­
zens and the poor. Today will be the 
final article in this series. 

My objectives for writing this 
series was two-fold. First and fore­
most I wanted you to know where 
you might possibly receive help in 
the event that you have a problem 
which requires legal intervention 

~but you cannot afford an attorney's 
fees. 

Additionally, I hoped to broaden 
your understanding of attorneys as 
real people with real problems, 
whose only difference is that they 
choose to specialize in the field of 
law. 

Through this series I can only 
hope that you now know where to 
tum should a legal problem arise. 
And, that you have accepted the 
fact that most of the men and 
women in the legal profession are 
not "money-mongers" out to get all 
that they can get. as fast as they can 

• get it, from whomever they can get 
It. In regard to most attorneys, this 
is an unfair stigma they must live 
with-basically the result of an 
uninformed society. Every attorney 
I interview makes reference to how 
saddened they are by the negative 
way in which they are perceived by 
the general public Sure, there are 
some bad ones out there but isn't 
this true of every profession under 
the sun. We can't judge all by the 
bad deeds of a few. 

Let me refresh your thinking in 
regard to the legal needs of senior 

illcitizens and the poor by recapping 
noteworthy information from the 
five previous articles. 

1. Legal Services (APPALRED) 
is the sponsor for the Kentucky 
Benefits Counseling Program for 
Senior Citizens in 37 counties in 
Eastern and South-Central 
Kentucky. APPALRED is part of 
the Legal Services Corporation in 
Washington, D.C. Headquarters for 
APPALRED is in Prestonsburg. In 
its efforts to better serve the legal 
needs of the poor and older 

..,.Americans, because the caseload is 
''lnore than its attorneys are able to 

handle, APPALRED is home to the 
Volunteer Lawyers of Appalachian 
Kentucky (VLAK) pro bono pro­
gram. 

2. Pro bono is a term that means, 
"For the public good." The VLAK 
program is in the executive offices 
in Prestonsburg. It hac; a program 
manager who, with the assistance 
of domestic relations personnel in 
APPALRED eleven satellite 

• offices, stnve to place deserving 
mdividuals in need of legal repre­
sentation within the program's 
guidelines, with private attorneys 
who agree to represent them with­
out charge. To date more than 2,050 
cases have been placed with private 
attorneys who have represented 
these people without charge. 
Without the private sector's willing 
cooperation there would be no 
organized Legal Services pro bono 
program to help the deserving poor 
and aged, who would otherwise be 

- turned away by APPALRED 
because the needs are far greater 
than the number of attorneys on 
APPALRED's staff.

3. Any senior citizen with a 
legitimate legal need that falls with­
in the priorities of the Legal 
Services Corporation and 
APPALRED can be served free of 
charge, regardless of one's income. 
However, for clarity, younger peo­
ple's income is a major qualifying 
factor. Though it is VLAK's desire 
to place deserving cases, it is also 
VLAK's responsibility to screen 
cases in an effort to avoid attorneys 
from being taken advantage of by 
those who can afford to pay their 
own legal fees. 

4. Attorneys do not like "surpris­
es," so be truthful with the person 
doing your telephone intake at 
APPALREDNLAK. If an attorney 
feels someone has misrepresented 
the truth or has withheld some per­
tinent facts relevant to the case, the 
attorney can choose not to represent 
that person or withdraw from the 
case. Also, if a "conflict of interest" 
is discovered the attorney will usu­
ally withdraw from the case. 

I want our readers to understand 
the difference between one's oblig­
ation to pay a private attorney 
his/her agreed upon fees and an 
attorney who has voluntarily 
accepted a case on a pro bono basis 
where no attorney fees will be 
charged. 

One is a financial obligation 
between the client and the attor­
ney-a legitimate bill the clienL is 
obligated to pay. The latter is a vol­
unteer agreement between the 
attorney and the client or the client 
placement program, in this case the 
VLAK, where a client is not 
required to pay attorney fees, 
though in some cases the client may 
be asked to pay filing fees, deposi­
tion charges, warning orders, etc. 

There is a big difference 
between a financial obligation to an 
attorney and volunteer representa­
tion by an attorney on behalf of a 
client. The client and the client's 
attorney should establish a thor­
ough understanding, at the time of 
their initial meeting, as to the 
client's financial obligations if 
there are any. If a client qualifies 
for pro bono and an attorney 
accepts the case on a pro bono 
basis, the attorney will not request 
that the client pay attorney fees. 
There might be some pre-agreed 
charges, as stated earlier. that the 
eligible pro bono client will be 
asked to assume. However. in a pro 
bono case there are no attorney 
fees. 

UnfortUnately, we are not able to 
handle all cases in-house. 
Likewise, we are not able to place 
all cases that request help from us 
with the private bar. There are far 
more legal needs among the poor 
than either APPALRED or attor­
neys in private practice can handle 
through our VLAK program. 

However, if you have need of 
legal intervention but you cannot 
afford an attorney, feel free to con­
tact Mr. Charles Slone, your 
Kentucky Benefits Counseling 
Coordinator at 886-3876 or toll­
free at 1-800-556-3876. He will be 
able to provide senior citizens with 
the telephone number of the 
APPALRED office serving your 
area. 

Attorneys are not legal eagles 
who soar above people, uncon­
cerned about the problems of the 
man or the woman on the street. 
Lawyers are men and women who 
walk among you, have problems 
similar to yours, and care about the 
legal ramifications of problems you 
might have. Their brothers and sis­
ters might be your neighbors­
that's how human they are. What 
makes an attorney special is not 
his/her J.D. degree but how he/she 
uses their expertise to help the 
deserving poor and aged.
