There are two remaining board

Police searching

Martin mayor to work full-time 
during search for new city clerk

A Banner couple's home was burglarized November 25 
by a couple posing as rug salesmen. 

Cecil Crum, 69, and his wife reported that a man and 
woman erttered their home last Tuesday, pretending to be 
interested in selling them a rug, according to sheriffs de­
tective Homer Neeley. 

The woman asked the couple for a drink of water and 
when Crum and his wife went into the kitchen to get it. the 
male accomplice apparently removed a strong box from 
their home, Neeley said. 

About an hour after the pair left Crum's residence dri­
ving an older model four-door red vehicle, Crum and. his 
wife noticed their strong box missing, the detective satd. 

The box contained 10 double eagle silver dollars dated 
1923; four Indian head quarters; approximately ~500 in 
cash· and various important documents, Neeley satd. 

The Crum's also found that a Jock had been twisted off 
a small jewelry box. 

"It's important for people to know that this kind of scam 
is going on in the county and they need to be aware of it," 
Neeley said. 

The incident is under investigation by Neeley and any­

Martin Mayor Alan Whicker 
will devote all his time to that city's 
business if he can get a leave of ab­
sence from his job. 

At a special city council meeting 
Monday, Whicker asked council to 
raise his pay so he can tend to the 
city's affairs temporarily on a full­
time basis. 

Citing the absence of a city clerk 
and mounting problems with state 
environmental protection officials, 
the mayor said it was necessary for 
him to be in the office daily. 

Last week, long-time city clerk 
Johnnie B. Stephens unexpectedly 
announced her resignation during a 
council meeting and Friday was her 
last day on the job. The clerk also 
served as the city's flood plain ad­
ministrator and alcoholic beverage 
commissioner. 

Whicker said his current pay as 
mayor is $500 a month and he 
would need at least $1 ,800 monthly 

in order to take the job. The mayor 
also said that he would need insur­
ance benefits because his would 
cease if he takes a leave of absence 
from his job at McDowell Ap­
palachian Regional Hospital. 

Some council members wanted 
to know if the city could afford to 
pay the mayor such a salary. 

Whicker said his pay could 
come from the city's water depart­
ment which "is doing well" at the 
present time. 

Mary Ann Conn, who acted as 
clerk Monday and who works in the 
water department, said she was 
concerned the move would deplete 
the department's reserves. 

"We only keep about $10,000 in 
the account," Conn said. 

Whicker said he would only 
work full-time for "two or three 
months" until a clerk is employed 
and the state EPA problems are ad­
dressed. 

Councilwoman Thomasine 
Robinson said she was concerned 
about the financial impact of the 

move, saying the salary plus bene­
fits would cost the city over $2,000 
a month. 

Councilman Everett Akers Jr. 
said it was important to have some­
one knowledgeable about the city's 
business in the office now. 

"Somebody's gonna have to run 
the show," Akers said. 

City attorney Tim Parker said he 
thought it was a good idea for the 
mayor to be on the job day in and 
day out. 

"It may actually benefit the city 
financially," Parker said. He added 
that Whicker would now have time 
to apply for various grant funds for 
the city. 

Councilman Eugene Hutchinson 
wanted to know if council could 
legally pay the mayor to work full­
time. 

"We cannot raise the salaries for 
the present administration." 
Hutchinson said. "We can only do 
that for the next administration."

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County asks for delay of RND sale

Floyd County offtc1als have 
asked that the forced sale of the 
RND building and property at 
Warco be postponed in an effort to 
attract more potential bidders. 

Floyd County Attorney Keith 
Bartley said he has filed a motion 
asking the court to delay the sale 
until the county can do an advertis­
ing blitz outside the state. 

In October, First 
Commonwealth Bank, which has a 
lien on the property, sued RND, the 
county, the Floyd County 
Development Authority and other 
governmental agencies to force the 
sale of the property. The court 
ordered that the property be sold 
and a sale is set for December 11. 

Bartley wants the extension to 
have time to lure more bidders to 
the sale. 

''We hope to attract more poten­
tial buyers for the property," 
Bartley said. "And we want to con­
tact anyone who has ever expressed 
an interest in the property." 

Under the law, the sale must 
only be advertised in the newspa­
per with the largest circulation in 
the county. 

