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Man hit by 
train near 
Wayland

A Whitley County man escaped serious 
mjury Wednesday night after he stepped 
in front of a mo-. ing train in the Wayland 
area and v.as thrown approximately 30 
feet. 

JeiT)' West, 40, of Rockhold, received 
mult1ple injuries after he was struck by 
the train which was loaded with coal, ac­
cording to a Kentucky State Police 
Pikeville Post 9 media release. 

The CSX engineer of the train reported 
to authorities that he had seen the man on 
the rdilroad tracks and tried to stop the 
train before hi tting him, 

KSP trooper Matt Scott, who is inves­
tigating the mishap, said Thursday that the 
accident occurred at 6:56p.m. Wednesday 
on Muddy Branch Road, about one mile 
south of Wayland on Route 7. 

Trooper Scott said West was walking 
to his car, which was located on the other 
s1de of the railroad tracks. after working at 
the Depot Mining Company when the ac­
cident occurred. 

The trooper said he did not know what 
caused the accident and that West does not 
remember why or how he walked into the 
path of the train. 

He added that alcohol was not a factor 
in the mishap. 

Scott said the CSX engineer of the 
train had "locked it up before the impact," 
but West was still hit hard enough to 
throw him approximately 30 feet from the 
point of impact. 

West was transported to McDowell 
Appalachian Regional Hospital by the 
Left Beaver Rescue Squad. 

He was later transferred to the Univer­
sity of Tennessee Medical Center in Chat­
tanooga. Tenn., where he is listed in stable 
condition. 

Trooper Scott was assisted at the scene 
of the mishap Wednesday night by Way­
land police officer Danny Martin and the 
Left Beaver Rescue Squad. 
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A petting zoo from 2 p.m. to 5 
p.m. and a live Nativity Scene 
will be presented every 30 min­
utes between 6 p.m. and 7:30 
p.m. this Sunday (December 14) 
at the McDowell First Baptist 
Church.

Nephew nicks uncle's 
throat, then robs him

A Teaberry man allegedly nicked his 
uncle's throat as he held a knife to it and 
robbed him of $580 in cash on November 
28. 

Kentucky State Police detective Steve 
Bowman testified Wednesday that Claude 
Isaac, 19, robhcd his uncle, Chester New­
some, and later told police, "along of the 
lines of, 'it's a pretty sorry thing to do to 
your uncle."' 

Newsome, 72, who had recently under­
gone heart surgery, had a "red mark" around 
his neck and told police that Isaac had 
nicked him with the knife during the rob­
bery. The detective said Newsome's shirt 
had blood on it and he took it as evidence. 

After lsanc left the scene, he was found 
at a poker game in the TeahciT)' community 
by family members. who called for Isaac to 
come outside. 

"Some of the victim's family had found 
him at a poker game, and they had him 
handcuffed when the troopers arrived," 
Bowman said. Isaac \\Us held by troopers 

David Watkins and Steve Slone. 
Assistant county attomey Lance Daniels 

asked Bowman if Newliome was coherent 
and knew his attacker. 

"He was visibly shaken up and he'd re­
cently had open heart ~urgery," Bowman 
said. " ... He knew him. He knew him as 
family." 

Defense attorney Kristi Gray asked 
Bowman what time the alleged crime oc­
curred. 

"I'm speculating it was around l) or I 0 
(p.m.)." Bowman said. "The victim had 
gone to lay down to go to hed. He heard 
somebody come in." 

The detective said that the front door to 
Newsome's home had been pried open. 

The case was referred to the grand jUl)'. 
Gray asked trial comrmssioner Jack 

Hyden to lower Isaac's bond from the cur­
rent $100,000 cash. 

Daniels objected, saying that he had rca­
son to believe Isaac would flee the area be­
cause he had avoided troopers John Hunt 
and David Watkins in other cases unrelated 
to the robbery. 

Hyden denied Gray's request. 

Edwards charged with sex 
abuse of nine-year-old girl

A F-1oyd County Grand Jury will review 
the case of a Wayland man accused of sex­
ually abusing a nine-year-old girl on numer­
ous occasions over the past year. 

Luther R. Edwards. 47, was jailed last 
week by Kentucky State Police detective 
Bobby Johnson. Edwards is charged with 
two counts of fi~t dtgree sexual abuse. 

