Cominissioner 
who· proposed 
cuts is ousted

Wheelwright city and utility of­
ficials held a special joint meeting 
Thursday to look for ways to avert 
the linancial ruin of the city's uuli­
ty department, but Hule was decid­
ed. 

One of the decjs10ns made 
Thurs.day was to remove Lowell 
Parker from the utility commis­
sion. 

Parker addressed city commis­
sioner~ over a week ago and told 
lhcm the utihty department was 
spcndmg more money than it was 
takmg in. Parker recomml>ndedjob 
layoffs and rate hikes. The motion 
to remove Parker passed 3-l. with 
city C011UTUs~ioner Andy Akers 
voting no. 

Commissioners were apparent· 
ly unhappy with Parker's sugges­
tions for cutting costs for the oper· 
auon of the utility department nnd 
saying a rate increase v.ould have 
to levied against its customers. 

Mayor David Marlee Sammons, 
who previously voted to keep 
Parker on the commission because 
he srud he gave his word not to re­
move him, voted to oust him. Sam­
mons added, though, a customer 

rate mcr~c was unavoidable, but 
he did not want to cut employee 
benefits. 

'1 don't bclie\"e tn taking any­
thing from employees.'' Sammons 
satd. "We've DC\Cr had a rate in­
crease. We've set nnt of our hind 
ends and not done a damn thing. 
We'll have w pass a rate increase

Patton says focused 
development critical 

Governor Paul Patton visited 
Pre5tonsburg Friday to discuss wei­
rare reform through economtc de· 
\'Ciopment in Eastern Kentud.')·. 
Patton plans to target selected, dis­
tressed towns in Eastern Kentucky 
for development. 

At Fnday's meeting. held at the 
Mountam Ans Center. Patton told 
members of the Kentucky Ap· 
palachtan Commission and the nu­
tliencc that welfare reform provides 
a new incentive to pursue solutions 
to Appalachian challenges, such as 
job creation. job skills training, 
chtld and hea1th care needs. 

"Our energies shouldn't be fo­
cused s1mply on putting people m 
jobs, but in economtcally develop· 
ing our communnies in such :l way 
that allows workers to advance 
from minimum wage to maximum 
potenllnl.'' Patton said. 

"Our energies should be focused 
on building an en\ironment whtch

Flash 
flood 
hits 
county

Heavy weekend rains caused 
some major flooding in areas of 
Floyd County Monday and children 
had to be evacuated from flood­
prone McDowell Elementary. 

Just after 8 a.m., Monday Sheriff 
Paul Hunt Thompson, deputies and 
members of the Left Beaver 
Emergency and Rescue Squad 
helped school children onto buses 
as flood waters rose quickly around 
the school campus. Water covered 
several sections of the Frasure's 
Creek road leading up to the school. 

School transportation director 
David Layne said Tuesday there 
were few problems getting students 
home Monday morning with delays 
at Arkansas Creek and Golf Hollow. 
Layne added that Route 194 at Cow 
Mountain at Cow Creek was closed 
and would remain closed for the 
resl of the week because the Army 
Corps of Engineers are holding 
back water at the darn, which caus­
es the road to be covered. Layne 
said three students live in that area.

will be given priority for grants or 
loans. To qualify for the initiative, 
applicants must meet criteria to be 
established by a KAC administra­
tive commiuee, such as having a 
location on a modem road in a 
county designated by the 
Appalachian Regional Commission 
as being distressed, strong local 
leadership, fiscal responsibility, the 
foundation for a water and sewer 
system, and adequate space for 
housing or industrial expansion. 

A maximum of three applicants 
wilt be accepted, Natural 
Resources and Environmental 
Protection Cabinet Secretary James 
Bickford said. 

Targeting resources to a specific 
community will mean taking a 
long-term planning approach to 
basic needs like water, the governor 
said. 

"If we're going to have an 
industrial park. we won't put in a 
four-inch line today that won't be 
big enough for that kind of devel­
opment. We'll put in a 12-inch 
water line, with enough capacity to 
meet future development require­
ments." 

No timetable was given for 
beginning the application process, 
but Governor Patton and Secretary 
Bickford said U1ey'd like to move 
forward quickly. 

