Governor Paul Patton conceded 
defeat Thursday at Prestonsburg 
Community College before ever 
setting foot into the ring. 

Patton told a dec1dedly hostile 
audience Thursday, gathered to 
hear his views on severing the com­
munity college system from its ties 
to the University of Kentucky. that 
he had "no argument'' to counter the 
"emotional appeal" of the commu-

nity colleges' association with UK. 
Despite that concession. the 

governor made no retreat from his 
proposal to take the administration 
of 14 UK community colleges out 
of the university's hands and put 
them under the control of a new 
board that will also oversee the 
state's 26 vocational and technical 
schools. That new board would 
hold equal rank with the boards of 
regents which oversee regional and 
state universities. 

Patton said if critics of his plan 

would "look at the situation in a ra­
tional, non-biased way," they would 
arrive at the same conclusion he has 
about the issue. 

"Community-based education 
needs to be responsive and it needs 
to beindepen<ient," he said. 

The governor has argued that 
"50 percent of our population" 
needs some form of technical edu­
cation to meet the needs of industry, 
and he said combining the adminis­
tration of the community colleges 
with vo-tech schools would elimi-

nate unnecessary duplication, waste 
and inefficiency. 

In response to criticism from a 
PCC audience, which suggested 
that educational quality would suf­
fer under his plan, Patton countered 
that the fundamental change from 
the current system of administra­
tion to his proposal would be "mov­
ing a line on an organizational 
chart." 

Students will still have the same 
choices under his plan they have 
now, Patton said, to seek academic 

or technical educations but they 
will be more responsive to their 
needs if they are administered inde­
pendently of the University of Ken­
tucky. 

"No other state does it the way 
we're doing it," he said. "No other 
state is emulating us. I am asking 
the people of Kentucky to make a 
long-term commitment to higher 
education ... not just to pass a law," 
Patton said. "We need to lay a foun-

Moore were named in sealed in­
dictments last week by a federal 
grand JUry on charges of armed 
robbery and using a firearm during 
the course of a robbery. 

Mastin was arrested Thursday 
morning near Knott County High 
School by FBI agents Steve Stacy 
and Jerry Garner. Moore was taken 
into custody later that day by FBI 
agent Scott Barker and Kentucky 
State Police sergeant Les Stapleton. 

The two appeared in federal 
court in Ashland Wednesday before 

Magistrate Judge Peggy Patterson, 
who ordered them held in jail with­
out bond. 

On July 23, two persons wear­
ing black helmets with visors and 
black clothes walked into the 
branch bank and took $14,266 and 
fled the scene on all-terrain vehi­
cles.

Kentucky flood victims 
may get early tax refund 

Kentucky taxpayers who sus­
tained losses as a result of the Great 
Flood of '97 may be eligible for 
early tax refunds from the Internal 
Revenue Serv1ce. 

The IRS allows federal income 
tax deductions for underinsured 
casualty losses on homes, personal 
property and household goods for 
those deemed eligible. Taxpayers 

may claim casualty losses immedi­
ately by amending their previous 
year's tax return. This can be one of 
the fastest ways to obtain cash after 
experiencing disaster-related loss­
es. 

Losses are reduced by the 
amount of insurance reimburse­
ments or federal disaster assistance 
received or expected to be received.

Interlocal agreement 
may be disastrous 
to E-911, program 

Editor: 
The Floyd Courity Fiscal Court 

and the Prestonsburg City Council 
are negotiating an ''Interlocal 
Agreement" whereby the city w1ll 
opt out of the E-911 system. 
Additionally, the city wishes to 
claim all of the tax revenues paid 
into the E-911 program by the resi­
dents of Prestonsburg since March 
1990. They wish also to receive the 
monthly tax pa1d by the city resi­
dents to the telephone company for 
residential and business telephones. 

Frankly stated, this is very seri­
ous business, and can have a disas-

trous effect on the E-911 system for 
the county. Additionally, I do not 
feel that this issue has been ade­
quately explained to the people of 
Floyd County. 

