Investigators with the state's Office of 
Education Accountability (OEA) are look­
ing into the board members' apparent viola-

"We are aware of the incident and we are 
looking into the matter," OEA director Pen­
ney Sanders said Thursday. 

Floyd Superintendent Gene Davis said 
Thursday that he was not aware OEA was 
looking into the matter. 

Kevin Noland, associate commissioner 
for the state Department of Education's 
legal services, could not be reached Thurs­
day for comment on the issue. 

board was going into closed session to dis­
cuss a specific individual employee as that 
employee related to the district's deficit re­
duction plan 

Members of the press asked Patton for 
his justification of the secret discussion, be­
cause under state law and board member's 
oaths of office, individual personnel mat­
ters may not be discussed by the board. The 
media also objected because any discussion 
on the district's deficit reduction plan is to 
be public under the state's Open Meeting 

Laws, which stipulate general personnel is­
sues are to be discussed in pubhc. 

In regard to the closed session, Patton 
said, "As I understand it, 11 involves the dis­
cussion of a specific individual and their re­
lation to the deficit reduction plan and 
whether or not there should be action taken 
on that specific individual." 

Patton said he 'respectfully disagreed" 
with the media's contention that the discus­
sion would violate the board member's 
oaths of office or the state's Open Meetings 

Individual personnel matters, including 
the hiring and firing of school employees, 
is the responsibiltty of the district superin­
tendent, under Kentucky's Education Re­
form Act (KERA). Board members are ex­
pressly prohibited from trying to mfluence 
the hiring and firing of employees. If board 
members try to interfere with that process 
they can be removed from office by the 

• tions of their oaths of office and the state's 
Open Mel!Ung'Laws.

hearing because he was mcarcerat­
ed m the Pike County Detention 
Center on a sixth offense DUI 
charge.

Four-county partnership enters 
bid for industrial park funding 

Floyd County has joined with 
three other Big Sandy area counties 

to apply for funding to help devel­
op a 500-acre regional industrial 
park new the Big Sandy Regional 
Airport. 

County judge-executives from 
the four counties-Floyd, Johnson, 
Martin and Pike- submitted the 
application for Coal Severance Tax 
funds, Thursday, May I, to the 
Kentucky Economic Development 
Cabinet in Frankfort. The fiscal 

courts in all four counties have 
passed resolutions supporting the 
creation of a regional industrial 
park. 

Under the proposal submitted, 
the four counties would split even­
ly any new tax revenue generated 
by the industrial park. Employers 
m the park would be encouraged to 
hire as many employees as possible 
from the four-county area. 

The Big Sandy counties are 
asking the state for $3,478,340 to 

help prov1de water and sewer for 
t11e industrial parks. The state has 
approximately $18 million avail­
able for multi-county industrial 
parks. Several coalitions of coun­
ties from around the state have ap­
plied for the funding, which will be 
awarded to the highest-rated pro­
posals. 

The proposed Honey Branch 
Industrial Park is located in Martin 
County, near the point where John­
son, Floyd and Martin counties 

converge, and JUSt a few air miles 
from the Pike County border. The 
Honey Branch Industrial Park is 
also the proposed location of a 
$100 million federal prison which 
will employ 400 people at an aver­
age annual salary of $32,000 per 
job.

The number of accidents involv­

Mary Slone's speech and drama 
students participated in the mishap 
and lilmed the scene to show each 
class at the high school. The video 

is expected to be aired on WPRG­
TV as a public service announce­
ment. 

Slone said the project was miti­
ated by the students during a con­
versation about the numerous acci · 
dents this It me of year during prom 
and graduation 

"There are more acc1dents in­
volvmg teens and high school stu­
dents dunng the prom and gradua­
tion season," Patrick Wnght, of the 
Left Beaver Rescue Squad, said 
Thursday. 

The South Floyd High School 
prom will be held tomght (Friday) 

"From now to graduation, some 
youths tend IQ get wild and acct· 
dents usually increase," Slone said. 
·· l'hey don' t thmk before they act." 

Slone said the skit portrays a girl 
who is killed by a drunk driver. 

"She 1s proud of the fact that she 
Joesn't drink," Slone said. "but 

even those who don't drink and 
drive can sttll be affected by those 
who do." 

A poem, which was "'ritten by 
an anonymous author, is read 
throughout the skit Tite poem is 
the thoughts of the mnoccnt v1ctim, 
who lays on the ground as rescue 
workers try to sa\e her life. 

But, their efforts arc in \ain and

Wright :.atd the rescue squad 
wanted to participate in the filmmg 
of the skit to show teens and stu­
dents the dangers of dnnking and 
driving. 

"We're usually on the clean-up 
end of the deal when these sort of 
accidents really occur," Wright 
said. "We have started trying to 
take the preventive approach and 
show what could happen when peo­
ple drink and dnve."

The case of a Floyd County 
woman charged With first degree 
perjury was referred to a grand jury 
Wednesday after her ex· husband 
testified that she lied to the court 
about her employment. 

Steven Spriggs, of Drift, brought 
the charges against h1s ex-wife, 
Louise Spriggs, in June 1996 after 
she allegedly made a false state­
ment in an official court proceed­
ing. 

Louise Spnggs was charged with 
first degree perjury after she 
allegedly told the Floyd Circuit 
Court that she was not working or 
gainfully employed. 

A person is guilty of perjury 
when he makes a material false 
statement, which he does not 
believe, in any official proceeding 
under an oath required or autho­
rized by law. 

Louise Spriggs' attorney, Dan 
Rowland, questioned Mr. Spriggs 
about his divorce. 

"She tried to get me for stalk­
ing," Mr. Spriggs said. "I was 
acquitted." 

