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Floyd truck 
driver killed 
in fiery crash

Kentucky State Police arc seek 
ing motorists who may have wit­
nessed a fiery collision that claimed 
the lives of a Floyd County man and 
the son of a Kentucky Senator 
Wednesday morning on the Daniel 
Boone Parkway. 

Johnny Skeans. 59, of Martin, 
and Barry D. Freeman, 32, of 

Rogers to kick off 
PRIDE with visit 
to illegal dump 

U.S. Representative Hal Rogers 
and Kentucky Secretary of Natural 
Resources Jim Bickford will tour a 
dumpsite in Floyd County to offi­
cially kick off Eastern Kentucky 
Pride - Personal Responsibility In 
a Desirable Environment on Oc­
tober 20. Rogers said "we will be 
working across the region on activi 
ties of all kinds that show we are 
committed to cleaning up our 
streams, rivers and roadsides of ille­
gal garbage and sewage." 

At 2:35 p.m that day, Rogers is 
"scheduled to land on an already 
renovated site via helicopter to tour 
a dump site in the Stumbo Hollow 
area of Drift," said Kevin Webb, 
Floyd County's ecology officer. 

This is the first comprehensive, 
region-wide, local-state-federal co­
operative effort designed to address 
the challenge of cleaning up the re­
gion. 

Corbin, were kjlled around 10:50 
a.m. Wednesday when their vehicles 
collided and burst into flames about 
three miles east of Manchester. 

Skeans and Freeman were pro­
nounced dead at the scene by Clay 
County Coroner Jim Trosper. 

Skeans, who was a self-em­
ployed truck driver, is survived by 
his wife, Ruby Osborne Skeans; 
three sons; and a daughter. 

His funeral will be held at 11 
a.m. Sunday at Nelson-Frazier Fu­
neral Home. 

Freeman was the son of Senator 
Glen Freeman, and the General As­
sembly's special session will ad­
journ Friday for Freeman's funeral. 

According to a KSP London Post 
media release, Freeman was travel­
ing east on the parkway and "for an 
unknown reason (apparently) 
cr<>ssed into the westbound lane" 
colliding with a coal truck driven by 
Skeans. 

Skeans' truck overturned, 
spilling the coal onto the shoulder, 
and Freeman's vehicle hit the 
guardrail and spun around into the 
opposite direction it was traveling, 
the release says. 

The Daniel Boone Parkway wa" 
blocked for about six hours and traf­
fic was rerouted while the Manches­
ter Fire and Rescue squad extin­
guished the fire and the state police 
began investigating the mishap. 

Wednesday's fatal accident is 
under investigation by KSP trooper 
Craig Sutton, and witnesses should 
contact the Kentucky State Police at 
1-800-222-5555. 

Nightclub bouncer 
convicted of assault

A Holiday Inn bouncer, who ap­
parently slammed a customer's face 
into the concrete on New Year's 
Eve. was convicted of fourth degree 
assault Tuesday by a Floyd County 
jury. 

The bouncer - Carl Meade, 25, 
of Prestonsburg - was fined $200 
and a twelve-month jail sentence 
was suspended. 

According to assistant county at­
torney Lance Daniels, John Thomas 
Clark suffered "severe bruises and 
lacerations to his eye and chin" dur­
ing the assault. 

Clark obtained a court summons 
against Meade and Jamie Craft, an­
other bouncer for Holiday Inn, on 
January 14 alleging they "threw him 

down on his face." 
Craft was acquitted of the assault 

charge. 
During a jury trial for the two de­

fendants, Clark testified that he and 
another person at the hotel's bar had 
gotten into a verbal argument, but 
they resolved their differences be­
cause it was New Year's Eve. 

Clark said a security officer later 
asked him to leave the bar, but he re­
fused because he wasn't doing any­
thing. 

Testimony from Holiday Inn em­
ployees differed about how Clark 
was escorted out of the establish­
ment, Daniels said Thursday, adding 
that an "objective eyewitness" testi­
fied Meade slammed Clark face 
down into the concrete.

Wheelwright official 
jailed on theft charge

Just days after being named to 
oversee the police department, 
Wheelwright City Commissioner 
Luther Johnson Jr. found himself be­
hind bars and charged with theft. 

Johnson, 43, was arre~ted early 
Thursday by Floyd Sheriff Paul 
Hunt Thompson on a charge of rc 
ceiving stolen property, a vehicle. 

Johnson was arraigned Thursday 
morning in Floyd District Court and 
placed under a$ I 0,000 or I 0 percent 
bond by District Judge James R. 
Allen. About two hours after his ar­
raignment, Johnson was released on 
a $20,000 surety bond and Johnson's 
wife, Ruby, signed the bond. 

