(MRI) Unit and the new Bone 
Densitometry Unit. More than 30 
people attended the event which 
was also filmed for airing on 
WPRG-TV. 

Highlands new fixed site MRI is 
a Telsa Contour® 0.5T system, 
produced by GE Medical Systems, 
and is capable of producing images 
so detailed they approach the fine­
line anatomical drawings found in 
medical textbooks. MRI is a non­
invasive, painless technique which 
allows physicians to "see'' through 
bones and produce images from 
any angle, giving accurate views 
not possible with other tcsb . 

During the procedure , the 
patient lays on a padded tabk, the 
MRI ring surrounds the body with 
a harmlcs-; magnetic field, am! the 
scanner sends radio ~ignals 

through the part of the body heing 
scanned. 

ularly useful for evaluating disor­
ders or the bruin. <.;pine , and ner­
vous ~.;ystem; trauma injuries ;

Hologic QDR 4500SL, one of most 
advanced systems available used to 
diagnose low hone dens1ty. The 
scan is non-imasive and comfort­
able . During a scan. the patient is 
placed on a padued table while a 
small beam of radiation passes 
through the area of interest. 
Lumbar and hip measurements and 
cross-table lumbar and forearm 
procedures are offered. The bone 
density is measured and calculated

Within the body, tissue responds 
hy emitting signals which are 
picked up by a special receiver.

The participants from 
each city will then reassemble dur­
ing an additional half-day session to 
assess progress and celebrate sue-

The COPS training was first 
offered in 1997 with a pilot group of 
six cities participating. The success 
of that initial process, combined 
with an additional grant from the 
U.S. Department of Justice Office of 
Community Oriented Policing 
Services, has expanded the program 
to 20 additional cities in 1998. 

"Of Kentucky's 369 city and 
liill • county police and sheriff depart-

1111 ments, 271 have fewer than ten 
sworn employees," said Sylvia 
Lovely, KLC Executive 
Director/CEO. "This type of collab­
orative training and problem solving 
will make efficient use of all com­
munity resources to improve public 
safety.'' 

The city of Hazard will be the 
first community in this series to 
complete the training. Its citizens 
exhibited a commitment to the pro 
gram when nearly 50 people gath­
ered in January to become involved 

11111111~1~ in the program. 
"The teamwork approach is the 

underlying theme and goal of the 
COPs training.'' states Mitchell 
Smith, training coordinator from the 
Regional Community Policing 
Institute. "Citizens working in part­
nership with the police will be the 
key to identifying and solving com­
munity problems." 

COPs comes to Kentucky after 
being successfull y implemented 
across the nation. The concept is 
advocated by leaders at the highest 
level of government- including 

• President Clinton and Attorney 
General Janet Reno, who describes it 
as the "changing of policing." In 
addition, it has been suggested that 
community policing can play a pri-