First Commonwealth president, 
Burl Spurlock, who is a member of 
the Development Authority, was 
not the authority chairman when 
the RND deal was put together as 
previously reported. Spurlock was 
an authority member. 

At first. Spurlock said he may 
oppose the county's request for an 
extension of time. 

'They've had a year to do this," 
Spurlock said. ''They've not done 
anything. They've let it go through 
the natural process for foreclosure. 
It's odd they wait until the eleventh 
hour." 

Bartley said be wants to garner 
more interest in the sale because 
the county is responsible for a 
$225,000 loan from First 
Commonwealth Bank for the failed 
business venture. 

Spurlock said that the bank was 
losing revenue because the RND 
building is not being used. When 
reminded that the court order for 
the sale said that the bank would 
recoup its loan plus any accumulat 
ed interest, the bank president said, 
"I guess they're (county officials) 
afraid the bank won't bid on it and 
will let the property go for noth­
ing." 

When it was explained that 
Bartley wanted to improve the 
county's chances of selhng the 
property above the $225,000 it is 
obligated to under a loan to First 
Commonwealth, Spurlock 
appeared to change his mind. 

"Nobody would be opposed to 
that," Spurlock said. The bank 
president said that the additional 
advertising costs would be borne 
by the successful bidder or the 
master commissioner, who ordered 
the sale. " 

When told that Bartley's motion 

for more time indicated that the 
county would be solely responsible 
for all the advertising costs, 
Spurlock said, "that's unusual." 

Bartley and Spurlock were 
somewhat at odds last week when 
Bartley said he felt it was conflict 
of interest for Spurlock to be the 
president of the bank and a member 
of the Development Authority 
which concocted the RND deal. 

Spurlock said he stated up front 
in 1993 that there was a conflict for 
him with the project and that he 
abstained from any discussions on 
RND. 

"I resigned as chairman of the 
Development Authority some time 
ago because I experienced a con­
flict during the foreclosure," 
Spurlock said. "I think there was a 
conflict and I abided by our con­
flict of interest policy." 

Bartley had also said he felt 
there was a conflict regarding the 
bank and ThunderRidge racetrack. 

Spurlock said last week that his 
bank had "nothing to do with that 
place." 

Spurlock seemed somewhat 
miffed that Bartley said it was a 
conflict for Spurlock to sit on the 
Development Authority while his 
bank was involved in loaning 
money to projects arranged by the 
authority. 

"I don't think it gave any undue 
advantage to the bank," Spurlock 
said of the loan to RND. 

Bartley said it would be difficult 
for anyone in that position to sepa-

Under the current job descrip­
tion, the clerk needed only to be 
able to type and operate modern 
office equipment. 

The mayor said he felt a clerk 
should be able to type 60 words per 
minute and be knowledgeable about 
computers and computer programs. 
He added that the person should 
also be familiar with the legal 
responsibilities regarding the taking 
of meeting minutes and record 
keeping of city government docu­
ments. 

Whicker said it would be hard to 
replace the former clerk's experi­
ence on the job. 

"What worries me most about it 
is ... the hardest part will be to fill 

the experience in the position," 
Whicker said. "How are we going 
to train them?" 

Parker suggested that the mayor 
contact the Kentucky League of 
Cities and inquire about training 
seminars for city clerks. Parker 
offered to discuss the legal aspects 
of the positions with the new clerk. 

Council agreed to set the mini­
mum pay at $7.66 per hour, the 
amount the former clerk was mak­
ing when she left the position. 

Parker suggested that council 
consider granting a pay increase to 
the successful applicant after sever­
al months on the job "if they hit the 
ground running." 

Farthing joked that if a pay 
increa~e was approved, "Johnnie B. 
might come back."

own business. He added that the 
county should not be responsible 
for guaranteeing any loans for a 
private industry. 

Spurlock said any such business 
deal should be &refully thought 
out. 

"All I can say is that you should 
use good prudent business judg 
ment," Spurlock said. "If you bor 
row money to guarantee loans for 
others, you should use good sound 
business judgment. Economic 
development is not easy, it's diffi­
cult. If you don't have the stomach 
for it, you shouldn't be in it." 

Spurlock added that he didn't 
feel the current county administra­
tion supported the development 
authority as much as former county 
officials. 