Detective Johnson testified Wednesday 
during a preliminary hearing that he was 
contacted by the alleged victim·~ father 
about "informatio n that his daughter had 
told." 

The detective said that after conducting 
an investigation into the accusutions. he dis­
covered that Edwards allegedly had sexual 
contact with the girl on ahout six different 
occasions. 

Johnson said he had contacted the girl's 
mother about the incident and she was look­
ing for a doctor to examine the child. 

Edwards' alleged contact with the girl re­
portedly began about a year ago when he 
lived in Knott County. 

'"(1'he alleged victim) said the derendant 

did this to her one time in Knott County," 
Det. Johnson said. ''He had done it at his 
(Floyd County) residence about five time 
there." 

The detective said he contacted Knott 
County Social Services about the child's al­
legations. He later added that sexual abuse 
charges would also be pur.-.ued for the al­
leged Knott County incident. 

The child's "stories," or details of the al­
leged sexual abuse, were consistent with 
what she had told her parents, the detective; 
and social workers, Oct. Johnson said. 

Det. Johnson said the last alleged inci­
dent occurred in November at Ed\\ ards · 
Wayland home. 

"She remembers incidents that occurred 
in the summer months." the detective testi­
fied. adding that the alleged victim provid­
ed an accurate description of Edwards. 

"She told me he told her that 1f she told 
he would do something to her," Dct. John­
son said. "'She was afraid." 

Edwards' attorney. Kristi Gray, ques­
tioned the detective abo t the apparent 
threat her client had give to the alleged 
victim. The detective said c child told that

Theft scheme 
at Wal-Mart 
discovered

Three 1-1oyd County people. in­
cluding t\\O former Wal Mart 
clerks, have been charged with 
theft for allegedly making thou­
sands of dollars worth of fraudulent 
merchandise refunds at the Pre­
stonsburg Wal-Mart. 

Remus Addington. 25, his wife, 
Tammy Addington, 23, of 
Hueysville. and Wanda George, 22, 
of Prestonsburg. are all charged 
with felony theft charges for al· 
lcgedly o;Lcaling close to S II ,000 
since March . 

During a preliminary hearing 
Wednesday in Floyd District Court. 
Hope Turner, a Wal-Mart district 
m,mager v. ho tm estig11tcd the ~asc. 
testified that Tammy Addington 
and Wanda George allegedly would 
make the bogus refunds to Remus 
Addington. 

She explained that Wai-Mart's 
home office in Arkansa-. contacted 
the Prestonsburg litore and said 
there was a "h1gh number of rc 
fund:- on merchandise" from the 
Jewelry department for merchan­
dise that was not sold. 

Turner said the two sometime~ 
allegedly stole merchandise out of 
the store and would bring it in for a 
refund. Also. the two fom1er ckrks 
would ring up refunds under $50 to 
prevent them calling a manager to 
do the transaction. 

Under \Val-Mart policies. re­
funds $50 and over have to be 
made by a manager. Turner said. 
She added that Tammy Addington 
was watched as the clerk used a key 
from the department's safe to O\er­
ndc a refund on the register. Turner 
said only store managers are per­
mitted to use the key. 

There v.ere numcrou' refund 
tickets v. ith fake names, Turner 
said, and on some of those Remus 
Addington used hi.;; own name. 

When the two were confronted, 
Turner explained. they v. rotc out 
statements in which they admitted 
to the crimes. Turner said the. thefts 
occurred only when Addington and 
George worked in the department. 

All merchandbe in Wal 1\tan 
stores nationwide is recorded in a 

computer at the corporate office, 
Turner !>aid, and the merchandise 
can be tracked from individual 
stores 

Daily inventor) records at the 
Prestonsburg store shpwed that 
mcrchand1sc v.as being ta"fn mto 
the store for refund~. but it \'{aS not 
recorded u:- hcing purchased from 
the store.

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Missing Johnson County doctor found 
two miles from his home Thursday

A Prestonsburg firefighter and 
his canme assisted in Thursday's 
search for a Johnson County doctor 
who left his home in the early morn­
ing hours and bccn111e lost due to 
medical prohlcms. 

Gary Dotson, with the 
Prcstonshurg Fin.' Dl·partrnent, and 
Doc, a canine trained in search and 
rescue operations, responded to 
Paintsville Thursday morning to 
ao;sist in the search for Dr. Thomas 
Smith. 