Members of the Kentuckians for 
the Commonwealth who were in 
the audience protested the gover­
nor's welfare refonn with sisns that 
read: "Where arc the jobs? Where 
is the transportation? Where is the 
Childcare? Where is the dignity?" 

They said the governor should 
focus his resources on providing 
"living-wage'' jobs for Eastern 
Kentuckians. 

In February. the Kentucky 
Cabinet for Economic Develop­
ment targeted Eastern Kentucky for 
rubber and plnst1CS products, sub­
assemblies and components indus­
tries, and for a secondary industry 
for lumber and wood products.

After Parker's detennination that 
the action was not proper, city com­
missioner David Boyd suggested 
paying the fuU p~mium costs for 
individual employees and offer an 
option for family benefits.

Harlow and McCoy exchanged 
some harsh words regarding the 
work schedule and McCoy's duties. 

"Can you tell us you give us Lhe 
work we pay you for?" Harlow 
asked McCoy. 

"I put in a lot more hours than 
I'm accused of not working," 
McCoy said. "To say I'm not earn­
ing my money is totally uncalled 
for." 

Utility commissioners amended 
McCoy's working hours from 8 
a.m. until 4 p.m. and the motion 
passed. 

In other action Thursday, city 
commissioners voted to appoint 
Charles Wilson to the utility com­
mission to replace Lowell Parker. 
Commissioner Boyd moved that 

Wilson be named chainnan of the 
commission, but the motion failed 
on a 2-2 vote. Wilson had to lirst be 
removed from the city's ethics 
board before being appmnted to the 
utility commission. 

Also, commissioners asked 
pollee chief Tommy Engle to 
infonn auxiliary policeman David 
"Boo" Little not to make traffic 
stops without Engle being present. 

Engle reported that he had Little 
remove all the "blue lights'' from 
his vehicle and that he is not to con­
duct any police business unless he 
is with the police chief. 

Commissioners reminded Engle 
that Little was appointed to assist 
him and was not supposed to be 
called out unless it was for emer­
gencies, ball games or parades. 

Engle responded he did not need 
any help and said that "this town is 
already as crooked as fish hooks 
and people, we will have law and 
order." 

AUen said under his plan there 
were three options for coverage, but 
he would not recommend going 
with his company until it was deter­
mined if pre-existing conditions 
would be covered.

. Justice, education committees 
join forces to develop program 

The Education Committee of the 
Kentucky Appalachian Commiss­
ion Advisory Council, headed by 
Paintsville teacher Anne Lyon and 
Prichard Commiuee staff member 
Ann Marie Short, is concerned that 
elementary teachers have no real 
curriculum for teaching citizenship 
and government. 

At the same time, the Justice 
• Committee, headed by Hon. 

Richard Ward and Hon. Marco 
Rajkovicb. became convmced that 
most Kentucldans simply do not 
understand the workings of the 
legal system. Both lawyers are 
partners at Wyau, Tarrant and 
Combs in Lexington and both are 
natives of Eastern Kentucky. Mr. 
Ward is from Hazard, and Mr. 
Rajkovich is from Harlan. 

The Justice Committee and the 
Education Committee have joined 
forces to develop a civics curricu­
lum for fourth and fifth grade stu-

• dents. 
Before Kentucky refonned its 

education system in 1990, most 
social studies cumculum was 
based on history and geography. 
The new academic expectations 
require that students be taught 
democratic princ1ples and political 
systems. Wh1le there arc a great 
number of materials for rmddle and 
high school teachers, very little is 
available to elementary school 
teachers to help them meet these 
requirements, according to Anne 
Lyon. 

• The difficulty citi7.cns have in 
understanding the fundamentals of 
the way their government works 
was manifest in recent weeks when 
about six citizens picketed the 
Perry County Courthouse. Two 
groups of people were attempting 
to get warrants at the same time, 
and due to the county attorney's 
policy of not issuing cross-war­
rants, the second family to arrive at 
the courthouse was disappointed 
and angry. 

Mr. Rajkovich was quoted in the 
Lexington Hera1d-Leader as saying 
that this is the type of suuation the 

" work of the JOint Jusuce and 
Education commtttecs hope to 
address. 