First, we need to discuss the 
approximate amount of money or 
funds the city will take out of the 
program. We estimate that there are 
3,000 residential and 500 business 
telephones within the city limits of 
Prestonsburg. Some may claim 
more-some may claim less, but 
the actual number will not be 
known until the city is mapped for 
the E-911 program. However, 3,000 
residential telephones and 500 busi­
ness telephones will serve our pur­
pose. These telephones are taxed at 
$0.89 and $1.50 respectively. 

As each of us painfully remem­
bers, the E-911 tax was collected 
from March 1990 until November 
1996. Thus the tax was collected for 
80 months. To determine the 
amount of funds involved here, we 
multiply (3,000 telephones x $0.89 
tax)+ (500 telephones x $1.50 tax), 
which gives us ($2,670 + $750.00) 
for a total of $3,420.00 per month. 
The tax was collected for 80 
months, so (80 x $3,420.00) equals 
$273,600.00 contributed by the res­
idents of Prestonsburg. The county 
E-911 program will lose this 
amount from the existing funds; 
plus future revenue of $3,420.00 
per month or $41 ,000.00 per year. 

It is my considered opinion that 
if Prestonsburg opts out of the E-
911 program, the loss of these pre­
viously collected funds, plus future 
revenue, will seriously weaken the 
program and/or cause it to fail as 
originally defined. The Joss of 
$273,000 from the fund, plus the 
$41,000 per year will delay an 
enhanced E-911 system, if it is ever 
achieved. 

My argument is simple. The 
rural areas of Floyd County do not 
have the fire, police, water, med­
ical, or other services necessary to 
operate an enhanced E-911 system, 
nor even a basic system for that 
matter. Tragically, if the E-911 pro­
gram was completely installed and 
working next week, and we called 
911 and reported a desperate emer­
gency, about all the 911 operator 
could do would be to lead us in 
"The Lord's Prayer." This is why 
the $273,6QO in the fund, and the 
$41,000 annual revenue is so very 
important to us. Essentially, these 
funds would help us buy a lot of 
water lines, add fire trucks, radio 
equipment, added policeman, or 
anything else associated with a 
enhanced 911 system. 

The citizens of Prestonsburg 
have these services, virtually at a 

100 percent level at the present 
time. Essentially, the city's 1010 
telephone system is an enhanced 
911 service in operation now, able 
to provide emergency medical 
assistance, fire and/or police protec­
tion within minutes. Virtually every 
resident of the city has "city water," 
and is within a safe: distance to a fire 
hydrant. In large measure, these 
systems have been built with feder­
al and state grant money. This is a 
separate issue, the fortunate fact is 
that they exist and are in place. The 
city needs only to be properly 
mapped. So the $273,600 and the 
$41 ,000 annual fee is basically a 
windfall to them. 

It is also a misapplication of the 
provisions of KRS 65.210, the 
Interlocal Cooperation Act. 
Basically, the General Assembly 
passed the Interlocal Cooperation 
Act to enable local governments to 
join together to provide new or bet­
ter services based on a larger tax 
base. This is exactly the opposite of'­
what the city of Prestonsburg is 
attempting to do. They wish to opt 
out of a countywide system and 
operate a system for perhaps 4,000 
residents. Frankly, I do not see any 
provision in the act that authorizes a 
fourth class city to separate itself 
and its citizens from a countywide 
program, withdraw a significant 
port of the funds, and thereby 
endanger the success of the entire 
program. 

This is not the purpose of KRS 
65.210 was established for by the ;;. 
General Assembly. fl 

Further, I question the legality of 
the fiscal court transfering those 
funds to the City of Prestonsburg. 
The fiscal court stated in the resolu­
tion necessary to establish the E-
911 tax that the fund was to be used 
solely for an exhanced E-911 pro­
gram on a countywide basis. 
Therefore, these funds are designat-
ed funds under the provisions of 
KRS 68.100 and cannot be used for 
my other purpose than stated in the 
resolution. Additionally, KRS 
68.100 makes each fiscal court 
member ~ho votes to expend the "}. 
funds for any other purpose person­
ally liable for his share of the funds 
spent. This protection is extended to 
the citizens of Aoyd County by 
Kentucky State law. The fiscal 
court does not have one legal means 
to impose this law on the City 
Council of Prestonsburg. Nor could 
they enforce on agreement with the 
city council to use the funds solely 
for this purpose. Essentially, they 
will waive the protection of KRS 
68. I 00 for the people of