Rowland asked Mr. Spriggs if 
the perjury charges were a result of 
the bitter divorce, but he denied that 
the divorce was the motive for the 
perjury charges.

However, assistant county attor­
ney Lance Daniels informed the 
court that although burglary 1s a 
felony, attempted burglary IS a mis­
demeanor. 

The three men allegedly 
"attempted to enter the 8 Ball Bar 
by kicking in the front door and 
then brealang the glass out of a rear 
window," according to police 
reports. 

Kentucky State Police trooper 
Steve Slone charged the three sus­
pects with attempted burglary and 
criminal mischief. 

Those charges were filed against 
the three suspects after a high­
speed chase with the Prestonsburg 
Police Department. 

According to a report filed by 
Sgt. Mike Ormerod, he pursued the 
vehicle with the three suspects after 
he attempted to stop the vehicle for 
speeding. 

Mcintyre, who was allegedly the 
driver of the vehicle. was going 80 
miles per hour in front of city hall, 
according to the Sgt. Ormerod's 
report. 

Aside from the attempted bur­
glary and criminal mischief 
charges, Mcintyre was also charged 
with numerous traffic VIOlations, 
and Garrett and Anderson were 
charged with alcohol intoxication. 

Anderson, who also had two 
bench · warrants against him, was 
ordered to spend two days in jail for 
failing to complete two days of 
public service which he was 
ordered to perform tn 1995. 

Anderson and Garrett pleaded 
guilty to the alcohol intoxication 
charges, but Mcintyre pleaded 
innocent to the traffic charges. 

A pre-trial conference is sched­
uled for the three suspects at I p.m. 
July 8 in the county attorney's 
office.

testified that Louise Spriggs hed 
about her employment during an 
official court proceeding to deter­
mine whether to increase his child 
support payments.

Spnggs said that Louise Spriggs' 
boyfriend, Lewis Crum, testified in 
a criminal trial that she was working 
for him. 

Floyd District Judge James R. 
Allen ruled that there was probable 
cause to refer the case to a grand 
jury.

Three decades of dedicated ser­
' vice to the City of Xenia, Ohio, will 

be the legacy that fonner Floyd 
Countian Phyllis L. Schafer left 
behind as her tenure as Xenia Parks 
and Recreation Director came to a 
close. 

Schafer was able to accomplish 
many positive things in her 30 years 
with the City, despite grappling 
with the constant challenges of 

• overseeing a recreation program 
hampered by mtnimal funding and 
staffing and sparse facilities 
throughout her career. When 
Schafer was hired in December of 
1966 to replace Lloyd Gayhart as 
Xenta Parks and Recreation 
Director, she became not only the 
first female Parks and Recreation 
Director in Xenia, but in the entire 
State of Ohio. 

Under Schafer's directorship 
over the last 30 years, the City was 
able to slowly build and improve 
upon small neighborhood residen­
tial parks by providing them with 

• playground equipment. Schafer lob­
bied for and received federal park 
funds and other local money to 
improve the Parks and Recreation 
facilities in Xema. 

One of the Schafer's major con­
tributions to Xenia. was the assis­
tance that she provided in the recon­
struction of Shawnee Park after it 
was severely damaged by the 1974 
tornado. 

Schafer, along with Brook 
Shield, former Greene County 
Parks Director, applied for federal 
funding to help aid her effort. She 
worked closely with Harold Freheit, 
architect, to design and rebuild 
Shawnee Park, which has stnce 
become one of the more popular 
landmarks in Xenia. 

Prior to the construction of pub­
lic pools in Xenia, Shafer ran a 
swimming program with portable 
pools that were moved from park to 
park. Some of the recreational pro­
gramming credited to Schafer 
includes elementary basketball for 
boys and girls. the organization of 
youth co-ed softball, adult softball, 
T and gee ball, cheerleading tryouts 
and teams, and the Shawnee Events 
Concerts. 

In 1982, Schafer coordinated the 
development of the Urban Parks 
and Recreation Recovery Plan, 
which became a basis for the park 
facilities improvement and expan­
sion. This plan provided the plan­
ning rationale for the Subdivision 
Regulations to require developers 

to dedicate park land or pay a fee in 
lieu of park land dedication. 

This year, the Urban Parks and 
Recreation Recovery Plan was 
updated wtth the Comprehensive 
RecreatiOn Plan for Xenia and 
Greene County. This plan identifies 
the types of programming and park 
facilities improvement that have to 
be completed for the future.

4-H group helping children develop 
lifelong water conservation habits

Teaching children to save water 
is one of the best ways to conserve 
tlus valuable natural resource. It's 
never too early to help children 
learn the importance of conserving 
water both by setting your own 
example and by showing them how 
to reduce water use during daily 
activities. 

You might want to explain that 
conserving water is like saving 
coins by putting them in a piggy 
bank. 

By conserving water, you have 
_. more to use later, just as saving 

coins means you will have more to 
spend later. Saving money and our 
natural resources are gOO<,i habits 
for children to start early in life and 
to continue on into adulthood. 

Why not take children on a tour 
of your home and help them dis­
cover some simple ways to save 
water? 

In the kitchen, keep a pitcher of 
drinking water in the refrigerator 
instead of letting the faucet run to 
obtain cold water. Wait until the 

- , dishwasher is full to tum it on . If 
' washing dishes or pots and pans by 
• hand, rinse them all at one time 
' rather than letting water run contin­
• uously. 
• In the bathroom, don't let the 

water run continuously while wash-
• ing your hands. Wet hands and lath­

er hands with soap; then rinse 
hands. 

An alternative is to put enough 
water in the basin to wash and rinse 
your hands. Either method will use 
less water than leaving the faucet 
on the entire time. 