AJso arrested with Johnson was 
Burnette Little, 28, of Wheelwright. 
Sheriff Thompson charged Little 
with first degree criminal mischief. a 
felony. 

There was no information con­
tained in the court record detailing 
the charge against Little. 

Judge Allen entered not guilty 
pleas on both Johnson's and Little's 
behalf and first set their bonds at 
$5,000 or 10 percent cash. Allen 
later upped the bond to $10,000 or 
1 0 percent cash. 

Little was also released on a 
$20,000 surety bond which Ruby 
Johnson signed. 

Preliminary hearings for the two 
were set for October 8 at 2:30p.m. 

Last week, Johnson announced 
his resignation from the city com 
mission, but this week reportedly 
"on-resigned" and said he was re­
maining on the commission. 

If convicted of the charge, John­
son could face a year in jail in Pike 
County. where he pleaded guilty in 
July to a misdemeanor theft charge 
and was placed on two years' proba­
tion.

Ajoint community and Jaw enforce­
ment cffo1t paid off in a big v.ay 
Wednesday when a nine-year-old 

boy. missing for about 18 hours. was found 
unharmed. 

Christopher Robinson Jr. of David was 
faintly calling. "I'm scared," from a moun­
tain~ide at Bear Hollow before being found 
by David firefighter and deputy sheriff Greg 
Davis and Quillen Shepherd. 

"It just overwhelmed my heart to find that 
little boy alive," Shepherd said very modest­
ly. "1 don't feel famous. I expected the worst. 
Thank God everything turned out the way it 
did. I told them to let me and Greg Davis get 
in the woods and we'd find that boy and bring 
him out. And we did." 

He sa1d he was hungry and thirsty. I had a 
pop and a pack of nabs I gave to him." 

Prestonsburg EMT Larry Adams treated 
Robinson at the scene and said the child ap­
peared to be in good condition "for what he's 
been through." The child told Adams, "I 
thought I was being chased (during the 
night)." 

Adams said rescue worlcrs and searchers 
were very close Tuesday night to the spot 
where Robmson was found . 

"He said he had fallen asleep." Adams 
said. "1 guess he was asleep when we were 
yelling for him Thank the Lord he was all 
right. " 

Robinson was tra nsported down the 
mountaintop by Floyd Disaster and Emer­
gency Services director Lon ~lay and Adams. 
He was transported to May's vehicle on a 
four-wheeler. 

Robinson became lost Tuesday afternoon 
on a mountainside close to the Floyd/Magof­
fin County line. Robinson v. as \\ ith his bt oth­
er-in-law. Carlton Conn, 20, of Tram, when 
the two became separated in the woods 
around 6 p.m. Tuesday. Conn told officials 
different versions of the afternoon. saying the 
two had went on thc mountain to sword fight 
and another time said the two were practicing

never been in that area of 
David before.

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Michigan fugitive 
c~ught in P'burg

A Michigan fugit1ve, who is wanted 
on an attempted murder cHarge and sev­
eral out-of-state warrants, had a short­
lived refuge in Floyd County. 

Dennis Ray Steele. 37, of Ypsilanti. 
Michigan. was taken into custody 
Wednesday by Prestonsburg sergeant 
Gerald Clark. He had been on tht.: run 
from Michigan authorities for 12 days. 

According to information received 
from Michigan, Steele was wanted on 
five warrants - assault with the intent 
to murder; two warrants for failure to 
appear in ~:ourt on drug-related charges: 
and two traffic warrants. 

Steele is accused of stabhing Lester 
Wallen, of Michigan, and beating him 
over the head with a tt.:lcphone on 
September 19. 

The Prestonsburg Police Department 
received information that Steele was 
possibly staying at a local hotel, and he 
was a .. heavy drug user," who uses mar­
ijuana, heroine and crack cocaine. 

.. \Vhen on drugs he bcn•me' very 
violent," Sgt. Clark said about the 
detailed information the rolice depart­
ment received from Michigan authori­
ties. 

Steele is also charged with home 
invasion. an offense which carries a 
penalty of up to 20 years tn jail or up to 
$5,000 in fines. The attempted murder 
charge could result \\ ith hfe 111 prison or 
any number of years. 

Sgt. Clark said Steele had stayed at 
Pre~tonsburg Inn last Wednesday and 
Thursday, and he had hcen staying 
recently in the Corn rork area. 

After recogni7ing the fugitive from 
some photos. Sgt. Clark stnpped a vehi­
de and confirml'd that the passenger 
was Steele,

Steele waived an extradition hearing 
Thursday morning in floyd District 
Court, and can be held at the jail for 30 
days or until Michigan authorities trans­
port him back to the state.