He added that the RND venture 
had failed, but he said the deal with 
R & S Truck Body Company at 
Ivel is a success.

Seasonal crime 
•increase; church 
burglarized

The Christmas Season may 
mean a lot of things to different 
people, but to local authorities the 
holiday season is also a time when 
Floyd County usually experiences 
an increase of thefts and burglar­
ies. 

" "This is the time of year for 
burglary crimes to be on the rise," 
Floyd detective Jim Rederick said 
Tuesday. "There's always an 
increase of crime during the holi­
days." 

The detective said that although 
he expects the increase in crime, 
he was still a little shocked that 
someone had broken into an area 
church and stolen a painting of 
The Lord' s Supper, along with 
numerous other items. 

The Little Nancy Old Regular 
., Baptist Church, in Hi Hat, was 

broken into on Saturday or Sunday 
and various items, including the 
painting; a microwave; and two 
vacuum cleaners, were stolen. 

Rederick said he was not quite 
sure how the thief gained entrance 
to the ch.urch because there were 
no signs of forced entry. 

Most of the church's belong­
ings were recovered Tuesday 
along the creek bank directly 
behind the church. 

~ According to church members, 
the perpetrator either had a key to 
the church or entered the building 
after it was used for a non-church 
function Saturday night before it 
was locked up. 

The detective's investigation 
was opened after a caller contacted 
the sheriff's office about "some 
boys" in the area who were over­
heard talking about some of the 
items which belonged the church. 

Church members were not 
tt\aware that the church had been 

broken into at that time, but later 
confirmed that some items were 
missing from the church. 

Detective Rederick questioned 
numerous people in the area and 
found one resident who said he 
had purchased a microwave that 
had the church's name on it. That 
resident informed the detective 
that he called the man he bought it 
from and told him he no longer 
wanted it. 

After several attempts were 
made to locate the man who tried 

•to sell some of the stolen merchan­
dise, the detective contacted the 
county attorney's office to obtain a 
warrant for the man and an alleged 

• accomplice. 
Det. Rederick would not identi­

fy the alleged burglar or his 
accomplice until the warrants are 
served.

Since September, board members 

Ray Brackett, Ursal Ray Wilcox and 
Eddie Patton and superintendent 
Gene Davis have resigned amid 
ouster threats by state Education 
Commissioner Wilmer Cody. 

Last month, Cody filed removal 
charges against chairman J ody 
Mullins and member B.J. Newsome. 
The two are charged with miscon­
duct in office, willful neglect of duty 
and nonfeasance. 

A hearing on those charges and a 
request by Cody for a three-year 
state takeover of the school system is 
set for January 21 23 in Frankfort. 

The hearing was originally 
scheduled to begin December 15, 
but state officials wanted to give the 
local board an opportunity to discuss 
the issue. A third board member is 
expected to be appointed in time for 
the December 15 regular Floyd 
board meeting. 

Cody accuses board members of 
failing to take proper actions to elim­
inate a projected $300,000 budget 
deficit at the end of the 1996-97 
school year. The Floyd district has 
had year-end budget deficits for the 
past three years. 

Newsome and Mullins have said 
they do not intend to resign and will 
fight the ouster charges. The two say 
they have not had time to address the 
school system's problems because 
they just took office in January. 

An extensive management audit 
of the school system concluded in 
October, showed scores of problems 
in management, personnel and 
financial operations of the district. 

Cody told local officials in 
February that he would seek their 
ouster if the district ended the school 
year with a budget deficit. Cody also 
said he would attempt to hold the 
board members and superintendent 
personally liable for any deficit.

And let's not forget that students 
and parents have something to do with 
classroom success, too. If a system of 
rewards is to be fair, there has to be 
something in it for them. 



Credit card use 
"'gets workers jailed

Two A & C Equipment Supply 
employees were arrested last week 
for allegedly using the company's 
credit card to purchase thousands of 
dollars worth of merchandise for 
themselves. 

Julius Keith Mulley, 25, of 
Minnie, and William Calloway 

tl!j Ayers, 26. of Pikeville. were arrest­
ed last Wednesday by Floyd detec­
tive Homer D. Neeley and deputy 
Denver Spurlock for the improper 
use of the company credit card. 

Mulley and Ayers were each 
charged with failing to make 
required disposition of property and 
lodged in the Floyd County Adult 
Detention Center. 