Dotc;on c;aid he recet\ ed the mi-., 
ing person report around 7 ,J m .• md 
conducted a search \\ rth the c mine 
in the hills near Dr. Smith\ r o;i 
dence. 

"\Ve were in the hill about an 
hour or so," Dotson snid. "and heard 
on (a) rndio that they had found 
him." 

Dotson said the canine was trnck 
ing in the hills when they heard 
ahout the doctor hcing located

I< Damned if you do, 
damned if you don't

Violence is, without a 
doubt, an extreme and 
undesirable method for 
conflict resolution, but 
we wonder sometimes if 
our goals toward total 
pacifism aren't just a bit 
too much, too. 

In Michigan, a pair of 
mothers face criminal 
abuse charges for using 
the backs of their hands 

lc to silence the vulgar, ·dis­
respectful mouths of 
their teen-age daugh­
ters. 

In Kentucky, a school 
teacher may see her ca­
reer ended because she 
used masking tape to 
quiet about a dozen 
mouthy students in her 
class. 

None of the children in 
these cases suffered 
permanent injury, ex­
cept, perhaps, to their 
egos, but the adults, no 
doubt, will forever carry 
the label of child abuser 
on their records. 

That's a little much, 
don't you think? 

There has to be a line 
drawn somewhere that 
separates violence from 
discipline. Otherwise 
we'll never be able to ex­
plain the hypocrisy of a 
government that con­
demns parents as crimi-

1:~ nals yet condones the 
,! use of force, and even 
P pays young men and 
~ women to kill in the inter-

est of national security. 
No, we're aren't sug­

gesting that parents start 
smacking their kids. 
There are few sights we 

The 

despise more than those 
of parents slapping their 
young kids around in a 
public place, usually in 
the toy aisles of a dis­
count store. That's not 
discipline, that's torture. 
Those parents deserve 
to be herded off to jail, 
with an electric cattle 
prod. 

But young people who 
are old enough to know 
the difference between 
right and wrong must 
also be made to realize 
that doing wrong carries 
consequences, and 
those are usually un­
pleasant. 

If we don't teach those 
lessons, we are as guilty 
of abuse as those who 
react violently to every 
situation. 

Nobody said raising 
kids would be easy. 

There are no stan­
dardized blueprints, no 
step-by-step instruc­
tions. And the debate 
over what is and what 
isn't an appropriate form 
of discipline will always 
have damned-if-you-do 
and damned-it-you-don't 
arguments. 

The only thing we 
know for certain is that 
kids who grow up with 
no sense of discipline 
and with no understand­
ing of responsibility be­
come undisciplined, irre­
sponsible adults. 

Don't blame them, 
they say, when it be­
comes necessary to hold 
someone accountable 
tor the error of their 
ways.

Is it really illegal for teachers to promote 
basic skills in the wnting process by making 
direct corrections to a student's spelling, punc­
tuation or grammar? Yup. 

The prohibition on making direct correc­
tions is contained in the state's testing ethics

guidelines. Here 
is the exact word­
ing: "Teachers 
shall not at any 
time make direct 
corrections or re­
visions on a stu­
dent's work. 
Teachers may in-
dicate the posi­

tion of errors but may not make direct correc­
tions." 

At first, one is tempted to think that this just 
has to do with the actual portfolio that teachers 
hand in for assessment purposes. But it goes 
well beyond that. 

Since pottfolios are collections of a stu­
dent's best work, any whole work is potential­
!) a part of the final portfolio. In other words, 
the prohibition on making direct corrections to 
a student's work applies to any whole piece of 
writing a student undertakes as a part of a class 
assignment 

Particular exercises on grammar or spelling 
or punctuation (if such things are done any­
more) are apparently still allowed But if it is a 1 

story or an essay or a poem, direct corrections 
arc not allowed. 

Documents obtained from the Kentucky 
Department of Educat1on clearly describe what 
is appropriate and inappropriate. A teacher may 
indicate in the margin that there is a word on a 
particular line that is misspelled, or a sentence 
not punctuated correctly But if the teacher in­
dicates that a word is misspelled and writes the 
correct spelling, or if she circles a part of the 
sentence that is not punctuated correctly and 
wntes the correct punctuation, she can actually 
lose her job. To do so would be a violation of 
state regulations. 