Rajkovich and Lyon presented 
their idea at the November 19 meet· 
ing of the Kentucky Appalachian 
Commission, chaired by Gov. Paul 
Patton. They proposed to identify 
four elementary teachers who 
would develop instructional units in 
the area of citizenships and govern· 
ment education. 

These teachers will collaborate 
wtth the Kentucky Department of 
Education and the Appalachian 
Advisory Counctl. 

Social studies consultants from 
the Division of Curriculum and 
Assessment Development will 
serve as resource persons to the

Derogatory signs, 
obscenities, not 
welcome at games

"We Grow Talent, What Do 'U' Grow?" "You're 

Busted!" "We D.A.R.E. You"-not logos on any signs 
that I've seen on WYMTs Sports Overtime! Well, if you 
missed it sports fans, these were the words written in 
giant print on signs representing Prestonsburg High 
School at the final game of the district tournament on 
Friday night. I don't know where these signs were made, 
but I can't imagine any responsible adult who would 
allow this to happen. 

It is evident that the Prestonsburg Blackcats are a tal­
ented and well-coached team. Even I, as an Allen Central 
teacher, feel that they deserve more respect than some of 
their own fans are obviously willing to give. During and 
after the game, the actions of their supporters overshad­
owed the Blackcats' impressive performance. 

Tension between the two schools began at around 2 
p.m. on Friday afternoon on the campus of Allen Central 
High School. 

Four boys in an S-10 truck posted a sign on the~ 
school's fence which read, "We're Gonna Roll You Up,:

KCCFA granted charter_on March 1 
Faculty join ranks of American Federation of 
Teachers/AFL-CIO, some local teachers happy 

The Kentucky Community 
College Faculty Alliance (KCCFA) 
was granted a charter from the 
American Federation of Teachers 
on March I, and some local teach­
ers are happy about the move. 

"The Alliance is the best thing 
going," Kathy Smallwood of 
Prestonsburg said in a press release 
announcing the action. "KCCFA is 
the only source that has given fac­
ulty reliable, detailed information 
about higher education reform 
which could affect us greatly." 

Announcement of the charter 
was made at a KCCFA-KASE con­
ference on post-secodary education 
reform in Frankfort. Nonnan 
Swenson, an AFf national vice 
president, presented the charter to 
the group's organizing committee 
at a luncheon ceremony, drawing 
enthusiastic cheers and applause 
from union members and confer­
ence visitors. 

Bob Brown, an AFT national 
representative assigned to the 
Alliance, lauded the faculty's 
accomplishments.

education unions is a logistical 
nightmare." Brown said. "But 
Alliance members have been amaz­
ingly successful at beating the 
odds. They care about education, 
they truly believe in what they're 
doing, and local leadership bas 
been excellement," Brown contin­
ued. 

Dr. Perry Robinson, deputy 
director for AFT's Higher 
Education department, congratulat­
ed the group for their "courage and 
stamina." 

With strong support from AFT, 
community college faculty orga· 
nized the new local over the past 
several years. Well over 400 facul­
ty signed dues authorization cards 
pledging to support the new union. 

This gave the group sufficient 
membership to be chartered last 
spring. But in May, the University 
of Kentucky denied KCCFA use of 

its payroll system for union dues 
deduction, stating that it had very 
recently "discontinued its policy of 
deduction of professional dues for 
faculty." As a result, organizers had 
to sign up members a second time 
to authorize credit union deduction 
of dues. 

"The Alliance is the best thing 
that's happened to Kentucky's 
community colleges in 30 years," 
Joe Gooch, a union member at 
Madisonville Community College, 
said. 

Mark Wilburn from Jefferson 
Community College also had high 
praise. "KCCFA got decent pay 
raises for faculty through the legis­
lature last year. The union got leg­
islation passed so that students and 
faculty on local advisory boards 
could vote. And the union got legil­
sation passed to allow us to ban 
concealed weapons on campuses. 

The union is doing the things that 
central administration should have 
been doing all ·along," Wilburn 
said. 

Barbara Ashley, KCCFA's 
Political and Organizing Director, 
said the Alliance works closely 
with the Kentucky Association of 
State Employees-AFr, which rep­
resents Yo Tech personnel. The two 
organizations co-hosted the post­
secondary reform conference. 