Impeachment proceedings were 
being adopted against President 
Nixon, One Flew Over the 
Cuckoo's Nest was the big movie in 
the theaters, and the first state tax 
on severed coal was proposed by 
Governor Wendell Ford. The year 
was 1974 and Governor Ford was 
about to resign from the Governor's 
office to become a United States 
Senator. Twenty-three years later he 
would announce his retirement and 
his seat in Washington would once 
again be up for grabs. Or, as many 
critics of today's electoral system 
claim, the office is now available to 
the highest bidder. 

Senator Ford's announcement a 
couple of weeks ago that he would 
not be seeking a fifth term wasn't 
really a surprise, but it did come a 
few months earlier than most polit­
ical analysts had expected. Now, 
the issue that has everyone talking 
is who exactly will be in the run­
ning for their party's nomination in 
the 1998 Primary. 

On the Republican side, two 

'98 senate race will be a battle of the parties 
politicians have already announced 
their candidacy. U.S. 

Representative Jim Bunning 
from Kentucky's Fourth Congres­
sional District (Northern Kentucky) 
is the overwhelming favorite to win 
the Republican primary. His only 
opposition is State Senator Barry 
Metcalf of Richmond. Senator 
Metcalf has actually been cam­
paigning since 1995, before Senator 
Ford decided to call it quits. So, if 
nothing else, he certainly is not 
afraid to take on the big dogs. And 
taking on the big dogs is exactly 
what he will be doing. 

History shows that Kentucky has 
always been a Democrat's state. But 
the Republican party has been on a 
rampage since 1994. Five of the six 
Congressional districts now have 
Republican Representatives, and 
Senator Mitch McConnell, (R)­
Louisville, will be the first 
Republican to serve three full terms 
ever in Kentucky. As if that wasn't 
enough, the state senate is only two 
seats away from being under 

Republican control - although 
many Democratic "faithfuls" say it 
already is. 

The Democrats in Kentucky are 
on the ropes and losing Senator 
Ford's seat could be the knockout 
blow. All the fire power those two 
parties can muster up IS going to be 
thrown behind one candidate-and 
the Czar and architect of the 
Republican's newly established 
empire. Mitch McConnell, has 
already told Barry Metcalf that his 
presence is not wel-
come in next year's 
Republican prima­
ry.

could be too battle-scarred from his 
opponents' negative ads, and sim­
ply won't have a financial "war 
chest" large enough to overcome a 
concentrated Republican effort in 
the fall. 

So far, the 6th District 
Congressman from Lexington, 
Scotty Baesler, is the only 
Democrat who has said he will def­
initely run. But the list of potential 
candidates for the Democratic nom­
ination whose names have been 

mentioned is at 
least seven politi­
cians deep. If you 
arc a follower of 
Kentucky politics 
you may recognize 
their names: handicapped with a 

number of hungry 
politicians seeking 
their party's nomi­
nation. If several 
candidates run in 
the primary, or even 
two strong candi­
dates, the winner by David Porter 

Abramson, 
Beshear, Collins, 
Chandler, 
Childers, Henry, 
and Owen. 
Imagine the mud­
slinging if they all 
dcc1dcd to run. 

Can the Democratic Party dis­
tribute funds evenly, or will they 
back only one candidate. If so, 
who? I don't believe those ques­
tions will ever be answered. The 
Democrat who runs in the fall elec­
tion will most likely be decided in 
private meetings with candidates 
and party officials instead of at the 
ballot box. That isn't exactly 
democracy as it was meant to be, 
but too much is at stake for the 
Democratic leaders to let the candi­
dates battle it out in a money-drain­
ing, image-bashing primary elec­
tion. 

Governor Patton, the Democrat's 
answer to Mitch McConnell's 
Republican Party leadership role, is 
already writhing over the thought of 
Lt. Governor Steve Henry adding 
himself to the long list of candi­
dates.

Masten Childers has stirred things 
up by challenging all comers to stay 
within a voluntary spending limit. 
Steve Beshear? If I were him, 
thoughts of last year's bruiser with 
Mitch McConnell would keep me 
out of the race. 