Don't leave the tap on while 
brushing your teeth; use a cup of 
water to rinse afterwards. 

In the laundry room, set the 
" clothes washer for the appropriate 

sized load of clothes. If your wash­
' er doesn't have a load-size setting, 
!'.: 

wash only full loads. When possi­
ble, do one medium- or large-sized 
load of laundry, rather than two 
smaller loads. 

You and your children also can 
do many things to reduce water use 
outdoors. 

Use a pool for children's play­
time rather than a hose or sprinkler. 
Turn off the hose when washing the 
car. 

Sweep off patios, decks, drive­
ways and sidewalks instead of 
spraying them with a hose. Collect 
rainwater to fill birdbaths and water 
plants. 

In addition, youth can learn 
more about saving water by 
enrolling in a 4-H water quality 
project and by attending 4-H envi­
ronmental education camps and 
taking part in natural resources 
activities at summer camps. 

"Water Wise," the 4-H water 
quality project, is divided into three 

grade levels. "Introduction to 
Water" helps fourth graders discov­
er the value of water to humans and 
other life fonns and the importance 
of water conservation. 

Fifth graders learn about the 
water cycle in ''Water on Earth." In 
"Water Contamination and Water 
Treatment," sixth graders become 
more aware of how daily activities 
contribute to contamination. 

About 4,000 members in grades 
4-7 take part in environmental edu­
cation programs each year at the 
North Central, J. M. Feltner and 
West Kentucky 4-H camps. 
Members learn respect and respon­
sibility for water and other natural 
resources. 

Nearly 10.000 members, ages 9-
13 years old, take part in natural 
resources activtties Cluring the sum­
mer at North Central, Feltner. West 
Kentucky, Lake Cumberland and 
Diederich 4-H camps.

FLOOD DAMAGES SAVED

Dewey Dam is part of a system 
of darns built on the Levisa Fork to 
help control flooding. The dam 
was built on John's Creek, a tribu­
tary of the Levisa Fork of the Big 
Sandy River. 

Dewey Dam helps control 
flooding on the Big Sandy, Ohio 
and Mississtppi Rivers. 

During the period of Saturday, 
March l, to Thursday, March 6, 
there was 4.27 inches of rain mea­
sured at Dewey Lake. 

The Corps of Engineers closed 

the 
gates to the dam to help control 
flooding downstream. The gates 
were reopened gradually after the 
Ohio River crested. 

The lake began at the winter 
pool elevation of 645' and crested 
at elevation 661.7 4', which is a 16-
foot rise. This used 26.1 percent of 
the reservoirs total capacity. 

In monetary value, Dewey Darn 
saved $140,000 in flood damages 
from the stilling basin to the Ohio 
River. 

This amount does not include 
the money saved on the Ohio River 
to the Mississippi River.

Congressman Rogers office?" she 
conveyed to the caller. I had been lis­
tening closely, in hopes of heanng,

Instead, it was 
only a con­
stituent. She 
began telling 
the caller that 
something was 
"three by five" 

and could be mailed out right away. My 
curiosity peaked. I asked her if it was a 
3" by 5" picture of Congressman 
Rogers, but it was not. A three by five 
foot American flag would be sent out to 
the satisfied constituent. 

After being led down the hall into 
the Congressman's office I found that it 
was nicely decorated yet surprisingly 
small. Sitting on a couch to my left as I 
walked through the office door was a 
man who would later be identified as 
Bob Mitchell, the Congressman's long­
time friend and district field manager. 

Mitchell's job, at least on that day, was 
to make sure this unknown columnist 
(me) was hearing the facts correctly and 
not looking for a reason to twist them 
into a critical news story. When Rogers 
would discuss his proposal to use feder­
al prisoners in an Eastern Kentucky 
clean-up project, Bob Mitchell was 
quick to clarify, "those are mimmum 
security prisoners." "Yes, those are min­
imum security prisoners," Rogers said, 
catching himself. 

Having never met Hal Rogers in per­
son I was expecting the quintessential 
Congressman, the statesman, in the 
dashing photographs and television 
appearances, where Rogers would 
always outshine hts adversaries and 
interviewers, if not with image alone. 
Instead, he was dressed leisurely but 
neatly, and ... common. 

Typical of his nonstop schedule, 
Rogers had just flown in from 
Washington tne night before and would 
be flying back in a couple of days. 
"Yea, I got home about eleven o'clock," 
he said, ... "it's a rat race, to go up there 
and then rush back down here, do your 
stuff on weekends, and rush back up 
there." 

The Interview 
"First off, I went to law school," said 

Rogers when asked how he became 
interested in poliucs. 

In college, he majored in Journalism 
but astde from a brief period in radio 
after high school, he never pursued that 

career field. 
Journalism, however, was not his 

original choice for a major. His first 
year in college, excited by the recent 
Sputnik space launch, he chose Phystcs. 
"I was gonna be a rocket scientist," he 
joked, "but the first semester it was all 
math, and they wouldn't let me shoot 
rockets up the first year, so I got bored 
with it and shifted to Journalism." His 
brother-in-law was an attorney in 
Tennessee and, "impressed by him," he 
decided to attend law school and 
received his LL.B. from the University 
of Kentucky in 1964. 

While finishing up his legal educa­
tion, Rogers developed a relationship 
with Kentucky's politically prominent 
Brown family. "My last year or two of 
law school I law clerked for John Y. 
Brown Senior," recalled Rogers, "he 
had a very successful statewide criminal 
law practice, and I did his research for 
him. He liked me, and I liked htm .... He 
offered me a job after law school. He 
said 'I want you to come to work for 
me. I want you to go to Louisvtlle and 
you and my son John Jr. will operate 
the Louisville office." 