He said witnesses also testitied that 
Clark was not drunk when the incident 
occurred. 

"It doesn't matter how drunk some­
one may be - it does not merit being 
assaulted by ha\'ing your face smashed 

into the concrete," the assistant county 
attorney said. "These bouncers did not 
handle the .situation properly." 

Although Meade was not jailed for 
the assault of Clark, he may have to 
serve a one-year sentence on a prior 
felony com iction 

Dewey Hackworth. with the state's 
prohation and parok r)ffice, said Meade 
was com ictcd of second degree criminal 
abuse in 1995, and he was placed on f1 ve 
year's probation. 

"I intend to recommend that 
(Meade's) probation be revoked," 
Hackworth said Thursday. "If that hap­
pens, he will have to ser\'e a year in jail 
(for the 1995 conviction)." 

An executive at Holiday Inn would 
not comment on Meade's com·iction. 
refused to advise if he was still 
employed at the hotel and slammed the 
phone down Thursday.

Fall forest fire 
hazard season 
began October 1 

Without the watchful eye of the 
Kentucky Division of forestry. the 
leaves this autumn may be more 

.-ablaze'' than normal. Kentucky is 
known for its beautiful fall colors, 
but along with those fall colors 
comes the threat of forest fires. 

October I marks the start of the 
Fall Forest Fire Hazard Season. The 
Division of Forestry is gearing up 
to ensure that those brilliant yel­
lows. crimsons. and oranges do not 
turn fire red. The Division of 
Forestry is training crews and 
checking equipment to make sure 
that everything is ready in the case 
of a forest fire. "Forest fires cause a 
decline in our forest resources such 
as wildlife habitat, timber supplies, 

~water quality, and scenic beauty. 
This is something that affects all 
Kentuckians.'' said Mark 
Matuszewski, director of the 
Division of Forestry.

A bad first

We can only hope that 
first impressions aren't the 
best impressions as they 
concern the s(ate's newly 
appointed director of the 
Office of Education Ac­
countability. 

Most Floyd Countians 
are quite familiar with that 
agency and its former 
chief, Dr. Penney Sanders, 
since the OEA maintained 
a considerable presence 
here to keep a watchful eye 
on the Floyd County 
School System. 

The OEA hasn't made 
many friends among local 
school officials and politi­
cos, having taken leading 
roles in the investigations 
and ousters of some school 
leaders but, as the saying 
goes, it was a dirty job, but 
someone had to do it. 

Dr. Sanders left her post 
last summer and was re­
placed this week by Ken­
neth J. Henry, a professor 
of education at Union Col­
lege in Barbourville. 

We don't know Mr. 
Henry from Adam, but we 
can assume from his com­
ments in an interview pub­
lished Thursday that he has 
a different sort of role in 
mind for the OEA under his 
leadership. 

Noting that under Dr. 
Sanders' direction the OEA 
spent most of its energies 
"to make a point," Henry 
said his leadership would 
emphasize balancing the 
agency's police powers and 
assistance powers. 

He said that "Service to 
the legislature is very im­
portant, developing re­
search data ... as we reform 
the reform."

Doesn't sound too en­
couraging to those of us 
who consider the OEA's 
ftrst priority to be one of 
taking names and kicking 
butt. 

Service to the legisla-
ture? 

Research?

If that's not a signal that 

the OEA has fallen victim 
to pressure politics, well, 
we need to have our eyes 
and ears checked. 

There's no doubt that the 
OEA under Dr. Sanders 
ticked off a few powerful 
legislators who were no 
doubt embarrassed by the 
attention their home dis­
trict got from the agency. 

And, we won't say ... yet, 
that the new OEA chief 
was picked to appease their 
wounded egos. 

But we don't like the 
sound of things. 

The OEA was not estab­
lished to provide service to 
the legislature or to spend 
its time doing research. 

It was created to make 
certain that local school

A politicized 
IRS? 

Just one of every 100 Americans is audited 
by the Internal Revenues Service in a given 
year and, lo and behold, Paula Jones happens 
to be one of this year 's unfortunates. 

Naturally. the White House insists that 
Jones' unluckiness of the draw has absolutely 
nothing to do with her sexual harassment law­
suit against President Clinton. "We may do 
dumb things from time to time," said 
spokesman Mike McCurry, "but we are not 
certifiably insane." 

Tell that to Billy Dale, former director of 
the White House travel office. When the Clin­
tons wanted to dump him - to give the travel 
business to a firm owned by family friends -
they sicced the FBI on Dale. 

He was indicted on trumped-up charges of 
financial misconduct, only to be found inno­
cent by a jury. 