The initial estimate for the 
amount of merchandise the two sus­
pects obtained without pernlission 
from the company management 
was in excess of $1,600. 

• Det. Neeley said Tuesday that 
the exact amount is not known at 
this time, but added that the total is 
believed to be considerably higher 
than initially estimated. 

According to the detective's uni-

form offense report (UOR), "no 
attempt toward restitution was 
made prior to warrants and subse­
quent arrests were made." 

Statements from the credit card 
company indicate that the receipts 
obtained by the accused had been 
altered. 

The statement states that on 
some occasions the receipts were 
changed to show that diesel fuel 
was purchased, when unleaded 
gasoline was actually obtained. 

Det. Neeley said all of the com­
pany's vehicles use diesel fuel and 
there was no need for Mulley and 
Ayers to purchase unleaded fuel 
unless it was for their own use. 

The credit card statement also 
indicates that food and money 
orders were purchased with the 
credit cards, and that in some 
instances, no designation of what 
was purchased was on the receipts 
because they had been erased. 

All of the unlawful transactions 
with the company credit cards were 
videotaped at the BP Station in 
Martin, Det. Neeley said. 

Mulley and Ayers were released 
from the jail pending an arraign­
ment on the charges. 

Teaberry man is

During his arraignment Monday 
morning, a not-guilty plea was 
entered to Isaacs' felony charges, 
and a woman who identified herself

Isaacs is being held at the jail in 
lieu of a $20,000 cash bond in con­
nection with the robbery charge. 

A preliminary hearing is sched­
uled for 2:30 p.m.

of year. Although the most 
obvious problem is for those living 
alone far from friends and family. 
they are not the only ones who 
sometimes struggle. 

"That's one of the biggest mis­
conceptions people have - that if 
you have a family or arc around 
friends. you can't feel alone," said 
Rhoda Stone. a Uni' crs1 > of 
Kentucky therapist ,., ho often 
helps college students deal with 
their holiday loneliness. "Manied 
people, or those with siblings 
around them can have problems. 
Because they don't feel that sense 
of connectedness, they end up feel­
ing alone or isolated." 

Often, the lonely deal with their 
problems by trying to constantly 
surround themselves with others. 
But that sometimes just allows 
someone to ignore the real prob­
lem, Stone said. ln some cases, 
lonely people overindulge 
whether in eating. drinking or buy­
ing - as a way to ignore the prob­
lem. 

The solution is to face the lone-

self being kind to yourself." 
So Stone recommends learning 

to appreciate time alone in addition 
to finding ways to connect with 
others. 

As those who suffer from lone-· 
liness get to know themselves bet 
tcr. they often find that the loneli­
ness is .no longer overwhelming. 

"These are the people who are 
comfortable with themselves,'' 
Stone said. "It's something we 
learn to do gradually over time." 

Stone makes these recommen­
dations to those suffering from hol­
iday loneliness: 

• Learn to nurture or be kind to 
yourself. 

• Learn to enjoy time alone by 
reading, writing. watching a 
favorite movie or renting a new 
movie. 

• Initiate contact with others by 
inviting them out to dinner or a 
movie. 

• lf it is out of town relatives or 
friends that you miss, make contact 
by telephone. letter, audio or video

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"A Light to the Mountains" documents history ZION 
DELIVERANCE When Frank C. Button and his 

mother, Phebe, anived by train in 
Moreht.:ad in 1887, gunfire still rang 
in the streets. 

The Buttons' mission was to 
bring "a light to the mountains,'' to 
bring education into a lawless area 
of rough terrain. Born out of the 
Rowan County War, the bloodiest 
feud in Kentucky history, Morehead 
Normal School was established by 
members of the Christian Church in 
an attempt "to help create serenity

out of turmoil." 
The Buttons opened the door to 

the new school on the morning of 
October 3 and "the first student, an 
orphan named Annie Page, shyly 
appeared." By that afternoon, she 
was joined by another girl, Ethel 
Bertie Hamm; two more students 
arrived on the second day. They fin­
ished the school year with 32 pupils 
and Frank C. Button subsequently 
led the institution for 27 years. 