The prohibition on direct corrections is an 
example of how assessment and instruction can 
meet in a head-on-collision. In fact, the idea of 
Kentucky's assessment system is to integrate 
assessment and instruction, the assumption 
being that what is good for assessment is also 
good for instruction. 

If a student paper ts going to be used for as­
sessment purposes. then, of course, a teacher 
should not be allowed to correct it-any more 
than she should fill in the blanks on a student's 
multiple choice test. But when any writing 
piece can be used for assessment purposes, this 
rule must apply to any writing piece. 

Of course. the latest fashion in writing in­
struction is the whole-language approach. also 
known as "process writing." Under this ap­
proach, making direct COITections to a student's 
work is undesirable. It is a fom1 of "discovery 
learning," in which students are supposed to 
discover things like correct spelling, punctua­
tion and grammar for themselves. 

And you thought that's what teachers were 
for. 

This approach is nothing if not controver­
sial. But those teachers who may not agree 
with the method are out of luck, since the prac­
tical effect of this new prohibition is to man­
date the process-writing approach. 

Should one approach to writing instruction 
be mandated from Frankfort? You've got to be­
lieve there are a lot of teachers and parents out 
there who would say, 'NO.'

Charges against a man charged in 
~ a Prestonsburg purse snatching inci­

dent earlier this month has been 
referred to the grand jury. 

Jason Adams, originally from 
Ohio. is charged with first degree 
robbery. fourth degree assault and 
theft by unlawful taking for alleged­
ly taking Kim Tussey's purse as she 
left work.

When Kim Tussey came out of

Witnesses at a nearby church and 
in the parking lot identified Adams 
and the two juveniles, Castle said. 
TUssey also identified Adams while 
he was in custody in Castle's 
urunarked police jeep, he said. 

Tussey suffered bruises and 
scrapes during the incident, Castle 
said. 

The case was referred to the 
grand jury. 

Defense attorney Kristi Gray 
asked that the theft and assault 
charge be dismissed because those 
alleged acts are elements which 
must be proven as part of the first 
degree robbery charge. 

Daniels did not object, saying

"Are We Living in the Last Days? 
-Part 3" 

In parts 1 and 2 of this series, we 
briefly examined the concepts of 
"event prophecy" and "circumstan­
tial prophecy." In this last installment 
on end-time determination, "chrono­
logical prophecy" will be discussed. 

Biblical chronology is the theo­
logical study of applying specific 
dates to Biblical events and arranging 
these events in sequential order as 
they occurred in time. Chronological 
prophecy. therefore, is Biblical 
prophecy which contains a "time ele­
ment." For example, when Daniel 
prayed to God for the restoration of 
Israel (Daniel 9:1- 19), he prayed 
with the knowledge that the 70-year 
period of Babylonian exile was 
almost over (verse 2). Daniel had 

obtained this specific chronological 
prophecy from reading Jeremiah 
25:11-12. In answer to Daniel's 
prayer, God gave him another 
chronological prophecy which reas­
sured Daniel of his present concern, 
and also provided the "exact" time 
the Messiah would make His public 
appearance to Israel (Daniel 9:24-27; 
the "70 weeks of years prophecy"). 

The Hebrew text provides us with 
many such chronological prophecies, 
most of which applied to God's deal­
ings with national Israel. Naturally, 
this raises an important question to 
all of us today; did God provide any 
chronological prophecy which 
applies to our present time and/or the 
Church? 

restrainment of Satan and a world­
wide righteous rule by a righteous 
king. Notice how this matches per­
fectly with the description of the 
1,000 year (millennial) reign of 
Christ, as described in Revelation 
20:1-6. 

Along that same vein. Joel's 
prophecy of the last days (Joel 
2:28-32) would be applicable to the 
entire Church em (the la'it 2,000 year 
"days" of this worldly system). There 
is no question that Peter applied this 
prophecy to the beginning of the 
Church em (Acts 2:17- 21). So we 
either accept that he was mistaken 
about the phophetic timeline, or we 
interpret the "days" of this prophecy 
to mean "days with God'' ( 1,000 year 
periods). 