Ashley told the group: 
"Community college faculty are 
joining a proud tradition of union­
ism.

The Kentucky Revenue Cabinet 

(KRC) offers these individual 
income tax filing tips for Kentucky 
taxpayers. When filing your 1996 
Kentucky individual income tax 
return: 

• File early: avoid the April 15 
filing deadline rush. 

• Consider filing electronically; 
refund turnaround time is consider­
ably less (approximately two 
weeks versus six to eight weeks by 
traditional method). 

• Use the pre-printed labels 
allow taxpayers to use ARTIS, the 
Automated Refund and Tax 
Information System, (502) 564· 
1600 to verify receipt of return and 
other processing information. 

• Attach copies of supporting 
schedules and the federal income 
tax return if required. 

• Double-check information on 
the return such as name, Social 
Security number1 address, daytime 
phone number, and mathematical 
calculations. 

• Sign the return; unsigned 
returns are returned to the filer for 
proper signature which delays pro­
cessing. 

• Pay at least 75 percent of any 
mdrvidual income tax liability 
owed by the April 15 filing dead­
line to avoid a late payment penal-

ty, even if you have filed for an 
extension. The extension applies 
only to the return and not the pay­
ment. 

• Check the block below the sig­
nature line if a 1997 fonns packet 
is not needed next year.

The right place at the right time 
For a~ long as there have 

been fish in the lakes and an­
glers on the shore. fishermen 
have been involved in an ongo­
ing debate over when and 
where to find the fish. More 
often than not. if you quest ton 
ten experienced anglers of the 
most productive fishing hole 
and lhe best limes to fish. you 
will hear ten different theories. 

Some anglers base their de­
cisions on varying weather pat­
terns. Others prefer to schedule 
their fishing trips to coincide 
with the various phases of the 
moon. Through the years, an­
glers have based their fishing 
schedules on everything from 
blooming dogwoods to singing 

frogs and the first mosquito bite 
of spring. 

Although the moon, weather 
and other factors have shown to 
be somewhat accurate in pre­
dicting productive fishing days. 
ultimately. it is the bass that de­
termine when and where they 
v. ill feed. Therefore, to accu­
mtely determine the best times 
and places to wet a line, you 
must acquire an understanding 
of your prey. 

When to fish can be equally 
as important as your choice of 
lure or even your location. 
March and April can provide 
orne of the most productive 

outings of the year. Mo~t bass 
will lie in some fom1 of dor-

mancy throughout the winter. 
Lower oxygen levels m the 
water and n shortage of food 
supplies force bas to reserve 
energy during colder months. 
Bass do not enter a ~tate of 
total hibernation and will feed 
during winter, but onl} occa­
sionally. 

As water temperatures begin 
to rise through March, bass 
begin to increase thetr activity 
levels. Generally it •" the larger 
bass that become acttvc first. 
Temperatures in th~. mid to 
upper 40's will bring bass out 
to feed in preparation of the up­
coming spawn. 

Occa3ional wam1 and sunny 
days through March can be ex-

tremely productive. Bass will 
become more active, but sala­
manders, and other choice bass 
food supplies will remain dor­
mant until water temperatures 
reach the mid 50's. The result is 
a number of bass searching for 
food that isn't extremely plenti­
ful. 

Because of the fluctuating 
temperatures and limited food 
supplies, bass will feed only for 
shon periods of time, and then 
become donnant again for short 
periods. With so many variables 
affecting the bass during 
March. fishing can be extreme­
ly productive or extremely frus­
trating for the month. If ,like 
most anglers, you are limited to 
the number of days you can 
spend on the water, you must 
choose your days wisely. 

Temperature is the key to 
·uccessful March fishing. 

Variables such as cover, avail­
able food, currents, and many 
other factors can affect the 
feeding patterns of bass. 

One factor, above all others 
will determine where to find 
bass during March. Bass are 
predators. Insects, salamanders, 
and other delicacies have not 
fully emerged from their winter 
sleep, and food supplies for the 
bass are limited. Locate what 
food is available, and you will 
lind the bass. 