Confusing? Yes it is. But smce 
we have no elections in Kentucky 
this year-for the first year m a 
long, long time-maybe trying to 
figure it out will keep us all from e 
going into political withdrawal.

REGULATIONS ON 

CHILDHOOD DISABILITY 
PUBLISHED

Regulations providing guide­

lines on how the Social Security 
Administration will apply the 
new definition of disability for 
children were published in the 
Federal Register on February 11. 

The Personal Responsibility 
and Work Opportunity 
Reconciliation Act of 1996, 
passed on August 22, 1996, 
requires that a child's impair­
ment or combination of impair­
ments will be constdered dis­
abling if it causes "marked and 
severe functional limitations." 
The rule states that the child's 
condition must meet or exceed 
the level of severity indicated in 
a listing of impairments. It is 
expected to affect about 135,000 
children nationally currently 
receiving benefits. 

Kelly, Social Secur ity District 
Director for the Big Sandy Area. 

Kelly said that one of Social 
Security's highest priorities will 
be to make sure the new disabili­
ty guidelines are implemented 
fairly and consistently. 

Last December, letters were 
sent to about 263,000 children 
who may have their cases 
reviewed using the new guide­
lines. If found not disabled under 
the new law, letters will be sent 
to parents and guardians explain­
ing their appeal rights, including 
the fact that benefits can contin­
ue during the appeals process 
until a face-to-face hearing is 
held before an Administrative 
Law Judge. Under the Jaw, no 
benefits will be stopped before 
July l. 

The new rules reflect both the 
letter and the spirit of the law," 
Kelly stated. 

"They provide an accurate 
mechanism to ensure that needy 
children with severe disabilities 
continue to qualify for SSI pay­
ments while fairly implementing 
the intent of Congress." 

Persons receiving not1Ct:'S of 
review should respond promptly 
to their appointment date, Kelly 
said.

Ladies' Health Day PACKAGE SPECIAL

On Saturday, April 19, the Floyd 
County Health Department will be 
offer a variety of special services to 
the women of Eastern Kentucky. 
Ladies' Health Day will feature 
such services as Pap Smears, 
Clinical Breast Exams, 
Mammogram Referral, Cholesterol 
Screening, Nutrition Counseling, 
Blood Pressures, Anemia 
Screenings, Tetanus Updates, and 
TB Skin Tests.

Johnson County Fiscal Court approves clerk's budget

The Paintsville Herald 
Tuesday night's fiscal court 

meeting featured fussing and fight­
ing over finances for the county 
clerk's office and came to a stand­
still when the court, for the second 
time in a month, deadlocked on the 

~ budget. But in the end, it was all for 
nothing and County Clerk Betty Jo 
Conley got what she asked for. 

The court was examining a pro­
posed budget cap submitted by 
Conley for her office. At its last 
court meeting, County Judge­
Executive Hobert Meade and com­
missioners deadlocked 2-2 on the 
budget, prompting the court to 
reexamine it this month. 

Meade had been seeking to limit 
spending in the clerk's office, say~ 
ing he did not think her office 
should have unlimited spending 
potential. At times, he has pointed 

\to renovations of the clerk's office 
as an example. 

The judge has also said in the 
past that he believes the clerk's 
office could make do with fewer 
than the 13 deputy clerks it has 
now. 

County Attorney Scott Preston 
told the court it has the option to set 
a spending cap for the clerk' s 
office, but that the attorney general 

has ruled clerk's can exceed that 
cap if needed. He also said the court 
could not lower spending for the 
office from the previous year. 

Preston said the court should ask 
Conley for a proposed total spend· 
ing plan. 

Conley attended the meeting 
with her husband and several 
deputies. At times during the dis­
cussion, arguments broke out 
between her and Meade. 

"I cannot operate this office on 
any less employees." Conley said in 
response to the judge's call for 
fewer employees in her office. "The 
clerk before me had the same num • 
ber employees." 

She also said her office has 
endured some hardship, including a 
broken sewer line, which leaked 
into her office and was not repaired 
for several years. 

"We walked on human waste for 
two years .. .It stunk to where we 
could hardly stand it." 