Rogers turned down the elder 
Brown's offer, however, in spite of the 
opportunities it presented. Said Rogers, 
"John Jr., at that time, was selling ency­
clopedias, he was not practicing law. 
That was before he got into Kentucky 
Fried Chicken. But I decided that 
although I liked them, and I liked the 

offer, I wanted to come closer to home 
and to a smaller community where I 
thought I could make a difference. So I 
came here. I've often wondered what 
would have happened if I had gone to 
Louisville with John Jr. I would have 
been involved, I'm sure, in the chicken 
business ... and made a lot of money," 
Rogers ended with a laugh. 

After law school he returned to 
Somerset and became active in the 
Jaycees, who were, at the time, 
involved in promoting industrial devel­
opment for the area. "We went out and 
begged, borrowed and stole and bought 
47 acres of land, and started the mdus­
trial foundation," to recruit factories, 
said Rogers. "I was just interested. tn 
trymg to make a difference m the 
poverty. Because when I grew up in 
Wayne County, you either stayed there 
and piddled around the farm or you had 
to move off to somewhere else to find a 
job," he said. 

Congressman Rogers opened his first 
law office m 1964 and hung his shingle 
out, whtch he had carved out of wood 
and made by himself. In mentioning 
this, he stepped over to the wall by the 
door, and proudly held up a crudely 
made wooden sign which read "Harold 
Rogers: Attorney At Law." Still holding 
the sign, he nostalgically remembered, 
"It was fun, it was a challenge. I had 
three Ia\\ books. I had no secretary ... had 
.1!)' ypewnter and t) ped my own deeds 
Started from scratch." 

I thought drinking in public, indecent exposure, foul 
language and littering and being around a closed ser­
vice station was a crime? They say they're above the 
law. 

It looks like it. 
They hand out for five or six hours and want me to 

close my eyes and ears and pretend I'm at a movie 
show. 

What happened to respect and pride in someone else 
and themselves? These men don't live at Bypro. Why 
don't they party somewhere else? 

I know they have wives, daughters and mothers who 
wouldn't want me to do this in front of them. Seems 
like when all you have to do is cause someone else 
trouble, you think if you're a good ol' boy you can get 
people to bow down and act like a "macho man."

~ People in the community don't 
really understand just what the B1g 
Sandy Area Community Action 
Program is all about, says d1rector 
Mike Howell 

"Many times we are asked: 
'What is the Big Sandy Area 
Community Action Program • is it 
a government agency or is ll a com­
munity organization?"' Howell 
said. 

The B1g Sandy Area Communlly 
Action Program Inc. (BSACAP) IS 
a pnvate, non-profit orgamzation 
that offers comprehensive educa­
tion, job training, self-sufficiency 
and enrichment programs to low­
income res1dents ofAoyd, Johnson, 
Magoffin, Manin, and P1ke couo-

tics, according to Howell. 
In 1964, while on his way across 

the country to see firsthand the 
poverty and living conditiOns of 
America's poor. President Lyndon 
B. Johnson, helicoptered into 
Manin County. There he truly got a 
picture of the standards of living in 
rural Appalachia. As a result of his 
findings and with the assistance of 
compassiOnate legislators like 
Congressman Carl D. Perkins, the 
Economic Opportunity Act (EOA) 
was signed into Ia\\. 

This single piece of legislation, 
created to improve the hves of the 
less fortunate, launched America's 
War on Poverty, Howell says. 
Through the EOA. community 

action agencies were created to 
develop and administer programs 
designed to address the needs of 
America's poor. As a result, pro­
grams in education, employment, 
job training, and self-sufficiency 
were created. 

Many of these programs- such 
as Head Start, Vista and Job Corps 
- st1ll exist today. On September 5, 
1965, BSACAP was incorporated in 
the State of Kentucky as one such 
agency. Today, BSACAP is one of 
23 commumty action agencies in 
Kentucky and one of more than 
I ,000 in the Umtcd States. 

Community Action Agencies 
(CAA's) continue to play a unique 
role in the provision of services to 

Certification program to produce 
better-prepared child welfare workers 

Beginning this fall, some 
Kentucky students of social work 
will be able to graduate with more 
than just a bachelor's degree. 

The Kentucky Cabinet for 
Families and Children, working in 
partnership w1th the Kentucky 
Association of Social Work 
Educators and Eastern Kentucky 
University's Social Services 
Training Project, has developed a 
Public Child Welfare Certification 
Program to better prepare students 
for theu real-world expenence in 
child protection. 

The innovative ptlot program 
will allow 30 selected students to 
become "certified public ch1ld wel­
fare workers" through a common 
statewide cumculum that includes 
expert instruction from Cabmet 
trainers and 400 hours of intern­
ship. Each student in the program 
will attend tuition-free, and will 
also receive a stipend to cover liv­
ing expenses. 

As pan of the contract between 
each student and the Cab1net's 
Department for Socml Services, the 
department intends to h1re the stu­
dent at the Family Services Worker 
Senior level upon certification. Th1s 
will al low for a starting salary of 
$20,000, as opposed to the current 
starting salary of $18,000 for the 
Family Services Worker position. 

The program grew out of discus­
sions a year ago between Cabinet 
Secretary Viola Miller and Steve 
Fox, a former Social Services 
deputy commissioner and now 
director of the EKU Social Services 
Training Project. Miller, a former 
dean of continuing education for 
Murray State University, wanted to 
enhance cooperation among 
Kentucky's universities while 
improving skill levels and worker 
retention within her own cabinet. 

"I wanted a way to get the best 
and brightest students, and to 
encourage them to seek public child 
welfare as a viable career," Mtller 
said. She said the stipends, higher 
salaries and job-placement compo-

attract and retain qualified workers. 
In turn, students placed with the 
depanment must agree to stay for at 
least t\\ o years. 