So if the White House used the FBI to go 
after someone it didn't like, it is not hard to 
imagine the same White House using the IRS . 
to go after Jones. 

And if former presidents such as John 
Kennedy, Lyndon Johnson and Richard Nixon 
had no qualms - reportedly - about using 
the tax collection agency against perceived 
foes. it is conceivable that the current occu­
pant of the Oval Office might do the same. 

Perhaps the IRS acted entirely on its own

on the Jones audit. Since most civil servants 
working in Washington. D.C.. reflect the 
city's 85 percent Democrat majority, it's alto­
gether possible that a party loyalist might ha,·e 
targeted her . 

Of course, acting IRS Commissioner 
Michael Dolan will deny that his agency 
would ever single out a taxpayer for political 
reasons. 

But the IRS itself admits that its workers 
routinely, and illegally. snoop through the tax­
payer files of former spouses, neighbors, Hol­
lywood celebrities and political figures. 

Congress first investigated IRS snooping in 
1993. It found that more than 1,300 IRS em­
ployees had improperly browsed through con­
fidential taxpayer files. 

And although the IRS instituted a policy of 
"zero tolerance" of employee snoop111g, a re­
cent General Accounting Office report says 
the policy has failed to deter rogue employees. 

So if IRS employees brazenly ignore the 
agency's rules against snooping in taxpayer 
files, they might also initiate an audit against 
an individual, like Jones. for political reasons. 

There is no evidence, so far. that this has 
happened. But Dolan ought to be hauled be­
fore a congressional committee to show that 
Jones was randomly chosen for audit by a 
computer. not by a politically motivated em­
ployee. He might also explain why the IRS 
has targeted a disproportionate number of 
conservative. nonprofit organizations for 
audit, like the Heritage Foundation, the Na­
tional Rifle Association and the National 
Right to Life Committee. 

And why liberal. nonprofit groups like the 
Brookings Institute, Handgun Control Inc. and 
the National Abortion Rights League have had 
no problems with the IRS. 

The IRS should be a politically neutral 
agency. Its powers to audit, to investigate or to 
prosecute taxpayers should not be used to ha­
rass selected individuals or groups.

speech, and the 
big debate 

·' ... This is going to be a good debate," said 
Kentucky's Senator Mitch McConnell. predict­
ing the obvious on the floor of the US Senate 
last Friday. The debate will be over the Mc­
Cain-Femgold bill which would. among other 
things, effectively eliminate vast "soft money" 
expenditures and ban PAC contributions. 

"Soft Money" is contributions given to po­
litical parties and not directly to political can­
didates. (Money given directly to candidates is 
''Hard Money" 
which, since 
1974, is strictly 
limited by feder­
al law.) Soft 
money was in­
nocently created 
in 1978 for the 
purpose of in­
creasing public 
participation 
through voter 
registration. get­
out-the-vote dri­
ves, and other 
grassroots ef­
forts. Notice the 
above men-
tioned dates. 
When the well 
of "hard 
money" con­
tribution was 
run dry by

federal Jaw, the frightened eyes of thirsty 
politicians turned to the forbidden river of "soft 
money" flowing into political parties. And the 
politicians drank and drank and drank. "Soft 
money" became merely a loopl\Qle, unregulat­
ed and everlasting ... so they now hope. 

Soft money is spent on television ads for the 
party, party staff expenses. recruitment of field 
organizers. ..get-out-the-vote drives." cam­
paign literature. and other related activities 
which all obviously benefit a particular candi­
date. 

The amount of "hard money" (directly to 
candidates) contributions by individuals and 
PACs (political action committees) is reason­
ably limited by Jaw. Since corporations and 
unions are banned from contributing "hard 
money", they form PACs through stockholders, 
employees. and so on. Existing and specially 
created organizations, political candidates, and 
even active politicians also join in the forma­
tion of PACs because each can contribute sep­
arately and enjoy a higher maximum limit than 
individuals. 

PACs also contribute to the political parties 
when they have reached their "hard money" 
limit, as well as working directly against their 
chosen candidate's opposition. The number of 
PAC has grown like a plague since 1974. as 
politicians have recognized them as another 
way of acquiring power through money, and 
still avoid the federal laws created to curtail 
just such spending. The influence of PACs 
upon federal elections would be eliminated if 
the McCain-Feingold bill is passed. 

While the image of our national campaign 
system resembles a multi-million dollar candy 
machine, where enough money is poured in 
and the job of Senator or Representative pops 
out, it resembles in theory and effect upon the 
public the same system of straight vote-buying. 
voter-hauling, deceased-voting, and abuse of 
confidential voter records which has distin­
guished East Kentucky politics for generations, 
just on a larger scale. General public opinion of 
the entire process is low, and politicians are 
disliked. So, seemingly, it would be politically 
unwise for a politician to oppose reform. 