The rich heritage of Morehead 
State University is beautifully 
detailed in "A Light to the 
Mountains: Morehead State 
University, 1887-1997" to be 
released in mid-December. Written 
by Dr. Donald F. Flatt, MSU profes­
sor of history, and published by the 
Jesse Stuart Foundation, this is the 
first publication to document the 
school's history from its formation 
to the present. It is being published 
in conjunction with the University's 
75th anniversary as a state institu­
tion. 

The reader-friendly text was 
compiled from historical documents 
in addition to numerous interviews. 
It is complemented by more than 
100 photos and extensive appen­
dices which read like a "who's 
who" ofMSU. 

Also highlighted in the book is 
educational pioneer Cora Wilson 
Stewru1, who furthered the school's 
original mission in 1911 when she 
established the "Moonlight 
Schools." A forerunner to the adult 
literacy movement, these schools 
offered the first evening classes to 
adults in the community who 
worked during daylight hours. The 
image of more than 1,000 people 
walking beneath the light of the full 
moon to attend classes in these rus­
tic schoolhouses is a timeless trib­
ute to Stewart's foresight and her 
contribution to adult education on a 
national level. 

As it continued to train teachers, 
Morehead State Teachers College, 
later Morehead State University, 
like many institutions, suffered its 
share of growing pains. During the 
first century of its existence, the 
University was a political battle­
ground, volleyed between gover­
nors, strong presidents, and power­
ful regents, who struggled for con­
trol. 

However, despite its political 
melee, the university always man­
aged to provide quality education 
for its students, unrelenting in its 
mission to serve the people of 
Eastern Kentucky. Academic pro-

grams were added, and buildings 
sprang up along the crescent of 
University Boulevard as students 
continued to pursue higher educa­
tion at Morehead State. The ring of 
gunfire in the streets has been 
replaced by the gentle ringing of the 
Little Bell Tower as thousands of 
students fill the sidewalks between 
classes. 

To date, more than 40,000 stu­
dents have graduated from 
Morehead State University and 
their impact upon the political, cul­
tural, and econ.omic aspects of this 
region cannot be underestimated. 
MSU alumni have become educa­
tors, health care providers, politi­
cians, business administrators and 
community leaders, not only 
throughout Eastern Kentucky but 
also around the globe. The "light to 
the mountains" continues to 
enlighten those who seek illumina­
tions, its rays transcending genera­
tions in the Appalachian foothills.

players play the game of baseball. He 
was a long-time coach in the Harold 
Allen-Prater Little League before mov­
ing up to Babe Ruth baseball last season. 
He coached the 13-year Babe Ruth All· 
Stars last year at Lexington's Shill ito 
Park where the incident occurred. 

"I just wanted to make a point," said 
Keathley of the lawsuit. "I did it for all 
the other handicapped people." 

While trying to keep Keathley off the 
base paths, the umpires or tournament 
officials could not find a rule disallow­
mg him from being there. However. he 
was refrained from the field. 

Move on the base line 

After the first game, Keathley and his 
team returned for an afternoon game 
when he was informed again he could 
not be in .the baseline. At the urging of 
parents and fans, following the start of 
the game, Keathley took his place on the 
sidelines, only to be told he had to go to 
his van and stay. 

"I have never had trouble in the past 
of getting out of the way:· he said in an 
earlier interview with the Times. 

While the national headquarters has 
not directly apologized to Keathley, he 
did read of the account in the state paper. 

"That is good enough for me," he 
said. "I haven t heard from them. But

fJ those days when the train had to stop and the man 
would have to hand down certain fragile items, like a 
crate of biddies or some fruit trees. 1 was standing 
right there beside the tracks the morning he gingerly 
handed down the mandolin I had ordered ftom 
Montgomery Ward. I'd saved up for it myself; I'd 
ordered it myself; and, I had planned to teach myself 
to play. Suffice it to say, two out of three ain't bad. 

Generally speaking, my memories regarding the 
old po~t office are pleasant ones. But, as is the case 
with most everything else. there are certain unpleas­
ant ones that from time to time seem to creep in, too. 

., It was on a trip to the post office that I lost the 
first dog I ever owned. His name was Skippy, and he 
\\as a little brown and white feist. He had tagged 
along one morning when I had gone to get the mail. I 
was just stepping out of the door when Skippy, who 
was c;upposed to be sitting outside waiting for me, 
darted across the highway after a cat. He was killed 
by a car. 