OBITUARIES 

Many Bible students, including 
myself. believe in the concept of the 
"millennia! week," referring to one 
7-day period made up of 1,000 year 
days. In 2 Peter 3:8, Peter stated, 
"With the Lord a day is like a thou­
sand years, and a thousand years [to 
humankind] are like a day [to the 
Lord]." Psalm 90:4 states, "For a 
thousand years in your sight are like 
a day that has just gone by ... " By 
it-;elf, these scriptures simply indicate 
that time does not hold the same 
relevence to God as it does to us. 
However, when we consider other 
areas of inspired scripture, it 
becomes probable that there is a 
deeper significance. 

The belief in a millennia! week 
ending with a literal I ,000 year sab­
bath is not new. Justin Martyr (A.D. 
110 to 165), in his famous writing 
entitled "Dialogue With Trypho," 
stated, "each day [with Godl being 
equal to 1,000 years." In this fasci­
nating passage, he goes on to explain 
that Adam died in the same "millen­
nial" day as he ate the forbidden fruit; 
"For as Adam was told that in the day 
he ate of the tree he would die, we 
know that he did not complete a 
thousand years." (Justin Martyr, 
"Dialogue with Trypho," page 80). 
Irenaeus (A.D 140? to 202'?) wrote, 
"For in as many days a'i this world 
was made, in so many thousand years 
shall it be concluded ... For the Day of 
the Lord is a thousand years; and in 
six days created things were complet­
ed: it is evident, therefore, that they 
will come to an end at the sixth thou­
sand year. (lrenaeus, · Against 
Heresies," page 28) Methodius, in his 
"Banquet of the Ten Virgins," page 9. 
supports the same doctrine.

Hebrews 1 :2 states, "but in these 
la<;t days he has spoken to us by his 
Son ... " This scripture, together with 
other New Testament examples (see 
Acts 2: 17), has given many Bible stu­
dents the mistaken concept that the 
apostles of the frrst century Church 
believed that they were already living 
in the "end-times." One problem 
with this concept is that it is strongly 
contradicted by Paul's second letter 
to the Thessalonians, in which he 
detailed specific future events which 
must take place before the corning of 
the Lord (see 2 Thessalonians 
2: 1-11). Secondly. the belief that the 
"inspired" scriptures contain errors 
resulting from the personal concepts 
of the wnters places the divine accu­
racy of the entire Bible in the arena of 
open debate. Another interpretation 
of Hebrews 1 :2, Acts 2: 17. and simi­
lar scripture, is that the "last days" 
refer~ to the last 2 ''millennial" days 
of 1,000 years each. If this concept is 
accurate, it defends Biblical accuracy 
and allows many other areas of scrip­
ture to harmonize. 

The concept of the millennia! 
v.eck would provide for 6 days of 
"work" and one day, the sabbath, for 
"resting." Consider the "sabbath· 
day's rest for God\ people," as 
explained in Hebrews 4: I-ll. If this 
is referring to a millennia! sabbath 
day (which the context does suggest), 
it would he a 1,000 year period of 
rest. Obviously, God's people could 
not rest if plagued with Satan's influ­
ence or earthly unrighteousness, so 
this rest would have to include the 

Even though writings of first and 
second century Christians are rare, it 
appears that the belief in the millen­
nial week was almost universally 
accepted within the early Church. So. 
where are we in this millennia) week 
timeline? Competent Bible chronolo­
gists have dated the end of the sixth 
1.000 year period as ranging from the 
mid 1970's to a far extreme of 2014 
A.D. In other words, we are virtually 
there; tomorrov. could easily be it! In 
summary. "event prophecy" points 
toward the rebirth of national brae!. 
"circumstantial prop-hecy" indicates 
rapid and extreme advances in 
Biblical prophetic understanding, 
mass mobility. and great increases in 
knowledge, while "chronological 
prophecy" indicates that all of these 
things will happen toward the end of 
the sixth day of the millennia! week. 
Serious Bible students know that I 
have left out many other supportive 
prophecies which focus exclusively 
on our present generation. But even if 
we consider only the points men­
tioned within these three short arti­
cles, the evidence is conclusi{·e that 
we are truly living in the 
"end-times."

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Multiple action is part of 
'96 Black Lung Advisory 
Committee recommendations 

Federal inspectors from the 
Labor Department's Mme Safety 
and Health Administration (MSHA) 
began visiung the nation's nearly 
700 underground coal mines, 
Tuesday, to kick off the next phase 
of the agency's effort to eliminate 
black lung disease from America's 
mines. 

The inspectors will provide edu­
cation and training materials to 
miners and mine operators concern­
ing the dangers associated with 
exposure to excessive kvels of res­
pirable coal mine dust which causes 
black lung d1sease. 