Oxygen levels also play an 
important role in the determina­
tion of when and where to fish. 
Bass, as well as many of their 
favorite food sources, are seek­
ing wann waters during March. 
Still and shallow waters will 
warm quicker, but will contain 
lower oxygen levels than in and 
around currents. In areas of lit­
tle or no vegetation, or when 
adequate sunlight for photosyn­
thesis has not been available, 
bass will often come to the sur­
face in search of oxygen. 

Temperature, food supplies, 

• 

Wann. sunny afternoons are not 
only the most enjoyable for 
bass anglers, but are also the 
most active times for bass dur­
ing the month. The third or 
fourth day of a wann spell will 
be the most productive days of 
the month. Anglers should keep 
a watchful eye on local weather 
forecasts, and schedule their 
trips accordingly. Since warmer 
temperatures are the determin­
ing factor for March fishing, ef­
forts should be concentrated 
from mid-day through early af­
ternoon, the warmest part of the 
day. 

and oxygen levels are just a ,. 
few of the countless number of 
variables affecting fish. With so 
many uncertainties, anglers 
must concentrate their efforts 
on the factors that do not 
change. Bass are predators, and 
after a long winter dormancy, 
they are hungry. 

Fishing activity during 
March may not compare to the 
pre-spawn feeding frenzy of

Operation Bass will conduct 
the first Red Man bass fishing 
tournament of the Mountain 
Division March 23, on Dale 
Hollow at Starpoint Resort, sig­
naling the start of the six-event 
Mountain Division Red Mon 
season.

Soil tests produce better crop 
Whether you are preparing to 

plant a small garden plot or a I()(). 
acre field, tnlong a soil test ts an 
easy way to produce higher quality 
and yields. 

"Soil testing is one of the most 
important management practices 
for crop producuon as '"ell as home 
gardens and orchards," said Paula 
Howe, extensiOn associate with the 
University of Kentuck} College of 
Agriculture. "Taking soil samples 
for a fenilily test is agronomically 
'>Ound, econom1cally profitable and 
environmentally responsible." 

Test results reveal soil nutrient 
levels and how acid or alkaline the 
soil is. These results are used to 
make fertility recommendations, 
based on years o1 university field 
research, for the particular crop 
requirements under typical condi­
tions. 

Soil testing is economically 
profitable and environmentally 
responsible because the frumer or 
home gardener can follo w feruhzer 
recommendations based on the sod 
nutrient le"els and crops to be 
grown. The recommendations pro­
vide sufficient fertilizer and hme, 1f 
necessary, to produce optimum 
yields and imultaneously reduce 
the risk of contaminating ground· 
water or surface wnter from exces­
sive fertilizer use. 

The Floyd County ExtensiOn 
offices has soil test kits and instruc­
tions on how to take sumples. After 
sample.s are returned to the local 
office, chemical anulyses arc con­
ducted in UK soil labs. University 

''research on soil types and crops 
grown in Kentucky is used to make 
fertilizer and lime reconuncndn-
tions.

In type I dia­
betes the pancreas has .;topped 
mukmg insulin on its own so you 
must use insulm injections daily. In 
type II diabetes you c1.1n still make 
your own msuhn but it has !)topped 
workmg like 11 should or tl<; produc­
lton is too low. Both types of dia­
betes requires you to monitor your 
food tntnke ns well as other lifestyle 
changes. Although there is no cure 
for diabetes, it can be controlled. 

TI1erc are five specific guidelines 
to follow m order to control your 
diabetes: 

cardiovascular complications 
and to improve overall dmbetes 
control. 

(4) insulin and medicntions: this 
helps glucose enter the body's 
cells where Jt can be used for 
energy. 

(5) glucose moOJtoring: this serve:. 
as a guide to help you sec if 
your diabetes is being con­
trolled. 

There are also good statistiCS 
associated with diabetes. A study by

Highway breakdowns pose safety 
risk, AAA foundation study shows 

Motonsts whose vehr­
cles break down on 
Interstate highways are 
risking their lives, says a 
new study from the AAA 
Foundatron for Traffic 
Safety. More than 500 peo· 
pie on foot were killed on 
the Interstate highway sys­
tem last year, and the AAA 
Foundation study shows 
that almost one-third of 
them were motonsts who 
broke down, ran out of 
gas, or where tnvolved rn a 
prevrous coOrsion. 