The arguments became heated 
between the two sides and reached 
their height when Meade asked a 
sheriff's deputy to escort Conley's 
husband, Wallace Conley, out of the 
room. 

At the time, Conley had been 
recognized to speak before the 
court and began defending his wife 

when the judge told him he was out 
of order. 

Wallace Conley then pointed at 
an American flag in the comer of 
the courtroom. saying he had 
fought for it :and the freedom of 
speech It represents during 
wartime. He asked the judge if he 
had done the same. 

"I didn't, because I wasn't 
called," Meade replied. 

Meade then had Wallace Conley 
removed from the building. 

After the meeting, Wallace 
Conley said he had only been 
asserting his freedom of speech 
when he was removed from the 
room. 

When discussions of clerk's 
budget resumed, Meade said he 
wanted to see more detailed records 
of spending in the clerk's office. 

Conley said she had nothing to 
hide and would submit all of her 
spending at the end of each month. 

However, Conley said she could 
not factor in unexpected expenses, 
such as repairs of computer equip­
ment. 

"I don't have anything to hide 
and I don't want to do anything to 
damage Johnson County," the clerk 
said. 

Meade replied that he would like 
to see her do that, saying the sher-

Break-ins worry merchants

Several Weddington Plaza busi­
nesses are seeking additional secu­
rity and relief in regard to the recent 
rash of burglaries and break-ins at 
the North Mayo Trail shopping 
center. 

"We want our customers to feel 
safe to shop here any time," 
JCPenney Store Manager Sam 
Spradlin said. "We will do whatev­
er we can within the Jetter of the 
law to make this a more secure 
place." 

Spradlin said some of the busi­
nesses are currently working with 
Pike County Sheriff Charles 
"Fuzzy" Keesee on the possibility 
of increased county patrols in the 
area. 

"We are working on a security 
arrangement for the center with the 
sheriff," Spradlin said. "He's indi­
cated that he would help us." 

Watson's Store Manager Dan 
Bradley said though his store has 

escaped recent problems, he is 
interested in the increased security 
as well. 

"We have a pretty sophisticated 
alarm system and that's probably 
why we've been pretty lucky," he 
said. "But I attend (the meetings) 
and the sheriff was at the last meet­
ing and was wanting to help us 
out." 

Spradlin said the Kentucky State 
Police have been contacted by Art 
Bowling, who owns the buildings 
in the plaza, to make sure some 
plaza-initiated action is legal. 

"They're aware we've had meet­
ings and we ·have corresponded 
with them on things to make sure 
things like having signs (warning 
people to stay out of the plaza after 
midnight) are legal," Spradlin said. 

He added that such signs will be 
posted since no businesses in the 
plaza are open after 12 a.m. He said 
anyone ignoring the signs and 
entering the plaza's parking lot 
could be arrested and charged with 
trespassing. 

The only exception would be for 
individuals using the plaza's 24-
hour automated teller machine, he 
said. 

Spradlin added that the busi­
nesses are also considering the pos­
sibility of increased private securi­
ty. 

"We do have temporary security 
now and our landlord (Bowling) 
touched base with a couple of inde­
pendent armed security guards," he 
said. "But nothing has been worked 
out with anyone yet." 

Spradlin said he has plans to 
meet with Sheriff Keesee again to 
hopefully further plans for addi­
tional police help. 

"We're going to do whatever is 
necessary to stop this (the break-ins 
and burglaries)," he said. 

"We haven't tolerated loitering 
in the center and we won't tolerate 
anything jeopardizing the safety of 
patrons or employees." 

Despite repeated attempts, 
Sheriff Keesee could not be 
reached for comment.

faces state closure 
State Justice Cabinet officials said Monday that the 

Warfield Community Center might lose its license to 
conduct bingo for failure to follow state laws regulating 
charitable gaming. 

Statewide, there are more than 1 ,000 organizations 
which use bingo as a fundraising activity. House Bill 5, 
passed by the state legislature last year, stipulates that 
any charitable organization which has been established 
for at least two years may conduct I>Jngo games as long 
as 40 percent of the adjusted gross receipts (after pay­
outs and expenses) are used for charity.