Miller said the Cabinet and the 
pubhc will benefit. because stu 
dents wtll graduate from the pro­
gram ready to work, rather than 
having to undergo basic training 
after they are h1red. 

Doug Burnham, director of the 
soc~al work program at Eastern 
Kentuck.")' University and pres1dent 
of the Kentucky Association of 
Social Work Educators, satd the 
program also complements Gov. 
Paul Patton's cooperative approach 
to reforming h1gher education m 
Kentucky. Burnham and represen 
tatives of other universities' social 
work programs have been meetmg 
with the Cabinet for a year to work 
out a common syllabus for each of 
two courses. 

Each of six partiCipating univer­
Slties-EKU, Murray, the 
University of Kentucky, Spaldmg 
Umversit>, Morehead State 
Umverstty and Northern Kentucky 
University-will select five stu­
dents in their junior year, based in 
part on interviews conducted JOint­
ly by faculty and by representatives 
of the Department for Social 
Services. Students must attain a 3.0 
grade-point average in the general 
social-work program, complete a 
written application, undergo a crim­
inal-records check and obtain rec­
ommendations from faculty and 
other students in order to panici­
pate. 

One course will teach students 
the causes and effects of violence, 
indicators and family dynamics of 
abuse and neglect, reporting 
requirements, the roles of profes­
siOnals, leg1slation and other soci­
etal responses, and treatment 
modalities. 

The second course will move 
beyond traditional classroom 
instruction by usmg interactive 
v1deo, workshops, guest speakers. 
and frequent opportunities to prac­
tice intervening m situations that 
mvolve child abuse and neglect and 
domestic vwlcnce. The course will 
cover such areas as risk assessment, 
use of authority, interviewing skills, 
cultural sensitivity and effective 
aC:vocacy. Rose Bogal-Allbritten, 
director of the soctal work program 
at Murray, said usc of the Social 
Services veterans will allow stu­
dents to "really hear from the peo­
ple with the most expertise, which 
is a lot richer than having it all 
come from one faculty member at 
one univers1ty." 

Dunng the practicum portion of 
the program, some of the 
Department for Social Serv1ces' 
mo~t skilled workers will serve as 
mentors to the students as they 
work together on actual cases. 

The budget for the first two 
years is $483,374, including the 
stipends, salary for a project direc­
tor and the cost of a proJect evalua­
tion. Federal social-services train­
mg funds will pay for the program. 
If all goes well, the program could 
be expanded after the two-year pilot 
ends.

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Rowe guilty of execution, decapitation of ex-husband 
Jury deliberates less 
than hour, Rowe 
gets life sentence 

The jury deliberated less than an hour 
Tuesday before finding a Virgie woman 
guilty of plannmg the execution and decap­
ItatiOn of her ex-husband . 

'The circuit court JUry of 10 women and 
two men found the evidence supported 
claims made by the prosecution that Arlene 
Hall Rowe, 35, premeditated a conspiracy 

• m which Robert Frazure would kill Everett 
"T.'' Hall, 47. 

The jurors recommended hfe in prison, 
the most severe penalty available to them. 

The jury also found Rowe guilty on two 
counts of tampering with physical evidence 
and recommended five years' imprison­
ment on each. The jury further recommend­
ed the three sentences be served consecu­
tively rather than all three at the same time. 

Formal sentencing of Rowe will be May 
16, before Pike Circuit Judge Eddy 
Coleman. 

Both Ron Burchett, assistant common-

wealth's attorney, and Robert Wright, 
defense attorney, said they felt the trial was 
conducted fairly. 

"It was a clean trial," Wright said. 
"There was not a whole lot of appealable 
1ssues, but there were some." 

He added that an appeal is "a definite 
possibility" but he would not make a deci­
sion until speaking with Rowe and review­
mg the court proceedings. 

"The defense we put on was a hard pill 
for the jury to swallow," he stated. "It was 
a good defense, but it was a hard defense." 

The pivotal factor in the case for the 
prosecution was a picture presented to the 
jury during the cross-examination of Rowe, 
according to Burchett. The photo showed 
her sitting on a couch with her arms around 
two men who were seated on each side of 
her. 

Burchett said there were two bottles of 
wh1skey in the photo and Rowe, who was 
wearing a Florida tee-shirt, was laughing 
and apparently having a good time. He said 
this refuted her claims of being scared, ner­
vous and losing weight following the mur­
der of Hall, whom she was still living with 
at the time of his death. 

"In this photo, Arlene Rowe did not look 

sick or poorly," he said. "She was having a 
good time and ready to party." 

This also became a major part of 
Burchett's closing argument. He told the 
jury Hall's murder was when "party time" 
started. The defense had argued Rowe 
would have nothing to gain from Hall's 
death, but Burchett said the picture showed 
what Hall would not have allowed to go on 
while he was alive. 

"This is what she wants," he said. "She 
wants control. She wants to be queen of 
Monkey Town." 

He called Rowe a "predator" and a 
''black widow " 

"It was not Arlene Rowe's hands that 
killed 'T' Hall. But it was her mind," 
Burchett continued. "She wanted 'T' Hall 
gone. She's not stupid." 

Wright centered his summation to the 
jury on the actions and persona of Frazure, 
32, of Titusville, Florida. He repeatedly 
reminded the jury that Frazure is the self­
admitted killer of Hall. Wright went on to 
paint a portrait of Frazure as a previously 
convicted felon, a drifter, a person who has 
killed before and who considered himself 
mistreated by the person he confessed to 
killing. 