However, the debate which begins this week 
in the US Senate over the McCain-Feingold 
bill, will include strong opposition, not just to 
the particulars of the bill, but to iL<> substantive 
passage. Reform to the national campaign sys­
tem is publicly opposed! 

While televisions tuned into C-Span and 
Cf\.TN tell the story of the debate to viewers 
from Florida to Oregon those viewers will 
laugh pitifully at the state claiming the Senator 
leading the charge against (Against!) campaign 
finance reform. Here in the Commonwealth all 
we can do ts scratch our heads in disbelief. that 
senator is our own Mitch McConnell. 

Because he is our Senator, the benefit of the 
doubt he should be granted as we listen to him 
expound his theories on the nation's political 
news shOws, or in more detail by reading the 
Congressional Record. The First Amendment's 
Freedom of Speech Clause is his shield and 
"political participation" is his sword. He has 
chosen two of the most important foundations 
of our democracy to defend the national cam­
paign system in its current condition. 



Local CDW attends 
~annual conference 

Charlotte Weddington, the 
Court Designated Worker (CDW) 
for the 31st Judicial District made 
up of Floyd County, attended the 
1997 statewide COW conference 
held in Lexington, August 25-27. 

Seminars and general group 
sessions at the conference focused 
on a variety of topics, including 
in-depth discussions about juve­
nile diversion programs, as well as 
a review of the resources available 

,. for use in diversion, such as edu­
cational programs, community 
service opportunities, and coun­
seling services. Sessions were also 
dedicated to reviewing case man­
agement procedures of COWs. 

Speakers at the conference 
included representatives from 
Morehead State University; th~ 
Kentucky Department of the 
Blind; Kentucky Impact; the 
Department of Vocational 
Rehabilitation; the Kentucky Deaf 
and Hard of Hearing Commission; 
and staff from the AOC. Nana Yaa 

• Asantewa, an artist and consultant 
from Louisville, also presented a 
motivational program. 

The conference closed with an 
awards ceremony. COWs from 

across the state were recognized 
for their efforts during the past 
year. 

The CDW program is adminis­
tered through the AOC, Office of 
Juvenile Services. Through the 
program, juveniles are given alter­
natives to juvenile court. 
Diversion agreements can be 
negotiated between non-violent 
juvenile offenders and their local 
COWs. If the terms of these agree­
ments are followed, no court case 
will be filed against the juvenile. 
This helps juveniles involved in 
minor offenses avoid having an 
official court record, while reduc­
ing the case load of the court. 
More serious offenders and repeat 
offenders are, however, referred to 
formal court. 

CDWs are available in all 120 
counties, 24 hours a day, 7 days a 
week.

Kentucky tuition assistance 
program successful; Eastern 
Kentucky students benefiting 

Residents of eastern Kentucky 
are responding positively to a 

., program which offers them 
reduced tuition in nearby 
Virginia. 

Sixty Kentuckians enrolled at 
the Clinch Valley College of the 
University of Virginia this fall, a 
four-year state college which in 
1996 began offering grants of up 
to $4,200 per year to assist 
Eastern Kentucky residents who 
want to attend the nearby school. 

Until two years ago, Clinch 
Valley was forced to charge out-

,- of-state rates to Kentucky resi­
dents, even though the College is 
situated less than ten miles from 
Virginia's border with Kentucky. 
That situation changed when the 
Virginia General Assembly 
passed a bill allowing eve to 
offer what it calls Kentucky 
Tuition Assistance Grants, or 
KTAGs. 

"The KTAG program has real­
ly opened up the possibility for 
us to serve well-qualified stu-'* dents from Kentucky," said 
Courtney Kilgore, Director of 
Enrollment Services at CVC. 
"Before KTAG, we heard from 
dozens of Kentucky students 
each year who wanted to attend 
Clinch Valley, but simply could­
n't enroll here because of out-of­
state tuition charges." 

In-state tuition at Clinch 
Valley College, which is the only 
branch of the University of 
Virginia (an institution ranked 

_.,the best public university in 
America by U.S. News and 
World Report) is $1, 184 per 
semester. Out-of-state tuition is 
$3,618 per semester. 

However, qualified Kentucky 
residents have their tuition 
reduced by $1 ,575 to $2,100 per 
semester, depending on their year 
of enrollment. 

The program is staggered so 
that juniors and seniors receive 
slightly larger grants than fresh­
men and sophomores. 