I remember standing there beside the road looking 
down at him for a long. long time, until Marshall 
VanHoose stopped hi5. car and picked me up and took 
me home. I don't remember who picked up Skippy 

"Because I'm not studying my lines," 
the youngster answered, and Clark nod­
ded. 

He then gently, but firmly, explained to 
the children about the preparation 
required for their roles and, by the time he 
finished talking to them, they were gig­
gling and dancing and ready to put more 
into their characters. 

That scene was typical of Clark's abil­
ity to make learning fun, according to 
Misty Daniels, education coordinator at 
the Mountain Arts Center. The children 
had just received a lesson in discipline in 
the guise of play. 

The children - most of whom were 
too young to read beyond basic ABCs­
grabbed their script books, stretched out 
on the floor, propped their chins in their 
hands and perused thejr parts. 

"Aren't they just precious?" Clark 
asked Daniels. 

One small child, who portrayed one of 
Bob Crachet's children and was full of 
energy during the rehearsal, asked Clark if 
her dance routine was okay. 

"You're just a little dynamo." Clark 
said.

Test the degree of doneness with 
the meat thermometer. The internal 
temperature should reach 180-185 
degrees F deep in the thigh; also, 
juices should be clear, not pink 
when the thigh muscle is pierced 
deeply. Just above the rib bones at 
the thickest part of the breast the 
temperature should reach 170-175 
degrees. If the bird is cooked with 
stuffing. the internal temperature 
should reach 160-165 degrees. 

How do you recommend han­
dling a turkey so it's safe to eat? 

• Thaw frozen turkey in the 
refrigerator or cold water. Never 
thaw at room temperature! 

• Keep thawed or fresh turkey in 
a refngerator. 

• Prevent juices from dripping 
onto other foods in the refrigerator 
by placing wrapped turkey on a tray. 

• Thawed turkey may be kept in 
a refrigerator up to four days before 
cooking 

• Roast fresh turkey as soon as 
possible, but no later than the "use 
by" date on the packaging. 

• Place raw poultry on non­
porous surfaces; these are easy to 

clean. Avoid wooden cutting 
boards. 

• Use paper towels, not cloth, to 
dry off turkey, and wipe up juices. 

• Stuff turkey just before roast­
ing, not the night before. Leave 
enough room for juices· -do not 
pack too firmly. 

• Wash hands, work surfaces and 
utensils touched by raw poultry and 
its juices with hot, soapy water. 

• Use cooking methods that 
allow the turkey to reach an internal 
temperature of 140 degrees Fin less 
than four hours. Avoid usmg low 
roasting temperatures or partial 
cooking methods. 

• Use a meat thermometer to 
determine the turkey's doneness. 

• Store turkey, stuffing, gravy, 
broth and other cooked foods prop­
erly within two hours after cooking 
(or after the meal). 

How can leftover turkey 
be safely stored? 

Within two hours after roasting, 
remove stuffing from turkey and 
carve the meat off the bones, then 
place in refrigerator or freezer. 

Refrigerator Storage: Wrap 
turkey slices and stuffing separately 
and use within three days. Frozen 
Storage: Wrap in heavy foil, freezer 
wrap or place in freezer container; 
for optimum taste, use stuffing 
within one month and turkey within 
two months. 

Where should the meat 
thermometer be placed? 

The meat thermometer is insert­
ed into the thickest part of the thigh. 
In the thickest part of the breast and 
in the center of the stuffing cavity. 

What is the proper way 
to stuff a turkeJ? 

If you plan to stuff the turkey, 
remember that it is more difficult to 
ensure the safety of the food regard­
ing foodborne illnesses. Turkeys 
that are roasted with stuffing require 
more cooking time than unstuffed 
birds. 

Stuff the turkey just before roast­
ing, not the night before. 

Use 1/2 cup stuffing per pound 
for turkeys weighing up to 10 
pounds; for turkeys more than 10 
pounds, use 3/4 cup per pound. 

Stuff both cavities lightly: stuff 
the neck cavity first, then turn the 
wings back to hold neck skin in 
place or skewer if skin is too short; 
stuff body cavity, but do not truss or 
skewer it closed. Place extra stuff­
ing in foil or casserole dish and 
cook along side the turkey during 
the last hour of roasting or unul the 
stuffmg's center is 160-165 degrees.