This nation-wide coal mine dust 
sweep will highlight the risk of 
black lung disease. and is pan of a 
multiple imttative which also 
involves expansion of the MSHA 
dust sampling program in several 
states, including Kentucky, 
Virginia. and West Virginia, and the 
commencement of an enhanced 
special emphasis inspection process 
for certain underground and surface 
coal mines. 

"Both miners and operators 
clearly need to understand that 
proper controls in the mining envi­
ronment that are consistently 
applied and maintained is the key to 
ending black lung disease among 
miners," said Davitt McAteer, 
assistant secretary of labor for mine 
safety and health. "Most important­
ly, they have to recogmze that we 
need their help, their awareness, 
and their concern about black lung 
disease to accomplish this task." 

Proper controls for reducing 
exposure to coal mine dust are doc­
umented in the approved ventilation 
plan for each underground coal 
mine and may include engineering 
practices such as the appropriate 
use of ventilations, water sprays, 
and dust scrubbers, among other 
actions. 

MSHA inspectors will attempt to 
reach as many miners as possible to 
discuss hazards associated with 
exposure to coal mine dust, to re­
emphasize the requirement to check 
all respirable dust controls at the 
beginning of each production shift, 
and to provide them with a packet 
of information on occupational lung 
diseases as well as their rights and 
responsibilities under the Federal 
Mine Safety and Health Act. 

The current initiative also 
involves expansion of a pilot pro­
gram that increases dust sampling 
inspections in certain areas of 
Kentucky and Pennsylvama, and all 
of Maryland, Ohio, Virgima, and 
West Virginia, from an average of 
one per year at all coal mines to a 
frequency of four times per year at 
underground mines and twice per 
year at each surface mine In addi­
tion, MSHA will now conduct spe­
cial emphasis inspections on, at 
least, a monthly basis at mines iden­
tified as having problems comply­
ing with respirable dust standards. 
The special emphasi~ inspections 
will focus on the maintenance and 
operation of required dust controls, 
on the adequacy of the operators 
requirement to conduct an on-shift 
examination of those controls, and a 
requirement for operators to collect 
representative dust samples 

"The special emphasis inspec­
tions are important to addressing 
the problem of black lung disease," 
said McAteer. "lime and time 
again, miners told the black lung 
advisory committee that adequate 
dust controls are only in place when 
our inspectors are present. These 
special emphasis inspections will 
help insure that required dust con­
trols are in place and functioning 
properly on a conststent basts. 
During these inspectiOns. we can 
note the effective techniques used 
where we find compliance wtth our 
standards and compile a 'best prac­
tices' guide for use by mine opera­
tions that seem to have a problem 
controlling dust. Also, where we 
find non-compliance, operators 
should be advised that we will issue 
citations as requued by the Mine 
Act." 

This initiative is part of the 
efforts begun nearly two years ago 
to eliminate black lung disease 
from the mines of this country. In 
1995, a Secretary of Labor's 
Advisory Committee on the 
Elimination of Pneumocontosts 
Among Coal Mine Workers was 
impaneled to recommend a plan to 
address the problem. The nine­
member advisory committee, which 
met in coal mining areas around the 
country during 1996, issued its rec­
ommendation in a 116 page report 
released one year ago. The report 
addressed the federal program to 
prevent occupational lung diseases 
among coal miners and contamcd 
recommendations compnsed of 
more than one hundred specific 

action items directed toward elimi­
nation of coal workers' pneumoco­
niOsis, also commonly referred to as 
black lung. 

As suggested by the advisory 
committee report, in June MSHA 
announced a strengthening of exist­
ing enforcement procedures to g1ve 
coal miners better protection 
against lung diseac;e. Revised pro­
cedures to inspector:. tncluded 
instruction to Inspect for compli­
ance wtth requirements to perform 
an on-shift examination of res­
pirable dust controls, to emphasize 
exammat10n of dust controls on 
roof bolt1ng machines and of 
machine-mounted dust collectors 
on continuous mimng machines 

Also, as suggested by the com­
mittee report, the agency is working 
on new regulations to require mine 
operators to verify the effectiveness 
of dust control plans, to provide X-

ray screenmg for all coal miners 
and to establish a separate standard 
for sthca dust. Efforts are also 
underway to test a new device 
wh1ch wtll continuously measure 
dust levels. 