"Motorists don't under­
stand how dangerous it is 
to get out of their car on an 
Interstate, • says Lilla 
Mason. Director of the 
Blue Grass Auto Club 
Safety Foundation. Ten 
percent of the natron's 
pedestrian deaths occur 
on Interstate highways, 
which comprise only one 
percent of the country's 
total road system 

The AAA Foundation 
study looked at 400 poliCe 
accident reports from 
Texas, Missouri, and North 
Carolina, along with 
national data from the 
Fatal Acc1dent Reportrng 
System. Forty percent of 
the fatalities were pedestri· 
ans who were crossing or 
stand1ng In the roadway, 
including undocumented 
illegal alien crossings. 

One-third of deaths 
occurred to "unintended 
padestrians"-motorists 
who were workrng on therr 
vehicle, walking on the 
shoulder, or exchangrng 
1nformatron after an exist· 
mg crash. Three out of four 
occurred after dark. 

The AAA Foundalron for 
Traffic Safety advises 
motonsts who break down 
on the Interstate to: 

·Pull off the roadway to 
the extreme nght of the 
shoulder. 

"Put hazard lrghts on 
and flares out. 

·wear visible clothing if 
posslble-a retro-roflective 
vest is best. 

'Keep in mind that tn 
some s1tuatrons, it may be 
safer to stay in the car and 
wait for help to arnve. 

Cellular phone users 
can help by reporting bro­
ken-down vehicles to the 
police. 

"People don't realize 
that stepprng onto the 
Interstate is about as dan· 
gerous as hang1ng out on 
a rarlroad track.~ says 
Christopher Johnson, the 
study's author.

Loneliness is a way of life for 
man) scnwr citizens throughout the 
Western world. Older Americans in 
Eao;tem Kentucky nrc not exempt or 
the angua.-.h associated with tt. 

In our culture tl 1s hnrd to com­
prehend that an)onc could be lone­
ly We live at <;uch a fast pace. 
alv. ) s tryIng to beat the clock as 
\\C ru h from one place to another. 
Yet there are lonely. almost forgot­
ten people here in the mountains. 
JUSt as there are lonely people 
penned up in hwJ~h apanments in 
our natwn ·~ btggeq ctt1es. 
Although lonelinel's is not a 
respecter of one's economic condi­
tion. it plays havoc on the elderly 
and shut-1ns. We are its victims 

r hnve seldom experienced lone­
liness and l have never known iso­
lation. In fact. throughout my life 
there have been times when I've 
chenshed the opportunity to be 
alone. 1 still do. l lind spending 
some time with me therapeutic. A 
time of alonene~s is a ume for me to 
get in wuch with myself, to mvesti· 
gate my inner-feelings and to focus 
on solutions to things that might be 
bothersome to me at that moment. 
But my loneliness hth been by 
choice. It was not forced on me by 
the Jo~s of a mate. illness, advanc­
ing age ()r a non-caring environ­
ment. These culprits are responsible 
for many senior citizens being vul­
no:rable to loneliness. 

Today·s society is to blame in 
part. We don't take time to .show 
people, and especially the older 
generation. that we care. I know 
I'm guilty of this. Until we lind our­
selves in a severe lonely state for an 
extended period of tirne. we won't 
rea!i7e the value of taking a few 
minutes to enrich the lives of those 
around us. However, we can't 
blnmc society for all of our loneli­
ness. Beheve 11 or not, there are 
places \\C: can go and things we can 
do to enlighten our lives. 

Here are some suggestions. 
Mavbe one of two of these will 
recl;arge your batteries to the point 
rh:tt you can kick the habit of lone­
liness. It won't be ea~y at first. For 
some, tran!>portation might pose a 
prohlem, but once people know you 
want to get out and get going, the 
chanl·es of finding transportation 
multiplies. You will find people 
who arc interested in activities 
you're interested in, and will offer 
to pick you up. 

We can be neighborly. 
We might know the people up 

and down the hollows where we 
ltve by name, but rarely these days 
do we visit.

dition, but what happens when that 
person returns home? Whatever