To clean up open dumps cited 
Magoffin county citizens doubled the amount of 

materials they recycled in 1996 over the previous year. 
That was one of the highlights of the county Solid 

Waste Annual Report submitted to state officials, 
March 1. 

The report also summarized the county's efforts at 
cleaning up open dumps, conducting public education 
efforts and collecting garbage bills. 

More than 270,700 pounds of material were recy­
cled through the Magoffin County Recycling Center 
last year. That compared with slightly less than 
134,000 in 1995. 

The biggest increase came in the amount of card­
board recycled as the total nearly quadrupled from 
37,500 pounds to 145,400 pounds. 

The annual report also documented the county's 
effort at open dump cleanup. Twenty-six dumps were 
cleaned up in 1996, with others receiving partial 
cleanup. The~e cleanup efforts cost the county 
$13,377.

Donnie Brasco 
Hollywood has an interesting, albeit stereotypical, 

view of the Mafia. It has routinely taken such novels 
as "The Godfather" and turned them into what every­
one would expect of a "Mob" film - guys with 
strong New York accents, routinely bumping off any­
one who'd get in their way or who would go against 
their warped "code of honor." This film is no excep­
tion. 

Johnny Depp portrays the title charact~r. whose 
real name is Joe Pistone. (The real Joseph Pistone 
wrote his story in book form, but it's a lot less sensa­
tionalized than the screenplay.) Pistone's job as an 
FBI agent is to infiltrate the Bonanno family's "busi­
ness" in New York, the Midwest, and Florida. The 
assignment is originally to take three months. Pistone 
stretches it into more than six years, by virtue of 
everything he begins to uncover. 

Assuming the name Donnie Brasco. he is taken 
under the wing of Lefty Ruggiero (AI Pacino). Lefty 
is a good enough soldier for the Mob, but he's no 
genius. Brasco, on the other hand, is really adept at 
what he does and ultimately catches the attention of 
Brooklyn boss Sonny Black (Michael Madsen). Poor 
Lefty is relegated to the sidelines while his star pupil 
rises in the ranks. 

Despite the sensationalized action and predictable 
Mob hits and heists, there is much to recommend this 
film. Most of what I found worthy was the very real 
pangs of conscience Donnie suffers when it comes to 
Lefty and those in the organization who become his 
"friends." Brasco realizes that once the jig is up and 
his real identity is revealed, those who befriended him 
will be killed, simply by virtue of having trusted him. 
In particular, his affection for Lefty is touching. 

Back at home, Pistone faces family problems since 
he becomes so wrapped up in his assignment, he's 
missing a lot of milestones in his k.ids' lives and is 
neglecting his wife. portrayed by the very able Anne 
Heche.

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Commission approves 1997-98 hunting regulations 
The Fish and Wildlife Commis­

sion voted on March 7 to create 
even more hunting opportunity for 
Kentucky sportsmen. They voted 
to open fall archery seasons one 
week earlier beginning with the 
1997 seasons. Fall turkey season 
and deer archery seasons will now 
open the third Saturday in Septem­
ber (Sept. 20, 1997 instead of Oc­
tober 1.) 

The commission also adopted a 
longer statewide squirrel season. 
The season will still open the third 
Saturday in August (Aug. 16, 
1997) but instead of closing De­
cember 31 , it will now be closed 
after January 31, 1998. 

Other items approved by the 
commission were: 

-In zones 1-5 youth season 
hunters may take either sex deer. 
Allowing the youth season deer 
bunter to take a doe in zone 5. 

-Minimum caliber restrictions 
on muzzle-loading firearms were 
eliminated. 

-Special regulations for hunting 
on wildlife management areas 
were approved and will appear in 
the 1997-98 Deer and Small Game 
Hunting and Trapping Guide. 

-Quota hunts that include adults 
on state-owned Wildlife Manage­
ment Areas will no longer count as 
bonus deer. State tags must be 
used for these hunts. Youth quota 
hunts on state-owned WMAs will 
still be bonus deer. 

-Protection for the Copperbelly 
Water Snake Conservation Agree­
ment was approved. This motion is 
in keeping with the landmark 
agreement and will remove the 
copperbelly water snake from the 
list of "unprotected" species. 