Corruption trial begins Monday 
Exhibit list gives peek into prosecution game plan

After more than a year of speculation 
and anticipation, a federal jury next week 
will begin hearing evidence in the corrup­
tion trial of County Judge-Executive Hobert 

• Meade and his brother-in-law. former 
Bridge and Road Supervisor Woodrow 
Thomas Staniford. 

Meade and Stanlford wer~ indicted last 
August along w1th two others in an indict­
ment which painted a picture of county 
government officials stealmg thousands of 
dollars in public money. 

The two are scheduled to go on trial 
beginning Monday in U.S. District Court in 
Pikeville, before Judge Joseph Hood. 

The stakes are high for the two men. If 
convicted on all of the eight counts he 
faces, Meade could be sentenced to up to 55 

• years in prison and $2 million in fines. 
Staniford, who faces only four counts, 
could receive up to 35 years in prison and 
$1 mtllion in fines if convicted. 

Johnson County's political scene also 
hangs in the balance, awaiting the outcome 
of the trial. 

If convicted, Meade would either have to 
resign as judge or be removed through court 
action. In either case, Gov. Paul Patton 
would appoint a successor, and that possi­
bility has already generated rumors of 
potential replacements should Meade be 
convicted - with most of the names float-

• ing around belonging to Democrats. 
But should Meade be acquitted, Johnson 

County's political future is even less clear. 
Hampered over the past year by divisions 
on the fiscal court, leading many of his pro­
posals to fall by the wayside due to dead­
lock or defeat, Meade would return to face 
a court which has already made clear, 
through deed if not through word, its inten­
tion to fight him every step of the way. 

Old Charges and a 

First Look at the Evidence 
Meade and Staniford, along with former 

Road Supervisor Ernie VanHoose, were 
ind1cted for allegedly taking kickbacks on 
road repair projects funded by the Federal 
Emergency Management Agency. 

VanHoose pleaded guilty in September 
to one count of the indictment as part of a 
plea agreement which will drop seven other 
charges against him and require him to tes­
tify on behalf of the prosecution. 

According to the indictment, the scheme 
began after the fiscal court received 
$68,660 in FEMA money to repair damages 
associated with winter storms in February 
1994 and $138,449 for repair projects 
resulting from flooding in May 1995. The 
indictment alleges that Meade, Staniford 
and VanHoose "conspired to corruptly 
solicit and demand money from certain 
local contractors ... by knowingly and inten­
tionally awarding FEMA to the said local 
contractors and then demanding that the 
same contractors kick back a substantial 
portion of the contract price to the defen­
dants in cash." 

The indictment alleges VanHoose met 
with David Lee Bowling, owner of Dave's 
Concrete Company, in March or April of 
1994 and told him "that Johnson County 
had a 'new county judge' who wanted to 
speak with Bowling about FEMAjobs." 

After that initial meeting, Meade and 
VanHoose allegedly met with Bowling at 
the former Bonanza Steak House in 
Paintsville. During that meeting, Meade 
allegedly promised to assist Bowling in get­
ting FEMA projects, if Bowling would pay 
for the assistance. 

Bowling's company reoeived $27,738 in 
work on FEMA projects around September 
15, to work on Whippoorwill Road, 
Coleman Branch, Asa Creek Road, Butcher 
Hollow and Fitch Branch. 

The indictment alleges Bowling later 
made two cash payments between $1,500

Pennington, too, has seen new kgal 
troubles of his own, having recently been 
charged with tem>nstic threatemng for 
allegedly threatening to 1011 a Ptkeville 
man. Pe.tutington ran afout··or·authotities 
just days later when he allegedly threat· 
ened to burn down the hoUse of a Aoyd 
County distnct judge. 

and $1,600 to Meade, and another payment 
of $1,500 to $1,800 to Meade. 

The indictment describes similar meet­
ings between Staniford and another con­
tractor, Larry Milton Butcher of M.A.T. 
Company. 

According to the indictment, Staniford 
allegedly told Butcher he could receive 
favorable treatment on FEMA contracts 
under $10,000 if he would pay back one­
third of the contract to Meade and another 
third to Stamford. 

The indictment alleges Butcher received 
$24,175 in contracts for work on Dry Creek 
Branch, Upper Twin Branch, Barnetts 
Creek Road and Boat Gunnell Road. He 
allegedly paid well over $15,075 to Meade 
and Staniford for those projects. 

A list of exhibits recently filed by 
Assistant U.S. Attorney Pat Molloy, who 
will be prosecuting Meade and Staniford, 
sheds some light about how the government 
intends to prove 1ts case against the two 
men. 

Regarding the FEMA scheme, the 
exhibits include checks from M.A.T. 
Company dated August 10 and October I 2, 
1995, for $3,228 and $7,000, as well as a 
check stub for the $3,228 check. 

Other exhibits relating to the FEMA 
conspiracy include documents tracing the 
trail of money from the state to the fiscal 
court and on to Dave's Concrete and 
M.A.T. Company; FEMA documents on 
Whippoorwill Road, Dry Branch, Upper 
Twin Branch, Barnetts Creek and Boat 
Gunnell Road; and files on Coleman 
Branch, Asa Creek, Butcher Hollow and 
Fitch Branch. 

In earlier documents, Molloy has indi­
cated hts case will hinge entirely on docu­
ments and the testimony of witnesses, 
which raises the possibility that VanHoose 
or the contractors may be called to testify 
about the FEMA scheme. 

The indictment also outlines a second 
scheme involving the county's 1994 pur­
chase of two dump trucks. 

According to the indictment, Meade and 
VanHoose, along with Flat Gap auto broker 
Johnny Pennington, "devised a scheme by 
which they secretly purchased two dump 
trucks, concealed their ownership in them, 
and, by furnishing false and misleading 
information, they persuaded the Johnson 
County Fiscal Court to purchase the two 
dump trucks at inflated prices." 