Immediately after the incep-
-~on of the program, eve saw a 
modest increase in enrollment by 
Kentuckians. But, during the past 
six months, the increase has 
become dramatic. 

Twenty-two freshmen and 38 
transfer students in this year's 
entering class are from Kentucky. 
A total of 306 freshmen and 169 
transfer students entered Clinch 
Valley this fall. 

The Kentucky Tuition 
Assistance Grant program is 
available to residents of 
Breathitt, Floyd, Harlan, Knott, 
Leslie, Letcher, Magoffin, Perry, 
and Pike counties. So far, those 
counties that border directly on 
Virginia have benefited most 
from KTAG. Of the 22 freshmen, 
16 hail from Letcher County. 
Three more are from Pike 
County, and one is from Harlan 
County. Two entering 
Kentuckians are from outside the 
KTAG service area. 

Of the 38 transfer students, 20 
are from Letcher County, ten are 
from Pike County, and four are 
from Harlan County. 

Other Eastern Kentucky coun­
ties with students at eve include 
Breathitt, Knott, and Perry. 
Transfers from Southeast 
Community College number 21, 
while ten students came to eve 
from Prestonsburg Community 
College. 

Hazard Community College 
sent three transfer students. Some 
Kentucky students transferred 
from four-year colleges and uni­
versities. 

Officials predict a steady 
increase in enrollment by 
Kentuckians as knowledge of the 
program spreads. 

CVC's admissions of office is 
making frequent visits to Eastern 
Kentucky high schools and com­
munity colleges to promote the 
KTAG program. 

Although located in Virginia, 
Clinch Valley College of the 
University of Virginia is the near­
est four-year state college for 
much of Eastern Kentucky. 
Located is Wise, Virginia, the 
school is only eight air miles 
from the Kentucky border.

~ Specifically he points to, as 
"' does his lieutenants in this "misun­

derstood" battle, the Supreme 
Court's decision in Buckley, v. 
Valeo, in which the court said 
Congress may not limit indepen­
dent expenditures on behalf of a 
candidate because this sustantially 
restricts political speech. Congress 
can however limit contributions to 
a candidate because they have a 
compelling interest in eliminating 
corruption and the appearance of 
corruption. Corruption and the 
appearance of corruption has again 

.-surfaced with the abuse of "soft 
"JJmoney." 

The key that turned the court's 
decision was the compelling inter: 
est of Congress to combat con11p: 

tion weighed against the limited 
restriction of political speech. 

For several reasons, Buckley v. 
Valeo is a shaky bridge for 
McConnell's team to stand upon. 
The Buckley decision was very 
close, 5-4, and was handed down 
over 20 years ago. 

Also, the compelling interest of 
Congress can now more readily be 
seen as outweighing the limited 
restraint on the quality of political 
speech. Any other provisions of 
the bill which the court might 
deem unconstitutional would be 
severable and the main reforms 
would stand.

Safety specialists with the 
Kentucky Department of Mines and 
Minerals oflicc at Martin arc ana­
lyzing actions of emergency crews 
during a mock mine disaster on 
August 15. 

Mike Brown, a <>afcty analyst. 
II< and Hershell Tackett, a supervisor at 

the Martin office, found only minor 
problem~ with the mock re,cue 
effort held at a mine on Stevens 
Branch, near May Valley 
Elementary. 

Brown and Tackett agreed that 
minor problems occurred with 
crowd control and with communica­
tions. 

"The only thmg I could sec that 
can be improved is crowd control 
during briefing. You've got six peo­
ple who arc going to be entering the 
mine and putting their lives on the 
line. Instead of six people (at the 
briefing). there were 15 to 20 people 

1 all talking at once," Tackett said. 
The six people were part of a 

mine rescue team trained to free 
trapped miners. The disaster sce­
nario in August revolved around a 
mock explosion that trapped seven 
miners underground. 

Fvents began when Comeilus 
Rowe. a superintendent with RO-Co 
Rescourses #I Inc.'s No. I mine on 
Stevens Branch. contacted the 
Martm District Mine and Minerals 
office. That's when the Emergency 
Operation Procedure Plan went into 
action, according to Tackett 

As in a real disaster. emergency 
rescue crews and accident im estiga­
tion teams were contacted b) the 
Martin mine office. Emergency 
crews contacted included Our Lady 
of the Wa) Hospital: McDowell 
Appalachian Regional Hospital; the 
Floyd County Sheriff's Department 
and the Kentucky State Police; the 
Martin. Allen. and Left Beaver tire 
departments: rescue squads from 
Floyd and Knott counties: Left 
Beaver, Respond, and Res-Q ambu­
lance services; Disaster and 
Emergency services; and the state 
Mine Safety and Health 

Teamwork to the rescue 

Administration. 
Tackett and Rrown praised the 

teamwork of the various rescue 
groups that pmticipated in the event. 