As part of the current black lung 
initiative, MSHA will also offer 
local seminars on black lung aware­
ness for miners and mine operators 
m coal mining regions of the coun­
try. The agency wtll provide more 
mformation to miners on the dis­
ease during normal training ses­
sions and will require re-training of 
mine personnel as pan of proce­
dures to abate citations issued for 
repeated non-compliance with 
requirements for respirable dust 
standards.

A Pikeville businessman wa<> arrested 
f Monday after an Island Creek woman took 

out a warrant against him for allegedly tres­
passing on her property. 

Stuart Adams, 75, who owns Adams 
Construction, was arrested for criminal 
trespassing by Pikeville Police Officer 
Kelly Daniels. 

According to Eva Phillips, who took out 
the wa.Tant, Adams allegedly tore water 
and sewer lines out of the property with an 
excavator he ran over the lot, which is just 
off Hambley Boulevard. 

Phillips said Adams also heaped piles of 
dirt on her property and left "a bunch of 

If mud." 
Adams admitted he drove an excavator 

over the lot, but said he only left marks in 
the dirt on the lot when he was passing 
through the lot to get to another. 

"I didn't touch sewer and water lines," 
Adams smd. "It was just a bunch of din 
where she· d tom down a shack and burned 
what was left.'' 

Adams, who has contlicted with various 
Pike County landowners over similar 
issues in the past, said the city of Pikeville 
had dug up the ends of the water and sewer 
lines in order to cap them. 

fi' Greg May, project manager for the 
Pikeville Public Works Department, said 
the city often caps old lines to prevent leaks 
or clogs. but he could not say whether that 
was the case with the lines on Phillips' 
property. 

Adams said after he found out Phillips 
was upset about the excavator crossing her 
property, he went to her home to apologize 
and offer to seed the land and even buy it. 
He said he also cleaned garbage off the lot. 

Adams said Phillips then accepted his 
offer to seed the land and he thought the 
Jssue was closed. 

Phillips said Adams did not apologize or 
offer to seed the land, but d1d tell her he 

• would buy her Jot for $7,500. 
Adams originally said Phillips called 

him two days after his visit and told him 
she would take no less than $40,000 for the 
land. He said he believed his refusal to buy 
the land at that price prompted Phillips to 
take out the warrant. 

Phillips said she did not give Adams a 
set price for the land and she has not even 
decided whether she wants to sell the lot.

Union comes out on top 
in 7-year-old PMH case

A seven-year-old battle between Pikeville 
Methodist Hospital and United Steelworkers 
of America came to a close last Thursda) 
\'>hen the U.S. Supreme Court refused to 
hear the hospital's appeal. which disagreed 
with an earlier ruling. 

The court refused to hear the appeal, 
which reinforced an order issued by the 
National Labor Relations Board that said the 
hospital violated unfair labor practices by 
refusing to allow employees to unionize. 

"We're very disappointed." said 
Louisvtllc attorney Ray Haley III. who rep­
resented the hospital in the case. "The court 
refused to grant our petition for review. This 
closes the chapter on the issue, and ends the 
dispute about unfair labor practices.'' 

The labor board's earlier ruling, which 
the hospital mu!>t now abide by. said: 

• 'fhe hospital must offer full and imme­
diate rci(\'itatement of Robin Gray to her 
equivalent position. prior to being dis­
charged, and reimburse her for any loss of 
wages or benefits she may have suffered by 
her unlawful suspension and discharge. 

• The hospital must expunge from its per­
sonnel records all references to Gray's sus­
pension and discharge. 

In earlier hearings, the union claimed 
other employees were unfairly dismissed. 
but those claims were dismissed in earlier 
judicial hearings. 

"According to this ruling, one employee 
was discharged for inappropriate reasons 
during the course of events and she must be 
reinstated." 

PMH Administrator Martha O'Regan 
Chill said the case is finally closed and the 
hospital can look to the future, 

"While we are disappointed the Supreme 
Court refused to consider our challenge to 
the NLRB's new jurisdictional rule applica­
ble to government contractors. we are con­
tinuing to focus our efforts on the expansion 
of hospital facilities and services and our 
commitment to quality patient care." she 
said.

these protected concerned activities. 