-Beginning with the 1997 deer 
seasons, an 800 number will be in 

place so that farm and landowners 
can report their deer harvest. This 
over-the-phone check-in will give 
more accuracy to total deer harvest 
numbers by county. 

-Beginning with the 1998-99 
seasons, the youth hunt weekend 
and early muzzle-loader weekend 
will switch. The Youth-Only Deer 
Season will switch from the fourth 
weekend in October to the third, 
and vice versa for the October 
muzzle-loader deer season. 

In addition to these items, the 
1997 deer hunting seasons and 
zones were approved. Zones 1-6 
have a modern gun season for ten 
consecutive days beginning Satur­
day, November 8, 1997. Zone 7 
has a modern gun deer season for 
five consecutive days beginning 
November 8. Bowhunters may 
continue to hunt in zone 7 from 
November 12 through the end of 

archery season. Zone classifica­
tions for many counties have been 
altered for the 1997-98 season.

Bass fishing

Upping the state sales tax by 
one-eighth of one percent to help 
fund fish and wildlife programs, 
was one of the suggestions offered 
by some citizens at a public hear­
ing on conservation funding. 

The General Assembly's Task 
Force on Funding for Wildlife 
Conservation held the public meet­
ing March 3 at the Lake Barkley 
convention center. 

Martin Davenport, a local phar­
macist, told task force members 
that such a tax increase would pro­
vide general public benefits. 

"Natural resources are for all 
Kentuckians," he said. 

Davenport estimated that such a 
tax could raise as much as $35 
million per year, and added that 
both Missouri and Arkansas have 
recently adopted such a tax to fund 
wildlife conservation in their 
states. 

Steve White, a wildlife biology 
professor at Murray State Univer-

sity, offered several ideas to boost 
the revenue of the Department of 
Fish and Wildlife Resources. 
White said licensing boat and 
camping trailers would raise 
money from individuals who are 
actively using the facilities provid­
ed by the department. He also said 
that habitat use stamps could be 
sold by the department and be re­
quired for access to wildlife man­
agement areas. 

White said that currently 30 
states receive state general tax 
fund dollars to support conserva­
tion activities. Kentucky is not one 
of those states. 

The programs of the Kentucky 
Department of Fish and Wildlife 
Resources are supported primarily 
by the sale of hunting and fishing 
licenses, and a federal excise tax 
on hunting and fishing equipment. 

Tom Bennett, Commissioner of 
the Department of Fish and 
Wildlife told task force members 

that the department currently sells 
about 730,000 hunting and fishing 
licenses, with about 600,000 of 
those sold to Kentuckians, and the 
rest going to tourists. 

Bennett said the department 
also issues about 105,000 free li­
censes each year to Kentuckians 
over the age of 65 and to disabled 
Kentuckians, adding to the drain 
on the department's finances. 

Bennett said the department is 
not in the midst of a financial cri­
sis, but is trying to develop a strat­
egy to meet the anticipated de­
crease in license revenues. Once 
the baby boom generation begins 
reaching retirement, more people 
will be eligible for free licenses. 
He also said that fewer young peo­
ple are buying hunting and fishing 
licenses than in previous years. 

Bennett said that in addition to 
receiving no income from the free 
licenses, the department also gets 
less federal aid since many federal

programs are based on the number 
of licenses that are sold. He said 
that over 15 percent of the licenses 
now being issued in the state gen­
erate no revenue. 

Bennett added that many of the 
programs currently being run by 
the department are for non-game 
wildlife, such as the osprey hack­
ing program and the elk restoration 
project, a cooperative effort by the 
department and the TVA's Land 
Between the Lakes. 

Many of the properties owned 
by the departmentget heavy use 
from non-consumptive users of 
wildlife who, under current law, 
are not required to financially sup­
port the wildlife mamagement 
areas. This includel> people who 
hike, ptcnic, bicycle, and sWJm at 
the state parks. 

Some have suggested that user 
fees for those who use wildlife 
management areas could help 
solve the anticipated shortfall of 
funds for the Department of Fish 
and Wildlife Resources. 

Bennett said that better wildlife 
management benefits all types of 
wildlife and not just the game 
species.