The indictment alleges Meade and 
VanHoose used Pennington's knowledge of 
the auto industry to purchase one dump 
truck from Graham Ford in Columbus, 
Ohio, and another from Trend Motor Sales 
in Chesterland, Ohio, for a total cost of 
$30,300. 

The trucks were then passed through 
Mershon's World of Cars in Springfield, 
Ohio, and B & E Auto Brokers in Reno, 
Nevada. to conceal the trio's ownership of 
them. They were later sold to the fiscal 
court for a total of $45,500. After the deal­
ers along the line were paid their share, 
Meade, VanHoose and Pennington alleged­
ly pocketed $11,200. 

Government exhibits regarding the 
dump truck scheme include a check show­
ing a $3,000 payment from Meade's con­
struction company to VanHoose; two 
$2,000 checks from Penmngton Enterprises 
to Meade Construction dated November 12 
and November 22, 1994; and faxes, titles, 
bills of sale; and checks resulting from the 
sale of the dump trucks. 

"Arlene sees a wild man who has killed 
before and "'ho has put two bullets in the 
head of her ex-husband. And it was not out 
of passion . It w~ cold-blooded," he said. 
''There's a killer on Virgie but it is not 
Arlene Rowe. What would you do if he 
threatened your children? What would you 
do if he threatened your family?" 

Monday morning, Rowe took the stand 
and was questioned for approximately four 
hours, dunng which time she broke down 
once and required a recess. 

Also, she was asked if she had anythmg 
to say to Hall's family. 

"I'm sorry I still love him," she said. "I 
never got to say goodbye to him or any-

thing. I had it made. I could look the world 
over and not found anyl:iody better." 

As she spoke, several members of Hall's 
fam1ly wept openly, and one ran from the 
courtroom. 

Rowe contended she knew nothing 
about the killing until after the fact . She 
said she was forced into the cover-up under 
threat of death to her children and younger 
brother, Gary Young. who was named as a 
co-defendant on the mdictrnent along w1th 
Rowe and Frazure. 

"Robert was waiting for me at the end of 
the trailer when I got back," she said. "He

'Militia ntan' ousted from 
Martin County circuit court 

A member of the so-called West Virginia 
Militia and one of his cohorts was lodged in 
the Big Sandy Reg10nal Detention Center 
for apparently defying the authority of 
Circuit Judge Stephen "Nick" Frazier. 

Joseph Chapman appeared before 
Frazier last Thursday in Martin County 
Circuit Court for his formal arrrugnment on 
charges of third-degree rape (statutory). 
Chapman was indicted by a Martin County 
Grand Jury last month. 

Chapman was accompanied to court by 
two men and two women. The four were 
dressed in odd, uniform-type apparel, with 
American flags, stitched on their shirts. 
When Frazier asked Chapman to approach 
the bench to hear formal charges read 
against him, he said he could not "pass the 
bar," and began reading from a copy of fed 
era! uniform codes. One of the men accom­
panymg Chapman stood up and said that 
neither Chapman, nor the others formally 
recognized Frazier's authority. 

A potential volatile situation was quick­
ly d1ffused, however. when Frazier asked 
that the man be removed from the court­
room. The man carried a non-photo identi­
fication card in h1s wallet that identified 

him as Wayne Julio Wahner. 42. The man 
refused to cooperate with Martin County 
Sheriff deputies. 

he also carried in his wallet a card signi­
fying that he was a member of the West 
Virg1nia Militia, one of a handful of right­
wing separatist organtzations across the 
country. According to Chief Deputy F.D. 
Fitzpatrick, the man from Lawrence 
County, was a member of a group that trted 
to file a declaration of independence from 
the United States. He is being held for 15 
days for Contempt of Court. 

Sheriff's deputies said that so far, the 
man has not cooperated with authonues, he 
refused to acknowledge the police's author­
ity and has not confirmed nor denied that 
the identification card is actually his. An 
NCIC check revealed that Wahner had 
c.:ommitted no crimes and was not wanted 
on bench warrants. 

Because of the courtroom disrupuon and 
Chapman's apparent unwillingness to 
cooperate w1th authonties, Frazier set his 
bail conditions aside and returned him to 
the detention center. 

After the initial disruption, court went 
on uninterrupted.- The Manin County Sun 

Sandy Valley Habitat breaks

Frawre testified against Rowe and 
claimed to be "under the influence 
of Arlene" when he killed Hall. 

"How IS It that this woman 
(Rowe) could do this? ... She has a 
rare and unique gift to know exact­
ly what a man wants and needs," 
Burchett said. The first charge of 
tampering with evidence centered 
around cleaning the Hall's resi­
dence of blood and broken glass, 
the burning of the recliner. and the 
hiding of Hall's body. 

Also, part of the plan was to burn 
Hall's body, which again ended tn 
failure. The head has never been 
found. 

Young, \\ ho Rowe said was also 
forced into participation, v. ill he 
tried separately. 

"Robert put 'Ts' body in the 
back of the truck and he told Gary. 
'You'll go wtth me or you'll go 
with lum (Hall),'' Rowe said. Later 
in her testimony, she satd, "He told 
me. 'Get that (expletive) cleaned up 
by the ttme I get back or Gary 
won't come hack " 

The second charge stems from 
the involvement of Rowe, Frazure 
and allegedly Young in trying to 
prevent the identification of Hall's 
body. Frazure claims Rowe 
obtained explosive materials on 
two occasiOns to destroy the mine 
in wluch Hall's body had been left. 
After failing to destroy the evidence 
on each of these attempts, he went 
to the mine a third ttme to mutilate 
the body. 