"Once we got it up and running. 
it went smoothly," Tackett said. 

I on May. !•loyd County Disaster 
and bnergency Services director. 
concurred. "The mine rescue people 
really did a good job. They know 
what to do ... When something like 
this happens, you have to come 
together as n team. If there are short­
falls. it'~ better to find out during 
something like this than a real emer­
genc)." 

May said the mock disaster took 
on a life-like quality when actors 
from the Jenny Wiley Theatre posed 
as family member~ of the mine vic-
tims. 

"There were lights and sirens 
C\ crywhere.'' May said. "One of the 
actors who was portraying one of 
the family members passed out (in a 
fake swoon) and was transported to 
the hospital. That made it realistic 
We have to deal with a lot of emo­
tions in a real situation."

May said a minor problem 
encountered in the rescue effort was 
lack of communication equipment. 

"Communications \Vas good, but 
it needs improvement," May said. 
"The lack of equipment kept every­
one from knowing what was going 
on. In a major eml'rgl'llcy. that's 
always a major problem. 911 will 
help. We have a lot of emergency 
frequencies now. Once the 911 o;ys 
tern goes through, one l'Cntntl dis­
patch.,.. ill open the lines of commu­
nications." 

The rescue operation went \\ell. 
though, according to Ma), Bro.,.. n 
and Tackett. Tackett said he 
received positave feedback from 
mine safet) teams that compete in 
rescue operations. 

"(They) said that's the \\ ay it 
should be done," Tackett nxalled. 

It went so well that the commis· 
sioner of the Department of ~lines 
and Minemls hopes to make the 
mock disaster an annual event in 
various areas of the state.

Landfill developer seeks $125,000 
paid in advance to fiscal court 

A Florida company that fought for six 
years to build a huge landfill in Eastern 
Kentucky sued Magoffin Count) last week 
to retrieve $125,000 in ad\'ancc royalties. 

Eastern Kentucky Resources paid the 
money to the county as part of the contract 
to build the 300-acre dump and handle 
garbage pickup there. But the contract has 
been declared illegal by the courts, and the 
project has been stalled. 

The proposed landfill would have taken 
up to 4,000 tons of garbage per day, much 
of it from out of state. 

The company began asking in January 
for the money to be returned, but county 
officials refused. Judge-Executive Charles 
Hardin, who is named as a defendant in the 
suit, once said he would pay back the 
money if he company would agree to leave 
the county alone. 

The lawsuit filed in Magoffin Circuit 
Court said the county should pay back the 
money. plus interest. The lawsuit also 
accuses county officials of malicious intent 
and asks for punitive damages. 

"We've been asking for the money and 
have gone through all the proper channels," 
said Angie Siegel Clark. a spokeswoman 
for EKR. "Contractually. Magoffin County 
is clearly obligated to pay us back." 

The fiscal court voted last month to ask 

. 
for a court ruling on what should be done 
WJth the money. County Anomey Grover 
Arnett field a petition to that effect on 
Thursday. 

In the petition, Arnett said EKR was 
supposed to make 15 payments of $25.000 
to the county but reneged on its own 
invalid contract. 

"As a result of EKR's illegal manipula­
tion of an earlier :vtagoffin County Fiscal 
Court. the people of Magoffin County has 
(sic) suffered untold hardships, mental 
anguish and turmoil over the prospect of a 
large out-of-state landfill being operated 
near their homes, and personal bereave­
ment. the costs of which far exceed the 
$125,000 currently held by Magoffin 
County in its account," he wrote. 

Hardin stated that he would be liable if 
he paid the money back without authoriza­
tion. He said some of the company's credi­
tors also have laid claim to the money. 
which has been kept in a non-interest bear­
ing account. 

"We need legal guidance on who the 
money belongs to," he said 

A lawsuit filed in late I 991 by the citi­
zens group Magoffin Countians for a 
Better Emironmem said the landfill pact 
was agreed to in illegal meetings. The 
Kentucky Supreme Court in November 

upheld a circuit court ruling that the con­
tract also amounted to an illegal franchise 
and was entered into without competitive 
biddit g. 

New fiscal court members elected on an 
anti landfill platform worked out a local 
solid-waste plan that did not include a new 
landfill. 

EKR also sued the county and state o\·er 
a state law that allows counties to decide 
their own solid-waste needs and whether to 
allow landfills. The case is pending before 
the U.S. 6th District Court of Appeals in 
Cincinnati. 

Hardin said EKR, which once filed a 
$10 million suit against the citizens group 
for allegedly hurting its business is going 
about this all wrong. 