• PMH will not solicit grievances from 
employees and promises to rectify those 
grievances. and take an employees· opinion 
survey, with the intent of discouraging 
employees' support of and activities on 
behalf of the union. 

• PMH will nor coercively interrogate its 
employees about their union activities and 
sympathies, threaten its employees with 
unspecified trouble if they sign a union 
authorization card, and prohibit its employ 
ecs from discussing the union, to discourage 
its employees' support of and activities on 
behalf of the union. 

• PMII will not create and utilize 
so-calkd employee support teams for the 
purpose of surveilling its employees to dis­
courage its employees' support of and activ­
ities on hchalf of the union. 

• P~tH will not discriminatorily enforce 
us rule'> regarding posting of material on bul­
letin board~ by allO\\ ing the posting of 

non-work-related material while prohibiting 
the po~ting of union literature. to discourage 
employees' support of and activities on 
behalf of the union. 

• PMH will not impliedly threaten its 
employees who arc distributing union litera­
ture by asking them to identify themselves 
and asking the location of their supervisors. 
creating the impression that their union 
activities arc under surveillance, to discour­
age employees' support of and activities on 
behalf of the union. 

• PMH will not tell its employees they 
cannot distribute union literature in its park­
ing lots and order them to leave. to discour­
age employees' support of and activities on 
behalf of the union, to the extent the parking 
lots arc not work areas and hand-billing does 
not restrict ingress or egress from the hospi­
tal. 

• PMH will not orally promulgate a rule 
prohibiting employees from talking about 
the union while eating lunch in the respon­
dent's paint shop and threaten to prohibit 
employees from eating lunch in the paint 
shop. to discourage employees' support of 
and activities on behalf of the union. 

• PMH will not impliedly threaten its 
employees with loss of their jobs unless they 
become anti-union, to discourage employ­
ees· support of and activities on behalf of the 
union. 

• PMH will not give its employees unsat­
isfactory employee evaluations, to discour­
age employees' support of and activities on 
behalf of the union. 

• PMH will not give its employees written 
warnings or change their job duties, to dis­
courage employees' support of and activities 
on behalf of the union.

This bonus program will replace 

and expand the famed Winston 
Million program. 

The Winston Million was a 
bonus awarded to a driver who 
won three of the sport's "Crown 
Jewel" races: Daytona 500, Win­
ston 500 at Talladega, Coca-Cola 
600 at Charlotte and Mountain 
Dew Southern 500 at Darlington. 
The $1 million bonus was won 
only twice, by Bill Elliott in 1985 
and Jeff Gordon in 1997. 

The No Bull Five adds the Brick­
yard 400 at Indianapolis to the 
bonus program, but more impor­
tant, greatly increases the amount 
of money that could be distrib­
uted. Million-dollar bonuses could 
conceivably be earned five times, 
once at each track. 

Another change is that the Win­
ston 500 is now the final race in the 
program. That race will now be held 
at Talladega in October instead of its 
longtime running in April. 

Five drivers in each event are 
now eligible for the $1 million. 
Those are the top five finishers in 
the previous No Bull Five race. 
The eligibility list for the first event, 
the Daytona 500, will come from 
the top five finishers in the previ­
ous event, in this case the 

DieHard 500 at Talladega on Oct. 
12, 1996. In that event, the top 
five finishers were Terry Labonte, 
Bobby Labonte, John Andretti, 
Ken Schrader and Emie lrvan. If 
either of those drivers wins the 
Daytona 500, he will win a $1 mil­
lion bonus. 

The top five finishers in the Day­
tona 500 will then be eligible to 
claim the bonus at the Coca-Cola 
600 at Charlotte Motor Speedway 
in May, and so on for the Brick­
yard 400, Southern 500 and Win­
ston 500. 

Just as a postscript to the Win­
ston Million program, two drivers 
won the applicable races for that 
program before it existed. The late 
Lee Roy Yarbrough won three of 
the four "Crown Jewels" in 1969, 
and David Pearson pulled off the 
same feat in 1976. Yarbrough 
actually won the Daytona 500, 
World (now Coca-Cola) 600 and 
Southern 500 before Talladega 
Superspeedway, site of the Win­
ston 500, even opened. The first 
race at Talladega was held in the 
late summer of 1969. 

The Winston No Bull Five has 
not, as of yet, been declared an 
annual event. Its current official 
status is as a one-time program 
for the 1998 season.