Dr. Emily Craig, state forenstc 
anthropologist, testified the body 
was covered with a "slick and 
gooey" petroleum product, whtch 
was tested to be motor oil. She also 
testified that the feet, which Fra1Ure 
did not remove, aided in the identt· 
fication of Hall's body because of a 
former amputation he had to his left 
foot due to an earlier injury. 

She said after that, the cover-up 
and falstficatJons began. 

Rowe denied any involvement in 
the desecration of Hall's body. 

"I told everybod) dtlfcrent. I 
told 'T's' family so many lies, l told 
everybody lies," Rowe testified. 
''Robert told me something would 
happen to 'T Jr." (she said that's 
what Frazure called her youngest 
daughter). He said, 'It happened 
once, it could happen again.'' 

Frazur.! entered a blind plea of 
guilty following several motions by 
his attorney at the onset of the trtal. 

The onginal plan was to cut off 
Hall's head, hands and feet. But 
Frazure said after chopping off the 
head, he became sick and did not 
remove any of the extremities.

Included was a bill for about $2,300 to go to his 
home to find out why he didn't show up at work 
(thus finding his body), plus about $500 for iden­
tifying the body for the coroner, plus about $250 
to go to his mother's home, knock on her door, 
and tell her that her son was dead. (After unfa­
vorable publicity, the fmn withdrew the bill.) 

-University of North Carolina law professor 
Barry Nakell, 53, a nationally known expert on 
death-penalty law, was flred in February after 
pleading guilty to shoplifting food and a book 
from a store in Chapel Hill. He had also been 
charged with shoplifting in 1991, but the charge 
was d1sm1ssed after he performed community 
service. 

GOVERNMENT IN ACTION 
The Los Angeles Times reported in 

December that nearly 2,000 crinunals, "hun­
dre,ds" of them violent or repeat offenders, have 
escaped in the last two years from a lackadaisi­
cally run work-release program of the Los 
Angeles County Sheriff's Department. In most 
cases, inmates were merely asked if they pre­
ferred work-release, w1th no examination of their 
criminal records. 

- In a September statement, Joseph Smezek, 
an official of the Centers for Disease Control's 
National Center for Injury Prevention. lamented 
the senous mjuries suffered by rodeo bull nders 
and suggested a solution might be to require hel­
mets. 

- In November, as part of a growing trend to 
mtcromanage school curricula, the New York 

legislature required that all public school stu­
dents age 8 and above receive formal mstruction 
in the Irish potato famine of the 1840s. That fol­
lows a requirement that students be given 
instruction weekly on how animals fit into "the 
economy of nature." (New Jersey already 
requires instruction on the potato famine, via 
amendment to its law requiring instruction on the 
Holocaust.) 

- In January in an experiment to exercise 
better crowd control over opposition-party 
demonstrations in Jakarta, Indonesia, the local 
police chief put seven cobras m a glass case in 
front of the main police station and said they 
would be used to intimidate protesters. He said 
police would wave the cobras at the crowd, but it 
was not clear whether officers relished handling 
the snakes in the first place or that such crowds 
would allow the officers to get close enough for 
the snakes to strike. 

- The National Wilderness Institute charged 
in January that the Department of the Interior has 
failed to remove several plant and wlldlife 
species from the government's endangered list 
despite the common knowledge that they (such 
as the "Maguire daisy") do not exist. The gov­
ernment resists because it says it costs $37,000 to 
remove a name from the list but meanwhile has 
added hundreds of new ones in recent years. 

- The governing commercial body of 
Europe, the European Union, ruled in February 
that despite a six-century tradillon, wooden shoes 
manufactured in the Netherlands would no 
longer be permitted in the workplace unless they 
could meet the same standards as steeltoed safe­
ty shoes. Shoe manufacturers warn that Dutch 
clogs mtght soon disappear altogether. As one 
shoe execullve srud, "It would be like Paris wtth­
out the Eiffel Tower." 

- In December, the Canadian Defense 
Department 1ssued a 17 -page set of gutdelines for 
manufacturers who wish to compete for new con­
tracts to supply underwear to the mihtary. Among 
the most challc.,rm• requir,·ment<; <tre that om 
pair must be able to be worn for s1x-month stints 
in the field and that the garment must be invisi-

ble to night-vision goggles so that a skivvy-clad 
soldier does not offer a target to snipers. 

SEEDS OF OUR DESTRUCTION 
- The Sunday Times of London reported in 

December that 300 tons of humanitarian aid from 
Western countries was sitting in Bosnian ware­
houses because it is useless. Included were birth 
control pills with an expiration date of 1986, 
weight-reduction tablets from Britain, mouth­
wash from the United States, and chemical waste 
from Germany. According to the Times, some 
war-zone drivers have been killed transporting 
these supplies, and the German chemicals by law 
cannot be returned, thus creating a hazardous 
waste disposal problem for Bosnians. 

- The Assoctated Press reported in February 
on Ms. Myassar AbulHawa, 52, the first female 
taxicab driver in Jordan. Her business is brisk, in 
part because some devout Muslim men ask for 
her by name to chauffeur their wives and daugh­
ters so they won't be alone with male dnvers. (As 
is sometimes the case in the United States, Abul­
Hawa turned to taxi-driving when she could not 
put to use her degree in English literature.)

Just make 
sure you have some dust in the bag, 
in case you have just installed a 
new paper bag. 

If using it around the sink, take 
care not to pick up water unless you 
are using a wet/dry vacuum. Try to 
locate where they are entering the 
house and either spray ant poison or 
plug the entry point with caulking. 

One of our problems was, the 
ants would go up the exterior wall 
into the attic and then come down 
inside the walls and enter the room 
at the plug-ins. I sealed these areas 
with expanding foam spray. A little 
of this material goes a long way.