"I think that this latest action by EKR is 
just a perfect example of how they are in 
general," Hardin said. "They want to intim­
idate. fight to get their way. This is exactly 
why we've not been able to work with 
them in the past on anything." 
Mrs. Clark said EKR is not going away 
quietly. 

"The owner of this company has attend­
ed some of the court hearings.'' she said. 
"He's ver) interested in :seeing what hap­
pens. And he's vef) intent on building a 
landfill." 

Chapmans convicted on single charge; 
'Black lipstick girl' happy with verdict

It may have been a small victory. but 

Michael and Connie Chapman say thetr day 
in court was important for every parent 
with a child in the Pike County School 
System. 

The Chapman~. who were arrested last 
year following a confrontation at Runyon 
Elementary School imohing their daugh­
ter's choice of black lipstick, were found 
not guilty Wednesday of all charges except 
for one. 

The two were convicted of abuse of a 
teacher and fined $50. 

Michael Chapman was acquitted of ter­
roristic threatening and harassment. Connie 
Chapman, Karla's stepmother, was found 
not guilty of harassment. The two faced u 
maximum penalty of up to 12 months in jail 
and $500 fine. 

"Today, in Pike County, justice has been 
served. I wouldn't hurt anybody. But this is 
my daughter, and I will stand up for my 
chlld,'' Michael Chapman said after the ver­
dict. 

Karla Chapman, 14, who gained nation­
al attention bct·ausc of the in<.'ident, said she 
was pleased with the verdict and the fact 
her parents wouldn't go to jail. 

"I'm really happy that J have parents 
who would do that for me," she said ''They 
shouldn't have been found guilty of any­
thing because they didn't do anything" 

Jurors took about an hour to reject the 
threats. But they didn 'r appreciate the 
Chapmans' boisterous, confrontational 
approach to the situation - cursing and 
doing Nazi salutes for the news medw. 

''We just wanted to let it be known that 
the school system is there to protect the kids 
and protect their kids· interest and to teach 
them something in life,'' said jury foreman 
Craig Chapman. no relation to the defen­
dants. "We felt that there could have been 
other ways to handle it.'' 

Runyon Principal Rosa Wolfe declared 
Karla\ lipstick a distraction and. therefore, 
a violation of the county dress code. When 
Karla refused to take it off. Mrs. Wolfe sus­
pended for her for three days. 

The teen-ager missed more than a month 
of classes and reportedly attempted suicide 
bclorc eventually transferring to a school 
where she was allowed to wear the lipstick. 
She also filed a civil tights lawsuit in Pike 
Circuit Court against Mrs. Wolfe and the 
school board. 

Charges were brought against the 
Chapmans by Wolfe after a meeting at the 
school last November 18. in which Wolfe 
and scveml teachers claimed the Chapmans 
threatened their lives and dismptcd school 
activities. 

The Chapmans were called to the school 
that day for a conference so Karla Chapman 
could return to school following a three-day 

suspension for wearing the black lipstick. 
The principal and teachers at the school 

smd the lipstick was a distraction to other 
students and asked Karla to remove it in 
order to be allowed to stay at school. Karla 
refused and was suspended. 

Witnesses testified at the trial about the 
events that transpired that day. and the 
Chapmans' attorney. Larry Webster, also 
introduced a tape of part of the com·ersa­
tion. 

Wolfe and teachers Billy R. Dotson. 
Gina Hatfield and Darlene Hager all testi­
fied they felt threatened and their lives were 
in danger because during the meeting 
Michael Chapman said somebod) would 
"smoke'' for the incident involving Karla. 

Wolfe and the teachers testified they 
were threatened when Michael Chapman 
made the statement,"! am willing to take a 
bullet for my child. Arc you'~" 

The teachers and principal said they 
interpreted the comment to mean that 
Michael Chapman would hurt or kill them 
ror his daughter. 

Michael Chapman testified. "I was sim­
ply saying !love my child enough to die for 
her. I IClt like her ci,·il rights were being 
violated and 1 wanted to protect her." 

Testimony in the case lasted about four 
hours, and it took the juf)' of two men anJ 
four women less than an hour to reach the 
verdicts.

Rowe said she also received calls from 
two persons representing separate chapters 
of the American Civil Liberty Union, one 
out of Florida and the other from Atlanta. 

In her suit against board member and 
former chairman Nolan Hall, Magoffin 
County Schools Superintendent Howard 
Wallace, ami the Magoffin County Board 
of Education, she is asking the federal court 
to detennine if she was improperly ejected 
from the May 21. 1996, meeting for refus­
ing to stand for the Pledge of Allegiance.
